There was one public comment received. Dr. Bridges read the public comment via Google Forms
regarding item 5 on the agenda:

Jennifer Turner/Parent:

My son attends Hawkins and will be entering 5 grade. I am, as are other parents I know, concerned
about the emergence of COVID variants ahead of the upcoming school year. My child has attended
this school since TK, but we are considering moving to a homeschool or distance learning option
online or at a local charter. Our family believes in public school, and do everything we can to
support ours, but even the current independent study option does not seem sufficient. We are
considering the real health concerns we have for our child amidst the pandemic’s ever changing
landscape. Our child did very well with distance learning last year, and we make sure he is fully
supported every school day. Although we wish we could allow him to attend in person, protocols and
masking are both uncomfortable and perhaps insufficient given the transmissibility and increased
virulence of variants like Delta. Also, we would like our son to be able to receive instruction, even
though virtually, as he was able to do last year. There are online options where this available as an
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Iv.

option for our child. Naturally, we would like him to be able to continue to attend the school he is so
identified with, but given the issues with vaccinating the general populations we this as a possible
disruption to the beginning of this school year and perhaps beyond. We want a steady, effective
option that will help engage our child and keep him connected and vested in his own education. We
hope Jefferson School District will consider providing parents more options, not less. Thank you.

BOARD DISCUSSION AND REPORTS

5.1 Revised BP/AR 6158 Independent Study, Consider for Adoption- Dr. Bridges provided a
summary of the changes to Independent Study for the upcoming school year. Earlier this month, AB
130 was passed with new Independent Study language. The state of California has given school
districts two options to provide instruction for the 2021/22 school year. The first option is in person
instruction, and the second option is that every school district in the state of California is required to
provide Independent Study. Dr. Bridges noted that the State has done away with distance learning.
Dr. Bridges provided a summary of the major changes to Independent Study and indicated that this
does not apply to 15-day vacationing students. The new rules for Independent study are effective
immediately.

When placing a resident in the Residency@TCSJ program, a co-sponsor agreement between all partners
mustbeinplaceinordertocomplywith CA Commission on Teacher Credentialing (CCTC) requirements. This
document describes roles and responsibilities of the three partners: San Joaquin County Office of Education
(SJCOE) serving as the Lead Education Agency (LEA), Teachers College of San Joaquin (TCS]) serving as the
Institute of Higher Education (IHE), and the partnering district. These entities agree that developing highly
effective teachers in this residency program is a shared responsibility. The following agreements shall be in
place:

RESPONSIBILITIES Of THE SAN JOAQUIN COUNTY OFFICE OF EDUCATION (LEA):
The SJCOE agrees to:
1. Employ a residency coordinator who will work closely with TCS] to ensure all CCTC program
standards are met. The residency coordinator will:

a. Collaborate with district partners to ensure residents become immersed in the culture of
the partnering district and are successful in their placement;

b. Facilitate collaborative efforts to identify and select the master teachers and cohort
settings;
c. Track performance of residency program against grant and program goals;
d. Oversee the continual development of the Residency@7TCS/program.
e. Facilitate Residency Advisory Panel meetings.
2. Manage grant funds;
3. Participate in the Residency Advisory Panel.

RESPONSIBILITIES Of THE TEACHERS COLLEGE OF SAN JOAQUIN (IHE):
The responsibilities of TCS] are to oversee the Residency@TCS/program including the following:

1. Work closely with SJCOE and district partners in the design and implementation of residency
program;

2. Interview and hire master teachers selected from the list of potential master teachers provided
from the partnering district;

3. Provide orientation and training for the master teachers that includes, but is not limited to
effective coaching techniques, adult learning theory, and current instructional practices;

4. Establish effective and on-going communication with partnering district and Residency@TCS]
personnel as appropriate to ensure a successful teaching experience for theresident;

5. Develop program instruments and benchmarks including: Observation protocols, rubrics,
benchmarks for classroom performance, alignment to Cycle 1 & 2 of Teacher Performance
Assessments (CalTPA);

Provide all CCTC required coursework for the preliminary credential and assist with questions or
issues in regard to credentialing;

Provide a supervisor who will gather observational data and identify professional development
needs for residents and master teachers;

Ensure that residents are prepared for two Teacher Performance Assessments (TPAs) which will
be taken in the fall and spring;

Ensure that multiple subject, mild/moderate, extensive support, and dual credential residents
are prepared for the Reading Instruction Competence Assessment (RICA) which will be taken
before the end of the academic year;

Verify that residents complete all requirements for the credential they are pursuing;
Recommend residents to CCTC for preliminary credential;
Participate in the Residency Advisory Panel;

Provide compensation to the master teacher for their work with residents which takes place
outside of the regular school day.

RESPONSIBILITIES OF PARTNERING DISTRICTS

The partnering district agrees:

f. Provide a total of three excellent recommendations (TCS] forms): one from a parent, one
from a current administrator, and one from a colleague;

g. Agree to be observed and/or interviewed by TCS].

Residents are placed with a master teacher in an assignment that aligns with the credential being
pursued (Mild/Moderate, Moderate/Severe, Multiple Subject or Single Subject);

They will assist residents to complete requirements to be a substitute teacher;

They will place residents in a setting where video capture is permitted for candidate reflection
and Teaching Performance Assessments (TPAs);

Residents are placed at a site with fully qualified site administrators who are aware of the shared
responsibilities set forth in this agreement;

The site administrator will share observations and feedback regarding resident performance
with the master teacher as well as the coordinator of the Residency@7CS/program,;

They will assign a representative to act as a contact person to the Residency@7CS/program;
They may participate in the Residency Advisory Panel (RAP);

They shall collaborate with TCS] to determine data collection strategies for both individual
residents and the program as a whole;

They shall respond to requests for evaluation data as requested by the CCTC and the
Residency@TCS/ program;

They will help inform ongoing feedback of program adjustments needed to enhance district and

12. Once a resident is placed within the partnering district, they will not hire the resident as an
intern;

13. The district may provide release time to district employees in order for them to present expertise
to residents and/or master teachers;

SHARED ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES (PARTNERING DISTRICT AND IHE):

Oversight of mentorship is a collaborative job shared by the residency coordinator, master teacher, and
school administrator. Mentoring is an integral part of the Residency@7TCSJprogram. Master teachers serve
as primary mentors. TCS] will provide training for the master teachers. The responsibilities of the master
teacher shall include:

1. Co-teaching, co-planning, and co-assessing alongside the resident for the full school year: Three
full days per week in the fall and four to five days per week in the spring;

Supporting the resident in the gradual release of responsibility towards independent teaching;

Documenting master teacher support and resident’s growth. This is a shared responsibility
between the master teacher and the residency coordinator.

For residents who are pursuing a dual credential, the residency coordinator will work with the partnering
district to:

1. Identify a master teacher with a general education credential that matches the resident’s goal;

2. Collaborate to identify a teacher with an Education Specialist Credential (SPED) who will support
the resident additional experience in a Mild/Moderate setting;

3. Allow, after parent permission is granted, the master teacher and/or supervisor and/or
residency coordinator to observe residents during an IEP meeting, or failing that, to debrief with
a participating educational agency administrator/specialist who was present at a recent IEP
meeting conducted by the resident.

In the event that the placement of the resident with the master teacher is unsuccessful, the residency
coordinator and partnering district representative will work together to identify a possible solution. If
there is not a resolution, the partnering district and residency coordinator will look for an alternate master
teacher in the district. If there is disagreement about the potential of a resident, and the district no longer
wishes to place the resident in their district, TCS] will seek out an alternate district for placement. If both
parties agree that the resident is an unsuitable candidate, TCS] will dismiss the resident from the program.

Living allowances and/or stipends for residents involved with the CTC Residency grant will be disbursed
in accordance to the specifications within the grant(s) and/or funding sources from the district and/or
SJCOE as agreed upon with residents.

GLAD professional development and Intervention had to be postponed, but the funds will be saved to be used in the 21/22 school
year. For AS 1.5 funds allocated for staff salaries were transferred to the same action service to cover the cost of presenters. Finally,
while the District encumbered new science curriculum in the 20/21 school year they will not receive the curriculum in time for it to be
paid in the 20/21 school year. For this reason the funds are being saved to cover the cost in the 21/22 school year.

All of the actions and services under Goal 1 were impacted by school closures resulting from the COVID-19 pandemic. While
everything was impacted the District still had success in providing online professional development to staff on diverse learners.

It was a challenge to provide GLAD training to staff
members that needed it as the providers did not offer an online version of the training. Also, the textbook adoption process was
impacted by distance learning and this caused the purchase to be delayed until the 21/22 school year.

The only action and service that was not fully implemented was AS 2.5 VCCS counseling services. Due to the pandemic, counseling
for students and families occurred through Zoom and this made it more difficult to provide the same number of hours of service.
Success was found with online support and resources (see more details below). The remaining funds in this budget are planned to be
used to provide counseling over the summer.

