Dr. Bridges gave a short presentation to the board regarding establishing trustee boundaries.

For several years, there’s been a push to have California school districts and public municipalities
draw trustee areas for their jurisdictions. Typically, it’s been at large voting in our

school districts in California. That means you could have five board members living on the same
street. However, California has enacted a law to ensure that pockets of the population are not
disenfranchised or left out of the voting process. This law allows somebody to file a demand letter
against a school district if they feel people's voting rights are violated. If this happens, the district
has two choices: to fight back legally or hire a demographer and still have to pay the person who filed
the demand letter, which is what we are talking about tonight. No school district in the state has won,
and most are paying considerable legal fees. If the board approves this resolution, we have a tight
timeline to complete this process before the January 1 deadline. The recommendation tonight is to
approve this resolution, which will start the process. This includes hiring a demographer (7.3) and
holding five public meetings between now and the end of the school year.

Scope of Work

The new school site requires environmental approvals through CEQA, the California Department
of Education (CDE), and Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC). Our scope of work is
designed to provide the studies needed to gain these approvals.

CEQA CLEARANCE

The proposed school site has been included in the Specific Plan and related CEQA documents from
its initiation. We believe the previous documentation provides the school with broad CEQA
clearance and what is required now is a simple addendum to the EIR. We expect the addendum to
cite the previous documents and review them for mitigation measures that may still apply to the
school site. We do not expect to reevaluate these issues. If we find that conditions do not support
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an addendum, we will work with the District to develop an appropriate approach, whether a
mitigated declaration or EIR.

We will prepare a draft addendum for the District’s team to review. Once a consensus is reached,
we will make any needed changes and it will be ready to bring to the District’s board for approval.
An addendum does not require a public review. Once the addendum and project are approved,
PlaceWorks will prepare and file a Notice of Determination (NOD) with the County Clerk and State
Clearinghouse. We will request from the City of Tracy a receipt of previous payment of Fish and
Wildlife filing fees. If this receipt is not available, a second payment may be required (not included
in our scope).

We will request from the District and design team plans, studies, and operational data necessary
to complete the environmental review. We assume the District will provide access to the site.

PlaceWorks has assembled the sections of the Education Code, Public Resources Code,
Government Code, and specifically Title 5 that are relevant to new school sites and construction
projects into a checklist for evaluation in one report, a Geological and Hazards Assessment, or
GEHA. The report will identify potential health and safety hazards and constraints and can be used
to determine if the site has any fatal flaws or red flags. The GEHA performs double duty by satisfying
CDE’s requirement for a geohazards study as well as covering broader due diligence. The GEHA
does not satisfy the separate requirement for a soils and geotechnical study, which will be provided
by others.

The GEHA will address potential health and safety constraints associated with the topics listed
below. If the research conducted as part of the GEHA identifies issues related to these topics,
additional risk assessments may be triggered.

At its Board meeting on November 14, 2023, the Board adopted Resolution No. 2023-11-01
declaring the Board’s intention to transition from at-large elections to by-division elections and
outlining the specific steps and estimated timeframe for the transition. The adoption of this
Resolution is the first step in the process to transition from at-large elections to by-division
elections (also referred to as trustee-area elections). Resolution No. 2023-11-01 set forth that
the Board will conduct five public hearings and adopt a map of the voting trustee areas
(Elections Code § 10010) between November 2023 through December 2023.

The Board has proceeded with the election system transition process in accordance with
Resolution No. 2023-11-01 and applicable laws:

1. November 16, 2023 - Public Hearing No. 1 and Scheduling of Remaining Four Public
Hearings: At its Board meeting on November 16, 2023, the Board conducted the first public
hearing in accordance with Resolution No. 2023-11-01 and Elections Code section 10010.
Elections Code section 10010, subdivision (a)(1), provides: “Before drawing a draft map or
maps of the proposed boundaries of the districts, the political subdivision shall hold at least two
public hearings over a period of no more than 30 days, at which the public is invited to provide
input regarding the composition of the districts.” At that same Board meeting, the Board
scheduled the remaining four public hearings for November 20, 2023, November 30, 2023, and
two on December 12, 2023.

2. November 20, 2023 - Public Hearing No. 2: The Board conducted the second public
hearing at its Board meeting on November 20, 2023. The public was invited to provide input
regarding the composition of the trustee areas that would be drawn as part of the transition
process from at-large elections to by-division elections.

