We get a
break from school on Friday because of Veterans Day. Our boy's basketball tryouts are coming up,
and we've already seen so much excitement and competition. Our current school sports, like
volleyball, end next week with a championship game. The Wildcats might have lost all games this





season, but they had a fun year and were so grateful to have a season after many years. We have
started signups for our spring play and are happy to announce that we will return the winter concert
to Jefferson. We have had many events making a return, and everyone is super thrilled.

Superintendent's Report-

Presenter Jim Bridges- On October 21 st, I attended the Frankenstein production at the Grand
Theatre with about 40 Emerging Leaders from Traina School. Most of the students had never been to
the ballet, and this production incorporated ballet, opera, and a live orchestra. On November 1 st, we
held the annual district spelling bee. We had 8 participants 4-6 th and 6 participants 7-8 th. This year
the format was new for the elementary division, and both tests were in written form. The 4-6 th
competition came down to the last prepared word, and Praneet Aditya Kumaravel, 6th Grade from
Jefferson, won and Lalith Sai Roshan Maddala, 4th Grade Monticello, was the runner-up. The 7-8 th
grade competition was fierce, and Pranvi Rikkamalle, 7th Grade Jefferson, and Harshi
Thamizhselvan, 8th Grade Traina, were the runner-up.

Construction
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Corral Hollow school is moving along as planned. Most of the underground work has been
completed, and electrical and plumbing are working on bringing services to each building.

PUBLIC COMMENT - Presenters Kelly Shook/Kelsey Chatard from HPFC inquiring about
after-school programs. We were very excited about the letter sent out regarding CAASPP scores and
the tagline regarding The Boys and Girls Club. We would like to offer our assistance as HPFC to help
organize or continue cultivating a relationship with the club. Our other comment is related to science
camp. It has come to our attention that some sites will not be able to attend the camp this year, and
we would like to offer our services for possible research into the matter as we would hate for our 6th
graders to miss out and not attend.

Jim Bridges- I received The Boys and Girls Club information today on the financial commitment on
the district's behalf. I am working on a contract with them and the district; our goal is to have it up
and running in January at Tom Hawkins and the temporary campus. We just need to finalize the
details, and I will bring them to the board in December. We are committed to adding additional
programs to the district, beginning with at least one site next school year as funding is available.
Science Camps will not be a possibility for this school year. I started back in March to reach out to
several science camp schools provided to us and within driving distance. Unfortunately, there were
no vacancies, but I put all our school names on the waiting list. I followed up with them and the odds
of us getting a spot in any of those is highly unlikely. However, we are on their waiting list, and I will
follow up.

EDUCATIONAL SERVICES

5.1 Student Enrollment-

Jim Bridges- The enrollments keep coming; we are now at 2620 in the district. While housing sales
have stopped, there’s still a backlog of homes under contract, and therefore we continue to see new
enrollments.

52 JSD Assessment Data 2021/2022

Jim Bridges- I have sent out communication regarding the comprehensive assessment data. Overall,
our assessments in both ELA and Math increased district-wide; whereas the state went down, the
district continued to progress. And as you can see, for ELA, we are almost at 55%; the state was at
47%. And in Mathematics, we were at 50%, and the state was at 49%. We can also see the
percentages by site; for instance, Monticello and Traina are within the 1% margin of error. You can
also see some growth at Jefferson of 5% and a 6% growth overall when we look at the grade levels is
when you start to see some disparities between the sites. For example, there is almost a 30-point
difference between students meeting the standards in some areas. What is most concerning to me is
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seeing percentages below the state standards. In our district, we've never had percentages below the
state's averages, meaning there’s some work to be done. However, the state saw a slight decline in
mathematics, and the district had almost a 9% increase overall. Of course, this is all coming off of
COVID, which played a significant role. This gives us a baseline, but work is needed to get us back
to district norms. This next test is the test given to English Learners. The summative is given at the
end of the school year and measures the language acquisition level. One thing to be aware of is our
district standards for students to exit the ELL program are more stringent than most districts in our
area. Therefore, our schools have more students taking the ELPAC test. We want the students to be
proficient in English before we truly reclassify them.

