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Principal's Message

Anthony Traina Elementary School is a transitional kindergarten through eighth grade (TK-8) public school
in the Jefferson School District in Tracy, California. The school staff, parents and community have made aca-
demic achievement and mastery of the English language the focus of our instructional program. We believe
that all students can learn at high levels, and that we need to work interdependently to achieve that mission.
We have adopted the Common Core State Standards. Traina School has also provided nearly all the teachers
of grades TK-8 professional development with Project GLAD training. This has created an increase in student
engagement as well as student use of academic vocabulary in classroom discussions and writings.

The staff is currently developing together as a Professional Learning Community (PLC), having sent the ma-
jority of the teachers to a Solution Tree summer institute over the past two years. The dedication of the staff
to developing in these collaborative practices will help ensure the quality of learning for every Traina student.

The teaching staff has been trained in several classroom interventions strategies. Additionally, a support
system is in place to address student academic, behavioral or attendance concerns. We have an intervention
program that supports students who are not reading at grade level and works with students who are strug-
gling with the English language arts (ELA) content. We also have after-school intervention programs that are
designed to help at-risk students.

Utilizing these programs, for the first time in the school's 11-year history, every eighth grader in the class of
2017 graduated from eighth grade.

The goals for the 2017-18 school year include taking the next steps in our PLC process and increasing state
test scores, while maintaining our passion for serving the whole child.

At Traina, we recognize students daily with Tiger Tickets, monthly through Principal’s Lunch, and every tri-
mester with the ACE awards. The Positive Behavioral Intervention and Supports (PBIS) team opened the
highly successful Tiger Store, where students can spend their Tiger Tickets, which are earned for positive
behavior, on prizes. Parents are encouraged to volunteer in their child’s classroom and be involved in the
school governance system.

In the 2017-18 school year, a new safety committee was established. The committee includes teachers from
6 92 different grade levels and the vice principal. Last year's committee updated the plan both in the fall and in
May to prepare for the 2017-18 school year. An emphasis was put on updating evacuation and shelter plans
in the 2017-18 school year. Monthly drills are held, with some in the morning and some in the afternoon, so
that students practice in different classes (in the upper grades) and during different time frames of the day.

An emergency-plan flip chart is displayed in each classroom. The flip chart includes the following disaster
topics: fallen aircraft, flood preparedness, fire, student kidnapping or missing child, school campus shooting,
earthquakes, hostage crisis on school campus, bomb threats, bomb-threat checklist, explosion or chemical
accident, and lockdown.

A comprehensive school safety plan is on file at the school site and is emailed to every Traina staff member
with district email. It is reviewed and revised as necessary each year by November 30. The school safety plan
was last reviewed, updated and discussed with the school faculty in December 2017.

5. Depending on how many textbook programs have been approved, we make arrangements to preview

samples. An initial preview may be necessary to determine whether the committee needs to preview all
samples. All textbooks are from the state-approved list.

6. The committee conducts evaluations, pilots, reviews, and shares the conclusions with administrators
and staff.

7. Community members are invited to review curriculum and provide feedback.

8. The committee submits its recommendation to the school board for approval and, finally, implements
the new program, monitors, and modifies or supplements when necessary.

9. The district has affirmed that each pupil, including English learners, has his or her own textbook to use
in class and to take home.

School Facilities

Traina School was built in 2006. The campus consists of an administration/kindergarten building; library; caf-
eteria/multipurpose room; 16 portables; and a classroom building that houses the computer lab, which we
now use for other purposes, since we have Chromebooks for the classrooms. Classrooms are located in one
of three wings, with the exception of music and physical education (PE). We use the Band Room at the back
of the gym for music and band for grades 3-8, while the backstage area of the multipurpose room is for K-2
music. PE uses portables for classroom work and the outdoors and gym for the majority of their activities.
Each wing has its own interior student work area and restroom facilities. Directly east and located on our 14
acres are our district offices and Tender Loving Care day care. Bordering the school to the north are neighbor-
hood homes. To the south is Whispering Wind Drive, and immediately west is Windsong Drive.

Upon arriving at school, students report to the cafeteria, where they are supervised. At 8 a.m., the campus
is open to students. Staff is present and visible each morning to greet students on campus and in the class-
room. During the instructional day, exterior classroom doors remain locked for student and staff safety. All
visitors on campus are required to check in at the office and wear a visitor's badge. A parent or guardian must
sign students out when leaving the campus early.

At the conclusion of the instructional day, each teacher of grades TK-5 walks their students out to the front
of the school for pickup. Students may leave the campus by whatever means permitted in writing by their
parents or guardians. TK-5 teachers supervise their students until they are picked up, or they deposit them
in the office in the event a parent is running late. No student may leave the campus with an unauthorized
person. Students in grades 6-8 are released at the end of the day, and the teachers follow them out to the
front of the school to ensure they depart campus safely. The principal or vice principal and staff members
monitor traffic to ensure the safety of students.

All aspects of the campus are in excellent working order and free of debris. Three full-time custodians were
hired to maintain the campus and facilities.

The entire site is 14 acres. Approximately 6 acres comprise our former temporary campus, which is now three
PE classrooms. Tender Loving Care day care and our district offices. Students have a blacktop area with bas-
ketball hoops, four square, wall ball, kickball and tetherball. The playground structure playbox is quite large,
having many activities of interest for students ages 5 and older. The kindergarteners have their own fenced-in
play yard near their classrooms.

Anthony Traina School also has a large grass play field. During the summer and fall of 2012, shade structures
were added to the blacktop area near the outdoor stage and the kindergarten play area. In addition to the
blacktop shade area, Traina now also has 20 picnic tables for outdoor eating.

The student to Chromebook ratio in
grades 1-8 is 1:1, which has allowed us to
close the computer lab and have students
work in their own classrooms with access
to the internet and computer activities.
Kindergarten has 10 Chromebooks avail-
able per class, and our intervention pro-
gram has a cart of Chromebooks as well.

The entire campus is accessible for stu-
dents with disabilities.

During the 2012-13 school year, construc-
tion was completed on a new quarter-mile
track that encloses a new field. This new
edition was funded by the Measure J
bond.

The new gymnasium, also part of Measure
J, opened near the end of the 2015-16
school year and went into full use during
2016-17.

Our purpose
is to foster understanding and support for Jefferson School through awareness of accountability programs
for student achievement and the processes used to meet those standards and goals. This SARC is published
annually. The statistics reported are from the 2016-17 school year unless otherwise noted. In some cases,
comparison data covering three consecutive years is provided.

As the Jefferson School District has grown, Jefferson School has always held on to three characteristics that
have made it one of the best schools in Tracy: high-quality teaching, strong community involvement and
high-academic standards for all students. Teachers at Jefferson work long hours and go the extra mile to help
children learn the content standards—and something about life. Jefferson has stayed true to its tradition of
community by remaining a close-knit campus. This is enhanced by the school board’s commitment to small
class sizes and the staff's commitment to our students and their families. Jefferson students go on to be suc-
cessful in high school, college and the professional world.

Our goals for the 2016-17 school year involved teachers being lifelong learners and collaborating to research
best practices. A team of Jefferson School teacher leaders attended a three-day Professional Learning Com-
munity (PLC) conference over the summer of 2016 to learn what PLCs are and how they successfully function
in schools. Also, a site leadership team was formed and met throughout the school year. This team continues
to collaborate to make school decisions that are in the best interest of the students and based on proven
research. These team members are leading small content area teams through a journey of researching best
practices, creating SMART goals for student learning, creating common formative assessments, comparing
data and working together to plan. This was an exciting year for us as we moved through the initial stages
of the PLC process.

The Jefferson School staff is working even harder this year on implementing the PLC process. We have final-
ized our school mission, and will finalize our Vision and Collective Commitments this school year. Further-
more, we are focusing on individualized intervention and an overall tiered intervention program. Through
research, we are questioning grading strategies, implementing more common formative assessments, re-
viewing data for reteaching opportunities and working together to reach our mission. Our goal is to meet
student needs on a by student, by standard basis; meaning we will intervene for each child and for each
essential standard they need to master. Interventions for English learners (ELs), special population and Gifted
and Talented Education (GATE) students will be differentiated in the classroom as well as with outside sup-
port. Our efforts are not only to intervene academically. We strive to meet behavioral needs as well. Discipline
is based on restorative practices and students have multiple opportunities and paths to learn from behaviors.
Our on-site therapist provides students and families support for mental-health needs, trauma, etc.

Jefferson School’s Associate Student Body (ASB) is working hard this year to partner with Tracy High School
Bulldog Project. Together they promote anti-bullying campaigns, encourage students to stand up for what
is right, spread awareness about the effects of drug and alcohol use, and inspire all to embrace each other's
differences and support fellow students. Jefferson's student body can attend any ASB meeting, which are
held weekly on Wednesdays.

Overall, Jefferson School is focused on the whole child. We know that a balance of academic, mental and
social success is key for sustained student success. The support for students is endless. Staff does what it
takes to help all students. | am privileged to serve as the principal of Jefferson School and look forward to a
successful year.

2. We then form a committee of administrators, teachers (representatives from all grade levels) and par-
ents.

3. The committee reviews, research and identifies essential K-8 curriculum and assesses needs.

4. The committee establishes consensus on the most important criteria to evaluate during initial screen-
ing.

5. Depending on how many textbook programs have been approved, we make arrangements to preview

samples. An initial preview may be necessary to determine whether the committee needs to preview all
samples. All textbooks are from the state-approved list.

6. The committee conducts evaluations, pilots, reviews, and shares the conclusions with administrators
and staff.

7. Community members are invited to review curriculum and provide feedback.

8. The committee submits its recommendation to the school board for approval and, finally, implements
the new program, monitors, and modifies or supplements when necessary.

9. The district has affirmed that each pupil, including English learners, has his or her own textbook to use
in class and to take home.

School Facilities

Jefferson School District is firmly committed to providing and maintaining a safe and healthy work environ-
ment. In order to achieve this goal, Jefferson School District has developed an Injury and lliness Prevention
Program for all employees to follow. It is designed to minimize workplace accidents, injuries and illnesses.
By making employee safety a high priority for every employee, we can reduce injuries and illnesses, increase
productivity, and promote a safer and healthier environment for all individuals in the Jefferson School Dis-
trict. Hazard and safety awareness helps to provide a secure, peaceful and clean environment for the school
community.

The school’s Disaster Preparedness Plan identifies procedures to follow during emergencies and natural
disasters. Emergency drills are conducted on a regular basis.

At Jefferson School District, every effort is made to ensure students are monitored while on campus through-
out the school day.

Yard supervisors, teachers, site administrators and school staff provide supervision for students before and
during school. All visitors must sign in at the office and receive proper authorization to be on campus and
must display their passes at all times.

A joint effort between students and staff helps keep the campus clean and litter-free. Two full-time custodians
and one part-time custodian take great pride in maintaining organized, clean and safe facilities at Jefferson.

The district was formed in June 1870 with a small schoolhouse. The current school site was first built in 1929
and remodeled in 1954 and 1966. Jefferson School had 20 classrooms, a gymnasium, library, computer lab,
science lab, cafeteria, band room, maintenance shop, bus barn and three baseball diamonds.

Jefferson School District places a strong emphasis on ensuring the safety of all students and staff members.
The school’s custodial team ensures the school facilities are in compliance with all federal and state health
and safety regulations. A scheduled maintenance program is administered by Jefferson School District to
ensure that all classrooms, restrooms and facilities are well maintained and in good repair.

In 2010, a school facilities bond was passed. This bond provided Jefferson School with a new main office
building and classrooms, gymnasium, kitchen, playground and track area with space for multiple courts and
activities, music and theater area attached to the gym stage, state of the art library, and modernized science
labs. Furthermore, all classrooms are set up with smart projectors and students have Chromebooks in each
classroom. This construction included a new fire and intrusion alarm system. To support the new fire and irri-
gation systems, a new well was drilled and a 125,000-gallon tank sits on the back of the property. The design
of the school offers room for expansion in the future if needed.

A new school was built on the site starting in 2014. The new school opened in January 2016 and students
moved from the temporary site to the new building in January 2016. The opening of the school and ribbon
cutting ceremony took place in January 2016 where Jefferson School Board members, Jefferson superinten-
dent, Jefferson administration, Tracy Mayor, DARE officer, families and staff attended and walked the halls.
Currently we have 22 classrooms and 21 teachers serving our 5th through 8th grade students.

School Safety

Jefferson School maintains a school safety
plan, which is updated annually by the
Safety Committee, whose members in-
clude administrators, employees, parents
and local law enforcement. A high priority
is placed on disaster preparedness.

The district requires monthly fire drills
and other emergency drills (earthquake,
lockdown) be held to prepare students in
the event of a genuine emergency.

« Review the state’s textbook-adoption committee’s evaluation of textbooks—look at criteria used
overall in relation to each textbook and publisher

2. We then form a committee of administrators, teachers (representatives from all grade levels) and par-
ents.

3. The committee reviews, research and identifies essential K-8 curriculum and assesses needs.

4. The committee establishes consensus on the most important criteria to evaluate during initial screen-
ing.

5. Depending on how many textbook programs have been approved, we make arrangements to preview

samples. An initial preview may be necessary to determine whether the committee needs to preview all
samples. All textbooks are from the state-approved list.

6. The committee conducts evaluations, pilots, reviews, and shares the conclusions with administrators
and staff.

7. Community members are invited to review curriculum and provide feedback.

8. The committee submits its recommendation to the school board for approval and, finally, implements
the new program, monitors, and modifies or supplements when necessary.

9. The district has affirmed that each pupil, including English learners, has his or her own textbook to use
in class and to take home.

School Safety

Monticello Elementary School's School
Site Plan is a living document. Our plan

is formally reviewed by our staff on an
annual basis, as well as when needed.
Numerous policies and procedures are

in place to ensure the safety of all of our
students and staff. Within each classroom,
emergency procedures are posted by each
door, along with an emergency backpack
containing various survival items, first-aid
supplies, and emergency contact infor-
mation. Our District Safety Committee
updates our emergency backpacks on an
as-needed basis. The posted emergency
procedures include general information
regarding actions to be taken should

any of the following events occur: fallen
aircraft, flood preparedness, fire, missing-
student protocol, campus shooting, earth-
quakes, bomb threat and checklist, explo-
sion, chemical accident, and lockdown.

Grade-level representatives maintain an
emergency procedure plan that they dis-
seminate and implement, should the need
arise. Such a plan includes staff phone
tree information, evacuation locations
and procedures, and various emergency
responsibilities. Monthly emergency drills
are conducted, allowing ample practice
for both students and staff. All drills are
conducted in a timely manner, and de-
briefed to ensure any necessary changes
are made.

Jefferson School District is committed

to providing and maintaining a safe and
healthy work environment. In order to
achieve this goal, the district has devel-
oped an Injury and Iliness Prevention Pro-
gram for its employees. It is designed to
minimize workplace accidents, injuries and
illnesses. In making safety a high priority,
injuries and illnesses are reduced, whilst
we see an increase in overall productivity.
Hazard and safety awareness helps to pro-
vide a secure, peaceful and clean environ-
ment for the entire school community.

The district safety plan was reviewed and
discussed with the staff in August 2017.
We use our safety plan, along with fire
drills, intruder-on-campus drills, reverse-
evacuation drills, earthquake drills and
lockdown drill, and shelter-in-place drills
at each site. The school safety plan is
reviewed, updated and discussed with the
school faculty each school year.

8. The committee submits its recommendation to the school board for approval and, finally, implements

School Facilities

Hawkins Elementary School began as a portable campus, and the permanent campus opened in the fall of
2002. The campus has a large athletic gym, and a library. We continue to purchase books and resources for
the library to further enhance student learning and encourage a lifelong love of reading.

The campus has grown in size throughout the years. Construction of 10 additional classrooms for sixth,
seventh and eighth graders was completed in August 2005. Students and staff help keep the campus clean
and litter-free. Three full-time custodians take great pride in maintaining organized, clean and safe facilities.
There are three playgrounds on campus: kindergarten, primary and intermediate. A new playground struc-
ture was installed in July 2017. A team of student and parent volunteers stenciled and painted games on the
Primary blacktop over the summer of 2017. The staff is deeply committed to guaranteeing student safety.
Each playground is well supervised during recess and lunch. Six campus aides supervise students during
lunchtime. The Peaceful Playground program was implemented and has greatly improved the quantity and
diversity of games being played on the playground. We continue to add playground equipment to ensure
students will have multiple options for activity. Although some students are bused to and from school, this is
a neighborhood school. Most students walk to school, ride their bikes or are driven by their parents.

During the 2012-13 school year, Measure J bond money allowed for the construction of a track and field for
all students to use during their physical education classes and recess time. Measure J also provided funding
to improve campus lighting, interior courtyard modernization, a gym divider, grades 6-8's courtyard devel-
opment and three shade structures for student use. In the summer of 2017, character trait banners were
installed on flagpoles to highlight the focus traits. Parent and grandparent volunteers updated the school
office with a fresh coat of paint.

Jefferson School District places a strong emphasis on ensuring the safety of all students and staff members.
The school’s custodial team ensures the school facilities are in compliance with all federal and state health
and safety regulations. A scheduled maintenance program is administered by Jefferson School District to en-
sure all classrooms, restrooms and facilities are well maintained and in good repair. Jefferson School District
is firmly committed to providing and maintaining a safe and healthy work environment.

In order to achieve this goal, Jefferson School District has developed an Injury and lliness Prevention Program
for all employees to follow. It is designed to increase training and minimize workplace accidents, injuries and
ilinesses. By making safety a high priority for every employee, we can reduce injuries and illnesses, increase
productivity, and promote a safer and healthier environment for all individuals at Jefferson School District.

Hazard and safety awareness helps to provide a secure, peaceful and clean environment for the school com-
munity.

Except as the Governing Board may otherwise specifically provide in other district policies,
these general uniform complaint procedures (UCP) shall be used to investigate and resolve only
the complaints specified in BP 1312.3.

Compliance Officers

The district designates the individual(s) identified below as the employee(s) responsible for
coordinating the district's response to complaints and for complying with state and federal civil
rights laws. The individual(s) also serve as the compliance officer(s) specified in AR 5145.3 -
Nondiscrimination/Harassment as the responsible employee to handle complaints regarding sex
discrimination. The individual(s) shall receive and coordinate the investigation of complaints
and shall ensure district compliance with law.

The compliance officer who receives a complaint may assign another compliance officer to
investigate the complaint. The compliance officer shall promptly notify the complainant if
another compliance officer is designated to investigate the complaint.

In no instance shall a compliance officer be designated to investigate a complaint if he/she is
mentioned in the complaint or has a conflict of interest that would prohibit him/her from fairly
investigating the complaint. Any complaint filed against or implicating a compliance officer may
be filed with the Superintendent or designee.

The Superintendent or designee shall ensure that employees designated to investigate complaints
receive training and are knowledgeable about the laws and programs which they are assigned to
investigate. Training provided to such designated employees shall include current state and
federal laws and regulations governing the program, applicable processes for investigating
complaints, including those involving alleged discrimination, applicable standards for reaching
decisions on complaints, and appropriate corrective measures. Designated employees may have
access to legal counsel as determined by the Superintendent or designee.

The compliance officer or, if necessary, any appropriate administrator shall determine whether
interim measures are necessary during and pending the results of an investigation. If interim
measures are determined to be necessary, the compliance officer or the administrator shall
consult with the Superintendent, the Superintendent's designee, or, if appropriate, the site
principal to implement, if possible, one or more of the interim measures. The interim measures
may remain in place until the compliance officer determines that they are no longer necessary or
until the district issues its final written decision, whichever occurs first.

Notifications

The district's UCP policy and administrative regulation shall be posted in all district schools and
offices, including staff lounges and student government meeting rooms. (Education Code 234.1)

Superintendent or designee shall annually provide written notification of the district's UCP to
students, employees, parents/guardians, the district advisory committee, school advisory
committees, appropriate private school officials or representatives, and other interested parties.
(Education Code 262.3, 49013, 52075; 5 CCR 4622)

If 15 percent or more of students enrolled in a particular district school speak a single primary
language other than English, the district's policy, regulation, forms, and notices concerning the
UCP shall be translated into that language, in accordance with Education Code 234.1 and 48985.
In all other instances, the district shall ensure meaningful access to all relevant UCP information
for parents/guardians with limited English proficiency.

The notice shall:
1. Identify the person(s), position(s), or unit(s) responsible for receiving complaints

2. Advise the complainant of any civil law remedies that may be available to him/her under
state or federal discrimination laws, if applicable

3. Advise the complainant of the appeal process, including, if applicable, the complainant's
right to take a complaint directly to the California Department of Education (CDE) or to pursue
remedies before civil courts or other public agencies, such as the U.S. Department of Education's
Office for Civil Rights (OCR) in cases involving unlawful discrimination.

4. Include statements that:

a. The district has the primary responsibility to ensure compliance with applicable state and
federal laws and regulations governing educational programs.

b. The complaint review shall be completed within 60 calendar days from the date of receipt
of the complaint unless the complainant agrees in writing to an extension of the timeline.

C. A complaint alleging retaliation, unlawful discrimination, or bullying must be filed not
later than six months from the date it occurred, or six months from the date the complainant first
obtained knowledge of the facts of the alleged discrimination. The time for filing may be
extended for up to 90 days by the Superintendent or designee for good cause upon written
request by the complainant setting forth the reasons for the extension.

d. A student enrolled in a public school shall not be required to pay a fee for his/her
participation in an educational activity that constitutes an integral fundamental part of the
district's educational program, including curricular and extracurricular activities.

e. The Board is required to adopt and annually update a local control and accountability
plan (LCAP), in a manner that includes meaningful engagement of parents/guardians, students,
and other stakeholders in the development and/or review of the LCAP.

f. The complainant has a right to appeal the district's decision to the CDE by filing a written
appeal within 15 calendar days of receiving the district's decision.

g. The appeal to the CDE must include a copy of the complaint filed with the district and a
copy of the district's decision.

h. Copies of the district's UCP are available free of charge.

District Responsibilities

All UCP-related complaints shall be investigated and resolved within 60 calendar days of the
district's receipt of the complaint unless the complainant agrees in writing to an extension of the
timeline. (5 CCR 4631)

The compliance officer shall maintain a record of each complaint and subsequent related actions,
including steps taken during the investigation and all information required for compliance with 5
CCR 4631 and 4633.

All parties involved in the allegations shall be notified when a complaint is filed and when a
decision or ruling is made. However, the compliance officer shall keep all complaints or
allegations of retaliation, unlawful discrimination, or bullying confidential except when
disclosure is necessary to carry out the investigation, take subsequent corrective action, conduct
ongoing monitoring, or maintain the integrity of the process. (5 CCR 4630, 4964)

Filing of Complaint

The complaint shall be presented to the compliance officer who shall maintain a log of
complaints received, providing each with a code number and a date stamp.

All complaints shall be filed in accordance with the following:

1. A written complaint alleging district violation of applicable state or federal law or
regulations governing adult education programs, consolidated categorical aid programs, migrant
education, career technical and technical education and training programs, child care and
development programs, child nutrition programs, and special education programs may be filed
by any individual, public agency, or organization. (5 CCR 4630)

2. Any complaint alleging noncompliance with law regarding the prohibition against
requiring students to pay student fees, deposits, and charges or any requirement related to the
LCAP may be filed anonymously if the complaint provides evidence, or information leading to
evidence, to support an allegation of noncompliance. (Education Code 49013, 52075)

3. A complaint alleging unlawful discrimination, including discriminatory harassment,
intimidation, or bullying, may be filed only by a person who alleges that he/she personally
suffered unlawful discrimination or by a person who believes that an individual or any specific
class of individuals has been subjected to it. The complaint shall be initiated no later than six
months from the date when the alleged discrimination occurred, or six months from the date
when the complainant first obtained knowledge of the facts of the alleged discrimination. The
time for filing may be extended for up to 90 days by the Superintendent or designee for good
cause upon written request by the complainant setting forth the reasons for the extension. (5
CCR 4630)

4. When a complaint alleging unlawful discrimination or bullying is filed anonymously, the
compliance officer shall pursue an investigation or other response as appropriate, depending on
the specificity and reliability of the information provided and the seriousness of the allegation.

5. When the complainant or alleged victim of unlawful discrimination or bullying requests
confidentiality, the compliance officer shall inform him/her that the request may limit the
district's ability to investigate the conduct or take other necessary action. When honoring a
request for confidentiality, the district will nevertheless take all reasonable steps to investigate
and respond to the complaint consistent with the request.

6. If a complainant is unable to put a complaint in writing due to conditions such as a
disability or illiteracy, district staff shall assist him/her in the filing of the complaint. (5 CCR
4600)

Mediation

Within three business days after the compliance officer receives the complaint, he/she may
informally discuss with all the parties the possibility of using mediation. Meditation shall be
offered to resolve complaints that involve more than one student and no adult. However,
mediation shall not be offered or used to resolve any complaint involving an allegation of
asexual assault or where there is a reasonable risk that a party to the mediation would feel
compelled to participate. If the parties agree to mediation, the compliance officer shall make all
arrangements for this process.

Before initiating the mediation of a complaint alleging retaliation, unlawful discrimination, or
bullying, the compliance officer shall ensure that all parties agree to make the mediator a party to
relevant confidential information. The compliance officer shall also notify all parties of the right
to end the informal process at any time.

If the mediation process does not resolve the problem within the parameters of law, the
compliance officer shall proceed with his/her investigation of the complaint.

The use of mediation shall not extend the district's timelines for investigating and resolving the
complaint unless the complainant agrees in writing to such an extension of time. If mediation is
successful and the complaint is withdrawn, then the district shall take only the actions agreed to
through the mediation. If mediation is unsuccessful, the district shall then continue with
subsequent steps specified in this administrative regulation.

Investigation of Complaint

Within 10 business days after the compliance officer receives the complaint, the compliance
officer shall begin an investigation into the complaint.

Within one business day of initiating the investigation, the compliance officer shall provide the
complainant and/or his/her representative with the opportunity to present the information
contained in complaint to the compliance officer and shall notify the complainant and/or his/her
representative of the opportunity to present the compliance officer with any evidence, or
information leading to evidence, to support the allegations in the complaint. Such evidence or
information may be presented at any time during the investigation.

UNIFORM COMPLAINT PROCEDURES (continued)

In conducting the investigation, the compliance officer shall collect all available documents and
review all available records, notes, or statements related to the complaint, including any
additional evidence or information received from the parties during the course of the
investigation, shall individually interview all available witnesses with information pertinent to
the complaint, and may visit any reasonably accessible location where the relevant actions are
alleged to have taken place. To resolve a complaint alleging retaliation, unlawful discrimination,
or bullying, the compliance officer shall interview the alleged victim(s), any alleged offenders,
and other relevant witnesses privately, separately, and in a confidential manner. As necessary,
additional staff or legal counsel may conduct or support the investigation.

A complainant's refusal to provide the district's investigator with documents or other evidence
related to the allegations in the complaint, failure or refusal to cooperate in the investigation, or
engagement in any other obstruction of the investigation may result in the dismissal of the
complaint because of a lack of evidence to support the allegation. (5 CCR 4631)

In accordance with law, the district shall provide the investigator with access to records and other
information related to the allegation in the complaint and shall not in any way obstruct the
investigation. Failure or refusal of the district to cooperate in the investigation may result in a
finding based on evidence collected that a violation has occurred and in the imposition of a
remedy in favor of the complainant. (5 CCR 4631)

The compliance officer shall apply a "preponderance of the evidence" standard in determining
the veracity of the factual allegations in a complaint. This standard is met if the allegation is
more likely to be true than not.

Report of Findings

Unless extended by written agreement with the complainant, the compliance officer shall prepare
and send to the complainant a written report of the district's investigation and decision, as
described in the section "Final Written Decision" below, within 60 calendar days of the district's
receipt of the complaint. (5 CCR 4631)

Final Written Decision

The district's decision shall be in writing and shall be sent to the complainant. (5 CCR 4631)
In consultation with district legal counsel, information about the relevant part of a decision may
be communicated to a victim who is not the complainant and to other parties that may be

involved in implementing the decision or affected by the complaint, as long as the privacy of the
parties is protected.

If the complaint involves a limited-English-proficient student or parent/guardian and the student
involved attends a school at which 15 percent or more of the students speak a single primary
language other than English, then the decision shall also be translated into that language. In
other all other instances, the district shall ensure meaningful access to all relevant information
for parents/guardians with limited English proficiency.

For all complaints, the decision shall include: (5 CCR 4631)

1. The findings of fact based on the evidence gathered. In reaching a factual determination,
the following factors may be taken into account:

a. Statements made by any witnesses

b. The relative credibility of the individuals involved

c. How the complaining individual reacted to the incident

d. Any documentary or other evidence relating to the alleged conduct
e. Past instances of similar conduct by any alleged offenders

f. Past false allegations made by the complainant

2. The conclusion(s) of law

3. Disposition of the complaint

4. Rationale for such disposition

For complaints of retaliation or unlawful discrimination, including discriminatory harassment,
intimidation, or bullying, the disposition of the complaint shall include a determination for each
allegation as to whether retaliation or unlawful discrimination has occurred.

The determination of whether a hostile environment exists may involve consideration of the
following:

a. How the misconduct affected one or more students' education

b. The type, frequency, and duration of the misconduct

c. The relationship between the alleged victim(s) and offender(s)

d. The number of persons engaged in the conduct and at whom the conduct was directed

e. The size of the school, location of the incidents, and context in which they occurred

f. Other incidents at the school involving different individuals
5. Corrective action(s), including any actions that have been taken or will be taken to
address the allegations in the complaint and including, with respect to a student fees complaint, a

remedy that comports with Education Code 49013 and 5 CCR 4600

For complaints of unlawful discrimination, including discriminatory harassment,
intimidation, or bullying, the notice may, as required by law, include:

a. The corrective actions imposed on the individual found to have engaged in the conduct
that relate directly to the subject of the complaint

b. Individual remedies offered or provided to the subject of the complaint

C. Systemic measures the school has taken to eliminate a hostile environment and prevent
recurrence

6. Notice of the complainant's right to appeal the district's decision within 15 calendar days

to the CDE and procedures to be followed for initiating such an appeal

The decision may also include follow-up procedures to prevent recurrence or retaliation and for
reporting any subsequent problems.

For complaints alleging unlawful discrimination, including discriminatory harassment,
intimidation, and bullying, based on state law, the decision shall also include a notice to the
complainant that:

1. He/she may pursue available civil law remedies outside of the district's complaint
procedures, including seeking assistance from mediation centers or public/private interest
attorneys, 60 calendar days after the filing of an appeal with the CDE. (Education Code 262.3)

2. The 60 days moratorium does not apply to complaints seeking injunctive relief in state
courts or to discrimination complaints based on federal law. (Education Code 262.3)

3. Complaints alleging discrimination based on race, color, national origin, sex, gender,
disability, or age may also be filed with the U.S. Department of Education, Office for Civil
Rights at www.ed.gov/ocr within 180 days of the alleged discrimination.

Corrective Actions

When a complaint is found to have merit, the compliance officer shall adopt any appropriate
corrective action permitted by law. Appropriate corrective actions that focus on the larger school
or district environment may include, but are not limited to, actions to reinforce district policies,
training for faculty, staff, and students, updates to school policies, or school climate surveys.

