V. EDUCATIONAL SERVICES 


5.1 Student Body Reports –  


  


Jefferson’s Student Body Secretary, Zaila Kayhan, reported on the events at Jefferson School – 


Jefferson held a Turkey Trot before Thanksgiving and there was great student participation. This 


Friday, the 5
th
 graders will be able to purchase an ASB card to use for a Holiday Hang Out. Jefferson 


School is creating a Christmas program and the whole school will participate all at once. The 


Jefferson School marching band led the downtown tree lighting ceremonies this year.  Students have 


been collecting cans for Brighter Christmas, and they collected 5,055 cans. 7
th
 grade STEAM class 


has been creating Rube Goldberg machines and they are amazing.  Student council would like to 


start a Kindness Challenge and they are working on this idea. Pranav Jayakumar was congratulated 


for advancing to the state spelling bee. 


 


Monticello – ASB Vice President, Aubrea Davis, shared the news from Monticello– Students have 


been collecting cans for brighter Christmas. Winter program is tomorrow and Thursday. The next 


Spirit Day is P.J. Day on Tuesday and Winter Break starts on December 19
th
 and all the students are 


looking forward to it. 


 


Tom Hawkins – ASB President, Claire McLeod, indicated that there were several events throughout 


this month to report on from Hawkins. Both 7
th
 & 8


th
 grade students had field trips to the San 


Francisco 49ers Levi Stadium. Students were able to go through the 49ers Hall of Fame, visit the 


field, and a take a class. Students also learned how STEAM connects to football. Fifth grade students 


had a field trip to see the movie “Wonder” and the staff and student reviews were great. This Friday 


is the annual Ugly Sweater contest. Winter performances are next week for all grades.  One of the 


best days of the school year will be Tuesday next week – it is Pajama Day and a great way to start 


the break. 


 


Anthony Traina – Isabell Leval, Traina’s ASB President, shared some of the activities that happened 


at Traina School over the past month. The 8
th
 grade collected and donated gifts for children at the 


Mary Graham Children’s Shelter in French Camp. The toys will be hand delivered next week for 
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these children in need. Ms. Leval shared examples of what the grade levels are learning. The 8
th
 


grade is learning about the Holocaust as they read “Night” by Elie Wiesel.  7
th
 grade is working on 


mythology and is making “Wanted” posters for mythological gods, and Ms. Walther’s 5
th
 grade class 


is doing a continuation of the “walking classroom”. On December 5
th
 the school celebrated Walt 


Disney’s birthday by having teachers and students wear anything “Disney”.  A Traina tradition is to 


wear pajamas the day before the Winter Break, and this is one of the most popular days for students. 


 


5.2 Student Parent Group Reports –  


 


Monticello/Jefferson Schools - Alexis Imperial-Bobis reported for the Monticello Jefferson Parent 


Faculty Association (MJPFA). Ms. Imperial-Bobis shared the MJPFA mission statement and noted 


that although meetings of the MJPFA are small there is a tremendous school community who steps 


up whenever the committee asks for help.  This sense of community is best explained by the success 


of the Fall Carnival which grossed over $38K and after expenses earned $29K in net income. The 


carnival was a wonderful event and they had tons of families who came out for a day of smiles and 


laughs. Over 175 community and family volunteers helped out such as the Tracy Lion’s Club, 


Kimball High, and the Tracy Bulldog Project to name a few. There was increased attendance from 


the Jefferson students, as well as students from Hawkins and Monticello. Mrs. Wooten and Mrs. 


Stroup were thanked for their support and participation. Roughly 1200-1500 people attended the 


carnival.  Ms. Imperial-Bobis shared upcoming events such as a dance in February, Fun Run, Paint 


Night and CAASPP awards for students to name a few.  In January, teachers will turn in wish lists to 


the MJPFA and the group will do what they can to make the teacher’s wishes come true. 


 


Hawkins School - Shawn Cannon, the Hawkins Parent Faculty Club (HPFC) President, reported to 


the Board. Ms. Cannon introduced the HPFC Board members this year, as well as the mission 


statement of the HPFC.  Ms. Cannon indicated that the group acts not only as fund raisers but as 


community liaisons between parents and staff who can answer questions about things at school. Ms. 


Cannon mentioned that the group helps fund field trips for students, Artist in Residence, and 


assemblies to name a few.  Ms. Cannon shared a number of fundraising events such as dances, See’s 


candy and the Fund Run which made $9,600 for the school. The group held a holiday boutique last 


Saturday which was a new event for the HPFC. They collected money from vendors who came on 


Saturday to the Hawkins MPR and sold their items. All of the vendors really enjoyed the event and 


would like to attend next year. Ms. Cannon described the mix of programs that are supported by the 


HPFC such as the Hawkapalooza and an outdoor movie night. Ms. Cannon indicated that increasing 


the group’s membership is still a challenge.  Ms. Cannon noted that having a teacher on the board is 


really helpful and she thanked Mrs. Holmes for her participation. 


 


Traina School – President, Alma Morley, shared news about the PTA at Traina.  Last year the group 


was able to give $9,600 back to students and teachers. So far been they have been able to give 


roughly $13K back to students and teachers. This is a new PTA charter and they are in their second 


year. Last year the Traina PTA had 44 members and this year they have 97 members.  Membership 


is increasing and that is great. The group held a breakfast event at the beginning of the school year 


called, “Cheers or Tears” for Kindergarten and TK parents. The PTA is working on a Science Camp 


6
th
 grade fundraiser to help supplement that fee.  There are 13 members on the Traina PTA board.

7.2 Food Services Department Update – Director of Food Services, Debbi Rogers, was unable to 


present this evening and will present to the Board of Trustees next month. 


 


7.3 2017-2018 First Interim Report – Mr. Wells indicated he does not agree with the County’s 


requirement of projecting declining enrollment, particularly in the out years, especially with all of 


the growth that is occurring within the District’s boundaries. Mr. Wells commended all of the hard 


work that Ms. Maxedon has done with the First Interim Report. Ms. Maxedon also shared that new 


housing developments will likely increase ADA but to project when those increases will happen has 


always been challenging.  The District is conservative when approaching ADA projections because 


ADA defines revenue.  


 


Ms. Maxedon provided a 1
st
 Interim budget update. The budget includes $147 per ADA, which is 


approximately $335K in revenue in one-time funds for 2017-18. Supplemental funds are budgeted in 


Resource 0709 and our 2017-18 budgeted revenue is $1,015,839 with budgeted expenditures of 


$910,632.  The District is showing reserves of $227, 468.  Ms. Maxedon noted that the budget 


includes $183K for ELA/ELD textbook expenses. This year the District has planned for textbook 


adoptions in History /Social Studies. In 2018-2019, the District will have a new science curriculum 


adoption and budgeted expenses for this adoption and future adoptions will remain. 


 


Ms. Maxedon noted that the PLC budget wasn’t backed out because we have a group of teachers 


who weren’t able to attend last year. The budget for Kindergarten Aides was retained this year, as 


well.  Ms. Maxedon noted that the District is working with County diligently regarding the new 


developments that are being built now. She also showed the District expenses of STRS and PERS, 


which have a combined increase in expenses of $658K across all three years.

Report on the Financial Statements 


We have audited the accompanying financial statements of the governmental activities, each major fund, and the 
aggregate remaining fund information of the Jefferson Elementary School District (the District) as of and for the 
year ended June 30, 2017, and the related notes to the financial statements, which collectively comprise the 
District's basic financial statements as listed in the table of contents. 


Management's Responsibility for the Financial Statements 


Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these financial statements in accordance 
with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America; this includes the design, 
implementation, and maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation and fair presentation of financial 
statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error. 


Auditor's Responsibility 


Our responsibility is to express opinions on these financial statements based on our audit.  We conducted our 
audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America and the standards 
applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards, issued by the Comptroller General of

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This section of Jefferson Elementary School District's (the "District") 2016-2017 annual financial report presents 
our discussion and analysis of the District's financial performance during the fiscal year that ended on June 30, 
2017.

Accounting Standards Board Statement (GASB) No. 34. 


OVERVIEW OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 


The Financial Statements 


The financial statements presented herein include all of the activities of the District and its component units using 
the integrated approach as prescribed by Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) Statement No. 34. 


The Government-Wide Financial Statements present the financial picture of the District from the economic 
resources measurement focus using the accrual basis of accounting.  These statements include all assets of the 
District as well as all liabilities (including long-term debt). 


The Governmental Activities are prepared using the current financial resources measurement focus and modified 
accrual basis of accounting. 


The Fund Financial Statements include statements for each of the three categories of activities: governmental, 
proprietary and fiduciary. 


The Proprietary Activities are prepared using the economic resources measurement focus and the accrual basis of 
accounting. 


The Fiduciary Activities include the retiree benefits trust fund and agency funds.  The agency funds report a 
balance sheet and do not have a measurement focus.  The retiree benefit trust uses the current financial resources 
measurement focus. 


Reconciliation of the Fund Financial Statements to the Government-Wide Financial Statements is provided to 
explain the differences created by the integrated approach. 


The Primary unit of government is the Jefferson Elementary School District.  The District does have a Mello Roos 
Capital Facilities District Component Unit. 
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FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS OF THE PAST YEAR 


Total revenue and income received for 2016-17 was $23.2 million, down $0.4 million from 2015-16.  Jefferson 
School District receives 78% of its revenue from the State based on the Local Control Funding Formula (LCFF). 
The remaining 22% comes from Lottery, State and Federal grants and interest income.  The change in revenue is 
primarily due to slight decreases in State and Federal revenue. 


Jefferson School District reported P2 ADA of 2,269, including students attending COE programs. 


REPORTING THE DISTRICT AS A WHOLE 


The Statement of Net Position and the Statement of Activities 


The Statement of Net Position and the Statement of Activities report information about the District as a whole and 
about its activities.  These statements include all assets and liabilities of the District using the accrual basis of 
accounting, which is similar to the accounting used by most private-sector companies.  All of the current year's 
revenues and expenses are taken into account regardless of when cash is received or paid. 


These two statements report the District's net position and changes in them.  Net position is the difference 
between assets and liabilities, one way to measure the District's financial health, or financial position.  Over time, 
increases or decreases in the District's net position is one indicator of whether its financial health is improving or 
deteriorating.  Other factors to consider are changes in the District's property tax base and the condition of the 
District's facilities. 


The relationship between revenues and expenses is the District's operating results.  Since the governing board's 
responsibility is to provide services to our students and not to generate profit as commercial entities do, one must 
consider other factors when evaluating the overall health of the District.  The quality of the education and the 
safety of our schools will likely be an important component in this evaluation. 


