V. EDUCATIONAL SERVICES
5.1 Student Body Reports —
Monticello’s Student Body President, Faythe DeL.ong presented — Monticello’s book fair was a great
success. Book fair week ended with a Peter Pan movie night to go along with the pirate theme of the
book fair. 4™ graders are getting ready to go on the Meander Field Trip which is a one-day science
camp. October is Anti-Bullying month and students are working hard on being kind to one another
and treating others how they would like to be treated. TK & Kindergarten students will be using their
common core skills to measure, guess, weigh and cook with pumpkins that they brought home from
their pumpkin patch field trip. First grade is working on their newly found skills with GLAD training
as they learn about weather and seasons. 1% — 4™ grade have Artist in Residence going on now.

Jabari Vaughn, Traina’s ASB President, and Tosh Black, Traina’s ASB Vice President, reported —
Traina’s ASB is planning a cancer awareness fund raiser with a money drive objective. The class that
raises the most money will receive either a continental breakfast or a donut party. The Traina staff is
gearing up for parent/teacher conferences the week of October 17"- October 21%. Red Ribbon week
is the week of 10/21-10/31. On Monday the theme will be “Get Red of Drugs” where students will
wear all red. Tuesday’s theme is “Get Away Drugs” and students will wear animal related clothes.
Wednesday is “Wake Up to a Drug Free World” which is pajama day. Thursday the theme is “I’'m
Too Good for Drugs” and students will dress as their favorite character. Friday’s theme is “Not
Ghoulish Enough for Drugs” and students will dress as goblins and ghosts. The last day of Red
Ribbon Week is Halloween where students will “Say Boo to Drugs” by wearing their Halloween
costumes.

Sophia Alejandre, Jefferson’s ASB President, presented her school’s activities — On September 19th
-September 23rd, Jefferson celebrated its annual College Week. Throughout College Week students
were educated on the importance of attending college. Ms. Wooten hosted an assembly telling
students that college is just within their reach. Soccer and volleyball have started and are a great way
to show school spirit and support. The 6" graders are at Science Camp this week which is a great
way for them to learn while having fun. Jefferson’s ASB will be hosting their first dance on October
21* which will be a Disney themed dance. On Saturday, 10/22, Jefferson’s band and color guard will
participate in Foothill High School’s band review and parade.

Lucas Ulloa, Hawkin’s ASB President, presented - Since last report Hawkins has had College Week
the week of 9/26-9/30. College Week was a huge success and Hawkins students showed more spirit
than ever before. Lucas thanked Dr. Bridges for emceeing the College Week rally. October 5™ was
National Walk to School Day. Students were greeted by 15 officers from Tracy, Livermore, and
Pleasanton police departments as well as Tracy Fire who handed out stickers and rulers. On October
14" the school has its Fund Run with a goal of raising $10,000 for field trips. On October 15", the
Hawkins band will perform at the Stockton Heat game. Hawkins Science Camp is coming up for the
6" grade. Red Ribbon week will end with a BMX assembly.

5.2 Site Specific Emergency Operations Plans- Each year school sites are required to update site
specific plans. Dr. Bridges thanked the site administrators for completing their plans and keeping our
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students safe. Mr. Jackman asked how fire drills are running at the new Jefferson campus. Mrs.
Wooten reported that the drills are running smoothly.

5.3 Jefferson School District 2015-2016 CAASPP Data- Sarah Steen reported on the 2015-2016
Jefterson School District CAASPP data. Summative assessments are an annual measurement of
student performance and progress in relation to the standards. The District will use the data this year
to prioritize short and long term goals. We know test scores are only one part of the larger picture of
the student’s academic make up. Ms. Steen noted what is new this year in 2016-17. Students will
have an easier log in process. A new color system is in place to help teachers assign available test
options. New student features allow a student to zoom in at different levels, have different
contrasting screens and different item badges. Students can now also print and flag items. There is
now a security bar code. Should a student take pictures of the computer screen during testing and
post them on social media, he/she will be identified by student ID and time that the items were
posted. Improved resources such as parent guides, manuals and videos online are available to help
parents and teachers better read test results.

Ms. Steen attended the State Assessment Meeting earlier this month. At the meeting there was a big
emphasis on the student support piece. This year the district will support sites to ensure effective use
of student supports. Support tools such as universal tools are available to all students. Designated
supports are available to all students but they need to be assigned by staff members.
Accommodations are available for students based on their IEP or 504 plans. Ms. Steen shared
overall district data and covered the standards and test results for the district students. Jefferson
School District students compare closely with state of California in both ELA and Math.

Districts will no longer administer the CST, CMA and CAPA science tests that have been
administered for years. In 2016-2017 grades 5-8 will be piloting the new NGSS aligned assessment
which will be called the California Science Test. Participation is mandatory in the pilot but no test
scores will be received. In 2017-18 there will be a field test and in 2018-2019 operational tests will
begin. Ms. Steen hasn’t seen the test questions but there is online component, as well as a
collaborative portion. Jefferson School District plans to bring the science cadre back together to plan.
Mr. Wells asked if the 5"-8" grade pilot will be across California and Ms. Steen confirmed that it
will be and participation is mandatory. Dr. Bridges noted that each school develops site specific
goals for their test results.

8.3 Revise AR 4031(a) Complaints Concerning Discrimination in Employment, First Reading —
The current complaint procedure lists the Superintendent as the first line of complaint. The proposed
change lists the Director of Human Resources as first line of complaint and the Superintendent as the
second line of complaint.

8.4 Revise E 4161.9(1) Catastrophic Leave Program, First Reading — In the past on the
Catastrophic Leave Form the District has “days” listed. When an employee donates their time now,
it is recorded in hours. We are proposing a change on the form from “days” to “hours” to accurately
reflect donated time.

8.5 Revise BB 9270 Conflict of Interest, First Reading — The District receives a request from the
Fair Political Practices Commission to review our board bylaws and policies annually to be sure that
they are up to date. Some of the changes of this first reading are due to financial interests with
contractors. Annual gifting limits have also changed. Any gift to an employee that is more than $50
per year should be publicly reported on Form 700. There are other changes in Category Two where
the District has principals and district administrators listed. The District is looking to add other
positions which have the ability to request proposals from vendors and suggest adding the Director
of MOT, Director of Food Services, Coordinator of Technology and Coordinator of Curriculum.

8.6 Applicant Interviews & Appointments to Board of Trustees — Ms. Wingo noted that Board
Member Jackie Thomas resigned her position prior to last month’s board meeting. Tonight the Board
will interview three candidates to fill her vacancy. Dr. Bridges noted that when a board member
resigns close to an election the Board is required to appoint a candidate. Applicants for the vacancy
were sought both in the newspaper and by public posting. Applicants must be California residents, at
least 18 years of age, registered voters in the state of California and residents of the district. This
appointment lasts for two years and in 2018, this position will be part of the general election. The
Board is required to interview the candidates in a public forum. The candidates are Samuel Aranda,
Allison Quinteros and Philip Raya. Unlike interviews the Board is allowed to ask different/ follow
up questions.

Once an appointment is made a roll call vote will follow and the appointment will be posted for 30

days. The community has this time to review the appointment and if there are no objections, the
appointed candidate will become the new board member at the November board meeting.
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Samuel Aranda — Mr. Aranda has always lived in the Jefferson School District. His children
have attended Traina School and Monticello School. Mr. Aranda has two 4™ grade students at Traina
now and his daughter was in the first class to go from Kindergarten through the 8" grade at Traina
School. Mr. Aranda is the owner of Altamont Mechanicals; he is Tracy Scholarship Board Chair and
the Board Chair of the Better Business Bureau for California State. Mr. Aranda currently provides
scholarships to students; his first student is graduating from Sacramento State this year. Education is
a big passion for Mr. Aranda. He noted that the role of a board member is to be accessible,
personable and cooperative. The board is a conduit to parents, educators and the outside community.
Mr. Aranda noted that the city is going through a growth spurt. He wants to see the board grow with
the changes that the city faces.

Allison Quinteros — (Joined the meeting via Google Hangout as she is vacationing in
Alabama) Ms. Quinteros has al0-year old daughter and twin 5-year old sons and comes from a
background of education. Ms. Quinteros taught kindergarten and preschool and also substitute taught
at both Tracy Unified School District and the Jefferson School District. Ms. Quinteros noted that
education is her strength, passion and what she is good at- as a parent and former educator. She is
experienced with implementing curriculum and standards and following policies. Ms. Quinteros
worked with Contra Costa County of Education as a coach and noted that teachers need someone to
support them and to let them know they are valued. The duties of a school board are looking at
policies that the state sets and insuring Jefferson School District’s mission statements and policies
are on track. She appreciates how our district supports the whole child - not just in academics but
extra-curricular activities.

Philip Raya — Mr. Raya has lived in the area for about 27 years after moving up from
Bakersfield. He has been in the same industry for 36 years and runs a company. Mr. Raya has two
kids who went through the Jefferson School District and they are now out on their own. One part of
Mr. Raya’s current job duties is that he is a member of the JAC (Joint Apprenticeship Committee)
for the fire sprinkler company he runs. This committee helps to pick young students who want to be
in the business and together they set short term and long term goals for these students. Mr. Raya
feels his daily business actions of running a business, setting protocols, setting budgets and helping
people will transfer very well to the role of a board member. Mr. Raya feels that the role of a school
board member is to take in information about school business and make decisions for the future of
the district. As a board member you must listen to both sides and weigh them personally.
Computers are a big priority to ensure students have technology, Mr. Raya feels that we need to keep
up with the growth that is coming in the near future.

After the candidate interviews, Ms. Wingo commented that it is encouraging to see three qualified
people come in and express an interest in supporting the district as a board member. Ms. Wingo
asked if the board members had any comments.

Mr. Wells noted each one of the applicants had positive qualities to offer and he thanked them for
their interest. Mr. Wells stated that some candidates had a lot of business experience that would help
with our financial responsibilities. A couple of candidates also discussed the education aspects and
emphasized that more than others did. Balancing the education of our students and the solvency of
our district are priorities of the Board. Mr. Wells believes that the second candidate seemed to have
possibly the least amount of leadership qualities but the best in terms of overall encompassing
qualities that would define a board member to suit this body.

Mr. Carlson noted that two candidates had very strong business backgrounds which are important.
Leadership wise he saw one candidate’s strong leadership skills stood out. The Board deals with
policy, budgets and personnel issues. Mr. Carlson didn’t see a lot of that in some of the candidates
and leadership and a business background very important with what the board does.

Mr. Jackman noted that is encouraging to see that people are involved as much as the board is. He
also encouraged people to get involved. Mr. Jackman noted that it is easy to discern that candidate #2
has a strong education background, which is important when discussing matters regarding education.
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He noted that Candidates #1 and #3 have strong business backgrounds, which is important when
discussing business aspects that the board faces. Having a board that balances education and business
aspects is important.

Ms. Wingo noted that she has been on the board a long time. As much as she respects educators,
Ms. Wingo stated that having a board solely comprised of educators isn’t a necessarily a benefit for
the district especially when involved with things such as negotiating contracts with developers.
Bringing people in with a business background has importance. Having someone with strong ties to
the community whose kids attend our schools is important. Ms. Wingo noted that one of the
candidates tonight said, “I often make decisions that benefit a lot of people without them even
knowing it”. In this district this statement is relevant as the Board’s decisions have lasting
implications for our kids and our community.

The Board unanimously approves Philip Raya as the next Jefferson School District member.

Dr. Bridges reiterated the process following Mr. Raya’s appointment. The district will publish and
post the announcement for 30 days. If no challenge occurs, Mr. Raya will be sworn in at our board
meeting on November 15, 2016.

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ABOUT THIS SCHOOL

Jefferson School’s vision is to have every child prepared for (higher education) (college, career, and civic
responsibility) by eighth grade. To fulfill this vision, Jefferson is committed to educating students to be
competent in algebraic thinking, able to write and present persuasive arguments, read and have a deep
comprehension of grade level fiction and texts, complete qualitative and quantitative research, and understand
their role in our democracy. We are a values-driven school and our five core values include the following:

1. Be Responsible

2. Do Your Best Each Day
3. Think Before You Speak
4. Put Others First

5. Avoid Conflict

Jefferson School was founded in 1878 as a one room school house serving the farmers south of Tracy. It has
survived moving three times, burning to the ground, and closing once due to low enrollment. From 1929 until
1993 Jefferson School served as the only K-8 school in this small rural farming community with an average
enrollment of about 200 students. Teachers grew accustomed to students going to Jefferson from kindergarten
to eighth grade and being able to use flexible groupings to help all children be successful. Parents also played a
very active role in their children’s education. Daily, mothers volunteered in the classrooms and fathers came on
weekends or during the downtime in farming to repaint the school or make repairs.

Starting in 1991 the District began to grow due to new housing construction. With it came tremendous growth
and lack of continuity of the learning program. The school went from a tight knit community of 200 students to
one of over 500 with both parents commuting to the Bay Area. The school was required to adapt and change to
meet the students’ needs. The School Site Council developed a series of after school interventions, Response to
Intervention classes, and required each teacher to be CLAD certified. With this added support students at
Jefferson School are beginning to close the achievement gap. The school continues to compete in Math
Olympiad, Science Olympiad, TOPS Science, and other academic competitions. In addition, the school continues
to send Tracy High School the majority of International Baccalaureate students. Jefferson School received the
California Distinguished School award in 1989, 2009, and 2013.

While the school is known for its academic accomplishments, a strong emphasis is placed upon fostering well
rounded students. Jefferson School offers students the opportunity to learn and compete in volleyball, basketball,
and soccer. The Jefferson School advanced band has been performing for over sixty years and is an excellent
public relations tool for our school. Annually they perform in at least three parades or competitions, including the
Tracy High School Homecoming Parade, Ripon Almond Blossom, Alameda and Merced Band Reviews. In 2016
the band also attended a special trip to Disneyland and marched down Main Street of Disney's California
Adventure Park. Over the past seven years two different associated student body (ASB) advisors have taken our
leadership program from average to exemplary. Starting in 2004, the ASB leadership team began attending the
California Association of Directors of Activities leadership camp. This camp provided the students and advisors
with the foundation to improve student engagement on campus. The ASB regularly put on rallies, competitions,
dances, spirit weeks, and fundraisers for charities.

In November 2010 voters passed Measure J which allowed for a new Jefferson School and gymnasium. The
school went under constructions and 5th - 8th grade students were housed off site. All students and staff
returned to the newly build campus in January of 2016.

Conclusions from Student Performance Data Analysis

Jefferson students in grades fifth, sixth, seventh, and eighth were administered the California Assessment of Student
Performance Progress (CAASPP), the recently adopted state assessment, in Spring of 2016. This was the second time
students took this test and the first time we were able to compare scores to baseline data. Furthermore, students in fifth
and eighth grades were administered the California Standards Test (CST) in science. Jefferson School continues to work
on finding strategies to identify and provide interventions for English Learners and Socioeconomically Disadvantaged
students. In the Spring of 2017, students will be taking a new pilot State Science Assessment in lieu of the CST in
Science.

