RE: Approval of Architectural Pool

On May 25, 2018 the Jefferson Elementary School District released a Request for
Qualification for Architectural/Engineering Services seeking highly qualified firms to
provide Architectural/Engineering Services for the various Districtwide new construction
and enhancement projects.

It was the desire of the District to select a pool of highly qualified Architectural firms that
could meet or exceed the District’s requirement to provide the superior quality design
service at reasonable costs. The District received 12 responses to the RFQ from the
following firms. ATI Architects + Engineers, HED, Hibser Yamauchi Architects, HMR
Architects, LCA Architects, LDA Partners, LPA, Perkins Eastman Dougherty (Dougherty
+ Dougherty), PJHM Architects, RGA, SVA Architects, and WLC.

A committee reviewed the RFQs and selected five architectural firms based upon their
firm's capabilities/resources, qualifications of key individuals, finance/litigation,
experience and references. The five finalists were invited for an hour interview in which
each firm gave a twenty minute presentation about their firm and process, this was
followed by a series of questions. The firms were then allowed an opportunity to ask
questions of the District. The interview committee selected two firms to move forward for
the District’s architectural pool. HED and PJHM were the architect firms the panel
selected.

Recommended Action: Approve HED Architects and PJHM Architects to the JESD
Architectural Pool and provide direction on which firm to select for Ellis School Site #1.

In the first meeting, committee members brainstormed names in the three categories
mentioned in BP 7310 Facility Naming.
1. Individuals, living or deceased, who have made outstanding contributions to the
county or community
2. Individuals, living or deceased, who have made contributions of state, national or
worldwide significance
3. The geographic area in which the school or building is located

In the second meeting, the committee reviewed the board policy criteria and added a
few more preferences within the scope of the board policy.

Board Policy:
e Retired

e Deceased
e Only reuse names if location no longer in use
¢ Recommend a school name to the Board of Trustees





Committee:
e Strong tie to Jefferson School District
e Select names in County or Community and Geographic Area to provide the
Board choice
e Rank the names in order by Category

Following the establishment of the criteria, the committee reviewed short biographies on
each of the brainstormed names and reduced the list down to those names that met the
stringent criteria.

In the final meeting, the committee reviewed the criteria and biographies and then
individually voted on 8 county or community names, 2 names specific to Ellis, and 4
names specific to Tracy Hills. Based upon the voting the committee recommended 2
names in each of the categories for the Board to consider.

County or Community Names
1. Franklyn E. Cole
2. Ronaldo J. Marraccini

Geographic Area Ellis School Site
1. Willow View Elementary School
2. Ellis Elementary School

Geographic Area Tracy Hills School Site
1. Castle Rock Elementary School
2. Corral Hollow Elementary School

Recommended Action: The Board of Trustees shall review the committee’s
recommendation and make the final determination of the school name for Ellis School
Site #1 and Tracy Hills School Site #1.

e Marraccini Park adjoining the Jefferson School campus was named in his honor

Willow View — Was the name of the elementary school located in Ellis.

Ellis — Before Tracy was established, there was a coaling station at the foot of the
Altamont called Ellis. It was located 3 miles west of the current Tracy “Bowtie”.
Established in 1869, Ellis was on the Western Pacific Railroad line, which was a branch
of the Central Pacific Railroad, running from Sacramento to Oakland. Coal from the
mines in Corral Hollow and agricultural products from the surrounding farms and
ranches were shipped by rail from Ellis Station to the Bay Area and Stockton. In 1876,
Ellis was a thriving village with 45 — 50 buildings and a population of 200.

December 6, 1878 was the official end of Ellis. On that date, Central Pacific Railroad
transferred all railroad operations to the new town of Tracy, established 3 miles to the
northeast of the “Bowtie”. By 1880 most of the businesses and homes in Ellis had
moved to Tracy and Ellis passed into history. The historic Ellis town site was located in
what is now west Tracy along the old Schulte Road between Corral Hollow and
Lammers Road north of the railroad tracks.





Castle Rock - Castle Rock is a physical feature (pillar) in San Joaquin County in Corral
Hollow Canyon. It was the site of a sheep camp, mine, and hideout over the years.

Corral Hollow - Corral Hollow had a thriving coal and clay mining industry that brought
thousands of settlers to the region between 1850 and 1911. Its mining industry was
short-lived but so successful it made Corral Hollow a state historical landmark. Spanish
explorer Juan Bautista de Anza first passed through the Corral Hollow canyon in April
1776. He called it El Arroyo de los Buenos Aires. In 1846, the first white settlers
stumbled upon Corral Hollow. A few years later, some of the canyon’s pioneers,
including Edward B. Carrell, opened up a tavern called the Zink House that served
liquor and meals to travelers. Some people believed Corral Hollow was named after
Carrell. But Carrell’s diaries, which were later transcribed into a book, prove that to be
untrue. Instead, the canyon was named from the many corrals used to capture wild
horses in the canyon.

For many years, the canyon was mainly a thoroughfare for travelers. But it became
more populated after coal was discovered there in 1856. This led to the creation of the
Coast Range Coal Mining Co., which later became the Pacific Mining Coal Co. and
eventually the Commercial Mine and the Eureka Mine, Mosier said. In 1880, Carrell, the
lone surviving owner of the Eureka Coal Co., died. John Treadwell bought the property
and turned it into the Tesla Mine, in honor of Nikola Tesla, the electrical inventor. It
became the largest coal-producing mine at that time in California, Mosier said.

Tesla was the first main town in Corral Hollow with about 1,200 residents, mostly miners
and their families. About four miles away, the Treadwells built the Carnegie Brick and
Pottery plant. Nearby, the town of Carnegie was born, where about 2,000 people lived.
The Tesla Mine went bankrupt and shut down in 1905. And the canyon was forever
altered in 1911, when a major storm overflowed Corral Hollow Creek, destroying
buildings and washing away the railroad that cut through the canyon. There was a
Corral Hollow School and in 1878, there were 16 pupils — 9 boys and 7 girls. The school
term was 6 months with an average daily attendance of 7.

NAMING OF FACILITY

The Board of Trustees shall name schools or individual buildings in recognition of:

1. Individuals, living or deceased, who have made outstanding contributions to the
county or community

2. Individuals, living or deceased, who have made contributions of state, national or
worldwide significance

3. The geographic area in which the school or building is located

4. In the selection of a name, preference should be given to the names of persons who are
retired or deceased.

5. Schools, buildings, or other specified areas shall not be named for current employees.

6. Upon request, the Board shall consider naming buildings, parts of buildings or athletic
fields in honor of the contributions of students, staff or community members.

7. If a school, building or other specified area is no longer operational, the name of the
school, building or other specified area may be used again.

The renaming of existing schools or major facilities shall occur only under extraordinary
circumstances and after thorough study.

The Superintendent shall establish a naming committee to consider possible names for newly
constructed schools and to recommend a school name to the Board of Trustees. The Board
of Trustees shall review the committee’s recommendation and make the final determination
of the school name.

The committee shall be composed of individuals representing district staff, parents, students
and the public.

Individuals or groups may recommend names for consideration in the naming of school
facilities. These names shall be submitted with documentation and placed in a file in the
Office of the Superintendent until such time as a school facility is to be named. This file of
suggested names shall be presented to the School Naming Committee for their consideration.

Memorials

Upon request, the Board shall consider naming buildings, parts of buildings or athletic fields
in honor of the contributions of students, staff members and community members.

RE: Revised Board Policy and Administrative Regulation, BP/AR 3320, Claims and Actions
Against the District, Consider Adoption as Presented

(BP/AR revised) Board Policy and Administrative Regulation updated to clarify the applicability of
the Government Claims Act to certain claims for money or damages against the district, and to
reflect the new court decision (Big Oak Flat-Groveland Unified School District v. Superior Court of
Tuolumne Court) which upheld the district's right to require that a claim be submitted using district
procedures before a lawsuit may be filed.