The District had continued success in improving parental involvement. During the pandemic one of the positives has been an increase
in involvement in meetings held through Zoom. Parents of all students, including unduplicated students, had an easier time
participating in these meetings at home because they don't have to look for child care. JESD continued to partner with VCCS for
student counseling services and transitioned to Zoom based counseling to provide a high level of service. A crisis hotline was posted
on the district website for students, families, teachers and school staff to get support if needed. The district coaches provided wellness
articles and activities to all staff in weekly newsletters. The one major challenge we had in this goal was providing SEL curriculum for
our TK-5 students. This curriculum is not digital and made it more complicated to provide. For this reason we are going to a completely
digital version for the coming years.

The District had a difficult time with deferred maintenance items because it was difficult to have contractors come on campus due to
the COVID-19 pandemic. Action/Services 3.3 funds encumbered for services had to be transferred to equipment to cover the cost of
the need for additional student devices to meet the needs of Distance Learning. JESD provided hot spots for students and additional
necessary tech items for teachers and staff to help with distance learning.

A description of the successes and challenges in implementing the actions/services to achieve the goal.

The District has great success in implementing all of the actions and services included in Goal 3. All teaching positions were filled. PD
opportunities were available to certificated and classified staff to support teaching and learning in distance learning and hybrid models.
District coaches provided ongoing support in addition to the PD to ensure all instructional staff have the tools to provide high quality
instruction. Students, Families and school staff all had access to the necessary technology devices, network equipment, servers,
teacher laptops, projectors, document cameras and support staff computers. A challenge was how school closures due to the COVID-
19 pandemic made it difficult to complete deferred maintenance items as described above.

Analysis of In-Person Instructional Offerings

A description of the successes and challenges in implementing in-person instruction in the 2020-21 school year.

JESD consulted JTA and surveyed families to identify successes and challenges in implementing in-person instruction in the 2020-21
school year. According to family and staff survey data and the COVID-19 data collected, JESD was successful in offering an in-person
instructional program that met the needs of the families in our district while keeping safety of all staff and students in mind at all times.
At the start of the school year all students were on a full distance learning instructional program. In October, the District brought back
students currently enrolled in a Pre-School to Grade 8 mild/moderate special day class (SDC). In November, the District brought back
students who meet the requirements in one of the higher risk categories:

e Students are in the Resource Specialist Program (RSP)
English Learners
Students on a 504 plan
Foster Youth
Students experiencing homelessness
Students at higher risk of further learning loss
Middle school students in danger of not meeting 8th grade promotion requirements
Other students identified by certificated staff
Students who are not meeting the Essential Standards
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e Students disengaged

In early March all students that wanted to return to in-person instruction in grades TK-6 were invited back. Approximately 50% of the
students returned to in-person instruction while 50% remained on Distance Learning. In early April, 7th and 8th grades were invited
back to in-person instruction. As was the case for the younger students 50% returned to in-person and 50% remained on distance
learning.

JESD'’s focus and commitment to re-opening schools safely and resuming in-person instruction are evidenced by the following:

Safety — JESD committed to following the SUCPHS and CDPH safety guidelines when bringing students back to the classroom.
Appropriate safety measures include safe distancing, temperature checks, and specific classroom procedures as related to safety,
hand washing, mask procedures and sanitizers. Additionally, safety-training procedures were provided for all staff and students at
school sites and district offices. JESD implemented a daily screener and tracked data of all COVID-19 symptoms to follow safety
guidelines and procedures.

Academic Success — The foundation of JESD’s school programs is a dedication to the highest levels of academic success for all
students, which includes in-person instruction and Distance Learning with a highly-engaging and rigorous curriculum and staff to
support the learning at all levels.

Social-Emotional Support — JSD provided social-emotional support to students through the pandemic and during the return to in-
person instruction as part of a successful academic program. We provided resources, strategies, and interventions to support
engagement in learning.

Communication — Frequent, two-way communication in multiple languages with students, families, and stakeholders ensured the best
quality, most effective learning experience and allowed schools to adapt to the changing needs of our students.

The biggest challenge identified in providing in-person instruction was having adequate space to provide social distancing and the
stringent guidelines that existed for student quarantines due to exposure and symptoms.

JSD ended up having to increase the budgets for Chromebook, professional development, and webcams for teachers. These budgets
were offset by a lower than expected need for software programs. While the District had a robust inventory of technology equipment,
the needs to provide a successful distance learning program necessitated the purchase of a large number of additional devices.

Analysis of the Distance Learning Program

A description of the successes and challenges in implementing each of the following elements of the distance learning program in the
2020-21 school year, as applicable: Continuity of Instruction, Access to Devices and Connectivity, Pupil Participation and Progress,
Distance Learning Professional Development, Staff Roles and Responsibilities, and Support for Pupils with Unique Needs.

JESD consulted JTA and surveyed families to identify successes and challenges in implementing the distance learning program
elements in the 2020-21 school year. Data from parent and teacher surveys, PD participation data, course completion and grade data,
the online technology help desk entries, as well as the learning logs provided evidence that JESD experienced great success in
implementing each of the following elements of the distance learning program in the 2020-21 school year:

Access to Devices and Connectivity - All students were issued Chromebooks regardless of need to ensure that all students had equal
access. In addition, the District furnished wifi hotspots to families with no internet access or cases in which the families current internet
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access isn't sufficient to support multiple Zoom sessions at once. The district setup an online help desk for students, staff and parents
to request tech support. The online help desk notified the IT and Curriculum Department. Multiple staff members handled the requests
for technology support, curriculum access troubleshooting, and other miscellaneous technology related service issues.

Pupil Participation and Progress - Student attendance and participation were monitored using online course participation and verified
daily/weekly engagement log. Online curriculum platforms such Aeries and Google Classroom provided data documenting time on
task, assignment completions, and course completions. Evaluating the time value of distance learning assignments was the role of the
credentialed teacher. Students that didn't attend school for three days in a row were engaged by site administration to develop a re-
engagement plan to ensure attendance and participation in distance learning.

Distance Learning Professional Development - JESD provided ongoing support, guidance, and resources for teachers to maintain
high-quality distance learning programs for students. Due to School Closures for COVID-19 and reopening in a distance learning
model for the 2020-2021 school year, Teachers were provided 2.5 days of optional PD and planning time to address learning losses
and learn strategies to improve distance learning when students started the new school year. To enhance teachers’ skills, in-depth
training in the use of Google Classroom and other online applications were provided.

Continuity of Instruction - Google apps afford teachers a means to provide instructional support, create class calendars, assign
coursework, and deliver resources to students in a safe online environment. Google apps offer a user-friendly, content-focused design
in a platform that cultivates interconnected, digital teaching and learning opportunities. Teachers had additional opportunities to further
strengthen their skills and knowledge by participating in workshops, one on one coaching, and recorded online trainings facilitated by
our district instructional coach team.

Staff Roles and Responsibilities - JESD support staff were proactive in seeking to support the learning process and offer support to
students and families in academic, social, and emotional domains. Support staff were regularly included in site zoom meetings and
text or email groups. All classified staff support positions completed their assignments in support of teachers and students. JESD
provided support staff with Chromebooks and JSD Zoom accounts to ensure access to the same technology was available to
certificated staff and students. For support staff in the administrative office, day-to-day business has been conducted as usual while
students worked remotely.

Support for Pupils with Unique Needs -

For students who are English learners (EL), foster youth, and low-income, distance learning can pose an extra set of challenges when
considering language or socio-economic barriers. In addition to providing all students in need with the necessary technology to access
academic curriculum via an electronic platform, JESD met the needs of English learners by providing virtual support with bilingual Para
educators. Students were in contact with teachers via phone calls, text, and emails in order to identify EL students who need
additional support. Imagine Learning program was available in multiple languages. Bilingual staff reached out to parents and students
if teachers were having difficulty communicating with the family. Teachers used curriculum, strategies and resources that assist
learning for English learners by using Guided Language Acquisition Development (GLAD) and Universal Design for Learning (UDL).
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These resources and strategies are embedded within their instruction. In addition, as soon as it became possible English learners
were invited back to in-person instruction.

For our students who are foster youth, the Foster Youth District Liaison connected with each school team to ensure the foster youth in
JSD had what they need to be successful during remote learning. The Liaison continued to provide support between the school team
and collaborative partners to assist with the coordination of services and continuity of educational programming, including school
transitions, to minimize disruptions in enrollments for foster youth. In addition, they were invited back to in-person instruction as soon
as possible.

Students of low income families were provided with instructional materials and resources, including technology and connectivity,
textbooks, and basic school supplies. Phone calls, text messages, and flyers are also provided to all students with information on
community resources, including food distribution events occurring at JSD school sites.

Each student with an IEP had an individual learning plan that detailed the program and services being provided to the student during
distance learning.