3. November 22, 2023 - Publication of Draft Maps: Elections Code section 10010,
subdivision (a)(2) provides in pertinent part:

“After all draft maps are drawn, the political subdivision shall publish and make available for
release at least one draft map and, if members of the governing body of the political subdivision
will be elected in their districts at different times to provide for staggered terms of office, the
potential sequence of the elections. The political subdivision shall also hold at least two
additional hearings over a period of no more than 45 days, at which the public is invited to
provide input regarding the content of the draft map or maps and the proposed sequence of





elections, if applicable. The first version of a draft map shall be published at least seven days
before consideration at a hearing. If a draft map is revised at or following a hearing, it shall be
published and made available to the public for at least seven days before being adopted.”

In accordance with Elections Code section 10010, subdivision (a)(2), the District published and
made available on November 22, 2023, the District’s draft map of the trustee areas, including on
the District’'s website.

In accordance with Elections Code section 10010, subdivision (a)(2), the District published and
made available on November 22, 2023, draft Maps 501, 502, and 503, including on the District’s
website. Maps 501, 502, and 503 were received by the District from an outside third party.

4.  November 30, 2023 — Public Hearing No. 3 and Staff Report: At the Board meeting on
November 30, 2023, District staff and the demographer, National Demographics Corporation,
conducted a presentation that included a review of the District’s draft map of the trustee areas.
In accordance with Elections Code section 10010, subdivision (a)(2), the Board also conducted
the third public hearing.

5. December 12, 2023 — Public Hearing No. 4, Staff Report, and Board Discussion:

At the Board meeting on December 12, 2023, the Board will conduct the fourth public hearing in
accordance with Elections Code section 10010, subdivision (a)(2). District staff and the
demographer, National Demographics Corporation, will conduct a presentation that includes a
review of the Maps 501, 502, and 503 all submitted by a third party. The Board will consider and
discuss the three draft maps but did not take any action until conducting the 5" public hearing.

At the December 12, 2023, Board meeting, the Board will conduct the fifth and last public
hearing. This fifth public hearing is to comply with Elections Code section 10010, subdivision
(a), and is for the purpose of obtaining public input regarding Resolution No. 2023-12-01 -
Initiating Proposal to the San Joaquin County Committee on School District Organization for
Establishment of By-Division/Trustee Area Election System, Including Approval of Trustee Area
Map and Sequence of Elections. The proposed Resolution No. 2023-12-01 will be presented for
the Board'’s consideration and adoption at this December 12, 2023, Board meeting. A copy of
proposed Resolution No. 2023-12-01 is attached to the Board agenda item under the “Action”
portion of the Board agenda.

Communications regarding the fifth public hearing at the December 12, 2023, Board meeting
were issued, including posting information on the District’s website, posting of a notice regarding
the public hearing, and an email communication to parents. Since the beginning of the transition
process, the District has made information and updates available on its website:

School District Trustees, for Submission Resolution by the Governing Board to
to the San Joaquin County Committee Adopt Trustee Areas for Submission
on School District Organization Pursuant| to the San Joaquin County Committee
to Education Code§§ 5019, 5020 and on School District Organization
5030. (Education Code sections 5019, 5020
& 5030)

RECITALS

1. Members of the Board of Trustees of the Jefferson Elementary School District

("School District" or "District") are currently elected in "at-large" elections, i.e., elections
in which "each governing board member [is] elected by the registered voters of the entire
school district" [Education Code section 5030(a)]; and

2. California Education Code sections 5019(a) & (c)(1) and 5030 authorize the San
Joaquin County Committee on School District Organization ("County Committee"), upon
application of a school district's governing board, to change the method of election in a
school district under its jurisdiction; and

3. At its regular meeting on November 14, 2023, the Board adopted
Resolution No. 2023-11-01, formally initiating the process of changing the District's
method of election to "by-trustee area" elections, i.e., elections in which "one or more
members residing in each trustee area be elected by the registered voters of that
particular trustee area[,]" California Education Code section 5030(b); and

4. On November 16, 2023, at 4:00 p.m. and November 20, 2023, at 4:00 p.m.,
respectively, pursuant to California Elections Code section 10010(a)(1), the Board
held public hearings where the public was invited to provide input regarding the
composition of the District's trustee areas before any draft maps were drawn; and