AGREEMENT FOR SPECIAL CONTRACT SERVICES

This agreement, by and between Jefferson School District, hereinafter referred to as “District,” and

The Boys and Girls Club of Tracy , hereinafter referred to as “Contractor,”

is for consultant or special services to be performed by a non-employee of the District. District and
Contractor, herein named, do mutually agree to the following terms and conditions:

1.

Contractor shall perform the following duties: Al duties outlined in the Expanded Learning Opportunities Plan ( ELOP).

Duties include after school programs at Tom Hawkins Elementary School.
TKI/K after school programs at Tom Hawkins Elementary School. Summer program and intersession for the 2023 school year.
Program oversite and administrative functions of Boys and Girls Club after school programs.

Contractor shall do all work, attend all meetings, produce all reports and carry out all activities
necessary for completion of the services described in this paragraph (1) AND OR [the attached
hereto and incorporated herein by this reference as Exhibit “A”.] This Agreement and its exhibits
shall be known as the “Agreement Documents.” Terms set forth in any Agreement Document shall
be deemed to be incorporated in all Agreement Documents as if set forth in full therein. In the event
of conflict between terms contained in these Agreement Documents, the more specific term shall
control. If any portion of the Agreement Documents shall be in conflict with any other portion,
provisions contained in the Agreement shall govern over conflicting provisions contained in the
exhibits to the Agreement.

Contractor will provide the above services(s), as outlined in Paragraph 1, for a period of up to a
total of 15 ( )[ ]HOURS [ x] DAYS, under the terms of this
agreement at the following location all sites in ELOP Plan.

In consideration of the services performed by Contractor, District shall pay Contractor according
to the following fee schedule:

a. District shall pay for startup materials, supplies, and staffing not to exceed a
total of $20,000. Contractor shall only be paid for work completed to the satisfaction of
District through the termination date of this agreement.

b. District [ ] SHALL [X] SHALL NOT reimburse Contractor for out-of-pocket expenses
incurred during Contractor’s performance of the services, including: mileage, meals and lodging
in the District, with rates not to exceed those currently in effect for employees of the District.
Reimbursement of expenses shall not exceed § 0  for the term of this agreement.

c. District shall make payment on a [X] MONTHLY PROGRESS BASIS [ ] SINGLE
PAYMENT UPON COMPLETION OF THE DUTIES and within thirty (30) working days from
Contractor’s presentation of a detailed invoice or on a claim form provided by District. Original
paid receipts are required for lodging, air fare (passenger coupon or ticket stub), automobile
rental, and parking. Claims for unusual expenses, such as teaching materials, photocopying,
etc., must be accompanied by original paid invoices.

The terms of the agreement shall commence on November 29, 2022, and shall terminate on
December 13, 2022

This agreement may be terminated at any time during the term by either party upon 60
days' written notice of termination delivered by certified mail, return receipt requested.

6. Amendments, changes or modifications in the terms of this Agreement may only be made at any
time by mutual written agreement between the parties hereto and shall be signed by the persons
authorized to bind the parties hereto.

7. Contractor shall contact the District’s designee, Jim Bridges . at 209-836-3388
with any questions regarding performance of the services outlined above. District’s designee shall
determine if and when Contractor has completed the services described.

8. Contractor enters into this Agreement as an independent contractor and not as an employee of the
District. The Contractor shall have no power or authority by this Agreement to bind the District in
any respect except as provided herein. Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to be
inconsistent with this relationship or status. All employees, agents, contractors or subcontractors
hired or retained by the Contractor are employees, agents, contractors or subcontractors of the
Contractor and not of the District. The District shall not be obligated in any way to pay any wage
claims or other claims made against Contractor by any such employees, agents, contractors or
subcontractors, or any other person resulting from performance of this Agreement.