For complaints involving retaliation, unlawful discrimination, or bullying, appropriate corrective
actions that focus on the victim may include, but are not limited to, the following:

1. Counseling

2. Academic support

3. Health services

4. Assignment of an escort to allow the victim to move safely about campus

5. Information regarding available resources and how to report similar incidents or
retaliation

6. Separation of the victim from any other individuals involved, provided the separation

does not penalize the victim

7. Restorative justice

8. Follow-up inquiries to ensure that the conduct has stopped and there has been no
retaliation

9. Determination of whether any past actions of the victim that resulted in discipline were

related to the treatment the victim received and described in the complaint

For complaints involving retaliation, unlawful discrimination, or bullying, appropriate corrective
actions that focus on a student offender may include, but are not limited to, the following:

1. Transfer from a class or school as permitted by law

2. Parent/guardian conference

3. Education regarding the impact of the conduct on others

4. Positive behavior support

5. Referral to a student success team

6. Denial of participation in extracurricular or co-curricular activities or other privileges as
permitted by law

7. Disciplinary action, such as suspension or expulsion, as permitted by law

The district may also consider training and other interventions for the larger school community
to ensure that students, staff, and parents/guardians understand the types of behavior that
constitute unlawful discrimination, including discriminatory harassment, intimidation, or
bullying, that the district does not tolerate it, and how to report and respond to it.

If a complaint alleging noncompliance with the laws regarding student fees, deposits, and other
charges or any requirement related to the LCAP is found to have merit, the district shall provide
a remedy to all affected students and parents/guardians. (Education Code 49013, 52075)

For complaints alleging noncompliance with the laws regarding student fees, such remedies,
where applicable, shall include reasonable efforts to ensure full reimbursement to affected
students and parents/guardians. (Education Code 49013; 5 CCR 4600)

Appeals to the California Department of Education

Any complainant who is dissatisfied with the district's final written decision may file an appeal
in writing with the CDE within 15 calendar days of receiving the district's decision. (Education

The complainant shall specify the basis for the appeal of the decision and whether the facts are
incorrect and/or the law has been misapplied. The appeal shall be accompanied by a copy of the

locally filed complaint and a copy of the district's decision. (5 CCR 4632)

Upon notification by the CDE that the complainant has appealed the district's decision, the
Superintendent or designee shall forward the following documents to the CDE: (5 CCR 4633)

1. A copy of the original complaint
2. A copy of the decision

3. A summary of the nature and extent of the investigation conducted by the district, if not
covered by the decision

4. A copy of the investigation file including, but not limited to, all notes, interviews, and
documents submitted by the parties and gathered by the investigator

5. A report of any action taken to resolve the complaint

6. A copy of the district's uniform complaint procedures

7. Other relevant information requested by the CDE

The Governing Board recognizes that the district has the primary responsibility to ensure
compliance with applicable state and federal laws and regulations governing educational
programs. The Board encourages the early, informal resolution of complaints whenever possible
and appropriate. To resolve complaints which cannot be resolved through such informal process,
the Board shall adopt a uniform system of complaint processes specified in 5 CCR 4600-4670
and the accompanying administrative regulation.

The Board recognizes that alternative dispute resolution (ADR) can, depending on the nature of
the allegations, offer a process to reach a resolution to the complaint that is agreeable to all
parties. One type of ADR is mediation, which shall be offered to resolve complaints that involve
more than one student and no adult. However, mediation shall not be offered or used to resolve
any complaint involving sexual assault or where there is a reasonable risk that a party to the
mediation would feel compelled to participate. The Superintendent or designee shall ensure that
the use of ADR is consistent with state and federal laws and regulations.

In filing and investigating complaints, the confidentiality of the parties involved shall be
protected as required by law. As appropriate for any complaint alleging retaliation, unlawful
discrimination, or bullying, the Superintendent or designee shall keep confidential the identity of
the complainant and/or the subject of the complaint, if he/she is different from the complainant,
as long as the integrity of the complaint process is maintained.

1. Any complaint alleging child abuse or neglect shall be referred to the County Department
of Social Services, the County Protective Services Division, and the appropriate law enforcement
agency.

2. Any complaint alleging health and safety violations by a child development program
shall, for licensed facilities, be referred to Department of Social Services and shall, for licensing-
exempt facilities, be referred to the appropriate Child Development regional administrator.

3. Any complaint alleging employment discrimination shall be sent to the California
Department of Fair Employment and Housing and the compliance officer shall notify the
complainant by first class mail of the transfer.

4. Any complaint alleging fraud shall be referred to the California Department of Education.

In addition, the district's Williams Uniform Complaint Procedures, AR 1312.4, shall be used to
investigate and resolve any complaint related to sufficiency of textbooks or instructional
materials, emergency or urgent facilities conditions that pose a threat to the health or safety of
students or staff, or teacher vacancies and misassignments. (Education Code 35186)

The following procedures shall be followed when an employee has a complaint alleging that a specific
action, policy, procedure or practice discriminates against him/her on any basis specified in the district’s
nondiscrimination policies.

1. The complaint must be initiated within 30 days after a complainant knew or should have known, of the
alleged discrimination.

2. All parties involved in allegations of discrimination shall be notified when a complaint is filed, when a
complaint meeting or hearing is scheduled, and when a decision or ruling is made. The
complainant also shall be notified of his/her right to appeal the decision to the next level.

3. When a complaint is brought against the individual responsible for the complaint process at any level,
the complainant may address the complaint directly to the next appropriate level.

4. Meetings related to a complaint shall be held at times the district determines as least likely to interfere
with school schedules and operations.

5. For the protection of the complainant and the district, complaint proceedings shall be kept confidential
insofar as appropriate.

6. All documents, communications and records dealing with the complaint shall be placed in a district
complaint file.

7. No retaliation shall be taken in any form for the filing of a complaint, the reporting of instances of
discrimination or for participation in the complaint procedures. Such
participation shall not in any way affect the status or work assignments of the complainant.

8. Time limits specified in these procedures may be revised only by written mutual agreement of all
parties involved. If the district fails to respond within a specified or adjusted time limit. a
complainant may proceed to the next level. If a complainant fails to take the complaint to the next
step within the prescribed time, the complaint shall be considered settled at the preceding step.

Level |

The complainant shall first meet informally with the principal of the school where the allegedly

discriminatory act occurred. A complaint regarding discrimination away from a school site should be

discussed with an administrator selected by the Superintendent. If the complainant's concerns are not clear
or cannot be resolved through informal discussion, the principal or other administrator shall prepare, within

10 working days, a written summary of his/her meetings with the complainant. This report shall be

available if requested by the nondiscrimination coordinator.

Level 11

If a complaint cannot be satisfactorily resolved at Level I, the complainant may submit a formal written

complaint to the district nondiscrimination coordinator within 10 days of his/her attempt to resolve the

complaint informally. The written complaint shall include the following:

1. The complainant's signature or that of his/her representative

2. The complainant's name, address and telephone number

3. The name and address of the district staff member who committed the alleged violation

4. A description of the allegedly discriminatory act(s) or omission(s)

5. The discriminatory basis alleged

6. A specific description of the time, place, nature, participants in and witnesses to the alleged violation

7. Other pertinent information which may assist in investigating and resolving the complaint

The nondiscrimination coordinator shall assign a staff member to assist the complainant with this writing if
such help is needed. The coordinator shall respond to the complainant in writing within 10 working days.

The coordinator shall conduct any investigation necessary to respond to the complaint, including
discussion with the complainant, person(s) involved, appropriate staff members and students, and review
of the Level I report and all other relevant documents. If a response from third parties is necessary, the
coordinator may designate up to 10 additional working days for investigation of the complaint.

Level 111

If the complaint cannot be resolved at Level II, the complainant may present the complaint to the
Superintendent or designee within 10 days. The Superintendent or designee shall review the Level II
investigation file, including the complaint and all responses from district staff. The Superintendent or
designee shall respond to the complainant in writing within 10 working days.

If the Superintendent or designee finds it necessary to conduct further investigation, he/she may designate
up to 10 additional working days for such investigation and shall respond to the complainant in writing
within 10 days of completing the investigation.

Level IV

If the matter is not resolved at Level III, the complainant may file a written appeal to the Board of Trustees
within 10 working days after receiving the Level III response. The Superintendent or designee shall
provide the Board with all information presented at previous levels.

The Board shall grant the hearing request for the next regular Board meeting for which it can be placed on
the agenda. Any complaint against a district employee shall be conducted in closed session as a personnel

matter. The Board shall render its decision within 10 working days.

The Board may appoint a hearing panel to review the complaint and previous decisions and make
recommendations to the Board. The panel shall hear the appeal and render its decision within 10 working
days.

Other Remedies

Complainants may appeal the district's action to the California Department of Education. The
Superintendent or designee shall ensure that complainants are informed that injunctions, restraining orders
and other civil law remedies may also be available to them. This information shall be published with the
district's nondiscrimination complaint procedures and included in any related notices. (Education Code

COMPLAINTS CONCERNING DISCRIMINATION IN EMPLOYMENT

The Board of Trustees places trust in its employees and desires to support equitably and
fairly the actions of employees and supervisors in a harmonious working relationship. The
Board expects that complaints of alleged discrimination brought by students, employees,
parents/guardians or other members of the community shall be resolved in a prompt and
equitable manner. Every effort should be made to resolve allegations of discrimination at the
earliest possible stage.

When an employee has a complaint that a specific action, policy, procedure or practice
discriminates against him/her, then District procedures for addressing the complaint should
be followed. These are established in the Administrative Procedures attached to this policy.

Verbal complaints alleging discrimination may be made by a student or member of the public
to the site principal or Superintendent, or to an employee's immediate supervisor, however, a
written description of the alleged discrimination must be given to the District's Coordinator
for Nondiscrimination in Employment within 30 days after the complainant knew, or should
have known, of the alleged discrimination.

The employee must present the complaint alleging a specific discrimination in writing to the
District Coordinator for Nondiscrimination in Employment.

The Board prohibits retaliation in any form for the filing of a complaint, the reporting of
instances of discrimination, or for participation in the complaint procedures. Such
participation shall not in any way affect the status, grades, or work assignments of the
complainant.

The Superintendent shall ensure that complainants are informed that injunctions, restraining
orders and other civil law remedies may also be available to them. This information shall be
published with the district's nondiscrimination complaint procedures and included in any
related notices.

SEXUAL HARASSMENT

Education Code 231.5 mandates the district to have a written policy on sexual harassment.
As part of this mandate, the district also should adopt a sexual harassment policy related to
students.

The Governing Board prohibits sexual harassment of district employees and job applicants.
The Board also prohibits retaliatory behavior or action against district employees or other
persons who complain, testify or otherwise participate in the complaint process established
pursuant to this policy and administrative regulation.

The Superintendent or designee shall take all actions necessary to ensure the prevention,
investigation, and correction of sexual harassment, including but not limited to:

1. Providing training to employees in accordance with law and administrative regulation
2. Publicizing and disseminating the district’s sexual harassment policy to staff
3. Ensuring prompt, thorough, and fair investigation of complaints

4. Taking timely and appropriate corrective/remedial action(s), which may require interim
separation of the complainant and the alleged harasser and subsequent monitoring of
development

All complaints and allegations of sexual harassment shall be kept confidential to the extent

necessary to carry out the investigation or to take other subsequent necessary action. (5 CCR
4964)

Any district employee or job applicant who feels that he/she has been sexually harassed or
who has knowledge of any incident of sexual harassment by or against another employee, a
job applicant or a student, shall immediately report the incident to his/her supervisor, the
principal, district administrator or Superintendent.

A supervisor, principal or other district administrator who received a harassment complaint
shall promptly notify the Superintendent or designee.

Complaints of sexual harassment shall be filed in accordance with AR 4031 — Complaints
Concerning Discrimination in Employment. An employee may bypass his/her supervisor in

filing a complaint where the supervisor is the subject of the complaint.

BULLYING

The Governing Board recognizes the harmful effects of bullying on student learning and school
attendance and desires to provide safe school environments that protect students from physical
and emotional harm. District employees shall establish student safety as a high priority and shall
not tolerate bullying of any student.

No individual or group shall, through physical, written, verbal, or other means, harass, sexually
harass, threaten, intimidate, retaliate, cyberbully, cause bodily injury to, or commit hate violence
against any student or school personnel.

Cyberbullying also
includes breaking into another person's electronic account and assuming that person's identity in
order to damage that person's reputation.

Bullying Prevention

To the extent possible, district schools shall focus on the prevention of bullying by establishing
clear rules for student conduct and implementing strategies to promote a positive, collaborative
school climate. Students shall be informed, through student handbooks and other appropriate
means, of district and school rules related to bullying, mechanisms available for reporting
incidents or threats, and the consequences for engaging in bullying.

As appropriate, the district shall provide students with instruction, in the classroom or other
educational settings, that promotes effective communication and conflict resolution skills, social
skills, character/values education, respect for cultural and individual differences, self-esteem
development, assertiveness skills, and appropriate online behavior.

Staff shall receive related professional development, including information about early warning
signs of harassing/intimidating behaviors and effective response.

Based on an assessment of bullying incidents at school, the Superintendent or designee may
increase supervision and security in areas where bullying most often occurs, such as classrooms,
playgrounds, hallways, restrooms, and cafeterias.

Intervention

Students are encouraged to notify school staff when they are being bullied or suspect that another
student is being victimized. In addition, the Superintendent or designee shall develop means for
students to report threats or incidents confidentially and anonymously.

School staff who witness an act of bullying shall immediately intervene to stop the incident when
it is safe to do so. (Education Code 234.1)

When appropriate based on the severity or pervasiveness of the bullying, the Superintendent or

designee shall notify the parents/guardians of victims and perpetrators and may contact law
enforcement.

The Superintendent, principal, or principal's designee may refer a victim, witness, perpetrator, or
other student affected by an act of bullying to a school counselor, school psychologist, social
worker, child welfare attendance personnel, school nurse, or other school support service
personnel for case management, counseling, and/or participation in a restorative justice program
as appropriate. (Education Code 48900.9)

Complaints and Investigation

Any complaint of bullying, whether it is discriminatory or nondiscriminatory, shall be
investigated and resolved in accordance with law and the district's uniform complaint procedures
specified in AR 1312.3 - Uniform Complaint Procedures.

Any student, parent/guardian, or other individual who believes that a student has been subjected
to bullying or who has witnessed bullying may report the incident to a teacher, the principal, a
compliance officer, or any other available school employee. Within one business day of
receiving such a report, a staff member shall notify the principal of the report, whether or not a
uniform complaint is filed. Within two business days of receiving a report of bullying, the
principal shall notify a district compliance officer identified in AR 1312.3. In addition, any
school employee who observes an incident of bullying involving a student shall, within one
business day, report his/her observation to the principal or a district compliance officer, whether
or not the alleged victim files a complaint.

When the circumstances involve cyberbullying, individuals with information about the activity

shall be encouraged to save and print any electronic or digital messages that they feel constitute
cyberbullying and to notify a teacher, the principal, or other employee so that the matter may be
investigated. When a student uses a social networking site or service to bully or harass another
student, the Superintendent or designee may file a request with the networking site or service to
suspend the privileges of the student and to have the material removed.

When a report of bullying is submitted, the principal or a district compliance officer shall inform
the student or parent/guardian of the right to file a formal written complaint in accordance with
AR 1312.3.

Prohibited sexual harassment includes, but is not limited to, unwelcome sexual advances,
unwanted requests for sexual favors, or other unwanted verbal, visual, or physical conduct of a
sexual nature made against another person of the same or opposite sex in the educational setting,
under any of the following conditions: (Education Code 212.5; 5 CCR 4916)

l. Submission to the conduct is explicitly or implicitly made a term or condition of a
student's academic status or progress.

2. Submission to or rejection of the conduct by a student is used as the basis for academic
decisions affecting the student.

3. The conduct has the purpose or effect of having a negative impact on the student's
academic performance or of creating an intimidating, hostile, or offensive educational
environment.

4. Submission to or rejection of the conduct by the student is used as the basis for any
decision affecting the student regarding benefits and services, honors, programs, or activities
available at or through any district program or activity.

4. Sexual jokes, derogatory posters, notes, stories, cartoons, drawings, pictures, obscene
gestures, or computer-generated images of a sexual nature

5. Spreading sexual rumors

6. Teasing or sexual remarks about students enrolled in a predominantly single-sex class
7. Massaging, grabbing, fondling, stroking, or brushing the body

8. Touching an individual's body or clothes in a sexual way

9. Impeding or blocking movements or any physical interference with school activities
when directed at an individual on the basis of sex

10.  Displaying sexually suggestive objects
11. Sexual assault, sexual battery, or sexual coercion
Reporting Process and Complaint Investigation and Resolution

Any student who believes that he/she has been subjected to sexual harassment or who has
witnessed sexual harassment is strongly encouraged to report the incident to his/her teacher, the
principal, or any other available school employee. Within one school day of receiving such a
report, the school employee shall forward the report to the principal or the district's compliance
officer identified in AR 1312.3. In addition, any school employee who observes an incident of
sexual harassment involving a student shall, within one school day, report his/her observation to
the principal or a district compliance officer. The employee shall take these actions, whether or
not the alleged victim files a complaint.

In any case of sexual harassment involving the principal, compliance officer, or any other person
to whom the incident would ordinarily be reported or filed, the report may instead be submitted
the Superintendent or designee.

When a report of sexual harassment is submitted, the principal or compliance officer shall inform
the student or parent/guardian of the right to file a formal written complaint in accordance with
the district's uniform complaint procedures.

If a complaint of sexual harassment is initially submitted to the principal, he/she shall, within
two school days, forward the report to the compliance officer to initiate investigation of the
complaint. The compliance officer shall contact the complainant and investigate and resolve the
complaint in accordance with law and district procedures specified in AR 1312.3.

Confidentiality

All complaints and allegations of sexual harassment shall be kept confidential except as
necessary to carry out the investigation or take other subsequent necessary action. (5 CCR 4964)

However, when a complainant or victim of sexual harassment notifies the district of the
harassment but requests confidentiality, the compliance officer shall inform him/her that the
request may limit the district's ability to investigate the harassment or take other necessary
action. When honoring a request for confidentiality, the district will nevertheless take all
reasonable steps to investigate and respond to the complaint consistent with the request.

When a complainant or victim of sexual harassment notifies the district of the harassment but
requests that the district not pursue an investigation, the district will determine whether or not it
can honor such a request while still providing a safe and nondiscriminatory environment for all
students.

Response Pending Investigation

When an incident of sexual harassment is reported, the principal or designee, in consultation with
the compliance officer, shall determine whether interim measures are necessary pending the
results of the investigation. The principal/designee or compliance officer shall take immediate
measures necessary to stop the harassment and protect students and/or ensure their access to the
educational program. Such measures may include placing the individuals involved in separate
classes or transferring a student to a class taught by a different teacher, in accordance with law
and Board policy. The school should notify the individual who was harassed of his/her options
to avoid contact with the alleged harasser and allow the complainant to change academic and
extracurricular arrangements as appropriate. The school should also ensure that the complainant
is aware of the resources and assistance, such as counseling, that are available to him/her. As
appropriate, such actions shall be considered even when a student chooses to not file a formal
complaint or the sexual harassment occurs off school grounds or outside school-sponsored or
school-related programs or activities.

SEXUAL HARASSMENT

The Governing Board is committed to maintaining a safe school environment that is free from
harassment and discrimination. The Board prohibits sexual harassment of students at school or
at school-sponsored or school-related activities. The Board also prohibits retaliatory behavior or
action against any person who reports, files a complaint or testifies about, or otherwise supports
a complainant in alleging sexual harassment.

The district strongly encourages any student who feels that he/she is being or has been sexually
harassed on school grounds or at a school-sponsored or school-related activity by another student
or an adult to immediately contact his/her teacher, the principal, or any other available school
employee. Any employee who receives a report or observes an incident of sexual harassment
shall notify the principal or a district compliance officer.

3. Encouragement to report observed incidents of sexual harassment even where the alleged
victim of the harassment has not complained

4. A clear message that student safety is the district's primary concern, and that any separate
rule violation involving an alleged victim or any other person reporting a sexual harassment
incident will be addressed separately and will not affect the manner in which the sexual
harassment complaint will be received, investigated, or resolved

5. Information about the district's procedure for investigating complaints and the person(s)
to whom a report of sexual harassment should be made

6. Information about the rights of students and parents/guardians to file a civil or criminal
complaint, as applicable

Disciplinary Actions

Any student who engages in sexual harassment or sexual violence at school or at a school-
sponsored or school-related activity is in violation of this policy and shall be subject to
disciplinary action. For students in grades 4-12, disciplinary action may include suspension
and/or expulsion, provided that, in imposing such discipline, the entire circumstances of the
incident(s) shall be taken into account.

Richard Dunlap (RGM & Associates) has been working with Bright Schools to complete the bid
package for our Proposition 39 projects. The bid documents are included for review. I am also
including the timeline of events for the Request for Proposal process.

If approved this evening, the work will be completed over the summer.

Please note that there were seven HVAC units approved for replacement at Monticello — 6 in the
horseshoe rooms and one in the Administration-Kindergarten building. The district is proposing
we may replace three additional units at district expense. Replacing the three additional units will
allow for replacement of 100% of existing units in the Administration/Kindergarten building.
Otherwise, only one unit would be replaced. We plan to use Deferred Maintenance funds (Fund
14) to purchase these additional units.

Subsequent to the bid walk, RGM will prepare an addendum to respond to questions and provide
clarification of the specifications. In the addendum, we will include an additive alternate for the
three additional units. The specific cost will be separately detailed for only those units which will
allow the district to then decide to proceed (or not).

The contract will be presented to the Board for approval at our April meeting.

No oral, facsimile, or
telephonic modification of any bid submitted will be considered and a telegraphic modification
may be considered only if the postmark evidences that a confirmation of the telegram duly
signed by the bidder was placed in the mail prior to the opening of bids.

7. Erasures, Inconsistent or lllegible Bids. The bid submitted must not
contain any erasures, interlineations, or other corrections unless each such correction creates no
inconsistency and is suitably authenticated by affixing in the margin immediately opposite the
correction the signature or signatures of the person or persons signing the bid. In the event of
inconsistency between words and figures in the bid price, words shall control figures. In the
event the DISTRICT determines that any bid is unintelligible, inconsistent or ambiguous, the
DISTRICT may reject such bid as not being responsive to the Notice to Contractors Calling for
Bids.

Any interpretation or correction of the Contract
Documents will be made only by addendum duly issued by the ARCHITECT and approved by
the DISTRICT, and a copy of such addendum will be mailed or delivered to each Contractor
receiving a set of the Contract Documents. No person is authorized to make any oral
interpretation of any provision in the Contract Documents, nor shall any oral interpretation be
binding on the DISTRICT. Requests for clarification or explanation should be submitted to
ARCHITECT no later than the seventh calendar day preceding the Bid Deadline. If
discrepancies on drawing, or in specifications, or conflicts between drawings and specifications
are not covered by addenda, bidder shall include in the bid the method of construction and
materials resulting in the higher bid. Bidder shall become familiar with the specifications and
drawings. Submittal of a bid without clarification shall be incontrovertible evidence that the
bidder has determined that the specifications and drawings are sufficient for bidding and
completing the job; that bidder is capable of reading, following and completing the job in
accordance with the specifications and drawings; and that the specifications and drawings fall
within an acceptable standard for specifications and drawings.

13. Bidders Interested in More Than One Bid. No person, firm or corporation
shall be allowed to make, or file, or be interested in more than one bid for the same work unless
alternate bids are specifically called for. A person, firm, or corporation that has submitted a sub
proposal to a bidder, or that has quoted prices of materials to a bidder, is not thereby disqualified

from submitting a proposal or quoting prices to other bidders or making a prime proposal.
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14. Award of Contract. The DISTRICT reserves the right to reject any or all
bids, or to waive any irregularities or informalities in any bids or in the bidding. If two identical
low bids are received from responsible bidders, the DISTRICT will determine which bid will be
accepted pursuant to Public Contract Code Section 20117. The award of the Contract, if made
by the DISTRICT, will be by action of the governing board and to the lowest responsible bidder
therefore from among those bidders responsive to the call for bids. In the event an award is
made to a bidder and such bidder fails or refuses to execute the Contract and provide the required
documents within five (5) calendar days after notification of the award of the Contract to bidder,
the DISTRICT may award the Contract to the next lowest bidder or release all bidders.

15.  Alternates. If alternate bids are called for, the Contract may be awarded at
the election of the governing board to the lowest responsible bidder on the base bid, or on the
base bid and any alternate or combination of alternates.

16. Competency of Bidders. In selecting the lowest responsible bidder,
consideration will be given not only to the financial standing but also to the general competency
of the bidder for the performance of the Work covered by the bid. Each bidder agrees that, if its
bid is accepted, it shall perform that portion of work designated in its bid which shall constitute
at least fifteen percent (15%) of the Work, exclusive of supervisory and clerical work, without
the services of any subcontractor. By submitting a bid, each bidder agrees that the DISTRICT,
in determining the successful bidder and its eligibility for the award, may consider the bidder's
experience and facilities, conduct and performance under other contracts, financial condition,
reputation in the industry, and other factors which could affect the bidder's performance of the
Work.

The District may also consider the qualifications and experience of
subcontractors and other persons and organizations (including those who are to furnish the
principal items of material and equipment) proposed for those portions of Work. Operating
costs, maintenance considerations, performance data and guarantees of materials and equipment
may also be considered by the DISTRICT. In this regard, the DISTRICT may conduct such
investigations as the DISTRICT deems necessary to assist in the evaluation of any bid and to
establish the responsibility, qualifications and financial ability of the bidder, proposed
subcontractors, and other persons and organizations to do the Work in accordance with the
Contract Documents to the DISTRICT's satisfaction within the prescribed time; and the
DISTRICT reserves the right to reject the bid of any bidder who does not pass any such
evaluation to the satisfaction of the DISTRICT. No bid for the Work will be accepted from a
contractor who is not licensed in accordance with applicable State law.

17. Listing Subcontractors. Each bidder shall submit, on the form furnished
with the Contract Documents, a list of the proposed subcontractors on this project as required by
the Subletting and Subcontracting Fair Practices Act (Public Contract Code section 4100, et
seq.). If alternate bids are called for and the bidder intends to use different or additional
subcontractors, a separate list of subcontractors must be submitted for each such alternate.

18. Workers' Compensation. In accordance with the provisions of section

In
those cases involving a unique or novel product application required to be used in the public
interest, or where only one brand or trade name is known to the DISTRICT, it may list only one.

23.  Surety Qualifications. All surety companies that are admitted Surety
insurers pursuant to California Code of Civil Procedure Section 995.120 and comply with the
provisions of California Code of Civil Procedure Sections 995.630 and 995.660 shall be
satisfactory to the DISTRICT.

24. Contract Duration and Liquidated Damages. All Work must be completed
within the time limits set forth in the Project Schedule and/or Notice to Proceed. It is agreed that
damages for the failure of the Contractor to complete the total Work described herein within the
time limits required are impossible to ascertain but that the sum of Five Hundred Dollars
($500.00) per calendar day is a reasonable estimate. Should the Work not be completed within
the specified time for completion, the Contractor shall be liable for liquidated damages, payable
to the District, in the amount stated above for each calendar day of delay in completion. Bidder
and District agree that such amount of liquidated damages is not to be considered a penalty.

25. Drug-Free Workplace Certification. Pursuant to Government Code
Sections 8350 et seq., the successful bidder will be required to execute a Drug-Free Workplace
Certificate upon execution of the Agreement. The Contractor will be required to take positive
measures outlined in the certificate in order to insure the presence of a drug-free workplace.
Failure to abide with the conditions set forth in the Drug-Free Workplace Act could result in
penalties including termination of the Agreement or suspension of payment thereunder.

AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, dated the day of ,20__, in the County of San
Joaquin, California, (representing the State Allocation Board, State of California) by and between the
Jefferson School District, hereinafter referred to as "DISTRICT" or "OWNER" and

WITNESSETH:
That the DISTRICT and the CONTRACTOR, for the consideration stated herein, agree as follows:
1. Contract:

The complete Contract includes all of the Contract documents, including the Notice to CONTRACTOR’s
Calling For Bids, Information for Bidders, Bid Form, Designation of Subcontractors, Information
Required of Bidder, CONTRACTOR Pre qualification Documents if required, CONTRACTOR's
Certificate Regarding Workers' Compensation, Change Order Form, Shop Drawing Transmittal Form,
Non-Collusion Affidavit, Drug-Free Workplace Certification, Criminal History Clearance Certificate,
Guarantee, Performance Bond, Payment Bond, Insurance Policies, General Conditions, Special
Conditions if any, Plans, Drawings, Specifications, this Agreement, and all modifications and Addenda
thereto, and by this reference are incorporated herein. The Contract documents are complementary, and
what is called for by any one shall be as binding as if called for by all.

2. Statement of Work:

CONTRACTOR shall perform that work designated in CONTRACTOR's Bid Form that constitutes at
least 15% of the total work, exclusive of supervisory and clerical work, without the services of any
Subcontractor. CONTRACTOR shall perform within the time set forth in Paragraph 4 of this Agreement
everything required to be performed, and shall provide and furnish all the labor, materials, necessary
tools, expendable equipment, and all utility and transportation services as described in the complete
Contract and required for the public works project described as follows: Removal and Replacement of
HVAC units and electrical lighting systems as set forth in the plans and specifications.

4, Time For Completion:

The CONTRACTOR shall prosecute the Work in a prompt, diligent and workmanlike manner. The work
shall be commenced on or about the date stated in the DISTRICT's Notice to Proceed and shall
be complete no later than 101 days after the date stated in the Notice to Proceed.

5. Liquidated Damages:

It being impractical and infeasible to
determine the amount of actual damage, in accordance with Government Code section 53069.85 it is
agreed that CONTRACTOR shall pay to DISTRICT as fixed and liquidated damages, and not as a
penalty, the sum of Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) for each calendar day of delay until work is
completed and accepted. This amount shall be deducted from any payments due to or to become due to
CONTRACTOR.

6. Indemnification:

except for liability resulting from the sole negligence or willful misconduct of the
DISTRICT, its officers, employees, agents or independent CONTRACTORS who are
directly employed by the DISTRICT.

property, if the liability arose from the negligence or willful misconduct of anyone
employed by the CONTRACTOR, either directly or by independent Contract, and not by
the active negligence of the DISTRICT.

This Contract is subject to monitoring and enforcement of prevailing wage requirements by the
Compliance Monitoring Unit (“CMU”) of the Division of Labor Standards Enforcement (“DLSE”) as set
forth in Chapter 1 of Part 7 of Division 2 of the California Labor Code (commencing at section 1720) and
the accompanying regulations at Subchapter 4.5 of Chapter 8 of Division 1 of Title 8 of the California
Code of Regulations (commencing at section 16450) (collectively, “CMU Laws”). The DISTRICT, the
CONTRACTOR, and any Subcontractors shall comply with the CMU Laws.

The Director of the Department of Industrial Relations of the State of California has determined the
general prevailing rate of wages of per diem wages in the locality in which the work is to be performed
for each craft or type of worker needed to execute the Contract which will be awarded to the successful
bidder.

It shall be mandatory upon the CONTRACTOR to whom the
Contract is awarded and upon any Subcontractor under him or her, to pay not less than the said specified
prevailing rates of wages to all workers employed by them under the Contract.

A Pre-Job Conference at the District office shall be conducted with the CONTRACTOR and all
Subcontractors to discuss federal and state labor law requirements.

Project CONTRACTOR and Subcontractors shall maintain and furnish to the CMU, a certified copy of
each weekly payroll (but no less often than monthly), with a statement of compliance signed under
penalty of perjury. Such certified payroll reports shall be transmitted to the CMU by way of the CMU’s
eCPR system, known as “My LCM,” at https://app.mylcm.com. CONTRACTOR and all Subcontractors
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shall register with the eCPR system. Once registered, the DISTRICT or the CMU shall assign the
CONTRACTOR and Subcontractors to the Prop 39- HVAC and Electrical Replacements at Anthony C
Traina, Tom Hawkins and Monticello Elementary Schools Project, or the CONTRACTOR may assign the
Subcontractors to the Prop 39- HVAC and Electrical Replacements at Anthony C Traina, Tom Hawkins
and Monticello Elementary Schools Project.