In the Statement of Net Position and the Statement of Activities, we present the District activities as follows: 


Governmental Activities – All of the District's services are reported in this category.  This includes the education 
of kindergarten through grade eight students, the operation of child development activities, and the on-going 
effort to improve and maintain buildings and sites.  Property taxes, state income taxes, user fees, interest income, 
Federal, State and local grants, as well as certificates of participation, finance these activities. 
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REPORTING THE DISTRICT'S MOST SIGNIFICANT FUNDS 


Fund Financial Statements 


The fund financial statements provide detailed information about the most significant funds – not the District as a 
whole.  Some funds are required to be established by State law and by bond covenants.  However, management 
establishes many other funds to help it control and manage money for particular purposes or to show that it is 
meeting legal responsibilities for using certain taxes, grants, and other money that it receives from the  
U.S. Department of Education. 


Governmental Funds – The District's basic services are reported in governmental funds, which focus on how 
money flows into and out of those funds and the balances left at year-end that are available for spending.  These 
funds are reported using an accounting method called modified accrual accounting, which measures cash and all 
other financial assets that can readily be converted to cash.  The governmental fund statements provide a detailed 
short-term view of the District's general government operations and the basic services it provides.  Government 
fund information helps determine whether there are more or fewer financial resources that can be spent in the near 
future to finance the District's programs.  The difference of results in the governmental fund financial statements 
to those in the government-wide financial statements are explained in a reconciliation following each 
governmental fund financial statement. 


Proprietary Funds – When the District charges users for the service it provides, whether to outside customers or 
to other departments within the District, these services are generally reported in proprietary funds.  Proprietary 
funds are reported in the same way that all activities are reported in the Statement of Net Position and the 
Statement of Revenue, Expenses and Changes in Fund Net Position.  We use internal service funds (a type of 
proprietary fund) to report activities that provide supplies and services for the District's other programs and 
activities – such as the District's Self-Insurance Fund.  The internal service funds are reported with governmental 
activities in the government-wide financial statements. 


THE DISTRICT AS A TRUSTEE 


Reporting the District's Fiduciary Responsibilities 


The District is the trustee, or fiduciary, for funds held on behalf of others, like our funds for associated student 
body activities.  The District's fiduciary activities are reported in the Statement of Fiduciary Net Position.  We 
exclude these activities from the District's other financial statements because the District cannot use these assets 
to finance its operations.  The District is responsible for ensuring that the assets reported in these funds are used 
for their intended purposes. 
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FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS 


THE DISTRICT AS A WHOLE 


Net Position 


The District's net position was $17.8 million for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2017.  Of this amount, $(8.2) 
million were unrestricted.  Restricted net position is reported separately to show legal constraints from debt 
covenants and enabling legislation that limit the School Board's ability to use the net position for day-to-day 
operations.  Our analysis below focuses on the net position (Table 1); and the change in net position (Table 2); of 
the District's governmental activities.

Governmental Activities


Governmental Activities 


As reported in the Statement of Activities on page 17, the cost of all of our governmental activities for the years 
ended June 30, 2017 and 2016 were $26.3 million and $22.6 million, respectively.  However, the amount that our 
taxpayers ultimately financed for these activities through local taxes was only $4.8 million and $4.3 million, 
respectively, because the cost was paid by those who benefited from the programs ($0.5 million and $0.5 million, 
respectively) or by other governments and organizations who subsidized certain programs with grants and 
contributions ($2.7 million and $3.0 million respectively).  We paid for the remaining "public benefit" portions 


of our governmental activities with $14.7 and $15.5 million, respectively, in other Federal and State sources, and 
$0.5 million and $0.3 million, respectively, in other revenues, such as interest and general entitlements.

Balances and Activity


The primary reasons for these changes are: 


General Fund revenue decreased slightly, primarily related to the slowing of LCFF revenue growth and planning 
for a possible decline of 30 students.  The Building Fund decreased for final expenditures related to the Jefferson 
School modernization and Traina gymnasium projects.   


General Fund Budgetary Highlights 


Over the course of the year, the District revises its budget as it attempts to deal with unexpected changes in 
revenues and expenditures.  The final amendment to the budget was adopted on June 19, 2017.  A schedule 
showing the District's original and final budget amounts compared with amounts actually paid and received is 
provided in our annual report on page 63. 


The District originally projected revenues of approximately $20.6 million.  The revised budget projected revenues 
of $21.1 million, an increase of approximately $0.5 million.

achieve at high levels.   
� Chrome Books are now in all classrooms (K-8) at a one-to-one device to student ratio. 
� District adopted new English Language Arts/English Language Development curriculum.   
� An upgrade of our wireless network in K-2 rooms was completed this year.   
 
ECONOMIC FACTORS AND NEXT YEAR'S BUDGET ASSUMPTIONS 
 
The District used the following assumptions in constructing the 2017/18 fiscal year budget.  The information 
provided below is current as of July 1, 2017. 
 
Local Control Fund Formula (LCFF) 
 
 The Local Control Funding Formula (LCFF) is the new finance system for K-12 education.   
 The LCFF provides base, supplemental, and concentration grants in place of most previously 
 existing funding sources, including revenue limits and most state categorical programs.  As part of the  
 LCFF, the district will be required to develop, adopt, and annually update three-year Local Control and 
 Accountability Plan (LCAP) using a template adopted by the California State Board of Education. 
 
The key assumptions in our revenue forecast at budget were: 
 


� Increased revenue related to the implementation of Local Control Funding Formula.   
� Planning for declining enrollment of 30 students per year due to enrollment declines at all school sites  


(Enrollment and average daily attendance are updated at each reporting period).    
� Maintaining class size reduction funding by ensuring class sizes in grades K-3 do not exceed 1:24 ratio.

The key assumptions in our expenditure forecast are: 
 


� Including expenses related to our Local Control and Accountability Plan in our expenditures. 
� Including Step & Column salary increases of 1.65% for certificated and 1.14% for classified.   
� Health and welfare budgeted at $10,000 cap at budget.  
� Adjusting for increased employer contribution for STRS & PERS.

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NOTE 1 – SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES 
 
Financial Reporting Entity 
 
The Jefferson Elementary School District was organized in June 1870 under the laws of the State of California.  
The District operates under a locally elected five-member Board form of government and provides educational 
services to grades K-8 as mandated by the State and/or Federal agencies.  The District operates three elementary 
and one middle school. 
 
A reporting entity is comprised of the primary government, component units, and other organizations that are 
included to ensure the financial statements are not misleading.  The primary government of the District consists of 
all funds, departments, boards, and agencies that are not legally separate from the District.  For Jefferson 
Elementary School District, this includes general operations, food service, and student related activities of the 
District. 
 
Component Units 
 
Component units are legally separate organizations for which the District is financially responsible.  Component 
units may also include organizations that are fiscally dependent on the District, in that the District approves their 
budget, the issuance of their debt or the levying of their taxes.  In addition, component units are other legally 
separate organizations for which the District is not financially accountable but the nature and significance of the 
organization's relationship with the District is such that exclusion would cause the District's financial statements 
to be misleading or incomplete.  For financial reporting purposes, the component unit discussed below is reported 
in the District's financial statements because of the significance of its relationship with the District.  The 
component unit, although a legally separate entity, is reported in the financial statements using the blended 
presentation method as if it were part of the District's operations because the governing board of the component 
unit is essentially the same as the governing board of the District and because its purpose is to finance the 
construction of facilities to be used for the benefit of the District. 
 
The Community Facilities District No. 1 (CFD) was formed under the provisions of the Mello-Roos Community 
Facilities Act of 1982, was amended by Chapter 2.5, Part I, Division 2, Title 5 of the Government Code of the 
State of California established March 30, 1989.  For financial presentation, the CFD's financial activity has been 
blended or combined with the financial data for the District.  The financial statements present the CFD's financial 
activity within the Capital Projects for Blended Component Units.  Individually-prepared financial statements are 
not prepared for the CFD. 
 
Other Related Entities 
 
Public Entity Risk Pools and Joint Powers Authorities  The District is associated with one consortium and 
three joint powers authorities.  These organizations do not meet the criteria for inclusion as component units of 
the District.  Additional information is presented in Note 14 to the financial statements.  These organizations are:

Basis of Presentation 
 
The accounting system is organized and operated on a fund basis.  A fund is defined as a fiscal and accounting 
entity with a self-balancing set of accounts, which are segregated for the purpose of carrying on specific activities 
or attaining certain objectives in accordance with special regulations, restrictions, or limitations.  The District's 
funds are grouped into three broad range fund categories: governmental, proprietary, and fiduciary. 
 
Governmental Funds  Governmental funds are those through which most governmental functions typically are 
financed.  Governmental fund reporting focuses on the sources, uses, and balances of current financial resources.  
Expendable assets are assigned to the various governmental funds according to the purposes for which they may 
or must be used.  Current liabilities are assigned to the fund from which they will be paid.  The difference 
between governmental fund assets and liabilities is reported as fund balance.  The following are the District's 
major and non-major governmental funds. 
 
Major Governmental Funds 
 
General Fund  The General Fund is the chief operating fund for all Districts.  It is used to account for the 
ordinary operations of a District.  All transactions except those required or permitted by law to be in another fund 
are accounted for in this fund. 
 
Non-Major Governmental Funds 
 
Special Revenue Funds  The Special Revenue Funds are established to account for the proceeds from specific 
revenue sources (other than trusts or for major capital projects) that are restricted to the financing of particular 
activities.  The District maintains the following special revenue funds: 
 


Cafeteria Fund  The Cafeteria Fund is used to account separately for Federal, State and local resources 
to operate the food service program (Education Code Sections 38090-38093) and is used only for those 
expenditures authorized by the governing board as necessary for the operation of the District's food 
service program (Education Code Sections 38091 and 38100). 


 
Deferred Maintenance Fund  The Deferred Maintenance Fund is used to account separately for state 
apportionments and the District's contributions for deferred maintenance purposes (Education Code 
Sections 17582-17587) and for items of maintenance approved by the State Allocation Board. 
 
Pupil Transportation Equipment Fund  The Pupil Transportation Fund is used to account separately 
for State and local revenues specifically for the acquisition, rehabilitation, or replacement of equipment 
used to transport students (Educational Code Section 41852[b]). 


 
Capital Project Funds  The Capital Project Funds are established to account for financial resources to be used 
for the acquisition or construction of major capital facilities (other than those financed by proprietary funds and 
trust funds).  The District maintains the following capital project funds: 
 


Building Fund  The Building Fund exists primarily to account separately for proceeds from the sale of 
bonds (Education Code Section 15146) and may not be used for any purpose other than those for which 
the bonds were issued. 
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County School Facilities Fund  The County School Facilities Fund is established pursuant to Education 
Code Section 17070.43 to receive apportionments from the 1998 State School Facilities Fund 
(Proposition 1A), the 2002 State School Facilities Fund (Proposition 47), or the 2004 State School 
Facilities Fund (Proposition 55) authorized by the State Allocation Board for new school facility 
construction, modernization projects, and facility hardship grants, as provided in the Leroy F. Greene 
School Facilities Act of 1998 (Education Code Section 17070 et seq.). 