Conclusions from Parent, Teacher and Student Input

The School Site Council (SSC) will review all of the academic data including: CAASPP, CST, the California Healthy Kids
Survey, and Physical Fitness Test. The Jefferson community (families, staff, and students) will use the results from the
2016 CAASPP assessments as a tool to intervene and ensure students learn essential standards. We will continue to
support our student population through the use of technology, through Professional Learning Community (PLC) dialogue
and decisions, and through strategic academic and behavioral interventions.

Educational Practices

Alignment of curriculum, instruction and materials to content and performance standards

At Jefferson School, instruction is designed to ensure all students develop critical thinking skills, read fluently, are able to
apply mathematical concepts, and learn values that are essential to a democratic society. Rigorous academic state
standards are aligned with adopted curriculum, professional development, and assessments to ensure student success. A
collaborative partnership among teachers, parents, students, and the community is the cornerstone to Jefferson School’s
success.

Availability of standards-based instructional materials appropriate to all student groups

Jefferson School provides each student with access to their own standards-based textbook as well as a Chromebook in
each classroom so that students can access the technology that part of the adopted curriculum. During the first week of
school each student is assigned a textbook for each content area and an assurance is sent to the Board of Education for
approval.

Alignment of staff development to standards, assessed student performance and professional needs

Teachers are provided staff development through minimum days, after-school courses, staff meetings, and professional
development courses. The Coordinator of Curriculum and Instruction in conjunction with the site principal, develop
course offerings aligned with new textbook adoptions and the individual needs of each site. The principals are
responsible for providing professional development throughout the year to improve standards-based instruction.

Over the Summer of 2016 a Jefferson School leadership team attended a Professional Learning Community conference in
San Jose. This team (Instructional Leadership Team - ILT) facilitates content area meetings on minimum days and
discusses formative assessments, essential standards, makes research based decisions, and uses the data to plan for
intervention and enrichment for each student. Also, these teams meet at a district level to align common practices and
have dialogue regarding learning expectations.

Services provided by the regular program to enable under-performing students to meet standard

Jefferson School provides homework for the following three purposes: (1) to give students opportunities to practice
skills, (2) to prepare students for a new topic, or (3) to elaborate on introduced material.

GATE: Students identified as GATE are clustered in each class to provide opportunities for differentiated instruction. In
addition, they are given opportunities to participate in after-school GATE classes and attend GATE field trips.

Speech Pathologist: The school has one part-time Speech and Language Pathologist on staff. Students are identified
through the SST process and then assessed through special education.

Special Education: The school has one resource teacher as well as two five and a half hour aides. The team assists
special education students and academically at-risk students in the regular education classroom under the direction of
the resource teacher. Students that are identified as needing special day instruction attend the site or county special day
classes located at Jefferson School.

Counselor: The district contracts with Valley Community Counseling for two days per week of counseling services. The
counselor works on a referral basis and consults with teachers who have identified students with emotional needs that
can interfere with learning in the classroom. The counselor contacts families and provides information about resources
and services available outside of the school district. Students meet with the counselor individually or in small groups for a
limited number of sessions. The counselor works closely with the Student Study Team to provide services for students
when needed.
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Services provided by categorical funds to enable under-performing students to meet standards

Services provided by categorical funds Jefferson School uses supplemental intervention curriculum to accelerate learning.
The Accelerated Reader program is used as a motivator to help student gain individual practice reading. Language and
READ 180 are used to increase fluency, build vocabulary, and increase comprehension. In the area of math the core
adopted curriculum is frontloaded to help students be prepared for the upcoming lessons.

Students receiving level two intervention in fifth grade receive it during the Rtl period that occurs daily before lunch.
Students in sixth, seventh and eighth grade receive the same intervention provided during their elective period. In 2016
we changed the master schedule to allow sixth through eighth grades to have a more fluid intervention program. Our EL
Specialist, Intervention Specialist, elective teacher(s) and academic intervention teacher are part of an Intervention PLC
that meets regularly to review data and ensure students are receiving the appropriate support during their elective time.

Students who are learning English are given primary instruction by the classroom teacher. At Jefferson School, all
teachers except band hold a CLAD or equivalent credential. Jefferson has one bilingual paraprofessional, working 6 hours
per day. She provides students that are level one or two on the CELDT with one period per day of additional instruction
in reading and language arts. For students scoring three through five on the CELDT she provides classroom support to
students and teachers.

Use of the state and local assessments to modify instruction and improve student achievement

On minimum days, teachers meet in grade level or content area teams to review state and local assessments to
determine if students are making progress at each grade level. This summative data allows staff to look at their year
long pacing and plan and how it relates to the essential standards they have defined.

Number and percentage of teachers in academic areas experiencing low student performance

All teachers have equitable access to students that would meet the criteria of low performing students in a classroom.
Teachers have support from our EL Specialist, Intervention Specialist and Instructional Coach.

Family, school, district and community resources available to assist these students

Jefferson School has a number of opportunities for parents to be a part of the school. The staff works to keep
communication between the school, teacher, and parents open and accessible, having regular parent/teacher
conferences, school newsletter, website, automated phone message, and email lists.

Students participate in Jump/Hoops for Heart a fundraiser for the American Heart Association. During the holidays
students also take part in a food and hygiene drive to help gather supplies for Brighter Christmas.

During each school year there are a number of parent student nights. The most highly attended event is the
Math/Science night where students and parents come to explore math and science related topics. Jefferson also holds
College Week each year. Parents also attend the Spring Musical, Winter Program, GATE field trips, and the PFA Carnival.
In Spring of 2017 Jefferson School will be hosting their first Oral Interpretation Fair. This is an opportunity for students
to express themselves through literature.

Throughout the school year, there are assemblies that bring community members into the school. Eighth grade parents
are also asked to come in and participate in their student’s portfolio exit interview. In addition, the school holds awards
assemblies and an eighth grade honors night.

School, district and community barriers to improvements in student achievement

The primary barrier that Jefferson School faces is its rural location. The location of the school site makes it difficult to
hold after school intervention programs because students do not have transportation to get home.
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Limitations of the current program to enable under performing student to meet standards

The current adoptions of Houghton/Mifflin ELA and Holt ELA both lack a comprehensive ELD component. The programs
don't adequately address the learning needs of students performing at all CELDT levels. In addition, both programs have
writing programs that are disconnected from the reading program and provide limited support for students. We are
currently piloting ELA curriculum and this adoption will affect the above limitation. The math curriculum also lacks
materials for EL students.

Conclusions from Analysis of Instructional Programs

English/Language Arts

1. Teachers are piloting new ELA curriculum.

2. Teachers are meeting weekly in PLC meetings to discuss best practices, create formative assessments, collect data,
and shift teaching practices where necessary to ensure all students are learning.

3. Pacing guides need to be created, adopted, and reviewed at each grade level to ensure a consistent curriculum and
provide staff with opportunities to collaborate around common assessment data (California Common Core Standard
Based).

4. English Learners continue to make progress on the CELDT test. This is a direct result of students at CELDT level one
and two receiving daily reading and writing intervention from the bilingual aide.

Math

1. Teachers are are in the second year of GoMath! and are diving into the technology portion of the curriculum more in
depth.

2. Develop a program for front-loading math concepts and standards to those students performing below grade level.

3. Teachers are developing weekly formative standards based quizzes for immediate data and feedback. Intervention
groupings are created, differentiated instruction occurs, and reteaching of that specific standard takes place until all
students have mastered the standard.

5. Seventh and eighth grade math teachers are meeting weekly to discuss best practices, create formative assessments,
review data, and shift teaching practices to ensure all students are learning.

Extended Learning Opportunities

1. Students are enrolled in reading intervention, math intervention, academic intervention during school hours if they are
in danger of failing and based on their areas of need.

2. Students can participate in choir, which is offered twice a week before school.

3. Science Olympiad: Fifth through eighth grade students will participate in the SJCOE Science Olympiad this year. This
enrichment program involves parents, teachers, and science coaches.

4. Math Olympiad: Fifth through eighth grade students will participate in the SICOE Math Olympiad this year.

5. Spelling Bee: Fifth through eighth grade students participate in a school spelling bee then move on to the district
spelling bee. This year, 1 student will participate in the county spelling bee at SICOE.

6. Jefferson School will be hosting the first Oral Interpretation Fair. Students in all grades will have an opportunity to
compete through literature by memorizing and interpreting the piece in front of an audience.

7. Game Days take place every Friday in the library for all students.

8. Fifth through eighth grade students can participate in after school art classes.

Areas of Need

1. Master schedule needs to be aligned to offer an enrichment and intervention course offering each period to ensure
students are provided with support within their class schedule.

2. The school needs to continue to evaluate the math and reading intervention, as well as academic intervention and
enrichment classes to ensure effectiveness.

3. The school needs to continue to collect data and evaluate the reading intervention curriculum being used to ensure
that students exit the program at an appropriate time.

4. The school needs to revisit behavioral interventions through training and implementation of PBIS (Positive Behavior
Intervention Support).

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ABOUT THIS SCHOOL

Monticello is one of four schools in the Jefferson School District in Tracy, California. Our district is located at the
southern boundaries of Tracy and continues into the foothills. Jefferson was a one school district, housing
Kindergarten through eighth grades, from 1898-1991. It is steeped in tradition with many area farming families
and those who have bought or built in the area because of the school’s outstanding reputation.

We are fortunate to have a very active and supportive Parents’ Club. Their contributions of time, creativity, and
fund raising continue to enhance our programs for students, which include Artist in Residence.

Monticello School also prides itself on its altruistic contributions to our local community as well as other non-
profit organizations that we support. Examples might be Pennies for Patients, recycling for our local Animal
Shelter, Brighter Christmas, Caps for Kids, and Jump Rope for Heart.

In January of 1991, the Monticello site opened with a mid-year transfer of all Kindergarten through third grades.
In subsequent years, Monticello has housed the district’'s K-5 students with the grade level configuration
changing from year to year to meet growth needs of the district. Monticello will continue to house students from
the nearby neighborhoods and rural areas. The plan was for Monticello School to eventually become a K-5
school.

Within the 1998-1999 school year the library building was completed. This building consists of a computer lab,
library, nine general education classrooms along with a Special Education and English Learner classroom. During
the 1999-2000 school year, Monticello’s construction was finalized with the completion of the multi-purpose
room.

We are currently an elementary school that educates Kindergarten through fourth grade students.

The goals of Monticello's School Site Council are to facilitate, implement, and make significant funding decisions
affecting the quality, well-balanced curriculum of Monticello’s School Plan. Monticello staff has the goal to
increase individual student learning with the implementation of Common Core strategies, which promote the
cultivation of critical thinkers, collaborative thinking, argumentative thinking and evident based thinking. These
Common Core thinking skills begin with our incoming Kindergarten students with our strong extra support
system in Language Arts and the implementation of our extra support system in Mathematics with the 2010-
2011 school year. This extra support focuses on our English learner and socio-economically disadvantaged
student population, as well as our low performing students.

The current vision of Monticello is to continually improve the ability to deliver a quality, well-rounded education
for each student that is reflective in the implementation of Common Core thinking skills and the CAASPP
(California Assessment of Student Performance Progress), which was field tested in 3rd and 4th grades in March
2014. CAASPP test has been implemented district wide. All Monticello students also participate in the research
based DIBELS (Dynamic Indicators of Basic Early Literacy Skills), at the beginning and end of the year. The
middle of the year DIBELS assessment is also given to those students with a particular need. Results of both
DIBELS and Daze (DIBELS comprehension assessment), assist in driving the needs of individual students and
their successes. Monticello also prides itself with creating a safe, positive, and well maintained school
environment. Each year, our character education pillars which include these traits: Trustworthiness, Respect,
Responsibility, Fairness, Caring, and Citizenship are showcased for an equal amount of time during the school
year, approximately 30 school days each trait. Some activities that have been implemented with our character
education program are: Anti-bullying posters, orange ribbons for the month of October (anti-bullying reminder),
skits presented by our Student Council officers, be a hero posters, whole school pledge to stop bullying now, play
with me song, sung to adult community after our fall parade, a newly implemented Monticello chant and more.
Student Council officers are an instrumental component when getting out information for students to make good
choices. This also complements our district wide proaram. Proiect Wisdom. where a desianated emplovee.
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typically the administrator, reads words of advice each day to students, encouraging them to make good choices.
We represent our community, which includes our principal, teachers, school personnel, and parent population.

We are also in the infant stage of implementing PBIS (Positive Behavior Interventions and Supports), where
students focus on the six character education pillars as well as being responsible, respectful, and safe. We are in
the process of altering our progressive discipline protocols to match these traits. Full implementation of PBIS is
expected to occur in the 2017-2018 school year.

The current mission of Monticello School is taken from a quote from Thomas Edison, “The most necessary task of
civilization is to teach people how to think. It should be the primary purpose of our public schools. The mind of a
child is naturally active, it develops through exercise. Give a child plenty of exercise, for body and brain. The
trouble with our way of educating is that it does not give elasticity to the mind. It casts the brain into a mold.”

We have also implemented PLC (Professional Learning Communities) successfully within our school. Our
productive teams monitor and ponder the 4 critical questions of learning continually. They are: What we expect
students to learn, how will we know they have learned the material, how will we respond if they don't learn the
material, and what do we do when students know the material presented? Monticello fondly refers to our 4
critical questions of learning with this self created acronym, GAIG (Goal expectations, Assessments, Intervention
and Gifted).

Our progress indicators consist of CAASPP (California Assessment of Student Performance Progress), which is
given one time per year. The Dynamic Indicators of Basic Early Literacy Skills (DIBELS), reading fluency test for
kindergarten through fourth grades are administered to students one on one, two times per year and possibly
three times as needed. We have implemented another time frame to administer DIBELS for students who may
need extra support. This occurs every 6 weeks. DAZE, which is a DIBELS test for comprehension, is also given
two to three times per year to students in grades first through third. District assessments are also given to
students approximately every six weeks. District bench mark assessments are also given three times per year.
The district assessments are scanned or hand in-putted in llluminate, our data assessment management system.
General Education Progress Reports, English Learner Progress Reports, and report cards are also disbursed three
times per year.

The programs that exist within our school student population are: Strong general education and special
education programs where staff collaborate consistently to best meet the needs of all students. If funding allows,
there will be an after-school program for students who need a little more support with academics. Our ELAC
(English Learner Advisory Committee), has requested this accommodation for English Learner students. The after
school program will be welcome for all, but will have limited space.

There is a strong intervention program that occurs during the school day, which assists students at risk of
retention and or lower performing students.

Where funding allows, there will be an after school GATE program, which focuses on academic areas such as
science Olympiad, technology, Math Common Core related activities, as well as the arts. Monticello supports a
strong English Learner Program, a remediation program with an intervention specialist, a resource classroom,
and one SDC (Special Day Class). We also have a general education music program where all students
participate in music appreciation. PE is taught by a specialist beginning in fourth grade.