The Administrative Regulation is updated to reflect new law (SB 1053) which clarifies that districts
do not have the authority to use district-established claims procedures for claims of childhood
sexual abuse and that such claims are governed by the timelines and procedures of Code of Civil
Procedure 340.1. The Administrative Regulation has also been updated to expand the section on
“Time Limitations”.

Attached please find the CSBA sample Board Policy and Administrative Regulation followed by
the current District board policy and administrative regulation.

Recommendation Action: Approve the revised Board Policy and Administrative Regulation.

Claims And Actions Against The District

BP 3320
Business and Noninstructional Operations

***Note: The following optional policy and accompanying administrative regulation reflect the
claims procedure in the Government Claims Act pursuant to Government Code 810-996.6. The
Act details requirements for the filing of claims against public entities such as school districts.***

***Note: Government Code 905 specifies certain types of claims which are exempted from the
procedures in the Government Claims Act. Pursuant to Government Code 935, a district is
authorized to establish its own claims processing procedures for those exempted claims. A local
claims requirement must be similar to and be no more restrictive than those established by the
Government Claims Act. For example, the district's procedures may not allow a longer time for
the Board to take action on a claim than the timeline provided for claims under the Government
Claims Act. The following policy and accompanying administrative regulation may be revised to
reflect district practice.***

***Note: Because a district's insurance carrier or joint powers authority may require the district
to comply with certain claims management conditions as part of the district's contractual coverage
obligation, it is strongly recommended that, prior to adoption by the Governing Board, this board
policy and accompanying administrative regulation be reviewed for consistency with any
applicable conditions of coverage. A district's failure to follow those contractual conditions may
result in a loss of coverage benefits. The district's risk manager and legal counsel should also be
consulted, as appropriate.***

The Governing Board desires to conduct district operations in a manner that minimizes risk,
protects district resources, and promotes the health and safety of students, staff, and the public.
Any and all claims for money or damages against the district shall be presented to and acted upon
in accordance with the Government Claims Act or other applicable state or district procedures, as
well as the district's joint powers authority (JPA) agreement or other insurance coverage.

(cf. 3530 - Risk Management/Insurance)
(cf. 5143 - Insurance)

***Note: The following optional paragraph is for use by districts that choose to establish their
own claims procedures for certain types of claims pursuant to Government Code 935.***

Any claim for money or damages not governed by the Government Claims Act (Government Code
810-996.6) or specifically excepted by Government Code 905 shall be presented and acted upon in
accordance with district-established procedures consistent with the manner and time limitations
specified in the accompanying administrative regulation, unless a procedure for processing such





claims is otherwise provided by state or federal law or regulation. (Government Code 935)

Upon notice to the district of a claim, the Superintendent or designee shall take all necessary steps
to protect the district's rights under any applicable contractual agreements, including the right to
indemnification from its insurance or other coverage provider.

***Note: The following paragraph is optional. Government Code 935.4 authorizes, but does not
require, the Board to delegate to any employee the authority to allow, compromise, or settle a
claim of $50,000 or less. Boards that do not wish to delegate such authority should delete the
following paragraph. Boards that wish to delegate this authority may modify the following
paragraph to specify a different employee to whom the authority is delegated and/or an amount
less than $50,000.***

***Note: Management of the defense or settlement of the claim may be subject to contractual
requirements contained in the district's insurance policy, memorandum of coverage, or contractual
indemnity agreements. Thus, even when the Board has authorized the Superintendent or another
employee to settle such claims, the authority is subject to any such requirements or conditions of
coverage.***

In accordance with Government Code 935.4, the Board delegates to the Superintendent the
authority to allow, compromise, or settle claims of $50,000 or less pursuant to any conditions of
coverage in the district's JPA agreement or insurance coverage.

Roster of Public Agencies

***Note: Government Code 53051 requires public agencies, such as school districts, to register
the information specified below, including the names of all Board members, with the Secretary of
State and County Clerk. If the information on file is not accurate or if no information is on file,
the court may allow a person to proceed with a claim against the district even if the time limit for
filing such a claim has expired. Thus, it is imperative that all required information be current and
accurate.***

Within 10 days of any change in the name of the district, the mailing address of the Board, or the
names and addresses of the Board president, the Board clerk or secretary, or other Board members,
the Superintendent or designee shall file the updated information with the Secretary of State and
the County Clerk. (Government Code 53051)

Business and Noninstructional Operations

CLAIMS AND ACTIONS AGAINST THE DISTRICT BP 3320(a)

The Governing Board intends that the district's operations minimize risk, protect district resources,
and promote the safety of students, staff, and the public. Any and all claims for money or
damages against the district shall be presented to and acted upon in accordance with Board policy
and administrative regulation.

(cf. 3530 - Risk Management/Insurance)
(cf. 5143 - Insurance)

Claims for money or damages not governed by the Government Claims Act (Government Code
810-996.6) or excepted by Government Code 905 shall be presented consistent with the manner
and time limitations in the Government Claims Act, unless a procedure for processing such claims
is otherwise provided by state or federal law. Such compliance is a prerequisite to any court
action consistent with the provisions of Government Code 945.4.

The Board delegates to the Superintendent the authority allow, compromise, or settle claims of
$50,000 or less. (Government Code 935.4)

This policy is intended to apply retroactively to any existing causes of action and/or claims for
money and/or damages.

Roster of Public Agencies

The Superintendent or designee shall file the information required for the Roster of Public
Agencies with the Secretary of State and the County Clerk. Any changes to such information
shall be filed within 10 days after the change has occurred. (Government Code 53051)

This information shall include the name of the school district, the mailing address of the Board,
and the names and addresses of the Board presiding officer, the Board clerk or secretary, and other
members of the Board. (Government Code 53051)

Business and Noninstructional Operations

***Note: The Government Claims Act (Government Code 810-996.6) sets forth prelitigation
requirements and deadlines for claims against public entities, including school districts. In City of
Stockton v. Superior Court, the California Supreme Court held that the claim requirements in
Government Code 900-915.4 also apply to claims for breach of contract.***

***Note: Because a district's insurance carrier or joint powers authority (JPA) may require the
district to comply with certain claims management conditions as part of the district's contractual
coverage obligation, it is strongly recommended that this administrative regulation be reviewed for
consistency with any applicable conditions of coverage. A district's failure to follow those
contractual conditions may result in a loss of coverage benefits. The district's risk manager and
legal counsel should also be consulted, as appropriate.***

Time Limitations

***Note: Items #1-4 below list timelines for claims pursuant to the Government Claims Act and
other applicable statutes. As amended by SB 1053 (Ch. 153, Statutes of 2018), Government Code
935 clarifies that the authority of a district to adopt local claims presentation procedures for causes
of action which are excepted from the Government Claims Act by Government Code 905 and are
not governed by other statutes or regulations does not apply to childhood sexual abuse. Rather,
claims for childhood sexual abuse are governed by the timelines and procedures specified in Code
of Civil Procedure 340.1.***

The following time limitations apply to claims against the district:

1. Claims for money or damages relating to any cause of action which is governed by a statute
or regulation, including childhood sexual abuse and other causes of action specifically excepted
from the Government Claims Act by Government Code 905, shall be filed in accordance with the
governing statute or regulation. (Government Code 905, 935)

***Note: Pursuant to Government Code 935, a district may establish its own procedure for the
presentation of those claims which are excluded from the Government Claims Act as specified in
Government Code 905. Optional item #2 below is for use by any district whose board has chosen
to exercise the authority to establish district procedures for such claims; see the accompanying
Board policy. Item #2 provides six months as the time limitation for filing such claims, which is





consistent with the requirement in Government Code 935 that the district's procedure not require a
shorter time for presentation of a claim than the time specified in Government Code 911.2.
However, the Governing Board has the discretion to adopt a more flexible time limitation and may
increase the amount of time allowed for filing such claims. If the Board adopts a more flexible time
limitation, item #2 should be revised accordingly.***