Homeless students were provided access to our school parking lots or in some cases to an instructional space on campus to be able
to have the necessary supplies and connectivity to participate in distance learning.

School site and district office staff worked together to anticipate challenges with moving to a distance learning program. Careful
preparation and planning went into all of the elements described above. When challenges arose a collaborative approach was utilized
to problem solve together quickly which allowed for successful implementation.

The difference between budgeted and actual was due to the staff member's placement on the JSD salary schedule.

Analysis of Pupil Learning Loss

A description of the successes and challenges in addressing Pupil Learning Loss in the 2020-21 school year and an analysis of the
effectiveness of the efforts to address Pupil Learning Loss to date.

The District Librarian played an integral role in successfully addressing pupil learning loss and implementing the district Learning Loss
Plan. She ensured that all students had the necessary technology resources and knew how to use them. In addition, she provided
classroom instruction to students and families on how to access assessments, resources, and instructional materials. One of the
concerns for our TK-3 students was having access to books to practice their early literacy skills. The district librarian collaborated with
site librarians and school staff to develop a system to checkout library books to students on distance learning and to continue virtual
library time as well. The librarians met monthly to review library check out rates and shared best practices leading to increase student
participation. Finally, the librarian supported teachers in implementing various intervention strategies.

JESD created and followed a Learning Loss Plan to address the loss of learning due to the COVID-19 school closures. The plan
included tiers of support with intervention opportunities occurring online and other offerings focused on remediation and enrichment.
The assessments used provide real time data to identify areas of student learning that need to be addressed. Using the data and other
tools, teachers planned instruction to meet the needs of all learners, including EL, low income, foster youth, exceptional needs
students and homeless. Whether we are in a distance learning or classroom environment, educators kept learners on track with
expected grade level standards and skills. JESD Teachers screened all students immediately in the fall and then utilized a variety of
assessments to identify target areas for remediation.

One challenge in addressing Pupil Learning Loss in the 2021 school year was not having CAASPP 2020 data to analyze in the Fall.
The district utilized other local assessment data as part of the Learning Loss Plan. Another challenge was ensuring test security and
accurate results of test administration when students accessed assessments remotely, from home.
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Analysis of Mental Health and Social and Emotional Well-Being

A description of the successes and challenges in monitoring and supporting mental health and social and emotional well-being in the
2020-21 school year.

In review of local survey data, input showed district success in supporting the mental health and emotional well being for both students
and staff. JSD provided social-emotional support to students through the pandemic and during the return to in-person instruction as an
component of the academic program. JSD provided resources, strategies, and interventions to support engagement in learning and
provide social emotional consultation through Multi-Tiered System of Supports (MTSS). To support the needs of students, teachers
provided students with weekly Second Step lessons to address the Tier social emotional needs of students. Students referred by staff,
parents or administration for more intense social emotional supports, the District contracted with Valley Community Counseling
Services (VCCS) to provide student counseling sessions. VCCS provided parents a choice of brining their students into their offices in
Tracy or having their student participate in Zoom counseling sessions. JSD continued to reach out to students and staff to develop
trainings and services to address social emotional needs so that students are able to thrive at school and in their jobs. A crisis hotline
was posted on the district website for students, families, teachers and school staff to get support if needed. The district coaches
provided wellness articles and activities to all staff in weekly newsletters. One challenge JESD experienced was providing SEL
curriculum to TK-5 students because the curriculum is not digital and made it more complicated to provide. For this reason we are
going to a completely digital version for the coming years.

Analysis of Pupil and Family Engagement and Outreach

A description of the successes and challenges in implementing pupil and family engagement and outreach in the 2020-21 school year.

Utilizing a new Family Engagement Survey in the 2020-2021 school year, JESD assessed successes and challenges with
implementing pupil and family engagement and outreach throughout the 2020-2021 school year. The LEA engaged and encouraged
families to participate in the self-reflection process in order to ensure input from all stakeholder groups of families, staff and students in
the LEA, including families of unduplicated students and families of individuals with exceptional needs as well as families of
underrepresented students.

Success was demonstrated by analyzing survey data, positive results were identified around how our district responded to the COVID-
19 pandemic. The majority of parents indicated that they were “Very satisfied” with District and School communication. Parents
indicated that they “Strongly agree” that the schools and the district encourage parental involvement. One challenge however is parent
attendance is not as high as we would like. While parent participation increased due to the convenient access of zoom meetings for
ELAC, DELAC, parent advisory meetings, teacher conferences and other meetings, JESD will work to continue to increase
participation. Prior to the COVID-19 pandemic, school events, class events and parent-teacher conferences were well attended by
families. A focus area of improvement would be to increase opportunities for parents to participate in planning and decision making
meetings. We would like to find ways to increase attendance, in person and/or virtual. Families would also like to see increased
opportunities to celebrate different cultures and more programs for children with special talents, gifts, or special needs.
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JESD successfully implemented a tiered Reengagement Plan for students not meeting academic requirements or not engaging in
instruction. The written procedures for tiered reengagement strategies for all pupils who are absent from distance learning for more
than three school days or 60 percent of the instructional days in a school week were followed district wide. Absences include any full
day absence (l.e. E, X, U, and F). These procedures included, but were not limited to, verification of current contact information for
each enrolled pupil, daily notification to parents or guardians of absences, and school staff reached outl to determine pupil needs
including connectivity, referrals to health and social services and, when feasible, transitioned students back to full-time in-person
instruction.

Reengagement Tier 1: (After first 3 days)

* Families of absent students were contacted to document the reason for absences.

* The school worked with families to remove barriers to attendance, work completion and/or participation.
* The school provided written communication to parents documenting the supports put into place.

Reengagement Tier 2: (After first 6 days)

* Students that continued to have low attendance, participation, and/or work completion, the school continued to communicate with the
family and provide support with removing barriers.

* The school educated families about truancy laws.

* A meeting was scheduled to review attendance and engagement expectations and developed an individualized support plan to
improve student attendance, participation, and/or work completion.

Reengagement Tier 3: (After 8 days)
* If student attendance, participation, and/or work completion still have not improved, a meeting will be scheduled and a formal
contract will be put in place for student support.

Reengagement Tier 4: (After 9 days)
* If student attendance, participation, and/or work completion didn't improve, the principal will review the contract with families again
and move forward with the district School Attendance Review Team.

The District participated in the National School Lunch Program and continues to offer breakfast and lunch during in person and
distance learning to all students in the community between the ages of 2 and 18. In discussions with district and school leadership,
JESD determined there was great success in providing Grab and Go Meals at all school sites and the meals were nutritionally
balanced according to the USDA guidelines. JESD only offered Grab and Go Meals this school year. Additional care was taken to
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ensure all students eligible for free or reduced-price meals were aware of the offerings. Communications with families regarding the
link between good nutrition and success at school will continue. Students or parents were able to drive thru any of the four school sites
between 11:00 am and 1:00 pm to pick up lunch for that day and breakfast for the following morning. The District saw a large increase
of over 100% in the number of lunches served each day. JSD went from 400 meals per day to over 800 each day. Challenges
included providing the large number of lunches in a short window of time in the drive thru model. Weather was an issue in this model
at times. The nutrition staff shifted their roles to ensure that everyone was served. Another challenge was not knowing exactly how

many students would be served each day. To help with planning, schools sent out weekly messages to have families review the menu
and indicate how many meals they would need.

Through the COVID-19 pandemic, the District learned a number of lessons from in-person and distance learning programs. Staff made
huge leaps forward in the use of technology resources included in curriculum adoptions and other district resources. In all grades, staff
began to assign, monitor, and assess student work through these digital platforms. This made it possible to share work with parents
and other support providers in a more timely manner. Many of the push in services were more efficient through the use of video
conferencing. The District was able to increase the number of counseling hours by eliminating travel time and having to call students
out of the classroom. These same benefits were seen in intervention programs as well. Finally, the pandemic taught staff a number of
new ways to engage more parents in the educational process. A few examples were holding parent conferences via Zoom increased
the number of parents that participated, because they didn't have to take time off. In addition, participation in school and district
leadership meetings increased, because people could participate from their homes without having to find childcare. The 2021-24
LCAP, reflects these lessons learned and incorporates the use of these technology improvements and parent engagement strategies.

The district continues to assess pupil learning loss in the 2021-24 LCAP, by providing multiple growth model assessments throughout
the school year to track progress. In addition, PLC teams meet weekly to review student progress towards Essential Standards and
intervene immediately to ensure mastery of the Essential Standards. While this is done for all students, the District focuses on pupils
with unique needs (including low income students, English learners, pupils with disabilities served across the full continuum of
placements, pupils in foster care, and pupils who are experiencing homelessness).