5. On November 22, 2023, the District made public two additional draft trustee area
plans (502 and 503, incorporated herein), prepared by the National Demographics
Corporation (NDC), which were posted on the District's website at
www.jeffersonschooldistrict.com, and

6. On November 30, 2023, and December 12, 2023, respectively, pursuant to
California Elections Code section 10010(a)(2), the Board held public hearings where the
public was invited to provide input regarding the content of the draft maps that had been
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published at least seven (7) days before the meetings, and the proposed sequence of
elections, and the Board considered and discussed the same; and

7. The Board considered all public comments on the plans received at the public
hearings; and

8. Throughout the foregoing process, the District engaged in a significant amount of
public outreach and engagement as required by California Elections Code section
10010; and

9. The Board of Trustees of the Jefferson Elementary School District Governing
Board, on December 12, 2023, adopted the "Map 501", attached hereto as Exhibit "A"
and incorporated by this reference, as the trustee area plan to be submitted to the
County Committee for its consideration and adoption pursuant to Education Code
section 5019(c)(1); and

10.  The populations in the proposed trustee areas of the "Map 501" are substantially
equal in population, in compliance with legal requirements; and

11.  Section 2 of the Voting Rights Act, 42-U.S.C. section 1973, prohibits the use of any
voting qualification, or prerequisite to voting, or standard, practice, or procedure in a
manner which results in a denial or abridgement of the right of any citizen of the United
States to vote on account of race or color, and the "Map 501" complies with Section 2 of
the Voting Rights Act; and

12. The "Map 501" plans anticipate the use of a single-member, by-trustee area
electoral system, and thereby complies with the California Voting Rights Act; and

13. The trustee areas in the "Map 501" are drawn to follow major thoroughfares, and
respect topography and geography and communities of interest, to the extent possible,
while still complying with equal population requirements and federal and state law; and

14. The trustee areas of the "Map 501" are drawn to be compact and to contain
cohesive, contiguous territory to the extent possible; and

15. In accordance with state law, the proposed Trustee Area Map includes a
sequencing of elections in the Trustee Areas as follows: Trustee Area 1 (2026), Trustee
Area 2 (2024), Trustee Area 3 (2024), Trustee Area 4 (2026), Trustee Area 5 (2026).
Approval of the Trustee Area Map will also approve the sequencing of elections in the
Trustee Areas.

16. The Board of Trustees declares that the change in the method of electing
members of the governing body is also being made in furtherance of the purposes of the
California Voting Rights Act of 2001 which favors by-trustee area elections. Pursuant to
section 5020(b) of the Education Code, the Board of Trustees therefore requests that
the County Committee order the changes requested in this Resolution without an
election, to take effect upon adoption, to govern all elections for governing board
members occurring at least 125 days after adoption of the Resolution.
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED as follows:
A. The above Recitals are true and correct.

B. The Board hereby submits the "Map 501", attached hereto as Exhibit "A" and
incorporated by this reference, to the County Committee and requests that the County
Committee consider and adopt the "Map 501" pursuant to Education Code sections
5019(a) and (c)(1) as the by-trustee area electoral plan for the Jefferson Elementary
School District, along with the election sequence specified in Recital 15, and together
with the request that the County Committee order the changes requested in the
Resolution without an election in furtherance of the purposes of the California Voting
Rights Act.

C. The District's Superintendent and/or designee shall take all action necessary to
notify the County Committee of the Board's determination and provide whatever
assistance may be required by the County Committee, or by the San Joaquin County
Elections Department, to complete the process of establishing by-trustee area elections
in single- member trustee areas in a timely fashion to permit implementation of these
trustee areas in connection with the election for Board of Trustees to be held on
November 2024.

D. Because the new trustee area plan may contain technical anomalies caused by
errors in the 2010 Census line files that do not substantively affect the populations in the
trustee areas, the trustee area boundaries, or the intent of this Resolution, which
anomalies are not revealed until implementation begins, the Superintendent and/or his
designee is authorized to make technical emendations to the new plan that do not
substantively affect the populations in the trustee areas, the trustee area boundaries, or
the intent of this Resolution, and shall advise the Board of any such emendations that are
found to be required in plan implementation by the County Registrar's Office or otherwise.

E. The Superintendent shall consult with legal counsel to resolve all legal issues
necessary to give effect to this Resolution.