a. CONTRACTOR shall be required to provide proof (Certificate of Insurance) of comprehensive
general liability insurance coverage in the amount of one million dollars ($1,000,000.00)
combined single limit per occurrence; two million dollars ($2,000,000.00) general aggregate. A
separate additional insured endorsement shall be provided to include the DISTRICT and its
officers, officials, employees, agents and volunteers as additional insured in the policy. It is
agreed that insurance coverage provided by CONTRACTOR herein is endorsed as primary and
noncontributory to any similar insurance or self-insurance carried by DISTRICT. The
DISTRICT reserves the right to adjust its insurance requirements as needed.

b. Contractor [X] WILL [ ] WILL NOT have significant contact with students. If applicable,
proof of professional liability insurance, to include one million dollars ($1,000,000.00) per
occurrence for Sexual Abuse/Molestation is also required. If applicable, CONTRACTOR will
comply with the provisions of Education Code 45125 regarding the submission of fingerprints to

the California Department of Justice and the completion of criminal background investigations
of the CONTRACTOR and/or its employees.

Contractor agrees to hold harmless and to indemnify District for:

Any injury to person or property sustained by Contractor or by any person, firm or corporation
employed directly or indirectly by the Contractor or by any of the individuals participating in or
associated with him or her, however caused; and any injury to person or property sustained by
any person, firm or corporation, caused by act, neglect, default or omission of Contractor, or any
person, firm or corporation directly or indirectly employed by Contractor upon or in connection with
this Agreement, or any of the participants arising out of or in the course of their term of this
Agreement, and Contractor at his or her own cost, expense and risk, shall defend any and all actions,
suits or other legal proceedings that may be instituted against District for any such claim or demand,
and pay or satisfy any judgment that may be rendered against District in any such action, suit or
legal proceedings or the result thereof. Nothing herein provided shall be construed to require
Contractor to hold harmless or indemnify District for liability or damages resulting from the
negligence or willful act or omission of District or its officers, agents or employees.

9. This Agreement is for the personal services of the Contractor and Contractor may not assign the
performance of the services to any person or persons who are not parties to this Agreement except
for employees of Contractor. None of the services covered by this Agreement shall be subcontracted
without the prior written consent of the District, which will not be unreasonably withheld.
Contractor shall be as fully responsible to the District for the negligent acts and omissions of its
contractors and subcontractors, and of persons either directly or indirectly

employed by them, as it is for the negligent acts and omissions of persons directly employed by
Contractor.

Contractor certifies that his or her current employer, if any, is fully cognizant of this Agreement and
that payments hereunder are not in conflict with any federal, state, or local statutes, rules or
regulations or with any policies of Contractor’s current employer. Contractor covenants that neither
it, nor any of its employees, agents, contractors or subcontractors has any interest, nor shall they
acquire any interest, direct or indirect, in the subject of the Agreement, nor any other interest which
would conflict in any manner or degree with the performance of its services hereunder. Contractor
shall make all disclosures required by the District’s conflict of interest code in accordance with
the category designated by the District, unless the District determines in writing that Contractor’s
duties are more limited in scope than is warranted by the category designated by the District code
and that a narrower disclosure category should apply. Contractor also agrees to make disclosure in
compliance with the District conflict of interest code if, at any time after the execution of this
Agreement, District determines and notifies Contractor in writing that Contractor’s duties under
this Agreement warrant greater disclosure by Contractor than was originally contemplated.
Contractor shall make disclosures in the time, place and manner set forth in the conflict of interest
code and as directed by the District.

District shall become the owner of, and entitled to, exclusive possession of all records, documents,
graphs, photographic or other reproductions of any kind produced in the scope of services performed
and no other uses thereof will be permitted except by permission of the District. Proprietary
materials will be exempted from this clause.

Contractor shall keep itself fully informed of, shall observe and comply with, and shall cause any
and all persons, firms or corporations employed by it or under its control to observe and comply with,
applicable federal, state, county and municipal laws, ordinances, regulations, orders and decrees
which in any manner affect those engaged or employed on the work described by this Agreement or
the materials used or which in any way affect the conduct of the work.

Contractor shall not engage in unlawful employment discrimination. Such unlawful employment
discrimination includes, but is not limited to, employment discrimination based upon a person’s race,
religious creed, color, national origin, ancestry, physical handicap, medical condition, marital status,
gender, citizenship, or sexual orientation.