The DISTRICT and the CMU shall review, including by way of job site inspections, and, if appropriate,
audit payroll records to verify compliance with the public works requirements of the Labor Code. The
CMU will notify the CONTRACTOR or Subcontractor(s), as appropriate) of any noncompliance, in order
for all such CONTRACTOR or Subcontractor(s) to correct the noncompliance.

The DISTRICT shall cooperate with the CMU and DLSE in any investigation of suspected violations of
prevailing wage requirements.

As directed by the Labor Commissioner, the DISTRICT shall withhold Contract payments equal to the
payments due or estimated to be due to the CONTRACTOR or Subcontractors whose payroll records are
delinquent or inadequate, plus any additional amount that the Labor Commissioner has reasonable cause
to believe may be needed to cover a back wage and penalty assessment against such CONTRACTOR or
Subcontractors. The CONTRACTOR shall be required to withhold payments to a Subcontractor whose
payroll records are delinquent or inadequate until the Labor Commissioner provides notice that the
Subcontractor has cured such delinquency or deficiency.

13. Corporate Status:

1. Lead as a Health Hazard

Lead poisoning is recognized as a serious environmental health hazard facing children today.
Even at low levels of exposure, much lower than previously believed, lead can impair the development
of a child's central nervous system, causing learning disabilities, and leading to serious behavioral
problems. Lead enters the environment as tiny lead particles and lead dust disburses when paint chips,
chalks, peels, wears away over time, or is otherwise disturbed. Ingestion of lead dust is the most
common pathway of childhood poisoning; lead dust gets on a child’s hands and toys and then into a
child’s mouth through common hand-to-mouth activity. Exposures may result from construction or
remodeling activities that disturb lead paint, from ordinary wear and tear of windows and doors, or
from friction on other surfaces.

Ordinary construction and renovation or repainting activities carried out without lead-safe work
practices can disturb lead-based paint and create significant hazards. Improper removal practices, such
as dry scraping, sanding, or water blasting painted surfaces, are likely to generate high volumes of lead
dust.

Because the Contractor and its employees will be providing services for the District, and
because the Contractor's work may disturb lead-containing building materials, CONTRACTOR IS
HEREBY NOTIFIED of the potential presence of lead-containing materials located within certain
buildings utilized by the District. All school buildings built prior to 1993 are presumed to contain
some lead-based paint until sampling proves otherwise.

2. Overview of California Law

Education Code section 32240 et seq. is known as the Lead Safe Schools Protection Act. Under
this act, the Department of Heath Services ("DHS") is to conduct a sample survey of schools in the
State of California for the purpose of developing risk factors to predict lead contamination in public
schools. (Ed. Code, § 3224 1.)
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Any school that undertakes any action to abate existing risk factors for lead is required to
utilize trained and state-certified contractors, inspectors, and workers. (Ed. Code, § 32243, subd. (b).)
Moreover, lead-based paint, lead plumbing, and solders, or other potential sources of lead
contamination, shall not be utilized in the construction of any new school facility or the modernization
or renovation of any existing school facility. (Ed. Code, § 32244.)

Both the Federal Occupational Safety and Health Administration ("Fed/OSHA™) and the
California Division of Occupational Safety and Health ("Cal/OSHA"™) have implemented safety orders
applicable to all construction work where a contractor's employee may be occupationally exposed to
lead.

The OSHA Regulations apply to all construction work where a contractor's employee may be
occupationally exposed to lead. The OSHA Regulations contain specific and detailed requirements
imposed on contractors subject to that regulation. The OSHA Regulations define construction work as
work for construction, alteration, and/or repair, including painting and decorating. It includes, but is
not limited to, the following:

a. Demolition or salvage of structures where lead or materials containing lead are present;
b. Removal or encapsulation of materials containing lead;
C. New construction, alteration, repair, or renovation of structures, substrates, or portions

thereof, that contain lead, or materials containing lead;

d. Installation of products containing lead,;
e. Lead contamination/emergency cleanup;
f. Transportation, disposal, storage, or containment of lead or materials containing lead on

the site or location at which construction activities are performed; and

g. Maintenance operations associated with the construction activities described in the
subsection.

Because it is assumed by the District that all painted surfaces (interior as well as exterior)
within the District contain some level of lead, it is imperative that the contractor, its workers and
subcontractors fully and adequately comply with all applicable laws, rules and regulations governing
lead-based materials (including title 8, California Code of Regulations, section 1532. 1).

The Contractor must notify the District if any Work may result in the disturbance of
lead-containing building materials. Any and all Work that may result in the disturbance of lead-
containing building materials must be coordinated through the District. A signed copy of this
Certification must be on file prior to beginning Work on the Project, along with all current
insurance certificates.
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3. Contractor’s Liability

If the Contractor fails to comply with any applicable laws, rules, or regulations, and that failure
results in a site or worker contamination, the Contractor will be held solely responsible for all costs
involved in any required corrective actions, and shall defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the
District, pursuant to the indemnification provisions of the Contract, for all damages and other claims
arising therefrom.

If lead disturbance is anticipated in the Work, only persons with appropriate accreditation,
registrations, licenses, and training shall conduct this Work.

It shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to properly dispose of any and all waste products,
including, but not limited to, paint chips, any collected residue, or any other visual material that may
occur from the prepping of any painted surface. It will be the responsibility of the Contractor to
provide the proper disposal of any hazardous waste by a certified hazardous waste hauler. This
company shall be registered with the Department of Transportation (DOT) and shall be able to issue a
current manifest number upon transporting any hazardous material from any school site within the
District.

The Contractor shall provide the District with any sample results prior to beginning Work,
during the Work, and after the completion of the Work. The District may request to examine, prior to
the commencement of the Work, the lead training records of each employee of the Contractor.

Article 1. DEFINITIONS

@) Action of the Governing Board is a vote of a majority of the membership in
a lawful meeting.

(b) Approval means written authorization by ARCHITECT or DISTRICT for
specific applications within the Contract.

(©) As shown, as indicated, as detailed refer to drawings accompanying this

specification.

(d) CONTRACT, CONTRACT DOCUMENTS includes all Contract
documents, to wit: Notice to Contractors Calling for Bids, Information for Bidders, Bid Form,
Designation of Subcontractors, Contractor Pre qualification Documents if required, Certificate
Regarding Workers' Compensation, Change Order Form, Shop Drawing Transmittal Form, Non-
collusion Affidavit, Drug-Free Workplace Certification, Performance Bond, Payment Bond,
Insurance Policies, General Conditions, Special Conditions, if any, Drawings, Plans,
Specifications, the Agreement and all modifications, addenda, and amendments thereto. The
Contract Time is the period of time allotted in the Contract Documents from the date of
commencement as set in the Notice to Proceed to the final completion of the Contract.

(e) Contract Time The CONTRACTOR shall begin the Work on the
date of commencement. He shall carry the Work forward expeditiously with adequate forces and
shall achieve Final Completion within the Contract Time.

()] CONTRACTOR, DISTRICT or OWNER are those mentioned as such in
the Agreement.

Nothing herein contained shall be construed as creating
the relationship of employer and employee, or principal and agent, between the DISTRICT and
CONTRACTOR or any of CONTRACTOR'S agents or employees. CONTRACTOR assumes
exclusively the responsibility for the acts of its employees as they relate to the services to be
provided during the course and scope of their employment. CONTRACTOR, its agents and
employees, shall not be entitled to any rights or privileges of DISTRICT employees and shall not
be considered in any manner to be DISTRICT employees. DISTRICT shall be permitted to
monitor the activities to determine compliance with the terms of this Contract.

(b) CONTRACTORS are required by law to be licensed and regulated by the
Contractors State License Board that has jurisdiction to investigate complaints against contractors
if a complaint is filed within three years of the date of the alleged violation. No payment shall be
made for work or material under the Contract unless and until the Registrar of Contractors verifies
to the DISTRICT that the CONTRACTOR was properly licensed at the time the Bids are opened
and CONTRACTOR continues to be so licensed throughout the term of the Contract. Any
CONTRACTOR not so licensed is subject to penalties under the law. Any questions concerning
a contractor may be referred to the Registrar, Contractors' State License Board, P.O. Box 26000,
Sacramento, California, 95826.

Article 3. CHANGE IN NAME AND NATURE OF CONTRACTOR'S LEGAL

Article 4. CONTRACTOR'S SUPERVISION, PROSECUTION AND PROGRESS

a competent superintendent satisfactory to DISTRICT. Before commencing the work herein,
CONTRACTOR shall give written notice to DISTRICT and ARCHITECT of the name of such
superintendent. Superintendent shall not be changed except with written consent of DISTRICT,
unless a superintendent proves to be unsatisfactory to CONTRACTOR and ceases to be in its
employ, in which case, CONTRACTOR shall notify DISTRICT and ARCHITECT in writing.
Superintendent shall represent CONTRACTOR and all directions given to Superintendent shall be
as binding as if given to CONTRACTOR.

(b) CONTRACTOR shall perform at least 15% of the work, exclusive of
supervisory and clerical work without the services of any subcontractor. CONTRACTOR shall
supervise and direct the work competently and efficiently, devoting such attention thereto and
applying such skills as may be necessary to perform the work in accordance with the Contract
documents. CONTRACTOR shall carefully study and compare all drawings, specifications, and
other instructions and shall at once report to ARCHITECT any error, inconsistency or omission
which CONTRACTOR or its employees may discover. CONTRACTOR shall comply with all
requirements set forth in Section 4-343, Part 1, Title 24 of the California Code of Regulations.

(c) CONTRACTOR shall be solely responsible for the means, methods,
techniques, sequences, and procedures of construction. CONTRACTOR shall be responsible to
see that the finished work complies accurately with the Contract Regulations.

(d) CONTRACTOR or subcontractor shall commence work on or before the
tenth (10th) day after receiving the Notice to Proceed, and shall complete all work under the
Contract within the period of time specified in the Contract Documents.

(e) The CONTRACTOR shall properly locate all buildings and other improvements
off site or on site, and shall furnish all engineering required for such work, including the location
and identification of bench marks, markers, property lines, lines and grades. He shall check floor
elevations and grades against data shown on the drawings, and shall report any discrepancies to
the ARCHITECT before laying out the work.

If CONTRACTOR
subcontracts any part of this Contract, CONTRACTOR shall be fully responsible to DISTRICT
for acts and omissions of any subcontractor and of persons either directly or indirectly employed
by any subcontractor, as it is for acts and omissions of persons directly employed by
CONTRACTOR. Nothing contained in the Contract Documents shall create any contractual
relationship between any subcontractor and DISTRICT, nor shall this Contract be construed to be
for the benefit of any subcontractor.

(b) DISTRICT'S consent to any subcontractor under this Contract shall not in
any way relieve CONTRACTOR of any obligations under this Contract and no such consent shall
be deemed to waive any provision of this Contract.

(c) Pursuant to Section 4104 of the Public Contract Code, CONTRACTOR
must submit with its bid, a Designation of Subcontractors. If CONTRACTOR specifies more than
one subcontractor for the same portion of work or fails to specify a subcontractor, and such portion
of the work exceeds one-half of one percent of the total bid, CONTRACTOR agrees that it is fully
qualified to perform and shall perform such work itself, unless CONTRACTOR provides for
substitution or addition of subcontractors. Substitution or addition of subcontractors shall be
permitted only as authorized in Chapter 4 (commencing at Section 4100), Division 2, Part 1 of the
California Public Contract Code.

(d) In accordance with California Business and Professions Code Section 7059,

No official of DISTRICT who is authorized in such capacity and on behalf of DISTRICT
to negotiate, make, accept, or approve, or to take part in negotiating, making, accepting or
approving any architectural, engineering, inspection, construction or material supply Contract or
any subcontract in connection with construction of project, shall become directly or indirectly
interested financially in this Contract or in any part thereof. No officer, employee, architect,
attorney, engineer or inspector of or for DISTRICT who is authorized in such capacity and on
behalf of DISTRICT to exercise any executive, supervisory or other similar functions in
connection with construction of project shall become directly or indirectly interested financially
in this Contract or in any part thereof. CONTRACTOR shall receive no compensation and shall
repay DISTRICT for any compensation received by CONTRACTOR hereunder, should
CONTRACTOR aid, abet or knowingly participate in violation of this Article.

Article 7. DISTRICT'S INSPECTOR

@ One or more Inspectors, including special inspectors, as required, will be
employed by DISTRICT in accordance with requirements of Title 24 of the California Code of
Regulations and will be assigned to the work. Duties of an Inspector are specifically defined in
Section 4-342 of said Title 24. Certain inspection costs beyond limitations set up within the
Specifications will be back-charged to the CONTRACTOR.

(b) Such inspection shall not, in any way relieve the CONTRACTOR from
responsibility for full compliance with all of the terms and conditions of the Contract, nor be
construed to lessen to any degree, the CONTRACTOR's responsibility for providing efficient and
capable superintendence as required herein. The Inspector is not authorized to make changes in
the drawings or specifications, nor shall his approval of work and methods relieve the
CONTRACTOR of responsibility for the correction of subsequently discovered defects.

(©) No work shall be carried on except with the knowledge and under the
inspection of said Inspector(s). He shall have free access to any or all part of work at any time.
CONTRACTOR shall furnish Inspector reasonable opportunities and use of required equipment
(wheelbarrow, shovel, ladder, man-lift, etc.), as available or in use on site, for obtaining such
information as may be necessary to keep Inspector fully informed respecting progress and manner
of work and character of materials. Inspection of work shall not relieve CONTRACTOR from
any obligation to fulfill this Contract.

(d) Whenever the CONTRACTOR arranges to work at night or any time when
work is conducted other than the normal 40-hour week, or to vary the period during which work
is carried on each day, he shall give the OWNER a minimum of 48 hours notice so that inspection
may be provided. Additional inspection costs incurred because of overtime or night work shall be
paid by the OWNER and back-charged to the CONTRACTOR.
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(e) Authorized representatives and agents of State and Federal Governments shall be
permitted to inspect all work, materials, payrolls, records, and shall be given access to site at all
times for such inspection.

Article 8. ARCHITECT'S STATUS

@ The ARCHITECT shall be the DISTRICT'S representative during
construction period and shall observe the progress and quality of the work on behalf of the
DISTRICT. ARCHITECT shall have the authority to act on behalf of DISTRICT only to the
extent expressly provided in the Contract Documents. The DISTRICT reserves the right to assign
some or all of the ARCHITECT’S responsibilities to an individual or a construction management
firm.

(b) To ensure that the performance of work conforms to Contract requirements,
ARCHITECT shall notify and advise the District if the work must be stopped to prevent or to
correct erroneous work on the site. The DISTRICT may, at any time, by written order to
CONTRACTOR, require CONTRACTOR to stop all, or any part, of the work called for by the
Contract for a period of up to __ (14) days after the order is delivered to CONTRACTOR, and
for any further period to which the parties may agree. The order shall be specifically designed as
a stop work order. Upon receipt of the stop work order, CONTRACTOR shall immediately
comply with its terms and take all reasonable steps to minimize the incurrence of costs allocable
to the work covered by the order during the period of work stoppage. Within a period of __ (14)
days after the stop work order is delivered to CONTRACTOR, or within any extension of that
period to which the parties shall have agreed, DISTRICT shall either: (I) cancel the stop work
order; or (ii) the work covered by the order shall be terminated pursuant to the termination
provisions contained in the Contract. If a stop work order is canceled, CONTRACTOR shall
resume the work in accordance with the terms and conditions of the Contract. If a stop work order
is issued where DISTRICT erroneously concludes that its issuance is necessary to ensure
compliance with Contract requirements, CONTRACTOR shall be entitled to an equitable
adjustment in the delivery schedule or Contract price, or both, provided that CONTRACTOR
asserts such a request for adjustment in accordance with the time limitations prescribed in
subparagraph (f) of Article 59.

(©) The ARCHITECT shall be, in the first instance, the judge of the
performance of this Contract. ARCHITECT shall side neither with the DISTRICT nor with the
CONTRACTOR, but shall exercise authority under the Contract to enforce faithful performance
by both. Nothing herein authorizes ARCHITECT to act as arbitrator for the parties.

d) The ARCHITECT shall have the authority and responsibility established by
law, including Title 24 of the California Code of Regulations. Within the scope of the Contract,
the ARCHITECT has the authority to enforce compliance with the Contract documents, including
the Plans and Specifications. The CONTRACTOR shall promptly comply with instructions from
the ARCHITECT or an authorized representative of ARCHITECT.

(e On all questions related to the interpretation of specifications or drawings,

the acceptable fulfillment of and performance under the Contract on the part of the
CONTRACTOR, the decision of the ARCHITECT shall govern and shall be precedent to any
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payment under the Contract unless otherwise ordered by the Governing Board. The progress and
completion of the Work shall not be impaired or delayed by virtue of any question or dispute
arising out of or related to the foregoing matters and the instructions of the ARCHITECT relating
thereto.

@) Neither this Article, nor any other provision of the Contract, in any way implies
that the ARCHITECT or his or her representatives are in any way responsible for
the safety of the CONTRACTOR or its employees or that the ARCHITECT or his
or her representatives will maintain observation over the CONTRACTOR'S
construction methods or personnel other than to determine if that the quality of the
finished Work is in accordance with the Contract Documents.

Article 9. NOTICE OF TAXABLE POSSESSORY INTEREST

The terms of this Contract may result in the creation of a possessory interest. If such a
possessory interest is vested in a private party to this Contract, the private party may be subjected
to the payment of property taxes levied on such interest.

Article 10.  ASSIGNMENT OF ANTITRUST ACTIONS
Section 7103.5(b) of the Public Contract Code provides:

"In entering into a public works Contract or a subcontract to supply
goods, services, or materials pursuant to a public works contract, the CONTRACTOR or
subcontractor offers and agrees to assign to the awarding body [DISTRICT] all rights, title,
and interest in and to all causes of action it may have under Section 4 of the Clayton Act,
(15 U.S.C. Sec. 15) or under the Cartwright Act (Chapter 2 (commencing with Section
16700) of Part 2 of Division 7 of the Business and Professions Code), arising from
purchases of goods, services, or materials pursuant to the public works contract or the
subcontract. This assignment shall be made and become effective at the time the awarding
body tenders final payment to the CONTRACTOR, without further acknowledgment by
the parties.”

CONTRACTOR for itself and all subcontractors agrees to assign to DISTRICT all rights,
title, and interest in and to all such causes of action CONTRACTOR and all subcontractors may
have under this Contract. This assignment shall become effective at the time DISTRICT tenders
final payment to the CONTRACTOR and CONTRACTOR shall require assignments from all
subcontractors to comply herewith.

Article11. OTHER CONTRACTS
@ DISTRICT reserves the right to let other contracts in connection with this
work. CONTRACTOR shall afford other contractors reasonable opportunity for introduction and

storage of their materials and execution of their work and shall properly connect and coordinate
its work with those other contractors.
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(b) If any part of CONTRACTOR'S work depends for proper execution or
results upon work of any other contractor, CONTRACTOR shall inspect and promptly report to
ARCHITECT in writing any defects in such work that render it unsuitable for such proper
execution or results. CONTRACTOR will be held accountable for damages to DISTRICT for that
work which it failed to inspect or should have inspected. CONTRACTOR'S failure to inspect and
report shall constitute its acceptance of any other contractor's work as fit and proper for reception
of its work, except as to defects which may develop in another contractor's work after execution
of CONTRACTOR'S work.

(c) To ensure proper execution of its subsequent work. CONTRACTOR shall
measure and inspect work already in place and shall at once report to the ARCHITECT in writing
any discrepancy between executed work and Contract Documents.

(d) CONTRACTOR shall ascertain to its own satisfaction the scope of the
project and nature of any other contracts that have been or may be awarded by DISTRICT in
prosecution of the project to the end that CONTRACTOR may perform this Contract in the light
of such other contracts, if any.

(e Nothing herein contained shall be interpreted as granting to
CONTRACTOR exclusive occupancy at site of project. CONTRACTOR shall not cause any
unnecessary hindrance or delay to any other contractor working on project. If simultaneous
execution of any Contract for project is likely to cause interference with performance of some
other contract or contracts, DISTRICT shall decide which contractor shall cease work temporarily
and which contractor shall continue or whether work can be coordinated so that contractors may
proceed simultaneously.

()] DISTRICT shall not be responsible for any damages suffered or extra costs
incurred by CONTRACTOR resulting directly or indirectly from award or performance or
attempted performance of any other contract or contracts on project, or caused by any decision or
omission of DISTRICT respecting the order of precedence in performance of contracts.

(9) Should the CONTRACTOR wrongfully cause damage to the Work or
property of any separate contractor, the CONTRACTOR shall upon due notice promptly attempt
to settle with such other contractor by agreement, or otherwise to resolve the dispute. If such
separate contractor sues the OWNER on account of any damage alleged to have been caused by
the CONTRACTOR, the OWNER shall notify the contractor who shall defend such proceedings
at the CONTRACTOR's expense, and if any judgment or award against the OWNER arises
therefrom the CONTRACTOR shall pay or satisfy it and shall reimburse the OWNER for all
attorneys' fees and court costs which the OWNER has incurred.

Article 12.  OCCUPANCY
DISTRICT reserves the right to occupy buildings at any time before completion, and such

occupancy shall not constitute final acceptance of any part of work covered by this Contract, nor
shall such occupancy extend the date specified for completion of the work.
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Article 13.  DISTRICT'S RIGHT TO TERMINATE CONTRACT

@ If CONTRACTOR refuses or fails to prosecute the work or any separable
part thereof with such diligence as will ensure its completion within the time specified or any
extension thereof, or fails to complete said work within such time, or if CONTRACTOR should
be adjudged bankrupt, or if CONTRACTOR should make a general assignment for the benefit of
its creditors, or if a receiver should be appointed on account of its insolvency, or if it should
persistently or repeatedly refuse or should fail, except in cases for which extension of time is
provided, to supply enough properly skilled workers or proper materials to complete the work in
the time specified, or if CONTRACTOR should fail to make prompt payment to subcontractors or
for materials or labor, or persistently disregard laws, ordinances or instructions of DISTRICT, or
if CONTRACTOR or its subcontractors should otherwise be guilty of a substantial violation of
any provision of this Contract, then DISTRICT may, without prejudice to any other right or
remedy, serve written notice upon CONTRACTOR and its surety of DISTRICT'S intention to
terminate this Contract, in whole or in part. The notice shall contain the reasons for such intention
to terminate, and unless within ten (10) days after the service of such notice such condition shall
cease or such violation shall cease and arrangements satisfactory to DISTRICT for the correction
thereof be made, this Contract shall upon the expiration of said ten (10) days, cease and terminate,
in whole or in part. In such case, CONTRACTOR shall not be entitled to receive any further
payment for any terminated portion of the work until such work is finished.

(b) In the event of any such termination, DISTRICT shall immediately serve
written notice thereof upon surety and CONTRACTOR, and surety shall have the right to take
over and perform this Contract (or the terminated portion thereof), provided, however, that if surety
within seven (7) days after service upon it of said notice of termination does not give DISTRICT
written notice of its intention to take over and perform this Contract (or terminated portion thereof)
or does not commence performance thereof within fifteen (15) days from date of serving such
notice of termination by DISTRICT on surety, DISTRICT may take over the terminated work and
prosecute same to completion by Contract or by any other method it may deem advisable for the
account and at the expense of CONTRACTOR. CONTRACTOR and its surety shall be liable to
DISTRICT for any excess cost or other damages occasioned the DISTRICT thereby. Time is of
the essence in this Contract. If the DISTRICT takes over the terminated work as herein above
provided, the DISTRICT may, without liability for so doing, take possession of and utilize in
completing the terminated work such materials, appliances, plant, and other property belonging to
the CONTRACTOR as may be on the site of the work and necessary for completion of the
terminated work.

(c) If unpaid balance of Contract price shall exceed the expense of finishing the
terminated work, including without limitation compensation for additional architectural,
managerial, inspection, and administrative services, such excess shall be paid to CONTRACTOR.
If such expense shall exceed such unpaid balance, CONTRACTOR shall pay difference to
DISTRICT. Expense incurred by DISTRICT as herein provided, and damage incurred through
CONTRACTOR'S default, shall be certified to DISTRICT by ARCHITECT.

(d) The foregoing provisions are in addition to and not in limitation of any other
rights or remedies available to the DISTRICT.
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Article 13A. TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE OF DISTRICT

Notwithstanding any other provision of the Contract, DISTRICT, by written notice to
CONTRACTOR, may, at any time, terminate this Contract for convenience, in whole or in part, if
DISTRICT determines that a termination is in DISTRICT’s interest. Upon receipt of such a written
termination notice, except as otherwise directed in writing by DISTRICT and except as necessary
to complete any portion of the Contract that is not terminated, CONTRACTOR shall immediately
cease all Contract work and direct the termination of all subcontract work. With respect to any
such terminated portions of the Contract, CONTRACTOR shall be entitled to be paid all of its
actual costs reasonably incurred for Contract performance (plus a reasonable profit thereon) up to
the time of receipt of the written termination notice. In no event shall CONTRACTOR be entitled
to receive anticipatory profits for Contract work not yet performed at the time of the receipt of said
termination notice. In the event of any conflict between this clause and any other provision of the
Contract, this clause shall supercede such other provision and shall control and determine the rights
and obligations of the parties.

Article14. CONTRACT SECURITY - BONDS

Unless otherwise specified in Special Conditions, CONTRACTOR shall furnish a surety
bond in an amount equal to one hundred percent (100%) of Contract price as security for faithful
performance of this Contract and shall furnish a separate bond in an amount equal to one hundred
percent (100%) of the Contract price as security for payment of persons performing labor and
furnishing materials in connection with this Contract. Aforesaid bonds shall be in the form set
forth in these Contract Documents.

Article 15.  SUBSTITUTION OF SECURITIES

@ Pursuant to the requirements of Public Contract Code Section 22300, upon
CONTRACTOR'S request, DISTRICT will make payment to CONTRACTOR of any funds
withheld from payments under this Contract if CONTRACTOR deposits with the DISTRICT or
in escrow with a California or federally chartered bank in California acceptable to DISTRICT,
securities eligible for the investment of State Funds under Government Code Section 16430 or
bank or savings and loan certificates of deposit, upon the following conditions:

1) CONTRACTOR shall be the beneficial OWNER of any securities
substituted for monies withheld and shall receive any interest thereon.

(@) All expenses relating to the substitution of securities under said
Section 22300 and under this clause, including, but not limited to DISTRICT'S overhead and
administrative expenses, and expenses of escrow agent shall be the responsibility of the
CONTRACTOR.

3 Securities or certificates of deposit substituted for monies withheld

shall be of a value of at least equivalent to the amounts of retention to be paid to CONTRACTOR
pursuant to this paragraph.
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4) If CONTRACTOR shall choose to enter into an escrow agreement,
such agreement shall be in the form attached hereto as part of the Contract Documents.

(5) CONTRACTOR shall obtain the written consent of the surety
to such agreement.

(6) Securities, if any, shall be returned to CONTRACTOR only upon
satisfactory completion of the Contract.

(b) To minimize the expense caused by such substitution of securities,
CONTRACTOR shall, prior to or at the time CONTRACTOR requests to substitute security,
deposit sufficient security to cover the entire amount to be then withheld and to be withheld under
the General Conditions of this Contract. Should the value of such substituted security at any time
fall below the amount for which it was substituted, or any other amount which the DISTRICT
determines to withhold, CONTRACTOR shall immediately and at CONTRACTOR'S expense
deposit additional security qualifying under said Section 22300 until the total security deposited is
no less than equivalent to the amount subject to withholding under this Contract.

(©) Alternatively, subject to the conditions set forth in paragraph (a) of this
Section, CONTRACTOR may request and DISTRICT shall make payment of retentions directly
to escrow at the expense of CONTRACTOR. At the expense of CONTRACTOR,
CONTRACTOR may direct the investment of the payments into securities and CONTRACTOR
shall receive the interest earned on the investments. Upon satisfactory completion of the Contract,
CONTRACTOR shall receive from escrow all securities, interest, and payments received by
escrow from DISTRICT, pursuant to the terms of Section 22300.

(d) If any provisions of this Article shall be found to be illegal or unenforceable
then, notwithstanding, this Article shall remain in full force and effect, and such provision shall be
deemed stricken.

Article 16. FIRE INSURANCE

CONTRACTOR shall procure and maintain fire insurance, with extended coverage
endorsements, upon the entire structure on which the work of this Contract is to be done to one
hundred percent (100%) of the insurable value thereof, including items of labor and materials
connected therewith, whether in or adjacent to the structure insured, materials in place or to be
used as part of the permanent construction including surplus materials, protective fences,
temporary structures, miscellaneous materials and supplies incident to the Work. The insurance
policy or policies shall be written by a company or companies satisfactory to the DISTRICT and
shall provide that any loss shall be payable to the CONTRACTOR and DISTRICT as their
respective interests may appear. CONTRACTOR shall keep each building fully insured, without
cost to the DISTRICT, until final inspection and acceptance of all work by DISTRICT.

Article 17.  PUBLIC LIABILITY AND PROPERTY DAMAGE INSURANCE

Jefferson School District





@) CONTRACTOR shall take out and maintain during the life of this Contract
such public liability and property damage insurance as shall protect CONTRACTOR and
DISTRICT from all claims for personal injury, including accidental death, to any person
(including, as to DISTRICT, injury or death to CONTRACTOR'S or subcontractor's employees),
as well as from all claims for property damage arising from operations under this Contract, in
amounts as set forth in the Agreement. Such insurance shall be with an insurance company
qualified to do business in California and rated A or better by Best's Key Rating Guide.

(b) CONTRACTOR shall require its subcontractors, if any, to take out and
maintain similar public liability and property damage insurance in like amounts.

Article 18.  WORKERS' COMPENSATION INSURANCE

@ In accordance with the provisions of Section 3700 of the California Labor
Code, the CONTRACTOR and every subcontractor shall be required to secure the payment of
compensation to its employees.

(b) The CONTRACTOR shall provide, during the life of this Contract, workers'
compensation insurance for all of its employees engaged in work under this Contract, on or at the
site of the project, and, in case any of its work is sublet, the CONTRACTOR shall require the
subcontractor similarly to provide workers' compensation insurance for all the latter's employees.
Any class of employee or employees not covered by a subcontractor's insurance shall be covered
by the CONTRACTOR'S insurance. In case any class of employees engaged in work under this
Contract, on or at the site of the project, is not protected under the workers' compensation statute,
the CONTRACTOR shall provide or shall cause a subcontractor to provide, adequate insurance
coverage for the protection of such employees not otherwise protected before subcontractor
commences work. The CONTRACTOR shall file with the DISTRICT certificates of its insurance
protecting workers and a 30-day notice shall be provided to DISTRICT before the cancellation or
reduction of any policy of CONTRACTOR or subcontractor.

Article 19. PROOF OF CARRIAGE OF INSURANCE

@ CONTRACTOR shall not commence work nor shall it allow any
subcontractor to commence work under this Contract until all required insurance, certificates and
endorsements have been obtained and delivered in duplicate to and approved by DISTRICT. Such
insurance shall be with an insurance company admitted by the Insurance Commissioner of the
State of California to transact such insurance in the State of California and having a current
certificate of authority.

(b) Certificates and insurance policies shall include the following:

1) A clause stating:

"This policy shall not be canceled or reduced in required limits of liability
or amount of insurance until notice has been mailed to DISTRICT stating date of cancellation or
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reduction. Date of cancellation or reduction may not be less than thirty (30) days after date of
mailing notice."

@) Language stating in particular those insured, extent of insurance,
location and operation to which insurance applies, expiration date, to whom cancellation and
reduction notice will be sent, and length of notice period.

3 Statement that the DISTRICT and the CITY OF TRACY are named
additional insured under the policy described and that such insurance policy shall be primary to
any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the DISTRICT and/or the CITY OF TRACY.

4) A clause whereby the insurance company waives all right of
recovery by way of subrogation against the DISTRICT and/or the CITY OF TRACY in connection
with damage covered by the policy.