Capital Projects Fund for Blended Component Units  The Capital Projects Fund for Blended 
Component Units is used to account for capital projects financed by Mello-Roos Community Facility 
Districts and similar entities that are considered blended component units of the District under generally 
accepted accounting principles (GAAP). 


Capital Facilities Fund  The Capital Facilities Fund is used to account for resources received from 
developer impact fees assessed under provisions of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). 


Debt Service Funds  The Debt Service Funds are established to account for the accumulation of resources for 
and the payment of principal and interest on general long-term debt. 


Bond Interest and Redemption Fund  The Bond Interest and Redemption Fund is used for the payment 
of bonds issued for a District (Education Code Sections 15125-15262). 


Proprietary Funds  Proprietary fund reporting focuses on the determination of operating income, changes in net 
assets, financial position, and cash flows.  The District applies all GASB pronouncements, as well as the Financial 
Accounting Standards Board pronouncements issued on or before November 30, 1989, unless those 
pronouncements conflict with or contradict GASB pronouncements.  Proprietary funds are classified as enterprise 
or internal service. 


Fiduciary Funds  Fiduciary funds are used to account for assets held in trustee or agent capacity for others that 
cannot be used to support the District's own programs.  The fiduciary fund category is split into four 
classifications: pension trust funds, investment trust funds, private-purpose trust funds, and agency funds.  The 
key distinction between trust and agency funds is that trust funds are subject to a trust agreement that affects the 
degree of management involvement and the length of time that the resources are held. 


Trust funds are used to account for the assets held by the District under a trust agreement for individuals, private 
organizations, or other governments and are therefore, not available to support the District's own programs.  The 
District's trust funds are the Scholarship Trust and the Retiree Benefits Trust funds.  Agency funds are custodial in 
nature (assets equal liabilities).  The District's agency fund accounts for student body activities (ASB). 


Basis of Accounting – Measurement Focus 


Government-Wide Financial Statements  The government-wide financial statements (i.e., the statement of net 
assets and the statement of activities) report information on all of the nonfiduciary activities of the District and its 
component units. 


The government-wide statements are prepared using the economic resources measurement focus.  This is the same 
approach used in the preparation of the fiduciary fund financial statements but differs from the manner in which 
governmental fund financial statements are prepared.  Governmental fund financial statements, therefore, include 
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a reconciliation with brief explanations to better identify the relationship between the government-wide 
statements and the statements for the governmental funds. 
 
The government-wide statement of activities presents a comparison between direct expenses and program 
revenues for each function or program of the District's governmental activities.  Direct expenses are those that are 
specifically associated with a service, program or department and are therefore clearly identifiable to a particular 
function.  The District does not allocate indirect expenses to functions in the statement of activities.  Program 
revenues include charges paid by the recipients of goods or services offered by a program, as well as grants and 
contributions that are restricted to meeting the operational or capital requirements of a particular program.  
Revenues which are not classified as program revenues are presented as general revenues of the District, with 
certain exceptions.  The comparison of direct expenses with program revenues identified the extent to which each 
governmental function is self-financing or draws from the general revenues of the District. 
 
Net position should be reported as restricted when constraints placed on net assets use are either externally 
imposed by creditors (such as through debt covenants), grantors, contributors, or laws or regulations of other 
governments or imposed by law through constitutional provisions or enabling legislation.  The net position 
restricted for other activities result from special revenue funds and the restrictions on their net assets use. 
 
Fund Financial Statements  Fund financial statements report detailed information about the District.  The focus 
of governmental and proprietary fund financial statements is on major funds rather than reporting funds by type.  
Each major fund is presented in a separate column.  Non-major funds are aggregated and presented in a single 
column.  The internal service fund is presented in a single column on the face of the proprietary fund statements. 
 


Governmental Funds  All governmental funds are accounted for using the flow of current financial 
resources measurement focus and the modified accrual basis of accounting.  With this measurement 
focus, only current assets and current liabilities generally are included on the balance sheet.  The 
statement of revenues, expenditures, and changes in fund balance reports on the sources (revenues and 
other finances sources) and uses (expenditures and other financing uses) or current financial resources.  
This approach differs from the manner in which the governmental activities of the government-wide 
financial statements are prepared.  Governmental fund financial statements, therefore, include 
reconciliations with brief explanations to better identify the relationship between the government-wide 
financial statements, prepared using the economic resources measurement focus and the accrual basis of 
accounting, and the governmental fund financial statements, prepared using the flow of current financial 
resources measurement focus and the modified accrual basis of accounting. 
 
Proprietary Funds  Proprietary funds are accounted for using the flow of economic resources 
measurement focus and the accrual basis of accounting.  All assets and all liabilities associated with the 
operation of this fund are included in the statement of net assets.  The statement of changes in fund net 
assets presents increases (revenues) and decreases (expenses) in net total assets.  The statement of cash 
flows provides information about how the District finances and meets the cash flow needs of its 
proprietary fund. 


 
Fiduciary Funds  The Fiduciary activities are reflected in the retiree benefits trust fund, scholarship trust 
fund,  and agency funds.  The agency funds report a balance sheet and do not have a measurement focus.  
The retiree benefit trust and the scholarship trust used the current financial resources measurement focus. 
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Revenues – Exchange and Non-Exchange Transactions  Revenue resulting from exchange transactions, in 
which each party gives and receives essentially equal value, is recorded on the accrual basis when the exchange 
takes place.  On a modified accrual basis, revenue is recorded in the fiscal year in which the resources are 
measurable and become available.  Available means that the resources will be collected within the current fiscal 
year or are expected to be collected soon enough thereafter, to be used to pay liabilities of the current fiscal year.  
Generally, available is defined as collectible within 90 days.  However, to achieve comparability of reporting 
among California districts and so as not to distort normal revenue patterns, with specific respect to reimbursement 
grants and corrections to State-aid apportionments, the California Department of Education has defined available 
for districts as collectible within one year.  The following revenue sources are considered to be both measurable 
and available at fiscal year-end: State apportionments, interest, certain gains, and other local sources. 
 
Non-exchange transactions, in which the District receives value without directly giving equal value in return, 
include property taxes, certain grants, entitlements, and donations.  Revenue from property taxes is recognized in 
the fiscal year in which the taxes are received.  Revenue from certain grants, entitlements, and donations are 
recognized in the fiscal year in which all eligibility requirements have been satisfied.  Eligibility requirements 
include time and purpose restrictions.  On a modified accrual basis, revenue from non-exchange transactions must 
also be available before it can be recognized. 
 
Unearned Revenue  Unearned revenue arises when potential revenue does not meet both the "measurable" and 
"available" criteria for recognition in the current period or when resources are received by the District prior to the 
incurrence of qualifying expenditures.  In subsequent periods, when both revenue recognition criteria are met, or 
when the District has legal claim to the resources, the liability for unearned revenue is removed from the balance 
sheet and revenue is recognized. 
 
Certain grants received before the eligibility requirements are met, are recorded as unearned revenue.  On the 
governmental fund financial statements, receivables that will not be collected within the available period are also 
recorded as unearned revenue. 
 
Expenses/Expenditures  On the accrual basis of accounting, expenses are recognized at the time they are 
incurred.  The measurement focus of governmental fund accounting is on decreases in net financial resources 
(expenditures) rather than expenses.   Expenditures are generally recognized in the accounting period in which the 
related fund liability is incurred, if measurable.  Principal and interest on long-term obligations, which has not 
matured, are recognized when paid in the governmental funds.  Allocations of costs, such as depreciation and 
amortization, are not recognized in the governmental funds. 
 
Cash and Cash Equivalents 
 
The District's cash and cash equivalents are considered to be cash on hand, demand deposits, and short-term 
investments with original maturities of three months or less from the date of acquisition.  Cash equivalents also 
include cash with county treasury balances for purposes of the statement of cash flows. 
 
Investments 
 
Investments held at June 30, 2017, with original maturities greater than one year are stated at fair value.  Fair 
value is estimated based on quoted market prices at year-end.  All investments not required to be reported at fair 
value are stated at cost or amortized cost.  Fair values of investments in county investment pool are determined by 
the program sponsor. 
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Prepaid Expenditures 
 
Prepaid expenditures (expenses) represent amounts paid in advance of receiving goods or services.  The District 
has the option of reporting an expenditure in governmental funds for prepaid items either when purchased or 
during the benefit period.  The District has chosen to report the expenditures when incurred. 
 
Stores Inventories 
 
Inventories are recorded using the consumption method, in that inventory acquisitions are initially recorded in 
inventory (asset) accounts, and are charged as expenditures when used.  Reported inventories are equally offset by 
nonspendable fund balance which indicates that these amounts are not "available for appropriation and 
expenditure" even though they are a component of net current assets.  The District's cafeteria inventory valuation 
is First-in-First-out (FIFO). 
 
Capital Assets and Depreciation 
 
The accounting and reporting treatment applied to the capital assets associated with a fund are determined by its 
measurement focus.  Capital assets are long-lived assets of the District.  The District maintains a capitalization 
threshold of $5,000.  The District does not possess any infrastructure.  Improvements are capitalized; the cost of 
normal maintenance and repairs that do not add to the value of the asset or materially extend an asset's life are not 
capitalized, but are expensed as incurred. 
 
When purchased, such assets are recorded as expenditures in the governmental funds and capitalized in the 
government-wide statement of net assets.  The valuation basis for capital assets is historical cost, or where 
historical cost is not available, estimated historical cost based on replacement cost.  Donated capital assets are 
capitalized at estimated fair market value on the date donated. 
 
Capital assets in the proprietary funds are capitalized in the fund in which they are utilized.  The valuation basis 
for proprietary fund capital assets is the same as those used for the capital assets of governmental funds. 
 
Depreciation is computed using the straight-line method.  Estimated useful lives of the various classes of 
depreciable capital assets are as follows: buildings, 20 to 50 years; improvements, 5 to 50 years; equipment, 2 to 
15 years. 
 
Deferred Outflows/Inflows of Resources 
 
In addition to assets, the statement of financial position also reports deferred outflows of resources.  This separate 
financial statement element represents a consumption of net position that applies to a future period and so will not 
be recognized as an expense or expenditure until then.  The District reports deferred outflows of resources for the 
unamortized loss on the refunding of general obligation bonds and current year pension contributions. 
 