Literacy is an important goal at Monticello Elementary. There is currently pilot programs in English Language
Arts, district wide. A newly adopted curriculum may be implemented in the 2017-2018 school year. Monticello
School implemented our Reading Rotation Program school wide at Monticello Elementary in 2007, which
continues to this day. Students rotate into classrooms grouped by ability using the district's DIBELS in grades
Kindergarten through fourth. We also have a comprehensive reading program that begins in Kindergarten with
total immersion in Language Arts that consist of phonics and phonemic awareness skills that move our student
population from emergent to fluent with consistency. Staff and students are focusing also on Engagement
Strategies as well as Common Core Strategies that have been implemented on a continual basis, within each
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classroom and grade level. Certificated staff is also focusing on common formative assessments and calibration
of assignments, so grading aligns.

The Jefferson School District implemented a mathematics curriculum in the 2014-2015 school year. Go Math is
taught in grades kindergarten through eighth, district wide. Go Math includes Common Core and Engagement
Strategies teaching students to think about their results and truly understand the reason behind the Math
concepts that are taught. Go Math also has an interactive technology piece that has been fully implemented
within each grade level. Instrumental in implementation of Go Math as well as all academic areas is the on-going
use of document cameras and their projectors. School Site Council purchased mini i-pads in 2015, for each
teacher, intervention and English Learner aide, to support a technology component of Go Math and other
applications that supplement our core curriculum.

When appropriate, GATE students are clustered within the classroom setting at Monticello School. This clustering
allows students to work with their peer groups.

A balanced curriculum is extremely important to our Monticello School staff. Physical Education is taught at all
grade levels an average of 200 minutes every two weeks. There is music appreciation taught in transitional
kindergarten through fourth grades. Special visual and performing art classes are taught to assist with public
speaking within the grade levels, another Common Core strategy. Students are learning how to use their skills to
speak on a subject presented either for or against the subject (Argumentative Thinking). They are using their
Critical, Collaborative, and Evidence based thinking skills to assist them each day within the classroom setting. A
well rounded curriculum is provided for our students at Monticello, so that every child has the opportunity to
succeed and shine, utilizing their own personal strengths.

Students participate in Artist in Residence (all students 4 weeks- Art, 8 weeks Dance), supported by our Parent
Faculty Association, School Site Council, and district funds.

Conclusions from Student Performance Data Analysis

Monticello Students in grades third and fourth took the CAASPP (California Assessment of Student Performance
Progress). This state assessment was newly adopted in March 2015. With the purchase of chrome books district wide,
students will become more familiar with daily usage and will continually practice their skills on them. Chrome books are
utilized during the CAASPP assessment. Students will also practice their typing skills beginning in transitional with a
typing skills program which will be adopted school wide. Practice using the format of CAASPP will also be completed by
third and fourth grade students. Students in second grade will begin to be exposed to the academic language used
within this state test. Third and fourth grade will also be learning about the academic language used within this
assessment, AKA soft skills.
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Conclusions from Parent, Teacher and Student Input

The Monticello School community acknowledges that the student population has a general understanding of Common
Core goals. An obstacle to obtain positive student achievement is the use of technology daily within the classroom
setting. The newly purchased chrome books for each grade level, will assist with this obstacle. Our English Learner
population as well as our socio-economically disadvantaged student population continue to be our focal point. We will
also support all students using the PLC four critical questions, so that every child learns. Students will be supported
through the learning that will take place with our district adopted curriculum and supplemental support. As previously
stated, the full implementation of chrome books at each grade level will be used within the classroom setting. Basic
typing skills will be taught school wide using the same program beginning in January 2017.
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Analyze Educational Practices

Educational Practices

Alignment of curriculum, instruction and materials to content and performance standards

The Monticello Elementary School instructional process is designed to ensure that all students show progress and
develop the skills necessary to become contributing members of society. There is a collaborative partnership among
staff, students, parents/guardians, and our community to assist in each student's educational process. The newly
implemented PLC (Professional Learning Communities), has assisted with the cohesiveness of curriculum taught within
the classroom setting as well as shared ideas within each grade level.

ENGLISH/LANGUAGE ARTS
Level One

The Language Arts core text utilized in kindergarten through fourth grades is Houghton Mifflin, Medallions. This district
adopted series provides universal access to all students. Grade level teams use classroom based summative and theme
skills tests, formative assessments, classroom assignments, and DIBELS fluency results in kindergarten through fourth
grades. Level Two student access is determined by formative and summative testing as well as DAZE (Comprehension),
and DIBELS (Fluency), assessments. Level One strategies consist of intervention in Language Arts within a small group
setting. Reading Lions (Fluency) assessments will be given district wide as another indicator for leveling groups.

Common Core, strategies that surround consistent interaction with students, will continue as well as small group
collaboration. Benchmark assessments will align with Common Core standards.

We are currently in the process of piloting a new English Language Arts series which may be adopted in the 2017-2018
school year.

Level Two

Monticello Elementary has implemented a reading rotation program that occurs three days each week in 45 minute
sessions to assist all students in reaching their goals established in Language Arts. Students are ability-grouped during
these sessions. Our intervention specialist, resource teacher, English Learner aides, and instructional aide assist all
students, specifically those with special needs, who have been identified with Language Arts deficiencies at their
perspective levels. Students are grouped at their challenge level with the understanding that the grouping is flexible and
has the ability to change dependent upon the progress of each individual student.

The SRA Program was implemented during the 2010-2011 school year with our English Learner and Intervention
students along with the continuance of the SRA Language Arts program for our kindergarten and first grade English
Learner students. The pull out and push in format occurs five days a week for thirty minute sessions for these students
who meet the "at risk" criteria. We also support our English Learners with the Read Naturally fluency and comprehension
program, Signs for Sounds as well as the Hampton Brown and Newcomer programs. Chromebooks and iPads are in the
hands of our teachers and EL and Intervention aides to assist with curriculum taught as well as for our English Learner
population.

Level Three

This level consists specifically of students who have qualified for special education services. These students work in
small clusters or one-on-one for their designated amount of time as defined within student IEP's. The resource teacher
and support staff work with the specific goals that have been created and are implemented for these students through
the IEP process.
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MATH

The Jefferson School District adopted Go Math series in grades kindergarten through fourth at Monticello School and
kindergarten through eighth grades district wide. This program, which is aligned with the Common Core Standards,
assists in achieving success through teacher differentiated instruction as well as small group assistance from an
instructional aide. Supplemental Math materials could include Daily Math Review and various online videos. We have
recently phased in a Math intervention program within the school day to assist our lower performing students in small
group settings. We will continue with this program if funding allows.

HISTORY/SOCIAL SCIENCES

The curriculum that is utilized for History/Social Science at Monticello Elementary is Scott Foresman. This program is
aligned to the state standards and addresses social skills in grades kindergarten through third. Students study the school,
neighborhood, community, and region. The program serves as the field for exploratory activities related to geography,
economics, and local history. Fourth grade students study California state history. Within this Social Sciences program,
current events are discussed, cultural activities and character traits are taught. Our school also recognizes patriotic days
that include September 11th and Constitution Day activities, daily Project Words of Wisdom quotes, monthly multi-
cultural activities, altruistic projects such as food drives for the needy, along with plays honoring our diversified student
population. Students in fourth grade participate in the interactive Walk Through California program each year. Third
grade students participate in a simulation of Pioneer Life with a culminating field trip to a school house in the area that
has moved back to the 1800s. These presentations are all-inclusive regarding our student grade level population. Only
these grade levels may attend these field trips.

SCIENCE

The Science curriculum taught at Monticello School is Scott Foresman. Students are encouraged to participate in the
hands-on approach staff utilizes while teaching Science. This Science curriculum is supported by the yearly replenishing
of materials as needed. Monticello School also utilizes the Great Valley Museum to supplement lessons in physical, earth,
and life Sciences. There are on-sight field trips regarding Science with an example being magnets for our second grade
students. All curriculum is state adopted and will soon be directly tied to Common Core Standards. There has been a
Science cart created for student use. NGSS (Next Generation Science Standards), is slowly being implemented into our
school with the same premise as Common Core Standards, taking minimal concepts, going deeper to explore the
wonders of Science. NGSS (Next Generation Science Standards), have been approached, with teachers aligning
curriculum taught to these standards as well. The next two years will be transitional years with NGSS full
implementation expected in the 2018-2019 school year.

TECHNOLOGY

Monticello Elementary continues to integrate technology throughout all curriculum areas. Students have the opportunity
to access the computer lab at least one day per week. They are given opportunities to develop projects using computer
software and are able to hone in and practice skills necessary for success in all academic areas. All certificated staff have
document cameras and projectors within the classroom setting. All certificated staff have a lap top. All students have
access to a chromebook. The computer lab is still utilized at all grade levels.

HANDWRITING PROGRAM
The Zaner-Bloser Handwriting program was adopted at Monticello Elementary School during the 2009-2010 school year
to assist students with the correct formation of letters and to be consistent with writing across grade levels in grades

kindergarten through third.

FINE ARTS
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The district hired a music teacher in 2007 who provides music instruction one day per week for transitional kindergarten
and first through fourth grades at Monticello Elementary. Students participate in many activities that include: a school
wide sing along, winter program presentation, and various musicals throughout the school year. Artist in Schools has
also been a part of our school climate for the past 20 plus years. This program is wildly popular with students and staff,
and supports one of our school community focal points, a balanced curriculum within the classroom. Artist in Schools
(AKA Artist in Residence), occurs when funding allows for 8 weeks each year, dance and 4 weeks each year art lessons.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION

Fourth grade students are provided a comprehensive physical education program with a credentialed physical education
teacher five days per week for a forty-five minute period each day. Students in kindergarten through fourth grade
adhere to the standards and guidelines by providing a minimum of 200 minutes of instruction every ten school days.
Student goals also include fitness that align with state testing that begins in fifth grade.

Availability of standards-based instructional materials appropriate to all student groups

All students within Monticello School have the opportunity of equal access to all instructional materials appropriate to
student groups. Our student population includes a 19.5% (81 students) English Learner population for the 2016-2017
school year. We utilize all and every funding source available, so that our students benefit and work to their potential.
All students have equal access to curriculum taught at their grade level. This begins at the district level and continues on
into the classrooms.

Board Policy guides the text selection process in the district. To assist with testing the validity and effectiveness of core
and supplemental instructional materials, teachers utilize theme skills tests, chapter tests, and district benchmark
assessments that monitor the progress of our students.

The local board of the Jefferson School District certified in November 2006 that each pupil in the district has equal access
to textbooks or basic instructional materials in each of the following areas. Monthly meetings provide opportunity to
share Williams Act concerns.

Learning intervention opportunities at Monticello Elementary have been implemented after school, as funding allows,
and during the school day for those students who are unable to arrange for transportation after sessions are completed.
There is one 5.75 hour intervention specialist to service our students during the school day. For our after school
program (when funding allows), the transportation department has been very supportive busing students home after
intervention has been completed. Teachers consistently differentiate with their students to ensure educational success.

GATE (Gifted and Talented Education Program) - Children in third through eighth grades are tested in the fall and spring
of each school year using the OLSAT testing tool. We also utilize the portfolio process in grades second through fourth,
which assists with the identification of GATE students. Students must meet the criteria outlined in the district's
comprehensive GATE plan. The OLSAT test is another qualifier for the GATE program. At Monticello, the GATE program
opportunities vary. It concretely includes daily differentiated instruction in the classroom setting, along with clustered
students at their grade level in a designated classroom area for small group instruction. GATE student monitoring occurs
each year in fall and spring.

Monticello School also hosted its first speech pre-school on-site for a portion of our district special education students
beginning in the 2009-2010 school year.

Special Education- Monticello Elementary has one resource teacher and one instructional aide who assist in the Special
Education resource classroom setting. This team works with Special Education students and may also work with students
who fall within the level two criteria in Language Arts and Math. Monticello also houses an SDC (Special Day Class), for
the district's kindergarten through second grade students with the possibility of extending the grade levels to third and
fourth as needed. These students participate in any and all general education mainstreaming activities that are permitted
and governed by their specific IEP's.

Speech/Language pathologist- Monticello School has one full time Speech/Language pathologist on site. Students are
identified for special services through data discussed at PLC's, that roll into a possible referral for an SST, Student Study
Team. If a student qualifies for special services, they are provided appropriate therapy and strategies for student
success in the areas of articulation and language processing difficulties.

We have one county class based at Monticello that services kindergarten through fourth grade students. Students are
mainstreamed as appropriate.

Counselor- There are two site counselors at Monticello Elementary three days per week for 6.0 hours each day, to assist
students with special issues that may deter them from being successful within the school setting. (One therapist- 6
hours, One therapist- 12 hours)

EL Aide- There is one bilingual paraprofessional who assists our EL (English Learner), student population on site for 5.75
hours per day. These students are identified through the Home Language Survey which is information provided when a
student is initially enrolled in a school. Students who have been identified are assessed in English through oral, written,
and reading skills using the CELDT (California English Language Development Test). Those students who are evaluated
as limited in their English language development receive English language instruction and instruction in the core
curriculum within the regular classroom setting from the classroom teacher. The classroom teacher is supported by the
EL aide. The programs, Newcomer, Hampton Brown's Into English, SRA, Signs for Sounds, Word Sorts, and Read
Naturally as well as supplemental materials promote language proficiency that enhances student self-confidence within
our Kindergarten classrooms. Kindergarten staff also assist students with the EL Program on an as-needed basis to
support student total immersion in English.
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Services provided by categorical funds to enable under-performing students to meet standards

Learning intervention opportunities at our site have been implemented after school (as funding and personnel allow), and
during the school day for those students who are unable to arrange for transportation after sessions are completed. The
transportation department has been very supportive busing students home after student school hours. Teachers
consistently differentiate with their students to ensure educational success. The student interventions currently utilized
are standard and research-based. These interventions are tailored to meeting the needs of the student and are aligned
with the identified student deficits.

The RISE after-school Program, as previously stated, was implemented as an intervention, in the 2010 school year, to
assist students who were performing below academic standards. It will continue as funding and personnel allow.

Use of the state and local assessments to modify instruction and improve student achievement

Teachers monitor student growth using assessments that are both formative and summative on a continual cycle during
their PLC (Professional Learning Communities), at each grade level and also periodically through vertical planning.

The three wishes was implemented within the 2016-2017 school year. This idea came from our grade level teams.
Teams decided what are the three areas of non-negotiables, student "must knows" as they continue onto the next grade
level in both ELA and Math at this point.

Students at Monticello are assessed utilizing DIBELS in grades second, third, and fourth. Students in kindergarten and
first grades utilize the district adopted Houghton Mifflin series theme tests and DIBELS Next to measure deficits and
successes among our student population. All students are currently assessed using the district adopted Reading Lions
benchmarks in fluency. District assessments that align with Common Core Standards with be developed and
implemented to our students. The current state assessment CAASPP, will be administered at a designated time during
each school year in grades third and fourth.