***Note: If a claimant misses a deadline for a claim required to be submitted in accordance with
item #2 or #3 below, he/she may present an application to present a late claim pursuant to
Government Code 911.4; see section below entitled "Late Claims." ***

2. In accordance with the Board's authority pursuant to Government Code 935, claims for
money or damages which relate to any cause of action specifically excepted from the Government
Claims Act by Government Code 905 but which are not governed by any other claims presentation
statute or regulation shall be filed not later than six months after the accrual of the cause of action.
(Government Code 905, 935)

3. Claims for money or damages relating to a cause of action for death or for injury to person,
personal property, or growing crops shall be presented to the Governing Board not later than six
months after the accrual of the cause of action. (Government Code 911.2)

4. Claims for money or damages relating to any other cause of action shall be filed not later
than one year after the accrual of the cause of action. (Government Code 911.2)

Receipt of Claims

A claim, any amendment thereto, or an application to present a late claim shall be deemed
presented and received when delivered to the district office or deposited in a post office, mailbox,
sub-post office, substation, mail chute, or other similar facility maintained by the U.S.
government, in a sealed envelope properly addressed to the district office with postage paid, or
when otherwise actually received in the district office or by the Board secretary or clerk.
(Government Code 915, 915.2)

***Note: In most circumstances, a district's insurance provider or JPA is responsible for claims
management, including investigating, defending, and managing a district's response to a claim
presented under the Government Claims Act. The following paragraph requires the Superintendent
or designee to immediately forward any claims received to the district's JPA or insurance provider
in order to help ensure compliance with any conditions of coverage.***

Upon receipt of a claim against the district pursuant to the Government Claims Act, the
Superintendent or designee shall promptly provide written notice to the district's joint powers
authority or insurance carrier in accordance with the applicable conditions of coverage.
Review of Contents of the Claim

***Note: Most JPAs and insurance carriers provide a claim form. The person submitting the
claim need not use the claim form provided by the district, but, pursuant to Government Code 910





and 910.2, the claim must contain a signature and all of the information listed below.***

The Superintendent or designee shall review any claim received to ensure that the claim contains
all of the following information as specified in Government Code 910 and 910.2:

1. The name and post office address of the claimant
2. The post office address to which the person presenting the claim desires notices to be sent
3. The date, place, and other circumstances of the occurrence or transaction which gave rise

to the claim asserted

4. A general description of the indebtedness, obligation, injury, damage, or loss incurred
insofar as it may be known at the time of presentation of the claim

5. The name(s) of the district employee(s) causing the injury, damage, or loss if known

6. The amount claimed if it totals less than $10,000, including the estimated amount of any
prospective injury, damage, or loss, insofar as it may be known at the time of the claim, together
with the basis of computation of the amount claimed. If the amount claimed exceeds $10,000, the
dollar amount shall not be included in the claim and the claimant shall indicate whether the claim
is a limited civil case.

7. The signature of the claimant or the person acting on his/her behalf
Notice of Claim Insufficiency

***Note: Pursuant to Government Code 911, if the district, or the JPA or insurance carrier acting
on the district's behalf, fails to give notice that the claim is insufficient, as specified below, then the
district may not later raise that issue as a defense to the claim.***

If a claim is found insufficient or not to satisfy the form requirements under Government Code 910
and 910.2, the Board or its designee shall, within 20 days of receipt of the claim, personally deliver
or mail to the claimant, at the address stated in the claim or application, a notice that states the
particular defects or omission in the claim. (Government Code 910.8, 915.4)

***Note: Districts should be cautious before rejecting a claim because of insufficiency of
information and consult legal counsel and/or the district's JPA or insurance provider, as
appropriate. Courts have held that a claim is sufficient as long as enough information is disclosed
to allow the district to adequately conduct an investigation of the claim's merits.***

The Board shall not act upon the claim until at least 15 days after such notice is given.
(Government Code 910.8)

Amendment to Claims





Within the time limits provided in the section "Time Limitations" above or prior to final action by
the Board, whichever is later, a claim may be amended if, as amended, it relates to the same
transaction or occurrence which gave rise to the original claim. (Government Code 910.6)

Late Claims

***Note: The reference to item #2 in the following paragraph should be deleted if the district has
not established district procedures pursuant to Government Code 935 for claims that are
specifically exempted in Government Code 905 or adopted a time limitation that is not less than
one year (see the accompanying Board policy and item #2 in the section "Time Limitations"
above). ***

For claims under items #2 and #3 in the section "Time Limitations™ above, any person who
presents a claim later than six months after the accrual of the cause of action shall present, along
with the claim, an application to present a late claim. Such claim and the application to present a
late claim shall be presented not later than one year after the accrual of the cause of action.
(Government Code 905, 911.4)

***Note: If the claim is presented late and is not accompanied by an application to present a late
claim, the Board or its agent should notify the claimant that "no action" was taken because the
claim was presented late. If the Board were to state that the claim was "rejected,” this would
indicate that the Board had accepted the filing of the late claim and taken action to reject it.***

If the claim is presented late and is not accompanied by an application to present a late claim, the
Board or its designee may, within 45 days, give written notice that the claim was not presented
timely and that it is being returned without further action. (Government Code 911.3)

The Board shall grant or deny the application to present a late claim within 45 days after it is
presented. This 45-day period may be extended by written agreement of the claimant and the
Board provided that such agreement is made before the expiration of the 45-day period.
(Government Code 911.6)

The Board shall grant the application to present a late claim where one or more of the following
conditions are applicable: (Government Code 911.6)

1. The failure to present the claim was through mistake, inadvertence, surprise, or excusable
neglect and the district was not prejudiced in its defense regarding the claim by the claimant's
failure to present the claim within the time limit.

2. The person who sustained the alleged injury, damage, or loss was a minor during all of the
time specified for presentation of the claim.

3. The person who sustained the alleged injury, damage, or loss was physically or mentally
incapacitated during all of the time specified for presentation of the claim and the disability was
the reason he/she failed to present the claim.





4. The person who sustained the alleged injury, damage, or loss died before the expiration of
the time specified for the presentation of the claim.

If the application to present a late claim is denied, the claimant shall be given notice in
substantially the same form as set forth in Government Code 911.8. (Government Code 911.8)

If the Board does not take action on the application to present a late claim within 45 days, the
application shall be deemed to have been denied on the 45th day unless the time period has been
extended, in which case it shall be denied on the last day of the period specified in the extension
agreement. (Government Code 911.6)

Action on Claims

***Note: If the Board formally acts to reject a claim and provides notice of such rejection, the
claimant has only six months from the rejection to initiate a lawsuit. If the Board takes no action,
the claim is considered to be rejected, but the claimant then has two years to initiate a suit against
the district. The notice of rejection must comply with the notification requirements of
Government Code 913 unless the claim has no address on it.***

***Note: Although the Board takes final action on claims as specified below, such action is
based on the evaluation of the claim by the district's insurance provider or JPA.***

Within 45 days after the presentation or amendment of a claim, the Board shall take action on the
claim. This time limit may be extended by written agreement between the district and the
claimant before the expiration of the 45-day period. If the 45-day period has expired, the time
limit may be extended if legal action has not commenced or been barred by legal limitations.
(Government Code 912.4)

The Board may act on the claim in one of the following ways: (Government Code 912.4, 912.6)

1. If the Board finds that the claim is not a proper charge against the district, the claim shall be
rejected.
2. If the Board finds that the claim is a proper charge against the district and is for an amount

justly due, the claim shall be allowed.

3. If the Board finds that the claim is a proper charge against the district but is for an amount
greater than is justly due, the Board shall either reject the claim or allow it in the amount justly due
and reject it as to the balance.

4. If legal liability of the district or the amount justly due is disputed, the Board may reject or
compromise the claim.