Technology was utilized effectively in the distance learning model due to quick action to purchase necessary supplies and equipment as well
as providing technical support and training for staff, students, and families. JESD will continue to maintain and purchase student devices (AS
3.3) to access online curriculum. More meetings will be made available to staff and parents. Schools will continue to utilize technology to
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improve school climate and engagement. (AS 2.1) JESD will enhance and expand school to home communication utilizing email, text, social
media, and websites. (AS 2.2)

A safe learning environment made it possible to ensure learning continued at high levels. Strategic intervention was available when needed
for foster youth, English learners, homeless youth, students with disabilities, low income students and students struggling academically. An
online program will be made available to teachers and students for Social Emotional Learning to increase access to the wellness curriculum.

The district has a thorough plan in place to address learning loss and support all students in the coming years and will continue to monitor
state and local data. The plan includes tiers of support with intervention opportunities occurring online and other offerings focused on
remediation and enrichment. The assessments used provide real time data to identify areas of student learning that need to be addressed.
Using the data and other tools, teachers planned instruction to meet the needs of all learners, including EL, low income, foster youth,
exceptional needs students and homeless.

An administrator
was put in charge or reviewing attendance for the entire district to ensure that all schools were implementing attendance procedures the
same way. In addition, SARB contracts are being reviewed monthly and follow up steps are being taken in the event the contracts are being
violated. The District invested in Positive Behavior Intervention Supports (PBIS) training through Stanislaus County Office of Education.
Multiple times per year teams meet to review PBIS strategies, data, progress, and adjustments that need to be made. This program has
reduced the number of classroom/school suspensions and the teams continue to work on reducing the number of suspensions.

Beginning in December 2020, JESD began collecting data and developing a timeline for completing the LCAP. The process that was created
focused on increasing stakeholder engagement and ensuring transparency. The District started by collecting data on progress towards goals
and worked with the LCAP Advisory Committee to plan for community engagement. The District conducted a parent/community survey to
determine areas the community saw as priorities. Using that data the district then prepared for parent/community forums in which District
data was shared including parent/community survey results and then gathered feedback from stakeholders. Gathering input from key
stakeholders and aligning with the 8 State priorities, a plan was developed focusing on three key areas. JESD presented the draft LCAP
when consulting with teachers, principals, administrators, SELPA, other school personnel, local bargaining unit, parents, and students. The
Draft LCAP was posted to the District website in early May 2021 for comment and presented to the Parent advisory committee, ELAC, and
DELAC for consultation and input. Presentations and consultation took place at scheduled zoom meetings. Input provided through the
various stakeholder groups was used for revisions prior to the Board holding a public hearing in mid June. The San Joaquin County Office of
Education also reviewed the Draft LCAP to ensure that all of the requirement were met.

A summary of the feedback provided by specific stakeholder groups.

JESD created and administered a new online Family Engagement Survey in the 2020-2021 school year. In prior years the CA Healthy Kids
Survey was administered annually. The CHKS was not used in 2020-2021, due to the pandemic and school closures. The data was used to
complete the Local Performance Indicators self-reflection tool to reflect on progress, successes, needs and areas of growth in family
engagement policies, programs, and practices. The use of this tool provided stakeholder input that helped to prioritize areas of focus and to
inform the LCAP and the development process, to assess prior year goals, actions and services as well as to plan or modify future goals,
actions, and services in the LCAP. JESD will continue to work on building relationships with diverse stakeholders. JESD will engage and
encourage families to participate in the reflection process in order to ensure input from all groups of families, staff and students in the LEA,
including families of unduplicated students and families of individuals with exceptional needs as well as families of underrepresented
students are heard and addressed.

The stakeholder input indicated positive results around how our district responded to the COVID-19 pandemic. Stakeholders indicated that
they were very satisfied with School to Home communication. There was strong support for students’ and teachers' social and emotional
needs. Improvements to ensure access to tools and technology were available for all who needed more support. Online instruction, access to
basic technology resources, and hybrid instruction enhanced the overall education for students. Support for students’ academic needs and
Safety and compliance procedures were made a priority to protect students and staff. Stakeholders indicated that the district did a good job
at encouraging stakeholder involvement. However, parent attendance remains low. Stakeholders believe that the staff wants all children to
succeed, people are treated fairly and are welcomed and that the schools are a safe place to learn.

Stakeholder groups agreed and confirmed with the Goals and Actions & Services presented. Stakeholders were in support of the minor
revisions that emerged from the analysis and feedback.

JESD utilized stakeholder input to develop the LCAP Goals, Actions & Services, Metrics, and desired outcomes. With little change to the
Goals, JESD will continue to review data and support the Actions and Services within the LCAP. Stakeholder input showed that the district
has made progress and should continue to support the existing Actions & Services while monitoring outcomes. The district will continue to
maintain instructional aide support in TK and Kinder classrooms. Professional development opportunities will continue to be made available
to staff to support the needs of students who are not meeting grade level essential standards. Professional Learning Communities will
continue the work to collaborate on the clear instructional vision and deliberate set of standards, grade level benchmarks, instructional
strategies, and assessments all students will master the essential standards to ensure students achieve at high levels. Based on input a new
action identifies a need to continue to utilize virtual formats for school meetings to increase parental involvement, when available.

Prior to the COVID-19 pandemic, school events, class events and parent-teacher conferences were well attended by families. A focus area
of improvement would be to increase opportunities for parents to participate in planning and decision making meetings. JESD would like to
find ways to increase attendance, in person and/or virtual. Families would also like to see increased opportunities to celebrate different
cultures. An increase to after school programs and intervention opportunities should be more available for children with specific academic
needs as well as children with special talents and gifts.

The actions and services that were directly influenced by stakeholder engagement were:

AS 1.1 Increasing the number of hours of instructional aide support for TK classrooms from 1 hour to 2.5 hours per day. This was in
response to administrator input suggesting that TK classrooms needed smaller student/staff rations to run centers and due to many of the TK
students not being able to participate in pre-school due to COVID.

AS 1.2 Was updated to include specifics on the implementation of NGSS science curriculum. The additions included coaching, professional
development, and monitoring/evaluation.

AS 1.4 Was updated to include professional development focusing on accelerating learning for all unduplicated groups based upon parent,
staff, and administrator input on the impacts of COVID-19 due to being in distance learning an extended period of time.

AS 1.10 Was added to provide before and after school programs targeting low income students, English learners, and Foster.

AS 2.3 Was added based upon parent and staff input to include the use of more virtual meeting opportunities moving forward to make it
easier for parents to participate in their student's education.

AS 2.5 Was added to provide behavioral support to students and staff based upon changing needs and the fact that many students have
been out of the classroom setting for over a school year.

AS 2.10 Was added to provide staff with additional tools and strategies to support student's behavior needs and improve the school climate
based upon student feedback on the CHKS survey.

AS 3.2 Was updated to add a district mentor for teachers who do not yet have a preliminary credential. Administrators provided feedback that
new staff members that don't qualify for BTSA would benefit from a mentor teacher.

In 2021-22, Jefferson Elementary School District is projecting it will receive $1,345,287 based on the enroliment of foster youth, English
learner, and low-income students. Jefferson Elementary School District must demonstrate the planned actions and services will increase or
improve services for high needs students compared to the services all students receive in proportion to the increased funding it receives for
high needs students. In the LCAP, Jefferson Elementary School District plans to spend $1,345,287 on actions to meet this requirement.

Jefferson Elementary School District has an enroliment of 2,236. This includes 0.3% of the student population being Foster Youth, 14.5% of
the student population being English learners, and 23.4% low-income students. The 2020-2021 unduplicated population is 30.8%.The
actions/services described in this section increase or improve services to Unduplicated Pupils by at least 7.02.

For the scope of services the District is justified in selecting LEA-wide as the action benefits can't be limited to unduplicated student groups.
While the following Actions and Services meet the needs of foster youth, English learners, and low-income students and the needs of these
students were considered first, data shows that the research based services benefit all students when provided LEA-wide.

Actions and Services 1.4: Provide professional development to accelerate learning for students not meeting essential standards. A variety of
professional learning opportunities will be provided for all staff. Some professional learning is paid with Supplemental, and for that reason
this is considered district-wide use. District-wide use is justified because the PD days are designed to increase learning for unduplicated
student groups. District-wide is the most effective use of funds because students benefit from teacher growth and these services are
principally directed toward meeting the district’'s goals for unduplicated pupils in state priority two, Academic Standards. Weiss & Pasley
state, “Ongoing, intensive professional development that focuses on supporting teachers’ planning and instruction has a greater chance of
influencing teaching practice and in turn, raising student achievement.” (Priority 2 and 4)
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Actions and Services 1.5: Provide all school and district teams with time to collaborate in Professional Learning Communities. Through a
clear instructional vision and deliberate set of standards, grade level benchmarks, instructional strategies, and assessments all students will
master the essential standards.