Contractor shall maintain and make available for inspection by the District and its auditors accurate
records of all of its costs, disbursements and receipts with respect to any work under this Contract.

This agreement, by and between Jefferson School District, hereinafter referred to as “District,” and

The Boys and Girls Club of Tracy , hereinafter referred to as “Contractor,”

is for consultant or special services to be performed by a non-employee of the District. District and
Contractor, herein named, do mutually agree to the following terms and conditions:

1.

Contractor shall perform the following duties: Al duties outlined in the Expanded Learning Opportunities Plan ( ELOP).
Duties include after school programs at Tom Hawkins Elementary School.

TKI/K after school programs at Tom Hawkins Elementary School. Summer program and intersession for the 2023 school year.

6. Amendments, changes or modifications in the terms of this Agreement may only be made at any
time by mutual written agreement between the parties hereto and shall be signed by the persons
authorized to bind the parties hereto.

7. Contractor shall contact the District’s designee, Jim Bridges . at 209-836-3388
with any questions regarding performance of the services outlined above. District’s designee shall
determine if and when Contractor has completed the services described.

8. Contractor enters into this Agreement as an independent contractor and not as an employee of the
District. The Contractor shall have no power or authority by this Agreement to bind the District
in any respect except as provided herein.

If applicable,
proof of professional liability insurance, to include one million dollars ($1,000,000.00) per
occurrence for Sexual Abuse/Molestation is also required. If applicable, CONTRACTOR will
comply with the provisions of Education Code 45125 regarding the submission of fingerprints
to the California Department of Justice and the completion of criminal background
investigations of the CONTRACTOR and/or its employees.

Contractor agrees to hold harmless and to indemnify District for:

Any injury to person or property sustained by Contractor or by any person, firm or corporation
employed directly or indirectly by the Contractor or by any of the individuals participating in or
associated with him or her, however caused; and any injury to person or property sustained by
any person, firm or corporation, caused by act, neglect, default or omission of Contractor, or any
person, firm or corporation directly or indirectly employed by Contractor upon or in connection
with this Agreement, or any of the participants arising out of or in the course of their term of this
Agreement, and Contractor at his or her own cost, expense and risk, shall defend any and all
actions, suits or other legal proceedings that may be instituted against District for any such claim
or demand, and pay or satisfy any judgment that may be rendered against District in any such
action, suit or legal proceedings or the result thereof. Nothing herein provided shall be construed
to require Contractor to hold harmless or indemnify District for liability or damages resulting
from the negligence or willful act or omission of District or its officers, agents or employees.

9. This Agreement is for the personal services of the Contractor and Contractor may not assign the
performance of the services to any person or persons who are not parties to this Agreement except
for employees of Contractor. None of the services covered by this Agreement shall be
subcontracted without the prior written consent of the District, which will not be unreasonably
withheld. Contractor shall be as fully responsible to the District for the negligent acts and
omissions of its contractors and subcontractors, and of persons either directly or indirectly

employed by them, as it is for the negligent acts and omissions of persons directly employed by
Contractor.

Contractor certifies that his or her current employer, if any, is fully cognizant of this Agreement
and that payments hereunder are not in conflict with any federal, state, or local statutes, rules or
regulations or with any policies of Contractor’s current employer. Contractor covenants that
neither it, nor any of its employees, agents, contractors or subcontractors has any interest, nor
shall they acquire any interest, direct or indirect, in the subject of the Agreement, nor any other
interest which would conflict in any manner or degree with the performance of its services
hereunder.

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Employee Acceptable Use Policy and Computer Use Agreement E 4040

The Jefferson Elementary School District and the San Joaquin County Office of Education Data Processing Joint Powers
Authority, hereinafter referred to as the “district”, authorizes district employees to use technology owned or otherwise
provided by the district as necessary to fulfill the requirements of their position. The use of district technology is a privilege
permitted at the district's discretion and is subject to the conditions and restrictions set forth in applicable policies,
administrative regulations, and this Acceptable Use Policy and Computer Use Agreement. The district reserves the right to
suspend access at any time, without notice, for any reason.