5) Each policy shall name the District, the Architect, the District’s
Consultants, and all authorized agents and representatives, and members, directors, officers,
trustees, agent and all employees of any of them as Additional Insured and shall be issued by
carrier(s) satisfactory to the District and licensed through the Department of Insurance to conduct
business in California..

(c) In case of CONTRACTOR'S failure to provide insurance as required by the
Contract, the DISTRICT may, at DISTRICT'S option, take out and maintain at the expense of the
CONTRACTOR, such insurance in the name of CONTRACTOR, or subcontractor, as the
DISTRICT may deem proper and may deduct the cost of taking out and maintaining such insurance
from any sums which are due or become due to the CONTRACTOR under this Contract.

Article 20. DRAWINGS AND SPECIFICATIONS
@ Contract Documents. All Contract Documents are intended to cooperate so that

any work called for in one and not mentioned in the other, or vice versa, is to be executed the same
as if mentioned in all Contract Documents.

(b) Materials or work described in words which so applied has a well known
technical or trade meaning shall be deemed to refer to such recognized standards.

(©) Trade Name or Trade Term. It is not the intention of the Contract to go into
detailed descriptions of any materials and/or methods commonly known to the trade under "trade
name" or "trade term." The mere mention or notation of such "trade name™ or “trade term" shall
be considered a sufficient notice to CONTRACTOR that it will be required to complete the work
so named with all its appurtenances according to the best practices of the trade.

(d) The naming of any material and/or equipment shall mean furnishing and
installing of same, including all incidental and accessory items thereto and/or labor therefore, as
per best practices of the trade(s) involved, unless specifically noted otherwise.
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(e) Interpretations. In general, the Drawings will show dimensions, position, and kind
of construction; and the Specifications, qualities and methods. Any work called for in the
Drawings and not mentioned in the Specifications, or vice versa, shall be performed as though
fully set forth in both. Work not particularly detailed, marked, or specified shall be the same as
similar parts that are detailed, marked or specified.

In case of conflict between the Drawings and Specifications, the Drawings shall govern in
matters of quantity, the Specifications in matters of quality. In case of conflict with the Drawings
involving quantities or within the Specifications involving qualities, the greater quantity and the
higher quality shall be furnished.

Should an error appear in the Drawings or Specifications, or in the work done by others
affecting this work, the CONTRACTOR shall notify the ARCHITECT at once and he will issue
instructions as to procedure. If the CONTRACTOR proceeds with the work so affected without
instructions from the ARCHITECT, he shall make good any resulting damage or defects.

()] Specifications and Accompanying Drawings are intended to delineate and
describe the project and its component parts to such a degree as will enable skilled and competent
CONTRACTORS to intelligently bid upon the work, and to carry said work to a successful
conclusion. The organization of the specifications into divisions, sections and articles and the
arrangement of drawings shall not control the CONTRACTOR in dividing the work among
subcontractors or in establishing the extent of work to be performed by any trade.

When specified brands or kinds of material are called for, they are mentioned
merely as standards and the CONTRACTOR has the option of using any other brand of equal
quality if approved by the ARCHITECT. Any materials named in the Specifications, or which
may be substituted, must, if so desired by the ARCHITECT, be researched by said ARCHITECT
at the expense of CONTRACTOR.

Any material specified by reference to the number, symbol, or title of a specified
standard such as a Commercial Standard, a Federal Specification, a trade association standard, or
other similar standards, shall comply with the requirements in the latest approved revision thereof
and any amendments or supplements thereto in effect on the date of Notice to Contractors, except
limited to type, class, or grade, or modified in such reference.

The standards referred to, except as modified in the Specifications, shall have full
force and effect as though printed in these Specifications. These standards are not furnished to
bidders, for the reason that the manufacturers and trades involved are assumed to be familiar with
their requirements.

Where it is required in the Specifications that materials, products, processes,
equipment or the like be installed or applied in accordance with manufacturers' instructions,
directions, or specifications, it shall be construed to mean that said application or installation shall
be in strict accordance with the printed instructions furnished by the manufacture of the materials
considered for use under conditions similar to those at the job site.
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(9) Drawings and Specifications are intended to comply with all laws,
ordinances, rules and regulations of constituted authorities having jurisdiction, and where referred
to in the Contract documents, said laws, ordinances, rules and regulations shall be considered as a
part of said Contract within the limits specified. The CONTRACTOR shall bear all expenses of
correcting work done contrary to said laws, ordinances, rules and regulations if the
CONTRACTOR knew or should have known that the work as performed is contrary to said laws,
ordinances, rules and regulations and if the CONTRACTOR performed same (1) without first
consulting the ARCHITECT for further instructions regarding said work or (2) disregarded the
ARCHITECT'S instructions regarding said work.

Where on any Drawings a portion of the work is drawn out and the remainder is
indicated in outline, the drawn-out parts shall apply to all other like portions of the work. Where
ornament or other detail is indicated starting only, such detail shall be continued throughout the
courses or parts in which it occurs and shall also apply to other similar parts in the work, unless
otherwise indicated.

(h) Questions regarding interpretation of drawings and specifications shall be
clarified by the ARCHITECT. Should the CONTRACTOR commence work on any part thereof
without seeking clarification, CONTRACTOR waives any claim for extra work or damages as a
result of any ambiguity, conflict or lack of information.

M CONTRACTOR will be furnished, free of charge, copies of drawings and
specifications, as set forth in the Agreement. Additional copies may be obtained at cost of
reproduction, as set forth in the Agreement.

() The ARCHITECT will furnish to the CONTRACTOR one (1) complete set
of blue-line prints, for posting of changes. During the construction period, the CONTRACTOR
shall maintain the set of blue-line prints in a satisfactory record condition, and shall thoroughly
and neatly post, as they occur, all additions, deletions, corrections and/or revisions in the actual
construction of the project. At the completion of the work, all such additions, deletions, corrections
and/or revisions shall be posted on mylar transparencies by a competent draftsman at the
CONTRACTOR's expense. Both the blue-line prints and the mylar transparencies shall be signed
by the construction Superintendent and Inspector. The signature certifies that the record drawings
have been posted accurately. The prints and transparencies shall then be turned over to the
ARCHITECT. The record drawings must be posted monthly and be current prior to each
submission of each monthly certificate of payment. Inspector will not approve monthly pay
requests if record drawings are not updated monthly.

Article 21. OWNERSHIP OF DRAWINGS

All plans, drawings, designs, specifications, and other incidental architectural and
engineering work or materials and other Contract documents and copies thereof furnished by
DISTRICT are its property. They are not to be used in other work and with the exception of signed
sets of the Contract are to be returned to it on request at completion of work, and may be used by
DISTRICT as it may require, without any additional costs to DISTRICT.
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Article 22. DETAIL DRAWINGS AND INSTRUCTIONS

@ In case of ambiguity, conflict, or lack of information, ARCHITECT shall
furnish additional instructions by means of drawings or otherwise, necessary for proper execution
of work. All such drawings and instructions shall be consistent with Contract Documents, true
developments thereof, and reasonably inferable therefrom. Such additional instructions shall be
furnished with reasonable promptness, provided that CONTRACTOR informs the ARCHITECT
of the relationship of the request to the critical path of construction.

(b) Work shall be executed in conformity therewith and CONTRACTOR shall
do no work without proper drawings and instructions.

(© The ARCHITECT will furnish necessary additional details to more fully
explain the work, which details shall be considered as part of the Contract Documents.

(d) Should any details be more elaborate, in the opinion of the
CONTRACTOR, than scale drawings and specifications warrant, CONTRACTOR shall give
written notice thereof to the ARCHITECT within five (5) days of the receipt of same. In case no
notice is given to the ARCHITECT within five (5) days, it will be assumed the details are
reasonable development of the scale drawings. In case notice is given, then the claim will be
considered, and if found justified, the ARCHITECT will either modify the drawings or shall
recommend to DISTRICT a change order for the extra work involved. Non receipt of such notice
shall relieve the OWNER of any claim.

(e) All parts of the described and shown construction shall be of the best quality
of their respective kinds and the CONTRACTOR is hereby advised to use all diligence to become
fully involved as to the required construction and finish, and in no case to proceed with the different
parts of the work without obtaining first from the ARCHITECT such directions and/or drawings
as may be necessary for the proper performance of the work.

()] If it is found at any time, before or after completion of the work, that the
CONTRACTOR has varied from the drawings and/or specifications, in materials, quality, form or
finish, or in the amount or value of the materials and labor used, the ARCHITECT shall make a
recommendation: (1) that all such improper work should be removed, remade and replaced, and
all work disturbed by these changes be made good at the CONTRACTOR'S expense; or (2) that
the DISTRICT deduct from any amount due CONTRACTOR, the sum of money equivalent to the
difference in value between the work performed and that called for by the drawings and
specifications. ARCHITECT shall determine such difference in value. The DISTRICT, at its
option, may pursue either course.

Article 23. SHOP DRAWINGS
@ CONTRACTOR shall check and verify all field measurements and shall
submit with such promptness as to cause no delay in its own work or in that of any other contractor,

the number and type of copies required in Section 01300 and approved by CONTRACTOR, of all
shop or setting drawings, schedules and materials list required for the work of various trades.
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ARCHITECT shall review such schedules and drawings only for conformance with design concept
of project and compliance with information given in Contract Documents, and return as approved
or disapproved with guidance as to the required corrections within twenty-one (21) days.
CONTRACTOR shall make any corrections required by ARCHITECT, file the required number
of corrected copies with ARCHITECT, and furnish such other copies as may be needed for
construction. ARCHITECT'S approval of such drawings or schedules shall not relieve
CONTRACTOR from responsibility for deviations from drawings or specifications unless
CONTRACTOR has in writing called ARCHITECT'S attention to such deviations at time of
submission and secured ARCHITECT'S written approval, nor shall it relieve CONTRACTOR
from responsibility for errors in shop drawings or schedules.

(b) All submittals of shop drawings, catalog cuts, data sheets and material lists
shall be complete and shall conform to Contract drawings and specifications.

(©) The term "shop drawing" as used herein shall be understood to include, but
not be limited to, detail design, calculations, fabrication and installation drawings, lists, graphs,
operating instructions, products, data and samples. Unless otherwise required, shop drawings shall
be submitted at a time sufficiently early to allow review of the same by the ARCHITECT, and to
accommaodate the rate of construction progress required under the Contract. CONTRACTOR will
be required to pay ARCHITECT's reasonable and customary fees in order to expedite review of
shop drawings and schedules which are not submitted in a timely fashion.

(d) All shop drawing submittals shall be accompanied by an accurately
completed transmittal form using the form included as part of the Contract Documents. Any shop
drawing submittal not accompanied on such a form, or where all applicable items on the form are
not completed, will be returned for resubmittal. The CONTRACTOR may authorize a material or
equipment supplier to deal directly with the ARCHITECT with regard to information regarding
shop drawings, however all submittals must come through the CONTRACTOR and ultimate
responsibility for the accuracy and completeness of the information contained in the submittal shall
remain with the CONTRACTOR.

(e) A separate transmittal form shall be used for each specific item or class of
material or equipment for which a submittal is required. Transmittal of shop drawings on various
items using a single transmittal form will be permitted only when the items taken together
constitute a manufacturer's "package” or are so functionally related that expediency dictates review
of the group or package as a whole. At its option, the CONTRACTOR may obtain from the
ARCHITECT quantities of the shop drawing transmittal form at reproduction cost.

()] It is considered reasonable that the CONTRACTOR shall make a complete
and acceptable submittal to the ARCHITECT by the second submission of drawings. The
DISTRICT reserves the right to withhold funds due to the CONTRACTOR to cover additional
costs of the ARCHITECT'S review beyond the second submission.

(9) Fabrication of an item shall not be commenced before the ARCHITECT has

reviewed the pertinent shop drawings and returned them to the CONTRACTOR marked "No
Exceptions” or “Make Corrections Noted."” Revisions indicated on shop drawings shall be
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considered as changes necessary to meet the requirements of the Contract documents and shall not
be taken as the basis of claims for extra work. The CONTRACTOR shall have no claim for
damages or extension of time due to any delay resulting from the CONTRACTOR'S having to
make the required revisions to shop drawings unless review by the ARCHITECT of said drawings
is delayed beyond a reasonable period of time and unless the CONTRACTOR can establish that
the ARCHITECT'S delay in review actually resulted in delay in the CONTRACTOR'S
construction schedule. The review of such drawings by the ARCHITECT shall in no way relieve
the CONTRACTOR of responsibility for errors or omissions contained therein, nor shall such
review operate to waive or modify any provision contained in the Contract documents. Fabricating
dimensions, quantities of material, applicable code requirements, and other Contract requirements
shall be the CONTRACTOR'S responsibility.

(h) No work represented by required shop drawings shall be purchased or
commenced until the applicable submittal has been favorably reviewed. The work shall conform
to the approved shop drawings and all other requirements of the Contract Documents. The
CONTRACTOR shall not proceed with any related work which may be affected by the work
covered under shop drawings until the applicable shop drawings have been approved, particularly
where piping, machinery, and equipment and the required arrangements and clearance are
involved.

() Except where the preparation of a shop drawing is dependent upon the
approval of a prior shop drawing, all shop drawings pertaining to the same class or portion of the
work shall be submitted simultaneously.

) Calculations of a structural nature must be approved by the Division of State
Architect. For those items indicated in the Contract Documents requiring a deferred approval by
the Division of the State Architect, the CONTRACTOR shall submit shop drawings with a manual
signature of the professional engineer registered in the State of California responsible for preparing
such shop drawings. CONTRACTOR to make changes required by Division of State Architect at
no cost to OWNER.

Article24.  LAYOUT AND FIELD ENGINEERING

All field engineering required for laying out this work and establishing grades for
earthwork operations shall be furnished by CONTRACTOR at its expense. Such work shall be
done by a land surveyor or civil engineer registered in the State of California. Any required
"Record"” drawings of site development shall be prepared by a California State registered civil
engineer or land surveyor.

Article 25.  SOILS INVESTIGATION REPORT

When a soils investigation report obtained from test holes at site is available from
DISTRICT, such report shall not be a part of this Contract. Any information obtained from such
report or any information given on drawings provided by DISTRICT as to subsurface soil
condition or to elevations of existing grades or elevations of underlying rock is approximate only,
IS not guaranteed, does not form a part of the Contract, and CONTRACTOR may not rely thereon.
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CONTRACTOR is required to make a visual examination of site and must make whatever tests
CONTRACTOR deems appropriate to determine underground condition of soil. CONTRACTOR
agrees that no claim against DISTRICT will be made by CONTRACTOR for damages and hereby
waives any rights to damages in event that during progress of work CONTRACTOR encounters
subsurface or latent conditions at site materially differing from those shown on drawings or
indicated in specifications, or for unknown conditions of an unusual nature which differ materially
from those ordinarily encountered in the work of the character provided for in plans and
specifications, except as provided in the Article entitled "Existing Utility Lines; Removal,
Restoration” or the Article entitled “Trenches”.

Article 26. TESTS AND INSPECTIONS

@ Tests and inspections will comply with Title 24, California Code of
Regulations, Section 4-335.

(b) The DISTRICT shall pay for all tests, subject to reimbursement by the
CONTRACTOR through deductive change order if occasioned for any of the following reasons:
(1) when in the opinion of the ARCHITECT or registered engineer, additional tests are required
because of the manner in which the CONTRACTOR executes its work; (2) tests of material
substituted for previously accepted materials; (3) retests made necessary by the failure of material
to comply with the requirements of the Contract Documents; and (4) load tests necessary because
certain portions of the structure have not fully met specifications or plan requirements.

(©) When billing laboratory tests and inspection, the Testing Laboratory will identify
back-chargeable terms as such on each invoice, copy of which invoice shall be furnished to the
General CONTRACTOR for his information. The total amount of the invoice will be paid by the
OWNER and back-chargeable items will be deducted from the current request for payment when
presented by the General CONTRACTOR.

(d) Water Disinfection: CONTRACTOR to submit letter from a certified laboratory
approved by ARCHITECT, certifying disinfection has been completed, at no cost to DISTRICT.

Article 27. TRENCHES

@ As required by Labor Code Section 6705, if the Contract price exceeds
$25,000 and involves the excavation of any trench or trenches five feet or more in depth, the
CONTRACTOR shall, in advance of excavation, submit to the DISTRICT or a registered civil or
structural engineer employed by the DISTRICT a detailed plan showing the design or shoring,
bracing, sloping or other provisions to be made for worker protection from the hazard of caving
ground during the excavation of such trench or trenches. If such plan varies from the Shoring
System Standards established by the Construction Safety Orders of the Division of Industrial
Safety, the plan shall be prepared by a registered civil or structural engineer, employed by the
CONTRACTOR, and all costs therefore shall be included in the price named in the Contract for
completion of the work as set forth in the Contract documents. Nothing in this Article shall be
deemed to allow the use of a system less effective than that required by the Construction Safety
Orders. No excavation of such trench or trenches shall be commenced until said plan has been
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accepted by DISTRICT or the person to whom authority to accept has been delegated by
DISTRICT. Nothing in this Article shall be construed to impose tort liability on DISTRICT,
ARCHITECT, nor any of their officers, agents, representatives, or employees.

(b) As required by Public Contract Code Section 7104, if this Contract involves
the digging of trenches or excavations that extend deeper than four feet below the surface, the
following shall apply:

1) The CONTRACTOR shall promptly, and before the following
conditions are disturbed, notify the DISTRICT, in writing, of any:

Q) Material that the CONTRACTOR believes may be material
that is hazardous waste, as defined in Section 25117 of the Health and Safety Code, that is required
to be removed to a Class I, Class Il, or Class Ill disposal site in accordance with provisions of
existing law.

(i) Subsurface or latent physical conditions at the site different
from those indicated.

(it))  Unknown physical conditions at the site of any unusual
nature, different materially from those ordinarily encountered and generally recognized as inherent
in Work of the character provided for in the Contract.

@) That the DISTRICT shall promptly investigate the conditions, and
if it finds that the conditions do materially so differ, or do involve hazardous waste, and cause a
decrease or increase in the CONTRACTOR'S cost of, or the time required for, performance of any
part of the work shall issue a change order under the procedures described in the Contract.

(3) That, in the event a dispute arises between the DISTRICT and the
CONTRACTOR, whether the conditions materially differ or involve hazardous waste, cause a
decrease or increase in the CONTRACTOR'S cost of, or time required for, performance of any
part of the work, the CONTRACTOR shall not be excused from any scheduled completion date
provided for by the Contract, but shall proceed with all work to be performed under the Contract
and comply with any and all directions/instructions of ARCHITECT and/or DISTRICT. The
CONTRACTOR shall retain any and all rights provided either by Contract or by law which pertain
to the resolution of disputes and protests between the Contracting parties.

Article 28. DOCUMENTS AND SAMPLES ON SITE

CONTRACTOR shall keep on the job site at all times one legible copy of all Contract
Documents, including addenda and change orders, and Titles 19, 21, 24 of the California Code of
Regulations, all approved drawings, plans, schedules and specifications, and all codes and
documents referred to in the specifications and made a part thereof. Said documents shall be kept
in good order and available to ARCHITECT, ARCHITECT's representatives, DISTRICT's
Inspector and all authorities having jurisdiction. CONTRACTOR shall be acquainted with and
comply with the provisions of said Titles as they relate to this project. (See particularly the duties
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of CONTRACTOR, Part 1, Title 24, California Code of Regulations. Sec. 4-343))
CONTRACTOR shall also be acquainted with and comply with all California Code of Regulations
provisions relating to conditions on this project, particularly Titles 8 and 17.

@ Said documents and samples shall be available to the Job Inspector and
representatives of all agencies having jurisdiction over the Work.

(b) Record Drawings: CONTRACTOR shall keep accurate dimensioned locations, on
record copy of documents, showing actual locations and elevations of all buried, above ground
and concealed Work including piping, conduit, valves, stub outs and the like. Elevations shall be
referenced to first floor finished elevation as datum. Location dimensions shall be referenced to
permanently fixed accessible and readily identifiable portions of building or site appurtenances.
Locations shall be by intersecting coordinate dimensions parallel to and at right angles to building
lines. The CONTRACTOR must update the record drawings as work progresses. At the end of
each month the Inspector will review the record drawings. If the records are incomplete, or
incorrect, an appropriate amount of dollars equivalent to the cost of uncovering the work to
determine the locations of piping and the like, will be deducted from the next progress payment.
The deducted sum will be withheld until the record drawings are updated and/or corrected.

Article29. STATE AUDIT

Pursuant to and in accordance with the provisions of Government Code Section 10532, or
any amendments thereto, all books, records and files of the DISTRICT, the CONTRACTOR, or
any subcontractor connected with the performance of this Contract involving the expenditure of
public funds in excess of Ten Thousand Dollars ($10,000), including, but not limited to, the
administration thereof, shall be subject to the examination and audit of the Office of the Auditor
General of the State of California for a period of three (3) years after final payment is made under
this Contract. CONTRACTOR shall preserve and cause to be preserved such books, records and
files for the audit period.

Article 30.  SUBSTITUTIONS FOR SPECIFIED ITEMS

@ Whenever in specifications any materials, process, or article is indicated or
specified by grade, patent, or proprietary name or by name of manufacturer, such specification
shall be deemed to be used for the purpose of facilitating description of material, process or article
desired and shall be deemed to be followed by the words "or equal” and CONTRACTOR may,
unless otherwise stated, offer any material, process, or article which shall be substantially equal or
better in every respect to that so indicated or specified. The provision authorizing submission of
"or equal™ justification data shall not in any way authorize an extension of time for performance
of this Contract. If material, process or article offered by CONTRACTOR is not, in opinion of
ARCHITECT, or DISTRICT, substantially equal or better in every respect to that specified, then
CONTRACTOR shall furnish material, process, or article specified. No substitutions shall be
made until approved, in writing, by both ARCHITECT and DISTRICT. Burden of proof as to
equality of any material, process, or article shall rest with CONTRACTOR. CONTRACTOR shall
submit request together with substantiating data for substitution of an "or equal” item within thirty-
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five (35) days after award of Contract. Provision authorizing submission of "or equal” justification
data shall not in any way authorize an extension of time for performance of this Contract.

(b) With respect to the major equipment or material items listed in the bid,
unless the bidder clearly indicates in its bid that it is proposing to use an "equal” product, its bid
shall be considered as offering a product referred to by the brand name specified for the major
equipment or material items listed in the bid. The brand name, if any, of the proposed substitute
product shall be inserted in the space provided in the bid or shall be otherwise clearly identified in
the bid. The awarding of this Contract to a bidder who has indicated in its bid that it is proposing
to use an "equal” product shall not constitute an admission by the DISTRICT of the equality of
that product. It is expressly understood and agreed by the bidder that, in so awarding this Contract,
the DISTRICT reserves the right to reject any such proposed substituted product. It is further
expressly understood and agreed by bidder that in the event the DISTRICT rejects a proposed
"equal” product, the bidder will then supply either a product designated by brand name in the
specifications or a substitute therefore which meets with the approval of the DISTRICT. With
respect to articles or materials other than the major equipment or material items listed in the bid,
whenever the specifications permit the substitution of a similar or equivalent material or article
and the bidder wishes to substitute such a similar or equivalent product, it need not so indicate in
its bid. However, within seven (7) days after the award of Contract, the bidder shall notify the
DISTRICT in writing of all proposed substitutions of such similar or equivalent materials or
articles.

With respect to all proposed substitutions of "equal™ products, both major items of
equipment and materials listed in the bid and other non listed items, the bidder to whom the
Contract has been awarded shall submit all pertinent and appropriate data substantiating its request
for substitutions within thirty-five (35) days after the award of the Contract. In this regard, bidders
should note that neither the DISTRICT nor the ARCHITECT is responsible for locating or
securing any information which is not included in such substantiating data. Bidders should further
note that the burden of proof as to the quality or suitability of proposed alternative articles shall be
borne by the bidder. The ARCHITECT or his or her authorized representative shall be the sole
judge as to the quality and suitability of proposed alternative articles or materials, and decisions
of the ARCHITECT, or that of his or her authorized representative, shall be final and conclusive.
Unless extended by the mutual agreement of the parties, the ARCHITECT or his or her authorized
representative shall notify the successful bidder of the decision concerning the proposed
substitution of "equal” items within thirty (30) days after the submission by the bidder of the
bidder's substantiating data. Also such decisions by the ARCHITECT or his or her authorized
representative shall be in writing, and no proposed alternative product shall be deemed approved
unless the ARCHITECT or his or her authorized representative has so indicated in writing.

The time limitations contained in this Article shall be complied with strictly, and in
no case will an extension of time for completion be granted because of the CONTRACTOR'S
failure to request the substitution of an alternative item at the times and in the manner set forth
herein.
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(©) In event CONTRACTOR furnishes material, process, or article more
expensive than that specified, difference in cost of such material, process, or article so furnished
shall be borne by CONTRACTOR.

Article 31.  SAMPLES/SUBMITTALS

@) CONTRACTOR shall furnish for approval, within thirty-five (35) days
following award of Contract, all samples as required in specifications together with catalogs and
supporting data required by ARCHITECT. Failure to submit submittals in the specified time may
result in daily liquidated damages of $2,000.00 per day. This provision shall not authorize any
extension of time for performance of this Contract. ARCHITECT shall review such samples, as
to conformance with design concept of work and for compliance with information given in
Contract documents and approve or disapprove same within twenty (20) working days from receipt
of same.

(b) Unless specified otherwise, sampling, preparation of samples and tests shall
be in accordance with the latest standards of the American Society for Testing and Materials.

(©) Samples of materials and/or articles shall, upon demand of ARCHITECT
or DISTRICT, be submitted for tests or examinations and consideration before incorporation of
same in work is started. CONTRACTOR shall be solely responsible for delays due to samples not
being submitted in time to allow for tests. Acceptance or rejection will be expressed in writing.
Work shall be equal to approved samples in every respect. Samples which are of value after testing
will remain the property of the CONTRACTOR.

Article 32. PROGRESS SCHEDULE

Within ten (10) calendar days after being awarded Contract, CONTRACTOR shall prepare
a progress schedule that will show, in Graphic Critical Path form, the CONTRACTOR'S plan for
timely completion of the Work, and submit same to the ARCHITECT and DISTRICT for review
for conformance with Contract documents. Schedule shall indicate the beginning and completion
dates of all phases of construction and the various components of the Work. The schedule will
separately identify those items that must be completed before other portions of the Work can be
accomplished. CONTRACTOR will exchange scheduling information with subcontractors and
suppliers, and will revise the schedule periodically, but at a minimum monthly, to show critical
path tasks and tasks which are completed to date. Failure to submit an updated schedule will be
cause for delaying approval of CONTRACTOR's application for payment. CONTRACTOR will
order work, equipment and materials with sufficient lead time to avoid interruption of the Work.
CONTRACTOR shall be obligated to perform the Work in accordance with the schedule, and any
deviation from the schedule must first be approved by the ARCHITECT and the OWNER.

The progress schedule shall be as follows:

1. Requirements included:
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@ Procedures for Preparation and Submittal of Construction Progress Schedules and
Periodical Updating.

(b) Before commencing work, the CONTRACTOR shall submit a complete plan and
schedule of his proposed operations to the ARCHITECT for review for conformance with Contract
documents. In Preparation of this plan and schedule, the CONTRACTOR shall make due
allowance for and include the following:
1) Preparation of equipment and material submittals for review.
2) ARCHITECT review of each submittal.
3) Delivery lead times for equipment.

2. Format

@ Schedule format shall be Graphic Critical Path Method (CPM).

(b) The graphic schedule shall be revised and resubmitted monthly for review for conformance
with Contract documents by ARCHITECT and OWNER and be kept reasonably current.

(c) Schedule: Schedule shall break down major trades, such as carpentry, millwork,
concrete work, plumbing, electrical and heating and ventilation, to indicate rough and finish work.
List all subcontractors, show time of material and equipment submittal for ARCHITECT's review.
(d) Monitoring:  Schedule shall be updated monthly to reflect changes. A short interval
schedule shall be submitted each week showing that week’s current progress and all work that will
be performed during the following two weeks.

(e) Scale and Spacing:  To provide space for notations and revisions.

3. Content:

a) Show complete sequence of construction by activity, with dates for beginning and
completion of each element of constructions.

b) Identify each item by major Specification section number.
C) Identify work of separate stages or separate floors, and logically grouped activities.
d) Show accumulated percentage of completion of each item, and total percentage of Work

completed, as of the first day of each month.
e) Provide separate schedule of submittal dates for shop drawings, product data, and samples,

including OWNER furnished products and dates reviewed submittals will be required from
ARCHITECT. Show decision dates for selection of finishes.
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f) Show dates for when Owner-furnished products are required

9) Show all proposed shutdowns of utilities for review and approval of OWNER. Information
shall include location and duration of intended shutdown.

4. Revisions to Schedules:

a) Indicate progress of each activity to date of submittal, and projected completion date of
each activity.

b) Identify schedule activities modified since previous submittal, major changes in scope, and
identifiable changes, including approved time extensions, as well as time extensions which are
requested and awaiting approval. Show how the changes impact the critical path schedule and
indicate if time is added to the completion of the project. Submittal of schedule information is a
prerequisite to entitlement of time extensions.

c) Provide narrative report to define problem areas, anticipated delay, and impact
on Schedule. Report corrective action taken, or proposed, and its effect.

d) Where multiple contractors exist on a project, should contractor “A” complete
work earlier that contracted completion date, and where another contractor’s
(contractor “B”) work depends upon the coordination of contractor “A”,
contractor “A” will not be relieved of any responsibility to maintain, or correct,
completed work where coordination between the two contractors is required
until the end of contractor “A’s” original contracted completion time.
Furthermore, warranties shall not begin until the end of the original contracted
completion time in cases of early completion. The same conditions of this
section shall apply to a single contractor should DISTRICT/OWNER not be in
position, for any reason, for early acceptance of work.

5. Submittals:

a) Submit initial Schedules within ten (10) working days after date of OWNER-
CONTRACTOR Agreement. After review, resubmit required revised data within ten (10) days.

b) Submit two opaque reproductions, one reproducible transparency and one electronic copy
in PDF format.

6. Distribution:

a) Distribute copies of reviewed \schedules to job site file, subcontractors, suppliers, and other
concerned entities.

b) Instruct recipients to promptly report, in writing, problems anticipated by projections
shown in Schedules.
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CONTRACTOR to also provide Labor Schedule detailing number of laborers for each trade
expected to man project per the progress schedule. This schedule will compliment the progress
schedule and allow OWNER/ARCHITECT to evaluate progress schedule in terms of schedule
being realistic, comprehensive and committed.

Article 33. MATERIALS AND WORK

@) Except as otherwise specifically stated in this Contract, CONTRACTOR
shall provide and pay for all materials, labor, tools, equipment, transportation, superintendent,
temporary constructions of every nature, and all other services and facilities of every nature
whatsoever necessary to execute and complete this Contract within specified time.

(b) Unless otherwise specified, all materials shall be new and the best of their
respective kinds and grades as noted or specified, and workmanship shall be of good quality.

(©) Materials shall be furnished in ample quantities and at such times as to
ensure uninterrupted progress of work and shall be stored properly and protected as required.

(d) CONTRACTOR shall, after award of Contract by DISTRICT, place orders
for materials and/or equipment as specified so that delivery of same may be made without delays
to the work. CONTRACTOR shall, upon demand from the ARCHITECT, furnish to the
ARCHITECT documentary evidence showing that orders have been placed.

(e) DISTRICT reserves the right, for any neglect in not complying with the
above instructions, to place orders for such materials and/or equipment as it may deem advisable
in order that the work may be completed by the date specified in the Agreement, and all expenses
incidental to the procuring of said materials and/or equipment shall be paid for by the
CONTRACTOR.