In addition to liabilities, the statement of financial position reports a separate section for deferred inflows of 
resources.  This separate financial statement element represents an acquisition of net position that applies to a 
future period and so will not be recognized as revenue until then.  The District reports deferred inflows of 
resources for the difference between actual and expected rate of return on investments specific to the net pension 
liability. 
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Pensions 
 
For purposes of measuring the net pension liability and deferred outflows/inflows of resources related to pensions, 
and pension expense, information about the fiduciary net position of the California State Teachers Retirement 
System (CalSTRS) and the California Public Employees’ Retirement System (CalPERS) plan for Schools (Plans) 
and additions to/deductions from the Plans’ fiduciary net position have been determined on the same basis as they 
are reported by CalSTRS and CalPERS.  For this purpose, benefit payments (including refunds of employee 
contributions) are recognized when due and payable in accordance with the benefit terms.  Member contributions 
are recognized in the period in which they are earned.  Investments are reported at fair value. 


Interfund Balances 
 
In the financial statements, receivables and payables resulting from short-term interfund loans are classified as 
"interfund receivables/payables".  These amounts are eliminated in the governmental column of the statement of 
net assets, which are presented as internal balances. 
 
Compensated Absences 
 
Accumulated unpaid vacation benefits are accrued as a liability as the benefits are earned.  The entire 
compensated absence liability is reported on the government-wide statement of net assets.  For governmental 
funds, the current portion of unpaid compensated absences is recognized upon the occurrence of relevant events 
such as employee resignations and retirements that occur prior to year-end that have not yet been paid with 
expendable available financial resources.  These amounts are reported in the fund from which the employees who 
have accumulated leave are paid. 
 
Sick leave is accumulated without limit for each employee at the rate of one day for each month worked.  Leave 
with pay is provided when employees are absent for health reasons; however, the employees do not gain a vested 
right to accumulated sick leave.  Employees are never paid for any sick leave balance at termination of 
employment or any other time.  Therefore, the value of accumulated sick leave is not recognized as a liability in 
the District's financial statements.  However, credit for unused sick leave is applicable to all classified school 
members who retire after January 1, 1999.  At retirement, each member will receive .004 year of service credit for 
each day of unused sick leave. 
 
Accrued Liabilities and Long-Term Obligations 
 
All payables, accrued liabilities, and long-term obligations are reported in the government-wide and proprietary 
fund financial statements.  In general, governmental fund payables and accrued liabilities that, once incurred, are 
paid in a timely manner and in full from current financial resources are reported as obligations of the 
governmental funds. 
 
However, claims and judgments, compensated absences, special termination benefits, and contractually required 
pension contributions that will be paid from government funds are reported as a liability in the governmental fund 
financial statements only to the extent that they are due for repayment during the current year.  Bonds, capital 
leases, and other long-term obligations are recognized as liabilities in the governmental fund financial statements 
when due. 
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Fund Balance Reporting 
 
The District reports fund balance within one of the following categories: 
 
Nonspendable such as fund balance associated with inventories, prepaids, long-term loans and notes receivable, 
and property held for resale (unless the proceeds are restricted, committed, or assigned), 
 
Restricted fund balance category includes amounts that can be spent only for the specific purposes stipulated by 
constitution, external resources providers, or through enabling legislation, 
 
Committed fund balance classification includes amounts that can be used only for the specific purposes 
determined by a formal action of the School District Board of Directors (the district's highest level of decision-
making authority), 
 
Assigned fund balance classification are intended to be used by the government for specific purposes but do not 
meet the criteria to be classified as restricted or committed, and 
 
Unassigned fund balance is the residual classification for the government's general fund and includes all 
spendable amounts not contained in the other classifications. 
 
Committed Fund Balance Policy  For funds that are determined to fall within the “Committed Fund Balance” 
classification, the Governing Board, as the District's highest level of decision-making authority, may commit fund 
balance for specific purposes pursuant to constraints imposed by formal actions taken, such as a majority vote or 
resolution. These committed amounts cannot be used for any other purpose unless the Governing Board removes 
or changes the specific use through the same type of formal action taken to establish the commitment. Governing 
Board action to commit fund balance needs to occur within the fiscal reporting period, no later than June 30th; 
however, the amount can be determined with the release of the financial statements. 


 
Assigned Fund Balance Policy  Amounts that are constrained by the District's intent to be used for specific 
purposes, but are neither restricted nor committed, should be reported as assigned fund balance. The District 
delegates the authority to assign amounts to be used for specific purposes to the Chief Business Official for the 
purpose of reporting these amounts in the financial statements. 
 


Minimum Fund Balance Policy  The purpose of the District's fund balance policy is to maintain a prudent level of 
financial resources to protect against reducing service levels because of temporary revenue shortfalls or 
unpredicted one-time expenditures. 
 
The District has adopted a policy to achieve and maintain unrestricted fund balance in the General Fund of 3 
percent of total General Fund expenditures, other uses and transfers out at the close of each fiscal year, consistent 
with the recommended level promulgated by the State of California. 
 
Order of Fund Balance Spending Policy  For which amounts in any of the unrestricted fund balance 
classifications could be used, the District's policy is to apply expenditures in the following order: committed, 
assigned, and then unassigned. 
 
First, non-spendable fund balances are determined.  Then restricted fund balances for specific purposes are 
determined (not including non-spendable amounts). Then any remaining fund balances amounts for the non-
general funds are classified as restricted fund balance. 
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It is possible for the non-general funds to have negative unassigned fund balance when non-spendable amounts 
plus the restricted fund balances for specific purposes amounts exceed the positive fund balances for the non-
general fund. 
 
Net Position 
 
Net position represents the difference between assets and liabilities.  Net position invested in capital assets, net of 
related debt consists of capital assets, net of accumulated depreciation, is reduced by the outstanding balances of 
any borrowings used for the acquisition, construction or improvement of those assets.  Net position is reported as 
restricted when there are limitations imposed on their use either through the enabling legislation adopted by the 
District or through external restrictions imposed by creditors, grantors, or laws or regulations of other 
governments.  The District first applies restricted resources when an expense is incurred for purposes for which 
both restricted and unrestricted net position is available. 
 
Operating Revenues and Expenses 
 
Operating revenues are those revenues that are generated directly from the primary activity of the proprietary 
funds.  For the District, these revenues are for in-district charges for the self-insurance.  Operating expenses are 
necessary costs incurred to provide the goods or service that are the primary activity of the fund.  All revenues 
and expenses not meeting this definition are reported as non-operating revenues and expenses. 
 
Interfund Activity 
 
Exchange transactions between funds are reported as revenues in the seller funds and as expenditures/expenses in 
the purchaser funds.  Flows of cash or goods from one fund to another without a requirement for repayment are 
reported as interfund transfers.  Interfund transfers are reported as other financing sources/uses in governmental 
funds and after non-operating revenues/expenses in proprietary funds.  Repayments from funds responsible for 
particular expenditures/expenses to the funds that initially paid for them are not presented in the financial 
statements of activities. 
 
Estimates 
 
The preparation of the financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the 
United States of America requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the amounts 
reported in the financial statements and accompanying notes.  Actual results may differ from those estimates. 
 
Budgetary Data 
 
The budgetary process is prescribed by provisions of the California Education Code and requires the governing 
board to hold a public hearing and adopt an operating budget no later than July 1st of each year.  The District 
governing board satisfied these requirements.  The adopted budget is subject to amendment throughout the year to 
give consideration to unanticipated revenue and expenditures primarily resulting from events unknown at the time 
of budget adoption with the legal restriction that expenditures cannot exceed appropriations by major object 
account. 
 
The amounts reported as the original budgeted amounts in the budgetary statements reflect the amounts when the 
original appropriations were adopted.  The amounts reported as the final budgeted amounts in the budgetary 
statements reflect the amounts after all amendments have been accounted for.  For purposes of the budget, on 
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behalf payments have not been included as revenue and expenditures as required under generally accepted 
accounting principles. 
 
Property Tax 
 
Secured property taxes attach as an enforceable lien on property as of January 1.  Taxes are payable in two 
installments on November 1 and February 1 and become delinquent on December 10 and April 10, respectively.  
Unsecured property taxes are payable in one installment on or before August 31.  The County of San Joaquin bills 
and collects the taxes on behalf of the District.  Local property tax revenues are recorded when received. 
 
Change in Accounting Principles 
 
In June 2015, the GASB issued Statement No. 74, Financial Reporting for Postemployment Benefit Plans Other 


Than Pension Plans. The objective of this Statement is to improve the usefulness of information about 
postemployment benefits other than pensions (other postemployment benefits or OPEB) included in the general 
purpose external financial report of state and local governmental OPEB plans for making decisions and assessing 
accountability.  This Statement results from a comprehensive review of the effectiveness of existing standards of 
accounting and financial reporting for all postemployment benefits (pension and OPEB) with regard to providing 
decision-useful information, supporting assessments or accountability and inter-period equity, and creating 
additional transparency. 
 
This Statement replaces Statement No. 43, Financial Reporting for Postemployment Benefit Plans Other Than 


Pension Plans, as amended, and No. 57, OPEB Measurements by Agent Employers and Agent Multiple-Employer 


Plans.  It also includes requirement for defined contribution OPEB plans that replaces the requirement for those 
OPEB plans in Statement No. 25, Financial Reporting for Defined Benefit Pension Plans and Note Disclosures 


for Defined Contributions Plans, as amended, Statement No. 43, and Statement No. 50, Pension disclosures. 
 
The District has implemented the provisions of this Statement as of June 30, 2017. 
 
In December 2015, the GASB issued Statement No. 78, Pensions Provided Through Certain Multiple-Employer 


Defined Benefit Pension Plans. The objective of this Statement is to address a practice issue regarding the scope 
and applicability of Statement No. 68, Accounting and Financial Reporting for Pensions. This issue is associated 
with pensions provided through certain multiple-employer defined benefit pension plans and to state or local 
governmental employers whose employees are provided with such pensions. 
 
Prior to the issuance of this Statement, the requirements of Statement No. 68 applied to the financial statements of 
all state and local governmental employers whose employees are provided with pensions through pension plans 
that are administered through trusts that meet the criteria in paragraph 4 of that Statement. This Statement amends 
the scope and applicability of Statement No. 68 to exclude pensions provided to employees of state or local 
governmental employers through a cost-sharing multiple-employer defined benefit pension plan that (1) is not a 
state or local governmental pension plan, (2) is used to provide defined benefit pensions both to employees of 
state or local governmental employers and to employees of employers that are not state or local governmental 
employers, and (3) has no predominant state or local governmental employer (either individually or collectively 
with other state or local governmental employers that provide pensions through the pension plan). This Statement 
establishes requirements for recognition and measurement of pension expense, expenditures, and liabilities; note 
disclosures; and required supplementary information for pensions that have the characteristics described above. 
 