Number and percentage of teachers in academic areas experiencing low student performance

All teachers have equitable access to students that would meet the criteria of low-performing students in their respective
classroom and grade level.
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Family, school, district and community resources available to assist these students

Monticello Elementary keeps communication between school, teacher and parent/guardian open and accessible. We
utilize Blackboard Connect to disseminate information en masse through email and phone communication. Our school
has an open door policy which allows parents/guardians to visit our site on an as-needed basis as long as the visit has
been previously arranged as contract allows, with the classroom teacher. Our school has regular parent/guardian-
teacher conferences, staff/ school newsletters, posted on-line and sent to parents by staff, and phone calls home so that
parents have access to information and updates to student progress occurring in classrooms. Staff also communicates by
phone, text, and email consistently with our parent/guardian population. There is a newly implemented communication
to our English Learner parents. A portion of Monticello's newsletter is translated to Spanish each week. This task
occurred because of a request made by our ELAC committee.

Classroom teachers invite community members to speak in classrooms regarding jobs and available programs in our
community.

Monticello sponsors fundraisers for various charities each year to raise awareness within our school community.
Food Drives, Brighter Christmas, and Pennies for Patients are two examples.

We have an annual Turkey Trot and Fun'd Run to promote student outdoor activity and exercise.

We recycle various items through Student Council that benefit our local animal shelter. We also collect items for the
animal shelter.

The school community assists with activities that may include: The Winter Program, Fun'd Run, Holiday Shop, Book Fair,
classroom plays, Monticello/Jefferson Carnival, Spring Sing, Movie Night, and our very popular Parent Volunteer Program.

Our district implemented a Healthy Choices program in 2006 that continues today. The Healthy Choices program is a
living document that is visited each school year. Students play before eating lunch and participate in organized games
and walks during recess throughout the school year. Buddies in different grade levels walk the track for up to 20 minutes
on any given day to promote a healthy lifestyle.

Our Fun'd Run to support student programs and healthy choices was implemented in May 2010 and has become an
annual event. This event is sponsored by the Parent Faculty Association.

School, district and community barriers to improvements in student achievement

The barriers that hinder improvement in student achievement would continue to be our socio-economically
disadvantaged and our diverse ethnic student population. To assist in making a level playing field, students who receive
no assistance at home, due to English language difficulty, are encouraged to participate in our after-school programs
(when funding allows) designed to assist these students. Transportation is also an issue. Our students in grades first
through third are allowed to ride the bus home at the 3:00pm dismissal time. Our fourth grade students do not currently
have transportation allowance for after-school programs. This will occur as funding and personnel allows.

Limitations of the current program to enable under performing student to meet standards

The limitations of our current curricular programs to meet the needs of under performing students would include the lack
of prompts in state-adopted curriculum whether they be "pictorial” or "spiraling" concepts. The rapidity in which the
state standards require to complete the series is another hindrance. There is also limited English Learner curriculum
available. In the 2009-2010 school year, Monticello purchased and will continue to support, a school adopted
handwriting program, which is essential to students in kindergarten through second grades. We purchased the
fluency/comprehension program, Read Naturally, in 2010 for first grade. In 2012, Read Naturally was purchased to
accommodate all grade levels and is utilized daily as support material for students.

Conclusions from Analysis of Instructional Programs

The overall plan for student improvement will consist of raising assessment scores in both English Language Arts and
Math. Engagement and Common Core strategies will continue to be implemented with an emphasis on student
independent learning. Chromebooks have been purchased for students in grade transitional kindergarten through fourth
so students may practice their typing skills, which will assist with student successes. We will adopt keyboarding
curriculum district-wide.

Progress monitoring occurs every 6 weeks with our students who are currently in intervention to measure student
progress.

Parents are encouraged to participate in SSC (School Site Council), PFA (Parent Faculty Association), and ELAC (English
Learner Advisory Committee).

Students are given golden tickets for making good choices from staff with a random selection lottery to have lunch with
the principal each month on the stage in the multi-purpose room or in another designated area. Students receive a good
choice badge or a dog tag type necklace, and a treat from administration during their lunch along with a certificate.
They are also first in line to go to lunch.

Monticello began sending home discipline bench passes with parent signature requested. Parents return each discipline
referral to school.

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ABOUT THIS SCHOOL

Mission Statement:

Tom Hawkins Elementary School is composed of a dedicated staff committed to providing the highest standards
of education, developing the whole child, school safety, and continuously striving for improvement. The staff and
parent community value programs of instruction in art, music, physical education and character and know that all
students have individual paths to success. Tom Hawkins students are leaders in and outside of school and leave
the halls of the school prepared for high school and success in the 21st century.

History:

The school opened in August, 2000, as a K-3 neighborhood walking school, serving approximately 200 students.
The student population was projected to increase due to the area’s population growth. During the 01-02 school
year, Hawkins added 7 portables and served K-5 grades with 326 students. The permanent school was
completed in June, 2002, and opened with 519 K-6 students in August 2002. Due to growth we reopened the
portable campus for the 2003- 2004 school year. In August 2005, our 6th-8th grade students moved into a
brand new wing. The school currently has approximately 736 students in grades TK-8, including a special day
class for 3rd - 5th grade. The school is named after Mr. Tom Hawkins. For over 30 years, Mr. Hawkins served as
teacher, principal, and superintendent for Jefferson School District. He was an integral part of the Tracy
education community, involved in many Tracy service clubs, community programs, and Tom Hawkins School. Mr.
Hawkins' core values help shape the culture of Tom Hawkins Elementary School and is regarded as a role model
for staff and students. The school colors are royal blue, gray, and white and the mascot is the Husky.

Who Attends Tom Hawkins:

Currently, 117 (16%) students are identified as Limited English Proficient. Approximately 25% of students are
qualified for free and reduced lunch. Current enroliment information shows the following breakdown of students
by ethnic background:

Technology:

Technology is a fundamental instructional tool and all staff. One-to-one Chromebook sets are utilized in all
3rd-8th grade classrooms. Students have access to computer labs on campus. It is a core belief at Tom Hawkins
that every student has a right to technology enhanced instruction. All classrooms are equipped with LCD
projectors, document cameras, and wireless routers. The school has purchased a mobile set of 20 iPads and
conducts training for their use in instruction. The District and Hawkins site personnel maintain the district website
at jeffersonschooldistrict.com with a link to Hawkins Elementary School.

School Wide Programs:
The staff of Tom Hawkins tries to provide programs to address the strengths of all learners. A robust athletic
program offers students the opportunity to play volleyball and basketball. The Hawkins community continues to
value music and art instruction. TK-4 grade students receive weekly music instruction and 5th - 8th grades may
choose to participate in the band program. For the past several years, School Site Council and the Hawkins
Parent Faculty Club have elected to fund the Artist in Residence program in order to provide visual and
performina arts_instruction to all students.

Educational Practices

Alignment of curriculum, instruction and materials to content and performance standards

Language Arts
The Language Arts program promotes a balanced literacy approach to Reading, Writing, Listening, and Speaking. The
District’s adopted curriculum is aligned to the state standards and frameworks. The adopted curriculum is as follows:

Grades K-5 use Houghton Mifflin
6th-8th grade uses Holt Literature and Language Arts by Holt, Rhinehart and Winston
Grades K-3 are currently utilizing the Open Court Phonics program.

Teachers in grades K-8 are currently piloting new ELA curriculum.

The teachers of Tom Hawkins also believe strongly in generating a life long love of reading through the use of core
novels to supplement the adopted ELA curriculum.

History/Social Science

The History/Social Science adopted curriculum is aligned to the state standards and frameworks. The district supports
the goals and curriculum strands with supplemental materials and teaching strategies that help students learn knowledge
and skills that are inter-related with history, geography, humanities and the social sciences. The curriculum goal of skills
attainment and social participation is pursued by developing student’s participation skills, critical thinking skills, and basic
study skills.

Grades K-5 use Scott Foresman
Grades 6-8 use Holt, Rhinehart, and Winston

Math

The district core curriculum is organized as a balanced and integrated curriculum that follows the guidelines of the
Common Core State Standards and framework. Students are provided a balanced instructional program that promotes
rigor by applying conceptual understanding, procedural fluency and real world application. Students develop higher
order thinking skills and utilize the Standards for Mathematical Practices.

The adopted curriculum is as follows:
Grades K-8 use Go Math! by Houghton Mifflin

Physical Education/Health

As two components in a comprehensive school health system, physical education and health education should
complement each other. Health education focuses on four unifying ideas of health literacy: (1) acceptance of personal
responsibility for lifelong health; (2) respect for and promotion of the health of others; (3) an understanding of the
process of growth and development; and (4) the informed use of health-related information. Physical education focuses
on three goals: (1) movement skills and movement knowledge; (2) self-image and personal development; and (3) social
development. A variety of materials and supplies are used to meet the state Frameworks.

Science

The science curriculum is aligned with the state framework and standards, and is balanced among the three disciplines:
Life, Earth, and Physical Science. The curriculum uses the foundations of the scientific process. A combination of
textbook and hands-on instructional materials is utilized in grades K-8. Science teachers in grades 6-8 are working
collaboratively to design instruction that coincides with the Next Generation Science Standards.

The adopted curriculum is as follows:
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Grades K-6 use Scott Foresman
Grades 7th - 8th use Glencoe

Visual and Performing Arts

Visual and Performing Arts encompass four components, which are artistic perception, creative expression, historical and
cultural context, and aesthetic values. These components are incorporated throughout the classroom’s daily activities
which would include: plays, musical programs, choral readings, reader’s theater, art appreciation, improvisation, stage
props and crafts, and student art exhibits. Students in grades TK — 3 receive 30 minutes per week of classroom music
from a credentialed music teacher, and students in grade 4 receive one 45 minute session per week in classroom music
from a credentialed music teacher. Students in grades 5 — 8 have the opportunity to receive instruction in how to play
an instrument and participate in playing in the school band. The program is also enhanced through the use of the Artist
in the Schools program in each classroom. School-wide performances include the Winter Program. Grade levels and
individual classes perform Reader’s Theater, plays, songs, and movement activities.

The adopted curriculum is as follows:
Grades TK — 3 uses Share the Music

This school year teachers will be using supplementary curriculum in all content areas that is aligned with our California
State Standards. Teachers meet weekly in professional learning communities to collaborate on guaranteed curriculum,
formative assessment, data analysis, and intervention planning.

Availability of standards-based instructional materials appropriate to all student groups

All students have access to the core curriculum, including students in RSP, SDC, GATE, EL and Speech. The Coordinator
of Curriculum, classroom teachers, and site administrators assist in the standards-based instructional materials adoption
process. The local Board certifies that each pupil in the district has been provided with a standards-aligned textbook or
basic instructional materials each year. Classrooms are equipped with core novels and reading libraries.

Alignment of staff development to standards, assessed student performance and professional needs

The Jefferson School District instituted Professional Learning Communities across several levels of stakeholder groups.
There is a Administration/Coach level Instructional Leadership Team that meets monthly. This team is comprised of
district and site level administrators, as well as the Instructional Coaches. There is a District Instructional Leadership
Team that meets periodically. This team is comprised of teacher leaders, administrators, and coaches from across the
district. There is Hawkins Instructional Leadership Team that meets bimonthly. This team is comprised of teacher
leaders from various grade levels in both Special and General Education, a school psychologist, instructional coach, and
administrators.

The Hawkins ILT team members facilitate grade level and content area Professional Learning Communities. These teams
of teachers meet weekly on campus and across the district. The purpose of the teams is to determine what students
need to learn, how that learning will be measured, and collaborate on strategies for what to do when student require
intervention or enrichment. Each grade level participates in weekly meetings to review student data, student placement
in intervention and plan to ensure that all students are learning at high levels.
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Services provided by the regular program to enable under-performing students to meet standard

Each student receives instruction in grade level standards using the district adopted core curriculum through effective
first instruction. To make certain that all students reach their potential, we use classroom-based assessments, PLC
created assessments, district benchmark assessments, Reading Lions Fluency Assessments, CAASPP data, and CELDT
scores to identify their learning needs. After benchmark assessments are administered, each grade level meets to
identify those students who may need strategic or intensive intervention and those that are meeting grade level
standards. Each student is placed according to their needs during the Response to Intervention time. The student
groups then receive instruction based on their identified needs. We have 2 Intervention Specialists and one EL Aide that
provide this small group and individualized instruction. Hawkins also offers Study Skills in Middle School to support
struggling learners.

Homework is an extension of the learning that occurs during the regular school day. Each grade level has a homework
system that helps students organize their time and assignments. The folder system in kindergarten through third grade is
consistent from week to week, building strong homework habits. In the fourth through eighth grades, students write
their daily assignments in a planner, and are encouraged to take responsibility for their homework.

GLAD - Guided Language Acquisition Design is a researched based system to improve language development, academic
achievement, and cross-cultural skills. Teachers in TK-2nd grades have received Tier 1 GLAD certification. They are
working diligently to implement strategies into their classrooms to promote language acquisition for English Learners, as
well as struggling learners.

Speech Pathologist — The school has one full time Speech and Language pathologist on staff. Students are identified
through the SST process then through the special education assessment process. The pathologist works closely with
teachers to identify and then provide appropriate therapy and strategies for students with articulation and language
processing difficulties.

Special Education — The school has one full time Education Specialist, one full time Special Day Class teacher, as well as
four part time instructional aides. The team assists Special Education students and academically at-risk students in the
regular education classroom under the direction of the Resource teacher. Students that are identified as needing special
day instruction attend the special day class. The classroom teacher provides the primary instruction with additional
special education inclusion services and instructional support.

Counselors — Two counselors, contracted from Valley Mountain Regional Resources, are at our school three days a week.
The counselors work on a referral basis and consult with teachers who have identified students with emotional needs
that can interfere with learning in the classroom. The counselor contacts families and provides information about
resources and services available outside of the school district. Students meet with the counselor individually or in small
groups. The counselor provides emotional support that students need in order to be academically and socially
successful. The counselor works closely with the Student Study Team to provide services for students when needed.

PBIS - This is our Positive Behavioral Interventions & Supports program. The PAWS Committee uses PBIS principles as its
foundation in creating a positive school wide behavior system. We have also implemented Young Men's and Young
Women's Leadership Groups. This group focuses on providing positive role models for at-risk young men and women.
The club meets at lunch and performs a variety of community and school service projects.
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Services provided by categorical funds to enable under-performing students to meet standards

Tom Hawkins Elementary has a robust intervention system. Students in K-6 receive quality first direct instruction using
the district adopted curriculum and have an instructional coach available for their support. Each student is given
benchmark assessments. Teachers meet after each benchmark is administered to analyze student data and then provide
intervention to students according to their needs during the designated RTI time. Students are then given an extra 30-
48 minutes of focused instruction based on their needs whether they are strategic, intensive or need to be challenged.
These meetings happen weekly to ensure there is flexible and fluid groupings. Students are monitored during their
intervention time every 4 -6 weeks to track progress. This intervention time is above and beyond their core instructional
time.

We currently have one EL paraprofessional, working 5.75 hours per day, who provides classroom support for English
learners performing below grade level in the content areas, as well as extra small group, supplemental support during
the RTI time. Two 5.5 hour intervention specialists instruct students working below benchmark in ELA and/or Math
during the RTI time. All Intervention Specialists and teachers are supported by an Instructional Coach to enhance first
instruction and active engagement strategies to ensure all students are receiving quality instruction.