5. If the Board takes no action on the claim, the claim shall be deemed rejected.

If the Board allows the claim in whole or in part or compromises the claim and the claimant





accepts the amount allowed or offered to settle the claim, the Board may require the claimant to
accept it in settlement of the entire claim. (Government Code 912.6)

The Board or its designee shall transmit to the claimant written notice of action taken or of inaction
which is deemed rejection. The notice shall be in the form set forth in Government Code 913 and
shall either be personally delivered or mailed to the address stated in the claim or application.
(Government Code 913, 915.4)

Time Limitations

The following time limitations apply to claims against the district:

1. Claims for money or damages relating to a cause of action for death or for injury to person,
personal property, or growing crops shall be presented to the Governing Board not later than six
months after the accrual of the cause of action. (Government Code 905, 911.2)

2. Claims for money or damages as authorized in Government Code 905 and not included in
item #1 above, including claims for damages to real property, shall be filed not later than one year
after the accrual of the cause of action. (Government Code 905, 911.2)

Late Claims

Any person presenting a claim under item #1 above later than six months after the accrual of the
cause of action shall present, along with the claim, an application to file a late claim. Such claim
and application to file a late claim shall be filed not later than one year after the accrual of the cause
of action. (Government Code 911.4)

If a claim under item #1 is filed late and is not accompanied by an application to file a late claim,
the Board or Superintendent shall, within 45 days, give written notice that the claim was not filed
timely and that it is being returned without further action.

The Board or Superintendent shall grant or deny the application to file a late claim within 45 days
after it is presented. This 45-day period may be extended by written agreement of the claimant
and the Board or Superintendent provided that such agreement is made before the expiration of the
45-day period. (Government Code 911.6)

The Board or Superintendent shall grant the application to file a late claim under any one of the
following circumstances: (Government Code 911.6)

1. The failure to present the claim was through mistake, inadvertence, surprise, or excusable
neglect and the district was not prejudiced in its defense of the claim by the failure to present the
claim within the time limit.

2. The person who sustained the alleged injury, damage, or loss was a minor during all of the
time specified for presentation of the claim.

3. The person who sustained the alleged injury, damage, or loss was physically or mentally
incapacitated during all of the time specified for presentation of the claim and the disability was





the reason he/she failed to present the claim.

4. The person who sustained the alleged injury, damage, or loss died before the expiration of
the time specified for the presentation of the claim.

If the application to present a late claim is denied, the claimant shall be given notice in the form set
forth in Government Code 911.8.

If the Board or Superintendent does not take action on the application to file a late claim within 45
days, the application shall be deemed to have been denied on the 45th day unless the time period
has been extended, in which case it shall be denied on the last day of the period specified in the
extension agreement. (Government Code 911.6)

Delivery of Claims

A claim, any amendment thereto, or an application to present a late claim shall be deemed
presented and received when delivered to the office of the Superintendent or deposited in a post
office, subpost office, substation, or mail chute or other like facility maintained by the U.S.
Government, in a sealed envelope properly addressed to the district office with postage paid or
when otherwise actually received in the district office or by the Board secretary or clerk.
(Government Code 915, 915.2)

Claim Form

Claims shall be submitted on the district claim form. The Board or Superintendent may return a
claim not using the district's claim form and the claim may be resubmitted using the district's
form.(Government Code 910.4)

Notice of Claim Insufficiency
The Superintendent shall review all claims for sufficiency of information.

If the claim is found insufficient or found not to satisfy the form requirements under Government
Code 910.4, the Board or Superintendent may, within 20 days of receipt of the claim, either
personally deliver or mail to the claimant, at the address stated in the claim or application, a notice
stating with particularity the defects or omission in the claim. (Government Code 910.8, 915.4)

The Superintendent or Board shall not act upon the claim until at least 15 days after such notice is
given. (Government Code 910.8)

RE: Revised Administrative Regulation, BP/AR 5141.21, Administering Medication and
Monitoring Health Conditions, Consider Adoption as Presented

(BP/AR revised) Board Policy and Administrative Regulation updated to delete requirements
related to the administration of medication in cases of epileptic seizures and to clarify that districts
may continue to administer such medication under the general authority in state law. The Board
Policy and Administrative Regulation also reflect New Law (AB1748) which authorizes districts to
stock and administer medication in cases of opioid overdose. The Regulation also revises the
definition of epinephrine auto-injector.

Attached please find the CSBA sample Board Policy and Administrative Regulation followed by
the current District Board Policy and Administrative Regulation.

Recommendation Action: Approve the revised Board Policy and Administrative Regulation.





CSBA Sample
Board Policy

Administering Medication And Monitoring Health Conditions

BP 5141.21
Students

***Note: The following optional policy and accompanying administrative regulation apply to the
administration of medication to students pursuant to Education Code 49414, 49414.3, 494145,
49423, and 49423.1 and the permissive guidelines in 5 CCR 600-611. Education Code 49414.3, as
added by AB 1748 (Ch. 557, Statutes of 2016), authorizes districts to make emergency naloxone
hydrochloride or another opioid antagonist available to school nurses or trained personnel who
have volunteered to provide emergency medical aid to persons suffering, or reasonably believed to
be suffering, from an opioid overdose.***

***Note: Education Code 49414.7, which authorized trained, unlicensed school personnel to
administer medication to students with epilepsy suffering from seizures, is repealed on its own
terms effective January 1, 2017. Although the procedures in Education Code 49414.7 are no longer
required, health providers may train unlicensed school personnel to administer medication,
including emergency anti-seizure medication, pursuant to the general authority in Education Code
49423 and 5 CCR 600-611, as interpreted by the California Supreme Court in American Nurses
Association v. Torlakson.***

***Note: This policy and regulation do not address situations in which a district might be engaged
in a collaborative arrangement with another entity for the provision of school health services to
students; see BP/AR 5141.6 - School Health Services.***

The Governing Board believes that regular school attendance is critical to student learning and that
students who need to take medication prescribed or ordered for them by their authorized health
care providers should have an opportunity to participate in the educational program.

(cf. 5113 - Absences and Excuses)
(cf. 5113.1 - Chronic Absence and Truancy)

Any medication prescribed for a student with a disability who is qualified to receive services under
the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act or Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973
shall be administered in accordance with the student's individualized education program or Section
504 services plan, as applicable.

(cf. 5141.24 - Specialized Health Care Services)
(cf. 6159 - Individualized Education Program)
(cf. 6164.6 - Identification and Education Under Section 504)

***Note: 5 CCR 604 authorizes a parent/guardian to administer medication to his/her child or





designate an individual to administer the medication, as specified below. In addition, California
law allows students to carry and self-administer medication needed for the treatment or
management of certain medical conditions, when the district has received a written request from
the student's parent/guardian and written authorization from the student's authorized health care
provider, as specified in the accompanying administrative regulation. Students have legal
authorization to self-administer diabetes medication pursuant to Education Code 49414.5,
auto-injectable epinephrine for anaphylactic reactions pursuant to Education Code 49423, and
inhaled asthma medication pursuant to Education Code 49423.1. Pursuant to 5 CCR 605, districts
may choose to allow students to carry and self-administer other types of medication beyond those
specifically authorized by the Education Code.***

For the administration of medication to other students during school or school-related activities,
the Superintendent or designee shall develop protocols which shall include options for allowing a
parent/guardian to administer medication to his/her child at school, designate other individuals to
do so on his/her behalf, and, with the child's authorized health care provider's approval, request the
district's permission for his/her child to self-administer a medication or self-monitor and/or
self-test for a medical condition. Such processes shall be implemented in a manner that preserves
campus security, minimizes instructional interruptions, and promotes student safety and privacy.

Essential Oils-Application and/or Use in Schools

School nurses, principals and principal designees will not administer homeopathic remedies such
as essential oils, or creams and lotions containing essential oils. Parents may come to school and
administer such remedies to their children, unless the scent from these remedies triggers an
asthmatic or allergic reaction to other students or staff in the school.