The District provides all school and district teams with time to collaborate in Professional Learning Communities. Some of the PLC time is
paid with Supplemental, and for that reason this is considered district-wide use. District-wide use is justified because the PLC time is used
to collaborate around the needs of English learners, Socio-economically disadvantaged, Foster Youth and Students with Disabilities.
(Priority 2, 4, 7, and 8)

Actions and Services 1.6: Develop targeted interventions for students not mastering the essential standards. The District continues to utilize
supplemental funds for targeted interventions for unduplicated student groups not mastering the essential standards. Making Summer
Count a research study by the Rand Corporation recommended the following, Research shows that a number of practices are associated
with improved student outcomes, such as smaller class sizes, involving parents, providing individualized instruction, and maximizing
students’ attendance. Other best practices include providing structures that support high-quality instruction, aligning the school year and
summer curricula, including content beyond remediation, and tracking effectiveness. (Priority 2, and 4)

Based on staff and stakeholder feedback and research on effective practices, JESD is implementing the following LCAP Actions/Services to
improve services for foster youth, English learners, and low-income including using a portion of the LCFF Supplemental dollars for site
allocations to allow sites to implement site specific solutions based on unique site needs and stakeholder input.

The District will continue to improve services for English learners through the following Actions and Services:

Actions and Services 1.3: Utilize GLAD strategies in all classrooms and provide professional development, on-going coaching, and
monitor/evaluate implementation. The District is providing all teachers with GLAD training to support the language development of EL
students. GLAD® (Guided Language Acquisition Design) is one of a handful of existing instructional models that aim to help teachers by
providing differentiated strategies to integrate instruction in English and grade-level content in a heterogeneous, mainstream classroom.
Supplemental funds are justified to be used on this action/service as they are primarily intended to benefit English Learner students. For the
scope of services the District is justified in selecting LEA-wide as this training for staff can't be limited to benefiting unduplicated student
groups. Project GLAD is a multi-component K-12 instructional model designed to build academic English and grade-level content knowledge
for students at varying levels of English language proficiency. (Goldenberg, 2013; Echevarria, Short & Powers, 2006) found that GLAD
strategies provided marginal gains to English Learners vocabulary and writing skills, but no longitudinal studies have been done to date to
assess the long-term effects of the strategies. The GLAD program is recommended by the California Department of Education and the
Orange County Office of Education
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Actions and Services 1.9: Monitor and support classroom teachers’ designated ELD instruction focusing on academic language

development. The District continues to utilize supplemental funds to monitor and evaluate classroom teachers' designated ELD instruction
focusing on academic language development.

The District will continue to improve services for foster youth, English learners, and low-income students through the following Actions and
Services:

Actions and Services 1.10: Programs offered to low income students, English learners, and Foster students before and/or after school.
Provide all students access to enrichment/advanced courses/activities that focus on real-world experiences utilizing Science, Technology,
Engineering, Arts, and Mathematics (STEAM) and music.

The Jefferson Elementary School District was founded in 1870, but formally established in 1929 in San Joaquin
County. There were no changes in the boundaries of the District during the current year. The District operates three
elementary schools and one middle school.

In an election held on November 2, 2010, the voters authorized the District to issue and sell not more than $35.4
million principal amount of general obligation bonds. These bonds were issued for the purpose of financing
construction and modernization projects including upgrading classrooms, science labs, libraries, and instructional
technology; replacing asbestos, hazardous materials, leaky roofs and deteriorating plumbing; upgrading fire alarms,
school security, and outdated electrical systems in order to accommodate for classroom technology.

Series A was issued on April 27, 2011 for $6,397,194 with interest rates ranging from 2.00% to 5.50%. The original
issuance consisted of $5,830,000 in current interest bonds and $567,194 in capital appreciation bonds. The bonds
have a final maturity date of August 1, 2040. At June 30, 2020 the principal amount outstanding was $6,523,769.

Series B was issued on April 21, 2013 for $22,999,470 with interest rates ranging from 0.84% to 5.50%. The original
issuance consisted $1,700,000 in current interest bonds, $14,603,679 in capital appreciation bonds and $6,695,791
in convertible capital appreciation bonds. The bonds have a final maturity date of August 1, 2052. At June 30, 2020
the principal amount outstanding was $30,864,023.

Series C was issued on August 19, 2014 for $3,814,069 with interest rates ranging from .72% to 5.12%. The original
issuance consisted of $1,780,000 in current interest bonds and $2,034,069 in capital appreciation bonds. The bonds
have a final maturity date of August 1, 2044. At June 30, 2020 the principal amount outstanding was $4,527,046.

NOTE 1 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

A. Financial Reporting Entity

The Jefferson Elementary School District (the “District”) accounts for its financial transactions in accordance with
the policies and procedures of the Department of Education's California School Accounting Manual. The
accounting policies of the District conform to generally accepted accounting principles as prescribed by the
Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) and the American Institute of Certified Public Accountants
(AICPA).

An oversight committee to the District’'s Governing Board and Superintendent, called the Citizens’ Oversight
Committee (COC), was established pursuant to the requirements of state law and the provisions of the Measure
J bond. The COC is required by state law to actively review and report on the proper expenditure of taxpayers’
money for school construction. The COC provides oversight and advises the public whether the District is
spending the Measure J Bond funds for school capital improvements within the scope of projects outlined in the
Measure J Bond project list. In fulfilling its duties, the COC reviews, among other things, the District’'s annual
performance and financial audits of Measure J activity.

The statements presented are for the individual Measure J Bond Building Fund of the District, consisting of the
net construction proceeds of Election of 2010, Series A, 2013 Series B, and 2014 Series C general obligation
bonds as issued by the District, through the County of San Joaquin, and are not intended to be a complete
presentation of the District’s financial position or results of operations. There are no related parties or component
units included in this financial statement presentation.

B. Basis of Accounting

Basis of accounting refers to when revenues and expenditures are recognized in the accounts and reported in
the financial statements. Basis of accounting relates to the timing of measurement made, regardless of the
measurement focus applied.

The financial statements are presented on the modified accrual basis of accounting. Under the modified accrual
basis of accounting, revenues are recorded when susceptible to accrual; i.e., both measurable and available.
“Available” means the resources will be collected within the current fiscal year or are expected to be collected
soon enough thereafter to be used to pay liabilities of the current fiscal year. Expenditures are generally
recognized under the modified accrual basis of accounting when the related liability is incurred.

C. Cash and Cash Equivalents

The District’s cash and cash equivalents consist of cash on hand, demand deposits and short-term investments
with original maturities of three months or less from the date of acquisition. Cash equivalents also include cash
with county treasury balances for purposes of the statement of cash flows.

D. Interfund Balances

Receivables and payables resulting from short-term interfund loans are classified as "Due from other funds/Due
to other funds.”

E. Accrued Liabilities

In general, payables and accrued liabilities that, once incurred, are paid in a timely manner and in full from current
financial resources are reported as obligations of the fund.

F. Fund Balance
Under GASB Statement No. 54, fund balance is divided into five classifications based primarily on the extent to
which the District is bound to observe constraints imposed upon the use of the resources in the governmental
funds. The fund balance in Measure J is considered restricted.
The restricted fund balance classification reflects amounts subject to externally imposed and legally enforceable
constraints. Such constraints may be imposed by creditors, grantors, contributors, or laws regulations of other

governments, or may be imposed by law through constitutional provisions or enabling legislation.

G. Interfund Activity

Exchange transactions between funds are reported as revenues in the seller funds and as expenditures/expenses
in the purchaser funds. Flows of cash or goods from one fund to another without a requirement for repayment
are reported as interfund transfers. Repayments from funds responsible for particular expenditures/expenses to
the funds that initially paid for them are not presented in the financial statements.

H. Estimates
The preparation of the financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the

United States of America requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the amounts
reported in the financial statements and accompanying notes. Actual results may differ from those estimates.

l. Budgetary Data

The budgetary process is prescribed by provisions of the California Education Code and requires the governing
board to hold a public hearing and adopt an operating budget no later than July 1 of each year. The District
governing board satisfied these requirements. The adopted budget is subject to amendment throughout the year
to give consideration to unanticipated revenue and expenditures primarily resulting from events unknown at the
time of budget adoption with the legal restriction that expenditures cannot exceed appropriations by major object
account.

NOTE 2 - CASH AND INVESTMENTS
Cash as of June 30, 2020 consisted of $6,007 deposited in the San Joaquin County Treasury Investment Pool.

A. Policies and Practices

The District is authorized under California Government Code to make direct investments in local agency bonds,
notes, or warrants within the state; U.S. Treasury instruments; registered state warrants or treasury notes;
securities of the U.S. Government, or its agencies; bankers acceptances; commercial paper; certificates of deposit
placed with commercial banks and/or savings and loan companies; repurchase or reverse repurchase
agreements; medium term corporate notes; shares of beneficial interest issued by diversified management
companies, certificates of participation, obligations with first priority security; collateralized mortgage obligations;
and the County Investment Pool.

C.