The district expects all employees to use technology responsibly in order to avoid potential problems and liability. The district
may place reasonable restrictions on the sites, material, and/or information that employees may access through the system.

The district makes no guarantee that the functions or services provided by or through the district will be without defect. In
addition, the district is not responsible for financial obligations arising from unauthorized use of the system.

Each employee who is authorized to use district technology shall sign this Acceptable Use Policy and Computer Use
Agreement as an indication that he/she has read and understands the agreement.

Definitions

District technology includes, but is not limited to, computers, the district's computer network including servers and wireless
computer networking technology (wi-fi), the Internet, email, USB drives, wireless access points (routers), tablet computers,
smartphones and smart devices, telephones, cellular telephones, personal digital assistants, pagers, MP3 players, wearable
technology, any wireless communication device including emergency radios, and/or future technological innovations,
whether accessed on or off site or through district-owned or personally owned equipment or devices.

Employee Obligations and Responsibilities

Employees are expected to use district technology safely, responsibly, and primarily for work-related purposes. Any incidental
personal use of district technology shall not interfere with district business and operations, the work and productivity of any
district employee, or the safety and security of district technology. The district is not responsible for any loss or damage
incurred by an employee as a result of his/her personal use of district technology.

Employees shall not use a non-district issued email or online storage account for conducting district business unless the
Superintendent or designee authorizes such use. The employee in whose name district technology is issued is responsible for
its proper use at all times. Employees shall not share their assigned online services account information, passwords, or other
information used for identification and authorization purposes, and shall use the system only under the account to which
they have been assigned. Employees shall not gain unauthorized access to the files or equipment of others, access electronic
resources by using another person's name or electronic identification, or send anonymous electronic communications.
Furthermore, employees shall not attempt to access any data, documents, emails, or programs in the district's system for
which they do not have authorization. Employees shall use passwords with a minimum of 14 characters on all systems used
to conduct district business and operations or the maximum number of characters if the system enforces a shorter limit.
Employees shall not use these passwords for systems other than those used to conduct district business and operations.
Employees shall use Multi-Factor Authentication (MFA) on all systems that provide a MFA option. Employees shall participate
in annual Cybersecurity training offered by the district.

Employee Acceptable Use Policy and Computer Use Agreement E 4040

Employees are prohibited from using district technology for improper purposes, including, but not limited to, use of district
technology to:

1. Access, post, display, or otherwise use material that is discriminatory, defamatory, obscene, sexually explicit,
harassing, intimidating, threatening, or disruptive.

2. Disclose or in any way cause to be disclosed confidential or sensitive district, employee, or student information
without prior authorization from a supervisor.

3. Engage in personal commercial or other for-profit activities without permission of the Superintendent or designee.

4. Engage in unlawful use of district technology for political lobbying.

5. Infringe on copyright, license, trademark, patent, or other intellectual property rights.

6. Intentionally disrupt or harm district technology or other district operations (such as destroying district equipment,
placing a virus on district computers, adding or removing a computer program without permission, changing settings
on shared computers).

7. Install unauthorized software.

8. Engage in or promote unethical practices or violate any law or district policy, administrative regulation, or district
practice.
9. Bypass or disable any security software, settings, or configurations.

Privacy

Since the use of district technology is intended for use in conducting district business, no employee should have any
expectation of privacy in any use of district technology. The district reserves the right to monitor and record all use of district
technology, including, but not limited to, access to the Internet or social media, communications sent or received from district
technology, or other uses within the jurisdiction of the district. Such monitoring/recording may occur at any time without
prior notice for any legal purposes including, but not limited to, record retention and distribution and/or investigation of
improper, illegal, or prohibited activity. Employees should be aware that, in most instances, their use of district technology
(such as web searches or emails) cannot be erased or deleted.

All passwords created for or used on any district technology are the sole property of the district. The creation or use of a
password by an employee on district technology does not create a reasonable expectation of privacy.

Personally Owned Devices