()] No material, supplies, or equipment for work under this Contract shall be
purchased subject to any chattel mortgage or under a conditional sale or other agreement by which
an interest therein or in any part thereof is retained by seller or supplier. CONTRACTOR warrants
good title to all material, supplies, and equipment installed or incorporated in work and agrees
upon completion of all work to deliver premises, together will all improvements and appurtenances
constructed or placed thereon by it, to DISTRICT free from any claims, liens, or charges.
CONTRACTOR further agrees that neither it nor any person, firm, or corporation furnishing any
materials or labor for any work covered by this Contract shall have any right of lien upon premises
or any improvement or appurtenance thereon, except that CONTRACTOR may install metering
devices or other equipment of utility companies or of political subdivisions, title to which is
commonly retained by utility company or political subdivision. In the event of installation of any
such metering device or equipment, CONTRACTOR shall advise DISTRICT as to owner thereof.

(9) Nothing contained in this Article, however, shall defeat or impair the rights

of persons furnishing material or labor under any bond given by CONTRACTOR for their
protection or any rights under any law permitting such persons to look to funds due
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CONTRACTOR in hands of DISTRICT, and this provision shall be inserted in all subcontracts
and material contracts and notice of its provisions shall be given to all persons furnishing material
for work when no formal contract is entered into for such material.

(h) The title to new materials and/or equipment for the work of this Contract
and attendant liability for its protection and safety, shall remain with the CONTRACTOR until
incorporated in the work of this Contract and accepted by the DISTRICT; no part of said materials
and/or equipment shall be removed from its place of storage except for immediate installation in
the work of this Contract; and CONTRACTOR shall keep an accurate inventory of all said
materials and/or equipment in a manner satisfactory to the DISTRICT or its authorized
representative.

Article 34.  INTEGRATION OF WORK

@ CONTRACTOR shall do all cutting, fitting, patching, and preparation of
work as required to make its several parts come together properly, and fit it to receive or be
received by work of other contractors showing upon, or reasonably implied by, the drawings and
specifications for the completed structure, and shall make good after them as ARCHITECT may
direct.

(b) All costs caused by defective or ill-timed work shall be borne by
CONTRACTOR.

(©) CONTRACTOR shall not endanger any work by cutting, excavating, or
otherwise altering work and shall not cut or alter work of any other contractor save with consent
of ARCHITECT.

Article 35. OBTAINING OF PERMITS, LICENSES AND EASEMENTS

@ Permits, licenses, and certificates necessary for prosecution of work shall
be secured and paid for by CONTRACTOR, unless otherwise specified. All such permits,
licenses, and certificates shall be delivered to the INSPECTOR before demand is made for the
certificate of final payment. CONTRACTOR shall, and shall require subcontractors to, maintain
contractor's licenses in effect as required by law including, but not limited to, all permits required
by Rule 4002 — National Emissions Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants.

(b) Easements for permanent structures or permanent changes in existing
facilities shall be secured and paid for by DISTRICT, unless otherwise specified.

Article 36. SURVEYS
Surveys to determine location of property lines and corners will be supplied by DISTRICT.

Surveys to determine locations of construction, grading, and site work, shall be provided by
CONTRACTOR.
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Survey Records: The CONTRACTOR shall have a registered engineer or surveyor,
acceptable to the ARCHITECT, to conduct survey work after the completion of project, to verify
and certify that grades, slopes, drainage patterns, inlets, elevations and locations of improvements
are in conformance, or non-conformance, with the Contract Documents. The engineer or surveyor
shall submit signed plans showing the survey work. The CONTRACTOR shall be responsible to
correct all work not conforming to the Contract documents. The CONTRACTOR will be
responsible for costs caused as a result of his non-conformance to the Contract documents.

Article 37.  EXISTING UTILITY LINES; REMOVAL, RESTORATION

@) Pursuant to Government Code Section 4215, the DISTRICT assumes the
responsibility for removal, relocation, and protection of utilities located on the construction site at
the time of commencement of construction under this Contract with respect to any such utility
facilities which are not identified in the plans and specifications. The CONTRACTOR shall not
be assessed for liquidated damages for delay in completion of the project caused by failure of the
DISTRICT to provide for removal or relocation of such utility facilities. DISTRICT shall
compensate the CONTRACTOR for the costs of locating, repairing damage not due to the failure
of the CONTRACTOR to exercise reasonable care, and removing or relocating such utility
facilities not indicated in the plans and specifications with reasonable accuracy, and for equipment
necessarily idle during such work.

(b) This Article shall not be construed to preclude assessment against the
CONTRACTOR for any other delays in completion of the work. Nothing in this Article shall be
deemed to require the DISTRICT to indicate the presence of existing service laterals or
appurtenances whenever the presence of such utilities on the site of the construction project can
be inferred from the presence of other visible facilities, such as buildings, meter junction boxes,
on or adjacent to the site of the construction.

(©) If the CONTRACTOR, while performing work under this Contract,
discovers utility facilities not identified by the DISTRICT in the Contract plans or specifications,
CONTRACTOR shall immediately notify the DISTRICT and the utility in writing.

Article 38. WORK TO COMPLY WITH APPLICABLE LAWS AND REGULATIONS

CONTRACTOR shall give all notices and comply with all laws, ordinances, rules, and
regulations bearing on the conduct of the Work as indicated and specified, including but not limited
to the appropriate statutes and Code of Regulation sections. If CONTRACTOR observes that
drawings and specifications are at variance therewith, or should CONTRACTOR become aware
of the development of conditions not covered by the Contract Documents which will result in
finished work being at variance therewith, CONTRACTOR shall promptly notify ARCHITECT
in writing and any changes deemed necessary by ARCHITECT shall be adjusted as provided in
Contract for changes in Work. 1f CONTRACTOR performs any work which it knew, or through
exercise of reasonable care should have known to be contrary to such laws, ordinances, rules or
regulations, and without such notice to ARCHITECT, CONTRACTOR shall bear all costs arising
therefrom. Where specifications or drawings state that materials, processes, or procedures must
be approved by the Division of State Architect, State Fire Marshal, or other body or agency,
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CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for satisfying requirements of such bodies or agencies. All
approvals to be routed through ARCHITECT.

@) Work of this Contract is subject to the requirements of Group 1, Chapter 4, Part I, Title 24,
CCR as follows:

1) Addenda and change orders per Section 4-338.

(@) Inspector approved by DSA. Inspector and continuous inspection of work per
Section 4-333 (b) and 4-342.

3 Special inspection per Section 4-333 (c).
4 CONTRACTOR shall submit verified reports per Section 4-336 and 4-343 (c).
5) Administration of construction per Part I, Title 24, CCR; duties of ARCHITECT

and structural engineer per Section 4-333 (a) and 4-341; duties of CONTRACTOR per section 4-
343; verified reports per section 4-336.

(6) Governing codes; Title 24, CCR.

@) A copy of Part I and Il of Title 24 shall be kept and be available in the files during
construction.

(8) DSA shall be notified on start of construction per Section 4-331.
9) Supervision by DSA per Section 4-334.

(10)  Permits required by Rule 4002 — National Emissions Standards for
Hazardous Air Pollutants.

Article 39. ACCESS TO WORK
DISTRICT and its representatives shall at all times have access to work wherever it is in
preparation or progress. CONTRACTOR shall provide safe and proper facilities for such access
so that DISTRICT's representatives may perform their functions.
Article 40. PAYMENTS BY CONTRACTOR
@) CONTRACTOR shall pay:

1) For all transportation and utility services not later than the 20th day
of the calendar month following that in which such services are rendered;

2 For all materials, tools, and other expendable equipment to the
extent of ninety percent (90%) of cost thereof, not later than the 20th day of the calendar month
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following that in which such materials, tools, and equipment are delivered at site of project and
balance of cost thereof not later than the 30th day following completion of that part of work in or
on which such materials, tools, and equipment incorporated or used; and

(3) To each of its subcontractors, not later than the 5th day following
each payment to CONTRACTOR; the respective amounts allowed CONTRACTOR on account
of work performed by respective subcontractor to the extent of such subcontractor's interest
therein.

4 Subject to paragraph (b) below, within ten (10) days from the time
that all or any portion of the retention proceeds are received by CONTRACTOR from DISTRICT,
to each of its subcontractors from whom retention has been withheld, each subcontractor's share
of the retention received. However, if a retention payment received by CONTRACTOR is
specifically designated for a particular subcontractor, payment of the retention shall be made to
the designated subcontractor, if the payment is consistent with the terms of the subcontract.

(b) CONTRACTOR may withhold from a subcontractor its portion of the
retention proceeds if a bona fide dispute exists between the subcontractor and CONTRACTOR.
The amount withheld from the retention payment shall not exceed 150 percent of the estimated
value of the disputed amount.

Article41.  FIELD OFFICE AND STORAGE FACILITIES

In addition to the CONTRACTOR'S on-site facilities, CONTRACTOR shall
provide and maintain a separate field office of approximately 0  square feet for DISTRICT,
Inspector, and ARCHITECT'S use until removal is authorized by DISTRICT. CONTRACTOR
shall further provide a bookcase and plan rack for storage of Contract documents and reference
materials, a 3' x 5' desk, three (3) office chairs, a 3' x 6' reference table and stool, one (1) four
drawer legal file cabinet, a telephone with separate line, lighting, heating and cooling, a computer
with electronic mail and internet access and standard word processing software. CONTRACTOR
shall make available the unrestricted free use of on-site standard fax and plain-paper copy
machines. The fax machine shall have a separate telephone line. The office shall be of substantial
waterproof construction with adequate natural light and ventilation by means of stock operable
windows. Doors shall have a key-type lock or padlock hasp.

Article42.  UTILITIES

@) All utilities, including but not limited to electricity, water, gas, and
telephone used on Work shall be furnished and paid for by CONTRACTOR. CONTRACTOR
shall furnish and install necessary temporary distribution systems, including meters, if necessary,
from distribution points to points on site where utility is necessary to carry on the work. Upon
completion of Work, CONTRACTOR shall remove all temporary distribution systems.

The CONTRACTOR shall pay for all utility charges whether temporary or

permanent until the Final Completion of the project. The cost of water during the landscape
maintenance period shall be borne by the CONTRACTOR. The CONTRACTOR shall be
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responsible for coordination of the placement of the utilities and the scheduling. The
CONTRACTOR shall notify the ARCHITECT and OWNER immediately if the utility or other
company's work adversely affects the Contract work or scheduling and shall endeavor to resolve
the conflict. The coordination of all utilities whether temporary or permanent shall be part of this
Contract.

(b) If Contract is for addition to existing facility, CONTRACTOR may, with
written permission of DISTRICT, use DISTRICT'S existing utilities by making prearranged
payments to DISTRICT for utilities used by CONTRACTOR for construction.

Article 43.  SANITARY FACILITIES

The CONTRACTOR shall provide sanitary temporary toilet facilities in no fewer numbers
than required by law and such additional facilities as may be directed by the Inspector for the use
of all workers. The facilities shall be maintained in a sanitary condition at all times and shall be
left at the site until removal is directed by the Inspector. Use of existing or permanent toilet
facilities in the work area under construction shall not be permitted except by consent of the
DISTRICT.

Article 44. CLEANING UP

CONTRACTOR at all times shall keep premises free from debris such as waste, rubbish,
and excess materials and equipment caused by this work. CONTRACTOR shall not leave debris
under, in, or about the premises, but shall promptly remove same from the premises.

€)) The CONTRACTOR shall protect and preserve the work from all damage or accident,
providing any temporary roofs, window and door coverings, boxings, or other construction as
required. This shall include any adjoining property of the OWNER or others affected by the work
of the CONTRACTOR.

(b) The CONTRACTOR shall assume full responsibility for all glass and plastic glazing
installed under this Contract against damage from any source during construction. He shall replace
all broken, cracked or scratched glass or plastic without expense to the OWNER until date of Final
Completion.

(©) At completion of work, remove all marks, stains, fingerprints, dust, dirt, and paint drippings
from all surfaces. Wash tile, plumbing and other fixtures clean. Clean and polish all hardware
and other unpainted metals. Remove all temporary labels, tags and paper coverings.

(d) Cleaning, polishing, sealing, waxing and all other such finish operations indicated on the
Drawings or required in the Specifications shall be taken to indicate the required condition at the
time of acceptance of all work under the Contract.

(e) Before final acceptance, employ professional window cleaners, to clean all plastic and

glass surfaces and mirrors of putty, paint materials, stains and dirt, without scratching or injuring
the plastic and glass. Leave the work bright, clean and polished.
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()] Remove temporary fencing, barricades, planking, sanitary facilities and similar temporary
facilities from site.

(9) If CONTRACTOR fails to clean up, the DISTRICT may do so and the cost thereof shall
be charged to the CONTRACTOR.

Article 45.  PATENTS, ROYALTIES AND INDEMNITIES

The CONTRACTOR shall hold and save the DISTRICT and its officers, agents, and
employees harmless from liability of any nature or kind, including cost and expense, for or on
account of any patented or unpatented invention, process, article, or appliance manufactured or
used in the performance of this Contract, including its use by the DISTRICT, unless otherwise
specifically provided in the Contract Documents, and unless such liability arises from the sole
negligence, or active negligence, or willful misconduct of the DISTRICT.

Article 46. GUARANTEE

@) In addition to guarantees required elsewhere, CONTRACTOR shall, and
hereby does guarantee that all work furnished on the job shall conform to all Contract requirements
and shall be free of all defects in material furnished or workmanship performed by
CONTRACTOR or any subcontractor or supplier at any tier for a period of two (2) years after date
of final acceptance of the project by DISTRICT and shall repair or replace any and all such work,
together with any other work, which may be displaced in so doing that may prove defective in
workmanship and/or materials within a two (2) year period from date of final acceptance without
expense whatsoever to DISTRICT, ordinary wear and tear, unusual abuse or neglect excepted.
DISTRICT will give notice of observed defects to CONTRACTOR and Surety with reasonable
promptness. CONTRACTOR shall notify DISTRICT upon completion of such repairs or
replacements. CONTRACTOR shall restore any work damaged in fulfilling the terms and
conditions of this Article. The CONTRACTOR’s warranty with respect to work repaired or
replaced shall run for two (2) years from the date of repair or replacement.

(b) Warranties shall not begin until the end of the original Contracted
completion time in cases of early completion.

(c) In the event of failure of CONTRACTOR or Surety to commence and
pursue with diligence said replacements or repairs within ten (10) days after being notified in
writing, DISTRICT is hereby authorized to proceed to have defects repaired and made good at
expense of CONTRACTOR and Surety who hereby agree to pay costs and charges therefore
immediately on demand.

(d) If, in the opinion of the DISTRICT, defective work creates a dangerous
condition or requires immediate correction or attention to prevent further loss to the DISTRICT or
to prevent interruption of operations of the DISTRICT, the DISTRICT will attempt to give the
notice required by this Article. If the CONTRACTOR or Surety cannot be contacted or fails to
comply with the DISTRICT'S requirements for correction within a reasonable time as determined
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by the DISTRICT, the DISTRICT may, notwithstanding the provisions of this Article, proceed to
make such correction or provide such attention and the costs of such correction or attention shall
be charged against the CONTRACTOR and Surety. Such action by the DISTRICT will not relieve
the CONTRACTOR and Surety of the guarantees provided in this Article or elsewhere in this
Contract.

(e) With respect to all warranties, express or implied, from subcontractors or suppliers
for work performed or material furnished under this Contract, CONTRACTOR shall: (I) obtain
all warranties that would be given in normal commercial practice; (ii) require all warranties to be
executed in writing for the benefit of DISTRICT (if so directed by DISTRICT); and (iii) enforce
all warranties for the benefit of DISTRICT (if so directed by DISTRICT). CONTRACTOR shall
furnish to DISTRICT appropriate guarantees or warranty certificates upon completion of the
project unless sooner requested by DISTRICT.

()] This Article does not in any way limit the guarantees on any items for which
a longer guarantee is specified or on any items for which a manufacturer gives a guarantee for a
longer period. Inthe eventthat CONTRACTOR’s guarantee under subparagraph (a) of this Article
has expired, DISTRICT may bring suit at CONTRACTOR’s expense to enforce a subcontractor’s
or supplier’s warranty.

(9) All guarantees required under this Article shall be in writing on the
Guarantee Form included in Contract Documents.

(h) CONTRACTOR shall also provide to DISTRICT instruction materials for
all items which require same.

() Nothing herein shall limit any other rights or remedies available to
DISTRICT, including (but not limited to) its right to revoke final acceptance of the work due to
latent defects, gross mistake amounting to fraud, or fraud.

Article 47.  DUTY TO PROVIDE FIT WORKERS

@ CONTRACTOR and subcontractors shall at all times enforce strict
discipline and good order among their employees and shall not employ on work any unfit person
or anyone not skilled in work assigned to such person. It shall be the responsibility of
CONTRACTOR to ensure compliance with this Article.

(b) Any person in the employ of the CONTRACTOR or subcontractors whom
DISTRICT or ARCHITECT may deem incompetent, unfit, intemperate, troublesome or otherwise
undesirable shall be excluded from the work site and shall not again be employed on it except with
written consent of DISTRICT.

(©) This CONTRACTOR, and other contractors, share the responsibility of

monitoring and enforcing, as necessary, 1 and 2 below. Any known, or with due cause (believed
to be), violator of 1 or 2 shall be immediately reported to the Program Coordinator.
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1) The possession, use, or sale of any alcoholic beverage or illegal, controlled
drug substance will not be permitted on or immediately adjacent to the job site by any contractor,
contractor employee, subcontractor employer or associate.

2) The abuse of prescribed medication will not be permitted on or immediately
adjacent to the job site by any contractor, contractor employee, subcontractor employee or
associate.

Article 48. WAGE RATES, TRAVEL AND SUBSISTENCE

@) The Contract is subject to monitoring and enforcement of prevailing wage
requirements by the Compliance Monitoring Unit (“CMU”) of the Division of Labor Standards
Enforcement as set forth in Chapter 1 of Part 7 of Division 2 of the California Labor Code
(commencing at Section 1720) and the accompanying regulations at Subchapter 4.5 of Chapter 8
of Division 1 of Title 8 of the California Code of Regulations (commencing at Section 16450)
(collectively, “CMU Laws”). The DISTRICT and the CONTRACTOR and each subcontractor
performing any portion of the work under this Contract shall comply with the CMU Laws.

(b) Pursuant to the provisions of Article 2 (commencing at Section 1770),
Chapter 1, Part 7, Division 2 of the Labor Code of California, the Director of the Department of
Industrial Relations of the State of California (hereinafter, in this Article "Director”) has
determined the general prevailing rate of wages of per diem wages and the general prevailing rate
for holiday and overtime work in the locality in which the work is to be performed for each craft
or type of worker needed to execute the Contract which will be awarded to the successful bidder.
Copies of the applicable prevailing wage rate determinations are made available to the awarding
CONTRACTOR and subcontractors at the Pre-Job Conference Meeting. The CONTRACTOR
shall post a copy of the prevailing wages at each job site, along with a CMU work place poster
(available at http://www.dir.ca.gov/dlse/cmu/Forms_Publications_and_Resources.html, the office
of the DLSE, or by e-mail to CMU@dir.ca.gov), printed on 8 1/2” X 11” paper or larger, in
accordance with California Code of Regulations, Title 8, Section 16451(d). It shall be mandatory
upon the CONTRACTOR to whom the Contract is awarded and upon any subcontractor under
him or her, to pay not less than the said specified prevailing rates of wages to all workers employed
by them under the Contract.

(©) While the wage rates shown are the minimum rates required to be paid
during the life of the Contract, this is not a representation that labor can be obtained at these rates.
It is the responsibility of bidders to inform themselves as to the local labor conditions and
prospective changes or adjustments of wage rates. No increase in the Contract price shall be
allowed or authorized on account of the payment of wage rates in excess of those listed herein.

(d) Holiday and overtime work, when permitted by law, shall be paid for at a
rate of at least one and one-half times the above specified rate of per diem wages, unless otherwise
specified. Holidays shall be defined in the Collective Bargaining Agreement applicable to each
particular craft, classification or type of worker employed under the Contract.
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(e) CONTRACTOR and its subcontractors shall pay and shall cause to be paid
each worker engaged in work on the project not less than the general prevailing rate of per diem
wages determined by the Director, regardless of any Contractual relationship which may be alleged
to exist between the CONTRACTOR or any subcontractor and such workers.

() CONTRACTOR and its subcontractors shall pay and shall cause to be paid
to each worker needed to execute the work on the project travel and subsistence payments, as such
travel and subsistence payments are defined in the applicable collective bargaining agreements
filed with the Department of Industrial Relations in accordance with Labor Code Section 1773.1.

(9) If during the period this bid is required to remain open, the Director of
Industrial Relations determines that there has been a change in any prevailing rate of per diem
wages in the locality in which the work under the Contract is to be performed, such change shall
not alter the wage rates in the Notice to Contractors or the Contract subsequently awarded.

(h) Pursuant to Labor Code Section 1775, the CONTRACTOR and each
subcontractor performing any portion of the work under this Contract shall, as a penalty to the
DISTRICT, forfeit an amount not to exceed two hundred dollars ($200) for each calendar day, or
portion thereof, for each worker paid less than the prevailing rates, determined by the Director, for
such work or craft in which such worker is employed for any public work done under the Contract
by CONTRACTOR or by any subcontractor under it. The amount of this penalty shall be
determined by the Labor Commissioner and shall be based on consideration of the
CONTRACTOR's or subcontractor’s mistake, inadvertence or neglect in failing to pay the correct
rate of prevailing wage, or the previous record of the CONTRACTOR or subcontractor in meeting
his or her prevailing wage obligations, or a CONTRACTOR's or subcontractor’s willful failure to
pay the correct rates of prevailing wages. A mistake, inadvertence or neglect in failing to pay the
correct rate of prevailing wage is not excusable if the CONTRACTOR or subcontractor had
knowledge of his or her obligations under this part. The difference between such prevailing wage
rates and the amount paid to each worker for each calendar day or portion thereof for which each
worker was paid less than the prevailing wage rate shall be paid to each worker by the
CONTRACTOR or subcontractor in accordance with Labor Code Section 1775(a)(2)(E).

Q) Any worker employed to perform work on the project, which work is not
covered by any classification listed in the general prevailing wage rate of per diem wages
determined by the Director shall be paid not less than the minimum rate of wages specified therein
for the classification which most nearly corresponds to work to be performed by him, and such
minimum wage rate shall be retroactive to time of initial employment of such person in such
classification.

() Pursuant to Labor Code Section 1773.1, per diem wages are deemed to
include employer payments for health and welfare, pension, vacation, travel time, and subsistence

pay.
(k) CONTRACTOR shall post at appropriate conspicuous points on the site of

project, a schedule showing all determined minimum wage rates and all authorized deductions, if
any, from unpaid wages actually earned.
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Article49. HOURS OF WORK

@) As provided in Article 3 (commencing at Section 1810), Chapter 1, Part 7,
Division 2 of the Labor Code, eight (8) hours of labor shall constitute a legal day's work. The time
of service of any worker employed at any time by the CONTRACTOR or by any subcontractor on
any subcontract under this Contract upon the work or upon any part of the work contemplated by
this Contract shall be limited and restricted by the CONTRACTOR to eight (8) hours per day, and
forty (40) hours during any one week, except as hereinafter provided. Notwithstanding the
provisions herein above set forth, work performed by employees of CONTRACTOR in excess of
eight (8) hours per day and forty (40) hours during any one week, shall be permitted upon this
public work upon compensation for all hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours per day at not
less than one and one-half times the basic rate of pay.

(b) The CONTRACTOR shall keep and shall cause each subcontractor to keep
an accurate record showing the name of and actual hours worked each calendar day and each
calendar week by each worker employed by CONTRACTOR in connection with the work or any
part of the work contemplated by this Contract. The record shall be kept open at all reasonable
hours to the inspection of the DISTRICT and to the Division of Labor Law Enforcement,
Department of Industrial Relations of the State of California.

(©) Pursuant to Labor Code Section 1813, the CONTRACTOR shall pay to the
DISTRICT a penalty of twenty-five dollars ($25) for each worker employed in the execution of
this Contract by the CONTRACTOR or by any subcontractor for each calendar day during which
such workman is required or permitted to work more than eight (8) hours in any calendar day and
forty (40) hours in any one calendar week in violation of the provisions of Article 3 (commencing
at Section 1810), Chapter 1, Part 7, Division 2 of the Labor Code.

(d) Any work necessary to be performed after regular working hours, or on
Sundays or other holidays shall be performed without additional expense to DISTRICT.
CONTRACTOR will pay for overtime inspection costs which are not authorized by DISTRICT
and are over and above the normal rate.

Article 50. PAYROLL RECORDS

@ Pursuant to the CMU Laws (as defined in Article 48 above), the
CONTRACTOR and each subcontractor performing any portion of the work under this Contract
shall maintain payrolls and “basic payroll records” during the course of the work. The
CONTRACTOR and each subcontractor performing any portion of the work under this Contract
shall preserve such records for a minimum period of three (3) years thereafter for all tradesworkers
working at the DISTRICT’S project sites, notwithstanding the fact that such records are also stored
electronically on the CMU’s eCPR system (described below).

Pursuant to the provisions of Section 1776 of the Labor Code, the CONTRACTOR shall

keep and shall cause each subcontractor performing any portion of the work under this Contract to
keep an accurate payroll record, showing the name, address, social security number, work
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classification, a general description of the work each employee performed each day, the rate of
pay (including rates of contributions for, or costs assumed to provide fringe benefits) straight time
and overtime hours worked each day and week, deductions made and the actual per diem wages
paid to each journeyman, apprentice, worker, or other employee employed by CONTRACTOR in
connection with the work. In addition, such payroll records must be submitted by the
CONTRACTOR and each subcontractor to the CMU by way of the CMU’s eCPR system, known
as “My LCM,” at https://app.mylcm.com. The CONTRACTOR and each subcontactor shall
register with the eCPR system. Once registered, the DISTRICT or the CMU shall assign the
CONTRACTOR and each subcontractor to the Project, or the CONTRACTOR may assign the
subcontractors to the Project.

(b) Said payroll records enumerated in subdivision (a) shall be certified and
shall be available for inspection at all reasonable hours at the principal office of the
CONTRACTOR on the following basis:

1) A certified copy of an employee's payroll record shall be made
available for inspection or furnished to such employee or his or her authorized representative on
request.

@) A certified copy of all payroll records enumerated in subdivision (a)
shall be furnished upon request to the DISTRICT, the Division of Labor Standards Enforcement,
and the Division of Apprenticeship Standards of the Department of Industrial Relations.

3 A certified copy of all payroll records enumerated in subdivision (a)
shall be made available upon request by the public for inspection or for copies thereof. However,
a request by the public shall be made through either the body awarding the Contract, the Division
of Apprenticeship Standards, or the Division of Labor Standards Enforcement. If the requested
payroll records have not been provided pursuant to paragraph (2), the requesting party shall, prior
to being provided the records, reimburse the costs of preparation by the CONTRACTOR,
subcontractors, and the entity through which the request was made. The public shall not be given
access to the records at the principal office of the CONTRACTOR.

(©) The certified payroll records shall be on forms provided by the Division of
Labor Standards Enforcement or shall contain the same information as provided on such forms.

(d) Each CONTRACTOR or subcontractor shall file a certified copy of the
records enumerated in subdivision (a) with the entity that requested the records within ten (10)
days after receipt of a written request.

(e) Any copy of records made available for inspection as copies and furnished
upon request to the public or any public agency by the DISTRICT, the Division of Apprenticeship
Standards, or the Division of Labor Standards Enforcement shall be marked or obliterated in a
manner so as to prevent disclosure of an individual's name, address, and social security number.
The name and address of the CONTRACTOR awarded the Contract or performing the Contract
shall not be marked or obliterated.
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()] The CONTRACTOR shall inform the DISTRICT of the location of the
records, enumerated under subdivision (a), including the street address, city and county, and shall,
within five (5) working days, provide a notice of change of location and address.

(9) The name, address and social security number of every individual, laborer
or craftsperson working at the project site must appear on the payroll. The basic concept is that
the employer who pays the tradesworker must report that individual on its payroll. This includes
individuals working as apprentices in an apprenticeship craft. Owner-operators are to be reported
by the contractor employing them, rental equipment operators are to be reported by the rental
company paying the workers’ wages.

Sole owners and partners who work on a Contract must also submit a certified payroll report listing
the days and hours worked, and the trade classification descriptive of the work actually done.

In addition to the inspection of records as set forth above, the certified payroll records required
under this Article are available on the CMU’s eCPR system for review and inspection by the
DISTRICT, the CMU, and the Division of Labor Standards Enforcement. The DISTRICT and the
CONTRACTOR(S) and any subcontractors performing any portion of the work under this
Contract shall cooperate with the CMU and the Division of Labor Standards Enforcement in any
investigation of suspected violations of prevailing wage requirements, including permitting
interviews of tradesworkers during working hours on the project site and withholding of payments
upon determination of a violation of prevailing wage requirements.

(h) Notwithstanding monitoring by the DISTRICT and the CMU, it shall be the
responsibility of the CONTRACTOR to ensure compliance with the provisions of this Article and
the labor standards provisions by its subcontractor(s). The prime CONTRACTOR is responsible
for Labor Code violations by its subcontractors in accordance with Labor Code Section 1775 and
applicable sections of the Labor Code and California Code of Regulations.

Q) Employees must be paid unconditionally, and not less often than once each week, the full
amounts which are due and payable for the period covered by the particular payday. Thus, an
employer must, therefore, establish a fixed workweek (i.e., Sunday through Saturday) and an
established payday (such as every Friday or the preceding day should such payday fall on a
holiday). On each and every payday, each worker must be paid all sums due as of the end of the
preceding workweek and must be provided with an itemized wage statement.

If an individual is called a subcontractor, when, in fact, he/she is merely a journey level mechanic
supplying only his/her labor, such an individual would not be deemed a bona fide subcontractor
and must be reported on the payroll of the prime contractor who contracted for his or her services
as a tradesworker. Moreover, any person who does not hold a valid contractor’s license cannot be
a subcontractor, and anyone hired by that person is the worker or employee of the general
CONTRACTOR who contracted for his or her services for purposes of prevailing wage
requirements, certified payroll reporting and workers’ compensation laws.

A worker’s rate for straight time hours must equal or exceed the rate specified in the Contract by
reference to the Prevailing Wage Rate Determinations for the class of work actually performed.

Any work performed on Saturday, Sunday, and/or a holiday, or a portion thereof, must be paid the
prevailing rate established for those days regardless of the fixed workweek. The hourly rate for
hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours in a day or forty (40) hours in a workweek shall be
premium pay. All work performed in excess of eight (8) hours per day, forty (40) hours per week,
on Saturday, on Sunday, and on holidays shall be paid in accordance with the applicable Prevailing
Wage Determination.

() The CONTRACTOR or subcontractor shall have ten (10) days in which to
comply subsequent to receipt of written notice requesting the records enumerated in subdivision
(a) above. In the event that the CONTRACTOR or subcontractor fails to comply within the ten
(10) day period, he or she shall, as a penalty to the DISTRICT, forfeit one hundred dollars ($100)
for each calendar day, or portion thereof, for each worker until strict compliance is effectuated.
Upon the request of the Division of Apprenticeship Standards or the Division of Labor Standards
Enforcement, these penalties shall be withheld from progress payments then due.

Article51.  APPRENTICES

@) The CONTRACTOR acknowledges and agrees that, if this Contract
involves a dollar amount greater than or a number of working days greater than that specified in
Labor Code section 1777.5, this Contract is governed by the provisions of Labor Code section
1777.5. It shall be the responsibility of the CONTRACTOR to ensure compliance with this Article
and with Labor Code section 1777.5 for all apprenticeable occupations.