The District has implemented the provisions of this Statement as of June 30, 2017. 
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In January 2016, the GASB issued Statement No. 80, Blending Requirements for Certain Component Units - 


amendment of GASB Statement No. 14. The objective of this Statement is to improve financial reporting by 
clarifying the financial statement presentation requirements for certain component units. This Statement amends 
the blending requirements established in paragraph 53 of Statement No. 14, The Financial Reporting Entity, as 
amended. The additional criterion requires blending of a component unit incorporated as a not-for-profit 
corporation in which the primary government is the sole corporate member. The additional criterion does not 
apply to component units included in the financial reporting entity pursuant to the provisions of Statement No. 39, 
Determining Whether Certain Organizations Are Component Units. 
 
The District has implemented the provisions of this Statement as of June 30, 2017. 
 
In March 2016, the GASB issued Statement No. 82, Pension Issues - An Amendment of GASB Statements No. 67, 


No. 68, and No. 73. The objective of this Statement is to address certain issues that have been raised with respect 
to Statements No. 67, Financial Reporting for Pension Plans, No. 68, Accounting and Financial Reporting for 


Pensions, and No. 73, Accounting and Financial Reporting for Pensions and Related Assets That Are Not within 


the Scope of GASB Statement No. 68, and Amendments to Certain Provisions of GASB Statements No. 67 and No. 


68. Specifically, this Statement addresses issues regarding (1) the presentation of payroll-related measures in 
required supplementary information, (2) the selection of assumptions and the treatment of deviations from the 
guidance in an Actuarial Standard of Practice for financial reporting purposes, and (3) the classification of 
payments made by employers to satisfy employee (plan member) contribution requirements.  
 
The District has implemented the provisions of this Statement as of June 30, 2017, except for the requirements of 
this Statement for the selection of assumptions in a circumstance in which an employer's pension liability is 
measured as of a date other than the employer's most recent fiscal year-end. In that circumstance, the requirements 
for the selection of assumptions are effective for that employer in the first reporting period in which the 
measurement date of the pension liability is on or after June 15, 2017. 
 
New Accounting Pronouncements  
 
GASB Statement No. 75 – In June 2015, the GASB issued Statement No. 75, Accounting and Financial 


Reporting for Postemployment Benefits Other Than Pension. The primary objective of this Statement is to 
improve accounting and financial reporting by state and local governments for postemployment benefits other 
than pensions (other postemployment benefits or OPEB). It also improves information provided by state and local 
governmental employers about financial support for OPEB that is provided by other entities. This Statement 
results from a comprehensive review of the effectiveness of existing standards of accounting and financial 
reporting for all postemployment benefits (pensions and OPEB) with regard to providing decision-useful 
information, supporting assessments of accountability and inter-period equity, and creating additional 
transparency.  
 
This Statement replaces the requirements of Statements No. 45, Accounting and Financial Reporting by 


Employers for Postemployment Benefits Other Than Pensions, as amended, and No. 57, OPEB Measurements by 


Agent Employers and Agent Multiple-Employer Plans, for OPEB. Statement No. 74, Financial Reporting for 


Postemployment Benefit Plans Other Than Pension Plans, establishes new accounting and financial reporting 
requirements for OPEB plans. This Statement is effective for financial statements for periods beginning after June 
15, 2017.  
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GASB Statement No. 81 – In March 2016, GASB issued Statement No. 81, Irrevocable Split-Interest 


Agreements. The object of this Statement is to improve accounting and financial reporting for an irrevocable split-
interest agreement by providing recognition and measurement guidance for situations in which a government is a 
beneficiary of the agreement.  This Statement is effective for financial statements for periods beginning after 
December 15, 2016, and should be applied retroactively. 


GASB Statement No. 84 – In January 2017, GASB issued Statement No. 84, Fiduciary Activities. The objective 
of this Statement is to improve guidance regarding the identification of fiduciary activities for accounting and 
financial reporting purposes and how those activities should be reported.  This Statement establishes criteria for 
identifying fiduciary activities of all state and local governments.  The Statement is effective for reporting periods 
beginning after December 15, 2018.   


GASB Statement No. 85 – In March 2017, GASB issued Statement No. 85, Omnibus 2017.  The objective is to 
address practice issues that have been identified during implementation and application of certain GASB 
Statements.  This Statement addresses a variety of topics including issues related to blending component units, 
goodwill, fair value measurement and application and postemployment benefits.  The Statement is effective for 
periods beginning after June 15, 2017.    


GASB Statement No. 86 – In May 2017, GASB issued Statement No. 86, Certain Debt Extinguishment Issues.  
The primary objective of this Statement is to improve consistency in accounting and financial reporting for in-
substance defeasance of debt by providing guidance for transactions in which cash and other monetary assets 
acquired with only existing resources – resources other than the proceeds of refunding debt – are placed in an 
irrevocable trust for the sole purpose of extinguishing debt. The Statement is effective for periods beginning after 
June 15, 2017.

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Policies and Practices 
 
The District is authorized under California Government Code to make direct investments in local agency bonds, 
notes, or warrants within the State; U.S. Treasury instruments; registered State warrants or treasury notes; 
securities of the U.S. Government, or its agencies; bankers acceptances; commercial paper; certificates of deposit 
placed with commercial banks and/or savings and loan companies; repurchase or reverse repurchase agreements; 
medium term corporate notes; shares of beneficial interest issued by diversified management companies, 
certificates of participation, obligations with first priority security; and collateralized mortgage obligations. 
 
Investment in County Treasury – The District is considered to be an involuntary participant in an external 
investment pool as the District is required to deposit all receipts and collections of monies with their County 
Treasurer (Education Code Section 41001).  The fair value of the District's investment in the pool is reported in 
the accounting financial statements at amounts based upon the District's pro-rata share of the fair value provided 
by the County Treasurer for the entire portfolio (in relation to the amortized cost of that portfolio).  The balance 
available for withdrawal is based on the accounting records maintained by the County Treasurer, which is 
recorded on the amortized cost basis.

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Authorized Under Debt Agreements 


Investments of debt proceeds held by bond trustees are governed by provisions of the debt agreements, rather than 
the general provisions of the California Government Code.  These provisions allow for the acquisition of 
investment agreements with maturities of up to 30 years. 
 
Interest Rate Risk 


Interest rate risk is the risk that changes in market interest rates will adversely affect the fair value of an 
investment.  Generally, the longer the maturity of an investment the greater the sensitivity of its fair value to 
changes in market interest rates.  The District does not have a formal investment policy that limits investment 
maturities as a means of managing its exposure to fair value losses arising from increasing interest rates.  The 
District manages its exposure to interest rate risk by primarily investing in the San Joaquin County Investment 
Pool.

The District monitors the interest rate risk inherent in its portfolio by measuring the weighted average maturity of 
its portfolio.

Credit Risk 


Credit risk is the risk that an issuer of an investment will not fulfill its obligation to the holder of the investment.

Custodial Credit Risk – Deposits 
 
This is the risk that in the event of a bank failure, the District's deposits may not be returned to it.  The District 
does not have a policy for custodial credit risk for deposits.  However, the California Government Code requires 
that a financial institution secure deposits made by State or local government units by pledging securities in an 
undivided collateral pool held by a depository regulated under State law (unless so waived by the governmental 
unit).  The market value of the pledged securities in the collateral pool must equal at least 110 percent of the total 
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amount deposited by the public agencies.  California law also allows financial institutions to secure public 
deposits by pledging first trust deed mortgage notes having a value of 150 percent of the secured public deposits 
and letters of credit issued by the Federal Home Loan Bank of San Francisco having a value of 105 percent of the 
secured deposits.  As of June 30, 2017, the District's bank balance of $60,173 with a carrying amount of  
$54,415 was under $250,000 and therefore covered under Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (FDIC). 
 
Custodial Credit Risks – Investments 
 
This is the risk that, in the event of the failure of the counterparty, the District will not be able to recover the value 
of its investments or collateral securities that are in possession of an outside party.  The California Government 
Code does not contain legal or policy requirements that would limit the custodial credit risk for investments.

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Bonded Debt 


In April 2011, Jefferson School District issued Series A of the Election of 2010 in the amounts of $5,830,000 in 
current interest bonds and $567,194 in capital appreciation bonds.  Interest on the current interest bonds is payable 
on August 1 and February 1 of each year, commencing August 1, 2011.  The capital appreciation bonds accrete 
interest compounded semi-annually on August 1 and February 1, commencing August 1, 2022.  The proceeds 
from the sale of the bonds will be used for the acquisition, construction and furnishing of equipment for district 
facilities. 


In April 2013, Jefferson Elementary School District issued Series B of the Election 2010 in the amounts of 
$1,700,000 in current interest bonds, $14,603,679 in capital appreciation bonds and $6,695,791 in convertible 
capital appreciation bonds.  Interest on the current interest bonds is payable on August 1 and February 1 of each 
year, commencing August 1, 2015.  The capital appreciation bonds and convertible capital appreciation bonds 
accrete interest compounded semi-annually on August 1 and February 1, commencing August 1, 2023.  The 
proceeds from the sale of the bonds will be used for the acquisition, construction and furnishing of equipment for 
district facilities. 


On August 19, 2014, Jefferson Elementary School District issued Series C of the Election 2010 in the amounts of 
$1,780,000 in current interest bonds and $2,034,069 in capital appreciation bonds.  Interest on the current interest 
bonds accrues from the date of delivery and is payable semiannually on February 1 and August 1 of each year, 
commencing February 1, 2015.  The capital appreciation bonds accrete interest compounded semiannually on 
February 1 and August 1 of each year, commencing on February 1, 2015.  The proceeds from the sale of the 
bonds will be used for the acquisition and construction of school facilities projects.

The contribution requirements of the District are established and may be amended by the District and the 
eligible plan members.  The required contribution is based on projected pay-as-you-go financing requirements, 
with an additional amount to prefund benefits.  For fiscal year 2016-2017, the District contributed $42,858 to 
the plan, a portion of which was used for current premiums.

The District's annual other postemployment benefit (OPEB) cost (expense) is calculated based on the annual 
required contribution of the employer (ARC), an amount actuarially determined in accordance with the 
parameters of GASB Statement No. 45.  The ARC represents a level of funding that, if paid on an ongoing 
basis, is projected to cover normal cost each year and amortize any unfunded actuarial accrued liabilities 
(UAAL) (or funding excess) over a period not to exceed thirty years.  The District's ARC for the current year 
was $47,686 which was fully funded through contributions made during the year.

Amounts determined regarding the funded status of the 
plan and the annual required contributions of the employer are subject to continual revision as actual results are 
compared with past expectations and new estimates are made about the future.  The schedule of funding 
progress, presented as required supplementary information following the notes to the financial statements, 
presents multiyear trend information about whether the actuarial value of plan assets is increasing or decreasing 
over time relative to the actuarial accrued liabilities for benefits.  