Use of the state and local assessments to modify instruction and improve student achievement

There is a close link between assessment, evaluation, and planning. Teachers use a continual assessment process to
monitor student growth, evaluate effectiveness of instruction, and adjust instruction to ensure students have the best
possible opportunity to reach a thorough mastery of grade-level standards.

In ELA, students are assessed through curriculum embedded assessments, Reading Lions fluency assessments, and
district benchmark assessments. Through PLC teams, teachers are also developing formative assessments to monitor
student learning and drive instructional decisions and modify pacing. There is a strong emphasis on formative
assessments happening daily in all content areas and grade levels.

The district uses llluminate for teachers and administrators to identify strengths, weaknesses, and areas that require
additional focus. Teachers and the site administration use these tools to modify and plan instruction during Professional
Learning Community (PLC) meetings. In addition, teachers use Go Math online assessment and data analysis tools to
track student progress.

Number and percentage of teachers in academic areas experiencing low student performance

All teachers have students that would be considered low performing according to district standards. The school places
students carefully to ensure that each classroom is balanced.
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Family, school, district and community resources available to assist these students

Tom Hawkins Elementary School has a wealth of opportunities to assist students and their families. We work to keep
communication between school, teacher, and parents open and accessible. We have regular parent/teacher conferences,
weekly newsletters, and phone calls home, and emails to keep students and parents informed and focused on success.
In addition, we utilize Blackboard Connect to inform parents of upcoming events or schedule changes. We have a weekly
newsletter that includes a Principal's Corner to help keep parents fully informed of school activities. The weekly
newsletters are sent over email through Blackboard Connect to our parents. They are also posted on the Hawkins
website. The school works closely with the Hawkins Parent Faculty Club to communicate with parents through social
media including a Facebook page.

Student health and safety is a focus. Office clerks (2) are trained to provide medical treatment of minor injuries. The
counselors are available 3 days a week, and the district psychologist is on call and available to students at any time. The
district employs a part time school nurse. The speech and language pathologis is on site four days a week, one Resource
Specialist is on site full time, and two special education instructional aides provide services to students in Special
Education. Other support staff include: district technology staff support (1.5) and two library part time aides. The
Hawkins library is open 5 days a week during school hours.

Extra Curricular Activities/Community Involvement

Our students participate in Jump Rope for Heart — a fundraiser for the American Heart Association. Students are also
participants in the National Walk to School Day. Periodically, our school donates specific items to Tracy Interfaith
Ministries, a non-profit community organization helping those in need. Brighter Christmas, a community holiday program,
also receives student and staff assistance providing toys and food for needy families during the holidays.

Students have opportunities not only to show support for the community, but also the environment. The ASB Student
Council leads a recycling campaign in order to allow students to protect the earth and raise money for our school. The
fifth grade classes participate in DARE and are required to perform community service hours through this program.

During each school year, Hawkins hosts a science night featuring student projects, hands on experiments by our Science
department, and Starlab. In addition, Hawkins celebrates Red Ribbon Week and National Walk to School Day, 4-5 grade
Walk Through America, and an 8 week Artist in Residence program for all TK-8 graders. Third graders participate in
Pioneer School. National Day of the Writer is celebrated with activities that emphasize the importance of writing.
Traditionally, Hawkins student participate in local, county and state competitions such as the Spelling Bee, Science and
Math Olympiad, and Science Fair.

Hawkins has an active ASB student council that meets every other week and plans school wide events and assemblies.
They plan and execute TK-5th grade Fun Fridays, 6th-8th grade dances, school wide rallies, community service projects,
and assemblies.

The Hawkins Parent Faculty Club supports students by selling food items before Back to School Night, as well as Open
House. They also offer family movie nights during the school year. HPFC conducts fundraisers during the year, such as
the Hawkins Fund Run, See’s Candy, SHARE card program through Savemart grocery stores, and dinner night out
events. All proceeds go back to the students and school activities. HPFC provides gently used spirit wear to students in
need through the Husky Hand-Me-Down program. The club also hosts a bimonthly booth for the selling of snacks, spirit
wear, and the collection of box tops.

Throughout the school year, we have assemblies that bring community members to our school. Tracy police and fire
personnel present safety tips to students. The Bulldog Project focuses on anti-bullying and student confidence. Teen
Truth Live presents an anti-bullying, school violence awareness program.

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School, district and community barriers to improvements in student achievement

The greatest barriers to improvement in student achievement at school are inconsistent implementation of instructional
strategies, lack high level questioning strategies, physical space, scheduling, and student/staff time. Some families have
difficulty scheduling transportation for after school programs. Transitioning to the California State Standards has been
challenging in language arts due to lack of aligned curriculum; however, teachers have begun to collaborate on creating
instructional units and lessons aligned to the new standards.

Limitations of the current program to enable under performing student to meet standards

The adopted Houghton Mifflin and Holt ELA programs do not have an adequate writing component and are not aligned to
the California State Standards. At this time, aligned ELA curriculum is being piloted at each grade level.

Teachers still need to be provided with further training and experience with the newly adopted Go Math! curriculum and
have not fully implemented the Standards for Mathematical practices in all classrooms.

Conclusions from Analysis of Instructional Programs

The staff, District Instructional Leadership Team, Hawkins Instructional Leadership Team, and School Site Council
reviewed the CAASPP data from 2016. The data was viewed comprehensively and also disaggregated by subgroup. The
teams analyzed multi-year cohort comparisons as well as reviewed performance in comparison to schools across the
district, county and state. After reviewing data, the participants learned that overall, student achievement increased.
School wide Language Arts performance improved by 2%. School wide Mathematics performance improved by 7%.

Mathematics was of particular concern after analyzing the data. The plan to improve performance in this area focuses
around PLC teams meeting weekly to target areas of concern, create formative assessments, and provide interventions in
student deficit areas. Continued staff development in this area is necessary in order to provide improved differentiated
instruction, Response to Intervention services, and pre-SST interventions.

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ABOUT THIS SCHOOL

School History

Anthony C. Traina Elementary School is the newest of four schools comprising the Jefferson School District
located in Tracy, California. It bears the name of the now deceased, long time Tracy resident and Jefferson
School District Trustee; Anthony C. Traina, a man that has championed the cause of education in this District for
several years. Construction on Phase | of Traina School began in mid 2004, in response to the influx of residents
moving into the master planned subdivision, Edgewood, in southern Tracy.

At that time staff, parents and students were surveyed to decide the school spirit colors and mascot. Since many
of Traina School students and staff were transferred from the other three schools in the district, one color was
selected representing each of the other three school sites as one of the two choices for spirit colors. The results
of the survey determined that Traina students would be called “The Traina Tigers” and would show their school
spirit by wearing the colors purple (Monticello), yellow (Jefferson), and gray (Hawkins).

The school opened in August 2004 as a K-8 neighborhood walking school, serving approximately 289 students in
grades K-3. The campus consisted of 14 portable classrooms, 1 administration portable, 1 cafeteria portable, and
1 restroom portable.

Phase Il completion of the permanent campus suffered setbacks due to poor weather conditions, trade union
disputes, etc. In August 2005 to prepare for the transition into the permanent site, Traina 4th-6th grade
students were identified and taught by Traina teachers in self contained classrooms at the Monticello and
Jefferson campuses. A Vice Principal was hired in the 05/06 school year to help meet the academic and discipline
needs of a growing Traina School community both on and off campus. The move into the permanent site did not
begin until the last week of May 2006. The new campus opened the following August serving students in
Kindergarten through seventh grades.

The facility consists of 32 classrooms, a library, cafeteria, computer lab and administration offices. The portables
from Phase | are available as enrollment fluctuates from year to year.

In the late Spring of 2016, construction was completed in the new Traina Gym. This new facility offers a large
indoor space for athletics and school or community gatherings.

Conclusions from Student Performance Data Analysis

The data being analyzed for the development of this plan are from the 2015 and 2016 administration of the California
Assessment of Student Progress and Performance (CAASPP). 2015 was the first time that the CAASPP was administered
and established a base line for growth measurement.

The goal set for the school for the 2016 CAASPP in English Language Arts was for a 5% increase in the total percentage
of students scoring “Met Standard” or “Exceeded Standard.” In English Language Arts the total percent of students who
Met or Exceeded the standard was 52%. This represents a 4% increase over the 2015 administration of the test and
indicates that as a school we narrowly missed our goal of 5%.

Thirty-nine percent of the students at Traina either Met or Exceeded the mathematics standard. Forty percent Nearly
Met the standard and 21% Did Not Meet the standard. The 39% of students who Met or Exceeded indicate a 4%
increase in the overall proficiency of students at our school. The target of 5% growth was missed by 1%.

The Department of Education tracks what they refer to as the subgroups within a school’s population. The term
“subgroup” is defined as “at least 50 students who make up 15 percent or more of the school’s population with valid test
scores, or at least 100 students with valid test scores. The subgroups at Anthony Traina Elementary are: Hispanic,
Asian, White, Socioeconomically Disadvantaged (SED), and English Learners

These students are represented in our population as follows:
36% Hispanic

26% Asian

23% White

30% Socioeconomically Disadvantaged

21% English Learners

The percentage of students in our subgroups that scored Met Standard or Exceeded Standard is as follows:

ELA — Increased to 48% from 44% (4% increase)
Math — Increased to 34% from 30% (4% increase)

ELA — Increased to 56% from 44% (12% increase)
Math Increased to 48% from 39% (9% Increase)
White

ELA — Increased to 59% from 56% (3% increase)
Math — Increased to 44% from 40% (4% increase)
SED:

ELA — Increased to 47% from 38% (9% increase)
Math - Increased to 30% from 24% (7% Increase)

English Learners
ELA — Increased to 42% from 35%. (7% increase)
Math — Remained at 29% (no gain or loss)

That data indicate increases in achievement for nearly all of our significant subgroups, but still shows an achievement
gap for our English Learners, and Hispanic students in both ELA and Math.
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The California English Language Development Test (CELDT) is administered every year to students who are designated
as English Learners. These are students who's primary language upon entering school is any language other than
English. Each year, students are assessed on their levels in the following categories: Listening, Speaking, Reading,
Writing, and Comprehension. In each of these categories, students are classified depending on their current ability in
the category as being: Beginning, Early Intermediate, Intermediate, Early Advanced, or Advanced. The program for
English Learners is assessed by the percentage of designated English Learner students in the school that make progress
in these categories and classifications from Beginning toward Advanced. The targets set by the Department of Education
are referred to as Annual Measurable Achievement Objectives (AMAOS).

AMAQO 1 is the objective relating to the percentage among all English Learners of those who make progress within the
classifications. The target set for Traina in 2015-16 was 62%. We exceeded that target by achieving a "Percent met"
rate of 84%.

AMAO 2 refers to the progress of students in cohorts within our English Learner population. There are two cohorts:

Educational Practices

Alignment of curriculum, instruction and materials to content and performance standards

Traina Elementary utilizes State adopted curriculum that is aligned to the California State Content Standards in
Kindergarten through 8th grades. State Frameworks, Content Standards and research-based curriculum are continually
referenced and reviewed as a means of guiding instruction. Ongoing formative, summative and criterion-referenced
assessments identify student progress and individual student needs. Classroom instruction is differentiated to meet the
needs of all students.

In the 2015-2016 school year, the school days were adjusted to allow for early release on every Monday to provide
collaboration of teacher teams. These teams are dedicated to improving academic results through developing formative
assessments which provide data that can be used to adjust and improve instruction.

In compliance with the Williams Act, all Traina Elementary students have equal access to standards-aligned instructional
materials, safe and decent school facilities and highly qualified teachers.

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Alignment of staff development to standards, assessed student performance and professional needs

Traina’s teaching staff consists of 36 classroom teachers, one resource teacher, one special day teacher, one shared
school psychologist, one part-time general music teacher, one full time band/general music teacher and 2.5 physical
education teachers. Traina also has the following personnel on staff: a principal, a vice-principal, school secretary, one
full and one part-time office clerk, two part-time intervention specialists, two part-time EL instructional aides, two part
time SDC instructional aides, three part time Resource instructional aides, one speech therapist, three custodians, one
full time and three part-time cafeteria workers, six part-time campus aides, and two part-time librarians. Additional
district supported personnel include: one full-time instructional coach, one part-time school therapist and one part-time
school counselor.

A variety of staff development activities address professional needs. In the summer of 2016, the Traina Instructional
Leadership Team (TILT) attended a Professional Learning Communities institute from Solution Tree. This institute
provided inspiring and dynamic professional development which gave the members of the TILT tools, ideas and
motivation to share with their grade-level and subject teams as the school community continues to grow into a more
effective and vibrant Professional Learning Community. The TILT is preparing specifically targeted professional learning
activities to present to the staff on Mondays during the “Site Collaboration” time.

A District Buy Back Day at the beginning of the school year provided teachers with professional development on
technology and the integration of technology and Google Apps for Education into the classroom, developing and using
formative assessments and other classes which the teachers were able to elect to attend based on interest and need.
The majority of the teachers at Traina have been trained in the use of Guided Language Acquisition Design (GLAD). This
year, the district has begun the process of training the teachers at the other sites. In addition to those teachers, some of
the new staff at Traina were trained in order to continue the plan of having a completely GLAD-trained staff. There are
plans in the next school year to train those who were not able to be trained this school year.

New teachers participate in the Beginning Teacher Support and Assessment (BTSA) program for two years.

Teachers very frequently pursue professional development opportunities outside of those provided by the school and
district.

Services provided by the regular program to enable under-performing students to meet standard

 Classroom teachers use a wide variety of strategies and materials to provide differentiated instruction to all sub-groups
in all subject areas. Multiple modality teaching strategies are utilized in an effort to reach all learning styles.

e Technology is incorporated whenever possible as it is a preferred mode of learning for many. Anthony Traina School
currently has a fully functioning computer lab housing 33 computers.

e There is a one to one Chromebook to student ratio in grades 2 — 8.

» The results of on-going progress monitoring tools (DIBELS) to place and tailor learning programs for all students.
These assessments also allow the teaching staff to monitor progress and if necessary, begin the process of referring
students for additional services.

« Participation in the Accelerated Reader and STAR Reader Program is highly emphasized. Students receive award
certificates, books, public recognition, medals and earned reading celebration flex time. These programs are proven
effective in increasing reading fluency.

e There are many award and incentive programs which motivate our students academically.

« Daily “Words of Wisdom” are presented to develop student character. Additionally, Tiger Truths are emphasized and
students receive rewards for exemplifying the spirit of these truths.

 Students have access to a district provided counselor and therapist through Valley Community Counseling Services.
 Traina shares a school psychologist with another site.