(cf. 1250 - Visitors/Outsiders)

The Superintendent or designee shall make available epinephrine auto-injectors at each school for
providing emergency medical aid to any person suffering, or reasonably believed to be suffering,
from an anaphylactic reaction. (Education Code 49414)

***Note: The following optional paragraph is for use by any district that, at its discretion, chooses
to make emergency naloxone hydrochloride or other opioid antagonist available at its schools for
the purpose of providing emergency medical aid, pursuant to Education Code 49414.3, as added
by AB 1748 (Ch. 557, Statutes of 2016). In choosing to make such medications available, the
district should be aware of the possibility of increased liability and should consult legal counsel
accordingly.***

The Board authorizes the Superintendent or designee to make available naloxone hydrochloride or
another opioid antagonist for emergency medical aid to any person suffering, or reasonably
believed to be suffering, from an opioid overdose. (Education Code 49414.3)





***Note: The following optional paragraph may be revised to reflect district practice. The U.S.
Department of Health and Human Services and the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention
recommend that a district's emergency and disaster preparedness plan include procedures for
dealing with medical emergencies, such as a pandemic flu outbreak or public disaster.***

The Superintendent or designee shall collaborate with city and county emergency responders,
including local public health administrators, to design procedures or measures for addressing an
emergency such as a public disaster or epidemic.

(cf. 3516 - Emergencies and Disaster Preparedness Plan)
Administration of Medication by School Personnel

***Note: Various provisions of state law allow districts to train nonmedical district employees
(i.e., those who do not possess a medical license) to provide medical assistance to students at
school when a credentialed school nurse or other licensed individual is unavailable. For example,
Education Code 49414, 49414.3, 49414.5, 49423, and 49423.1 specifically authorize the use of
trained, unlicensed school employees to administer medications to students suffering from allergic
reactions, opioid overdose, severe hypoglycemia, or asthma. Moreover, in American Nurses
Association v. Torlakson, the California Supreme Court held that, as with other prescription
medications, state law permits trained, unlicensed school personnel to administer insulin to
students where a physician has determined that unlicensed school personnel may safely and
appropriately administer the medication. The medication must be administered in accordance with
a written health care provider statement and parental consent.***

When allowed by law, medication prescribed to a student by an authorized health care provider
may be administered by a school nurse or, when a school nurse or other medically licensed person
is unavailable and the physician has authorized administration of medication by unlicensed
personnel for a particular student, by other designated school personnel with appropriate training.
School nurses and other designated school personnel shall administer medications to students in
accordance with law, Board policy, administrative regulation, and, as applicable, the written
statement provided by the student's parent/guardian and authorized health care provider. Such
personnel shall be afforded appropriate liability protection.

The Superintendent or designee shall ensure that school personnel designated to administer any
medication receive appropriate training and, as necessary, retraining from qualified medical
personnel before any medication is administered. At a minimum, the training shall cover how and
when such medication should be administered, the recognition of symptoms and treatment,
emergency follow-up procedures, and the proper documentation and storage of medication. Such
trained, unlicensed designated school personnel shall be supervised by, and provided with
immediate communication access to, a school nurse, physician, or other appropriate individual.





(Education Code 49414, 49414.3, 49414.5, 49423, 49423.1)

The Superintendent or designee shall maintain documentation of the training and ongoing
supervision, as well as annual written verification of competency of other designated school
personnel.

ADMINISTERING MEDICATION AND MONITORING HEALTH CONDITIONS

The Governing Board recognizes that some students may need to take medication prescribed by a
physician during the school day in order to be able to attend school. The Superintendent or
designee shall develop processes for the administration of medication to such students by school
personnel.

(cf. 5141.24 - Specialized Health Care Services)
(cf. 6159 - Individualized Education Program)

Prescribed medication may be administered by the school nurse or other designated school
personnel only when the Superintendent or designee has received written statements from both a
student's physician and parent/guardian. (Education Code 49423; 5 CCR 600)

(cf. 3530 - Risk Management/Insurance)

School staff who administer medication, including epinephrine auto-injections, to students shall
receive training from qualified medical personnel on how such medication should be administered
as well as training in the proper documentation and storage of the medication.

Staff authorized to administer the medication shall do so in accordance with administrative
regulations and shall be afforded appropriate liability protection.

If the parent/guardian so chooses, he/she may administer the medication to his/her child. In
addition, the parent/guardian may designate another individual who is not a school employee to
administer the medication to the student.

Self-Administration and Monitoring

Upon written request by the parent/guardian and with the approval of the student's physician, a
student with a medical condition that requires frequent treatment, monitoring, or testing may be
allowed to self-administer, self-monitor, and/or self-test. The student shall observe universal
precautions in the handling of blood and other bodily fluids.

Administrative Regulation
Administering Medication And Monitoring Health Conditions

AR 5141.21
Students

***Note: The following administrative regulation reflects requirements for the administration of
medication to students on a continuing medication regimen or in emergency medical situations at
school or a school-related activity. The district should consult legal counsel as necessary to ensure
that all legal requirements are met.***

***Note: Education Code 49414.7, which authorized trained, unlicensed school personnel to
administer anti-seizure medication to students with epilepsy, repealed on its own terms effective
January 1, 2017. However, districts may choose to continue to train unlicensed school personnel to
administer anti-seizure medication under the general authority in Education Code 49423 and 5
CCR 600-611, as interpreted by the California Supreme Court in American Nurses Association v.
Torlakson. Such administration must be contingent upon a physician's written authorization for
unlicensed personnel to administer the medication to the particular student. The district may revise
the following regulation to reflect any district requirements related to the administration of such
medication.***

Definitions

Authorized health care provider means an individual who is licensed by the State of California to
prescribe or order medication, including, but not limited to, a physician or physician assistant.
(Education Code 49423; 5 CCR 601)

Other designated school personnel means any individual employed by the district, including a
nonmedical school employee, who has volunteered or consented to administer medication or
otherwise assist the student and who may legally administer the medication to the student or assist
the student in the administration of the medication. (5 CCR 601, 621)

Medication may include not only a substance dispensed in the United States by prescription, but
also a substance that does not require a prescription, such as over-the-counter remedies, nutritional
supplements, and herbal remedies. (5 CCR 601)

***Note: Education Code 49414, as amended by AB 1386 (Ch. 374, Statutes of 2016), defines
"epinephrine auto-injector™ as follows.***

Epinephrine auto-injector means a disposable delivery device designed for the automatic injection
of a premeasured dose of epinephrine into the human body to prevent or treat a life-threatening
allergic reaction. (Education Code 49414)





Anaphylaxis means a potentially life-threatening hypersensitivity to a substance, which may result
from an insect sting, food allergy, drug reaction, exercise, or other cause. Symptoms may include
shortness of breath, wheezing, difficulty breathing, difficulty talking or swallowing, hives, itching,
swelling, shock, or asthma. (Education Code 49414)

(cf. 5141.23 - Asthma Management)
(cf. 5141.27 - Food Allergies/Special Dietary Needs)

***Note: Education Code 49414.3, as added by AB 1748 (Ch. 557, Statutes of 2016), provides the
following definition of "opioid antagonist.”" See section "Emergency Medication for Opioid
Overdose" below for requirements for districts that choose to provide opioid antagonists to school
nurses or other designated school personnel to administer to persons suffering, or reasonably
believed to be suffering, from an opioid overdose.***

Opioid antagonist means naloxone hydrochloride or another drug approved by the federal Food
and Drug Administration that, when administered, negates or neutralizes in whole or in part the
pharmacological effects of an opioid in the body and that has been approved for the treatment of an
opioid overdose. (Education Code 49414.3)

Notifications to Parents/Guardians

***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48980, districts must notify parents/guardians, at the
beginning of each school year, of their rights and responsibilities (see section "Parent/Guardian
Responsibilities” below) under Education Code 49423 pertaining to the administration of
medication by school employees and self-administration of epinephrine by students. Though
notification is not required for self-administration of any medication other than epinephrine, it is
recommended that the annual notification include other medications to facilitate implementation
by school personnel.***

At the beginning of each school year, the Superintendent or designee shall notify
parents/guardians of the options available to students who need to take prescribed medication
during the school day and the rights and responsibilities of parents/guardians regarding those
options. (Education Code 49480)

(cf. 5145.6 - Parental Notifications)

In addition, the Superintendent or designee shall inform the parents/guardians of any student on a
continuing medication regimen for a nonepisodic condition of the following requirements:
(Education Code 49480)

1. The parent/guardian is required to inform the school nurse or other designated employee of
the medication being taken, the current dosage, and the name of the supervising physician.