Investment in County Treasury — The District maintains substantially all of its cash in the County Treasury in
accordance with Education Code Section 41001. The San Joaquin County Treasurer’s pooled investments are
managed by the County Treasurer who reports on a monthly basis to the board of supervisors. In addition, the
function of the County Treasury Oversight Committee is to review and monitor the County’s investment policy.
The committee membership includes the Treasurer and Tax Collector, the Auditor-Controller, Chief
Administrative Officer, Superintendent of Schools Representative, and a public member. The fair value of the
District's investment in the pool is based upon the District's pro-rata share of the fair value provided by the County
Treasurer for the entire portfolio (in relation to the amortized cost of that portfolio). The balance available for
withdrawal is based on the accounting records maintained by the County Treasurer, which is recorded on the
amortized cost basis.

General Authorizations

Except for investments by trustees of debt proceeds, the authority to invest District funds deposited with the
county treasury is delegated to the County Treasurer and Tax Collector. Additional information about the
investment policy of the County Treasurer and Tax Collector may be obtained from its website. The table below
identifies the investment types permitted by California Government Code.

Interest Rate Risk

Interest rate risk is the risk that changes in market interest rates will adversely affect the fair value of an investment.
Generally, the longer the maturity of an investment, the greater the sensitivity of its fair value to changes in market
interest rates. The District manages its exposure to interest rate risk by investing in the County Treasury. The
District maintains a pooled investment with the County Treasury with a fair value of approximately $6,042 and an
amortized book value of $6,007. The average weighted maturity for this pool is 458 days.

D. Credit Risk

Credit risk is the risk that an issuer of an investment will not fulfill its obligation to the holder of the investment.
This is measured by the assignment of a rating by a nationally recognized statistical rating organization. The
investments in the County Treasury are not required to be rated. As of June 30, 2020, the pooled investments in
the County Treasury were rated A or higher by Moody’s Investors Service.

E. Fair Value

The District categorizes the fair value measurements of its investments based on the hierarchy established by
generally accepted accounting principles. The fair value hierarchy is based on the valuation inputs used to
measure an asset's fair value. The following provides a summary of the hierarchy used to measure fair value:

Level 1 - Quoted prices (unadjusted) in active markets for identical assets.

Level 2 - Observable inputs other than Level 1 prices such as quoted prices for similar assets in active markets,
quoted prices for identical or similar assets in markets that are not active, or other inputs that are observable,
either directly or indirectly.

Level 3 - Unobservable inputs should be developed using the best information available under the circumstances,
which might include the District's own data. The District should adjust that data if reasonable available information
indicates that other market participants would use different data or certain circumstances specific to the District
are not available to other market participants.

Uncategorized - Investments in the San Joaquin County Treasury Investment Pool are not measured using the
input levels above because the District's transactions are based on a stable net asset value per share. All
contributions and redemptions are transacted at $1.00 net asset value per share.

Our responsibility is to express an opinion on compliance of Jefferson Elementary School District's Measure J Bond
Building Fund based on our performance audit of the types of compliance requirements referred to above. We
conducted our performance audit in accordance with generally accepted government auditing standards; the
standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards, issued by the Comptroller
General of the United States; and the 2019-20 Guide for Annual Audits of K-12 Local Education Agencies and State
Compliance Reporting, prescribed in Title 5, California Code of Regulations, section 19810. Those standards require
that we plan and perform the performance audit to obtain sufficient, appropriate evidence to provide a reasonable
basis for our findings and conclusions based on our audit objectives. An audit includes examining, on a test basis,
evidence about Jefferson Elementary School District's compliance with those requirements and performing such
other procedures as we considered necessary in the circumstances.

We believe that the evidence obtained in our performance audit provides a reasonable basis for our findings and
conclusions based on our audit objectives. However, our audit does not provide a legal determination of Jefferson
Elementary School District's compliance with those requirements.

Opinion on Performance
In our opinion, Jefferson Elementary School District complied, in all material respects, with the types of compliance

requirements referred to above that are applicable to the Measure J Bond Building Fund noted below for the year
ended June 30, 2020.
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Procedures Performed

In connection with the performance audit referred to above, we selected and tested transactions and records to
determine Jefferson Elementary School District's compliance with the state laws and regulations applicable to the
Financial Audit Procedures and Performance Audit Procedures over the Measure J Bond Building Fund. Additional
agreed upon procedures relating the Measure J Bond Building Fund may also be included.

The results of the procedures performed, and the related results are further described in the accompanying audit
procedures and results section following this Report on Performance.

Financial Statements

As mentioned in the Report on Financial Statements, we have issued an unmodified opinion over the financial
statements of the Measure J Bond Building Fund as of and for the year ended June 30, 2020.

Internal Control Evaluation

We tested internal controls over financial reporting and compliance with laws, regulations, or provisions of contracts
or agreements and have determined through our inquiry of management and our evaluation of District processes that
no significant deficiencies were noted.

SECTION Il - PERFORMANCE AUDIT PROCEDURES AND RESULTS

Facility Project Expenditures

We selected a representative sample of expenditures charged to the Measure J Bond Building Fund and reviewed
supporting documentation to ensure funds were properly expended on specific project(s) listed in the text of the
Measure J ballot.

We tested approximately $314,234 of total expenditures or 66% of total 2019-20 Measure J Bond Building Fund
expenditures for validity, allowability and accuracy and concluded that the sampled expenditures were in compliance
with the terms of Measure J ballot language, the District approved facilities plan, and applicable state laws and
regulations.

Personnel Expenditures

Based on a review of expenditure information, we noted that there were no salaries or benefits charged to the Measure
J Bond Building Fund during the fiscal year ended June 30, 2020. Audit procedures over personnel expenditures
were not applicable.

Contract and Bid Procedures

We reviewed a listing of contracts awarded during the fiscal year ended June 30, 2020 and selected a sample to
ensure that contracts for public projects followed appropriate bidding procedures per applicable Public Contract
Code. Additionally, we reviewed overall expenditures by vendor in order to determine if multiple projects under the
applicable bidding threshold were identified to suggest any possible bid-splitting.

We noted that there was only one contract awarded during the year ended June 30, 2020. Applicable bidding
procedures were followed, and the contract was appropriately awarded to the lowest responsible bidder.

Contracts and Change Orders
For the year ended June 30, 2020, we inquired with the bond program staff and determined that there no change
orders approved in the current year. Additionally, we reviewed the governing board meeting minutes to verify this
information. Audit procedures over change orders were not applicable.

The previous Report on Performance is an integral part of the above performance audit results.

This report was produced by Total Compensation Systems, Inc. for Jefferson School District to determine
the liabilities associated with its current retiree health program as of a June 30, 2020 measurement date and to
provide the necessary information to determine accounting entries for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2021. This
report may not be suitable for other purposes such as determining employer contributions or assessing the potential
impact of changes in plan design.

»  We used paper reports and digital files containing participant demographic data from the
District personnel records.

»  We used relevant sections of collective bargaining agreements provided by the District.

All costs, liabilities, and other estimates are based on actuarial assumptions and methods that comply with
all applicable Actuarial Standards of Practice (ASOPs). Each assumption is deemed to be reasonable by itself, taking
into account plan experience and reasonable future expectations and in combination represent our estimate of
anticipated experience of the Plan.

This report contains estimates of the Plan's financial condition and future results only as of a single date.
Future results can vary dramatically and the accuracy of estimates contained in this report depends on the actuarial
assumptions used. This valuation cannot predict the Plan's future condition nor guarantee its future financial
soundness. Actuarial valuations do not affect the ultimate cost of Plan benefits, only the timing of Plan contributions.
While the valuation is based on individually reasonable assumptions, other assumption sets may also be reasonable
and valuation results based on those assumptions would be different. Determining results using alternative
assumptions (except for the alternate discount and trend rates shown in this report) is outside the scope of our
engagement.

Future actuarial measurements may differ significantly from those presented in this report due to factors
such as, but not limited to, the following: plan experience differing from that anticipated by the economic or
demographic assumptions; changes in economic or demographic assumptions; increases or decreases expected as
part of the natural operation of the measurement methodology (such as the end of an amortization period or
additional cost or contribution requirements based on the plan’s funded status); and changes in plan provisions or
applicable law. We were not asked to perform analyses to estimate the potential range of such future measurements.

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PART II: LIABILITIES AND COSTS FOR RETIREE BENEFITS
A. Introduction.

We calculated the actuarial present value of projected benefit payments (APVPBP) separately for each
participant. We determined eligibility for retiree benefits based on information supplied by Jefferson SD. We then
selected assumptions that, based on plan provisions and our training and experience, represent our best prediction of
future plan experience. For each participant, we applied the appropriate assumption factors based on the participant's
age, sex, length of service, and employee classification.

The actuarial assumptions used for this study are summarized beginning on page 14.