(b) Apprentices shall be permitted to work as such only when they are
registered, individually, under a bona fide apprenticeship program registered with a State
apprenticeship agency which is recognized by the State Division of Apprenticeship Standards.
The allowable ratio of apprentices to journey persons in any craft/classification shall not be greater
than the ratio permitted to the CONTRACTOR as to its entire workforce under the registered
program. Any worker listed on a payroll at an apprentice wage rate who is not registered shall be
paid the journey level wage rate determined by the Department of Industrial Relations for the
classification of the work he/she actually performed. An apprentice who is registered and has
worked outside of the prescribed geographic area is not qualified to receive the apprentice rate and
must be paid the journey level rate.

(©) The CONTRACTOR shall furnish written evidence of the registration (i.e.,
Apprenticeship Agreement or Statement of Registration) of its training program and apprentices,
as well as the ratios allowed and the wage rates required to be paid thereunder for the area of
construction, prior to using any apprentices in the Contract work. Only apprentices, as defined in
Section 3077, who are in training under apprenticeship standards and written apprentice
agreements under Chapter 4 (commencing at Section 3070), Division 3 of the Labor Code, are
eligible to be employed. The employment and training of each apprentice shall be in accordance
with the provisions of the apprenticeship standards and apprentice agreements under which he is
training.
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(d) Pre-apprentice trainees, trainees in nonapprenticeable crafts, and others who are not duly
registered will not be permitted on public works projects unless they are paid full prevailing wage
rates as journeypersons.

(e) Compliance with California Labor Code Section 1777.5 requires all public works
contractors and subcontractors to:

1. Apply for a Certificate of Approval for the employment and training of
apprentices for each craft or trade;

2. Request dispatch of apprentices and employ apprentices as available on public
works projects in a ratio to journey persons as stipulated in the Apprenticeship Standards under
which each Joint Apprenticeship Committee operates, but in no case shall the ratio be less than
one (1) apprentice to each five (5) journey person hours, unless a Certificate of Exemption is
obtained and provided to the LCPR,;

3. Contribute to the training fund in the amount identified in the prevailing wage rate
publication for journey persons and apprentices. Where the trust fund administrators cannot accept
the contributions, then payment shall be made to the California Apprenticeship Council, Post
Office Box 420603, San Francisco, CA 94142; and

4, If the CONTRACTOR s registered to train apprentices it should be noted that a
prior approval for a separate project does not confirm approval to train on any project. The
CONTRACTOR/subcontractor must check with the applicable Joint Apprenticeship Committee
to verify status.

()] If the CONTRACTOR or subcontractor willfully fails to comply with Labor
Code Section 1777.5, then, upon a determination of noncompliance by the Administrator of
Apprenticeship, it shall:

1) be denied the right to bid on any subsequent project for one year
from the date of such determination; and

2 forfeit as a penalty to the DISTRICT fifty dollars ($50) per day for
each calendar day of noncompliance, which shall be withheld from any payment due or to become
due under the terms of this Contract. Interpretation and enforcement of these provisions shall be
in accordance with the rules and procedures of the California Apprenticeship Council.

(9) The CONTRACTOR and all subcontractors shall comply with Labor Code
Section 1777.6, which Section forbids certain discriminatory practices in the employment of
apprentices.

(h) CONTRACTOR shall become fully acquainted with the law regarding

apprentices prior to commencement of the work. Special attention is directed to Sections 1777.5,
1777.6, and 1777.7 of the Labor Code, and Title 8, California Code of Regulations, Section 200 et
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seg. Questions may be directed to the State Division of Apprenticeship Standards, 455 Golden
Gate Avenue, San Francisco, California.

Article52. LABOR - FIRST AID

The CONTRACTOR shall maintain emergency first aid treatment for CONTRACTOR'S
workers on the project which complies with the Federal Occupational Safety and Health Act of
1970 (29 U.S.C.A., Sec. 651 et seq.).

Article 53.  PROTECTION OF PERSONS AND PROPERTY

@) The CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for all damages to persons or
property that occur as a result of its fault or negligence in connection with the prosecution of this
Contract and shall take all necessary measures and be responsible for the proper care and protection
of all materials delivered and work performed until completion and final acceptance by the
DISTRICT. All work shall be solely at the CONTRACTOR'S risk with the exception of damage
to the Work in excess of five (5) percent of the Contract amount caused by "acts of God" as defined
in Public Contract Code section 7105(b)(2).

(b) CONTRACTOR shall take, and require subcontractors to take, all necessary
precautions for safety of workers on the work and shall comply with all applicable federal, state,
local and other safety laws, standards, orders, rules, regulations, and building codes to prevent
accidents or injury to persons on, about, or adjacent to premises where work is being performed
and to provide a safe and healthful place of employment. CONTRACTOR shall furnish, erect and
properly maintain at all times, as required by conditions and progress of work, all necessary safety
devices, safeguards, construction canopies, signs, audible devices for protection of the blind, safety
rails, belts and nets, barriers, lights, and watchmen for protection of workers and the public and
shall post danger signs warning against hazards created by such features in the course of
construction. CONTRACTOR shall designate a responsible member of its organization on the
work, whose duty shall be to post information regarding protection and obligations of workers and
other notices required under occupational safety and health laws, to comply with reporting and
other occupational safety requirements, and to protect the life, safety and health of workers. Name
and position of person so designated shall be reported to DISTRICT by CONTRACTOR.
CONTRACTOR shall correct any violations of safety laws, rules, orders, standards or regulations.
Upon the issuance of a citation or notice of violation by the Division of Occupational Safety and
Health, such violation shall be corrected promptly.

(©) In an emergency affecting safety of life or of work or of adjoining property,
CONTRACTOR, without special instruction or authorization from ARCHITECT or DISTRICT,
is hereby permitted to act, at its discretion, to prevent such threatened loss or injury. Any
compensation claimed by CONTRACTOR on account of emergency work shall be determined by
agreement.

(d) CONTRACTOR shall provide such heat, covering, and enclosures as are

necessary to protect all work, materials, equipment, appliances, and tools against damage by
weather conditions.
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(e) CONTRACTOR shall take adequate precautions to protect existing roads,
sidewalks, curbs, pavements, utilities, adjoining property and structures (including, without
limitation, protection from settlement or loss of lateral support), and to avoid damage thereto, and
repair any damage thereto caused by construction operations.

()] CONTRACTOR shall (unless waived by the DISTRICT in writing):

1) When performing new construction on existing sites, become
informed and take into specific account the maturity of the students on the site; and when
performing work which may interfere with the school routine before or after school hours, enclose
working area with a substantial barricade, and arrange work to cause minimum amount of
inconvenience and danger to students and faculty in their regular school activities.

(@) Provide substantial barricades around any shrubs or trees indicated
to be preserved.

3 Deliver materials to building area over route designated by
ARCHITECT or OWNER.

(4) Take preventive measures to eliminate objectionable dust.

(5) Confine apparatus, the storage of materials, and the operations of
workers to limits indicated by law, ordinances, permits, or directions of ARCHITECT or OWNER;
and shall not interfere with the work or unreasonably encumber premises or overload any structure
with materials; and enforce all instructions of DISTRICT and ARCHITECT regarding signs,
advertising, fires, and smoking and require that all workers comply with all regulations while on
construction site.

(6) Take care to prevent disturbing or covering any survey markers,
monuments, or other devices marking property boundaries or corners. If such markers are
disturbed, they shall be replaced by an approved civil engineer at no cost to the DISTRICT.

(9) Should the CONTRACTOR at any time during this Contract encounter on
the work site what it reasonably believes or knows to be asbestos, polychlorinated biphenyl (PCB),
or any other "hazardous material” (as defined below), and said hazardous material has not been
rendered harmless, the CONTRACTOR shall immediately stop work in the affected area and
notify the DISTRICT and ARCHITECT of the condition in writing. Work in the affected area
shall not be resumed until ARCHITECT (as directed by OWNER) has notified CONTRACTOR
in writing that the hazardous material has been removed and/or made harmless. As used herein,
hazardous material means any substance that because of its quantity, concentration or physical or
chemical characteristics poses a significant present or potential hazard to human health and safety
or to the environment, and which has been determined by any governmental authority to be a
hazardous waste or hazardous substance. "Governmental authority" shall include any local,
regional, state or federal governmental agency, court, judicial or quasi-judicial body, and any
legislative or quasi-legislative body.
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Article 54.  NON-DISCRIMINATION

In the performance of this Contract, CONTRACTOR agrees that it will not engage in nor
permit such subcontractors as it may employ to engage in the unlawful discrimination against any
employee or applicant for employment because of race, religion, color, national origin, ancestry,
physical handicap, medical condition, marital status, age (over 40) or sex. CONTRACTOR and
subcontractors shall comply with the provisions of the Fair Employment and Housing Act as set
forth at Government Code Section 12900 et seq. and all applicable regulations promulgated
thereunder, including all amendments thereto.

Article 55. COST BREAKDOWN AND PERIODICAL ESTIMATES
@) CONTRACTOR shall furnish on forms approved by DISTRICT:

1) Within ten (10) days of award of Contract a detailed Schedule of
Values giving complete breakdown of Contract price for each project or site; and

(@) A periodical itemized estimate of work done for purpose of making
partial payments thereon.

3 Within ten (10) days of request by DISTRICT, a schedule of
estimated monthly payments which shall be due CONTRACTOR under the Contract.

(b) Values employed in making up any of these schedules will be used only for
determining basis of partial payments and will not be considered as fixing a basis for additions to
or deductions from Contract price.

Article 56. CONTRACTOR CLAIMS

If the CONTRACTOR shall claim compensation for any damage sustained by reason of
the acts of the DISTRICT or its agents, CONTRACTOR shall, within five (5) days after sustaining
such damage, make to the ARCHITECT a written statement of the damage sustained. On or before
the 15th day of the month succeeding that in which such damage shall have been sustained, the
CONTRACTOR shall file with the DISTRICT an itemized statement of the details and amount of
such damage, and unless such statement shall be made as thus required, CONTRACTOR'S claims
for compensation shall be forfeited and invalidated and it shall not be entitled to consideration for
payment on account of any such damage.

Article 57. DISPUTES - ARCHITECT'S DECISIONS
@) The ARCHITECT shall within a reasonable time, make decisions on all
claims of the DISTRICT or CONTRACTOR and on all other matters relating to the execution and

progress of the work. The decisions of the ARCHITECT shall not be binding, but shall be advisory
only.
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(b) In the event of a dispute between the parties as to performance of the work,
the interpretation of this Contract, or payment or nonpayment for work performed or not
performed, the parties shall attempt to resolve the dispute. Pending resolution of the dispute,
CONTRACTOR agrees to continue the Work diligently to completion and comply with all
directions/instructions of ARCHITECT and/or DISTRICT. If the dispute is not resolved,
CONTRACTOR agrees it will neither rescind the Contract nor stop the progress of the Work, but
CONTRACTOR'S sole remedy shall be to submit such controversy to binding arbitration. Such
arbitration should be conducted in accordance with the rules of the American Arbitration
Association insofar as the same are not in conflict with the laws of the State of California, after
the project has been completed, and not before.

Article 58. PAYMENTS

@ Pursuant to California Public Contract Code Sections 7201 and 20104.50,
each month within thirty (30) days after receipt by ARCHITECT of an undisputed and properly
submitted progress payment request from CONTRACTOR, there shall be paid to CONTRACTOR
a sum equal to no less than ninety-five percent (95%) of value of work performed and of materials
delivered on the ground or stock subject to or under the control of the DISTRICT and unused up
to the last day of the previous month, less aggregate previous payments, but in no event shall total
payments be less than ninety-five percent (95%) of the contract price. Monthly payments shall be
made only on the basis of monthly estimates which shall be prepared by CONTRACTOR on a
form approved by DISTRICT and filed before the fifth day of the month during which payment is
to be made. Work completed as estimated shall be an estimate only and no inaccuracy or error in
said estimate shall operate to release CONTRACTOR or Surety from any damages arising from
such work or from enforcing each and every provision of this Contract, and DISTRICT shall have
the right subsequently to correct any error made in any estimate for payment. CONTRACTOR
shall not be entitled to have any payment estimates processed or be entitled to have any payment
for work performed so long as any lawful or proper direction concerning work, or any portion
thereof, given by the DISTRICT or ARCHITECT shall remain uncomplied with. Should
DISTRICT fail to make a progress payment to CONTRACTOR within thirty (30) days after
receipt by ARCHITECT of an undisputed and properly submitted payment request from
CONTRACTOR, DISTRICT shall pay interest to CONTRACTOR equivalent to the legal rate set
forth in subdivision (a) of Section 685.010 of the California Code of Civil Procedure.

(b) Upon receipt of an Inspector approved payment request, ARCHITECT shall
act in accordance with both of the following:

1) Each payment request shall be reviewed by ARCHITECT as soon
as practicable after receipt for the purpose of determining that the payment request is a proper
payment request. If ARCHITECT determines that the payment request is a proper payment
request, DISTRICT shall obtain a written certificate from ARCHITECT stating that the work for
which the payment is demanded has been performed in accordance with the terms of the Contract
and that the amount stated in the certificate is due under the terms of the Contract, which certificate
shall be attached to and made a part of the claim made and filed with the DISTRICT. If the
ARCHITECT shall, within five (5) days after written demand therefore, fail to deliver such
certificate to the DISTRICT, the CONTRACTOR may file its claim with the DISTRICT without
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said certificate, but together with such claim shall file a statement that demand was made for such
certificate and that the same was refused. Thereupon, the DISTRICT will either allow said claim
as presented or shall, by an order entered on the minutes of said DISTRICT state the reasons for
refusing to allow said claim. It is understood, moreover, that the certificate of the ARCHITECT
shall not be conclusive upon the DISTRICT, but advisory merely.

If during the course of construction the ARCHITECT determines that the
application for payment does not reflect the work completed to date, he may readjust the schedule
values to reflect actual construction progress.

(@) Any payment request determined not to be a proper payment request
suitable for payment shall be processed through DISTRICT for return to CONTRACTOR as soon
as practicable, but not later than seven (7) days, after receipt. A request returned pursuant to this
paragraph shall be accompanied by a document prepared by ARCHITECT setting forth in writing
the reasons why the payment request is not proper.

(©) The number of days available to DISTRICT to make payment without
incurring interest pursuant to this Section shall be reduced by the number of days by which
DISTRICT exceeds the seven (7) day return requirement set forth in paragraph (2) above.

(d) For purposes of this Section:

1) A "progress payment™ includes all payments due CONTRACTOR,
except that portion of the final payment designated by the Contract as retention earnings.

@) A payment request shall be considered properly executed if funds
are available for payment of the payment request, and payment is not delayed due to an audit
inquiry by the financial officer of DISTRICT.

(e) CONTRACTOR shall update record drawings and the progress schedule
monthly to show critical path tasks and tasks which are completed to date. All required submittals
shall be submitted per the time allowance noted in the General Requirements. Failure to
accomplish these will be cause for delaying approval of CONTRACTOR's application for
payment.

()] No payment by DISTRICT thereunder shall be interpreted so as to imply
that DISTRICT has inspected, approved, or accepted any part of the Work. The final payment of
five percent (5%) of the value of the Work done under this Contract, if unencumbered, shall be
made within sixty (60) days of "completion™ as such term is defined in California Public Contract
Code Section 7107(c).

(9) Unless otherwise provided, on or before making request for final payment
of the undisputed amount due under the Contract, CONTRACTOR shall submit to DISTRICT, in
writing, all claims for compensation under or arising out of this Contract. The acceptance by
CONTRACTOR of the payment of the final amount shall constitute a waiver of all claims against
DISTRICT under or arising out of this Contract, except those previously made, in writing, and

Jefferson School District





identified by CONTRACTOR as unsettled at the time of CONTRACTOR'S final request for
payment.

Article59. CHANGES AND EXTRA WORK

@ DISTRICT may, as provided by law and without affecting the validity of
this Contract, order changes, modifications, deletions and extra work by issuance of written change
orders to be approved by Division of State Architect, from time to time during the progress of the
project, with the Contract sum being adjusted accordingly. All such work shall be executed under
conditions of original Contract except that any claim for an extension of time caused thereby shall
be adjusted at time of ordering such change. CONTRACTOR shall increase the amounts of its
Payment and Performance Bonds in proportion to any increase in the Contract price.

(b) In giving instructions, ARCHITECT shall have authority to make minor
changes in work, not involving change in cost, and not inconsistent with purposes of the project.
The DISTRICT's Assistant Superintendent of Business Services or authorized representative may
authorize changes in work involving a change in cost that does not exceed ten per cent (10%).
Otherwise, except in an emergency endangering life or property, no extra work or change shall be
made unless made pursuant to a written order from DISTRICT, authorized by action of the
Governing Board, and no claim for addition to Contract sum shall be valid unless so ordered. All
change orders to be approved by Division of State Architect.

(© If the ARCHITECT determines that work required to be done under the
Contract constitutes extra work outside the scope of the original Contract, the ARCHITECT shall
send a request for lump sum proposal to the CONTRACTOR. CONTRACTOR will respond with
a detailed proposal within ten (10) days of receipt of the Request for Proposal. If the change
involves a change in construction time, a request for the time change shall accompany the change
order cost breakdown. All such requests for time shall be specified by CONTRACTOR as
"calendar days."” Any request for time received with only the designation of "days" shall be
considered calendar days. If the work is to be performed by subcontractor, CONTRACTOR must
include a bid from the subcontractor. No extension of time will be granted for change orders that,
in the opinion of the ARCHITECT, do not affect the critical path of the project.

(d) Value of any such extra work, change, or deduction shall be determined at
the discretion of DISTRICT in one or more of the following ways and subject to subparagraph (e):

1) By acceptable lump sum proposal from CONTRACTOR.

2 By unit prices contained in CONTRACTOR'S original bid and
incorporated in Contract Documents or fixed by subsequent agreement between DISTRICT and
CONTRACTOR.

(3) By using recognized estimating guides for change orders,
modifications, deletions and extra work. These guides include the following:

4) By cost of material and labor and percentage for overhead and profit.
If the value is determined by this method the following requirements shall apply:

(A)  Daily Reports by CONTRACTOR.

)] General. At the close of each working day, the
CONTRACTOR shall submit a daily report to the INSPECTOR, on forms approved by the
DISTRICT, together with applicable delivery tickets, listing all labor, materials, and equipment
involved for that day, and for other services and expenditures when authorized concerning extra
work items. An attempt shall be made to reconcile the report daily, and it shall be signed by the
INSPECTOR and the CONTRACTOR. In the event of disagreement, pertinent notes shall be
entered by each party to explain points which cannot be resolved immediately. Each party shall
retain a signed copy of the report. Reports by subcontractors or others shall be submitted through
the CONTRACTOR.

i) Labor. The report shall show names of workers,
classifications, and hours worked.

iii) Materials. The report shall describe and list
quantities of materials used.

(\Y)] Equipment.  The report shall show type of
equipment, size, identification number, and hours of operation, including loading and
transportation, if applicable.

V) Other Services and Expenditures. Other services and
expenditures shall be described in such detail as the DISTRICT may require.

(B)  Basis for Establishing Costs.

i) Labor & Labor Burden. The costs of labor will be the actual cost for wages prevailing
locally for each craft or type of workers at the time the extra work is done, plus employer payments
of payroll taxes and insurance, health and welfare, pension, vacation, apprenticeship funds, and
other direct costs resulting from Federal, State or local laws, as well as assessments or benefits
required by lawful collective bargaining agreements. The use of labor classification which would
increase the extra work cost will not be permitted unless the CONTRACTOR establishes the
necessity for such additional costs. Labor costs for equipment operators and helpers shall be
reported only when such costs are not included in the invoice for equipment rental.
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i) Materials. The cost of materials reported shall be at
invoice or lowest current price at which such materials are locally available and delivered to the
job site in the quantities involved, plus sales tax, freight and delivery.

The DISTRICT reserves the right to approve
materials and sources of supply, or to supply materials to the CONTRACTOR if necessary for the
progress of the work. No markup shall be applied to any material provided by the DISTRICT.

iii) Tool and Equipment Rental. No payment will be
made for the use of tools which have a replacement value of $100 or less.

Regardless of ownership, the rates to be used in
determining equipment rental costs shall not exceed listed rates prevailing locally at equipment
rental agencies, or distributors, at the time the work is performed.

The rental rates paid shall include the cost of fuel, oil, lubrication, supplies, small tools, necessary
attachments, repairs and maintenance of any kind, depreciation, storage, insurance, and all
incidentals. Necessary loading and transportation costs for equipment used on the extra work shall
be included.

If equipment is used intermittently and, when not in
use, could be returned to its rental source at less expense to the DISTRICT than holding it at the
work site, it shall be returned, unless the CONTRACTOR elects to keep it at the work site at no
expense to the DISTRICT.

All equipment shall be acceptable to the
ARCHITECT, in good working condition, and suitable for the purpose for which it is to be used.
Manufacturer's ratings and manufacturer's approved modifications shall be used to classify
equipment and it shall be powered by a unit of at least the minimum rating recommended by the
manufacturer.

(\Y)] Other Items. The DISTRICT may authorize other
items which may be required on the extra work. Such items include labor, services, material and
equipment which are different in their nature from those required by the work and which are of a
type not ordinarily available from the CONTRACTOR or any of the subcontractors.

Invoices covering all such items in detail shall be
submitted with the request for payment.

V) Invoices. Vendors' invoices for material, equipment
rental, and other expenditures, shall be submitted with the request for payment. If the request for
payment is not substantiated by invoices or other documentation, the DISTRICT may establish the
cost of the item involved at the lowest price which was current at the time of the report.

Vi) Overhead & Profit. Overhead, including direct and
indirect costs shall be submitted with the request for payment and include the following: home
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office overhead, off-site supervision, change order preparation/negotiation-/research, time delays,
project interference and disruption, additional guaranty and warranty duration's, on-site
supervision, additional temporary protection, additional temporary utilities, additional material
handling costs, and additional safety equipment costs.

(e) The following form shall be used by CONTRACTOR to communicate all
proposed additions and deductions to Contract.

EXTRA CREDIT

a. Material (attach itemized
quantity and unit cost plus
sales tax)

b. Labor Rate (attach itemized
hours and rates)

C. Subtotal

d. If subcontractor performed
work, add subcontractor's
overhead and profit, to
portions performed by him,
not to exceed 15% of Item c.

J. Total

()] It is expressly understood that the value of such extra work or changes, as
determined by any of the aforementioned methods, expressly includes any and all of
CONTRACTOR'S costs and expenses, both direct and indirect, resulting from additional time
required on the project, or resulting from delay to the project.

(9) If the CONTRACTOR should claim that any instruction, request, drawing,
specification, action, condition, omission, default, or other situation obligates the DISTRICT to
pay additional compensation to the CONTRACTOR or to grant an extension of time for the
completion of the Contract, or constitutes a waiver of any provision in the Contract,
CONTRACTOR shall notify the DISTRICT, in writing, of such claim within ten (10) days from
the date CONTRACTOR has actual or constructive notice of the factual basis supporting the claim.
The CONTRACTOR'S failure to notify the DISTRICT within such ten (10) day period shall be
deemed a waiver and relinquishment of such a claim against the DISTRICT. If such notice be
given within the specified time, the procedure for its consideration shall be as stated above in this
Article.

Article 60. COMPLETION
1. Beneficial Occupancy:

@) It is understood and agreed that the OWNER shall have the right to occupy the
building or use the improvement contemplated by the Contract prior to the completion of the entire
work, and that such occupancy or use shall not operate as an acceptance of any part of the work.

(b) In case that the CONTRACTOR has not completed the work and the Contract time,
including authorized time extensions, has expired, the OWNER reserves the right to occupy any
portion of the Work at any time before completion and while work is in progress. In the event of
such occupancy, the CONTRACTOR shall provide, without additional cost to the OWNER,
suitable protection by means of fencing, barriers, posted sign or other method as required to
prevent persons other than those directly connected with the Work from entering remaining areas
where continuing Work is being conducted, vehicles are operating, or materials are stored.

(c) Occupancy by the OWNER prior to final acceptance shall not be construed by the
CONTRACTOR as being as acceptance of that part of the Project so occupied, nor shall the
CONTRACTOR be entitled to, or make demand for, additional compensation or extension of time
because of such occupancy.

(d) Occupancy by the OWNER prior to final acceptance shall not be deemed to

constitute a waiver of existing claims in behalf of the OWNER or CONTRACTOR against each
other.
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(e) The metered cost of electricity, water, fuel, etc., for the occupied portions and the
cost of operating the heating and air conditioning systems for the occupied portions will be borne
by the CONTRACTOR until final completion.

()] Use and occupancy by the OWNER prior to final acceptance shall not relieve the
CONTRACTOR of his responsibility to provide and maintain all insurance and bonds required of
the CONTRACTOR under the Contract until the Final Completion of the Work.

2. Project Completion:

@ Upon receipt of written notice that the Work is ready for final inspection and
acceptance and upon receipt of a final Application for Payment, the ARCHITECT will promptly
make such inspection and, when he finds the Work acceptable under the Contract Documents and
Contract fully performed, he will promptly cause the OWNER to consider the approval of a Notice
of Completion.

(b) The Notice of Completion shall be acted upon by the governing body of the
OWNER at its next regular meeting no earlier than twenty-one (21) days after the ARCHITECT
has approved the project as complete. Stop Notices will only be received up to thirty (30) days
after Notice of Completion. Subject to subparagraphs (d) & (e), thirty-five (35) days after the
filing of said Notice of Completion the ARCHITECT shall issue a final Certificate for Payment
stating that to the best of his knowledge, information and belief, and the basis of his observations,
the Work has been completed in accordance with the terms and conditions of the Contract
Documents and the entire balance found to be due and payable. Warranties required by the
Contract Documents shall commence on the date of final acceptance of the project by the
DISTRICT.

(©) The DISTRICT shall accept completion of the Contract and have the Notice
of Completion recorded when the entire work shall have been completed to the satisfaction of the
DISTRICT.

(d) However, the DISTRICT, at its sole option, may accept completion of the
Contract and have the Notice of Completion recorded when the entire work shall have been
completed to the satisfaction of the DISTRICT, except for minor corrective items, as distinguished
from incomplete items.

(e If the CONTRACTOR fails to complete the minor corrective items prior to
the expiration of the sixty (60) day period immediately following acceptance of completion, the
DISTRICT shall withhold from the final payment an amount equal to one and one-half times the
estimated cost, as determined by the DISTRICT, of each item until such time as the item is
completed.

()] At the end of such sixty (60) day period, if there are items remaining to be

corrected, the DISTRICT may elect to proceed as provided in the Article entitled "Adjustments to
Contract Price."
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(9) The work may only be accepted as complete by action of the
Governing Board.

Article 61. ADJUSTMENTS TO CONTRACT PRICE

@ If CONTRACTOR defaults or neglects to carry out the work in accordance
with the Contract Documents or fails to perform any provision thereof, DISTRICT may, after ten
(10) days written notice to the CONTRACTOR and without prejudice to any other remedy it may
have, make good such deficiencies.

(b) The DISTRICT shall adjust the total Contract price by reducing the amount
thereof by the cost of making good such deficiencies. If DISTRICT deems it inexpedient to correct
work injured or not done in accordance with Contract provisions, an equitable reduction in the
Contract price shall be made therefore.

Article 62. CORRECTION OF WORK

@) CONTRACTOR shall promptly remove from premises all work identified
by DISTRICT as failing to conform to Contract, whether incorporated or not. CONTRACTOR
shall promptly replace and re execute its own work to comply with Contract Documents without
additional expense to DISTRICT and shall bear the expense of making good all work of other
contractors destroyed or damaged by such removal or replacement.

(b) If CONTRACTOR does not remove such work within a reasonable time,
fixed by written notice, DISTRICT may remove it and may store the material at CONTRACTOR'S
expense. If CONTRACTOR does not pay expenses of such removal within ten (10) days
thereafter, DISTRICT may, upon ten (10) days written notice, sell such materials at auction or at
private sale and shall account for net proceeds thereof, after deducting all costs and expenses that
should have been borne by CONTRACTOR.
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Article 63. EXTENSION OF TIME - LIQUIDATED DAMAGES

CONTRACTOR shall not be charged for liquidated damages, as set forth in the Agreement,
because of any delays in completion of work due to unforeseeable causes beyond the control and
without the fault or negligence of CONTRACTOR, including but not restricted to: acts of God,
or of public enemy, acts of Government, acts of DISTRICT or anyone employed by it or acts of
another contractor in performance of a contract (other than this Contract) with DISTRICT, fires,
floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, and unusually severe weather or delays of
subcontractors due to such causes. Rain in excess of one-tenth of an inch (1/10”) in one (1) day,
or temperature which does not exceed 32 degrees Fahrenheit shall be considered adverse weather.

The following chart shows the normal number of adverse weather days for one year. The adverse
weather days shall be shown on the schedule and, if not used, will become a float for the Project’s
use.

If the CONTRACTOR files for an extension in time due to excessive moisture content of the soil,
the claim shall be made within three (3) working days of the discovery. The OWNER's soils
engineer shall determine the level of moisture content allowable for the work to proceed based on
the type of work underway and the type of soils. A non-compensable extension of time may be
granted by the OWNER only for portions or areas of the work adversely affected by the excessive
moisture. The balance of the work shall proceed. The CONTRACTOR shall also notify the
OWNER when conditions appear to be adequately dry so that the moisture content can be tested
to determine the length of the extension time. CONTRACTOR shall within seven (7) calendar
days of beginning of any such delay (other than for weather related reasons and unless DISTRICT
grants in writing a further period of time to file such notice prior to date of final settlement of the
Contract) notify DISTRICT in writing of causes of delay. CONTRACTOR shall provide
documentation and justification to substantiate the claim delay and its relation to the project’s
critical path. Thereupon DISTRICT shall ascertain the facts and extent of delay and grant
extension of time for completing work when, in its judgment, the findings of fact justify such an
extension. The DISTRICT'S findings of fact thereon shall be final and conclusive on the parties
hereto. Extension of time shall apply only to that portion of work affected by the delay, and shall
not apply to other portions of work not so affected.

Article 64. PAYMENTS WITHHELD

@) In addition to any amounts which DISTRICT may retain under Article
entitled "COMPLETION" and Article entitled "PAYMENTS," DISTRICT may withhold a
sufficient amount or amounts of any payment or payments otherwise due to CONTRACTOR, as
in its judgment may be necessary to cover:

@ Payments which may be past due and payable for just claims against
CONTRACTOR or any subcontractors for labor or materials furnished in the performance under
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this Contract, including, without limitation, payments made pursuant to the Article entitled
"PAYMENTS BY CONTRACTOR."

@) The cost of defective work which CONTRACTOR has not
remedied.

(3) Liquidated damages assessed against CONTRACTOR.

4) Withholding Contract payments for violations of the requirements
of Chapter 1 of Part 7 of Division 2 of the Labor Code; the DISTRICT shall withhold Contract
payments when payroll records are delinquent or inadequate or when, after an investigation, it is
established that underpayment of the prevailing wage has occurred. The authority of the
DISTRICT to withhold Contract payments is found in Labor Code section 1771.6 and is also
subject to provisions contained at Title 8 CCR section 16463. As explained more fully at
Section 16463, the Labor Commissioner shall provide the CONTRACTOR and subcontractor, if
applicable, with immediate written notice of the withholding of Contract payments, that includes
all of the following: (1) a statement that payments are being withheld due to delinquent or
inadequate payroll records, and that identifies what records are missing or states why records that
have been submitted are deemed inadequate, (2) specifies what amounts the DISTRICT has been
directed to withhold, and (3) informs the CONTRACTOR or subcontractor of the right to request
an expedited hearing to review the withholding of Contract payments under Labor Code Section
1742, limited to the issue of whether the records are delinquent or inadequate or the Labor
Commissioner has exceeded his or her authority under Section 16463.

(5) The cost of materials ordered by the DISTRICT pursuant to the
Article entitled "MATERIALS."