Actuarial Methods and Assumptions 


Projections of benefits for financial reporting purposes are based on the substantive plan (the plan as understood 
by the employer and the plan members) and include the types of benefits provided at the time of each valuation 
and the historical pattern of sharing of benefit costs between the employer and plan members to that point.  The 
actuarial methods and assumptions used include techniques that are designed to reduce the effects of short-term 
volatility in actuarial accrued liabilities and the actuarial value of assets, consistent with the long-term 
perspective of the calculations. 


In the June 1, 2017, actuarial valuation, the entry age normal actuarial method was used.  The actuarial 
assumptions included a 3.5 percent investment rate of return (net of administrative expenses), based on the 
plan being funded in an irrevocable employee benefit trust invested in a long-term fixed income portfolio.  
Additionally, actuarial assumptions include a 4 percent per year trend increase in healthcare costs.   The UAAL 
is being amortized at a level dollar method for a static 30 years. The remaining amortization period at  
June 1, 2017, was 30 years. The actuarial value of assets was determined at $217,221. 


NOTE 11 – RISK MANAGEMENT 


Property and Liability 


The District is exposed to various risks of loss related to torts; theft of, damage to, and destruction of assets; errors 
and omissions; injuries to employees; and natural disasters.  During the fiscal year ending June 30, 2017, the 
District contracted with San Joaquin County Schools for property and liability insurance coverage.  Settled claims 
have not exceeded this commercial coverage in any of the past three years.  There has not been a significant 
reduction in coverage from the prior year. 


Workers' Compensation 


For fiscal year 2016-2017, the District participated in the San Joaquin County Schools Workers' Compensation 
(SJCSWC), an insurance purchasing pool.  The intent of the SJCSWC is to achieve the benefit of a reduced 
premium for the District by virtue of its grouping and representation with other participants in the SJCSWC.  The 
workers' compensation experience of the participating districts is calculated as one experience and a common 
premium rate is applied to all districts in the SJCSWC.  Each participant pays its workers' compensation premium 
based on its individual rate.  Total savings are then calculated and each participant's individual performance is 
compared to the overall savings percentage of each participated school districts.  A participant will then either 
receive money from or be required to contribute to the "equity-pooling fund".  This "equity pooling" arrangement 
insures that each participant shares equally in the overall performance of the SJCSWC. 
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Employee Medical Benefits 


The District has contracted with the Self Insured Schools of California (SISC) to provide classified employee 
medical and surgical benefits.  Self Insured Schools of California is a shared risk pool comprised of Districts 
within California.  Rates are set through an annual calculation process.  The District pays a monthly contribution, 
which is placed in a common fund from which claim payments are made for all participating Districts.  Claims are 
paid for all participants regardless of claims flow.  The Board of Directors has a right to return monies to a district 
subsequent to the settlement of all expenses and claims if a district withdraws from the pool.  The District's 
teachers union independently contracted with the Consolidated Benefit Trust (CBT) to provide certified employee 
medical and surgical benefits.

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NOTE 12 – EMPLOYEE RETIREMENT SYSTEMS 


Qualified employees are covered under multiple-employer defined benefit pension plans maintained by agencies 
of the State of California.  Academic employees are members of the California State Teachers’ Retirement 
System (CalSTRS) and classified employees are members of the California Public Employees’ Retirement 
System (CalPERS) 


The District implemented GASB Statement No. 68 and No. 71 for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2017.  As a 
result, the District reported its proportionate share of the net pension liabilities, pension expense and deferred 
inflow of resources for each of the above plans and a deferred outflow of resources for each of the above plans as 
follows:

California State Teachers' Retirement System (CalSTRS) 


Plan Description 


The District contributes to the State Teachers Retirement Plan (STRP) administered by the California State 
Teachers' Retirement System (CalSTRS). STRP is a cost-sharing multiple-employer public employee retirement 
system defined benefit pension plan. Benefit provisions are established by State statutes, as legislatively amended, 
within the State Teachers' Retirement Law. 


A full description of the pension plan regarding benefit provisions, assumptions (for funding, but not accounting 
purposes), and membership information is listed in the June 30, 2015, annual actuarial valuation report, Defined 
Benefit Program Actuarial Valuation. This report and CalSTRS audited financial information are publically 
available reports that can be found on the CalSTRS website under Publications at: 
http://www.calstrs.com/member-publications. 


Benefits Provided 


The STRP provides retirement, disability and survivor benefits to beneficiaries. Benefits are based on members' 
final compensation, age and years of service credit. Members hired on or before December 31, 2012, with five 
years of credited service are eligible for the normal retirement benefit at age 60. Members hired on or after 
January 1, 2013, with five years of credited service are eligible for the normal retirement benefit at age 62. The 
normal retirement benefit is equal to 2.0 percent of final compensation for each year of credited service.  


The STRP is comprised of four programs: Defined Benefit Program, Defined Benefit Supplement Program, Cash 
Balance Benefit Program and Replacement Benefits Program. The STRP holds assets for the exclusive purpose of 
providing benefits to members and beneficiaries of these programs. CalSTRS also uses plan assets to defray 
reasonable expenses of administering the STRP. Although CalSTRS is the administrator of the STRP, the state is 
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the sponsor of the STRP and obligor of the trust. In addition, the state is both an employer and nonemployer 
contributing entity to the STRP.  


The District contributes exclusively to the STRP Defined Benefit Program, thus disclosures are not included for 
the other plans.

Contributions 


Required member, District and State of California contributions rates are set by the California Legislature and 
Governor and detailed in Teachers' Retirement Law. The contributions rates are expressed as a level percentage of 
payroll using the entry age normal actuarial method. In accordance with AB 1469, employer contributions into the 
CalSTRS will be increasing to a total of 19.1 percent of applicable member earnings phased over a seven year 
period. The contribution rates for each plan for the year ended June 30, 2017, are presented above and the 
District's total contributions were $1,306,101. 


Pension Liabilities, Pension Expense, and Deferred Outflows of Resources and Deferred Inflows of 
Resources Related to Pensions 


At June 30, 2017, the District reported a liability for its proportionate share of the net pension liability that 
reflected a reduction for State pension support provided to the District. The amount recognized by the District as 
its proportionate share of the net pension liability, the related state support and the total portion of the net pension 
liability that was associated with the District were as follows:

The net pension liability was measured as of June 30, 2016. The District's proportion of the net pension liability 
was based on a projection of the District's long-term share of contributions to the pension plan relative to the 
projected contributions of all participating school districts and the State, actuarially determined. The District’s 
proportionate share for measurement period June 30, 2016 and June 30, 2015, respectively, was 0.0186 percent 
and 0.0197 percent, resulting in a net decrease in the proportionate share of 0.0011 percent. 
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For the year ended June 30, 2017, the District recognized pension expense of $1,266,708. In addition, the District 
recognized pension expense and revenue of $807,184 for support provided by the State. At June 30, 2017, the 
District reported deferred outflows of resources and deferred inflows of resources related to pensions from the 
following sources:

Actuarial Methods and Assumptions 


Total pension liability for STRP was determined by applying update procedures to a financial reporting actuarial 
valuation as of June 30, 2015, and rolling forward the total pension liability to June 30, 2016. The financial 
reporting actuarial valuation as of June 30, 2015, used the following methods and assumptions, applied to all prior 
periods included in the measurement:

CalSTRS uses custom mortality tables to best fit the patterns of mortality among its members. These custom 
tables are based on RP2000 series tables adjusted to fit CalSTRS experience. 


The long-term expected rate of return on pension plan investments was determined using a building-block method 
in which best estimate ranges of expected future real rates of return (expected returns, net of pension plan 
investment expense and inflation) are developed for each major asset class. The best estimate ranges were 
developed using capital market assumptions from CalSTRS general investment consultant. Based on the model 
for CalSTRS consulting actuary' investment practice, a best estimate range was determined be assuming the 
portfolio is re-balanced annually and that the annual returns are lognormally distributed and independently from 
year to year to develop expected percentile for the long-term distribution of annualized returns. The assumed asset 
allocation is based on board policy for target asset allocation in effect on February 2, 2012, the date the current 
experience study was approved by the board. Best estimates of 10-year geometric real rates of return and the 
assumed asset allocation for each major asset class used as input to develop the actuarial investment rate of return 
are summarized in the following table:

The discount rate used to measure the total pension liability was 7.60 percent. The projection of cash flows used 
to determine the discount rate assumed the contributions from plan members and employers will be made at 
statutory contribution rates. Projected inflows from investment earnings were calculated using the long-term 
assumed investment rate of return (7.60 percent) and assuming that contributions, benefit payments and 
administrative expense occurred midyear. Based on these assumptions, the STRP's fiduciary net position was 
projected to be available to make all projected future benefit payments to current plan members. Therefore, the 
long-term assumed investment rate of return was applied to all periods of projected benefit payments to determine 
total pension liability.

Plan Description 
 
Qualified employees are eligible to participate in the School Employer Pool (SEP) [and the Safety Risk Pool] 
under the California Public Employees' Retirement System (CalPERS), a cost-sharing multiple-employer public 
employee retirement system defined benefit pension plan administered by CalPERS. Benefit provisions are 
established by State statutes, as legislatively amended, within the Public Employees' Retirement Law. 
 
A full description of the pension plan regarding benefit provisions, assumptions (for funding, but not accounting 
purposes), and membership information is listed in the June 30, 2015 annual actuarial valuation report, Schools 
Pool Actuarial Valuation, and the Risk Pool Actuarial Valuation Report, Safety. These report and CalPERS 
audited financial information are publically available reports that can be found on the CalPERS website under 
Forms and Publications at: https://www.calpers.ca.gov/page/forms-publications. 
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Benefits Provided 


CalPERS provides service retirement and disability benefits, annual cost of living adjustments and death benefits 
to plan members, who must be public employees and beneficiaries. Benefits are based on years of service credit, a 
benefit factor and the member's final compensation. Members hired on or before December 31, 2012, with five 
years of total service are eligible to retire at age 50 with statutorily reduced benefits. Members hired on or after 
January 1, 2013, with five years of total service are eligible to retire at age 52 with statutorily reduced benefits. 
All members are eligible for non-duty disability benefits after five years of service. The Basic Death Benefit is 
paid to any member's beneficiary if the member dies while actively employed. An employee's eligible survivor 
may receive the 1957 Survivor Benefit if the member dies while actively employed, is at least age 50 (or 52 for 
members hired on or after January 1, 2013), and has at least five years of credited service. The cost of living 
adjustments for each plan are applied as specified by the Public Employees' Retirement Law.