« A full time speech pathologist provides services to those students who are identified as needing Speech Services

e There is a school Gifted And Talented Education (GATE) program for those students who qualify.

e READ 180 is a remedial reading program which is designed to accelerate the acquisition of reading skills for those in
grades 6 through 8 who have fallen behind.
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Services provided by categorical funds to enable under-performing students to meet standards

The following categorical funded positions and programs help under-performing students to meet standards (ESEA)

« A robust after school intervention program which is being instituted in phases. This program utilizes certificated staff
(Teachers), classified staff (Intervention Specialists and EL Aides), Advanced Placement High School Students and the
7th and 8th grade Leadership Students. The program is offered three days a week for up to 2 hours after school, and
provides targeted intervention in academics for students who are identified as needing extra support. Students are
identified by multiple indicators including: Grade Point Average, test data, individual class grades, teacher
recommendation, parent recommendation, and student request.

» Professional development in the latest and best practices for improving student achievement is sought, identified and
funded using these funds.

« Supplementary instructional materials for use in interventions, both during the school day and after school, are funded
using these materials.

« Professional Development materials for Certificated and Classified staff are funded using these materials.

Use of the state and local assessments to modify instruction and improve student achievement

Students in the third through eighth grades are assessed annually by the Smarter Balance Assessment Consortium.
Students scoring “Standard Not Met” or “Standard Nearly Met” in ELA and/or math are identified for the purpose of
targeted assistance programs. Students in this sub-group receive intervention services (ELA, math, and if applicable EL)
by way of RTI and/or small group pull-out and differentiated instruction in the classroom. Additionally, teachers use
classroom tests and quizzes as well as formative assessments developed by grade level teams to identify student needs
and respond to them. DIBELS will be used to identify and progress monitor student performance. EL students are
assessed annually on the CELDT. Special education students are evaluated annually and tri-annually based upon legal
guidelines and progress made on I.E.P. goals. Fifth and Seventh grades participate in the California Physical Fitness
Testing program.

Number and percentage of teachers in academic areas experiencing low student performance
All teachers at Anthony Traina School have “low performing” students in their classrooms.

Association provides assemblies and activities to enhance our students' educational experiences. Family Literacy Night,
Science Night, After School Remediation, Summer Bridge Camp, Math Night, Scholastic Book Fair, Back to School Night,
Open House and Science Camp are just a few of the programs and activities Traina students and their families participate
in each year.

School, district and community barriers to improvements in student achievement

 Lack of time. There are more students in need of remedial help than can adequately be serviced by the intervention
staff in the allotted time.

Limitations of the current program to enable under performing student to meet standards

Currently, budget reductions at the state level have required that we monitor our spending closely and while no
programs have been eliminated and class size reduction has been maintained with modifications we are still mindful of
funding availability . Staffing additional programs to remediate underperforming students is a challenge as well. The
availability of space on the Traina campus is an additional challenge when considering adding programs.

The current adoptions of Houghton/Mifflin and Holt ELA both lack a comprehensive writing component.

Conclusions from Analysis of Instructional Programs

A well balanced program is paramount to student academic success. Understanding the importance of empowering
students with the confidence to express themselves through positive outlets is a priority. The teachers use a variety of
visual and performing arts activities to encourage and promote self confidence among students. All First through Fourth
grade students receive general music from a music teacher once a week. All Fifth through Eighth grade students are
eligible to participate in group and whole band instruction.

Annual participation by grades K-3 in the Artists in Residence Program encourages students to explore both traditional
and new art mediums including dance or visual arts. Teachers utilize poetry, short plays, individual and group reports,
as well as various hands-on activities to enhance all curriculum areas. Students prepare for and participate in the Winter
Program and various other class activities where both visual and performing arts are the focus. Parents/guardians and
the public are invited to attend these events which afford students the opportunity to perform for an audience. As
students progress through each grade level, they learn to use materials, methods, and techniques from both visual and
performing arts. An art cart is provided stocked with materials and supplies for use by all teachers.

The Traina Elementary Physical Education program is based on the state-adopted framework and standards. The Physical
Education program develops each student’s physical fithess and wellness, as well as the knowledge, skills, and values
that encourage lifetime awareness of personal fitness and good health.

Students are taught to recognize the relationship that exists between wellness, good nutrition, proper hygiene, lifestyle
and physical fitness. Core teachers integrate health education across disciplines, such as Science and Language Arts.
Classroom teachers at the Kindergarten through third-grade level provide the PE program for their students. All 5th and
7th grade students participate in the California Physical Fitness Tests yearly and the California Healthy Kids Survey as
mandated.

After school sports are available to students in 5th through 8th grades. Depending upon the season, Traina students
have the opportunity to participate in volleyball, soccer and basketball.

Personnel Procedures for Filing a Complaint

The following procedures shall be followed when an employee has a complaint alleging that a specific
action, policy, procedure or practice discriminates against him/her on any basis specified in the district’s
nondiscrimination policies.

(cf. 0410 - Nondiscrimination in District Programs and Activities)
(cf. 4030 - Nondiscrimination in Employment)

1. The complaint must be initiated within 30 days after a complainant knew- or should have known, of the
alleged discrimination.

2. All parties involved in allegations of discrimination shall be notified when a complaint is filed, when a
complaint meeting or hearing is scheduled, and when a decision or ruling is made. The
complainant also shall be notified of his/her right to appeal the decision to the next level.

3. When a complaint is brought against the individual responsible for the complaint process at any level,
the complainant may address the complaint directly to the next appropriate level.

4. Meetings related to a complaint shall be held at times the district determines as least likely to interfere
with school schedules and operations.

5. For the protection of the complainant and the district, complaint proceedings shall be kept confidential
insofar as appropriate.

6. All documents, communications and records dealing with the complaint shall be placed in a district
complaint file.

7. No retaliation shall be taken in any form for the filing of a complaint, the reporting of instances of
discrimination or for participation in the complaint procedures. Such
participation shall not in any way affect the status or work assignments of the complainant.

8. Time limits specified in these procedures may be revised only by written mutual agreement of all
parties involved. If the district fails to respond within a specified or adjusted time limit. a
complainant may proceed to the next level. If a complainant fails to take the complaint to the next
step within the prescribed time, the complaint shall be considered settled at the preceding step.

Level |

The complainant shall first meet informally with the principal of the school where the allegedly

discriminatory act occurred. A complaint regarding discrimination away from a school site should be

discussed with an administrator selected by the Superintendent. If the complainant's concerns are not clear
or cannot be resolved through informal discussion, the principal or other administrator shall prepare, within

10 working days, a written summary of his/her meetings with the complainant. This report shall be

available if requested by the nondiscrimination coordinator.

Level 11

If a complaint cannot be satisfactorily resolved at Level I, the complainant may submit a formal written

complaint to the district nondiscrimination coordinator within 10 days of his/her attempt to resolve the

complaint informally. The written complaint shall include the following:

1. The complainant's signature or that of his/her representative

2. The complainant's name, address and telephone number

3. The name and address of the district staff member who committed the alleged violation

4. A description of the allegedly discriminatory act(s) or omission(s)

5. The discriminatory basis alleged

6. A specific description of the time, place, nature, participants in and witnesses to the alleged violation

7. Other pertinent information which may assist in investigating and resolving the complaint

The nondiscrimination coordinator shall assign a staff member to assist the complainant with this writing if
such help is needed. The coordinator shall respond to the complainant in writing within 10 working days.

The coordinator shall conduct any investigation necessary to respond to the complaint, including
discussion with the complainant, person(s) involved, appropriate staff members and students, and review
of the Level | report and all other relevant documents. If a response from third parties is necessary, the
coordinator may designate up to 10 additional working days for investigation of the complaint.

Level 111

If the complaint cannot be resolved at Level Il, the complainant may present the complaint to the
Superintendent or designee within 10 days. The Superintendent or designee shall review the Level Il
investigation file, including the complaint and all responses from district staff. The Superintendent or
designee shall respond to the complainant in writing within 10 working days.

If the Superintendent or designee finds it necessary to conduct further investigation, he/she may designate
up to 10 additional working days for such investigation and shall respond to the complainant in writing
within 10 days of completing the investigation.

Level IV

If the matter is not resolved at Level I11, the complainant may file a written appeal to the Board of Trustees
within 10 working days after receiving the Level Il response. The Superintendent or designee shall
provide the Board with all information presented at previous levels.

The Board shall grant the hearing request for the next regular Board meeting for which it can be placed on
the agenda. Any complaint against a district employee shall be conducted in closed session as a personnel
matter. The Board shall render its decision within 10 working days.

The Board may appoint a hearing panel to review the complaint and previous decisions and make
recommendations to the Board. The panel shall hear the appeal and render its decision within 10 working
days.

The
Superintendent or designee shall ensure that complainants are informed that injunctions, restraining orders
and other civil law remedies may also be available to them. This information shall be published with the
district's nondiscrimination complaint procedures and included in any related notices. (Education Code

The California School Boards Association revision and current district policy are provided for your
review and adoption.

Conflict of Interest BB 9270

The Political Reform Act requires every local government agency to review its Conflict of Interest
Code biennially. The Board Bylaw has been reorganized and updated to reflect the requirement to
submit the Conflict of Interest Code to Fair Political Practices Commission. The material on the “rule
of necessity” has been merged to the section “Conflict of Interest under the Political Reform Act,” the
material on “noninterests” in the section “Conflict of Interests under Government Code 1090 —
Financial Interest in a Contract” has been expanded to include additional examples of noninterests,
and include the exceptions to the gift limitation. The Appendix has been revised to include the
Director of Maintenance, Operations and Transportation, Director of Food Services, Coordinator of
Curriculum and Coordinator of Technology under “Category 2”.

Conflict Of Interest

BB 9270
Board Bylaws

*#*Note: The determination as to whether a conflict of interest exists must be analyzed under
two separate sets of statutes: (1) the conflict of interest provisions of the Political Reform Act
(PRA) (Government Code 87100-87505), detailed in the section below entitled "Conflict of
Interest under the Political Reform Act," and (2) Government Code 1090-1098, detailed in the
section below entitled "Conflict of Interest under Government Code 1090 - Financial Interest in a
Contract." Even when a conflict does not exist pursuant to those statutes, a violation might still
occur under the common law doctrine against conflict of interest; see the section below entitled
"Common Law Doctrine Against Conflict of Interest."***

***Note: Because the law and definitions are quite complex, it is strongly recommended that
districts consult with legal counsel and staff from the Fair Political Practices Commission
(FPPC) as soon as a potential conflict is presented.***

The Governing Board desires to maintain the highest ethical standards and help ensure that
decisions are made in the best interest of the district and the public. Accordingly, no Board
member, district employee, or other person in a designated position shall participate in the
making of any decision for the district when the decision will or may be affected by his/her
financial, family, or other personal interest or consideration.

(cf. 9005 - Governance Standards)

Even if a prohibited conflict of interest does not exist, a Board member shall abstain from voting
on personnel matters that uniquely affect his/her relatives. However, a Board member may vote
on collective bargaining agreements and personnel matters that affect a class of employees to
which his/her relative belongs. Relative means an adult who is related to the Board member by
blood or affinity within the third degree, as determined by the common law, or an individual in
an adoptive relationship within the third degree. (Education Code 35107)

***Note: The following paragraph reflects the common law definition of "relative within the
third degree."***

A relationship within the third degree includes an individual's parents, grandparents,
great-grandparents, children, grandchildren, great-grandchildren, brothers, sisters, aunts, uncles,
nieces, nephews, and the similar family of the individual's spouse/registered domestic partner
unless the individual is widowed or divorced.

***Note: The Governing Board is required to adopt a conflict of interest code in compliance





with Government Code 8§7300-87313. Board members and employees designated in the
district's conflict of interest code are required by Government Code 87500 to annually file a
Statement of Economic Interest/Form 700 to disclose any assets and income which may be
materially affected by official actions. Under the PRA, there are two separate categories of Form
700 disclosure requirements. For the first category pursuant to Government Code 87302, which
is applicable to most school districts, the disclosure requirements are determined by the district
and set forth in the district's conflict of interest code. The second category, pursuant to
Government Code 87200, is only applicable to Board members and designated employees who
"manage public investments"; see section below entitled "Additional Requirements for Boards
that Manage Public Investments." Those Board members and designated employees, referred to
by the FPPC as Government Code 87200/Article 2 filers, must file broader disclosure statements
pursuant to the disclosure requirements specified in law and FPPC regulation.***

***Note: Pursuant to Government Code 87303, the district's conflict of interest code must be
approved by the appropriate code reviewing body. For districts located entirely in one county,
the code reviewing body is the board of supervisors of the county in which the district is located.
The FPPC is the code reviewing body for those school districts located in more than one

county. ***

*#*Note: Pursuant to 2 CCR 18730, the requirements of the Government Code are satisfied if a
district adopts a conflict of interest code that incorporates 2 CCR 18730 by reference, along with
a list of designated positions and disclosure categories. The accompanying exhibit (E 9270)
contains a sample resolution that includes an appendix with designated positions and disclosure
categories which, once adopted by the Board, will comprise the terms of the district's conflict of
interest code that should be submitted to the code reviewing body.***

The Board shall adopt for the district a conflict of interest code that incorporates the provisions
of 2 CCR 18730 by reference, specifies the district's designated positions, and provides the
disclosure categories required for each position. The conflict of interest code shall be submitted
to the district's code reviewing body for approval, in accordance with Government Code 87303
and within the deadline for submission established by the code reviewing body. (Government
Code 87303)

Upon direction by the code reviewing body, the Board shall review the district's conflict of
interest code and submit any changes to the code reviewing body or, if no change is required, the
Board shall submit a written statement to that effect. (Government Code 87306.5)

When a change in the district's conflict of interest code is necessitated due to changed
circumstances, such as the creation of new designated positions, changes to the duties assigned to
existing positions, amendments, or revisions, the amended code shall be submitted to the code
reviewing body within 90 days after the changed circumstances necessitating the amendments
have become apparent. (Government Code 8§7306)

When reviewing and preparing the district's conflict of interest code, the Superintendent or
designee shall provide officers, employees, consultants, and members of the community
adequate notice and a fair opportunity to present their views. (Government Code 87311)





(cf. 9320 - Meetings and Notices)

Board members and designated employees shall annually file a Statement of Economic
Interest/Form 700 in accordance with the disclosure categories specified in the district's conflict
of interest code. A Board member who leaves office or a designated employee who leaves
district employment shall, within 30 days, file a revised statement covering the period of time
between the closing date of the last required statement and the date of leaving office or district
employment. (Government Code 87302, 8§7302.6)

(cf. 4117.2/4217.2/4317.2 - Resignation)
(cf. 9222 - Resignation)

Conflict of Interest under the Political Reform Act

***Note: The FPPC has adopted an eight-step analysis, detailed in Government Code
87100-87500, 2 CCR 18700-18755, and interpretive opinions, to determine whether a conflict of
interest exists under the PRA. When such a conflict exists, the affected Board member must
disclose the interest and disqualify himself/herself from participating in the decision, as specified
below. Because Family Code 297.5 grants a registered domestic partner the same rights,
protections, and benefits as a spouse under state law, analysis of a conflict of interest with
regards to a Board member's spouse is also applicable to a registered domestic partner.***

A Board member, designated employee, or other person in a designated position shall not make,
participate in making, or in any way use or attempt to use his/her official position to influence a
governmental decision in which he/she knows or has reason to know that he/she has a
disqualifying conflict of interest. A disqualifying conflict of interest exists if the decision will
have a "reasonably foreseeable material financial effect," which is distinguishable from the effect
on the public generally, on the Board member, designated employee, or other person in a
designated position, his/her immediate family, or any financial interest described in 2 CCR
18700. (Government Code 87100, 87101, 87103; 2 CCR 18700-18709)

A Board member, designated employee, or other person in a designated position makes a
governmental decision when he/she, acting within the authority of his/her office or position,
authorizes or directs any action on a matter, votes or provides information or opinion on it,
contacts or appears before a district official for the purpose of affecting the decision, or takes any
other action specified in 2 CCR 18704.