2. With the parent/guardian’s consent, the school nurse or other designated employee may
communicate with the student's physician regarding the medication and its effects and may
counsel school personnel regarding the possible effects of the medication on the student's physical,





intellectual, and social behavior, as well as possible behavioral signs and symptoms of adverse
side effects, omission, or overdose.

***Note: The following paragraph is optional . ***

When a student requires medication during the school day in order to participate in the educational
program, the Superintendent or designee shall, as appropriate, inform the student's
parents/guardians that the student may qualify for services or accommodations pursuant to the
Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (20 USC 1400-1482) or Section 504 of the federal
Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29 USC 794).

(cf. 6164.4 - Identification and Evaluation of Individuals for Special Education)
(cf. 6164.6 - Identification and Education Under Section 504)

Parent/Guardian Responsibilities

The responsibilities of the parent/guardian of any student who may need medication during the
school day shall include, but are not limited to:

***Note: Education Code 49423 and 5 CCR 600 authorize districts to administer prescribed
medication only upon receipt of written statements from the student's authorized health care
provider and parent/guardian. Appropriate statements must be received before students are
allowed to carry and self-administer diabetes medication pursuant to Education Code 49414.5,
auto-injectable epinephrine pursuant to Education Code 49423, or asthma medication pursuant to
Education Code 49423.1. Districts may choose to allow students to carry and self-administer other
types of medication beyond those authorized by the Education Code. If so, the district should
modify the following section accordingly. See the accompanying Board policy.***

1. Providing parent/guardian and authorized health care provider written statements each
school year as described in the sections "Parent/Guardian Statement" and "Health Care Provider
Statement” below. The parent/guardian shall provide a new authorized health care provider's
statement if the medication, dosage, frequency of administration, or reason for administration
changes. (Education Code 49414.5, 49423, 49423.1; 5 CCR 600, 626)

2. If the student is on a continuing medication regimen for a nonepisodic condition, informing
the school nurse or other designated certificated employee of the medication being taken, the
current dosage, and the name of the supervising physician and updating the information when
needed. (Education Code 49480)

***Note: Pursuant to 5 CCR 606, the district is authorized to establish rules for the delivery and
storage of medication on a school site.***

3. Providing medications in properly labeled, original containers along with the authorized
health care provider's instructions. For prescribed or ordered medication, the container also shall
bear the name and telephone number of the pharmacy, the student's identification, and the name
and phone number of the authorized health care provider. (5 CCR 606)





Parent/Guardian Statement

***Note: 5 CCR 603 authorizes the district to establish specific requirements regarding the
parent/guardian’s written statement. The following list should be modified to reflect the district's
requirements.***

When district employees are to administer medication to a student, the parent/guardian’s written
statement shall:

1. Identify the student

2. Grant permission for an authorized district representative to communicate directly with the
student's authorized health care provider and pharmacist, as may be necessary, regarding the health
care provider's written statement or any other questions that may arise with regard to the
medication

3. Contain an acknowledgment that the parent/guardian understands how district employees
will administer the medication or otherwise assist the student in its administration

4. Contain an acknowledgment that the parent/guardian understands his/her responsibilities
to enable district employees to administer or otherwise assist the student in the administration of
medication, including, but not limited to, the parent/guardian’s responsibility to provide a written
statement from the authorized health care provider, to ensure that the medication is delivered to the
school in a proper container by an individual legally authorized to be in possession of the
medication, and to provide all necessary supplies and equipment

5. Contain an acknowledgment that the parent/guardian understands that he/she may
terminate the consent for the administration of the medication or for otherwise assisting the student
in the administration of medication at any time

In addition to the requirements in items #1-5 above, if a parent/guardian has requested that his/her
child be allowed to carry and self-administer prescription auto-injectable epinephrine or
prescription inhaled asthma medication, the parent/guardian’s written statement shall:  (Education
Code 49423, 49423.1)

1. Consent to the self-administration

2. Release the district and school personnel from civil liability if the student suffers an
adverse reaction as a result of self-administering the medication

In addition to the requirements in items #1-5 above, if a parent/guardian wishes to designate an
individual who is not an employee of the district to administer medication to his/her child, the
parent/guardian’s written statement shall clearly identify the individual and shall state:

1. The individual's willingness to accept the designation





2. That the individual is permitted to be on the school site
3. Any limitations on the individual's authority
Health Care Provider Statement

***Note: Education Code 49423 and 49423.1 and 5 CCR 602 list items that the authorized health
care provider's written statement must contain, as specified in items #1-5 below. Districts that
request additional information in the statement should modify the following list accordingly.***

When any district employee is to administer prescribed medication to a student, or when a student
is to be allowed to carry and self-administer prescribed medication during school hours, the
authorized health care provider's written statement shall include:

1. Clear identification of the student (Education Code 49423, 49423.1; 5 CCR 602)
2. The name of the medication (Education Code 49423, 49423.1; 5 CCR 602)

3. The method, amount, and time schedules by which the medication is to be taken
(Education Code 49423, 49423.1; 5 CCR 602)

4. If a parent/guardian has requested that his/her child be allowed to self-administer
medication, confirmation that the student is able to self-administer the medication (Education
Code 49414.5, 49423, 49423.1; 5 CCR 602)

5. For medication that is to be administered by unlicensed personnel, confirmation by the
student's health care provider that the medication may safely and appropriately be administered by
unlicensed personnel (Education Code 49423, 49423.1; 5 CCR 602)

***Note: Items #6-8 below may be revised to reflect district practice.***
6. For medication that is to be administered on an as-needed basis, the specific symptoms that

would necessitate administration of the medication, allowable frequency for administration, and
indications for referral for medical evaluation

7. Possible side effects of the medication
8. Name, address, telephone number, and signature of the student's authorized health care
provider

District Responsibilities
***Note: The following section should be modified to reflect district practice.***

The Superintendent or designee shall ensure that any unlicensed school personnel authorized to





administer medication to a student receives appropriate training from the school nurse or other
qualified medical personnel.

The school nurse or other designated school personnel shall:

1. Administer or assist in administering medication in accordance with the authorized health
care provider's written statement

2. Accept delivery of medications from parents/guardians and count and record them upon
receipt
3. Maintain a list of students needing medication during the school day, including those

authorized to self-administer medication, and note on the list the type of medication and the times
and dosage to be administered

***Note: 5 CCR 601 specifies items that districts may, but are not required to, include in the
medication log, as provided in item #4 below.***

4. Maintain for each student a medication log which may:

a. Specify the student's name, medication, dose, method of administration, time of
administration during the regular school day, date(s) on which the student is required to take the
medication, and the authorized health care provider's name and contact information

b. Contain space for daily recording of the date, time, and amount of medication
administered, and the signature of the individual administering the medication

***Note: 5 CCR 601 specifies items that may be included in the medication record, as detailed
below. In addition, 5 CCR 607 authorizes the district to establish policies regarding documentation
of medication, including the maintenance of the medication record.***

5. Maintain for each student a medication record which may include the authorized health
care provider's written statement, the parent/guardian’s written statement, the medication log, and
any other written documentation related to the administration of medication to the student

6. Ensure that student confidentiality is appropriately maintained
(cf. 5125 - Student Records)

7. Coordinate and, as appropriate, ensure the administration of medication during field trips
and other school-related activities