B. Liability for Retiree Benefits.

For each participant, we projected future premium costs using an assumed trend rate (see Appendix C). We
multiplied each year's benefit payments by the probability that benefits will be paid; i.e. based on the probability that
the participant is living, has not terminated employment, has retired and remains eligible. The probability that benefit
will be paid is zero if the participant is not eligible. The participant is not eligible if s/he has not met minimum
service, minimum age or, if applicable, maximum age requirements.

The product of each year's benefit payments and the probability the benefit will be paid equals the expected
cost for that year. We multiplied the above expected cost figures by the probability that the retiree would elect
coverage. A retiree may not elect to be covered if retiree health coverage is available less expensively from another
source (e.g. Medicare risk contract) or the retiree is covered under a spouse's plan. Finally, we discounted the
expected cost for each year to the measurement date June 30, 2020 at 2.20% interest.

For any current retirees, the approach used was similar. The major difference is that the probability of
payment for current retirees depends only on mortality and age restrictions (i.e. for retired employees the probability
of being retired and of not being terminated are always both 100%).

The value generated from the process described above is called the actuarial present value of projected
benefit payments (APVPBP). We added APVPBP for each participant to get the total APVPBP for all participants
which is the estimated present value of all future retiree health benefits for all current participants. The APVPBP is
the amount on June 30, 2020 that, if all actuarial assumptions are exactly right, would be sufficient to expense all
promised benefits until the last participant dies or reaches the maximum eligibility age. However, for most actuarial
and accounting purposes, the APVPBP is not used directly but is instead apportioned over the lifetime of each
participant as described in the following sections.
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C. Actuarial Accrual

Accounting principles provide that the cost of retiree benefits should be “accrued” over employees' working
lifetime. For this reason, the Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) issued in June of 2015 Accounting
Standards 74 and 75 for retiree health benefits. These standards apply to all public employers that pay any part of the
cost of retiree health benefits for current or future retirees (including early retirees), whether they pay directly or
indirectly (via an “implicit rate subsidy™).

To actuarially accrue retiree health benefits requires determining the amount to expense each year so that the
liability accumulated at retirement is, on average, sufficient (with interest) to cover all retiree health expenditures
without the need for additional expenses. There are many different ways to determine the annual accrual amount.
The calculation method used is called an “actuarial cost method” and uses the APVPBP to develop expense and
liability figures. Furthermore, the APVPBP should be accrued over the working lifetime of employees.

In order to accrue the APVPBP over the working lifetime of employees, actuarial cost methods apportion
the APVPBP into two parts: the portions attributable to service rendered prior to the measurement date (the past
service liability or Total OPEB Liability (TOL) under GASB 74 and 75) and to service after the measurement date
but prior to retirement (the future service liability or present value of future service costs). Of the future service
liability, the portion attributable to the single year immediately following the measurement date is known as the
normal cost or Service Cost under GASB 74 and 75.

The service cost can be thought of as the value of the benefit earned each year if benefits are accrued during
the working lifetime of employees. The actuarial cost method mandated by GASB 75 is the “entry age actuarial cost
method”. Under the entry age actuarial cost method, the actuary determines the service cost as the annual amount
needing to be expensed from hire until retirement to fully accrue the cost of retiree health benefits. Under GASB 75,
the service cost is calculated to be a level percentage of each employee’s projected pay.

D. Actuarial Assumptions

The APVPBP and service cost are determined using several key assumptions:

> The current cost of retiree health benefits (often varying by age, Medicare status and/or dependent
coverage). The higher the current cost of retiree benefits, the higher the service cost.

> The “trend” rate at which retiree health benefits are expected to increase over time. A higher trend
rate increases the service cost. A “cap” on District contributions can reduce trend to zero once the
cap is reached thereby dramatically reducing service costs.

> Mortality rates varying by age and sex (and sometimes retirement or disability status). If employees
die prior to retirement, past contributions are available to fund benefits for employees who live to
retirement. After retirement, death results in benefit termination or reduction. Although higher
mortality rates reduce service costs, the mortality assumption is not likely to vary from employer to
employer.

> Employment termination rates have the same effect as mortality inasmuch as higher termination
rates reduce service costs. Employment termination can vary considerably between public agencies.

> The service requirement reflects years of service required to earn full or partial retiree benefits.
While a longer service requirement reduces costs, cost reductions are not usually substantial unless
the service period exceeds 20 years of service.
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> Retirement rates determine what proportion of employees retire at each age (assuming employees
reach the requisite length of service). Retirement rates often vary by employee classification and
implicitly reflect the minimum retirement age required for eligibility. Retirement rates also depend
on the amount of pension benefits available. Higher retirement rates increase service costs but,
except for differences in minimum retirement age, retirement rates tend to be consistent between
public agencies for each employee type.

> Participation rates indicate what proportion of retirees are expected to elect retiree health benefits if
a significant retiree contribution is required. Higher participation rates increase costs.

> The discount rate estimates investment earnings for assets earmarked to cover retiree health benefit
liabilities. The discount rate depends on the nature of underlying assets for funded plans. The rate
used for a funded plan is the real rate of return expected for plan assets plus the long term inflation
assumption. For an unfunded plan, the discount rate is based on an index of 20 year General
Obligation municipal bonds rated AA or higher. For partially funded plans, the discount rate is a
blend of the funded and unfunded rates.

E. Total OPEB Liability

The assumptions listed above are not exhaustive, but are the most common assumptions used in actuarial
cost calculations. If all actuarial assumptions are exactly met and an employer expensed the service cost every year
for all past and current employees and retirees, a sizeable liability would have accumulated (after adding interest and
subtracting retiree benefit costs). The liability that would have accumulated is called the Total OPEB Liability
(TOL). The excess of TOL over the value of plan assets is called the Net OPEB Liability (NOL). Under GASB 74
and 75, in order for assets to count toward offsetting the TOL, the assets have to be held in an irrevocable trust that is
safe from creditors and can only be used to provide OPEB benefits to eligible participants.

Changes in the TOL can arise in several ways - e.g., as a result of plan changes or changes in actuarial
assumptions. Change in the TOL can also arise from actuarial gains and losses. Actuarial gains and losses result
from differences between actuarial assumptions and actual plan experience. GASB 75 allows certain changes in the
TOL to be deferred (i.e. deferred inflows and outflows of resources).

Under GASB 74 and 75, a portion of actuarial gains and losses can be deferred as follows:

> Investment gains and losses are deferred five years.

> Experience gains and losses are deferred over the Expected Average Remaining Service Lives

(EARSL) of plan participants. In calculating the EARSL, terminated employees (primarily retirees)

are considered to have a working lifetime of zero. This often makes the EARSL quite short.

> Liability changes resulting from changes in economic and demographic assumptions are also
deferred based on the EARSL.

> Liability changes resulting from plan changes, for example, cannot be deferred.

2. Service Cost

The service cost represents the value of the benefit earned during a single year of employment. It is the
APVPBP spread over the expected working lifetime of the employee and divided into annual segments. We applied
an "entry age" actuarial cost method to determine funding rates for active employees. The table below summarizes
the calculated service cost.

Accruing retiree health benefit costs using service costs levels out the cost of retiree health benefits over
time and more fairly reflects the value of benefits "earned" each year by employees. While the service cost for each
employee is targeted to remain level as a percentage of covered payroll, the service cost as a dollar amount would
increase each year based on covered payroll. Additionally, the overall service cost may grow or shrink based on
changes in the demographic makeup of the employees from year to year.
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3. Total OPEB Liability and Net OPEB Liability

If actuarial assumptions are borne out by experience, the District will fully accrue retiree benefits by
expensing an amount each year that equals the service cost. If no accruals had taken place in the past, there would be
a shortfall of many years' accruals, accumulated interest and forfeitures for terminated or deceased employees. This
shortfall is called the Total OPEB Liability. We calculated the Total OPEB Liability (TOL) as the APVPBP minus
the present value of future service costs. To the extent that benefits are funded through a GASB 74 qualifying trust,
the trust’s Fiduciary Net Position (FNP) is subtracted to get the NOL. The FNP is the value of assets adjusted for any
applicable payables and receivables as shown in the table on page 15.

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H. Procedures for Future Valuations

GASB 74/75 require annual measurements of liability with a full actuarial valuation required every two
years. This means that for the measurement date one year following a full actuarial valuation, a streamlined “roll-
forward” valuation may be performed in place of a full valuation. The following outlines the key differences

The majority of employers use an alternating cycle of a full valuation one year followed by a roll-forward
valuation the next year. However, a full valuation may be required or preferred under certain circumstances.
Following are examples of actions that could cause the employer to consider a full valuation instead of a roll-

forward valuation.
> The employer considers or puts in place an early retirement incentive program.
> The employer considers or implements changes to retiree benefit provisions or eligibility
requirements.
> The employer desires the measured liability to incorporate more recent census data or
assumptions.
> The employer forms a qualifying trust or changes its investment policy.

> The employer adds or terminates a group of participants that constitutes a significant part of

the covered group.