(6) The cost of completion of this Contract if there exists a reasonable
doubt that this Contract can be completed for the balance then unpaid to CONTRACTOR.

(7) Damage to another contractor.
(8) Site clean-up as provided in Article entitled "CLEANING UP."

(b) If the above grounds are in the opinion of the DISTRICT removed by or at
the expense of CONTRACTOR, payment shall be made for amounts withheld because of them.

(c) DISTRICT may apply such withheld amount or amounts for payment of
such claims or obligations at its discretion. In so doing, DISTRICT shall make such payments on
behalf of CONTRACTOR. If any payment is so made by DISTRICT, then such amount shall be
considered as a payment made under Contract by DISTRICT to CONTRACTOR and DISTRICT
shall not be liable to CONTRACTOR for such payments made in good faith. Such payments may
be made without prior judicial determination of claim or obligations. DISTRICT shall submit to
CONTRACTOR an accounting of such funds disbursed on behalf of CONTRACTOR.
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(d) As an alternative to payment of such claims or obligations, DISTRICT, in
its sole discretion, may reduce the total Contract price as provided in the Article entitled
"ADJUSTMENTS TO CONTRACT PRICE."

Article 65. EXCISE TAXES

If under federal excise tax law any transaction hereunder constitutes a sale on which a
federal excise tax is imposed and the sale is exempt from such excise tax because it is a sale to a
state or local government for its exclusive use, the DISTRICT, upon request, will execute
documents necessary to show (1) that the DISTRICT is a political subdivision of the State for the
purposes of such exemption and (2) that the sale is for the exclusive use of the DISTRICT. No
excise tax for such materials shall be included in any bid price.

Article 66. NO ASSIGNMENT

The CONTRACTOR shall not assign, transfer, convey, sublet or otherwise dispose of this
Contract or of its rights, title or interest in or to the same or any part thereof, without the previous
consent in writing of the DISTRICT; and the CONTRACTOR shall not assign, by power of
attorney or otherwise, any of the monies to become due and payable under the Contract unless by
and with the like consent signified in like manner. If the CONTRACTOR shall, without previous
written consent, assign, transfer, convey, sublet or otherwise dispose of the Contract or its right,
title or interest therein, or of any of the monies to become due under the Contract, to any other
person, company, or other corporation, such attempted or purported assignment, transfer,
conveyance, sublease or other disposition shall be null, void and of no legal effect whatsoever; and
the Contract may, at the option of the DISTRICT, be terminated, revoked and annulled, and the
DISTRICT shall thereupon be relieved and discharged from any and all liability and obligations
growing out of the same to the CONTRACTOR, and to its purported assignee or transferee. No
right under the Contract, nor any right to any money to become due hereunder, shall be asserted
against the DISTRICT in law or equity by reason of any purported assignment of the Contract, or
any part thereof, or by reason of the purported assignment of any monies to become due hereunder,
unless authorized as set forth herein by written consent of the DISTRICT. Any assignment of
money due or to become due under this Contract shall be subject to a prior lien for services
rendered or material supplied for performance of work called for under said Contract in favor of
all persons, firms or corporations rendering such services or supplying such materials to the extent
that claims are filed pursuant to the Civil Code, Government Code and/or Code of Civil Procedure
and shall also be subject to deductions for liquidated damages or withholding of payments as
determined by the DISTRICT in accordance with this Contract.

Article 67. NOTICE AND SERVICE THEREOF
Any notice from one party to the other or otherwise under the Contract shall be in writing
and shall be dated and signed by the party giving such notice or by a duly authorized representative

of such party. Any such notice shall not be effective for any purpose whatsoever unless served in
one of the following manners:

1) If notice is given to DISTRICT by personal delivery thereof to DISTRICT
or by depositing same in United States mails, enclosed in a sealed envelope addressed to
DISTRICT, and sent by registered or certified mail with postage prepaid,;

(@) If notice is given to CONTRACTOR by personal delivery thereof to said
CONTRACTOR or to CONTRACTOR'S superintendent at site of project, or by depositing same
in United States mails, enclosed in a sealed envelope addressed to said CONTRACTOR at its
regular place of business or at such other address as may have been established for the conduct of
work under this Contract, and sent by registered or certified mail with postage prepaid; or

(3) If notice is given to surety or other persons by personal delivery to such
surety or other person or by depositing same in United States mails, enclosed in a sealed envelope,
addressed to such surety or person at the address of such surety or person last communicated by
surety or other person to party giving notice, and sent by registered or certified mail with postage
prepaid.

All notices described in (1), (2) and (3) above shall be effective upon receipt.
Article 68. NO WAIVER

The failure of the DISTRICT in any one or more instances to insist upon strict performance
of any of the terms of this Contract or to exercise any option herein conferred shall not be construed

as a waiver or relinquishment to any extent of the right to assert or rely upon any such terms or
option on any future occasion.

SPECIAL CONDITIONS

Scope of Work

ECM 1: Retrofit Interior T8 and T12 Fluorescent Fixtures with New LED Bypass
Lamps
Retrofit T8 and T12 fluorescent fixtures with new 18 watt LED bypass lamps. This measure will affect
760 T8 lamps at Anthony C. Traina Elementary School; 1,300 T8 lamps and 80 T12 lamps at Tom
Hawkins Elementary School, and 1,271 T8 lamps at Monticello Elementary School.

ECM 2: Install Occupancy Sensors for Interior Lighting Control
Furnish and Install occupancy sensors to control the fixtures retrofitted as a part of ECM 1.

ECM 3: Replace Gas/ Electric Packaged Units with New Energy Efficient Units
Replace six 4.0 ton gas/electric packed rooftop units at Anthony C. Traina Elementary School, six 3.5
ton units at Tom Hawkins Elementary School, seven 4.0 ton units at Monticello Elementary School,
with more energy efficient units.

ECM 4: Implement Occupancy Based HVAC Control
Furnish and install occupancy sensors to control the new HVAC units proposed in ECM 3. The new
network thermostats must be capable of accepting an input from an occupancy sensor. These
thermostats are to be programmed to use the occupancy sensor input to reset the zone temperature
when no occupancy is detected.

Mitigation Measures

Contractor shall comply will all applicable mitigation measures, if any, adopted by any public
agency with respect to this Project pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act.
(Public Resources Code section 21000 et. seq.).

Fingerprinting

Contractor shall comply with the provisions of Education Code section 45125.2 regarding the
submission of employee fingerprints to the California Department of Justice and the completion
of criminal background investigations of its employees, its subcontractor(s), and its
subcontractors” employees. Contractor shall not permit any employee to have any contact with
District pupils until such time as Contractor has verified in writing to the governing board of
the District, that such employee has not been convicted of a felony, as defined in Education
Code section 45122.1. Contractor shall fully complete and perform all tasks required pursuant
to the Criminal Background Investigation/ Fingerprinting Certification.

HAZARDOUS MATERIALS
PROCEDURES & REQUIREMENTS

1. Summary

This document includes information applicable to hazardous materials and hazard waste
abatement.

2. Notice of Hazardous Waste or Materials Conditions

a. Contractor shall give notice in writing to the District, the Construction Manager, and the
Architect promptly, before any of the following conditions are disturbed, and in no
event later than twenty-four (24) hours after first observance, of any:

1) Material that Contractor believes may be material that is hazardous waste or
hazardous material, as defined in section 25117 of the Health and Safety Code,
that is required to be removed to a Class I, Class I, or Class Il disposal site in
accordance with provisions of existing law;

@) Other material that may present a substantial danger to persons or property
exposed thereto in connection with Work at the site.

b. Contractor's written notice shall indicate whether the hazardous waste or material was
shown or indicated in the Contract Documents to be within the scope of Work, and
whether the materials were brought to the site by Contractor, its Subcontractors,
suppliers, or anyone else for whom Contractor is responsible. As used in this section
the term "hazardous materials” shall include, without limitation, asbestos, lead,
Polycholrinated biphenyl (PCB), petroleum and related hydrocarbons, and radioactive

material.

C. In response to Contractor's written notice, the District shall investigate the identified
conditions.

d. If the District determines that conditions do not involve hazardous materials or that no

change in terms of Contract is justified, the District shall so notify Contractor in writing,
stating reasons. If the District and Contractor cannot agree on whether conditions
justify an adjustment in Contract Price or Contract Times, or on the extent of any
adjustment, Contractor shall proceed with the Work as directed by the District.

e. If after receipt of notice from the District, Contractor does not agree to resume Work
based on a reasonable belief it is unsafe, or does not agree to resume Work under
special conditions, then District may order such portion of Work that is in connection
with such hazardous condition or such affected area to be deleted from the Work, or
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performed by others, or District may invoke its rights to terminate the Contract in whole
or in part. District will determine entitlement to or the amount or extent of an
adjustment, if any, in Contract Price or Contract Times as a result of deleting such
portion of Work, or performing the Work by others.

If Contractor stops Work in connection with any hazardous condition and in any area
affected thereby, Contractor shall immediately redeploy its workers, equipment, and
materials, as necessary, to other portions of the Work to minimize delay and disruption.

3. Additional Warranties and Representations

a.

Contractor represents and warrants that it, its employees, and its subcontractors and
their employees, shall at all times have the required levels of familiarity with the Site
and the Work, training, and ability to comply fully with all applicable law and contract
requirements for safe and expeditious performance of the Work, including whatever
training is or may be required regarding the activities to be performed (including, but
not limited to, all training required to address adequately the actual or potential dangers
of Contract performance).

Contractor represents and warrants that it, its employees, and its subcontractors and
their employees, shall at all times have and maintain in good standing any and all
certifications and licenses required by applicable federal, state, and other governmental
and quasi-governmental requirements applicable to the Work.

Contractor represents and warrants that it has studied carefully all requirements of the
Specifications regarding procedures for demolition, hazardous waste abatement, or
safety practices, specified in the Contract, and prior to submitting its bid, has either (a)
verified to its satisfaction that the specified procedures are adequate and sufficient to
achieve the results intended by the Contract Documents, or (b) by way of approved "or
equal” request or request for clarification and written Addenda, secured changes to the
specified procedures sufficient to achieve the results intended by the Contract
Documents. Contractor accepts the risk that any specified procedure will result in a
completed Project in full compliance with the Contract Documents.

4. Monitoring and Testing

a.

District reserves the right, in its sole discretion, to conduct air monitoring, earth
monitoring, Work monitoring, and any other tests (in addition to testing required under
the agreement or applicable law), to monitor Contract requirements of safe and
statutorily compliant work methods and (where applicable) safe re-entry level air
standards under state and federal law upon completion of the job, and compliance of the
work with periodic and final inspection by public and quasi-public entities having
jurisdiction.
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b. Contractor acknowledges that District has the right to perform, or cause to be
performed, various activities and tests including, but not limited to, pre-abatement,
during abatement, and post-abatement air monitoring, that District shall have no
obligation to perform said activities and tests, and that a portion of said activities and
tests may take place prior to the completion of the Work by Contractor. In the event
District elects to perform these activities and tests, Contractor shall afford District
ample access to the Site and all areas of the Work as may be necessary for the
performance of these activities and tests. Contractor will include the potential impact of
these activities or tests by District in the Contract Price and the Scheduled Completion
Date.

C. Notwithstanding District's rights granted by this paragraph, Contractor may retain its
own industrial hygiene consultant at Contractor’s own expense and may collect samples
and may perform tests including, but not limited to, pre-abatement, during abatement,
and post-abatement personal air monitoring, and District reserves the right to request
documentation of all such activities and tests performed by Contractor relating to the
Work and Contractor shall immediately provide that documentation upon request.

5. Compliance with Laws

a. Contractor shall perform safe, expeditious, and orderly work in accordance with the best
practices and the highest standards in the hazardous waste abatement, removal, and
disposal industry, the applicable law, and the Contract Documents, including, but not
limited to, all responsibilities relating to the preparation and return of waste shipment
records, all requirements of the law, delivering of all requisite notices, and obtaining all
necessary governmental and quasi-governmental approvals.

b. Contractor represents that it is familiar with and shall comply with all laws applicable to
the Work or completed Work including, but not limited to, all federal, state, and local
laws, statutes, standards, rules, regulations, and ordinances applicable to the Work
relating to:

1) The protection of the public health, welfare and environment;

2 Storage, handling, or use of asbestos, PCB, lead, petroleum based products or
other hazardous materials;

3 The generation, processing, treatment, storage, transport, disposal, destruction,
or other management of asbestos, PCB, lead, petroleum, or hazardous waste
materials or other waste materials of any kind; and

4) The protection of environmentally sensitive areas such as wetlands and coastal
areas.

6. Disposal
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a. Contractor has the sole responsibility for determining current waste storage, handling,
transportation, and disposal regulations for the job Site and for each waste disposal
facility. Contractor must comply fully at its sole cost and expense with these
regulations and any applicable law. District may, but is not obligated to, require
submittals with this information for it to review consistent with the Contract
Documents.

b. Contractor shall develop and implement a system acceptable to District to track
hazardous waste from the Site to disposal, including appropriate "Hazardous Waste
Manifests" on the EPA form, so that District may track the volume of waste it put in
each landfill and receive from each landfill a certificate of receipt.

C. Contractor shall provide District with the name and address of each waste disposal
facility prior to any disposal, and District shall have the express right to reject any
proposed disposal facility. Contractor shall not use any disposal facility to which
District has objected. Contractor shall document actual disposal or destruction of waste
at a designated facility by completing a disposal certificate or certificate of destruction
forwarding the original to the District.

7. Permits

a. Before performing any of the Work, and at such other times as may be required by
applicable law, Contractor shall deliver all requisite notices and obtain the approval of
all governmental and quasi-governmental authorities having jurisdiction over the Work.
Contractor shall submit evidence satisfactory to District that it and any disposal facility

1) have obtained all required permits, approvals, and the like in a timely manner
both prior to commencement of the Work and thereafter as and when required
by applicable law, and

2 are in compliance with all such permits, approvals and the regulations.

For example, before commencing any work in connection with the Work involving
asbestos-containing materials, or PCBs, or other hazardous materials subject to
regulation, Contractor agrees to provide the required notice of intent to renovate or
demolish to the appropriate state or federal agency having jurisdiction, by certified mail,
return receipt requested, or by some other method of transmittal for which a return
receipt is obtained, and to send a copy of that notice to District. Contractor shall not
conduct any Work involving asbestos-containing materials or PCBs unless Contractor
has first confirmed that the appropriate agency having jurisdiction is in receipt of the
required notification.  All permits, licenses, and bonds that are required by
governmental or quasi-governmental authorities, and all fees, deposits, tap fees, offsite
easements, and asbestos and PCB disposal facilities expenses necessary for the
prosecution of the Work, shall be procured and paid for by Contractor. Contractor shall
give all notices and comply with the all applicable laws bearing on the conduct of the

Jefferson School District





Work as drawn and specified. [If Contractor observes or reasonably should have
observed that Plans and Specifications and other Contract Documents are at variance
therewith, it shall be responsible for promptly notifying District in writing of such fact.
If Contractor performs any Work contrary to applicable laws, it shall bear all costs
arising therefrom.

b. In the case of any permits or notices held in District's name or of necessity to be made
in District's name, District shall cooperate with Contractor in securing the permit or
giving the notice, but the Contractor shall prepare for District review and execution
upon approval, all necessary applications, notices, and other materials.

8. Indemnification

a. To the extent permitted by law, the indemnities and limitations of liability expressed
throughout the Contract Documents apply with equal force and effect to any claims or
liabilities imposed or existing by virtue of the removal, abatement, and disposal of
hazardous waste. This includes, but is not limited to, liabilities connected to the
selection and use of a waste disposal facility, personal injury, property damage, loss of
use of property, damage to the environment or natural resources, or “disposal” and
“release” of materials associated with the Work (as defined in 42 U.S.C. § 960l et seq.).

9. Termination

a. District shall have an absolute right to terminate for default immediately without notice
and without an opportunity to cure should Contractor knowingly or recklessly commit a
material breach of the terms of the Contract Documents, or any applicable law, on any
matter involving the exposure of persons or property to hazardous waste. However, if
the breach of contract exposing persons or property to hazardous waste is due solely to
an ordinary, unintentional, and non-reckless failure to exercise reasonable care, then the
procedures for termination for cause shall apply without modification.

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

GENERAL

1.01 SUMMARY OF WORK:

ECM 1: Retrofit Interior T8 and T12 Fluorescent Fixtures with New LED
Bypass Lamps
Retrofit T8 and T12 fluorescent fixtures with new 18 watt LED bypass lamps. This
measure will affect 760 T8 lamps at Anthony C. Traina Elementary School; 1,300 T8
lamps and 80 T12 lamps at Tom Hawkins Elementary School, and 1,271 T8 lamps at
Monticello Elementary School.

ECM 2: Install Occupancy Sensors for Interior Lighting Control
Furnish and Install occupancy sensors to control the fixtures retrofitted as a part of ECM
1.

ECM 3: Replace Gas/ Electric Packaged Units with New Energy Efficient ~ Units
Replace six 4.0 ton gas/electric packed rooftop units at Anthony C. Traina Elementary
School, six 3.5 ton units at Tom Hawkins Elementary School, seven 4.0 ton units at
Monticello Elementary School, with more energy efficient units.

ECM 4: Implement Occupancy Based HVAC Control
Furnish and install occupancy sensors to control the new HVAC units proposed in ECM
3. The new network thermostats must be capable of accepting an input from an
occupancy sensor. These thermostats are to be programmed to use the occupancy sensor
input to reset the zone temperature when no occupancy is detected.

1.02 PRE-CONSTRUCTION CONFERENCE:

Prior to commencing work, a Start Work Meeting will be held. At this time, the Contractor
shall be instructed regarding Owner rules and regulations which are pertinent. Also at this
meeting a project director will be assigned.
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1.03 CONSTRUCTION UTILITIES:

The Contractor may use the Owner water and utilities, if available, to operate his equipment
etc., free of charge, contingent upon the ability of the present switching and distribution
system to supply the demand without overload. All materials for any special or extended
connection for such utilities is to be furnished by the Contractor at its own expense. All such
extensions and connections shall be made in a safe manner pursuant to all applicable rules
and regulations.

1.04 SUPERINTENDENCE AND WORKMEN:

The Contractor shall give its personal supervision and direction to the project. It shall keep a
superintendent, who is satisfactory to the Owner, constantly upon the premises while its work
is in progress. The superintendent shall represent the contractor in its absence and have full
authority to carry out the instructions of the duly authorized Owner representative regarding
materials, storage scheduling, and workmanship. The contractor shall also provide
competent and skilled journeymen in the respective trades required to perform the work.

1.05 EXAMINATION OF PREMISES:

A. A Job-Site inspection PRIOR to bidding is required. Each Contractor should inspect
the site where services are to be performed and satisfy bidders as to all general
conditions and performance of the contract.

B. All additional costs related to oversights or failure on the part of the Contractor to
assess existing conditions shall be the sole responsibility of the Contractor.

1.06 WARRANTY:

All work specified and completed under this specification shall be warranted in writing by
the major materials manufacturer covering all labor and material for a period of TWO (2)
years, with no dollar limit or restriction. Extended warranties as may be required are
indicated in the technical sections.
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1.07 DAMAGE TO FACILITIES:

The Contractor is responsible for restoring all facilities and grounds to their original working
condition. In the event of damage to any existing facility or appurtenance, and Contractor
does not repair that damage within a reasonable time (ten (10) working days), the Owner will
arrange for the repair and bill the Contractor performing the work called for herein or deduct
same from any payment due.

1.08 JOB START AND COMPLETION DATE:

Contractor agrees that all work required to be performed by the Contract Documents shall be
completed within the time period specified in the Agreement, General and Special
Conditions. Contractor acknowledges the Contractor shall be liable for liquidated damages if
the Project is not timely completed.

1.09 SAFETY AND HEALTH PROTECTION:

The Contractor shall be responsible for initiating, maintaining and supervising safety
precautions and programs in connection with the work. All installation, equipment and
materials (temporary or permanent) shall be in full accordance with the latest rules and
regulation of CAL/OSHA, the California Building Code, and the State Fire Marshal
regulations. Also meet all compliance requirements for the accommodations of physically
handicapped persons in buildings and facilities used by the public, safety orders of the
California Division of Occupational Safety and Health, National Electric Code, the Uniform
Plumbing Code and other applicable laws, codes or regulations. Nothing in these plans or
specifications is to be construed to permit work not conforming to these codes.

Immediately following the award of the contract, and before any work begins, the Contractor
shall certify in writing, that he has an Iliness and Injury Prevention Program that meets the
requirements of Section 3203 of Title 8, Industrial Regulations, California Code Regulations.

The Contractor shall provide one (1) copy of each Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS)
for each chemical and product used by the Contractor for work to be performed at the
job site. The Contractor shall also maintain on the job site, MSDS sheets for all
chemicals and products to be used for work to be performed at the job site.

1.10 CODES AND STANDARDS:

All references to codes, specifications and standards in the technical sections and on the
drawings shall mean and are intended to be the latest edition, or revision of such standards in
effect as the date of these documents.
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111 DEBRIS, REMOVAL AND CLEANUP:

The Contractor shall not allow the accumulation of rubbish in or around the area in which
work I to be performed. Contractor shall remove the debris at least daily and more often if
necessary. Upon the completion of the specified work, the Contractor shall remove all
temporary structures, waste materials and rubbish around the equipment of upon the site.
The entire area shall be left clean and in the condition found prior to construction.

1.12 DAYS DEFINED:

All references to time periods in days shall be construed to be Calendar Days, unless
specifically noted as workdays.

1.13 AVAILABILITY OF THE SITE:

Project areas will be available for contract work between 7:00 A.M. and 7:00 P.M. weekdays
unless prohibited by local ordinances. Work shall be coordinated with the school so as not to
disrupt classes. Vehicle access will be restricted during school hours.

1.13.1 PARKING AND TRAFFIC CONTROL
1. Parking Criteria

a. Coordinate location and number of parking spaces to be made available
for Contractor’s forces with Owner. Coordinate parking availability with
other Contractors.

b. Do not permit parking on adjacent public streets.

2. Traffic Control

a. Traffic maintenance: Prior to start of work, determine the routing of
construction vehicles, and the safeguards and procedures necessary to
carry out the work. Obtain the Owner’s approval of the traffic routes, and
for any removal, temporary relocation and reinstallation of traffic control
signal. In addition:

1. Be responsible for controlling construction traffic within and
adjacent to the site.

Avoid scheduling deliveries, equipment staging and other
construction operations when students are being dropped off or
picked up, or when school buses are present.

2. Provide entrances, lifts and safeguards required or necessary to the
progress of the work and effectively control such traffic to provide
minimum hazard to the work and all persons.

3.  Route construction equipment, trucks and similar vehicles via
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existing public streets to and from the site as approved by the
governing authorities.

4.  Obtain prior approval of Construction Manager for each occurrence
when construction traffic occurs when students and staff are on
campus. If approved by Construction Manager, provide “spotter(s)”
responsible for leading construction traffic through campus areas.

Where approval is not obtained, do not attempt deliveries or
vehicular movements until campus is vacant.

5. Obtain and pay for permits and inspections made necessary by use
of public street, sidewalks, curbs and paving. Post guarantees and
bonds that may be required and repair and make good any damages
thereto acceptable to the authorities having jurisdiction.

6. Construct and maintain temporary walks for pedestrians. Keep
streets adjacent to the site open to vehicular and pedestrian traffic.

7. Maintain constant access for police, fire and ambulance service.

8.  Provide and maintain for proper control of traffic and safety of all
concerned. Provide all necessary barricades, suitable and sufficient
light, reflectors and danger signals.

9. Provide warning and closure signs, directional and detour signs, and
whatever additional measures are necessary.

10. Indicate, on a 24-hour basis, restricted and dangerous conditions
existing on or adjacent to the site. Illuminate barricades, danger
signals, warning signs and obstructions at night. Keep warning
lights burning from sunset until sunrise.

B. ACCESS ROADS AND STAGING AREAS

1. Coordinate location of access roads and staging areas with Owner and other
Contractors.
2. Provide and maintain access to fire lanes and fire hydrants at all times, free of

obstructions. Coordinate location, locking device and dimension of gates
with fire department having jurisdiction.

Do not permit delivery trucks to block, park or wait on public streets.

4, Coordinate site access through locked access gates with Owner. Keys to such
gates will not be released to Contractor.

1.14 STANDARDS OF TESTING LABORATORY:

Fire Ratings: Contractors shall submit a written certification when specifications require
proof of materials to conform to the different requirements of Underwriters Laboratories

(UL) or Factory Mutual Laboratories (FM). In lieu of a UL or FM listing, submit a written
certificate from a testing agency satisfactory to Facilities Management. Furnish materials
with labels attached.

UTILITY SHUTDOWNS:

Unless otherwise specifically provided for elsewhere in the contract, all work
requiring electrical outages shall be accomplished on the weekends. Requests for
outages shall be made at least 14 working days in advance of the date desired and
include at least one alternate date. Contractor is cautioned that electrical outages may
not be granted on the date(s) requested, therefore, Contractor should schedule its
work so as to maintain some flexibility. This work shall be included in the bid.

No utility service is to be interrupted for any purpose without prior approval of the
Owner. Where fire protection, detection or evacuation alarms are affected, written
approval from the Owner must be obtained.

Request for permission to interrupt services shall be submitted in writing to the
Owner 14 working days prior to date of proposed interruption, notwithstanding the
requirements of paragraph "AVAILABILITY OF SITE" of this section. Request
shall give the following information:

1. Locations of interruptions.
2. Hours and Dates of interruptions.
3. Services to be effected.

Services shall not be interrupted until receipt of approval of proposed hours and dates
from the Owner.

BUILDING SECURITY:

The Contractor has sole responsibility for providing and maintaining building security in
storage and work areas during and after work hours for the duration of the project.

DRAWINGS:

1.17.1 The drawings and specifications which form a part of this contract are for the

assistance of the Contractor; exact locations, spacing, distances, and elevations, must
be established by the Contractor who shall accept the contract with this
understanding.
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1.17.2 The Contractor will be provided with seven (7) sets of construction bid documents,
including addenda, for use during construction. Additional sets may be purchased
from the blueprinter at the Contractor’s expense.

1.18 PROTECTION:

All equipment and material shall be protected from damage. Work and materials of other
trades shall be protected from damage during the course of work. Materials and equipment
stored and installed at the job site shall be protected from dust, water and other damage until
final acceptance.

1.19 RECORD DRAWINGS:

Upon completion of the work and as a precedent to payment, the Contractor shall deliver to
the Owner two (2) complete sets of drawings, as built, showing the work exactly as
constructed.

1.20 ENVIRONMENTAL CONSIDERATIONS:
A. Painting/Coating Requirements:

1. Organic Solvent: The Contractor shall limit emissions of organic solvents
into the atmosphere in accordance with local applicable ordinances or rules.
The rule applies to use, cleanup, and disposal of organic, photochemically
reactive, and non-photochemically reactive materials containing these
solvents.

2. Lead-Containing Materials: The Contractor shall not use paints or coatings
containing lead in excess of 0.06 percent by weight of total non-volatile
content in accordance with Title 16 of the Code of Regulations, part 1303.
Paints or coatings on surfaces within reach of children in housing, recreation,
and public areas shall have zero lead content.

B. Electrical Requirements: It is imperative that electrical equipment removed from
service be properly disposed of.

GENERAL

RELATED DOCUMENTS:

Drawings and general provisions of Contract, including General and Supplementary
Conditions and Division-1 Specification sections, apply to work of this section.

SUMMARY:

This Section specifies administrative and procedural requirements governing the Contractor's
Applications for Payment.

The Contractor's Construction Schedule and Submittal Schedule are included in Section
"Submittals."

SCHEDULE OF VALUES:

Coordinate preparation of the Schedule of Values with preparation of the Contractor's
Construction Schedule.

Correlate line items in the Schedule of VValues with other required administrative schedules
and forms, including:

e Contractor's construction schedule.

e Application for Payment form.

e List of subcontractors.

e List of products.

e List of principal suppliers and fabricators.
e Schedule of submittals.

Submit the Schedule of Values to the Construction Manager at the earliest feasible date, but
in no case later than seven (7) days before the date scheduled for submittal of the initial
Application for Payment.

Format and Content: Use the Project Manual Table of Contents as a guide to establish the
format for the Schedule of Values.

Identification: Include the following Project identification on the Schedule of Values:

e Project name and location.

e Name of the Construction Manager.
e Project Number.

e Contractor's name and address.
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e Date of submittal.

Arrange the Schedule of Values in a tabular form with separate columns to indicate the
following for each item listed:

e Generic name.

e Related Specification Section.

e Name of subcontractor.

e Name of manufacturer or fabricator.

e Name of supplier.

e Change Orders (numbers) that have affected value.

e Dollar Value of item shall be the contract or purchase amount. Separate contracts
and suppliers shall not be combined on a single line item.

e Percentage of Contract Sum to the nearest one-hundredth percent, adjusted to
total 100 percent.

Provide a breakdown of the Contract Sum in sufficient detail as directed by the
Owner/Construction Manager upon Notice to Proceed to facilitate continued evaluation of
Applications for Payment and progress reports. Break principal subcontract amounts down
into several line items.

Round amounts off to the nearest dollar; the total shall equal the Contract Sum.

For each part of the Work where an Application for Payment may include materials or
equipment, purchased or fabricated and stored, but not yet installed, provide separate line
items on the Schedule of Values for initial cost of the materials for each subsequent stage of
completion, and for total installed value of that part of the Work.

Unit Cost Allowances: Show line item value of unit cost allowances as a product of unit cost
times measured quantity as estimated from the best indication in the Contract Documents.

Margins of Cost: Each line item shall be the direct contractor/subcontractor amount.

The Contractor’s profit and overhead shall be listed on the schedule of values and shall be
billed monthly, based on the percentage of work completed.

The Contractor’s General Conditions shall be billed equally each month, billed on the
duration of the project. If the Contractor is behind schedule, the amount per month shall be
reduced.

At the Contractor's option, temporary facilities and other major cost items that are not direct
cost of actual work-in-place may be shown as separate line items in the Schedule of Values.

Schedule Updating: Update and resubmit the Schedule of VValues when Change Orders or
Construction Change Directives result in a change in the Contract Sum.

APPLICATIONS FOR PAYMENT:

Each Application for Payment shall be consistent with previous applications and payments as
certified by the Construction Manager and paid for by the Owner.

The initial Application for Payment, the Application for Payment at time of Substantial
Completion, and the final Application for Payment involve additional requirements.

Payment Application Times: Each progress payment date is as indicated in the Agreement.
The period of construction Work covered by each Application or Payment is the period
indicated in the Agreement.

Payment Application Forms: Use Application and Certificate for Payment (Attachment 1a)
and Continuation Sheets (Attachment 1b).

Application Preparation: Complete every entry on the form, including notarization and
execution by person authorized to sign legal documents on behalf of the Owner. Incomplete
applications will be returned without action.

Entries shall match data on the Schedule of VValues and Contractor's Construction Schedule.
Use updated schedules if revisions have been made.

Include amounts of Change Orders and Construction Change Directives issued prior to the
last day of the construction period covered by the application.

Submit one (1) copy each of initial rough draft of pay application to Construction Manager
and Project Inspector of Record for review. Provide quantities, invoices, shipping tags,
subcontractor back-up, etc., as requested, in order to facilitate the review. Construction
Manager shall return pay application to Contractor following review.

Transmittal: Submit four (4) executed copies of each Application for Payment and rough
draft with corrections to the Construction Manager by means ensuring receipt within 24
hours; one copy shall be complete, including waivers of lien and similar attachments, when
required.

Transmit each copy with a transmittal form listing attachments, and recording appropriate
information related to the application in a manner acceptable to the Construction Manager.

Waivers of Mechanics Lien: Waivers will be required throughout the project, in the
following sequence:

First Construction Request: The General Contractor will submit with the first request a

Progress meetings, coordination meetings and pre-installation conferences are included in
Section "Project Meetings."