Contributions 


Section 20814(c) of the California Public Employees' Retirement Law requires that the employer contribution 
rates for all public employers be determined on an annual basis by the actuary and shall be effective on the July 1 
following notice of a change in the rate. Total plan contributions are calculated through the CalPERS annual 
actuarial valuation process. The actuarially determined rate is the estimated amount necessary to finance the costs 
of benefits earned by employees during the year, with an additional amount to finance any unfunded accrued 
liability. The District is required to contribute the difference between the actuarially determined rate and the 
contribution rate of employees. The contributions rates are expressed as percentage of annual payroll. The 
contribution rates for each plan for the year ended June 30, 2017, are presented above and the total District 
contributions were $374,325. 


Pension Liabilities, Pension Expense, and Deferred Outflows of Resources and Deferred Inflows of 
Resources Related to Pensions 


As of June 30, 2017, the District reported net pension liabilities for its proportionate share of the CalPERS net 
pension liability totaling $4,008,282. The net pension liability was measured as of June 30, 2016. The District's 
proportion of the net pension liability was based on a projection of the District's long-term share of contributions 
to the pension plan relative to the projected contributions of all participating school districts, actuarially 
determined. The District’s proportionate share for measurement period June 30, 2016 and June 30, 2015, 
respectively, was 0.0203 percent and 0.0215 percent, resulting in a net decrease in the proportionate share of 
0.0012 percent. 
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For the year ended June 30, 2017, the District recognized pension expense of $458,518. At June 30, 2017, the 
District reported deferred outflows of resources and deferred inflows of resources related to pensions from the 
following sources:

Mortality assumptions are based on mortality rates resulting from the most recent CalPERS experience study 
adopted by the CalPERS Board. For purposes of the post-retirement mortality rates, those revised rates include 
five years of projected ongoing mortality improvement using Scale AA published by the Society of Actuaries. 


In determining the long-term expected rate of return, CalPERS took into account both short-term and long-term 
market return expectations as well as the expected pension fund cash flows. Using historical returns of all the 
funds' asset classes, expected compound returns were calculated over the short-term (first ten years) and the long-
term (11-60 years) using a building-block approach. Using the expected nominal returns for both short-term and 
long-term, the present value of benefits was calculated for each fund. The expected rate of return was set by 
calculating the single equivalent expected return that arrived at the same present value of benefits for cash flows 
as the one calculated using both short-term and long-term returns. The expected rate of return was then set 
equivalent to the single equivalent rate calculated above and rounded down to the nearest one quarter of one 
percent. The target asset allocation and best estimates of arithmetic real rates of return for each major asset class 
are summarized in the following table:

Social Security 


As established by Federal law, all public sector employees who are not members of their employer’s existing 
retirement system (CalSTRS or CalPERS) must be covered by social security or an alternative plan. The District 
has elected to use social security. Contributions made by the District and an employee vest immediately. The 
District contributes 6.2% of an employee’s gross earnings and employees are required to contribute an additional 
6.2% of gross earnings. 


On Behalf Payments 


The State of California makes contributions to CalSTRS on behalf of the District. These payments consist of State 
General Fund contributions to CalSTRS in the amount of $807,184 (8.578248% of annual payroll). Under 
accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America, these amounts are to be reported as 
revenue and expenditures. Accordingly, these amounts have been recorded in these financial statements. On 
behalf payments have been excluded from the calculations of available reserves. 


NOTE 13 – COMMITMENTS AND CONTINGENCIES 


Grants 


The District received financial assistance from Federal and State agencies in the form of grants.  The 
disbursement of funds received under these programs generally requires compliance with terms and conditions 
specified in the grant agreements and are subject to audit by the grantor agencies.  Any disallowed claims 
resulting from such audits could become a liability of the General Fund or other applicable funds.  However, in 
the opinion of management, any such disallowed claims will not have a material adverse effect on the overall 
financial position of the District at June 30, 2017. 


Litigation 


The District is involved in various legal litigation arising from the normal course of business.  In the opinion of 
management and legal counsel, the disposition of all litigation pending is not expected to have a material adverse 
effect on the overall financial position of the District at June 30, 2017. 
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NOTE 14 – PARTICIPATION IN PUBLIC ENTITY RISK POOLS, JOINT POWER AUTHORITIES 
AND OTHER RELATED PARTY TRANSACTIONS 


The District is a member of the San Joaquin County School Workers' Compensation Insurance Group 
(SJCSWCIG), San Joaquin County Schools Property and Liability Insurance Group (SJCSP&LIG) public entity 
risk pools, Tracy Area Public Facilities Financing Agency (TAPFFA) joint powers agency, the San Joaquin 
County Schools Data Processing Group (SJCSDPC) and a Health Insurance Consortium.  The District pays an 
annual premium to the applicable entity for its health, workers’ compensation, legal services, data processing, and 
property liability coverage.  The relationships between the District and the JPA's are such that they are not 
component units of the District for financial reporting purposes. 


These entities have budgeting and financial reporting requirements independent of member units and their 
financial statements are not presented in these financial statements; however, fund transactions between the 
entities and the District are included in these statements.  Audited financial statements are generally available 
from the respective entities. 


During the year ended June 30, 2017, the District made payments of $264,868, $138,378, $78,755 and $5,915 to 
the San Joaquin County School Workers' Compensation Insurance Group, San Joaquin County Schools Property 
and Liability Insurance Group, the San Joaquin County Schools Data Processing, and the Health Insurance 
Consortium respectively, for the workers' compensation insurance, property and liability insurance, data 
processing, and health administrative services.

The BP also reflects NEW LAW (AB 


119, June 27, 2017) which requires districts to provide employee organizations with specified contact 


information for new employees in the bargaining unit and to give employee organizations access to 


new employee orientations (this access is limited in scope to “onboarding sessions” where newly 


hired employees are advised of their employment status, rights, benefits, duties, responsibilities, or 


any other employment-related matters.)

***Note:  Pursuant to Government Code 3544, an employee organization may become the 


employees' exclusive representative for negotiations by filing a request with the district 


providing proof that a majority of the employees in an appropriate unit wish to be represented by 


that organization. Notice of such request must be immediately posted conspicuously on all 


employee bulletin boards in each district facility in which members of the unit are employed. 


Government Code 3544.1 requires the district to grant the request for recognition unless (1) the 


district doubts the appropriateness of the unit, (2) another employee organization files a 


challenge to the appropriateness of the unit or submits a competing claim of representation 


within 15 work days of the posting of notice of the written request, or (3) the district currently 


has a lawful written agreement with another employee organization representing the same 


employees.*** 


 


***Note:  Pursuant to Government Code 3540.1, the definition of "exclusive representative" 


includes representation of "all public school employees" other than management and confidential 


employees, as defined. Thus, employees such as noon-time aides who are neither certificated nor 


classified employees may be represented.*** 


 


***Note:  Government Code 3543 provides that public school employees have the right to 


represent themselves individually in their employment relations with the district except that, 


once an exclusive representative has been recognized, an employee in that unit is prohibited from

For this purpose, supervisory employee means any employee, regardless of job description, 


having the authority, in the interest of the district, to hire, transfer, suspend, layoff, recall, 


promote, discharge, assign, reward, discipline, assign work, direct, adjust grievance of other 


employees, or effectively recommend that action. The exercise of this authority shall not be 


merely routine or clerical in nature, but shall require the use of independent judgment.

***Note:  Pursuant to Government Code 3543.4, management and confidential employees, as 


defined in Government Code 3540.1, are excluded from the right to be represented in 


negotiations by an employee organization. The Public Employment Relations Board ultimately 


determines, based upon the duties of the position, which positions qualify as "management" or 


"confidential" and thus are excluded from bargaining.*** 


 


Employees serving in management, senior management, or confidential positions shall not be 


represented by an exclusive representative. Such employees may represent themselves 


individually or may be represented by an employee organization whose membership is composed 


entirely of employees designated as holding those positions. When represented by an employee 


organization, that organization shall not meet and negotiate with the district.

1. Management employee means any employee who has significant responsibilities for 


formulating district policies or administering district programs, and whose position is designated 


as a management position by the Board. 


 


2. Confidential employee means any employee who is required to develop or present 


management positions with respect to employer-employee relations or whose duties normally 


require access to confidential information that is used to contribute significantly to the 


development of management positions. 


 


Access to Employee Orientations and Contact Information 


 


***Note:  Pursuant to Government Code 3556, as added by AB 119 (Ch. 21, Statutes of 2017), 


districts are required to provide recognized employee organizations access to new employee 


orientations, as defined, and to give at least 10 days' notice in advance of any such orientation.  


However, shorter notice may be provided if an unforeseeable urgency critical to the district's 


operations prevents giving the required 10 days' notice.*** 


 


***Note:  Government Code 3556 and 3557, as added by AB 119, require that the structure, 


time, and manner of access to new employee orientations be determined by mutual agreement of 


the district and employee organization. If the parties fail to reach an agreement regarding the new 


employee orientation, the negotiations become subject to compulsory interest arbitration.

The district shall permit employee organizations access to new employee orientations where 


newly hired employees are advised, whether in person, online, or through other means or 


mediums, of their employment status, rights, benefits, duties, responsibilities, or any other 


employment-related matters. The district shall provide employee organizations at least 10 days' 


notice in advance of an orientation. However, in any specific instance where an unforeseeable, 


urgent need critical to the district's operation prevents the required 10 days' notice, a shorter 


notice may be provided.  (Government Code 3555.5, 3556) 


 


The structure, time, and manner of the access to new employee orientations shall be determined 


by mutual agreement of the district and the exclusive representative, following a request to 


negotiate by either party. If the district and exclusive representative fail to reach an agreement, 


matters related to the access to new employee orientation shall be subject to compulsory interest 


arbitration.  The district and employee organization may mutually agree to submit any dispute to 


compulsory interest arbitration at any time.  In addition, if any dispute arises during negotiations 


and is not resolved within 45 days after the first meeting or within 60 days after the initial 


request to negotiate, whichever is earlier, either party may make a demand for compulsory 


interest arbitration. When any such dispute arises during the summer when the district's 


administrative office is closed, the timeline shall commence on the first day the administrative 


office reopens. The decision of the arbitrator shall be final and binding on the parties.  