*#*Note: 2 CCR 18705 permits a Board member who is financially interested in a contract to
participate in making a decision on the contract if (1) he/she discloses the existence of the
conflict and describes with particularity the nature of his/her economic interest in the contract;
(2) gives a summary description of the circumstances under which he/she believes the conflict
may arise; and (3) either he/she, another Board member, or a district employee discloses the
legal basis for concluding that no alternative source of decision exists for the district. In
general, this rule will permit a district to acquire an essential supply or service. CSBA strongly
recommends that legal counsel be consulted when situations arise involving the rule of necessity,





as strict compliance is required.***

However, a Board member shall participate in the making of a contract in which he/she has a
financial interest if his/her participation is required by the rule of necessity or legally required
participation pursuant to Government Code 87101 and 2 CCR 18705.

Additional Requirements for Boards that Manage Public Investments

***Note: The following optional section is for use only by districts in which the Board and/or
designated employees are considered to be "officials who manage public investments" and who
are required to file a full financial disclosure statement in accordance with Government Code
87200. It should be deleted by all other districts. See the accompanying exhibit for further
information. ***

***Note: According to the FPPC, officials who manage public investments are boards or
designated employees who manage the investment of district surplus or special reserve funds in
permitted securities and investments pursuant to Education Code 41015. Those boards that direct
the investment of these funds, formulate or approve policies for the investment of these funds,
even if they delegate day-to-day investment decisions to staff, or approve investment
transactions involving these funds are considered officials who manage public investments.***

***Note: The Board does not manage public investments when the district does not have any
surplus or special reserve funds to invest and merely deposits all funds it receives (1) in the
county treasury pursuant to Education Code 41001-41002.5 or (2) in a fund where a Tax and
Revenue Anticipation Note (TRANS) is issued. Board members and superintendents in these
types of situations are not considered to have discretion regarding the investment of the district's
money and are therefore not officials who manage public investments.***

Any Board member who manages public investments pursuant to Government Code 87200 and
who has a financial interest in a decision shall, upon identifying a conflict or potential conflict of
interest and immediately prior to the consideration of the matter, do all of the following:
(Government Code 87105; 2 CCR 18707)

1. Publicly identify each financial interest that gives rise to the conflict or potential conflict
of interest in detail sufficient to be understood by the public, except that disclosure of the exact
street address of a residence is not required.

2. Recuse himself/herself from discussing and voting on the matter, or otherwise acting in
violation of Government Code 87100. The Board member shall not be counted toward achieving
a quorum while the item is discussed.

However, the Board member may speak on the issue during the time that the general public
speaks on it and may leave the dais to speak from the same area as members of the public.
He/she may listen to the public discussion and deliberations of the matter with members of the
public.





3. Leave the room until after the discussion, vote, and any other disposition of the matter is
concluded, unless the matter has been placed on the portion of the agenda reserved for
uncontested matters.

If the item is on the consent calendar, the Board member must recuse himself/herself
from discussing or voting on that matter, but the Board member is not required to leave the room
during consideration of the consent calendar.

4. If the Board's decision is made during closed session, disclose his/her interest orally
during the open session preceding the closed session. This disclosure shall be limited to a
declaration that his/her recusal is because of a conflict of interest pursuant to Government Code
87100. He/she shall not be present when the item is considered in closed session and shall not
knowingly obtain or review a recording or any other nonpublic information regarding the Board's
decision.

(cf. 3430 - Investing)
(cf. 9321 - Closed Session Purposes and Agendas)
(cf. 9321.1 - Closed Session Actions and Reports)

Conflict of Interest under Government Code 1090 - Financial Interest in a Contract

***Note: Pursuant to Government Code 1090, if a Board member has a financial interest in a
contract, it is an absolute bar for that district to enter into the contract. The Attorney General has
opined in 69 Ops.Cal.Atty.Gen. 255 (1986) that, unlike the PRA, the prohibitions in Government
Code 1090 cannot be resolved by having the financially interested Board member abstain from
participating in the matter. However, there are two categories of exceptions. If a financial
interest meets the definition of a "noninterest" as specified in Government Code 1091.5, then the
restrictions in Government Code 1090 do not apply and the district can enter into the contract.
Secondly, if a Board member's interest is deemed a "remote interest" pursuant Government Code
1091, then the district can enter into the contract as long as certain conditions are satisfied, as
specified below.***

***Note: While the prohibitions in the PRA only apply to designated employees, the
prohibitions in Government Code 1090 apply to all district employees and consultants.
California appellate courts have ruled in McGee v. Balfour Beatty Construction LLC and Davis
v. Fresno Unified School District that Government Code 1090 applies to consultants, including
corporate consultants, who fill the roles and positions of officers, employees, and agents of the
district. However, the Attorney General has opined in 63 Ops.Cal.Atty.Gen. 868 (1980) that an
employee's financial interest would not prohibit the district from entering into a contract as long
as the employee has not participated in the making of the contract, such as in discussions and
planning, as detailed below.***

***Note: Government Code 1090 does not define financial interest, but courts have held that,
for the purposes of this statute, the definition of "financial interest" is not the same as the
definition in the PRA which requires a "material financial effect" in order for a conflict to exist.
Because the determination of whether a financial interest exists involves a review of statutes,





court decisions, and Attorney General opinions as they apply to the particular facts at issue, the
analysis can be complex and legal counsel should be consulted as appropriate.***

Board members, employees, or district consultants shall not be financially interested in any
contract made by the Board on behalf of the district, including in the development, preliminary
discussions, negotiations, compromises, planning, reasoning, and specifications and solicitations
for bids. If a Board member has such a financial interest in a contract made by the Board, the
contract is void. (Government Code 1090)

***Note: The district may enter into a contract when a Board member's interest is a "remote
interest" as defined in Government Code 1091. Generally, this issue arises when the district
wishes to enter into a contract with the Board member's employer. When the conditions specified
in Government Code 1091 are satisfied (e.g., Board member is an employee of a nonprofit
organization, the employer has at least 10 employees, and the Board member has been employed
more than three years), then the district may enter into the contract as long as the affected Board
member discloses the remote interest and abstains from the matter.***

**#*Note: Board members who willfully fail to disclose a remote interest in a contract may be
subject to a fine or imprisonment pursuant to Government Code 1097.%***

A Board member shall not be considered to be financially interested in a contract in which he/she
has only a "remote interest," as specified in Government Code 1091, if the interest is disclosed
during a Board meeting and noted in the official Board minutes. The affected Board member
shall not vote or debate on the matter or attempt to influence any other Board member or district
official to enter into the contract. (Government Code 1091)

***Note: Pursuant to Government Code 1091.5, certain financial interests are defined as
"noninterests," meaning a conflict of interest does not exist and the district can enter into the
contract. One of the noninterests listed in Government Code 1091.5 is when a Board member's
spouse has been employed by the district for at least one year prior to the Board member's
election or appointment. If the spouse has not been employed by the district for at least one year
prior to the Board member's election or appointment, the exception does not apply and
Government Code 1090 prohibits the district from entering into a new contract to hire the
spouse. (80 Ops.Cal.Atty.Gen. 320 (1997))***

***Note: Attorney General opinions and case law have further clarified the application of this
noninterest exception when a previously employed spouse changes to a different position during
the Board member's term. Generally, these opinions have held that a lateral transfer or change of
classification that does not require Board approval (e.g., second year probationary teacher
automatically achieving permanent status, step increase) is the same employment not requiring a
new contract and thus constitutes a noninterest. (92 Ops.Cal.Atty.Gen. 26 (2009), 87
Ops.Cal.Atty.Gen. 23 (2004)) However, when a new contract is involved (e.g., promotion from
classroom teacher to principal, substitute employee becoming a probationary employee), the
exception in Government Code 1091.5 does not apply and the action would be prohibited under
Government Code 1090 because Board approval of the contract is required. (Thorpe v. Long
Beach Community College District, 69 Ops.Cal.Atty.Gen. 255 (1986))***





***Note: Because this area of law is complex, it is strongly recommended that district legal
counsel be consulted if a Board member's spouse is an employee of the district or when
analyzing whether an interest is a noninterest or remote interest.***

In addition, a Board member shall not be considered to be financially interested in a contract in
which his/her interest is a "noninterest" as defined in Government Code 1091.5. Noninterest
includes a Board member's interest in being reimbursed for his/her actual and necessary expenses
incurred in the performance of his/her official duties, in the employment of his/her
spouse/registered domestic partner who has been a district employee for at least one year prior to
the Board member's election or appointment, or in any other applicable circumstance specified in
Government Code 1091.5.

Common Law Doctrine Against Conflict of Interest

***Note: Even when there is not a conflict pursuant to the PRA (Government Code
87100-87505) or Government Code 1090, the Attorney General has found that special situations
may still exist under the common law doctrine against conflict of interest which, unlike the
statutes, extends to noneconomic interests. In 92 Ops.Cal.Atty.Gen. 19 (2009), the Attorney
General opined that a redevelopment board member should abstain from voting on a loan
agreement where the recipient of the loan was a corporation owned by the board member's adult
son. Although the board member was not financially interested in the contract under the PRA or
Government Code 1090, the Attorney General determined that abstention was necessary in order
to avoid a conflict between the member's official and personal interests and to avoid the
appearance of impropriety.***

***Note: Districts are encouraged to consult legal counsel if situations arise that raise the
question as to whether such a conflict exists.***

A Board member shall abstain from any official action in which his/her private or personal
interest may conflict with his/her official duties.

Incompatible Offices and Activities

*#*¥Note: Government Code 1099 and 1126 prohibit Board members and employees from
engaging in any employment or activity which is inconsistent, incompatible, in conflict with, or
inimical to their duties with the district. Government Code 1126 mandates the district to adopt
procedures regarding this prohibition. See BP 4136/4236/4336 - Nonschool Employment for
language implementing this mandate relative to employees.***

***Note: Attorney General opinions have indicated that it would be incompatible for Board
members to serve on other elected or appointed boards, councils, or commissions that have
interests which may conflict with the interests of the district (85 Ops.Cal.Atty.Gen. 60 (2002); 68
Ops.Cal.Atty.Gen. 171 (1985); 65 Ops.Cal. Atty.Gen. 606 (1982)). If a Board member is sworn
into an incompatible office, then his/her position in the prior office is automatically
terminated.***





***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 35107, an employee of a school district may not be
sworn into office as an elected or appointed member of that district's Board unless he/she resigns
as an employee. If the employee does not resign, the employment automatically terminates
when he/she is sworn into office. See BB 9220 - Governing Board Elections.***

***Note: The determination as to whether an activity or office is incompatible is complex and
requires a case-by-case analysis of the particular activities or duties of the office; therefore, it is
recommended that district legal counsel be consulted as appropriate.***

Board members shall not engage in any employment or activity or hold any office which is
inconsistent with, incompatible with, in conflict with, or inimical to the Board member's duties
as an officer of the district. (Government Code 1099, 1126)

(cf. 4136/4236/4336 - Nonschool Employment)
Gifts

***Note: Pursuant to 2 CCR 18730, the gift limitation is currently $460. This amount is
adjusted in odd-numbered years by the FPPC. Pursuant to Government Code 89503, Board
members and candidates are subject to gift limitation for gifts from all sources except when
exempted by law or regulation. For those Board members who file a Form 700 based on the
disclosure categories specified in the district's conflict of interest code pursuant to Government
Code 87302 (see the accompanying exhibit), the gift limit is only applicable as to those
individuals and entities that are disclosed on the Form 700.***

***Note: Several exceptions exist within the Government Code's definitions of gifts, income,
interest in real property, and investment; see Government Code 82028, 82030, 82033, and
82034. If questions arise as to such exceptions, the district may seek clarification from the FPPC
through email to advice@fppc.ca.gov or consult legal counsel. ***

Board members and designated employees may accept gifts only under the conditions and
limitations specified in Government Code 89503 and 2 CCR 18730.

The limitation on gifts does not apply to wedding gifts and gifts exchanged between individuals
on birthdays, holidays, and other similar occasions, provided that the gifts exchanged are not
substantially disproportionate in value. (Government Code 89503)

In addition, the limitation on gifts does not apply to informational materials such as books,
reports, pamphlets, calendars, and periodicals. (Government Code 82028)

**#*Note: Board members and designated employees may, in the circumstances described in
Government Code 89506, receive payments, advances, or reimbursements for travel and related
lodging and subsistence, which will not be subject to the gift limit set in Government Code
89503 *#*





Gifts of travel and related lodging and subsistence shall be subject to the current gift limitation,
except when: (Government Code 89506)

1. The travel is in connection with a speech given by a Board member or designated employee,
provided the lodging and subsistence expenses are limited to the day immediately preceding, the
day of, and the day immediately following the speech and the travel is within the United States.

2. The travel is provided by a person or agency specified in Government Code 89506, including
a government, governmental agency or authority, bona fide public or private educational
institution, as defined in Revenue and Taxation Code 203, or nonprofit organization exempt from
taxation under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.

Gifts of travel exempted from the gift limitation, as described in items #1 and 2 above, shall
nevertheless be reportable on the recipient's Statement of Economic Interest/Form 700 as
required by law.