(cf. 5148.2 - Before/After School Programs)
(cf. 6145.2 - Athletic Competition)
(cf. 6153 - School-Sponsored Trips)





8. Report to a student's parent/guardian and the site administrator any refusal by the student to
take his/her medication

9. Keep all medication to be administered by the district in a locked drawer or cabinet

10.  Asneeded, communicate with a student's authorized health care provider and/or
pharmacist regarding the medication and its effects

11.  Counsel other designated school personnel regarding the possible effects of a medication
on a student's physical, intellectual, and social behavior, as well as possible behavioral signs and
symptoms of adverse side effects, omission, or overdose

***Note: 5 CCR 609 authorizes the district to establish policies regarding unused, discontinued,
or outdated medication.***

12. Ensure that any unused, discontinued, or outdated medication is returned to the student's
parent/guardian at the end of the school year or, if the medication cannot be returned, dispose of it
in accordance with state laws and local ordinances

13. In the event of a medical emergency requiring administration of medication, provide
immediate medical assistance, directly observe the student following the administration of
medication, contact the student's parent/guardian, and determine whether the student should return
to class, rest in the school office, or receive further medical assistance

14. Report to the site administrator, the student's parent/guardian, and, if necessary, the
student's authorized health care provider any instance when a medication is not administered
properly, including administration of the wrong medication or failure to administer the medication
in accordance with authorized health care provider's written statement

Emergency Epinephrine Auto-Injectors

***Note: Education Code 49414 requires districts to provide epinephrine auto-injectors to
school nurses or other employees who volunteer and receive training, which they may use to
provide emergency medical aid to persons suffering, or reasonably believed to be suffering, from
an anaphylactic reaction.***

The Superintendent or designee shall provide epinephrine auto-injectors to school nurses or other
employees who have volunteered to administer them in an emergency and have received training.
The school nurse, or a volunteer employee when a school nurse or physician is unavailable, may
administer an epinephrine auto-injector to provide emergency medical aid to any person suffering,
or reasonably believed to be suffering, from potentially life-threatening symptoms of anaphylaxis
at school or a school activity. (Education Code 49414)

At least once per school year, the Superintendent or designee shall distribute to all staff a notice
requesting volunteers to be trained to administer an epinephrine auto-injector and describing the
training that the volunteer will receive. (Education Code 49414)





(cf. 4112.9/4212.9/4312.9 - Employee Notifications)

***Note: Education Code 49414 specifies topics to be included in training for employees who
volunteer to be trained in the use of epinephrine auto-injectors. Education Code 49414 requires the
Superintendent of Public Instruction (SPI), in consultation with specified agencies and
organizations, to review the minimum standards for the training at least every five years. These
standards are available on the California Department of Education's web site.***

The principal or designee at each school may designate one or more volunteers to receive initial
and annual refresher training, which shall be provided by a school nurse or other qualified person
designated by a physician and surgeon authorized pursuant to Education Code 49414 and shall be
based on the standards developed by the Superintendent of Public Instruction (SPI). Written
materials covering the required topics for training shall be retained by the school for reference.
(Education Code 49414)

(cf. 4131 - Staff Development)
(cf. 4231 - Staff Development)
(cf. 4331 - Staff Development)

***Note: Education Code 49414 specifies the type of epinephrine auto-injectors that must be
provided to each school and the district personnel authorized to obtain the prescriptions. The
following paragraphs may be revised to reflect the position(s) assigned to fulfill this responsibility
and the grade levels maintained by the district.***

A school nurse or other qualified supervisor of health, or a district administrator if the district does
not have a qualified supervisor of health, shall obtain a prescription for epinephrine auto-injectors
for each school from an authorized physician and surgeon. Such prescription may be filled by
local or mail order pharmacies or epinephrine auto-injector manufacturers. Elementary schools
shall, at a minimum, be provided one adult (regular) and one junior epinephrine auto-injector.
Secondary schools shall be provided at least one adult (regular) epinephrine auto-injector, unless
there are any students at the school who require a junior epinephrine auto-injector. (Education
Code 49414)

If an epinephrine auto-injector is used, the school nurse or other qualified supervisor of health shall
restock the epinephrine auto-injector as soon as reasonably possible, but no later than two weeks
after it is used. In addition, epinephrine auto-injectors shall be restocked before their expiration
date. (Education Code 49414)

Information regarding defense and indemnification provided by the district for any and all civil
liability for volunteers administering epinephrine auto-injectors shall be provided to each
volunteer and retained in his/her personnel file. (Education Code 49414)

(cf. 4112.6/4212.6/4312.6 - Personnel Files)

A school may accept gifts, grants, and donations from any source for the support of the school in





carrying out the requirements of Education Code 49414, including, but not limited to, the
acceptance of epinephrine auto-injectors from a manufacturer or wholesaler. (Education Code
49414)

(cf. 3290 - Gifts, Grants and Bequests)

The Superintendent or designee shall maintain records regarding the acquisition and disposition of
epinephrine auto-injectors for a period of three years from the date the records were created.
(Business and Professions Code 4119.2)

(cf. 3580 - District Records)
Emergency Medication for Opioid Overdose

***Note: The following section is optional. Education Code 49414.3, as added by AB 1748 (Ch.
557, Statutes of 2016), authorizes, but does not require, districts to make emergency naloxone
hydrochloride or another opioid antagonist available to school nurses or trained personnel who
have volunteered to provide emergency medical aid to persons suffering, or reasonably believed to
be suffering, from an opioid overdose. Districts that choose to provide the medication must meet
specified requirements as provided below. Such districts may revise the following section to
indicate the grade levels at which such medication will be available (e.g., at secondary schools
only).***

The district may elect to make emergency naloxone hydrochloride or another opioid antagonist
available at schools for the purpose of providing emergency medical aid to persons suffering, or
reasonably believed to be suffering, from an opioid overdose. In determining whether to make this
medication available, the Superintendent or designee shall evaluate the emergency medical
response time to the school and determine whether initiating emergency medical services is an
acceptable alternative to providing an opioid antagonist and training personnel to administer the
medication. (Education Code 49414.3)

When available at the school site, the school nurse shall provide emergency naloxone
hydrochloride or another opioid antagonist for emergency medical aid to any person exhibiting
potentially life-threatening symptoms of an opioid overdose at school or a school activity. Other
designated personnel who have volunteered and have received training may administer such
medication when a school nurse or physician is unavailable, and shall only administer the
medication by nasal spray or auto-injector. (Education Code 49414.3)

At least once per school year, the Superintendent or designee shall distribute to all staff a notice
requesting volunteers to be trained to administer naloxone hydrochloride or another opioid
antagonist, describing the training that the volunteer will receive, and explaining the right of the
volunteer to rescind his/her offer to volunteer at any time, including after receiving training. The
notice shall also include a statement that no benefit will be granted to or withheld from any
employee based on his/her offer to volunteer and that there will be no retaliation against any
employee for rescinding his/her offer to volunteer. (Education Code 49414.3)





***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 49414.3, the training provided to designated school
personnel must be based on standards adopted by the SPI in consultation with specified agencies
and organizations. The SPI is required to review those standards at least once every five years.
Required topics of the training include (1) techniques for recognizing symptoms of an opioid
overdose; (2) standards and procedures for the storage, restocking, and emergency use of the
medication; (3) basic emergency follow-up procedures; and (4) recommendations on the necessity
of instruction and certification in cardiopulmonary resuscitation. In addition, the CDE is required
to include on its web site a clearinghouse for best practices in training nonmedical personnel to
administer an opioid antagonist to students.***

The principal or designee may designate one or more volunteer employees to receive initial and
annual refresher training, based on standards adopted by the SPI, regarding the storage and
emergency use of naloxone hydrochloride or another opioid antagonist. The training shall be
provided at no cost to the employee, conducted during his/her regular working hours, and be
provided by a school nurse or other qualified person designated by an authorizing physician and
surgeon. Written materials provided during the training shall be retained at the school for
reference. (Education Code 49414.3)