We anticipate that the next valuation we perform for Jefferson SD will be a full valuation with a measurement date

of June 30, 2021 which will be used for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2022.
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PART I1l: ACTUARIAL ASSUMPTIONS AND METHODS

Following is a summary of actuarial assumptions and methods used in this study. The District should
carefully review these assumptions and methods to make sure they reflect the District's assessment of its underlying
experience. It is important for Jefferson SD to understand that the appropriateness of all selected actuarial
assumptions and methods are Jefferson SD’s responsibility. Unless otherwise disclosed in this report, TCS believes
that all methods and assumptions are within a reasonable range based on the provisions of GASB 74 and 75,
applicable actuarial standards of practice, Jefferson SD’s actual historical experience, and TCS’s judgment based on
experience and training.

A. ACTUARIAL METHODS AND ASSUMPTIONS:

ACTUARIAL COST METHOD: GASB 74 and 75 require use of the entry age actuarial cost method.

Entry age is based on the age at hire for eligible employees. The attribution period is determined as the
difference between the expected retirement age and the age at hire. The APVPBP and present value of
future service costs are determined on a participant by participant basis and then aggregated.

SUBSTANTIVE PLAN: As required under GASB 74 and 75, we based the valuation on the substantive plan.
The formulation of the substantive plan was based on a review of written plan documents as well as
historical information provided by Jefferson SD regarding practices with respect to employer and employee
contributions and other relevant factors.
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B. ECONOMIC ASSUMPTIONS:

Economic assumptions are set under the guidance of Actuarial Standard of Practice 27 (ASOP 27). Among other
things, ASOP 27 provides that economic assumptions should reflect a consistent underlying rate of general inflation.
For that reason, we show our assumed long-term inflation rate below.

INFLATION: We assumed 2.75% per year used for pension purposes. Actuarial standards require using the
same rate for OPEB that is used for pension.

INVESTMENT RETURN / DISCOUNT RATE: We assumed 2.20% per year net of expenses. This is based
on assumed long-term return on employer assets.. We used the “Building Block Method”. (See Appendix C,
Paragraph 53 for more information). Our assessment of long-term returns for employer assets is based on
long-term historical returns for surplus funds invested pursuant to California Government Code Sections
53601 et seq.

TREND: We assumed 4.00% per year. Our long-term trend assumption is based on the conclusion that,
while medical trend will continue to be cyclical, the average increase over time cannot continue to outstrip
general inflation by a wide margin. Trend increases in excess of general inflation result in dramatic
increases in unemployment, the number of uninsured and the number of underinsured. These effects are
nearing a tipping point which will inevitably result in fundamental changes in health care finance and/or
delivery which will bring increases in health care costs more closely in line with general inflation. We do
not believe it is reasonable to project historical trend vs. inflation differences several decades into the future.

PAYROLL INCREASE: We assumed 2.75% per year. Since benefits do not depend on salary (as they do for
pensions), using an aggregate payroll assumption for the purpose of calculating the service cost results in a
negligible error.

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APPENDIX B: ADMINISTRATIVE BEST PRACTICES

It is outside the scope of this report to make specific recommendations of actions Jefferson SD should take
to manage the liability created by the current retiree health program. The following items are intended only to allow
the District to get more information from this and future studies. Because we have not conducted a comprehensive
administrative audit of Jefferson SD’s practices, it is possible that Jefferson SD is already complying with some or
all of these suggestions.

>

We suggest that Jefferson SD maintain an inventory of all benefits and services provided to retirees
— whether contractually or not and whether retiree-paid or not. For each, Jefferson SD should
determine whether the benefit is material and subject to GASB 74 and/or 75.

Under GASB 75, it is important to isolate the cost of retiree health benefits. Jefferson SD
should have all premiums, claims and expenses for retirees separated from active employee
premiums, claims, expenses, etc. To the extent any retiree benefits are made available to
retirees over the age of 65 — even on a retiree-pay-all basis — all premiums, claims and
expenses for post-65 retiree coverage should be segregated from those for pre-65 coverage.
Furthermore, Jefferson SD should arrange for the rates or prices of all retiree benefits to be
set on what is expected to be a self-sustaining basis.

Jefferson SD should establish a way of designating employees as eligible or ineligible for future
OPEB benefits. Ineligible employees can include those in ineligible job classes; those hired after a
designated date restricting eligibility; those who, due to their age at hire cannot qualify for District-
paid OPEB benefits; employees who exceed the termination age for OPEB benefits, etc.

Several assumptions were made in estimating costs and liabilities under Jefferson SD's
retiree health program. Further studies may be desired to validate any assumptions where
there is any doubt that the assumption is appropriate. (See Part III of this report for a
summary of assumptions.) For example, Jefferson SD should maintain a retiree database
that includes — in addition to date of birth, gender and employee classification — retirement
date and (if applicable) dependent date of birth, relationship and gender. It will also be
helpful for Jefferson SD to maintain employment termination information — namely, the
number of OPEB-eligible employees in each employee class that terminate employment
each year for reasons other than death, disability or retirement.

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APPENDIX E: GLOSSARY OF RETIREE HEALTH VALUATION TERMS

Note: The following definitions are intended to help a non-actuary understand concepts related to retiree health
valuations. Therefore, the definitions may not be actuarially accurate.

Actuarial Cost Method: A mathematical model for allocating OPEB costs by year of service. The only
actuarial cost method allowed under GASB 74/75 is the entry age actuarial cost
method.

Actuarial Present Value of
Projected Benefit Payments: The projected amount of all OPEB benefits to be paid to current and future retirees
discounted back to the valuation or measurement date.

Deferred Inflows/Outflows

of Resources: A portion of certain items that can be deferred to future periods or that weren’t
reflected in the valuation. The former includes investment gains/losses, actuarial
gains/losses, and gains/losses due to changes in actuarial assumptions or methods.
The latter includes contributions made to a trust subsequent to the measurement
date but before the statement date.

Discount Rate: Assumed investment return net of all investment expenses. Generally, a higher
assumed interest rate leads to lower service costs and total OPEB liability.

Fiduciary Net Position: Net assets (liability) of a qualifying OPEB “plan” (i.e. qualifying irrevocable trust
or equivalent arrangement).

Implicit Rate Subsidy: The estimated amount by which retiree rates are understated in situations where,
for rating purposes, retirees are combined with active employees and the employer
is expected, in the long run, to pay the underlying cost of retiree benefits.

Measurement Date: The date at which assets and liabilities are determined in order to estimate TOL and
NOL.
Mortality Rate: Assumed proportion of people who die each year. Mortality rates always vary by

age and often by sex. A mortality table should always be selected that is based on a
similar “population” to the one being studied.

Net OPEB Liability (NOL): The Total OPEB Liability minus the Fiduciary Net Position.

OPEB Benefits: Other Post Employment Benefits. Generally, medical, dental, prescription drug,
life, long-term care or other postemployment benefits that are not pension benefits.

OPEB Expense: This is the amount employers must recognize as an expense each year. The annual
OPEB expense is equal to the Service Cost plus interest on the Total OPEB
Liability (TOL) plus change in TOL due to plan changes minus projected
investment income; all adjusted to reflect deferred inflows and outflows of
resources.

Participation Rate: The proportion of retirees who elect to receive retiree benefits. A lower
participation rate results in lower service cost and a TOL. The participation rate
often is related to retiree contributions.

The projected benefit payments to retirees in a given year as estimated by the
actuarial valuation. Actual benefit payments are likely to differ from these
estimated amounts. For OPEB plans that do not pre-fund through an irrevocable
trust, the Pay As You Go Cost serves as an estimated amount to budget for annual
OPEB payments.

The proportion of active employees who retire each year. Retirement rates are
usually based on age and/or length of service. (Retirement rates can be used in
conjunction with the service requirement to reflect both age and length of service).
The more likely employees are to retire early, the higher service costs and actuarial
accrued liability will be.

The annual dollar value of the “earned” portion of retiree health benefits if retiree
health benefits are to be fully accrued at retirement.

The proportion of retiree benefits payable under the OPEB plan, based on length of
service and, sometimes, age. A shorter service requirement increases service costs
and TOL.

The amount of the actuarial present value of projected benefit payments
attributable to participants’ past service based on the actuarial cost method used.

The rate at which the employer’s share of the cost of retiree benefits is expected to
increase over time. The trend rate usually varies by type of benefit (e.g. medical,
dental, vision, etc.) and may vary over time. A higher trend rate results in higher
service costs and TOL.

The rate at which employees cease employment due to reasons other than death,
disability or retirement. Turnover rates usually vary based on length of service and
may vary by other factors. Higher turnover rates reduce service costs and TOL.

The date as of which the OPEB obligation is determined by means of an actuarial

valuation. Under GASB 74 and 75, the valuation date does not have to coincide
with the statement date, but can’t be more than 30 months prior.
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