Requirements for the Contractor's Construction Schedule are included in Section
"Submittals."”

COORDINATION:

Coordination: Coordinate all construction activities with other on-site Contractors included
under various sections of these specifications to assure efficient and orderly installation of
each part of the work. Coordinate construction operations included under different sections
of the specifications that are dependent upon each other for proper installation, connection
and operation.

e Where installation of one part of the work is dependent on installation of other
components, either before or after its own installation, schedule construction
activities in the sequence required to obtain the best results.

e Where availability of space is limited, coordinate installation of different
components to assure maximum accessibility for required maintenance, service
and repair.

e Make adequate provisions to accommodate items scheduled for later installation.

Where necessary, prepare memoranda for distribution to each party involved outlining
special procedures required for coordination. Include such items as required notices, reports,
and attendance at meetings.

e Prepare similar memoranda for the Owner and separate contractors where

Conservation: Coordinate construction activities to ensure that operations are carried out
with consideration given to conservation of energy, water and materials.

incorporated in, the work. Refer to other sections for disposition of salvaged
materials that are designated as Owner's property.

SUBMITTALS:

Coordination Drawings: Prepare and submit coordination drawings where close and careful
coordination is required with other on-site Contractors or due to existing conditions for
installation of products and materials fabricated off-site by separate entities, and where
limited space availability necessitates maximum utilization of space for efficient installation
of different components.

e Show the interrelationship of components shown on separate Shop Drawings.
e Indicate required installation sequences.
e Comply with requirements contained in Section "Submittals.”

e Contractor is responsible for coordination with other on-site Contractors and all
of the Contractor’s Subcontractors. Location of equipment and corresponding
support members shown in drawings are approximate. Actual dimensions of
units and locations must be determined by Contractor and reviewed by Owner.

Staff Names: Within 15 days of Notice to Proceed, submit a list of the Contractor's principal
staff assignments, including the Superintendent and other personnel in attendance at the site;
identify individuals, their duties and responsibilities; list their addresses and telephone
numbers.

EXECUTION:
Inspection of Conditions: Require the Installer of each major component to inspect both the

Coordinate temporary enclosures with required inspections and tests, to minimize the
necessity of uncovering completed construction for that purpose.

Mounting Heights: Where mounting heights are not indicated, install individual components
at standard mounting heights recognized within the industry for the particular application
indicated. Refer questionable mounting height decisions to the Owner for final decision.

CLEANING AND PROTECTION:

During handling and installation, clean and protect construction in progress and adjoining
materials in place. Apply protective covering where required to ensure protection from
damage or deterioration at Substantial Completion.

Clean and maintain completed construction as frequently as necessary through the remainder
of the construction period. Adjust and lubricate operable components to ensure operability
without damaging effects.

Limiting Exposures: Supervise construction activities to ensure that no part of the
construction completed or in progress, is subject to harmful, dangerous, damaging, or
otherwise deleterious exposure during the construction period. Where applicable, such
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exposures include, but are not limited to, the following:

e Excessive static or dynamic loading

e Excessive internal or external pressures
e Excessively high or low temperatures

e Thermal shock

e Excessively high or low humidity

e Air contamination or pollution

e Water orice

e Solvents

e Chemicals
e Light

SUMMARY:

Refer to other sections for specific requirements and limitations applicable to cutting and
patching individual parts of the work.

Requirements of this section apply to mechanical and electrical installations. Refer to
Division 15 and Division 16 for other requirements and limitations applicable to
cutting and patching mechanical and electrical installations.

SUBMITTALS:

Cutting and Patching Proposal: Where approval of procedures for cutting and patching is
required before proceeding, submit a proposal describing procedures well in advance of the
time cutting and patching will be performed and request approval to proceed. Include the
following information, as applicable, in the proposal:

e Describe the extent of cutting and patching required and how it is to be
performed; indicate why it cannot be avoided.

e Describe anticipated results in terms of changes to existing construction; include
changes to structural elements and operating components.

e List products to be used and firms or entities that will perform work.
¢ Indicate dates when cutting and patching is to be performed.

e List utilities that will be disturbed or affected, including those that will be
relocated and those that will be temporarily out-of-service. Indicate how long
service will be disrupted.

e Where cutting and patching involves addition of reinforcement to structural
elements, submit details and engineering calculations to show how reinforcement
is integrated with the original structure.

e Approval by the Owner to proceed with cutting and patching does not waive the

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Owner's right to later require complete removal and replacement of a part of the
work found to be unsatisfactory.

1.03 QUALITY ASSURANCE:

Requirements for Structural Work: Do not cut and patch structural elements in a manner that

If possible, retain the original installer or fabricator to cut and patch the following
categories of exposed work, or if it is not possible to engage the original installer or
fabricator, engage another recognized, experienced and specialized firm.

e Acoustical ceilings

e Finished wood flooring

e Carpeting

e HVAC enclosures, cabinets or covers

PRODUCTS:

Materials: Use materials that are identical to existing materials. If identical materials are not
available or cannot be used where exposed surfaces are involved, use materials that match
existing adjacent surfaces to the fullest extent possible, with regard to visual effect. Use
materials whose installed performance will equal or surpass that of existing materials.

EXECUTION:

A. INSPECTION

Before cutting existing surfaces, examine surfaces to be cut and patched and conditions
under which cutting and patching is to be performed. Take corrective action before
proceeding, if unsafe or unsatisfactory conditions are encountered.

Before proceeding, meet at the site with parties involved in cutting and patching,
including mechanical and electrical trades. Review areas of potential interference and
conflict. Coordinate procedures and resolve potential conflicts before proceeding.

B. PREPARATION

Temporary Support: Provide temporary support of work to be cut.

CUTTING AND PATCHING
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Protection: Protect existing construction during cutting and patching to prevent damage.
Provide protection from adverse weather conditions for portions of the Project that
might be exposed during cutting and patching operations.

Avoid interference with use of adjoining areas or interruption of free passage to adjoining
areas.

C. PERFORMANCE

General: Employ skilled workmen to perform cutting and patching. Proceed with
cutting and patching at the earliest feasible time and complete without delay.

Cut existing construction to provide for installation of other components or
performance of other construction activities and the subsequent fitting and patching
required to restore surfaces to their original condition.

Cutting: Cut existing construction using methods least likely to damage elements to be
retained or adjoining construction. Where possible, review proposed procedures with the
original installer; comply with the original installer's recommendation.

In general, where cutting is required, use hand or small power tools designed for
sawing or grinding, no hammering and chopping. Cut holes and slots neatly to size
required with minimum disturbance of adjacent surfaces. Temporarily cover
openings when not in use.

To avoid marring existing finished surfaces, cut or drill from the exposed or finished
side into concealed surfaces.

Cut through concrete and masonry using a cutting machine such as a carborundum
saw or diamond core drill.

By-pass utility services such as pipe or conduit, before cutting, where services are
shown or required to be removed, relocated or abandoned. Cut-off pipe or conduit in
walls or partitions to be removed. Cap, valve or plug and seal the remaining portion
of pipe or conduit to prevent entrance of moisture or other foreign matter after by-
passing and cutting.

Patching: Patch with durable seams that are as invisible as possible. Comply with
specified tolerances.

Where feasible, inspect and test patched areas to demonstrate integrity of the
installation.

Restore exposed finishes of patched areas and extend finish restoration into retained
adjoining construction in a manner that will eliminate evidence of patching and
refinishing.

D. CLEANING

CUTTING AND PATCHING
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Thoroughly clean areas and spaces where cutting and patching is performed or used as
access. Remove completely paint, mortar, oils, putty and items of similar nature.

Inspections: Arrange for authorities having jurisdiction to inspect and test each
temporary utility before use. Obtain required certifications and permits.

PROJECT CONDITIONS:

Conditions of Use: Keep temporary services and facilities clean and neat in
appearance. Operate in a safe and efficient manner. Take necessary fire
prevention measures. Do not overload facilities or permit them to interfere with
progress. Do not allow hazardous, dangerous or unsanitary conditions or public
nuisances to develop or persist on the site.

PRODUCTS:
A. MATERIALS

General:  Provide new materials; if acceptable to the Owner, undamaged,
previously used materials in serviceable condition may be used. Provide
materials suitable for the use intended.

Tarpaulins: Provide waterproof, fire-resistant, UL labeled tarpaulins with flame-
spread rating of 15 or less. For temporary enclosures, provide translucent nylon-
reinforced, laminate polyethylene or polyvinyl chloride fire retardant tarpaulins.

Water: Provide potable water approved by local health authorities.

B. EQUIPMENT:

TEMPORARY FACILITIES
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General: Provide new equipment; if acceptable to the Owner, undamaged,
previously used equipment in serviceable condition may be used. Provide
equipment suitable for use intended.

Electrical Outlets: Provide properly configured NEMA polarized outlets to
prevent insertion of 110-120 volt plugs into higher voltage outlets. Provide
receptacle outlets equipped with ground-fault circuit interrupters, reset button and
pilot light or connection of power tools and equipment.

Electrical Power Cords: Provide grounded extension cords; use “hard-service”
cords where exposed to abrasion and traffic. Provide guard cages or tempered
glass enclosures, where exposed to breakage. Provide exterior fixtures where
exposed to moisture.

Lamps and Light Fixtures: Provide general service incandescent lamps of
wattage required for adequate illumination. Provide guard cages or tempered
enclosures where exposed to breakage. Provide exterior fixtures where exposed
to moisture.

Heating Units: Provide temporary units that have been tested and labeled by UL,
FM or another recognized trade associate related to the type of fuel being
consumed.

Temporary Toilet Units: Provide self-contained single-occupant toilet units of the
chemical, aerated, recirculation or combustion type, properly vented and fully
enclosed with a glass fiber reinforced polyester shell or similar non-absorbent
material.

First Aid Supplies: Comply with governing regulations.

Fire Extinguishers: Provide hand-carried, portable, UL-rated, Class “A” fire
extinguishers for temporary offices and similar spaces. In other locations, provide
hand-carried, portable, UL-rated Class “ABC” dry chemical extinguishers of
NFPA recommended classes for the exposures.

Comply with NFPA 10 and 241 for classification, extinguishing agent and
size required by location and class of fire exposure.

EXECUTION:

A. INSTALLATION

Use qualified personnel for installation of temporary facilities. Locate facilities
where they will serve the Project adequately and result in minimum interference
with performance of the Work. Relocate and modify facilities as required.

Provide each facility ready for use when needed to avoid delay. Maintain and
modify as required. Do not remove until facilities are no longer needed or are
replaced by authorized use of completed permanent facilities.

TEMPORARY FACILITIES
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B. TEMPORARY UTILITY INSTALLATION

Temporary Telephones: Provide temporary telephone service for all personnel
engaged in construction activities, throughout the construction period. Install
telephones on separate lines for each temporary office and first aid station. Where
an office has more than two occupants, install a telephone for each additional
occupant or pair of occupants.

At each telephone, post a list of important telephone numbers.

C. TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION AND SUPPORT FACILITIES
INSTALLATION

Locate field offices, storage sheds, sanitary facilities and other temporary
construction and support facilities for easy access.

Maintain temporary construction and support facilities until near
Substantial Completion. Remove prior to Substantial Completion.

Provide incombustible construction for offices, shops and sheds located within the
construction area or within 30 ft. of building lines. Comply with requirements of
NFPA 241.

Temporary Heat: Provide temporary heat required by construction activities, for
curing or drying of completed installations or protection of installed construction
from adverse effects of low temperatures or high humidity. Select safe equipment
that will not have a harmful effect on completed installations or elements being
installed. Coordinate ventilation requirements to produce the ambient condition
required and minimize consumption of energy.

Heating Facilities: Except where use of the permanent system is authorized,
provide vented self-contained LP gas or fuel oil heaters with individual space
thermostatic control.

Use of gasoline-burning space heaters, open flame or salamander-type
heating units is prohibited.

Storage and Fabrication Sheds: Install storage and fabrication sheds, sized,
furnished and equipped to accommodate materials and equipment involved,
including temporary utility service. Sheds may be open shelters or fully enclosed
spaces within the building or elsewhere on the site.

Sanitary facilities include temporary toilets, wash facilities and drinking water
fixtures. Comply with regulations and health codes for the type, number,
location, operation and maintenance of fixtures and facilities. Install where
facilities will best serve the Project’s needs.

Provide toilet tissue, paper towel, paper cups and similar disposable
materials for each facility. Provide covered waste containers for used
materials.

TEMPORARY FACILITIES
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Toilets: Install self-contained toilet units. Shield toilets to ensure privacy. Use of
pit-type privies will not be permitted.

Drinking Water Facilities: Provide containerized tap-dispenser bottled-water type
drinking water units including paper supply.

Temporary Enclosures: Provide temporary enclosure for protection of
construction in progress and completed, from exposure, foul weather, other
construction operations and similar activities.

Where heat is needed and the permanent building enclosure is not
complete, provide temporary enclosures where there is no other provision
for containment of heat. Coordinate enclosure with ventilating and
material drying or curing requirements to avoid dangerous conditions and
effects.

Install tarpaulins securely, with incombustible wood framing and other
materials. Close openings of 25 square feet or less with plywood or
similar materials.

Close openings through floor or roof decks and horizontal surfaces with
load-bearing wood-framed construction.

Where temporary wood or plywood enclosure exceeds 100 square feet in
area, use UL-labeled fire-retardant treated material for framing and main
sheathing.

Temporary Lifts and Hoists: Provide facilities for hoisting materials and
employees. Truck cranes and similar devices used for hoisting materials are
considered “tools and equipment” and not temporary facilities.

Collection and Disposal of Waste: Collect waste from construction areas and
elsewhere daily. Comply with requirements of NFPA 241 for removal of
combustible waste material and debris. Enforce requirements strictly. Do not
hold materials more than 7 days during normal weather or 3 days when the
temperature is expected to rise above 80° F (27° C). Handle hazardous,
dangerous or unsanitary waste materials separately from other waste by
containerizing properly. Dispose of material in a lawful manner.

B. SECURITY AND PROTECTION FACILITIES INSTALLATION

Except for use of permanent fire protection as soon as available, do not change
over from use of temporary security and protection facilities to permanent
facilities until Substantial Completion, or longer as requested by the Owner.

Temporary Fire Protection: Until fire protection needs are supplied by permanent
facilities, install and maintain temporary fire protection facilities of the types
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needed to protect against reasonably predictable and controllable fire losses.
Comply with NFPA 241 “Standard for Safeguarding Construction, Alterations
and Demolition Operations.”

Locate fire extinguishers where convenient and effective for their intended
purpose, but not less than one extinguisher on each floor at or near each
usable stairwell.

Store combustible materials in containers in fire-safe locations.

Maintain unobstructed access to fire extinguishers, fire hydrants,
temporary fire protection facilities, stairways and other access routes for
fighting fires. Prohibit smoking in hazardous fire exposure areas.

Provide supervision of welding operations, combustion-type temporary
heating units and similar sources of fire ignition.

Permanent Fire Protection: At the earliest feasible date in each area of the
Project, complete each installation of the permanent fire protection facility,
including connected services, and place into operation and use. Instruct key
personnel on use of facilities.

Barricades, Warning Signs and Lights: Comply with standards and code
requirements for erection of structurally adequate barricades. Paint with
appropriate colors, graphics and warning signs to inform personnel and the public
of the hazard being protected against. Where appropriate and needed, provide
lighting, including flashing red or amber lights.

Security Enclosure and Lockup: Install substantial temporary enclosure of
partially completed areas of construction. Provide locking entrances to prevent
unauthorized entrance, vandalism, theft and similar violations of security.

Storage: Where materials and equipment must be stored and are of value
or attractive for theft, provide a secure lockup. Enforce discipline in
connection with the installation and release of material to minimize the
opportunity for theft and vandalism.

Environmental Protection: Provide protection, operate temporary facilities and
conduct construction in ways and by methods that comply with environmental
regulations and minimize the possibility that air, waterways and subsoil might be
contaminated or polluted or that other undesirable effects might result. Limit use
of tools and equipment to hours that will minimize complaints from persons or
firms near the site.

OPERATION TERMINATION AND REMOVAL

Supervision: Enforce strict discipline in the use of temporary facilities. Limit
availability of temporary facilities to essential and intended uses to minimize
waste and abuse.

Maintenance: Maintain facilities in good operating condition until removal.
Protect from damage by freezing temperatures and similar elements.

TEMPORARY FACILITIES
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Maintain operation of temporary enclosures, heating, cooling, humidity
control, ventilation and similar facilities on a 24-hour basis where required
to achieve indicated results and to avoid possibility of damage.

Protection: Prevent water-filled piping from freezing. Maintain markers
for underground lines. Protect from damage during excavation operations.

Termination and Removal: Unless the Owner requests that it be maintained
longer, remove each temporary facility when the need for it has ended, or when
replaced by authorized use of a permanent facility, or no later than Substantial
Completion. Complete or, if necessary, restore permanent construction that may
have been delayed because of interference with the temporary facility. Repair
damaged work, clean exposed surfaces and replace construction that cannot be
satisfactorily repaired.

Materials and facilities that constitute temporary facilities are property of
the Contractor. The Owner reserves the right to take possession of project
identification signs.

TEMPORARY FACILITIES
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Remove temporary paving that is not intended for landscape development,
remove soil and aggregate fill that does not comply with requirements for fill or
subsoil in the area. Remove materials contaminated with road oil, asphalt and
other petrochemical compounds and other substances which might impair growth
of plant materials or lawns. Repair or replace street paving, curbs and sidewalks
at the temporary entrances, as required by the governing authority.

At Substantial Completion, clean and renovate permanent facilities that have been
used during the construction period.

Closeout requirements for specific construction activities are included in the appropriate
Sections in Divisions 1 and 16.

1.02 SUBSTANTIAL COMPLETION:

Preliminary Procedures: Before requesting inspection for certification of Substantial
Completion, complete the following. List exceptions in the request.

e In the Application for Payment that coincides with, or first follows, the date
Substantial Completion is claimed, show 100 percent completion for the portion
of the Work claimed as substantially complete. Include supporting
documentation for completion as indicated in these Contract Documents and a
statement showing an accounting of changes to the Contract Sum. If 100 percent
completion cannot be shown, include a list of incomplete items, the value of
incomplete construction, and reasons the work is not completed.

e Advise Owner of pending insurance changeover requirements.

e Submit specific warranties, workmanship bonds, maintenance agreements, final
certifications and similar documents.
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e Obtain and submit releases enabling the Owner unrestricted use of the Work and
access to services and utilities; include occupancy permits, operating certificates
and similar releases.

e Submit record drawings, maintenance manuals, damage or settlement survey,
property survey, and similar final record information.

e Deliver tools, spare parts, extra stock, and similar items.

e Make final changeover of permanent locks and transmit keys to Owner. Advise
the Owner's personnel of changeover in security provisions.

e Complete start-up testing of system, and instruction of the Owner's operating and
maintenance personnel. Discontinue or changeover and remove temporary
facilities from the site, along with construction tools, mock-ups, and similar
elements.

e Complete final clean up requirements, including touch-up painting. Touch-up
and otherwise repair and restore marred exposed finishes.

Inspection Procedures: Upon receipt of a request for inspection, the Owner/Construction
Manager will either proceed with inspection or advise the Contractor of unfilled
requirements. The Owner will prepare the Certificate of Substantial Completion following
inspection, or advise the Contractor of construction that must be completed or corrected
before the certificate will be issued.

The Construction Manager will repeat the inspection when requested and assured that the
Work has been substantially completed. The Contractor shall notify the Construction
Manager in writing and attach the punchlist with all items signed-off.

Results of the completed inspection will form the basis of requirements for final acceptance.

FINAL ACCEPTANCE:

Preliminary Procedures: Before requesting final inspection for certification of final
acceptance and final payment, complete the following. List exceptions in the request.

e Submit the final payment request with releases and supporting documentation not
previously submitted and accepted. Include certificates of insurance for products
and completed operations where required.

e Submit an updated final statement, accounting for final additional changes to the
Contract Sum.
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e Submit a certified copy of the Construction Manager’s final inspection list of
items to be completed or corrected, stating that each item has been completed or
otherwise resolved for acceptance, and the list has been endorsed and dated by
the Construction Manager.

e Submit final meter readings for utilities, and similar data as of the date of
Substantial Completion, or the date the Owner took possession of and
responsibility for corresponding elements of the Work.

e Submit Consent of Surety to Final Payment, (See Section 01027, Applications for
Payment).

e Submit a final liquidated damages settlement statement.

e Submit evidence of final, continuing insurance coverage complying with
insurance requirements.

Reinspection Procedure: The Construction Manager will reinspect the Work upon receipt of
notice that the Work, including inspection list items from earlier inspections, has been
completed, except items whose completion has been delayed because of circumstances
acceptable to the Construction Manager.

Upon completion of reinspection, the Construction Manager will prepare a certificate of final
acceptance, or advise the Contractor of Work that is incomplete or of obligations that have
not been fulfilled but are required for final acceptance.

If necessary, reinspection will be repeated.

RECORD DOCUMENT SUBMITTALS:

General: Do not use record documents for construction purposes; protect from deterioration
and loss in a secure, fire-resistive location; provide access to record documents for the
Construction Manager’s reference during normal working hours.

Record Drawings: Maintain a clean, undamaged set of blue or black line white-prints of
contract drawings and shop drawings. Mark the set to show the actual installation where the
installation varies substantially from work as originally shown. Mark whichever drawing is
most capable of showing conditions fully and accurately; where shop drawings are used,
record a cross-reference at the corresponding location on the contract drawings. Give
particular attention to concealed elements that would be difficult to measure and record at a
later date.

e Mark record sets with red erasable pencil; use other colors to distinguish between
variations in separate categories of the Work.

e Mark new information that is important to the Owner, but was not shown on
contract drawings or shop drawings.
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¢ Note related Change Order numbers where applicable.

e Organize record drawing sheets into manageable sets, bind with durable paper
cover sheets, and print suitable titles, dates and other identification on the cover
of each set.

Record Specifications: Maintain one complete copy of the Project Manual, including
addenda, and one copy of other written construction documents such as Change Orders and
modifications issued in printed form during construction. Mark these documents to show
substantial variations in actual Work performed in comparison with the text of the
specifications and modifications. Give particular attention to substitutions, selection of
options and similar information on elements that are concealed or cannot otherwise be
readily discerned later by direct observation. Note related record drawing information and
Product Data.

Upon completion of the Work, submit record Specifications to the Construction
Manager for the Owner's records.

Record Product Data: Maintain one copy of each product data submittal. Mark these
documents to show significant variations in actual work performed in comparison with
information submitted. Include variations in products delivered to the site, and from the
manufacturer's installation instructions and recommendations. Give particular attention to
concealed products and portions of the work that cannot otherwise be readily discerned later
by direct observation. Note related Change Orders and mark-up of record drawings and
Specifications.

Upon completion of mark-up, submit complete set of record Product Date to the
Construction Manager for the Owner's records.

Record Sample Submitted: Immediately prior to the date or dates of Substantial Completion,
the Contractor will meet at the site with the Construction Manager and the Owner's personnel
to determine which of the submitted samples that have been maintained during progress of
the work are to be transmitted to the Owner for record purposes. Comply with delivery to the
Owner's Sample storage area.

Miscellaneous Record Submittals:  Refer to individual specification sections for
requirements of miscellaneous record-keeping and submittals in connection with actual
performance of the work. Immediately prior to the date or dates of Substantial Completion,
complete miscellaneous records and place in good order, properly identified and bound or
filed, ready for continued use and reference. Submit to the Construction Manager for the
Owner's records.
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Maintenance Manuals: Organize operating and maintenance data into suitable sets of

manageable size. Bind properly indexed data in individual heavy-duty, 2 inch, e-ring, vinyl-
covered binders, with pocket folders for folded sheet information. Mark appropriate
identification on front and spine of each binder. Include the following types of information:

e Emergency instructions

e Spare parts list

e Copies of warranties

e Wiring diagrams

e Recommended "turn around" cycles
e Inspections procedures

Wipe surfaces of mechanical and electrical equipment. Remove excess
lubrication and other substances. Clean plumbing fixtures to a sanitary
condition. Clean light fixtures and lamps.

Clean the site, including landscape development areas, of rubbish, litter and
other foreign substances. Sweep paved areas broom clean; remove stains, spills
and other foreign deposits. Rake grounds that are neither paved nor planted, to a
smooth even-textured surface.

Removal of Protection: Remove temporary protection and facilities installed for protection

of the Work during construction.
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Compliance: Comply with regulations of authorities having jurisdiction and safety standards
for cleaning. Do not burn waste materials. Do not bury debris or excess materials on the
Owner's property. Do no discharge volatile, harmful or dangerous materials into drainage
systems. Remove waste materials from the site and dispose of in a lawful manner.

Where extra materials of value remaining after completion of associated Work have become
the Owner's property, arrange for disposition of these materials as directed.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

ECM 1: Retrofit Interior T8 and T12 Fluorescent Fixtures with New LED Bypass
Lamps

This measure proposes to retrofit T8 and T12 fluorescent fixtures with new 18 watt LED bypass
lamps. This measure will affect 760 T8 lamps at Anthony C. Traina Elementary School; 1,300 T8
lamps and 80 T12 lamps at Tom Hawkins Elementary School, and 1,271 T8 lamps at Monticello
Elementary School.

This would trigger the Title 24 Code and would require installation of interior occupancy
sensors to control the retrofitted fixtures.

ECM 2: Install Occupancy Sensors for Interior Lighting Control
Retrofitting interior fluorescent fixtures would trigger Title 24 Compliance. This measure entails
installation of occupancy sensors to control the fixtures retrofitted as a part of ECM 1.

ECM 3: Replace Gas/ Electric Packaged Units with New Energy Efficient Units
This measure proposes replacing six 4.0 ton gas/electric packed rooftop units at Anthony C.
Traina Elementary School, six 3.5 ton units at Tom Hawkins Elementary School, seven 4.0 ton
units at Monticello Elementary School, with more energy efficient units.

ECM 4: Implement Occupancy Based HVAC Control

To comply with Title 24 Code, this measures proposes to install occupancy sensors to control
the new HVAC units proposed in ECM 3. The new network thermostats are capable of
accepting an input from an occupancy sensor. These thermostats can be programmed to use the
occupancy sensor input to reset the zone temperature when no occupancy is detected.

Note: A qualified project inspector will be hired by the District to oversee the installation of
the work.

C.  Maintain fences, barricades, lights, and other similar items around exposed
excavations until such excavations have been completely filled.

D. Provide enclosed dust chutes with control gates from each floor to carry debris to truck
beds and govern flow of material into truck. Provide overhead bridges of tight board
or prefabricated metal construction at dust chutes to protect persons and property
from falling debris.

E.  Prevent spread of flying particles and dust. Sprinkle rubbish and debris with water to
keep dust to a minimum. Do not use water if it results in hazardous or objectionable
condition such as, but not limited to; ice, flooding, or pollution. Vacuum and dust the
work area daily.

F.  Inaddition to previously listed fire and safety rules to be observed in performance of
work, include following:

1. No wall or part of wall shall be permitted to fall outwardly from structures.
Wherever a cutting torch or other equipment that might cause a fire is used,
provide and maintain fire extinguishers nearby ready for immediate use. Insure
all possible users know how to properly use fire extinguishers.

3. Keep hydrants clear and accessible at all times. Prohibit debris from
accumulating within a radius of 4500 mm (15 ft.) of fire hydrants.

G.  Before beginning any demolition work, the Contractor shall survey the site and
examine the drawings and specifications to determine the extent of the work. The
contractor shall take necessary precautions to avoid damages to existing items to
remain in place or to be reused; any damaged items shall be repaired or replaced as
approved by the Resident Engineer. The Contractor shall coordinate the work of this
section with all other work and shall construct and maintain shoring, bracing, and
supports as required. The Contractor shall ensure that structural elements are not
overloaded and shall be responsible for increasing structural supports or adding new
supports as may be required as a result of any cutting, removal, or demolition work
performed under this contract. Do not overload structural elements. Provide new
supports and reinforcement for existing construction weakened by demolition or
removal works. Repairs, reinforcement, or structural replacement must have Resident
Engineer’s approval.

H.  The work shall comply with the requirements of Division 01 Section, Temporary
Facilities and Controls.

DEFINITIONS

Certified Industrial Hygienist (CIH) — An industrial hygienist hired by the contractor
shall be certified by the American Board of Industrial Hygiene.

Leak — Leak or leaking means any instance in which a PCB article, PCB container, or
PCB equipment has any PCBs on any portion of its external surface.

Lamps — Lamp, also referred to as "universal waste lamp," is defined as the bulb or
tube portion of an electric lighting device. A lamp is specifically designed to produce
radiant energy, most often in the ultraviolet, visible, and infra-red regions of the
electromagnetic spectrum. Examples of common universal waste electric lamps
include, but are not limited to, fluorescent, high intensity discharge, neon, mercury
vapor, high pressure sodium, and metal halide lamps.

Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs) — PCBs as used in this specification shall mean the
same as PCBs, PCB containing lighting ballast, and PCB container, as defined in 40
CER 761, Section 3, Definitions.

Spill - Spill means both intentional and unintentional spills, leaks, and other
uncontrolled discharges when the release results in any quantity of PCBs running off
or about to run off the external surface of the equipment or other PCB source, as well
as the contamination resulting from those releases.

Universal Waste — Universal Waste means any of the following hazardous wastes that
are managed under the universal waste requirements 40 CFR 273:

1. Batteries

2. Pesticides

3. Thermostats

4.  Lamps

QUALITY ASSURANCE

Regulatory Requirements: Perform PCB related work in accordance with 40 CFR 761.
Perform mercury containing lamps storage and transport in accordance with 40 CFR
261, 40 CFR 264, 40 CFR 265, and 40 CFR 273.

Training: Certified Industrial Hygienist (CIH) shall instruct and certify the training of
all persons involved in the removal of PCB containing lighting ballasts and mercury
containing lamps.

If
not, the contractor shall advise the activity that it must file and obtain an I.D. number
with EPA prior to commencement of removal work. For mercury containing lamp
removal, Federal regulations 40 CFR 273 require that large quantity handlers of
Universal waste (LQHUW) must provide notification of universal waste management
to the appropriate EPA Region (or state director in authorized states), obtain an EPA
identification number, and retain records for three years of off-site shipments of
universal waste.

Transporter Certification: Comply with disposal and transportation requirements
outlined in 40 CFR 761 and 40 CFR 263. Before transporting the PCB waste, sign and
date the manifest acknowledging acceptance of the PCB waste from the City. Return a
signed copy to the City before leaving the job site. Ensure that the manifest
accompanies the PCB waste at all times. Submit transporter certification of notification
to EPA of their PCB waste activities (EPA Form 7710-53).

Certificate of Disposal and/or Recycling: 40 CFR 761. Certificate for the PCBs and PCB
items disposed shall include:

1. The identity of the disposal and/or recycling facility; by name, address, and EPA
identification number.

2. The identity of the PCB waste affected by the Certificate of Disposal including
reference to the manifest number for the shipment.

The board, as a whole, may vote for up to the number of vacancies in the region or subregion as
indicated on the ballot. For example, if there are three vacancies in the region or subregion, the
board may vote for up to three individuals.

7.2 Food Services Department Update — Director of Food Services, Debbi Rogers, thanked her
department and indicated how incredibly proud she is of them. Ms. Rogers also noted that she is very
proud of Sabu Abraham because he was Jefferson School District’s employee of the year and County
Employee of the Year. Since last year’s report, salad bars have been implemented and there is
nothing negative to say about them. Both parents and students alike enjoy the salad bars. Last year,
they stopped selling second snacks and started selling breakfast. In 2015-16 the department sold
23,130 free meals and in 2016-17 that number increased to 31,522 meals served. Reduced meals
went from 4,000 served in 2015-16 to 8,500 served in 2016-17.