(Government Code 3556, 3557)

information for new employees in the bargaining unit, as provided below. The information 


required by Government Code 3558 must be provided in a manner consistent with Government 


Code 6254.3, which authorizes disclosure of an employee's home address, home telephone 


number(s), and personal cell phone number to an employee organization unless the district 


receives a written request by the employee to not disclose the information. Pursuant to 


Government Code 6254.3, as amended by AB 119, the personal email address of an employee is 


not disclosable unless used by the employee to conduct public business. The following paragraph 


should be revised if districts have an agreement with their employee organization(s) requiring 


more frequent or more detailed contact lists.*** 


 


***Note:  In County of Los Angeles v. Service Employees International Union, Local 721, the 


California Supreme Court held that (1) an employer has a duty to provide information relevant to 


collective bargaining to the applicable bargaining unit and failure to do so is a violation of the 


employer's obligation to bargain in good faith; (2) the disclosure of an employee's home address 


and phone number(s) by an employer to the union does not violate the employee's constitutional 


right of privacy; and (3) other avenues for implementing privacy safeguards are available, such 


as bargaining for a notice and opt-out procedure or drafting employment contracts that will 


notify employees that their home contact information is subject to disclosure to the union and 


that they may request nondisclosure.*** 


 


The Superintendent or designee shall provide an exclusive representative with the following 


information, if available; name, job title, department, work location, telephone numbers (work, 


home, and personal cell phone), personal email address(es) on file with the district, and home 


address of any newly hired employee in the bargaining unit, within 30 days of hire or by the first 


pay period of the month following hire. In addition, the Superintendent or designee shall provide 


the same information on all employees in the bargaining unit to an exclusive representative at 


least every 120 days, unless more frequent or detailed lists are required by agreement with the 


exclusive representative.  (Government Code 3558, 6254.3) 


 


However, the Superintendent or designee shall not disclose the home address and any phone 


numbers on file for employees performing law enforcement-related functions, nor shall he/she 


disclose the home address, home or personal cell phone number(s), or personal email address(es) 


of any employee who is a participant in the Safe at Home address confidentiality program 


pursuant to Government Code 6207 or any employee who provides written request that the 


information not be disclosed for this purpose. Following receipt of a written request, the district 


shall remove the employee's home address, home and personal cell phone numbers, and personal 


email address from any mailing list maintained by the district unless the list is only used by the 


district to contact the employee.  (Government Code 3558, 6207, 6254.3)

Payment of Dues or Service Fee 


 


***Note:  Pursuant to Government Code 3546, all employees in a classification represented by 







an employee organization are required to pay a fee to the employee organization to cover the 


costs of negotiations, contract administration, and other activities that are germane to its function 


as the exclusive bargaining representative (i.e., "agency fee" arrangements, which require 


employees to either join the union or pay a "fair share service fee"). However, the 


constitutionality of agency fee statutes such as Government Code 3546 is a legal issue currently 


before the U.S. Supreme Court in Janus v. American Federation of State, County, and Municipal 


Employees.*** 


 


Upon the written request of a recognized employee organization, the Superintendent or designee 


shall deduct the amount of organization dues or the fair share service fee, determined in 


accordance with Government Code 3546, from the wages and salary of each employee 


represented by that employee organization and shall pay that amount to the employee 


organization.  (Education Code 45060, 45168; Government Code 3546) 


 


Any employee who is a member of a religious body whose traditional tenets or teachings include 


objections to joining or financially supporting employee organizations shall not be required to 


join, maintain membership in, or financially support any employee organization as a condition of 


employment. However, such an employee may be required to pay an amount equal to the service 


fee to a designated charitable fund.  (Government Code 3546.3) 


 


Each employee organization shall, within 60 days after the end of its fiscal year, provide the 


Board and the employees who are members of the organization with a detailed financial report 


consisting of a balance sheet and an operating statement.  If the employee organization fails to 


provide the financial report, the Board may issue an order compelling the organization to provide 


the financial report or any employee within the organization may petition the Board for such an 


order.  (Government Code 3546.5)

The Board of Trustees recognizes the right of public school employees to form bargaining units, 


select an employee organization as the exclusive representative of their unit, and be represented 


by that organization in their employment relationship with the district.  


 


The Board is committed to negotiating in good faith and respecting the rights of employees and 


employee organizations. As required by law, the Board shall negotiate only with the exclusive 


representative of each bargaining unit.

The CSBA Sample Administrative Regulation (AR) 3515.6, Criminal Background 
Checks on Contractors, has been updated to reflect NEW LAW (AB 949, July 21, 2017). 
The new law requires criminal background checks for sole proprietors who contract with 
the District to provide specified services if they will have contact with children, and 
provides that it is the responsibility of the District to prepare and submit the fingerprints 
of the sole proprietor to the Department of Justice.  The AR also clarifies criminal 
background check requirements applicable to entities contracting for construction, 
reconstruction, rehabilitation, or repair of a school facility.  


I have attached the CSBA sample policy followed by the Jefferson School District policy.  


Recommendation:  Approve the Administrative Regulation as presented

Criminal Background Checks For Contractors 
 


AR 3515.6  


Business and Noninstructional Operations 
 


 


***Note:  Education Code 45125.1 and 45125.2 require certain employees of entities 


contracting to provide services to the district, as specified below, to obtain a criminal background 


check. Pursuant to Education Code 45125.1, as amended by AB 949 (Ch. 84, Statutes of 2017), 


the requirement for a criminal background check also applies to any individual operating as a 


sole proprietor who contracts with the district. In the case of a sole proprietor, Education Code 


45125.1, as amended, provides that it is the responsibility of the district to prepare and submit 


the employee's fingerprints to the Department of Justice (DOJ) for processing.*** 


 


When the employees of any entity contracting with the district to provide specified services will 


have contact with students, the entity shall certify in writing to the Superintendent or designee 


that none of those employees has been convicted of a violent or serious felony as defined in 


Education Code 45122.1. In the case of a sole proprietor, the Superintendent or designee shall 


prepare and submit the employee's fingerprints to the Department of Justice. If any contracting 


employee who may have contact with students has been convicted of a violent or serious felony 


as defined, a certificate of rehabilitation and a pardon as required pursuant to Education Code 


45125.1 shall be submitted to the Superintendent or designee before the contracting employee is 


authorized to perform the work for the district.  (Education Code 45125.1) 


 


These requirements shall apply to a sole proprietor or entity contracting with the district to 


provide any of the following services:  (Education Code 45125.1, 45125.2) 


 


1. School and classroom janitorial services 


 


2. School site administrative services 


 


3. School site grounds and landscape maintenance services 


 


4. Student transportation services 


 


5. School site food-related services 


 


6. Construction, reconstruction, rehabilitation, or repair of a school facility

On a case-by-case basis, the Superintendent or designee may require a contracting entity 


providing school site services other than those listed above to comply with these requirements.  


(Education Code 45125.1) 


 


The Superintendent or designee may determine that criminal background checks will not be 


required if: 


 


1. The contracting entity is providing services in an emergency or exceptional situation, 


such as when student health or safety is endangered or when repairs are needed to make school 


facilities safe and habitable.  (Education Code 45125.1) 


 


2. The employees of the contracting entity will have limited contact with students. In 


determining whether a contract employee has limited contact with students, the Superintendent 


or designee shall consider the totality of the circumstances, including factors such as the length 


of time the contractors will be on school grounds, whether students will be in proximity with the 


site where the contractors will be working, and whether the contractors will be working by 


themselves or with others.  (Education Code 45125.1) 


 


Upon a determination that an employee will have limited contact with students, the 


Superintendent or designee shall take appropriate steps to protect the safety of any students who 


may come in contact with this employee.  (Education Code 45125.1) 


 


***Note:  The following paragraph may be revised to reflect district practice.*** 


 


These steps may include, but are not limited to, ensuring that the employee is working during 


nonschool hours, providing for regular patrols or supervision of the site from district security or 


personnel, ensuring that the employee is not working alone when students are present, limiting 


the employee's access to school grounds, and/or providing the employee with a visible means of 


identification. 


 


(cf. 3515.3 - District Police/Security Department) 


 


3. The contract is for the construction, reconstruction, rehabilitation, or repair of a school 


facility and either item #1 or #2 above applies or the district uses one or more of the following 


methods to ensure student safety:  (Education Code 45125.2) 


 


a. The installation of a physical barrier at the worksite to limit contact with students 


 


b. Continual supervision and monitoring of all employees of the entity by an employee of 


the entity whom the Department of Justice has ascertained has not been convicted of a violent or 


serious felony 


 


c. Surveillance of employees of the entity by school personnel

CRIMINAL BACKGROUND CHECKS FOR CONTRACTORS  


 


Whenever the district contracts for school and classroom janitorial, school site administrative, 


school site grounds and landscape maintenance, student transportation, and school site 


food-related services, the Superintendent or designee shall ensure that the contracting entity 


certifies in writing that any employees who may come into contact with students have not been 


convicted of a felony as defined in Education Code 45122.1, unless the employee has received a 


certificate of rehabilitation and a pardon. (Education Code 45125.1)

(cf. 3551 - Food Service Operations/Cafeteria Fund)  


(cf. 3600 - Consultants)  


(cf. 7140 - Architectural and Engineering Services)  


On a case-by-case basis, the Superintendent or designee may also require a contracting entity 


providing school site services, other than those listed above, to comply with these requirements. 


(Education Code 45125.1)  


 


These requirements shall not apply if the Superintendent or designee determines that the 


contracting entity is providing services in an emergency or exceptional situation, such as when 


student health or safety is endangered or when repairs are needed to make school facilities safe 


and habitable.

In addition, these requirements shall not apply if the Superintendent or designee determines that 


the employees of the contracting entity will have limited contact with students. In determining 


whether a contract employee has limited contact with students, the Superintendent or designee 


shall consider the totality of the circumstances, including the following factors: (Education Code 


45125.1)  


 


1.  The length of time the contractors will be on school grounds  


 


2.  Whether students will be in proximity with the site where the contractors will be working  


 


3.  Whether the contractors will be working by themselves or with others  


 


Upon a determination that an employee shall have limited contact with students, the 


Superintendent or designee shall take appropriate steps to protect the safety of any student who 


may come in contact with this employee. (Education Code 45125.1) 


 


These steps may include, but not be limited to, ensuring that the employee is working during 


nonschool hours, providing for regular patrols or supervision of the site from district security or 


personnel, ensuring that the employee is not working alone when students are present, limiting 


the employee's access to school grounds and/or providing the employee with a visible means of 


identification.

Other Facility Contractors  
 


When the district contracts for construction, reconstruction, rehabilitation or repair of a school 


facility where the employees of the entity will have contact, other than limited contact with 


students, the Superintendent or designee shall ensure the safety of students by utilizing one or 


more of the following methods: (Education Code 45125.2)  


 


1.  The installation of a physical barrier at the worksite to limit contact with students.  


 


2.  Continual supervision and monitoring of all employees of the entity by an employee of 


the entity whom the Department of Justice has ascertained has not been convicted of a 


violent or serious felony.  


 


The supervising employee may submit his/her fingerprints to the Department of Justice 


pursuant to Education Code 45125.1.  


 


3.  Surveillance of employees of the entity by school personnel.  


 


These requirements shall not apply if the Superintendent or designee determines that the 


contracting entity is providing construction, reconstruction, rehabilitation or repair services in an 


emergency or exceptional situation, such as when student health or safety is endangered or when 


repairs are needed to make school facilities safe and habitable. (Education Code 45125.2)