A gift of travel does not include travel provided by the district for Board members and
designated employees. (Government Code 89506)

Honoraria

Board members and designated employees shall not accept any honorarium, which is defined as
any payment made in consideration for any speech given, article published, or attendance at any
public or private conference, convention, meeting, social event, meal, or like gathering.
(Government Code 89501, 89502)

The term honorarium does not include: (Government Code 89501)

1. Earned income for personal services customarily provided in connection with a bona fide
business, trade, or profession, unless the sole or predominant activity of the business, trade, or
profession is making speeches

2. Any honorarium which is not used and, within 30 days after receipt, is either returned to
the donor or delivered to the district for donation into the general fund without being claimed as
a deduction from income for tax purposes

RESOLUTION ADOPTING A
CONFLICT OF INTEREST CODE

*#*Note: The Governing Board is required to adopt a conflict of interest code in compliance
with Government Code 87300-87313 of the Political Reform Act (PRA). Pursuant to 2 CCR
18730, the requirements of the Government Code are satisfied if a district adopts a conflict of
interest code that incorporates 2 CCR 18730 by reference along with a list of designated
positions and disclosure categories. Board members and designated employees must annually file
a Statement of Economic Interest/Form 700 pursuant to the disclosure requirements of the
district's conflict of interest code.™**

*#*Note: Government Code 87303 requires a district's conflict of interest code to be approved
by a code reviewing body. For school districts located entirely in one county, the code reviewing
body is the board of supervisors of the county in which the district is located. The Fair Political
Practices Commission (FPPC) is the code reviewing body for school districts with jurisdiction in
more than one county.***

***Note: The code reviewing body needs to review only the portion of the district's conflict of
interest code that specifies the district's designated positions and the disclosure categories as
detailed in the following sample Resolution, including its Appendix, and not the other legal
requirements related to conflict of interest reflected in the accompanying sample bylaw. The
Resolution, including the Appendix, should be adopted by the Board and, as necessary,
forwarded to the code reviewing body. Pursuant to Government Code 87306.5, the code
reviewing body is required to notify the district in even-numbered years of the need to review the
district's conflict of interest code. Upon such notification, the district should review the
Appendix and make any necessary changes. In some counties, the code reviewing body requires
that a resolution be adopted during each review and that the Board's resolution and amended
appendix be submitted to that body. In other counties, only the appendix needs to be submitted.
In both cases, districts need not submit BB 9270 - Conflict of Interest to the code reviewing
body. In addition to the biannual review, districts should modify the Appendix and submit it, and
the resolution if required, to the code reviewing body when any changed circumstances within
the district require amendments to the Appendix, such as the creation of new designated
positions or a change of duties assigned to existing positions.***

***Note: The following resolution should be modified to reflect district practice as well as any
specific requirements of the district's code reviewing body.***





WHEREAS, the Political Reform Act, Government Code 87300-87313, requires each public
agency in California to adopt a conflict of interest code; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Board of the School District
has previously adopted a local conflict of interest code; and

WHEREAS, past and future amendments to the Political Reform Act and implementing
regulations may require conforming amendments to be made to the district's conflict of interest
code; and

WHEREAS, a regulation adopted by the Fair Political Practices Commission, 2 CCR 18730,
provides that incorporation by reference of the terms of that regulation, along with an
agency-specific appendix designating positions and disclosure categories shall constitute the

adoption and amendment of a conflict of interest code in conformance with Government Code
87300 and 87306; and

WHEREAS, the School District has recently reviewed its positions,
and the duties of each position, and has determined that (changes/no changes) to the current
conflict of interest code are necessary; and

WHEREAS, any earlier resolutions, bylaws, and/or appendices containing the district's conflict
of interest code shall be rescinded and superseded by this resolution and Appendix; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the School District
Governing Board adopts the following Conflict of Interest Code including its Appendix of
Designated Employees and Disclosure Categories.

Conflict of Interest Code of the

The provisions of 2 CCR 18730 and any amendments to it adopted by the Fair Political Practices
Commission, together with the attached Appendix specifying designated positions and disclosure
categories, are incorporated by reference and shall constitute the district's conflict of interest
code.

Governing Board members and designated employees shall file a Statement of Economic
Interest/Form 700 in accordance with the disclosure categories listed in the attached Appendix.
The Statement of Economic Interest shall be filed with the district's filing officer and/or, if so
required, with the district's code reviewing body. The district's filing officer shall make the
statements available for public review and inspection.

APPENDIX
Disclosure Categories

***Note: The following list must be modified to reflect the specific disclosure categories in the
district.***

l. Category 1: A person designated Category 1 shall disclose:

a. Interests in real property located entirely or partly within district boundaries, or within
two miles of district boundaries, or of any land owned or used by the district.

b. Investments or business positions in or income from sources which are engaged in the
acquisition or disposal of real property within the district, are contractors or subcontractors
which are or have been within the past two years engaged in work or services of the type used by
the district, or manufacture or sell supplies, books, machinery, or equipment of the type used by
the district.

2. Category 2: A person designated Category 2 shall disclose:

a. Investments or business positions in or income from sources which are contractors or
subcontractors engaged in work or services of the type used by the department which the
designated person manages or directs.

b. Investments or business positions in or income from sources which manufacture or sell
supplies, books, machinery, or equipment of the type used by the department which the
designated person manages or directs. For the purposes of this category, a principal's
department is his/her entire school.

***Note: Item #3 below is for use only by districts in which the Board and Superintendent
"manage public investments." All other districts must delete item #3.%**

***Note: Government Code 87500 requires public officials and designated employees to
annually file a Statement of Economic Interest/Form 700 to disclose any assets and income





which may be materially affected by official actions. Under the PRA, there are two separate
categories of Form 700 disclosure requirements. For the first category pursuant to Government
Code 87302, which is applicable to most school districts, the disclosure requirements are
determined by the district and set forth in the district's conflict of interest code. The second
category, pursuant to Government Code 87200, is only applicable to Board members and
Superintendents who "manage public investments." Those Board members and designated
employees, referred to by the FPPC as Government Code 87200/Article 2 filers, must file
broader disclosure statements pursuant to the disclosure requirements specified in law and FPPC
regulation. See section in accompanying bylaw entitled "Additional Requirements for Boards
that Manage Public Investments" for a further discussion of this issue.***

3. Full Disclosure: Because it has been determined that the district's Board members
and/or Superintendent "manage public investments," they and other persons designated for "full
disclosure" shall disclose, in accordance with Government Code 87200:

a. Interests in real property located entirely or partly within district boundaries, or within
two miles of district boundaries, or of any land owned or used by the district.

b. Investments, business positions, and sources of income, including gifts, loans, and travel
payments.

Disclosures for Consultants

*#*Note: The definition of designated employees in Government Code 82019 includes





consultants. To preclude amending the code whenever retaining a consultant in a
decision-making capacity, the following section provides that the Superintendent or designee
shall make case-by-case determinations of the disclosures necessary, depending on the range of
duties to be performed by the consultant.***

Consultants are designated employees who must disclose financial interests as determined on a
case-by-case basis by the Superintendent or designee. The Superintendent or designee's written
determination shall include a description of the consultant's duties and a statement of the extent
of disclosure requirements based upon that description. All such determinations are public
records and shall be retained for public inspection along with this conflict of interest code.

A consultant is an individual who, pursuant to a contract with the district, makes a governmental
decision whether to: (2 CCR 18700.3)

1. Approve a rate, rule, or regulation
2. Adopt or enforce a law
3. Issue, deny, suspend, or revoke any permit, license, application, certificate, approval,

order, or similar authorization or entitlement

4, Authorize the district to enter into, modify, or renew a contract that requires district
approval
5. Grant district approval to a contract that requires district approval and in which the

district is a party, or to the specifications for such a contract

6. Grant district approval to a plan, design, report, study, or similar item

7. Adopt or grant district approval of district policies, standards, or guidelines

A consultant is also an individual who, pursuant to a contract with the district, serves in a staff
capacity with the district and in that capacity participates in making a governmental decision as
defined in 2 CCR 18704, subsections (a) and (b), or performs the same or substantially all the

same duties for the district that would otherwise be performed by an individual holding a
position specified in the district's conflict of interest code. (2 CCR 18700.3)

CONFLICT OF INTEREST

Incompatible Activities

Board of Trustees members shall not engage in any employment or activity which is
inconsistent with, incompatible with, in conflict with or inimical to the Board member’s
duties as an officer of the district. (Government Code 1126)

Conflict of Interest Code

The district’s conflict of interest code shall comprise of the terms of California Code of
Regulations, Title 2, Section 18730 and any amendments to it adopted by the Fair Political
Practices Commission, together with a district attachment specifying designated positions
and the specific types of disclosure statements required for each position.

When a change in the district’s conflict of interest code is necessitated by changed
circumstances such as the creation of new positions, amendments or revisions shall be
submitted to the code reviewing body within 90 days. (Government Code 87306)

The Board shall review the appropriate district conflict of interest code in even-numbered
years and send the code reviewing body either an amended code or, by October 1 of that
year, a statement to the effect that no change is necessary. (Government Code 87306.5)

When reviewing and preparing conflict of interest codes, the district shall provide officers,
employees, consultants and members of the community adequate notice and a fair
opportunity to present their views. (Government Code 87311)

Designated employees of the district, including Board members, shall adhere to the financial
disclosure requirements of the district’s conflict of interest code adopted pursuant to the
provisions of Government Code 87300.

Upon receiving the statements of employees designated in Category 1 of the district's
Appendix, the Superintendent or designee shall make and retain copies in the district office.

Statements of economic interests submitted to the district by designated employees in
accordance with the conflict of interest code shall be available for public inspection and
reproduction. (Government Code 81008)

Financial Interest
Board members and designated employees shall not be financially interested in any contract

made by the Board or in any contract they make in their capacity as Board members or
designated employees. (Government Code 1090)

CONFLICT OF INTEREST (continued)

A Board member shall not be considered to be financially interested in a contract if his/her
interest includes, but is not limited to, any of the following: (Government Code 1091.5)

1.

That of an officer who is being reimbursed for his/her actual and necessary expenses
incurred in the performance of an official duty

That of a recipient of public services generally provided by the public body or board
of which he/she is a member, on the same terms and conditions as if he or she were
not a member of the board

That of a landlord or tenant of the contracting party if such contracting party is the
federal government or any federal department or agency, this state or an adjoining
state, any department or agency of this state or an adjoining state, any county or city
of this state or an adjoining state, or any public corporation or special, judicial or
other public district of this state or an adjoining state unless the subject matter of such
contract is the property in which such officer or employee has such interest as
landlord or tenant in which even his/her interest shall be deemed a remote interest
within the meaning of, and subject to, the provisions of Government Code 1091

That of a spouse of an officer or employee of a public agency if his/her spouse’s
employment or officeholding has existed for at least one year prior to his/her election
or appointment

That of a nonsalaried member of a nonprofit corporation, provided that such interest
is disclosed to the Board at the time of the first consideration of the contract, and
provided further that such interest is noted in its official records

That of a noncompensated officer of a nonprofit, tax-exempt corporation which, as
one of its primary purposes, supports the functions of the board or to which the Board
has legal obligation to give particular consideration, and provided further that such
interest is noted in its official records

That of a person receiving salary, per diem, or reimbursement for expenses from a
governmental entity, unless the contract directly involves the department of the
government entity that employs the officer or employee, provided that the interest is
disclosed to the Board at the time of consideration of the contract, and provided
further that the interest is noted in its official record

That of an attorney of the contracting party or that of an owner, officer, employee or
agent of a firm which renders, or has rendered, service to the contracting party in the

CONFLICT OF INTEREST (continued)

capacity of stockbroker, insurance agent, insurance broker, real estate agent, or real
estate broker, if these individuals have not received and will not receive
remuneration, consideration, or a commission as a result of the contract and if these
individuals have an ownership interest of less than 10 percent in the law practice or
firm, stock brokerage firm, insurance firm or real estate firm

In addition, a Board member or employee shall not be deemed to be interested in a contract
made pursuant to competitive bidding under a procedure established by law if his/her sole
interest is that of an officer, director, or employee of a bank or savings and loan association
with which a party to the contract has the relationship of borrower or depositor, debtor or
creditor. (Government Code 1091.5)

A Board member shall not be deemed to be financially interested in a contract if he/she has
only a remote interest in the contract and if the remote interest is disclosed during a Board
meeting and noted in the official Board minutes. The affected Board member shall not vote
or debate on the matter or attempt to influence any other Board member to enter into the
contract. Remote interests are specified in Government Code 1091(b); they include, but are
not limited to, the interest of a parent in the earnings of his/her minor child. (Government
Code 1091)

If a Board member or designated employee determines that he/she has a financial interest in a
decision, as described in Government Code 87103, this determination shall be disclosed and
made part of the Board’s official minutes. In the case of a designated employee, this
announcement shall be made in writing and submitted to the Board. (2 CCR 18700)

A Board member shall abstain from voting on personnel matters that uniquely affect a
relative of the Board member. A Board member may vote, however, on collective
bargaining agreements and personnel matters that affect a class of employees to which the
relative belongs. "Relative" means an adult who is related to the person by blood or affinity
within the third degree, as determined by the common law, or an individual in an adoptive
relationship within the third degree. (Education Code 35107)

A relationship within the third degree includes the individual’s parents, grandparents and
great-grandparents, children, grandchildren and great-grandchildren, brothers, sisters, aunts
and uncles, nieces and nephews, and the similar family of the individual's spouse unless the
individual is widowed or divorced.

Gifts

Board members and any employees who manage public investments shall not accept from
any single source in any calendar year any gifts in excess of the prevailing gift limitation
specified in law. (Government Code 89503)

CONFLICT OF INTEREST (continued)

The above limitations on gifts do not apply to wedding gifts and gifts exchanged between
individuals on birthdays, holidays and other similar occasions, provided that the gifts
exchanged are not substantially disproportionate in value. (Government Code 89503)

Gifts of travel and related lodging and subsistence shall be subject to the above limitations
except as described in Government Code 89506.

A gift of travel does not include travel provided by the district for Board members and
designated employees. (Government Code 89506)

Honoraria

Board members and any employees who manage public investments shall not accept any
honorarium, which is defined as any payment made in consideration for any speech given,
article published, or attendance at any public or private gathering. (Government Code 89501,
89502)

Designated employees shall not accept any honorarium which is defined as any payment
made in consideration for any speech given, article published, or attendance at any public or
private gathering, if the employee would be required to report the receipt of income or gifts
from that source on his/her statement of economic interests. (Government Code 8§9502)

The term "honorarium" does not include: (Government Code 89501)

1. Earned income for personal services customarily provided in connection with a bona
fide business, trade or profession unless the sole or predominant activity of the
business, trade or profession is making speeches

2. Any honorarium which is not used and, within 30 days after receipt, is either returned

to the donor or delivered to the district for donation into the general fund without
being claimed as a deduction from income for tax purposes

Designated persons in this category must report investments or business positions in
or income from sources which:

a. Are contractors or subcontractors engaged in work or services of the type used
by the department which the designated person manages or directs, or

b. Manufacture or sell supplies, books, machinery or equipment of the type used
by the department which the designated person manages or directs. For the
purposes of this category, a principal's department is his/her entire school.

3. Consultants are designated employees who must disclose financial interests as
determined on a case-by-case basis by the Superintendent or designee. The
Superintendent or designee's written determination shall include a description of the
consultant's duties and a statement of the extent of disclosure requirements based
upon that description. All such determinations are public records and shall be
retained for public inspection along with this conflict of interest code.

A consultant is an individual who, pursuant to a contract with the district, makes any
of several specified governmental decisions or serves in a staff capacity with the
district, performing the same or substantially the same duties for the district that
would otherwise be performed by an individual holding a position specified in the
district's conflict of interest code. Consultants are individuals who decide whether to:
(2 CCR 18700)

a. Approve a rate, rule or regulation
b. Adopt or enforce a law
c. Issue, deny, suspend or revoke a permit, license, application, certificate,

approval, order or similar authorization or entitlement
d. Authorize the district to enter into, modify or renew a contract that requires
district approval

€. Grant district approval to a contract or contract specifications which require
district approval and in which the district is a party