A school nurse, other qualified supervisor of health, or, if the district does not have a qualified
supervisor of health, a district administrator shall obtain a prescription for naloxone hydrochloride
or another opioid antagonist for each school from an authorized physician and surgeon. Such
prescription may be filled by local or mail order pharmacies or manufacturers. (Education Code
49414.3)

If the medication is used, the school nurse, other qualified supervisor of health, or district
administrator, as applicable, shall restock the medication as soon as reasonably possible, but no
later than two weeks after it is used. In addition, the medication shall be restocked before its
expiration date. (Education Code 49414.3)

Information regarding defense and indemnification provided by the district for any and all civil
liability for volunteers administering naloxone hydrochloride or another opioid antagonist for
emergency aid shall be provided to each volunteer and retained in his/her personnel file.
(Education Code 49414.3)

A school may accept gifts, grants, and donations from any source for the support of the school in
carrying out the requirements of Education Code 49414.3, including, but not limited to, the
acceptance of the naloxone hydrochloride or another opioid antagonist from a manufacturer or
wholesaler. (Education Code 49414.3)

The Superintendent or designee shall maintain records regarding the acquisition and disposition of

naloxone hydrochloride or another opioid antagonist for a period of three years from the date the
records were created. (Business and Professions Code 4119.8)

ADMINISTERING MEDICATION AND MONITORING HEALTH CONDITIONS
Definitions

Other designated school personnel may include any individual employed by the district who has
consented to administer the medication or otherwise assist the student, and who may legally
administer the medication. (5 CCR 601)

Medication may include not only a substance dispensed in the United States by prescription, but
also a substance that does not require a prescription, such as over-the-counter remedies, nutritional
supplements, and herbal remedies. (5 CCR 601)

Notifications to Parents/Guardians

At the beginning of each school year, the Superintendent or designee shall notify
parents/guardians that students who need to take prescribed medication during the school day may
be assisted by a school nurse or designated school personnel or allowed to self-administer certain
medication as long as the district receives written statements from the student's physician and
parent/guardian in accordance with law, Board policy and administrative regulation. (Education
Code 48980, 49423)

(cf. 5145.6 - Parental Notifications)

The Superintendent or designee shall inform the parents/guardians of any student on a continuing
medication regimen for a nonepisodic condition of the following requirements: (Education Code
49480)

1. The parent/guardian is required to inform the school nurse or other designated employee of the
medication being taken, the current dosage and the name of the supervising physician.

2. With the parent/guardian’s consent, the school nurse or other designated employee may
communicate with the student's physician regarding the medication and its effects, and may
counsel school personnel regarding the possible effects of the medication on the student's physical,
intellectual and social behavior, as well as possible behavioral signs and symptoms of adverse side
effects, omission or overdose.

Parent/Guardian Responsibilities
Before a designated employee administers or assists in the administration of any prescribed

medication to any student or any student is allowed to carry and self-administer prescription
auto-injectable epinephrine or prescription inhaled asthma medication during school hours, the





district shall have a written statement from the student's physician and a written statement from the
student's parent/guardian. (Education Code 49423, 49423.1; 5 CCR 600)

The physician's written statement shall clearly: (Education Code 49423, 49423.1; 5 CCR 602)
1. Identify the student

2. ldentify the medication
3 Specify the method, amount and time schedules by which the medication is to be taken
4. Contain the name, address, telephone number and signature of the physician

5. If a parent/guardian has requested that his/her child be allowed to self-administer prescription
auto-injectable epinephrine or prescription inhaled asthma medication, confirm that the student is
able to self-administer the medication

The parent/guardian’s written statement shall:
1. Identify the student

2. Grant permission for the authorized district representative to communicate directly with the
student's physician, as may be necessary, regarding the physician's written statement or any other
questions that may arise with regard to the medication

3. Contain an acknowledgment that the parent/guardian understands how district employees will
administer or otherwise assist the student in the administration of medication

4. Contain an acknowledgment that the parent/guardian understands his/her responsibilities to
enable district employees to administer or otherwise assist the student in the administration of
medication including, but not limited to, the parent/guardian’s responsibility to provide a written
statement from the physician and to ensure that the medication is delivered to the school in a
proper container by an individual legally authorized to be in possession of the medication

5. Contain an acknowledgment that the parent/guardian may terminate consent for such
administration at any time

If a parent/guardian has requested that his/her child be allowed to carry and self-administer
prescription auto-injectable epinephrine or prescription inhaled asthma medication, the
parent/guardian’s written statement shall also: (Education Code 49423, 49423.1)





1. Consent to the self-administration

2. Release the district and school personnel from civil liability if a student suffers an adverse
reaction as a result of self-administering the medication

The parent/guardian shall annually provide the Superintendent or designee a new written
statement from himself/herself and the student's physician. In addition, the parent/guardian shall
provide a new physician statement if the medication, dosage, frequency of administration or
reason for administration changes. (Education Code 49423, 49423.1)

ADMINISTERING MEDICATION AND MONITORING HEALTH CONDITIONS
(continued)

Parents/guardians shall provide medications in a properly labeled, original container along with
the physician's instructions. For prescribed medication, the container shall bear the name and
telephone number of the pharmacy, the student's identification, name and phone number of the
physician, and physician's instructions. Medications that are not in their original container shall not
be accepted or administered. Medications shall be delivered to the school by the parent/guardian,
unless the Superintendent or designee authorizes another method of delivery.

The parent/guardian of a student on a continuing medication regimen for a nonepisodic condition
shall inform the school nurse or other designated certificated employee of the medication being
taken, the current dosage and the name of the supervising physician.

A parent/guardian may designate an individual who is not an employee of the district to administer
medication to his/her child as long as the individual is clearly identified, willing to accept the
designation, permitted to be on the school site, and any limitations on the individual's authority are
clearly established. The parent/guardian shall provide a written statement designating the
individual and containing the information required above.

Designated Employee/District Responsibilities
The school nurse or other designated school personnel shall:

1. Administer or assist in administering the medication in accordance with the physician's written
statement

2. Accept delivery of medication from the student's parent/guardian, including counting and
recording the medication upon receipt





3. Maintain a list of students needing medication during the school day, including the type of
medication, times and dosage, as well as a list of students who are authorized to self-administer
medication

4. Maintain a medication log documenting the administration of medication including the student's
name; name of medication the student is required to take; dose of medication; method by which the
student is required to take the medication; time the medication is to be taken during the regular
school day; date(s) on which the student is required to take the medication; physician's name and
contact information; and a space for daily recording of medication administration

The daily record shall contain the date, time, amount of medication administered, and signature of
the individual administering the medication.

5. Maintain a medication record including the physician's written statement, the parent/guardian’s
written statement, the medication log, and any other written documentation related to the
administration of medication to the student

6. Ensure that student confidentiality is appropriately maintained

(cf. 5125 - Student Records)

7. Coordinate the administration of medication during field trips and after-school activities

8. Report any refusal of a student to take his/her medication to the parent/guardian

9. Keep all medication to be administered by the district in a locked drawer or cabinet

10. Communicate with the physician regarding the medication and its effects

11. Counsel school personnel regarding the possible effects of the medication on the student's
physical, intellectual and social behavior, as well as possible behavioral signs and symptoms of
adverse side effects, omission or overdose.

12. By the end of the school year, ensure that unused, discontinued and outdated medication is

returned to the student's parent/guardian where possible or, if the medication cannot be returned, is
disposed of in accordance with state laws and local ordinances

(BB Revised) Board Bylaw updated to reflect New Law (AB 2449) which changes the
commencement of the term of office of board members from the first Friday in December following
their election to the second Friday in December. The updated Bylaw also provides that, if the
district chooses or is required to consolidate its board elections with the local municipal or state
primary or general elections, elections could occur in even-numbered years and the term of
incumbent board members would be extended to align with the next election.

Attached please find the CSBA sample Board Bylaw followed by the current District Board Bylaw.
