General Information 
 


[A description of the impact the COVID-19 pandemic has had on the LEA and its community.] 
 


Starting in late January, the District took measures to increase the daily cleaning process to include spraying down all hard surfaces multiple 
days per week. In addition, staff members were provided guidelines on screening, identifying, isolating, and sending potential COVID-19 
cases home. On March 13, 2020, the San Joaquin County Superintendents met with the San Joaquin County Public Health officer and made 
the decision to close all schools and enter distance learning. The Jefferson School District provided voluntary educational resources to 
students and parents in the first two weeks of the school closure. During this time instructional staff and administrators met  regularly through 
Zoom to develop a distance learning model to provide students instruction to master the essential standards. Starting April 6, all students 
received daily distance learning. All staff members worked from home throughout the school closure as much as possible. 
 
Beginning in June, staff phased into working a few days per week in the building following social distancing guidelines, wearing appropriate 
PPE, and additional daily cleaning practices. Following the guidance of the San Joaquin County Public Health officer the decision was made 
to open the 2020-2021 school year in a distance learning model. Parent and Staff surveys were sent out and Zoom meetings and webinars 
were held to provide information about the 3 programs offered to students: Distance Learning, Independent Study, and a new online program 
Jefferson Virtual Academy. Cleaning procedures and safety guidelines continue to be reviewed and updated. 
JSD has over seven years of experience using the Google for Education suite, numerous online curriculum programs and been 1:1 for 
student Chromebooks. While the Chromebooks traditionally weren’t sent home with students, the district owned enough to check one out to 
every student. The JSD tech department was able to acquire hotspots for students that had no internet or unreliable connectivity. The 
Student Service Department had experience creating online accounts utilizing Single Sign On (SSO) and spent the summer getting these 
ready earlier than usual to make sure students and staff were ready to go on the first day of school. Consequently, JSD has been relatively 
well-positioned to transition to distance learning across the program. For JSD, there was no break in learning continuity or enrollment 
opportunities for students. 
 
JSD support staff are proactive in seeking to support the learning process and offer support to students and families in academic, social, and 
emotional domains. Support staff are regularly included in site and area zoom meetings, text or email groups, and conference calls.

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Instructional aides, para professionals, intervention specialist, VCCS Counselors, and others in every type of staff support position continue 
to complete their assignments in support of teachers and students. 
 
A direct impact for JSD is the student learning loss. This can be measured in terms of teacher feedback, student work completed, and 
learning loss assessment administered in the first two weeks of school. According to teachers, it was difficult to get students to attend and 
participate on a regular basis in live instruction at the end of the 2019-2020 school year. 
         


 


 


 
 


Stakeholder Engagement 
 


[A description of the efforts made to solicit stakeholder feedback.] 
 


To ensure involvement of our stakeholders, JSD solicited participation from stakeholder groups, with active and effective representation of 
interested parties supporting a successful educational program. In an effort to gather meaningful input from all stakeholders, various methods 
of acquiring input was conducted. Meetings via web-conferencing, phone calls, surveys online and over the phone, and committee meetings 
were conducted to solicit input for the Learning Continuity and Attendance Plan. Feedback from the community and staff during the Public 
Hearing where the Learning Continuity Plan is presented will also help to inform the direction of the program. Individuals wishing to provide 
input during the meeting may join the meeting virtually or submit written comments via email or a Google form.  


• JSD held a special board meeting in July to discuss the safe reopening of school and to hear from the public 
• JSD held a regular board meeting for public hearing and open to public comments, available through web-conferencing and phone 


call in. 
• Online surveys conducted to gather feedback from students, teachers, staff, community partners and parents. 
• Emailed and texted survey to parents 
• Daily meetings with staff that discussed the Learning Continuity and Attendance Plan. 
• Surveys/phone calls/meetings with stakeholders from school administration, teachers, and classified staff on a monthly basis. 
• All communication sent to stakeholders was sent utilizing Aeries Communication which allows the user to receive the information 


translated. 
• JSD reviewed all stakeholder input prior to putting the LCP together. In addition, surveys were used to develop follow up surveys to 


refine the feedback and provide greater detail. 


JSD developed a JSD Guide for the Safe Reopening of Schools document in preparation for all school openings that has taken into 
consideration the public’s concerns. In accordance with the San Joaquin County Public Health Services (SJCPHS) and California 
Department of Public Health (CDPH), the district will follow all heath guidance to ensure a safe reopening of schools.

Parent and community members were provided access to all public meetings/hearings through the use of Zoom webinars. Parents could 
either login through a web browser or call in via a toll free number to listen and participate in the meetings.         


 
[A summary of the feedback provided by specific stakeholder groups.] 
 


The primary concern expressed by our parents and staff was the accountability during Distance Learning in the spring of 2020. The 
community wanted to see more daily live instruction, daily attendance, traditional grading, printed materials, and more time for teacher 
collaboration. 
 
Community partners also shared that they wanted parents to have choice between in-person instruction and an out of school option. In the 
community survey 28.6% of the respondents stated that they did not plan to return their students to in-person instruction this school year. 
Stakeholders were also conflicted over whether or not students and staff should be required to wear masks, but the majority felt that students 
and staff should be required to wear them. 
 
Community partners reported that they had adequate technology to access distance learning or hybrid learning. 94% of respondents reported 
having reliable internet at home. 
         


 
[A description of the aspects of the Learning Continuity and Attendance Plan that were influenced by specific stakeholder input.] 
 


Stakeholder feedback is a key component in adjusting and revising the Learning Continuity and Attendance Plan. Feedback taken from 
stakeholder input has been utilized in our plan through the distance learning program. For example, from community feedback JSD decided 
to offer multiple instructional models for students to master the essential standards during this pandemic. Parents were provided with a 
distance learning/hybrid model path and an independent study path that allowed students to learn remotely all year long (DISTANCE 
LEARNING-CONTINUITY OF INSTRUCTION) 
 
Parents and staff also noted that technology was a barrier for some students at the end of the 2020 school year. This area of concern 
continues to be addressed by providing all students with technology. (DISTANCE LEARNING-ACCESS TO DEVICES & CONNECTIVITY) 
 
A major concern expressed by our stakeholders was the need for increased accountability during distance learning. This feedback led to 
increased synchronous instructional time, daily attendance, traditional grading, and providing students with textbooks and printed materials. 
(PUPIL ENGAGEMENT OUTREACH) 
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Continuity of Learning 
 


In-Person Instructional Offerings 
 


[A description of the actions the LEA will take to offer classroom-based instruction whenever possible, particularly for students who have 
experienced significant learning loss due to school closures in the 2019–2020 school year or are at a greater risk of experiencing learning loss 
due to future school closures.] 
 


JSD, under directions from San Joaquin County Public Health Services (SJCPHS), will follow the lead from the San Joaquin County Office of 
Education (SJCOE), California Department of Public Health (CDPH), California Department of Education (CDE), and the Governor’s office to 
plan for in-person scenarios that are likely to present themselves in the school year ahead. JSD began this process several months ago and 
will continue to refine its plans using the input from all stakeholders. JSD understands that even when offering in-person instruction many 
parents may opt to keep their children home out of an abundance of caution, and we recognize that students will need additional support to 
recover from any learning loss and unfinished learning that might have occurred during Distance Learning. 
 
To continue delivering instruction on site and in person, a hybrid model will be utilized prior to returning to regular instruction. Cohort A will 
attend school in-person Monday and Thursday, while attending distance learning Tuesday, Wednesday and Friday. Cohort B will attend 
school Tuesday and Friday, while attending distance learning Monday, Wednesday, and Thursday. All students and staff will need to meet 
safety precautions standards upon entry of the building and JSD safety procedures will be adhered to at all times. This cohort approach will 
support the students who have struggled to thrive in the Distance Learning platform and help them to regain their academic skills and 
knowledge. In addition, it will allow the district to maintain the social distancing requirements currently recommended by the state. Students 
will continue to have the option of continuing distance learning virtually. 
 
JSD’s focus and commitment to re-opening schools safely and resuming in-person instruction are evidenced by the following: 
 
Safety – JSD is committed to following the SJCPHS and CDPH safety guidelines when bringing students back to the classroom.  Appropriate 
safety measures will include safe distancing, temperature checks, and specific classroom procedures as related to safety, hand washing, 
mask procedures and sanitizers. Additionally, safety-training procedures are provided for all staff and students at school sites and district 
offices. 
 
Academic Success  –  The foundation of JSD’s school programs is a dedication to the highest levels of academic success for all students, 
which includes in-person instruction and Distance Learning with a highly-engaging and rigorous curriculum and staff to support the learning 
at all levels. 
 
Social-Emotional Support – Providing social-emotional support to students through the pandemic and during the return to in-person 
instruction is essential to establishing a successful academic program. We will provide resources, strategies, and interventions to support 
engagement in learning 
 
In-Person Instructional Offerings for students experiencing significant learning loss - JSD will assess all students utilizing the process detailed 
in the PUPIL LEARNING LOSS section of this plan. Once the state and local health authorities deem it safe for small group cohorts to return

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to school, the district will prioritize students with the greatest learning loss. In order, priority will be given to students receiving special 
education services, EL supports (ELPAC Level 1 and 2), homeless students, foster youth, Title 1 students, and students receiving Tier 3 
intervention. Students will receive instruction from their classroom teacher and participate in additional support services through Zoom on the 
school campuses. Schedules and specific plans will be dependent on state and local guidance that is fluid and changing all the time. 
 
Communication – Frequent, two-way communication in multiple languages with students, families, and stakeholders will ensure the best 
quality, most effective learning experience and allow schools to adapt to the changing needs of our students.

Distance Learning Program 
 


Continuity of Instruction

JSD reviewed parent and staff input and decided to align the distance learning plan with the hybrid learning model to ensure continuity 
throughout the school year. By doing so the students will receive the same instruction as the district moves from distance learning to hybrid 
and back to distance learning if necessary. If the situation improves enough that students may return to full-time regular instruction, the 
students classes and schedules will remain the same, but the instructional minutes would be extended. In addition, the district is providing 
independent study for TK-5 that aligns with the distance learning model and a new Jefferson Virtual Academy (JVA) as well. JVA is an online 
independent study model utilizing the Florida Virtual School (K-5) and Edgenuity (6-8). Students participating in these programs complete 
their self-paced work during the week and have an hour meeting with their teacher to track progress.

Access to Devices and Connectivity

JSD decided to provide all students with district issued Chromebooks regardless of need to ensure that all students had equal access. In 
addition, the District has furnished wifi hotspots to families with no internet access or cases in which the families current internet access isn't 
sufficient to support multiple Zoom sessions at once. 
 
The district setup an online ticket system for students, staff and parents to request tech support. The ticket system notifies the IT and 
Curriculum Department and multiple staff members are handling these request for service. 
         


 


Pupil Participation and Progress

Student attendance and participation will be monitored using online course participation and verified daily / weekly engagement log. Online 
curriculum platforms such Aeries and Google Classroom provide data documenting time on task, assignment completions, and course 
completions. Evaluating the time value of distance learning assignments is the role of the credentialed teacher. Students that don't attend 
school for three days in a row will be engaged by site administration to develop an re-engagement plan to ensure attendance and 
participation in distance learning.         


 


Distance Learning Professional Development

JSD is committed to providing ongoing support, guidance, and resources for teachers to maintain high-quality distance learning programs for 
students. Due to School Closures for COVID-19 and reopening in a distance learning model for the 2020-2021 school year, Teachers were 
provided 2.5 days of optional PD and planning time to address learning losses and learn strategies to improve distance learning when 
students start the new school year. To enhance teachers’ skills, in-depth training in the use of Google Classroom and other online 
applications is provided. Google apps afford teachers a means to provide instructional support, create class calendars, assign coursework, 
and deliver resources to students in a safe online environment. Google apps offer a user-friendly, content-focused design in a platform that 
cultivates interconnected, digital teaching and learning opportunities. Teachers have additional opportunities to further strengthen their skills 
and knowledge by participating in workshops, one on one coaching, and recorded online trainings facilitated by our district instructional coach 
team.

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accounts to ensure access to the same technology available to certificated staff and students. For support staff in the administrative office, 
day-to-day business has been conducted as usual while students work remotely. 
 
During distance learning there was no need for transportation in the district. Until school resumes in a hybrid model, the bus driver’s 
schedules have been moved to 11:30 to 8:00 pm to provide additional custodial support to the campuses and district office. 
 
Campus Aides were transitioned to one of two roles during distance learning. Some of them chose to take on instructional aide roles 
providing support to certificated staff and students through Zoom, while others took on the position of supervising our staff child care rooms. 
In both positions the campus aides are supporting the on-going instruction of students in our district. 
         


 


Supports for Pupils with Unique Needs

homelessness.] 
 


For students who are English learners (EL), foster youth, and low-income, distance learning can pose an extra set of challenges when 
considering language or socio-economic barriers. In addition to providing all students in need with the necessary technology to access 
academic curriculum via an electronic platform, JSD is meeting the needs of English learners by providing virtual support with bilingual Para 
educators. They are in contact with teachers via phone calls, text, and emails in order to identify EL students who need additional support. 
Imagine Learning program is available in multiple languages. Bilingual staff reach out to parents and students if teachers are having difficulty 
communicating with the family. Teachers are using curriculum, strategies and resources that assist learning for English learners by using 
Guided Language Acquisition Development (GLAD) and Universal Design for Learning (UDL). These resources and strategies are 
embedded within their instruction. 
 
For our students who are foster youth, the Foster Youth District Liaison connects with each school team to ensure the foster youth in JSD 
have what they need to be successful during remote learning. The Liaison continues to provide support between the school team and 
collaborative partners to assist with the coordination of services and continuity of educational programming, including school transitions, to 
minimize disruptions in enrollments for foster youth. 
 
Students of low income families are provided with instructional materials and resources, including technology and connectivity, textbooks, 
and basic school supplies. Phone calls, text messages, and flyers are also provided to all students with information on community resources, 
including food distribution events occurring at JSD school sites. 
 
Each student with an IEP has an individual learning plan that details the program and services being provided to the student during distance 
learning. Multiple attempts were made to contact each parent, ensuring parent input into the creation of this plan. All plans have been 
updated from the 2020 - 2021 school year. Plans reflect services and support as close to the IEP as possible. In addition, all plans detail how 
each IEP will be worked on and if there are any goals that can not be worked on during distance learning. Special Education staff are 
engaged in collecting present levels of performance on each student's goals and updating progress. Instructional practices are being altered 
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to reflect an interactive digital format approach to learning. As needed, specific specialized supplies have been sent to the home 
environment. Special Education and office staff have been trained in COVID-19 safety protocols for in person assessment. All parents who 
are in the assessment process have been contacted to set up 1:1 in person assessment following strict COVID-19 safety protocols. 
Assessments are being scheduled and in some cases have been completed. The Special Education Department has created a plan to 
address assessments that were pending due to the 2019 - 2020 school closure as well as current and upcoming assessments. IEP teams 
are mapping out IEP dates for the 2020 - 2021 school year using a digital format. 
 
Homeless students have been provided access to our school parking lots or in some cases to an instructional space on campus to be able to 
have the necessary supplies and connectivity to participate in distance learning.

Learning Loss Assessment and Intervention Plan 2020/2021: As we work to safely reopen schools, the Jefferson School District has created 
a plan to address the loss of learning due to the COVID-19 school closures. Educators are predicting a COVID-19 slide more severe than the 
typical summer slide and JSD is committed to address learning loss and engage students who need additional supports. This plan will 
include tiers of support with intervention opportunities occurring online and other offerings focused on remediation and enrichment. 
 
Comprehensive Assessment System: Assessments provide real time data to identify areas of student learning that need to be addressed. 
Using the data and other tools, teachers can plan instruction to meet the needs of all learners. Whether we are in a distance learning or 
classroom environment, educators can keep learners on track with expected grade level standards and skills. JSD Teachers will screen all 
students immediately in the fall and will then utilize a variety of assessments to identify target areas for remediation.  
 
Intervention Plan:  
 
Identify Needs - Administer key assessments as soon as possible at the beginning of year

 Staff should respond to parent and student emails during regular school hours the same day if possible, the next work day at 
minimum.

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 Teachers will monitor student engagement and participation and report lack of engagement/participation to the parent. If this doesn’t 
improve it should be reported to the school site administrator to develop a Re-Engagement Plan. Staff should refer student to the 
site administrator to address any trauma or other impacts of COVID-19 on the student or family.

For students who are English Learners, time away from the classroom can impact the language development skills they were building during 
daily in-person interactions with teachers and peers as they practiced academic language. To address this learning loss, the English Learner 
team will monitor students’ academic progress. 
 
Students who are low-income or foster youth may have less familiarity with the use of technology outside of the classroom. To address this 
need, staff and online tutorials are available to guide students through the distance learning process and offer virtual presentations on how to 
use various learning platforms. Outreach to families also provides an opportunity to assess the needs of the family to determine appropriate 
resources. Often, a lack of food resources in the home can contribute to a decline in a student’s academic performance; therefore, families 
are provided information on food resources, including food distribution events occurring at school sites. While students experiencing 
homelessness face many of the challenges above and will receive the same supports, additional supports are necessary. Students facing 
homelessness need access to connectivity, a place to work, supplies, and basic necessities. The district is working with homeless families to 
provide designated areas where students can come to campus and complete their work and have their basic needs meet. In addition, the 
district is working with community partners to provide homeless families with the resources they need.  
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Students with disabilities can experience regression if instruction is not consistent and comprehensive. To address any potential student 
learning loss, teachers and special education teams work collaboratively to ensure learning gaps are identified and filled and IEP goals are 
monitored.  
 
Teachers, staff, and administrators will be monitoring: attendance, behavior and credits. If any of these indicators are lagging, or not meeting 
what the team feels is adequate progress, interventions will be initiated. Students who are not attending, not participating, or exhibiting 
atypical behaviors receive more frequent communication via phone, text or e-mail or possibly an in person home visit (following safety 
guidelines). Teams may also initiate an IEP team meeting to discuss the need for additional goals.  
 


 


Effectiveness of Implemented Pupil Learning Loss Strategies

The implementation of learning loss assessment strategies are a necessary step in addressing the needs of students. However, the use of 
any strategy or program will only serve the needs of the students with a prescriptive and consistent system in place to measure their 
effectiveness. JSD is committed to supporting teachers and support teams to assess students, review the data, and act with appropriate 
strategies. Ongoing teacher based formative assessments and analysis of student work and course completion will provide evidence that any 
learning loss a student may have experienced has been or is being addressed. The district believes relationships have a huge impact in 
student learning so daily communication is necessary. Teachers, administrators and any staff interacting with students can request 
interventions for students they feel are struggling. SST meetings will be utilized when appropriate. Student supports will be individualized to 
meet the needs of students. 
 
Students with disabilities are consistently assessed for learning loss as part of their IEP process. The IEP reviews progress on goals and 
objectives based on specific reporting periods outlined in the student’s IEP. Progress is also reviewed following extended school breaks. 
These data driven practices will continue to be implemented to determine the type of learning loss, strategies needed to address the learning 
loss and the effectiveness of the intervention on the learning loss. Adjustments and modifications will be made based on the individual needs 
of the student and documented in the student’s IEP.

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Mental Health and Social and Emotional Well-Being

Providing social-emotional support to students through the pandemic and during the return to in-person instruction is essential to establishing 
a successful academic program. JSD will provide resources, strategies, and interventions to support engagement in learning and provide 
social emotional consultation through Multi-Tiered System of Supports (MTSS).   To support the needs of students, teachers will provide 
students with weekly Second Step lessons to address the Tier social emotional needs of students. 
For students that have been referred by staff, parents or administration for more intense social emotional supports, the District has 
contracted with Valley Community Counseling Services (VCCS) to provide counseling sessions. VCCS is providing parents a choice of 
brining their students into their offices in Tracy or having their student participate in Zoom counseling sessions. 
 
JSD will be designing a Mental Health Staff Development Module that will include the following trainings:  Suicide Awareness, Mental Health 
101, and Trauma Informed Practices. These trainings will either be presented at staff development meetings or available online. Additional 
trainings will continue to be developed which will include, but are not limited to Racial Sensitivity. 
 
JSD will continue to reach out to students and staff to develop trainings and services to address social emotional needs so that students are 
able to thrive at school and in their jobs. 
         


 


 


 
 
 


Pupil and Family Engagement and Outreach

According to staff and parents surveys, student participation in distance learning at the end of 2019/2020 school year needs to be improved. 
Teachers provided daily synchronous/asynchronous instruction, but student attendance and traditional grading were not utilized. For this 
reason, many of the middle school students completed minimal work to be able to earn a passing grade from their teachers. During this 
period teachers were expected to reach out to students that weren’t regularly attending and find out why. In addition, if attendance didn’t 
improve the school attendance clerk and school administration became involved to improve engagement. 
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Based upon our survey responses the following requirements were put in place to increase student engagement. All teachers are expected 
to take attendance each period/learning block to ensure that students are attending asynchronous instruction. For students that are absent 
the parents receive a nightly phone call notifying them of the absence and requiring them to clear the absence. If students are regularly not 
attending the District will utilize the SARB process to reengage the student. Second, teachers will be utilizing traditional grading to ensure 
that students/parents are able to track their progress and know how they are doing in mastering the essential standards. Finally, the District 
took steps to eliminate barriers to participation by providing every student with a Chromebook every student with printed curriculum and 
internet connectivity for families that needed it. 
 
The District had a handful of students that were disenrolled for home schooling. The District communicated with each of these families to let 
them know what their responsibilities are and to ensure they are meeting the compulsory education requirement. Staff will follow up in early 
October to ensure each of these students is properly enrolled in school. 
 
As a result of our community partner’s feedback, we are conducting weekly meetings with support staff, teachers, and community partners to 
ensure students engagement of those students that aren’t participating. In these meetings, student weekly attendance and work completion 
are discussed, as well as identifying whom the teachers and community partners feel could provide extra support in reengaging them with 
school. In addition, support staff will continue reaching out to students and supporting them in removing barriers to participation. 
         


 


 


 
 
 


School Nutrition

The District is participating in the National School Lunch Program and continues to offer breakfast and lunch during distance learning.  Meals 
can be picked up at all school sites and are nutritionally balanced according to the USDA guidelines.  Additional care has been taken to 
ensure all students who are eligible for free or reduced-price meals are aware of the offerings.  Communications with families regarding the 
link between good nutrition and success at school will continue as we transition from distance learning to in-person instruction. 
 
Students or parents are able to drive through any of the four school sites between 11:00 am and 1:00 pm to pick up lunch for that day and 
breakfast for the following morning. The District is providing all students in the community between the ages of 2 and 18 with meals.

JSD determined that our unduplicated pupils are going to need intensive engagement strategies and additional instructional time focusing 
on their current grade level standards to make up the learning loss from 2019-2020. Instead of taking an approach of teaching previous year 
standards, the District is working with instructional staff to identify the areas of learning loss for each student and providing just-in-time 
intervention to provide them scaffolding to make up the learning loss in context of the on-grade level curriculum. To do this teachers are 
going to need professional development in UDL, scaffolding, and online engagement to meet the needs of students. To do this JSD plans 
the following two actions in response to the learning loss created by the COVID-19 pandemic. 
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 A variety of professional learning opportunities will be provided for all staff. Some professional learning is paid with Supplemental, 
and for that reason this is considered district-wide use. District-wide use is justified because the PD days are designed to increase 
learning for unduplicated student groups. District-wide is the most effective use of funds because students benefit from teacher 
growth and these services are principally directed toward meeting the district’s goals for unduplicated pupils in state priority two, 
Academic Standards. Weiss & Pasley state, “Ongoing, intensive professional development that focuses on supporting teachers’ 
planning and instruction has a greater chance of influencing teaching practice and in turn, raising student achievement.” 


 The District provides all school and district teams with time to collaborate in Professional Learning Communities. Some of the PLC 
time is paid with Supplemental, and for that reason this is considered district-wide use. District-wide use is justified because the 
PLC time is used to collaborate around the needs of English learners, Socio-economically disadvantaged, Foster Youth and 
Students with Disabilities. 


 
[A description of how services for foster youth, English learners, and low-income students are being increased or improved by the percentage 
required.] 
 


 The District is providing all teachers with GLAD training to support the language development of El students. GLAD® (Guided 
Language Acquisition Design) is one of a handful of existing instructional models that aim to help teachers by providing 
differentiated strategies to integrate instruction in English and grade-level content in a heterogeneous, mainstream classroom. 
Supplemental funds are justified to be used on this action/service as they are primarily intended to benefit unduplicated students. 
For the scope of services the District is justified in selecting LEA-wide as this training for staff can't be limited to benefiting 
unduplicated student groups. Project GLAD is a multi-component K-12 instructional model designed to build academic English and 
grade-level content knowledge for students at varying levels of English language proficiency. (Goldenberg, 2013; Echevarria, Short 
& Powers, 2006) found that GLAD strategies provided marginal gains to English Learners vocabulary and writing skills, but no 
longitudinal studies have been done to date to assess the long-term effects of the strategies. The GLAD program is recommended 
by the California Department of Education and the Orange County Office of Education. 


 The District continues to utilize supplemental funds for targeted interventions for unduplicated student groups not mastering the 
essential standards. Making Summer Count a research study by the Rand Corporation recommended the following, Research 
shows that a number of practices are associated with improved student outcomes, such as smaller class sizes, involving parents, 
providing individualized instruction, and maximizing students’ attendance. Other best practices include providing structures that 
support high quality instruction, aligning the school year and summer curricula, including content beyond remediation, and tracking 
effectiveness. 


 The District continues to utilize supplemental funds for Multi-Tiered System of Supports as a way to extend the number of 
instructional minutes for all unduplicated student groups. While this program is primarily directed to provide increased services for 
unduplicated student groups, it is impossible to guarantee that only these student groups are identified for RTI/MTSS. For this 
reason the district is justified in using supplemental funds in a district-wide manner. The District selected the MTSS model as it 
incorporates numerous research based strategies to address academics, behavior and social emotional skills. Archer & Hughes, 
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2011, found that, "Effective interventions also require more explicit instruction, such as instruction that is focused on critical content, 
is highly organized, and provides frequent opportunities for student responses and practice".

5.1 2020/21 New School Year Update –  Dr. Bridges outlined the breakdown of Jefferson


School District (JSD) students for the 2020-2021 school year. The district has 2,210 students


enrolled as of today and we have 2,043 students in full time distance learning.  We have 101 students


enrolled in the Independence Study program. The District currently has a total of 56 students in the


Jefferson Virtual Academy (JVA) and we still see more students joining this program. JVA is a self-


paced independent program where students work primarily online. For our K-5 students, JVA is


through Florida Virtual School and our 6-8 grade students are using Edgenuity. All JVA students


meet once weekly with a JSD teacher. The District distributed Chromebooks to all students to ensure


that our students had access to good, functioning devices.  We have distributed hot spots to families


who live in rural areas or need more bandwidth. The District made a decision to make a Zoom


license purchase which allows teachers to have more functionality.


5.2 JSD Guide for the Safe Reopening of Schools 2020-2021 Update - Dr. Bridges provided 


clarification to COVID 19 procedures on page 5 of the plan. The Guide will be brought back for 


Board approval in September.

8.2 Discussion of Special Board Meeting on September 15, 2020 Regarding Learning Continuity 


and Attendance Plan. Dr. Bridges stated that we must have two board meetings in September 
regarding the required Learning Continuity and Attendance Plan. The District is required to complete 


the Learning Continuity Attendance Plan which is being used this year. This plan deals with distance 


learning, hybrid models and how the District will provide instruction this year. The District is 
expected to have a public hearing and a second board meeting to approve the plan as we typically do 
for the LCAP process. The first regularly scheduled meeting in September will be the public hearing, 


and the plan will be brought to the Board for approval on September 15, 2020.


8.3 Discussion of School Mascots and Color Selection for New School Sites- Dr. Bridges 


outlined a plan for choosing mascots first and then choosing colors for the new campuses. Dr. 
Bridges proposed an option to determine the school colors earlier in the process, so that the school 


colors can be incorporated in the design of the school, and the students will be able to have school tee 
shirts in preparation for their new school.  


Dr. Bridges proposed selecting the mascot first and starting the process with four mascot choices. All 
JSD students would vote which would then narrow the field to three mascots. Next the current staff 
and Board of Trustees would narrow the field to two mascots. Finally, only the students that live in the 
Tracy Hills development would select from the top two choices to select the mascots. 


The second selection phase would be the color selection. We would put forward two-three color 


schemes and logos. The District would work with PJHM and graphic designers to come up with logos 


and color schemes. Dr. Bridges proposed a voting percentage of 40% to Tracy Hills students, 25% 


total JSD student body, 20% Jefferson Staff, 10% for the Board and 5% to the developers. The 


decision would primarily be made by the students.   
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The Board of Trustees were in favor of deciding colors and mascots earlier in the process rather than 


later. Mr. Carlson and Mr. Raya feel the students and the community should have the majority of the 


weigh in on the decision. Mr. Wells asked about how the list of four mascots would be chosen and 


Dr. Bridges indicated that he has been looking at things native to the area for mascot choices for the 


schools.  Corral Hollow is unique as the canyon was once used for horses, and there are lots of 


sheep, rams, coyotes, hawks, and elk as well.


The Board prefers that the current students, then Tracy Hills and Ellis students and community 


members and staff weigh in on the decision. Mr. Jackman mentioned that the staff should have a 


voice in the decision and Mr. Wells wanted to ensure that the mascot choices are appropriate. For the 


color scheme, we will increase the student vote for the kids who reside in the community, eliminate 


the Board and developer, and instead include the community in the vote. Dr. Bridges will revise the 


plan for selection process and bring back the mascot choices another month for review.

RE: California Blueprint for a Safer Economy (New Reopening Guidance Update)  


On Friday, August 28, 2020, Gov. Newsom announced a new “Blueprint for a Safer 
Economy” that paves a slow and stringent path for regulating how counties will be 
monitored and determining changes to restrictions on businesses and activities. The 
new color-coded, risk-based system will replace the previous County Data Monitoring 
List, beginning August 31, 2020.  


Tiered Framework 


The new framework provides the measures that each county must meet, based on 
indicators that capture disease burden, testing and health equity. Under the new 
guidance, schools may reopen for in-person instruction based on equivalent criteria and 
follow closure procedures in the California Department of Public Health (CDPH) COVID-
19 and Reopening In-Person Learning Framework for K-12 Schools in California, issued 
July 17, 2020. That framework remains in effect except that Tier 1 is substituted for the 
previous County Data Monitoring List (which has equivalent criteria to Tier 1). 
 
According to the CDPH website, schools in counties within Tier 1 are not permitted to 
reopen for in-person instruction, with an exception for waivers granted by local health 
departments for transitional kindergarten through 6 grades. Schools that are not 
authorized to reopen, including transitional kindergarten through 6 grades, may provide 
structured, in-person supervision and services under the CDPH Guidance for Small 
Cohorts/Groups of Children and Youth, issued August 25, 2020. 
 
The new guidance states that schools will be eligible to reopening for in-person 
instruction following California School Sector Specific Guidelines once the county is off 
the Tier 1 for 14 days, which is similar to being off the County Data Monitoring List for at 
least 14 days. 


*To advance to the next tier, a county must also meet health equity measures as described below. 


**Case rate will be determined using confirmed (by PCR) cases, and will not include state and 
federal inmate cases. Case rates include an adjustment factor for counties that are testing above 
the state average. The incidence is adjusted downwards in a graduated fashion, with a maximum 
adjustment at twice the State average testing rate.

The Tiers 
 
Beginning September 8, 2020, CDPH will conduct weekly assessments, in which a 
county will remain in a tier for a minimum of three weeks before advancing to the next 
tier, one step at a time, assigned the more restrictive tier should it fall into two different 
tiers due to its case rate and test positivity measures. City local health jurisdiction data 
will be included in overall metrics, and will be assigned the same tier as the surrounding 
county. 
 
Counties are assigned a tier based on adjusted case rate and test positivity from the 
prior two reporting periods, and if a county is initially assigned to Tier 1: Widespread-
Purple and has met the criteria for a less restrictive tier in the prior week, the county 
only needs to meet the criteria for a less restrictive tier for one more week to move to 
Tier 2: Substantial-Red. As the new reporting system takes effect on September 8th, a 
county does not need to remain in the Tier 1: Widespread-Purple for three weeks, but 
moving forward, a county must remain in its tier for three weeks and meet the following 
criteria: 
 
To Advance 


• A county must remain in the current tier for three weeks, except for the initial 
phase (discussed above). 


• A county must meet criteria for the next tier for both measures for the prior two 
consecutive weeks in order to progress to the next tier. 


• The state will establish health equity measures on activities such as data 
collection, testing access, contract tracing, supportive isolation, and outreach 
that demonstrate a county’s ability to address the most impacted communities 
within a county. Additional measures such as case rates, hospitalization and 
deaths, will also be developed and tracked for improvement. 


Moving Back 


• If a county’s adjusted case rate and/or test positivity has been within a more 
restrictive tier for two consecutive weekly periods, the county must revert to the 
more restrictive tier. 


• At any point, state and public health officials may determine targeted 
interventions or county wide modifications to address hospitalization capacity 
and disease transmission. 


• Counties will have three days to implement any sector changes or closures 
unless extreme circumstances merit immediate actions.

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INTRODUCTION 


 
In a coordinated effort with school districts within San Joaquin County, the San Joaquin 
County Office of Education and the San Joaquin County Public Health Services, Jefferson 
School District will open all schools August 11, 2020 in Distance Learning. The district will 
be following the California Department of Public Health/San Joaquin County Public Health 
Services guidance regarding the safe opening of schools when SJCPHS provides guidance 
that it is safe to return to in-person instruction in a Hybrid Learning Model. Regular 
updates will be made to this plan based on information provided by the CDC and 
applicable federal, state and local agencies. 


 
GUIDING PRINCIPLES 
In order to ensure the continued well-being of our students and employees, the following 
guiding principles have been put in place:

STUDENT AND EMPLOYEE SAFETY 
 


VISITOR RESTRICTIONS 


Nonessential visitors, volunteers and activities involving outside individuals will not be 
allowed until the County Health Officer deems it safe. All visitors including vendors will be 
limited to only visiting the office, based on need. Only JSD staff and students are allowed 
on campus. 


 
FIELD TRIP/TRAVEL RESTRICTIONS 


JSD will discontinue student/staff travel to field trips, science camp, conferences and 
workshops until further notice, unless pre-approved by the Human Resource department 
and the office of the Superintendent. 


 
SCREENING, TESTING, SYMPTOM CHECKING 


 
ATTENDANCE FOR STUDENTS AND STAFF MEMBERS 


Schools and school facilities shall collect attendance of everyone present and 
participating in Distance Learning, every day. This is critical if the need for contact 
tracing arises. 


 
THE TESTING PROCESS 


SJCPHS recommends a COVID-19 test for anyone who believes they may need one, 
whether or not they have symptoms. People who have symptoms of illness are 
encouraged to get tested. The process for testing children is the same as it is for adults. 
Visit http://www.sjcphs.org/documents/20200518_COVID%20Testing%20Flyer%20eng.pdf 
to learn more about testing in San Joaquin County. Community testing is available for 
both children and adults. 


 
EMPLOYEE SCREENING AND PROTOCOLS 


Employees will be asked to monitor their health each day, and are asked to notify their 
supervisor before their scheduled shift and prior to arriving at the site, if they have been in 
close contact with someone with COVID-19 or you have a temperature of 100.4 or more, 
tiredness, chills, shortness of breath, difficulty breathing, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, sore 
throat, loss of taste or smell, cough, or muscle pain. 


Close contacts to persons with COVID-19 (“cases”) are individuals who: 


• Live in or have stayed at the case’s residence, OR 


• Are intimate sexual partners of the case, OR 


• Provide or provided care to the case without wearing a mask, gown, and gloves, OR 


• Are within 6 feet of a case for a prolonged period of time (> 15 minutes). 


AND 


This contact occurred while the case was determined to be infectious. A case is infectious from 48 hours 
before their symptoms began (or the date of the positive test if no symptoms) and until they are released 
from isolation.

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When a member of the school district community is identified by primary 
screening they will undergo secondary screening in an open air location adjacent 
to the school office. 


 
Secondary screening will consist of a temperature check, additional questions and fact 
finding to better understand the circumstance. The outcome of secondary screening may 
include return to normal activities/responsibilities without restriction, the requirement for 
medical evaluation prior to re-entry, 48-hour grace period for ill contacts to be cleared, 
or consultation with SJCPHS. 


 
PROCEDURE IF A STAFF MEMBER OR STUDENT BECOMES ILL 


Students who develop symptoms of illness while at school shall wear a face covering and be 
separated from others immediately, preferably isolated in an area through which others do 
not enter or pass. If more than one student is in an isolation area, physical distancing will 
be ensured. Students shall wait in an isolation area until they can be transported home or 
to a healthcare facility. Isolated students should receive continued supervision and care 
until picked up by an authorized adult. 


If an employee becomes ill at work or is exhibiting symptoms of COVID-19, they will be 
asked to leave and go home or to the nearest health center. The COVID-19 Designated 
Office Staff will call SJCPHS and seek advice regarding the situation. Because the 
symptoms of COVID-19 are similar to many other respiratory illnesses, it is unlikely that 
the SJCPHS will take any action before there is a confirmed case or suspected outbreak 
(multiple who have been in close contact are ill.) 


The nurse or other staff members attending the suspected infected person will wear face 
coverings, gowns and eye protection. The nurse or other staff will identify persons who may 
have come in contact with the suspected infected person and alert Human Resources. 
Unless required by the local health authority, the name of the suspected infected person 
should not be provided. If the suspected infected person is tested for COVID19 or has a 
confirmed case of COVID19, students or staff who were in close contact, within 6 feet for 
15 minutes or greater with or without a face covering, will be directed to self-quarantine for 
14 days, rest and hydrate, and continue to self-check for COVID19 symptoms. 


The isolation area and suspected employee’s or student’s work area/classroom must be 
thoroughly cleaned and disinfected, in addition to all other common surfaces recently 
touched by the employee or student. 
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PROCEDURE IF A STAFF MEMBER OR STUDENT TESTS POSITIVE 


SJCPHS conducts contact tracing to determine who, if anyone, may have had close 
contact with the person who tested positive (that is, they were within six feet of 
someone who tested positive for COVID-19 for at least 15 minutes) and will provide 
guidance to the school, including whether a school or class closure is recommended. 


If a positive case is confirmed on campus, the school shall perform a thorough cleaning 
of areas where the person spent time, especially high-contact surfaces. 


Employees returning to work from an approved medical leave should contact HR. Staff 
members and students may be asked to submit a healthcare provider’s note before 
returning to work. 


If a staff member or student has been diagnosed with COVID-19, he or she may return 
to school when all 3 criteria are met: 


• At least 3 days (72 hours) have passed since recovery (no fever without the use of 
fever-reducing medications); and 


• Improved in respiratory symptoms (cough, shortness of breath, etc.); and 
• At least 10 days have passed since symptoms first occurred. 


 
If a student or staff member has symptoms that could be COVID-19 and do not get 
evaluated by a medical professional or tested for COVID-19, it is assumed that he or she 
has COVID-19 and may not return to campus until the three criteria listed above have been 
met.

This will need to be a work in progress, and may require frequent modification. 


SOCIAL DISTANCING 


Social distancing is an effective way to prevent potential infection. JSD students, 
employees, parents, and visitors should practice staying approximately 6 feet away from 
others and eliminating contact with others. 


● Traffic Flow – Taped lines on the floor will mark the walking direction 
throughout the office in order to maintain the social distancing requirement of 
6 feet. 


● Designate routes for entry and exit, using as many entrances as feasible. 
● Ad-hoc Interactions/Gatherings – Non-essential/informal meetups and visiting 


should be avoided. 
● Breaks/Lunch Times – Students and staff will be reminded to continue all 


social distancing efforts during recess, breaks, and lunch times. Outdoor 
common areas and/or staff break rooms will be adjusted as needed. 


 
HEALTH AND SAFETY INVENTORY 


In order to minimize exposure to COVID-19, the following equipment will be utilized / 
available:

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Face coverings: Face coverings are always required to be worn properly by all individuals on a 
school campus indoors or outdoors. This applies to all staff, all students in grades TK-8, all 
administrators, and any visitors on campus over two years of age.  
 
Face coverings shall not be required for students or staff if there is a medical or behavioral 
contraindication verified in writing from a medical professional or behavioral specialist.  
 
For unit members and students who cannot wear a mask according to 3b, face shields with neck 
drapes tucked into the shirt shall be used. Masks and face shields may not be required for students 
with medical apparatus which prevents or obstructs the use of the apparatus. 
 
Sinks or Hand Sanitizer: Sinks, with an adequate supply of soap, or hand sanitizer will be 
available in all classrooms for student and staff use. Hands should be washed often with 
soap and water for at least 20 seconds. 


 
Touchless Thermometers: Touchless thermometers will be available in the school offices 
if needed. 


 
In addition to using face coverings, students and staff will be reminded to: 


 
● Avoid touching eyes, nose, and mouth. 
● Cover mouth and nose with a tissue when coughing or sneezing or use the 


inside of elbow. 


 
PERSONAL WORKSPACE/CLASSROOM 


JSD staff will use the signage provided to indicate the room for sanitizing and disinfecting. 
All students and teachers are asked not to visit another classroom outside of their Cohort or 
grade level when possible. 


 
SHARED WORKSPACE 


Employees are encouraged to disinfect their own workspace multiple times throughout the 
day, giving special attention to commonly touched surfaces. JSD has alcohol-based hand 
sanitizers throughout the workplace and in common areas. The JSD Custodial Team will 
clean all workspaces at the designated cleaning time. 


Please note that proper equipment such as acceptable disinfectant and PPE should be used 
when cleaning individual workspaces. 


There will be limited access to certain workspaces to reduce exposure to risks and ensure 
employee safety. Workspace usage is as follows: 


Capacity– JSD will be monitoring the number of employees in the offices while the risk of 
infection exists and begins to diminish. 


 
Conference Rooms– Certain conference rooms will be closed until further notice. Signage 
indicating closure/capacity limits will be placed on conference room doors. It is 
recommended that all meetings occur virtually, using the Zoom platform. 
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Staff Room–These spaces will be closed for eating/congregation. After washing their 
hands, staff may use shared appliances such as coffee machines, refrigerators, and 
microwaves. Staff will be expected to wipe down shared appliances after each use. 


 
Copy Room – There will be limited access to the copy room. 


 
FACILITIES CLEANING 


The safety of our students and employees is our first priority. Upon reopening, our schools 
will have been completely cleaned and disinfected and we will continue to adhere to all 
necessary safety precautions. In addition to the deep cleaning of the office and school 
before students and employees return, the cleaning steps outlined below are to be 
implemented to disinfect workplace surfaces, chairs, tables, etc. to protect students and 
employees and reduce the risk of spread of infection.

DEEP CLEANING AND DISINFECTION PROTOCOL 


Deep cleaning is triggered when an active employee or student is identified as positive for 
COVID-19 based on testing. Deep cleaning should be performed as soon as the confirmation 
of a positive test, as practical. While the scope of deep cleaning is presumed to be the full 
site, sites may reduce the footprint to be deep cleaned if there is sufficient rationale to do 
so, and they gain consensus of the superintendent, site administration, CBO, and Director 
of MOT. 


 
If it is found that a student becomes ill while on campus (indoors), develops a fever and/or 
an unidentified cough the room should be vacated (everyone including staff) for a minimum 
of 2 hours and should return to normal use after the room is been appropriately disinfected. 


 
COVID-19 surface disinfection is not required after 48 hours from exposure. In other 
words, if the room is exposed on Friday there will be minimal risk on Monday. In this case 
no deep cleaning is required. 
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SCHOOL FACILITY AND GENERAL INFORMATION 
 


SCHOOL LUNCHES AND FOOD GUIDELINES 
 


Lunch schedules will be staggered to reduce the number of students being served at one 
time. Students will be allowed, weather permitting, to eat their lunch either inside the 
cafeteria or outside in designated areas. Students will be required to sit with their class and 
maintain social distancing while eating their lunch. Parents are encouraged to send students 
to school with a bag lunch. Students should be discouraged from sharing any of their lunch 
items with others. For those students who wish to get a cafeteria lunch, individually 
packaged meals will be available. Students are encouraged to bring their own water. During 
food service distribution individual sealed water will be available for students upon request. 


 
Bringing or sharing refreshments during staff meetings or in classrooms is prohibited in 
order to limit the risk of contamination. Snack items, candy, and drinks will not be provided 
until further notice. 


 
MODIFIED CLASSROOMS 


Student desks will be spaced 6 feet apart, when feasible. Desks will face the same 
direction, and students seated at tables will be spaced appropriately. 


 
Physical guides, such as tape on floors or sidewalks and signs on walls, will ensure that 
students and staff remain at least 6 feet apart in lines and at other times. 


 
LIMIT SHARING 


 
Jefferson School District will: 


• Keep each child’s belongings separated and in individually labeled cubbies or 
areas. Ensure belongings are taken home each day to be cleaned. 


• Ensure adequate supplies to minimize sharing of high-touch materials (art 
supplies, equipment, etc.) to the extent practicable or limit use of supplies and 
equipment to one group of children at a time and clean and disinfect between 
uses. 


• Avoid sharing electronic devices, clothing, toys, books and other games or 
learning aids as much as practicable. 


 
RECESS PROTOCOLS 


 
• Students will be reminded of social distancing practices 
• Recess times may be staggered to reduce the number of students at recess at 


any one time. 
• Use of play structures, balls and other playground equipment will be evaluated for 


use prior to the start of school. 
• Students will be required to sanitize their hands upon re-entry to the classroom. 


 
RESTROOM PROTOCOLS 


 
• All restrooms will be routinely checked by staff for cleanliness, sanitation, and availability of 


appropriate sanitizing/cleaning supplies. 
• Students will be frequently reminded to wash their hands. 
• Students will be required to sanitize their hands upon re-entry to the classroom. 
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PHYSICAL EDUCATION 


 
• Students will have daily roll taken outside their PE classrooms before class. 
• Students will only participate in spaces that allow for at least 6 feet of social distancing 
• Physical activity should be limited to conditioning and activities that don’t require shared 


equipment. 


 
MUSIC INSTRUCTION 


 
• All elementary music instruction should take place in homeroom classrooms or outside. 
• Middle school band should take place outdoors, until it is determined by the County Health 


Officer that it is safe to resume classroom based instruction. 
• Social distancing will be maintained during instruction. 
• Performances and competitions are suspended until the County Health Officer determines that 


participation is safe. 
 


COMMUNICATION METHODS 


To stay updated on the most up-to-date health related information 
• Teachers, students, and parents need to check their email often and 
• Visit the district COVID-19 webpage 


 
STAFF TRAINING PLAN 
It is very important that all employees understand the safety requirements, protocols and 
expectations to ensure everyone and their communities stay safe and prevent the spread of 
the virus. Therefore, JSD has developed the following training plan for staff. 


 
Pre-return to school training- Presented remotely to ensure understanding and 
preparedness to align with this manual. 


 
First Day Training/Orientation- Aligned with local protocols and procedures with this 
manual; meeting area must adhere to social distancing protocols or will be presented via a 
digital platform, such as Zoom. 


 
Cleaning Crew Protocols- Focused on disinfection methods and comprehensive cleaning 
training. 


 
We will structure the training plan to effectively disseminate information to all teams and 
audiences. 
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SECTION II. ACADEMICS AND REOPENING MODELS 
 
 


SOCIAL AND EMOTIONAL HEALTH OF STUDENTS AND STAFF 
 


District counselors, psychologists and school administration will serve to reinforce and 
implement stronger systems to address the social-emotional well-being of our students. 


 
REOPENING MODELS  


 
The Board approved the following reopening models and will reevaluate each model 
before entering into it. See Appendix A. 


 


CURRICULUM AND INSTRUCTION 


LEARNING GAPS 
 


Data from adopted curriculum and Illuminate will be used to determine where the learning 
gaps are for each student. Due to school closures at the end of the 2019-2020 school 
year, it is expected that there will be large gaps in learning. The most significant impact is 
expected at grades K-2, the foundational grade levels. Instructional aides will assist at 
elementary school sites to support struggling students. All schools anticipate gaps in 
student achievement and increased intervention through Tier 1 and 2 models will be 
provided to address those gaps. 


 
SCOPE AND SEQUENCE 


 
The scope and sequence will focus on essential standards in all curricular areas and will be 
aligned for all school sites in the district. Previous grade level instruction will be integrated 
into core content curriculum as needed to support students’ learning gaps. Core content 
curriculum maps will be created by teachers before the beginning of the 2020-2021 school 
year. 


 
SPECIAL EDUCATION AND 504 PLANS 


STUDENTS WITH MILD TO MODERATE DISABILITIES 
 


When the District returns to in-person instruction in a Hybrid Learning Model, students 
participating in the SDC classes will be provided intensified supports. Small class sizes 
allow for optimal social distancing while allowing our students with the greatest needs to 
receive academic and related services at school. 


 
TRIENNIAL, ANNUAL, AND INITIAL IEPS 


 
Testing for initial and triennial IEPs will commence upon school reopening. All IEPs will 
continue to be held via Zoom. 
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ACCOMMODATIONS AND MODIFICATIONS 


 
General education teachers, in collaboration with Special Education teachers, will continue 
to modify assignments, tests, and quizzes to promote access for all students during 
Distance Learning. Special Education teachers will continue to provide instruction based on 
IEPs. Special Education teachers will have regular office hours where students can check 
in. 


 
RELATED SERVICES 


 
Related services, Counseling, Speech and Language, and Occupational Therapy, will be 
provided to students either at school or remotely using Zoom. Google Classroom will 
continue to be a platform where students and parents can access tools and resources to 
support ongoing growth and development in these areas. 


 
INCLUSIVE CLASSROOMS 


 
Both on-campus and through remote instruction, students with special needs will continue 
to participate in inclusive opportunities, allowing them to interact with general education 
peers. Additional safety protocols will be followed when students and staff transition from 
one classroom to another to ensure the safety and health of fellow students and staff. 


 


TECHNOLOGY AND RESOURCES 
 


The district will confirm or provide access for all student to devices and connectivity 
adequate to participate in the education program and complete assigned work. 


 
TRANSPORTATION 


 
Bus routes will continuously be monitored and evaluated for maximum efficiency and student 
numbers. 


• Students will be required to sanitize their hands upon entering the bus. 
• Social distancing will be maintained when possible. 
• Bus windows will be lowered when possible to increase air circulation 
• Seating charts will be required to have siblings sit next to one another, seat students by 


grade/class, and to ensure social distancing when loading and unloading. 
• Busses will be sanitized after morning and afternoon runs.

Affiliation Agreement 


between the Jefferson School District 


and the University of the Pacific 


 


 


This Affiliation Agreement (“Agreement”) is entered into this 15th day of September, 2020 


(“Effective Date”), by and between Jefferson School District (“Host”) and the University of the 


Pacific (“University”).   


WHEREAS, University is a nonprofit institution of higher education that offers more 


than 80 undergraduate areas of study and more than 30 graduate and professional programs in 11 


schools and colleges at campuses located in Stockton, Sacramento and San Francisco, California; 


WHEREAS, as part of the University’s educational mission, the University provides 


opportunities for its students to gain valuable experience in their respective field of study and 


gain valuable educational development by placing students directly in institutions, organizations, 


agencies and business in order for the students to gain valuable clinical experience;  


WHEREAS, the University and Host believe it is for the mutual benefit of the parties, 


and especially the University students, that Host provide practical on-site opportunities to 


University students as set forth in in Exhibit A attached hereto (“Program”); and  


WHEREAS, the parties agree that the Program will be conducted in accordance with the 


terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement. 


NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and covenants hereinafter 


set forth below, University and Host hereby agree as follows: 


1. Program Description. The Program is further described in Exhibit A attached hereto 


and by this reference incorporated herein.  During the Term (as defined below in Section 9), the 


Parties may make changes to the Program by amending the existing Exhibit A or adding 


additional exhibits under Exhibit A which additional exhibits would be numbered consecutively 


as Exhibit A-1, Exhibit A-2, etc.  For purposes of this Agreement, the term “Student” means any 


University student placed with Host under the Program.  Except as expressly provided in this 


Agreement or in any subsequent amendment hereto including exhibits, no monetary obligation 


on the part of University or the Host to the other party is hereby created; consideration for this 


Agreement is furnished by the mutual benefits and promises of the parties. 


2. University Responsibilities and Understandings 


(a) The Program is a program of University, and not of the Host. 


(b) University shall be responsible for the academic content of the Program and shall 


provide necessary instruction and academic supervision and award academic credit.  University 


shall be responsible for clear and specific objectives and planned learning activities and for the 


development of manuals and appropriate evaluation instruments for student learning.   


(c) University shall comply with applicable accrediting agencies’ standards and 


guidelines.   
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(d) University shall have the right to designate the students who will participate in the 


Program subject to the following limitations: 


(i) Each Student must be enrolled at University and have the requisite 


academic background, as determined by University in its reasonable 


discretion, for participation; and 


(ii) Host and University shall agree on the number of Students who may be 


allowed to participate at one time.  


(e) University shall be responsible for keeping all attendance and academic records of 


the Students.  University may delegate to Host and its personnel the Student evaluation activities 


where appropriate and, as long as, University’s primary responsibility for this function is not 


compromised. 


(f) University shall notify Host of proposed Students, including the name of the 


Student, level of academic preparation, and length and dates of proposed participation in the 


Program. University shall ensure each Student conforms to the health examination/immunization 


and background check requirements for the Program. 


(g) If applicable, University shall provide Students training in HIPAA regulations and 


OSHA’s universal precautions.   


3. Host Responsibilities and Understandings  


(a) Host shall provide appropriate facilities for the aspects of the Program conducted 


at Host’s premises under this Agreement.  The facilities designated by Host shall not endanger 


the health, safety or welfare of the Students. 


(b) Host shall provide any required safety training to Students. 


(c) Host shall be responsible for ensuring all its employees comply with all laws, 


rules, and regulations with regard to their conduct and interaction with Students. 


(d) Host shall appoint a site supervisor for each Student.  The site supervisor must 


have a valid credential or license for the area he/she is supervising and be an employee of Host, 


in order to serve as the Student’s supervisor.  When applicable, the site supervisor must practice 


in the specialty he/she is supervising. 


(e) Host shall ensure that Students are familiar with all applicable rules, regulations, 


and policies of Host to which Students are expected to adhere during the Program and while on 


Host premises (including, without limitation, applicable health and safety training in accordance 


with prevailing federal and state laws). 


(f) Consistent with the availability of resources for Host’s employed staff, Students 


shall be provided adequate supplies and materials to carry out the Student functions of the 


Program. 
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(g) University personnel shall be permitted to participate in the instruction of 


Students on Host premises as necessary to effectively implement the Program except when, in 


the reasonable opinion of the Host, such participation interferes with the Host’s operations. 


(h) Host shall permit University to visit Host’s premises, to consult with Host 


personnel involved in the Program, and to evaluate Student progress while they are on Host 


premises; provided, however, that such visits shall be subject to reasonable rules and policies of 


Host. 


(i) In the event of a medical emergency involving a Student while the Student is on 


Host premises, Host shall respond according to the same procedure it would follow if one of its 


employees experienced the same emergency.   


(j) Students shall perform services as part of their participation in the Program only 


when under the supervision of authorized, licensed or certified Host personnel. Host understands 


and agrees that Students are trainees participating in educational activities. Unless otherwise 


indicated in Exhibit A, Students shall not be considered employees or contractors of the Host 


while participating in the Program, and shall not be used to replace Host personnel.  


4. Joint Responsibilities of University and School 


(a) The parties shall coordinate the planning, scheduling, requirements, and 


evaluations of Students who participate in the Program as more fully described in Exhibit A. 


Schedules and Student assignments shall be developed to enhance the goals, objectives and 


missions of both Host and University. University’ final examination and vacation schedules will 


be honored by Host. 


(b) Each party shall perform independent and joint reviews to determine the 


effectiveness of the Program. 


(c) Each party may enter into similar agreements with other institutions at any time. 


(d) Each party to this Agreement will immediately notify the other in the event it 


becomes aware of violations of the other party’s rules, regulations, policies or procedures by the 


Student and/or any negligent or intentional conduct when the conduct of the Student jeopardizes 


the health and/or safety of Host’s students or staff.  The parties agree to cooperate in the 


investigation of any such conduct.  


5. Confidentiality and the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act.  


(a) The parties agree to comply with the applicable requirements of state of 


California and federal privacy laws, including the Family and Educational Rights and Privacy 


Act (“FERPA”) and its implementing regulations. The parties acknowledge that student 


educational records are protected by FERPA and that student permission generally must be 


obtained before releasing specific student data to anyone other than the student’s school. Each 


party agrees to cooperate with the other party regarding compliance with FERPA with respect to 


records pertaining to Students. Each party certifies that access to such records is necessary for 


the performance by each party under this Agreement, and agrees that each party shall be subject 
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to, and shall comply with, the same conditions and restrictions on the use and re-disclosure of 


such records pursuant to applicable law.  


(b) If Students are paid by Host, records maintained by Host of Students may also 


constitute employment records protected from disclosure absent consent under applicable state 


and federal laws and regulations. 


6. Insurance.  


(a) The University agrees to maintain the following insurance coverages at its own 


cost and expense:  


(i) Commercial General Liability Insurance in the amount of one million dollars 


($1,000,000) per occurrence and Two million dollars ($2,000,000) in the 


aggregate. 


(ii) Medical Malpractice Insurance in the amount of one million dollars 


($1,000,000) per claim and three million dollars ($3,000,000) in the 


aggregate.  


(iii)  The University shall continue to maintain such insurance in full force and 


effect during the term of this agreement. 


(b) The Host agrees to maintain the following insurance coverages at its own cost and 


expense:  


(i) Commercial General Liability Insurance in the amount of one million dollars 


($1,000,000) per occurrence and Two million dollars ($2,000,000) in the 


aggregate. 


(ii) Medical Malpractice Insurance in the amount of one million dollars 


($1,000,000) per claim and three million dollars ($3,000,000) in the 


aggregate.  


(iii)  The Host shall continue to maintain such insurance in full force and effect 


during the term of this agreement. 


7. Indemnification. Each party agrees to defend, indemnify and hold one another, their 


respective regents, officers, directors, employees, students and agents harmless from and against 


all third party claims for injury or damages, liability, loss, expense (including reasonable 


attorney's fees and costs) (“Loss”), arising out of the performance of its obligations under this 


Agreement, but only in proportion to and to the extent the Loss is caused by or results from the 


negligence or intentional acts or omissions of the indemnifying party.  The indemnities provided 


under this Section 7 shall not be limited by reason of any insurance coverage required under this 


Agreement and shall survive termination of this Agreement. 


8. Relationship of the Parties and Students. Each party is and shall be an independent 


contractor of the other party.  Neither party nor its employees or subcontractors shall be deemed 


to be employees or agents of the other party as a result of this Agreement.  Neither party’s 
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employees and subcontractors will be entitled to any benefits made available to the other party’s 


employees.  Nothing in this Agreement is intended to establish a partnership, joint venture, or 


agency relationship between the parties, and neither party nor its employees or subcontractors are 


authorized to bind the other party or make any representations on its behalf in any matter.  


9. Term and Termination. The term of this Agreement shall commence on the Effective 


Date and shall continue until terminated as provided in this Section 9 (“Term”).  This 


Agreement may be terminated at any time without cause by either party, upon giving the other 


party sixty (60) days written notice; provided, however, that any such termination shall not be 


effective as to any Student who as of the date of mailing of notice by the terminating party is 


participating in the Program until the Student has completed his/her participation in the Program 


for the then current academic term (semester or year), unless otherwise agreed by the parties in 


writing.  Host agrees to return any University property to University within thirty (30) days of 


the early termination or expiration of the Agreement, or such other timeframe as agreed upon by 


the parties in writing. 


10. Compliance with Laws; Accreditation, Licensing and Credentials.  Each party shall 


be separately responsible for compliance with all laws, rules and regulations which may be 


applicable to its respective activities under this Agreement.  Each party shall be separately 


responsible for accreditation, licensing, and credentialing of its own entities and employees, as 


applicable, and each party agrees to furnish to the other party with evidence of such 


accreditation, licensing, and credentials upon request by the other party.  Host further agrees to 


cooperate with University with respect to its accreditation requirements and will gather data 


related to Students’ participation in a Student Placement under this Agreement. 


11. Nondiscrimination. Both parties shall fully adhere to all applicable local, state and 


federal law, including equal employment opportunity and including but not limited to 


compliance with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, Title IX of the Education Amendments 


of 1972, Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, the Age Discrimination Act of 1975 and 


the American with Disabilities Act of 1990. The University is committed to equal opportunity 


for all persons in all facets of the University’s operations and is an Equal 


Opportunity/Affirmative Action employer. The University will provide all applicants for 


admissions, employment, and all University employees with equal opportunity without regard to 


race, color, national origin, religion, sex, gender, gender expression, gender identity, gender 


transition status, pregnancy, physical or mental disability, medical condition (cancer-related or 


genetic characteristics), genetic information (including family medical history), ancestry, marital 


status, age, sexual orientation, citizenship, or service in the uniformed services, including 


protected veterans or any other applicable protected category, or participation in any protected 


activity. The University ensures non-discriminatory practices in all matters relating to its 


education programs and activities and extends the same non-discriminatory practices to 


recruiting, hiring, training, compensation, benefits, promotions, demotions, transfers, and all 


other terms and conditions of employment.  


Host is notified it may be subject to the provisions of 41 CFR Section 60- 300.5(a); 41 CFR 


Section 60-741.5(a); 41 CFR Section 60-1.4(a) and (c); 41 CFR Section 60-1.7(a); 48 CFR 


Section 52.222-54(d); and 29 CFR Part 471, Appendix A to Subpart A with respect to 


affirmative action and posting requirements. If applicable, this contractor and subcontractor shall 


abide by the requirements of 41 CFR 60- 300.5(a). This regulation prohibits discrimination 
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against qualified protected veterans and requires affirmative action by covered prime contractors 


and subcontractors to employ and advance in employment qualified protected veterans. If 


applicable, Host shall abide by the requirements of 41 CFR 60-741.5(a). This regulation 


prohibits discrimination against qualified protected veterans and requires affirmative action by 


covered prime contractors and subcontractors to employ and advance in employment qualified 


protected veterans.  


12. Cooperation in Disposition of Claims. The parties agree to cooperate with each other in 


the timely investigation and disposition of audits, peer review matters, disciplinary actions and 


third-party liability claims arising out of this Agreement.  The parties shall notify one another as 


soon as possible of any adverse event that may result in liability to the other party.  It is the 


intention of the parties to fully cooperate in the disposition of all such audits, actions or claims.  


Such cooperation may include, but is not limited to, timely notice, joint investigation, and 


making witnesses available.  


13. Student Discipline or Reassignment. Students’ discipline shall be the sole responsibility 


of University, however Host or University may terminate the participation of any Student, who, 


at the determination of Host or University does not comply with the Program requirements or 


applicable rules or regulations of Host, University, or state of California or federal laws or 


regulations. If Host reasonably determines that a Student is not performing satisfactorily for 


reasons including, but not limited to, tardiness or absenteeism, failure to follow instructions, or 


failure to follow rules or policies, Host agrees to contact the University Program Contact (as 


designated in Exhibit A) to either counsel or reassign the Student.  


14. Miscellaneous Provisions.  


(a) Dispute Resolution.  In the event of any dispute, controversy, claim or 


disagreement arising out of or related to this Agreement, or the acts or omissions of the parties 


with respect to this Agreement (each, a “Dispute”), the parties shall, as soon as reasonably 


practicable after one party gives written notice of a Dispute to the other party (“Dispute 


Notice”), meet and confer in good faith regarding such Dispute at such time and place as 


mutually agreed upon by the parties.  If any Dispute is not resolved to the mutual satisfaction of 


the parties within ten (10) business days after delivery of the Dispute Notice (or such other 


period as may be mutually agreed upon by the parties in writing), the parties shall settle such 


Dispute as otherwise set forth in this Section. In the event a Dispute is not resolved by the meet 


and confer provisions under this Section above, the parties may choose any other available legal 


means to settle the Dispute.  Each party agrees that a violation or threatened violation of this 


Agreement may cause irreparable injury to the other party, entitling the other party to seek 


injunctive relief in addition to all legal remedies. 


(b) Legal Fees and Costs.  The prevailing party is entitled to recover the cost of 


enforcing the understanding and agreements as reflected herein, including, without limitation, 


any attorneys’ fees and costs incurred. 


(c) Notices. All notices or other communications given hereunder shall be in writing 


and shall be deemed to have been duly given (1) on the date delivered if delivered by personal 


delivery or by overnight delivery service (such as FedEx); (2) on the third (3rd) business day after 


mailing by U.S. registered or certified mail, first class, postage prepaid; or (3) on the date 


transmitted by facsimile with confirmation of successful transmission.  Any notices or other 
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communications given hereunder shall be addressed as follows, provided that either party may 


specify a different address by written notice to the other party in accordance with this paragraph:

(d) Force Majeure. Either party’s obligations under this Agreement will be excused 


if and to the extent that any delay or failure to perform such obligations is due to fire or other 


casualty, product or material shortages, strikes or labor disputes, transportation delays, changes 


in business conditions (other than insignificant changes), acts of God, or other causes beyond the 


reasonable control of such party (each a “Force Majeure Event”).  Notwithstanding the Force 


Majeure Event, each party shall make a good faith effort to resume performance as soon as the 


excusable delay is mitigated. 


(e) Governing Law. This Agreement, and any dispute between the parties arising out 


of or related to this Agreement, shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws 


of the State of California, excluding its conflict of laws rules.  Any and all legal action that is 


initiated to enforce any provision of this Agreement or arising out of or related to this Agreement 


must be brought or filed in either the state or federal court located in Stockton, California. 


(f) Use of Names and Logos. Each party agrees that it shall not use the other party’s 


name, logo or insignia, or the name, logo or insignia of any school or division thereof, or 


otherwise identify the other party or any of its schools or divisions in any form of publicity or 


disclosure without the prior written permission of the other party, which permission may be 


given or withheld in the other party’s sole discretion. 


(g) No Assignment. Neither party may voluntarily or by operation of law, assign or 


otherwise transfer any part of this Agreement without the prior written consent of the other party. 


Any purported assignment in violation of this Section shall be void.

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(h) Entire Agreement. This Agreement is the entire agreement between the parties 


regarding its subject matter. No other agreements, oral or written, have been entered into with 


respect to the subject matter of this Agreement. 


(i) Modifications. This Agreement may not be modified or amended except by an 


instrument in writing executed by duly authorized representatives of the parties. 


(j) Severability of Terms.  If any provision of this Agreement is held invalid, illegal, 


or unenforceable, the validity, legality, and enforceability of the remaining provisions will not in 


any way be affected or impaired thereby, unless the effect of such severance would be to alter 


substantially this Agreement or the obligations of the parties, in which case this Agreement may 


be immediately terminated by either party upon thirty (30) days’ prior written notice, or as 


otherwise allowed by the termination provisions of this Agreement. 


(k) Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in several counterparts, each of 


which so executed shall constitute one and the same instrument.

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ATTORNEY-CLIENT FEE CONTRACT 
 


The ATTORNEY-CLIENT FEE CONTRACT (“Contract”) is entered into by and 
between the Jefferson Elementary School District (“Client”) and the law firm of Walkup, 
Melodia, Kelly and Schoenberger (“Attorney”) and encompasses the following provisions: 


 
1. CONDITIONS.  This Contract will not take effect, and Attorney will have no obligation 


to provide legal services, until Client returns a signed copy of this Contract. 
 


2. RETENTION OF FIRM RATHER THAN PARTICULAR ATTORNEY.  Client is 
retaining the law firm, and attorney services to be provided to Client will not necessarily 
be performed by any particular attorney. 
 


3. AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE OF CLIENT.  Client designates its District 
Superintendent (“Superintendent”), or the District Superintendent’s designee, as the 
authorized representative to direct Attorney and to be the primary individual to 
communicate with Attorney regarding the subject matter of Attorney’s representation of 
Client under this agreement.  The designation is intended to establish a clear line of 
authority and to minimize potential uncertainty but not to preclude communication 
between Attorney and other representatives of Client. 
 


4. SCOPE AND DUTIES.  Client hires Attorneys to provide legal services (“Services”) in 
connection with pursuing claims for damages associated with JUUL® and Electronic 
Cigarette (e-cigarette) litigation ("Action"). Attorneys shall provide those legal services 
reasonably required to represent Client, and shall take reasonable steps to keep Client 
informed of progress and to respond to Client's inquiries. Client shall be truthful with 
Attorneys, cooperate with Attorneys, and keep Attorneys informed of developments. 
Attorneys will assist in negotiating liens, but will not litigate them. 
 


5. CLIENT RETAINS AUTHORITY OVER CASE.  Client retains complete control of all 
decisions in the case. Client in no way assigns its prosecutorial discretion to Attorneys 
and retains all of its inherent powers related to prosecutorial discretion, judgment, control 
and decision making related to the Action. (1) Decisions regarding settlement of the case 
are reserved exclusively to the discretion of the Client; (2) Superintendent will retain 
control over the course and conduct of the case; and (3) Superintendent has supervisory 
authority and shall be personally involved in overseeing the litigation. These provisions 
are not meant to be exhaustive, and the parties agree that at all times related to the 
Client's interest in the litigation will remain vested in the Superintendent. It is the intent 
of the parties that this paragraph be construed broadly to effectuate the parties' intent that 
the Attorneys exercise control over the course and conduct of the Action as they relate to 
the Client's interests and that the Superintendent have the final decision making authority 
over all aspects of the litigation strategy as it relates to the Client. 
 


6. LEGAL SERVICES SPECIFICALLY EXCLUDED.  Unless otherwise agreed in writing 
by Client and Attorney, Attorney will not provide legal services with respect to (a) 
defending any legal proceeding or claim against the Client commenced by any person 
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unless such proceeding or claim is filed against the Client in the Action or (b) 
proceedings before any federal or state administrative or governmental agency, 
department, or board including, but not limited to, the United States Environmental 
Protection Agency and the California Environmental Protection Agency.  With Client’s 
permission, however, Attorney may elect to appear at such administrative proceedings to 
protect Client’s rights.  Attorney will assist in negotiating liens, if any, but will not 
litigate them.  If Client wishes to retain Attorney to provide any legal services not 
provided under this Agreement for additional compensation, a separate written agreement 
between Attorney and Client will be required. 
 


7. ATTORNEY’S FEES.  Client and Attorney have agreed that Client will pay Attorney a 
contingent fee for representing Client in this matter.  The fee is not set by law but is 
negotiable between Attorney and Client.  Attorney and Client agree that the contingent 
fee will be calculated as described below. 


 
A. Calculation of Contingent Fee. Attorney will receive a contingent fee in the amount 


of twenty percent (20%) of any net recovery. 
 
The contingent fee is to be calculated based on Client’s net recovery. “Net recovery” 
means the amount remaining after costs and expenses are deducted from the gross 
recovery. The contingent fee is calculated by multiplying the net recovery by the fee 
percentage of twenty percent (20%). 


 
B. Definitions. “Gross recovery” means the total recovery, whether by settlement, 


arbitration award, court judgment following trial or appeal, or otherwise. “Gross 
recovery” shall include, without limitation, the following: (1) the then-present value 
of any monetary payments to be made to Client; and (2) any attorney’s fees recovered 
by Client as part of any cause of action that provides a basis for such an award.  
“Gross recovery” may come from any source, including, but not limited to, the 
adverse parties to the Action and/or their insurance carriers and/or any third party, 
whether or not a party to the Action.  
 
It is possible that payment to the Client by the adverse parties to the Action or their 
insurance carrier(s) or any third-party may be deferred, as in the case of an annuity, a 
structured settlement, or periodic payments.  In such event, net recovery will consist 
of the initial lump sum payment plus the present value (as of the time of the 
settlement) of the total of all payments to be received thereafter.  The contingent fee 
is calculated, as described above, by multiplying the net recovery by the fee 
percentage.  The Attorney’s fees will be paid out of the initial lump-sum payment if 
there are sufficient funds to satisfy the Attorney’s fee.  If there are insufficient funds 
to pay the Attorney’s fees in full from the initial lump sum payment, the balance 
owed to Attorney will be paid from subsequent payments to Client before there is any 
distribution to Client. 


 
C. Reasonable Fee if Contingent Fee is Unenforceable or if Attorney is Discharged 


Before Any Recovery. In the event that the contingent fee portion of this agreement is 
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determined to be unenforceable for any reason or the Attorney is prevented from 
representing Client on a contingent fee basis, Client agrees to pay a reasonable fee for 
the services rendered.  If the parties are unable to agree on a reasonable fee for the 
services rendered, Attorney and Client agree that the fee will be determined by 
arbitration proceedings before a neutral affiliated with the Judicial Arbitration and 
Mediation Services (JAMS); in any event, Attorney and Client agree that the fee 
determined by arbitration shall not exceed twenty percent (20%) of the net recovery 
as defined in this agreement. 


 
D. Source of Funds.  Notwithstanding any other provision in this Contract, in no event 


will Client be required to pay Attorney’s fees or any costs and expenses out of any 
public funds other than the monies recovered from the party or parties responsible for 
the Action, and the resulting damages, their insurance companies, or third-party liable 
companies, in the Action. 


 
8. COSTS AND EXPENSES.  In addition to paying legal fees, Client shall reimburse 


Attorney for all “costs and expenses,” which includes but is not limited to the following: 
process servers’ fees, fees fixed by law or assessed by courts or other agencies, court 
reporters’ fees, long distance telephone calls, messenger and other delivery fees, parking, 
investigation expenses, consultants’ fees, expert witness fees, and other similar items, 
incurred by Attorney.  Client authorizes Attorney to incur all reasonable costs and 
expenses to hire any investigators, consultants, or expert witnesses reasonably necessary 
in Attorney’s judgment.  Attorney will advance those costs and expenses.  The costs and 
expenses incurred that Attorney advances will be owed in addition to attorney’s fees and 
Client will reimburse those costs and expenses out of recovery after attorney’s fees have 
been deducted.  If there is no recovery, Client will not be required to reimburse Attorney 
for costs and expenses.  In the event a recovery is less than incurred costs and expenses, 
Client will not be required to reimburse Attorney for costs and expenses, above and 
beyond the recovery. 
 


9. SHARED EXPENSES.  Client understands that Attorney may incur certain expenses that 
jointly benefit multiple clients, including, for example, expenses for travel, experts, and 
copying. Client agrees that Attorney may, in its discretion, divide such expenses equally 
or pro rata among such clients, and deduct Client’s portion of those expenses from 
Client’s share of any recovery.  While prior client approval is not required for incurring 
shared expenses, prior to the disbursement of any fees or costs to the Attorney, Attorney 
will provide an accounting of all shared expenses and the pro rata share of the shared 
expenses that Client is responsible for. 
 


10. FEDERAL MDL AND STATE COORDINATION FEE ASSESSMENTS: In the event 
there is a court ordered assessment or agreement for fees and costs required to be paid to 
any current or future Federal Multidistrict Litigation (MDL) or any State Court 
coordinated proceedings, which typically ranges from 6% to 9% of the gross proceeds, 
any attorneys' fees under such an assessment will be paid from the attorneys' fees. 
However, any costs required to be paid under such an assessment or agreement will be 
paid from Client's share of any settlement proceeds as part of the costs and expenses 
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advanced, pursuant to section 6. At this time, Attorneys cannot determine what fees and 
costs, if any, will be paid to the Federal Multidistrict litigation or to a State Court 
coordinated proceeding. Additionally, members of Attorneys frequently serve on 
plaintiffs' management or executive committees in MDL and/or the California state comt 
coordinated proceedings and perform work which benefits Attorneys clients as well as 
clients of other attorneys involved in similar litigation. As a result, the court or courts 
where the cases are pending may order that Attorneys are to receive additional 
compensation for Attorneys time and effort which has benefitted all claimants. 
Compensation for this work and effort, which is known as "common benefit," may be 
awarded to Attorneys by a court or courts directly from the assessments paid by The 
District and others who have filed claims in this litigation, and will not in any way reduce 
the amount of fees owed under this Agreement. 
 


11. OUTSIDE COUNSEL.  In some instances, it may be necessary for Attorney to retain 
special outside counsel to assist on matters other than prosecuting Client’s claims as 
described in paragraph 4 above.  Examples of such instances include the following: a 
defendant may seek bankruptcy protection; a defendant may attempt to fraudulently 
transfer some of its assets to avoid paying the Client’s claim; or a separate lawsuit may 
need to be filed against a defendant’s insurance company.  Client agrees that Attorney 
may retain such special outside counsel to represent Client when Attorney deems such 
assistance to be reasonably necessary.  Before the association becomes effective, Client 
shall have the opportunity to consent in writing to the terms of the arrangement after 
being advised of 1) the identity of the lawyer or law firm involved, 2) whether the fees 
will be divided based on the proportion of services rendered or by lawyers agreeing to 
assume joint responsibility for the representation, and 3) the share of the fee that each 
lawyer or law firm will receive or, if the division is based on the proportion of services 
performed, the basis on which the division will be made.  Client shall not be responsible 
for any additional fees, expenses, or costs associated with the retention of outside 
counsel as described in this paragraph.  Client’s obligations for fees and expenses are 
limited to those defined in paragraphs 7 and 8 above.  
 


12. SETTLEMENT.  Attorney will not settle Client’s claim without the approval of Client, 
who will have the absolute right to accept or reject any settlement.  Attorney will notify 
Client promptly of the terms of any settlement offer received by Attorney. 
 


13. POWER OF ATTORNEY.  Client gives Attorney a power of attorney to execute all 
reasonable and necessary documents connected with the performance of legal services 
provided under this agreement including pleadings, contracts, checks or drafts, settlement 
agreements, compromises and releases, verifications, dismissals and orders, and all other 
documents that Client could properly execute.  Client’s claims will not be settled without 
obtaining Client’s consent. 
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14. LIEN.  Client hereby grants Attorney a lien on any and all claims or causes of action that 
are the subject of Attorney’s representation under this Contract.  Attorney’s lien will be 
for any sums due and owing to Attorney at the conclusion of Attorney’s services.  The 
lien will attach to any recovery Client may obtain, whether by arbitration award, 
judgment, settlement, or otherwise. 
 


15. DISCHARGE OF ATTORNEY.  Client may discharge Attorney at any time by written 
notice effective when received by Attorney.  Unless specifically agreed by Attorney and 
Client, Attorney will provide no further services and advance no further costs on Client’s 
behalf after receipt of the notice.  If Attorney is Client’s attorney of record in any 
proceeding, Client will execute and return a substitution-of-attorney form immediately on 
its receipt from Attorney.  In the event that Attorney is discharged, for whatever reason, 
Client remains obligated to pay Attorney the entire percentage as agreed in paragraph 7.A 
or a reasonable fee as described in paragraph 7.C and to reimburse Attorney for all 
reasonable costs and expenses incurred as of the date of discharge not later than thirty 
(30) days after the receipt of a final cost accounting from Attorney. 
 


16. WITHDRAWAL OF ATTORNEY.  Client and Attorney agree that if, after investigation 
of the facts and research of the law, Attorney believes that Client’s claims are of limited 
merit, Attorney may terminate this agreement with Client prior to and without filing suit, 
and said termination will release Attorney from any further action on Client’s claim and 
discharge Attorney from this Agreement.  Termination will be effected via delivery 
service with signature receipt to the last address provided by Client to Attorney.  After 
filing suit, Attorney may withdraw as permitted under the California Rules of 
Professional Conduct.  Upon termination of representation, Attorney shall take steps to 
the extent reasonably practicable to protect Client’s interests, will give reasonable notice 
to Client, will allow time for employment of other counsel, and will surrender papers and 
property to which Client is entitled. 
 


17. RELEASE OF CLIENT’S PAPERS AND PROPERTY.  At the termination of services 
under this Agreement, Attorney will release promptly to Client upon request all of 
Client’s papers and property.  “Client’s paper and property” includes correspondence, 
deposition transcripts, exhibits, experts’ reports, legal documents, physical evidence, and 
other items reasonably necessary to Client’s representation, whether Client has paid for 
them or not.   If Client has not requested its papers and property within ninety days after 
Attorney has given Client written notice that the case is over and that those papers and 
property are available to Client, however, Attorney may dispose of those papers and 
property. 
 


18. NOTICES.  All written notice and communications to Client relating to this agreement 
shall be mailed to or personally delivered to: James Bridges, District Superintendent, 
Jefferson Elementary School District, 1219 Whispering Wind Drive, Tracy, CA 95377-
8269.  Written notices and communications to Attorney shall be mailed to or personally 
delivered to: Khaldoun A. Baghdadi, Esq., Walkup, Melodia, Kelly & Schoenberger, 650 
California Street, 26th Floor, San Francisco, CA 94108. 
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19. DISCLAIMER OF GUARANTEE.  Nothing in this Contract and nothing in Attorney’s 
statements to Client will be construed as a promise or guarantee about the outcome of 
Client’s matter.  Attorney makes no such promises or guarantees.  Attorney’s comments 
about the outcome of Client’s matter are expressions of opinion only. 
 


20. MULTIPLE REPRESENTATION.  Client understands that Attorney does or may 
represent many other individuals with actual or potential claims arising from the Action.  
Attorney’s representation of multiple claimants at the same time may create certain actual 
or potential conflicts of interest in that the interests and objectives of each client 
individually on certain issues are, or may become, inconsistent with the interests and 
objectives of the other.  Attorney is governed by specific rules and regulations relating to 
professional responsibility in representation of clients, and especially where conflicts of 
interest may arise from representation of multiple clients against the same or similar 
defendants, Attorney must advise clients of any actual or potential conflicts of interest 
and obtain their informed written consent to our representation when actual, present, or 
potential conflicts of interest exist.

Cautionary Notice: The following administrative regulation reflects federal Title IX regulations added by 85 Fed. 


Reg. 30026, effective August 14, 2020, which establish a process for investigating and resolving allegations of 


conduct that meets the federal definition of sexual harassment. The federal regulations preempt any conflicting state 


law or regulations, but the interaction between federal and state law is not always clear. Districts should consult 


legal counsel if questions about a potential conflict arise.

Courts have held that liability may be mitigated for hostile environment employment discrimination when (1) the 


employer took reasonable care to prevent and promptly correct the discriminatory or harassing conduct (i.e., 


provided a complaint procedure) and (2) the aggrieved employee unreasonably failed to take advantage of corrective 


opportunities offered by the employer (i.e., failure to file a complaint). In its June 1999 Enforcement Guidance: 


Vicarious Employer Liability for Unlawful Harassment by Supervisors, the Equal Employment Opportunity 


Commission (EEOC) outlines the elements of an effective complaint procedure to include (1) a clear explanation of 


the process; (2) protection against retaliation; (3) designation of multiple individuals authorized to receive 


complaints; (4) a mechanism for prompt, thorough, and impartial investigation; (5) assurance of immediate and 


appropriate corrective action; and (6) information about time frames for filing charges with EEOC or DFEH. 


 


While EEOC's guidance recommends a "prompt" investigation, neither the law nor EEOC delineates a specific time 


frame for resolution. EEOC's guidance acknowledges that whether an investigation is considered "prompt" may vary 


depending on the seriousness and complexity of the circumstances and that intermediate measures may be necessary 


to prevent further harassment during the investigation. The following section, including the listed timelines, is 


consistent with EEOC's guidance and should be modified to reflect district practice.  


 


In lieu of using the procedures described below, complaints of sexual harassment must be addressed through the 


federal Title IX complaint procedures established pursuant to 34 CFR 106.44-106.45, as added by 85 Fed. Reg. 


30026, if the alleged conduct meets the federal definition of sexual harassment. Pursuant to 34 CFR 106.30, Title IX 


sexual harassment includes (1) a district employee conditioning the provision of a district aid, benefit, or service on 


an individual's participation in unwelcome sexual conduct; (2) unwelcome conduct determined by a reasonable 


person to be so severe, pervasive, and objectively offensive that it effectively denies a person equal access to the 


district's education program or activity; or (3) sexual assault, dating violence, domestic violence, or stalking as 


defined in 20 USC 1092 and 34 USC 12291. See BP/AR 4119.11/4219.11/4319.11 - Sexual Harassment and AR 


4119.12/4219.12/4319.12 - Title IX Sexual Harassment Complaint Procedures. 


 


Complaints of sexual harassment shall be investigated and resolved in accordance with AR 
4119.12/4219.12/4319.12 - Title IX Sexual Harassment Complaint Procedures if the alleged conduct 
meets the definition of sexual harassment pursuant to 34 CFR 106.30. 
 


Any other complaint alleging unlawful discrimination or harassment shall be addressed in  
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AR 4030 (e)

accordance with the following procedures: 


 


1. Notice and Receipt of Complaint: A complainant may inform a direct supervisor, another 


supervisor, the coordinator, the Superintendent or, if available, a complaint hotline or an 


ombudsman. The employee's complainant’s direct supervisor may be bypassed in filing a 


complaint where when the supervisor is the subject of the complaint. 


 


 The complainant may file a written complaint in accordance with this procedure or may 


first attempt to resolve the situation informally with the employee's complainant’s supervisor 


before filing a written complaint. 


 


A supervisor or manager who has received information about an incident of discrimination or  


harassment, or has observed such an incident, shall report it to the coordinator, whether or not 


the complainant files a written complaint. 


 


The written complaint should contain the complainant's name, the name of the individual who 


allegedly committed the act, a description of the incident, the date and location where the 


incident occurred, any witnesses who may have relevant information, other any available 


evidence of the discrimination or harassment, and any other pertinent information which may 


assist in investigating and resolving the complaint. 


 


2. Investigation Process:  The coordinator shall initiate an impartial investigation of an 


allegation of discrimination or harassment within five business days of receiving notice of the 


alleged discriminatory or harassing behavior, regardless of whether a written complaint has been 


filed or whether the written complaint is complete. 


 


The coordinator shall meet with the complainant to describe the district's complaint procedure 


and discuss the actions being sought by the complainant in response to the allegation. The 


coordinator shall inform the complainant that the investigation of the allegations will be fair, 


timely, and thorough and will be conducted in a manner that provides all parties due process and 


reaches reasonable conclusions based on the evidence collected.  The coordinator shall also 


inform the parties that the investigation will be kept confidential to the extent possible, but that 


some information may be revealed as necessary to conduct an effective investigation.

progress and shall inform the parties as necessary. 


 


When necessary to carry out the investigation or to protect employee safety, the coordinator may 


discuss the complaint with the Superintendent or designee, district legal counsel, or the district's 


risk manager. 


 


The coordinator shall also determine whether interim measures, such as scheduling changes, 


transfers, or leaves, need to be taken before the investigation is completed in order to ensure that 


prevent further incidents are prevented. The coordinator shall ensure that such interim measures 


do not constitute retaliation. 


 


3. Written Report on Findings and Remedial/Corrective Action: No more than 20 business  


days after receiving the complaint, the coordinator shall conclude the investigation and prepare a 


written report of the findings. This timeline may be extended for good cause. If an extension is 


needed, the coordinator shall notify the parties and explain the reasons for the extension. 


 


 The report shall include the decision and the reasons for the decision and shall summarize 


the steps taken during the investigation. If a determination has been made that discrimination or 


harassment occurred, the report shall also include any corrective action(s) that have been or will 


be taken to address the behavior, provide appropriate options for remedial actions and resolutions 


for the complainant, and ensure that retaliation or further discrimination or harassment is 


prevented. The report shall be presented to the Superintendent or designee. 


 


 A summary of the findings shall be presented to the complainant and the person accused. 


 


4. Appeal to the Governing Board:  The complainant or the person accused may appeal any 


findings to the Board within 10 business days of receiving the written report of the coordinator's 


findings. The Superintendent or designee shall provide the Board with all information presented 


during the investigation. Upon receiving an appeal, the Board shall schedule a hearing as soon as 


practicable. Any complaint against a district employee shall be addressed in closed session in 


accordance with law. The Board shall render its decision within 10 business days.

Employees should be 


informed that the deadline for filing charges starts to run from the last date of the unlawful act, not from the 


conclusion of the district's complaint investigation. Pursuant to DFEH procedures, DFEH will automatically forward 


any complaint it has accepted for investigation to EEOC when the matter falls within EEOC's jurisdiction.

Note: As amended by AB 9 (Ch. 709, Statutes of 2019), Government Code 12960 extends the period of time in 


which a complaint alleging employment discrimination pursuant to Government Code 12940-12952 may be filed 


with DFEH, from one year to three years following the alleged discriminatory act(s). That period may be extended 


under certain circumstances. Districts should consult legal counsel if any questions arise. 
 


1. To file For filing a valid complaint with DFEH alleging a violation of Government Code 


12940-12952, within one year three years of the alleged discriminatory act(s), unless an 


exception exists pursuant to Government Code 12960 (Government Code 12960) 


 
Note: 42 USC 2000e-5 specifies that a person must file a discrimination complaint with EEOC within 180 days of 


the alleged discriminatory act. Pursuant to 42 USC 2000e-5, the 180-day timeline for compensation discrimination 


starts when the discriminatory paycheck is received and that each discriminatory paycheck restarts the timeline for 


the filing of a complaint.

Board Policy 4119.11/4219.11/4319.11, Sexual Harassment, has been updated to 
reflect New Federal Regulations (85 Fed. Reg. 30026) which require that complaints of 
behavior that meet the federal definition of sexual harassment be addressed through
the new Title IX complaint procedures. The title of the compliance officer is changed to
Title IX Coordinator pursuant to federal regulations, and responsibility is assigned to the 
Title IX Coordinator to receive complaints and determine the appropriate complaint 
procedure to use. 


The Administrative Regulation has been updated to reflect New Law (SB 778, 2019) 
which (1) requires a district with five or more employees to provide two hours of sexual 
harassment training to supervisory employees and one hour of sexual harassment 
training to nonsupervisory employees by January 1, 2021 and every two years 
thereafter, and (2) requires new nonsupervisory employees and employees promoted to 
supervisory positions to receive the training within six months of hire or promotion. The 
Regulation also reflects New Federal Regulations (85 Fed. Reg. 30026) which require 
the district to designate a Title IX Coordinator and disseminate the Coordinator’s contact 
information.

SEXUAL HARASSMENT 


 
Cautionary Notice: The following administrative regulation reflects federal Title IX regulations added by 85 


Fed. Reg. 30026, effective August 14, 2020, which establish a process for investigating and resolving 


allegations of conduct that meets the federal definition of sexual harassment. The federal regulations preempt 


any conflicting state law or regulations, but the interaction between federal and state law is not always clear. 


Districts should consult legal counsel if questions about a potential conflict arise. Districts should also note that 


18 states, including California, have sued the U.S. Department of Education to stop the implementation of these 


regulations. A preliminary injunction seeking to postpone the effective date of the regulations and prohibit their 


enforcement is currently pending. If the court grants the injunction, portions of the following administrative 


regulation will not take effect. 
 
Note: Education Code 231.5, 2 CCR 11023, and 34 CFR 106.8 mandates the district to have a written policy on 


sexual harassment. As part of this mandate, the district also should adopt a sexual harassment policy related to 


students; see BP/AR 5145.7 - Sexual Harassment.  


 


Sexual harassment is prohibited pursuant to Title VII of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (42 USC 2000e-2000e-17) 


and/or Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972 (20 USC 1681-1688; 34 CFR 106.1-106.82), as well as 


the California Fair Employment and Housing Act (Government Code 12900-12996). Whether a complaint of 


sexual harassment is addressed through federal Title IX complaint procedures adopted pursuant to 34 CFR 


106.44-106.45, as added by 85 Fed. Reg. 30026, or procedures adopted pursuant to 2 CCR 11023 is dependent 


on whether the alleged conduct meets the more stringent federal definition of sexual harassment or the state 


definition. See the accompanying administrative regulation, AR 4030 - Nondiscrimination in Employment, and 


AR 4119.12/4219.12/4319.12 - Title IX Sexual Harassment Complaint Procedures.  


 


Pursuant to 2 CCR 11034, the district may be liable for sexual harassment committed by a supervisor, 


coworker, or a third party. Pursuant to Government Code 12940, employers may also be held liable for sexual 


harassment committed against their workers by clients, customers, or other third parties if they knew or should 


have known of the harassment and failed to take immediate and appropriate corrective action to stop the 


harassment. 


 


The following policy shall apply to all district employees, interns, volunteers, contractors, job 


applicants, and other persons with an employment relationship with the district. 


 


Education Code 231.5 mandates the district to have a written policy on sexual harassment.  


As part of this mandate, the district also should adopt a sexual harassment policy related to 


students. 


 


The Governing Board is committed to providing a safe work environment that is free of 


harassment and intimidation. The Governing Board prohibits sexual harassment of against 


district employees and job applicants.  The Board also prohibits and retaliatory behavior or 


action against district employees or other persons any person who complains, testify testifies 


or otherwise participates in the complaint process established pursuant to this policy and 


administrative regulation for the purpose of this policy. 
 
(cf. 0410 – Nondiscrimination in District Programs and Activities) 


(cf. 4030 – Nondiscrimination in Employment) 


 


Note: Government Code 12940 clarifies that sexual harassment includes harassment based on sex, gender, 


pregnancy, childbirth, or related medical conditions. 
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Sexual harassment includes, but is not limited to, harassment that is based on the sex, gender, 


gender identity, gender expression, or sexual orientation of the victim and harassment based 


on pregnancy, childbirth, or related medical conditions. 


 
Note: Federal and state courts have provided guidance that may help employers avoid liability or mitigate 


damages in sexual harassment cases. In Department of Health Services v. Superior Court (McGinnis), the 


California Supreme Court outlined measures that may constitute mitigating factors in the assessment of 


damages, including establishing anti-harassment policies, communicating those policies to employees, 


consistently enforcing the policies, preserving the confidentiality of employees who report harassment, and 


preventing retaliation against reporting employees. The U.S. Supreme Court in Burlington Industries v. Ellerth 


held that, for certain claims under federal law, an employer may defend against sexual harassment claims by 


proving that (1) reasonable care was exercised to prevent and promptly correct any sexually harassing behavior, 


and (2) the employee (victim) failed to take advantage of the preventive and corrective opportunities provided 


by the employer. 


 


Pursuant to Government Code 12950.1, as amended by SB 778 (Ch. 215, Statutes of 2019), employers with five 


or more employees are required to provide sexual harassment training to supervisory and nonsupervisory 


employees. See the accompanying administrative regulation for timelines and training requirements.  


Items #1-4 below reflect the courts' guidance and Government Code 12950.1, and should be modified to reflect 


district practice. 
 


The Superintendent or designee shall take all actions necessary to ensure the prevention, 


investigation, and correction of sexual harassment, including but not limited to: 


 


1. Providing training to employees in accordance with law and administrative regulation 


 


2. Publicizing and disseminating the district’s sexual harassment policy to staff employees 


and others to whom the policy may apply 


 


3. Ensuring prompt, thorough, and fair, and equitable investigation of complaints 


 


4. Taking timely and appropriate corrective/remedial action(s), which may require interim 


separation of the complainant and the alleged harasser and subsequent monitoring of 


development 


 
Note: The following optional paragraph reflects a recommendation of the U.S. Equal Employment Opportunity 


Commission's informal guidance Promising Practices for Preventing Harassment and may be revised to reflect 


district practice. 


 


The Superintendent or designee shall periodically evaluate the effectiveness of the district's 


strategies to prevent and address harassment. Such evaluation may involve conducting regular 


anonymous employee surveys to assess whether harassment is occurring or is perceived to be 


tolerated, partnering with researchers or other agencies with the needed expertise to evaluate the 


district's prevention strategies, and using any other effective tool for receiving feedback on 


systems and/or processes. As necessary, changes shall be made to the harassment policy, 


complaint procedures, or training. 


 


Sexual Harassment Reports and Complaints 


 
Note: 34 CFR 106.8, as amended by 85 Fed. Reg. 30026, requires the district to designate at least one employee 


to coordinate its responsibilities under Title IX, who must be referred to as the Title IX Coordinator. See the 


accompanying administrative regulation.  


 


34 CFR 106.44, as added by 85 Fed. Reg. 30026, requires the district, when there is actual knowledge of sexual 


harassment, to respond promptly in a manner that is not unreasonable in light of the known circumstances and 


in compliance with Title IX regulations. 34 CFR 106.30, as added, defines "actual knowledge" as notice of 
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sexual harassment or allegations of sexual harassment being submitted to the district's Title IX Coordinator, any 


official of the district who has authority to institute corrective measures, or any employee of an elementary or 


secondary school. For this reason, the district should train all employees regarding the reporting process.  


 


In Faragher v. City of Boca Raton, one of the factors relied on by the U.S. Supreme Court in finding liability for 


harassment by a supervisor was the failure of the policy to provide an assurance to its employees that harassing 


supervisors may be bypassed in registering complaints. 


 


All complaints and allegations of sexual harassment shall be kept confidential to the extent 


necessary to carry out the investigation or to take other subsequent necessary action. (5 CCR 


4964) 


 


Any dDistrict employees or job applicant who feels that he/she has they have been sexually 


harassed in the performance of their district responsibilities or who has have knowledge of 


any incident of sexual harassment by or against another employee, a job applicant or a 


student, shall immediately report the incident to his/her their direct supervisor, the principal, 


a district administrator or Superintendent the district’s Title IX Coordinator. Employees may 


bypass their supervisor in filing a complaint if the supervisor is the subject of the complaint.  


A supervisor, principal or other district administrator who receiveds a harassment complaint 


shall promptly notify the Superintendent or designee Title IX Coordinator. 
 


Complaints of sexual harassment shall be filed in accordance with AR 4031 – Complaints 


Concerning Discrimination in Employment.  An employee may bypass his/her supervisor in 


filing a complaint where the supervisor is the subject of the complaint. 
(cf. 4010 – Complaints Concerning Discrimination in Employment) 


 


Once notified, the Title IX Coordinator shall ensure the complaint is addressed through either AR 


4119.12/4219.12/4319.12 - Title IX Sexual Harassment Complaint Procedures for complaints 


meeting the Title IX definition of sexual harassment or AR 4030 - Nondiscrimination in 


Employment for complaints meeting the state definition, as applicable, and shall offer supportive 


measures to the complainant.  
 


(cf. 4119.12/4219.12/4319.12 - Title IX Sexual Harassment Complaints) 


 


Note: In addition to district discipline imposed on employees who engage in sexual harassment, Government 


Code 12940 provides that such employees may be held personally liable in a court of law for any damage to the 


victim(s). 
 


Upon investigation of a sexual harassment complaint, aAny district employee who found to 


have engagesd or participatesd in sexual harassment or who aids, abets, incites, compels, or 


coerces to have aided, abetted, incited, compelled, or coerced another to commit sexual 


harassment against a district employee, job applicant, or student is in violation of this policy 


any is shall be subject to disciplinary action, up to and including dismissal., in accordance 


with law and the applicable collective bargaining agreement.

SEXUAL HARASSMENT 


 
Cautionary Notice: The following administrative regulation reflects federal Title IX regulations added by 85 Fed. 


Reg. 30026, effective August 14, 2020, which establish a process for investigating and resolving allegations of 


conduct that meets the federal definition of sexual harassment. However, in June 2020, two motions for a 


preliminary injunction were filed seeking to postpone the effective date of the regulations and prohibit their 


enforcement. If the court issues an injunction, portions of this administrative regulation reflecting the Title IX 


regulations will not be in effect. CSBA will notify districts when the court issues its decision.  


 


Districts are also cautioned that the federal regulations preempt any conflicting state law or regulations, but the 


interaction between federal and state law is not always clear. Districts should consult legal counsel if questions arise. 


 


Note: The following administrative regulation is mandated pursuant to Education Code 231.5 and includes 


reasonable steps for preventing the occurrence of discrimination and harassment as required pursuant to Government 


Code 12940 (California Fair Employment and Housing Act). The focus of this administrative regulation is on sexual 


harassment by and of employees. Pursuant to Government Code 12940 and 2 CCR 11009, interns, volunteers, and 


job applicants are entitled to the same protection against sexual harassment as applicable to employees.  


For information related to sexual harassment involving students, see BP/AR 5145.7 - Sexual Harassment. 


 


The following administrative regulation shall apply to all allegations of sexual harassment involving 


employees, interns, volunteers, and job applicants, but shall not be used to resolve any complaint by 


or against a student. 


 


Title IX Coordinator 


 
Note: Pursuant to 34 CFR 106.8, districts that receive federal financial assistance are mandated to designate an 


employee to ensure district compliance with Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972 and its implementing 


regulations. The following paragraph specifies that the Title IX Coordinator will be the same person(s) designated to 


serve as the coordinator for nondiscrimination in employment pursuant to AR 4030 - Nondiscrimination in 


Employment. Districts may modify this policy to designate separate district employees to serve these functions. 


 


The district designates the following individual(s) as the responsible employee(s) to coordinate its 


efforts to comply with Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972, as well as to investigate and 


resolve sexual harassment complaints under AR 4030 - Nondiscrimination in Employment. The Title 


IX Coordinator(s) may be contacted at:

Prohibited Conduct 


 
Note: Alleged conduct that meets the federal definition of sexual harassment in 34 CFR 106.30, as added by 85 Fed. 


Reg. 30026, requires investigation and resolution through Title IX regulations; see AR 4119.12/4219.12/4319.12 - 


Title IX Sexual Harassment Complaint Procedures. Pursuant to 34 CFR 106.30, sexual harassment includes (1) a 


district employee conditioning the provision of a district aid, benefit, or service on an individual's participation in 


unwelcome sexual conduct; (2) unwelcome conduct determined by a reasonable person to be so severe, pervasive, 


and objectively offensive that it effectively denies a person equal access to the district's education program or 


activity; or (3) sexual assault, dating violence, domestic violence, or stalking as defined in 20 USC 1092 and 34 


USC 12291)  


 


Education Code 212.5 defines sexual harassment as any unwelcome sexual advance, request for sexual favors, and 


other verbal, visual, or physical conduct of a sexual nature, made by someone in the educational setting. Conduct 


that does not meet the definition of sexual harassment in 34 CFR 106.30 shall be investigated and resolved in 


accordance with AR 4030 - Nondiscrimination in Employment.  


 


In Oncale v. Sundowner Offshore Services, Inc., the U.S. Supreme Court held that same-sex sexual harassment could 


be actionable under Title VII of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (42 USC 2000e-2000e-17). 
 


Prohibited sexual harassment includes, but is not limited to, unwelcome sexual advances, 


unwanted requests for sexual favors, or other unwanted verbal, visual, or physical conduct of a 


sexual nature, regardless of whether or not the conduct is motivated by sexual desire. Conduct is 


considered to be sexual harassment when made against another person of the same or opposite sex 


in the work or educational setting when under any of the following conditions: (Education Code 


212.5; Government Code 12940; 5 CCR 4916 2 CCR 11034) 


 


1. Submission to the conduct is made expressly explicitly or implicitly a term or condition of 


the individual's employment. 


 


2. Submission to or rejection of such the conduct by the individual is used as the basis for an 


employment decision affecting him/her the individual. 


 


3. The conduct has the purpose or effect of unreasonably interfering with the other 


individual's work performance; having a negative impact upon the individual’s work 


performance or of creating an intimidating, hostile, or offensive work environment;.or 


adversely affecting the other individual’s evaluation, advancement, assigned duties, or any 


other condition of employment or career development  


 


4. Submission to or rejection of the conduct by the other individual is used as the basis for 


any decision affecting him/her the individual regarding benefits, services, honors, 


programs, or activities available at or through the district. 


 


Other eExamples of actions that might constitute sexual harassment in the work or educational 


setting, whether committed by a supervisor, a co-worker, or a non-employee, in the work or 


educational setting include, but are not limited to: 


 


1. Unwelcome verbal conduct such as sexual flirtations or propositions; graphic comments 


about an individual's body; overly personal conversations or pressure for sexual activity; 
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sexual jokes or stories; unwelcome sexual slurs, epithets, threats, innuendoes, derogatory 


comments, sexually degrading descriptions, or the spreading of sexual rumors 


 


2. Unwelcome visual conduct such as drawings, pictures, graffiti, or gestures; sexually 


explicit emails; displaying sexually suggestive objects 


 


3. Unwelcome physical conduct such as massaging, grabbing, fondling, stroking, or brushing 


the body; touching an individual's body or clothes in a sexual way; cornering, blocking, 


leaning over, or impeding normal movements 


 


Prohibited sexual harassment may also include any act of retaliation against an individual who 


reports a violation of the district’s sexual harassment policy or who participates in the investigation 


of a sexual harassment complaint. 


 


Training 


 
 


Note: Government Code 12950.1, as amended by SB 778 (Ch. 215, Statutes of 2019), requires districts with five or 


more employees to provide sexual harassment training and education to supervisory and nonsupervisory 


employees by January 1, 2021 (or two years after a training provided in 2019) and once every two years 


thereafter. As amended, Government Code 12950.1 requires that new nonsupervisory employees be provided 


the training within six months of hire, consistent with the requirement for all newly hired supervisors or 


employees promoted to a supervisory position. Compliance with this law does not insulate the district from 


any liability for harassment. Governing Board members, as elected officials, are not usually considered 


"supervisors"; however, since Board members have the authority to hire, reward, or discipline the 


Superintendent and other employees, Board members may also be required to receive sexual harassment 


training. Districts should consult with legal counsel to ensure that the appropriate individuals receive training. 


 


By January 1, 2006, and eEvery two years, thereafter, the Superintendent or designee shall ensure 


that supervisory employees receive at least two hours, and nonsupervisory employees receive at 


least one hour, of classroom or other effective interactive training and education regarding sexual 


harassment. All such newly hired or promoted supervisory employees promoted to a supervisory 


position shall receive training within six months of their assumption of the new position.  


(Government Code 12950.1) 


 


A supervisory employee is any employee having the authority, in the interest of the district, to 


hire, transfer, suspend, lay off, promote, discharge, assign, reward, or discipline other employees, 


or the responsibility to direct them, adjust their grievances, or effectively recommend such 


action, when the exercise of the authority is not of a merely routine or clerical nature, but 


requires the use of independent judgment. (Government Code 12926)  
 


(cf. 4300 - Administrative and Supervisory Personnel) 


 


Such training may be completed by employees individually or as part of a group presentation, may 


be completed in shorter segments as long as the applicable hourly requirement is met, and may be 


provided in conjunction with other training provided to the employees. The training shall be 


presented by trainers or educators with knowledge and expertise in the prevention of harassment, 


discrimination, and retaliation. (Government Code 12950.1) 


 


The district’s sexual harassment training and educational program for supervisory employees shall 


include information and practical guidance regarding the federal and state statutory law on the 
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prohibition against and the prevention and correction of sexual harassment and the remedies 


available to the victims of sexual harassment in employment. The training shall also include, 


practical examples aimed at instructing supervisors in the prevention of harassment, 


discrimination, and retaliation but is not limited to, the following.: (Government Code 12950.1; 2 


CCR 11024) 


 


1. Information and practical guidance regarding federal and state laws concerning the 


prohibition, prevention, and correction of sexual harassment 


 


2. The types of conduct that constitute sexual harassment 


 


3. Remedies available for victims in civil actions, and potential employer/individual 


exposure/liability 


 


4. Strategies to prevent harassment in the workplace 


 


5. Supervisors’ obligation to report sexual harassment, discrimination, and retaliation of 


which they become aware 


 


6. Practical examples which illustrate sexual harassment, discrimination, and retaliation 


using training modalities such as role plays, case studies, and group discussions, based on 


factual scenarios taken from case law, news and media accounts, and hypotheticals based 


on workplace situations and other sources 


 


7. The limited confidentiality of the complaint process 


 


8. Resources for victims of unlawful harassment, such as to whom they should report any 


alleged harassment 


 


9. Steps necessary to take appropriate remedial measures to correct harassing behavior, 


which includes the district’s obligation to conduct an effective workplace investigation of 


a harassment complaint 


 


10. What to do if the supervisor is personally accused of harassment 


 


11. The essential elements of the district’s anti-harassment policy, and how to use the policy 


if a harassment complaint is filed 


 


Employees shall receive a copy of the district’s sexual harassment policy and administrative 


regulations, which they shall read and acknowledge that they have received. 


 


12. Information, including practical examples, of harassment based on gender identity, 


gender expression, and sexual orientation 


 
13.  Prevention of abusive conduct, including a review of the definition and elements of abusive 


conduct pursuant to Government Code 12950.1, the negative effects that abusive conduct has 


on the victim and other in the workplace, the detrimental consequences of this conduct on 
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employee productivity and morale, and that a single act does not constitute abusive conduct 


unless the act is severe or egregious 


 


In addition, tThe Superintendent or designee shall retain for at least two years the records of any 


training provided to supervisory employees. ensure that all employees receive periodic training 


regarding the district’s sexual harassment policy, particularly the procedures for filing complaints 


and employees’ duty to use the district’s complaint procedures. Such records shall include the 


names of trained employees, date of the training, the type of training, and the name of the training 


provider. (2 CCR 11024) 


 


Notifications 


 


The Superintendent or designee shall notify employees that the district does not discriminate on 


the basis of sex as required by Title IX, that the Title IX nondiscrimination requirement extends to 


employment, and that inquiries about the application of Title IX to the district may be referred to 


the district's Title IX Coordinator and/or to the Assistant Secretary for Civil Rights, U.S. 


Department of Education. (34 CFR 106.8) 


 


A copy of the Board policy and this administrative regulation shall:  (Education Code 231.5) 


 


1. Be displayed in a prominent location in the main administrative building, district office, or 


other area of the school where notices of district rules, regulations, procedures, and 


standards of conduct are posted 
 


2. Be provided to each faculty member, all members of the administrative staff, and all 


members of the support staff every district employee at the beginning of the first quarter 


or semester of the school year or whenever a new employee is hired 
 


(cf. 4112.9/4212.9/4312.9 - Employee Notifications) 


 


3. Appear in any school or district publication that sets forth the school's or district's 


comprehensive rules, regulations, procedures, and standards of conduct 


 
Note: Government Code 12950 requires the Department of Fair Employment and Housing (DFEH) to develop an 


information sheet on employment discrimination and the illegality of sexual harassment and a poster 


regarding the rights of transgender employees. These documents are available on DFEH's web site. 


 


All employees shall receive either a copy of an information sheets prepared by the California 


Department of Fair Employment and Housing (DFEH) or a copy of the district information sheets 


that contains, at a minimum, components on: (Government Code 12950) 


 


1. The illegality of sexual harassment 


 


2. The definition of sexual harassment under applicable state and federal law 


 


3. A description of sexual harassment, with examples 


 


4. The district's complaint process available to the employee 
 (cf. 4031- Complaints Concerning Discrimination in Employment) 
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5. The legal remedies and complaint process available through DFEH and the Equal 


Employment Opportunity Commission (EEOC) 


 


6. Directions on how to contact DFEH and the EEOC 


 


7. The protection against retaliation provided by 2 CCR 7287.8 11021 for opposing 


harassment prohibited by law or for filing a complaint with or otherwise participating in 


an investigation, proceeding, or hearing conducted by DFEH and the EEOC 


 


In addition, the district shall post, in a prominent and accessible location, the DFEH poster on 


discrimination in employment and the illegality of sexual harassment and the DFEH poster 


regarding transgender rights. (Government Code 12950)

New Administrative Regulation, AR 4119.12/4219.12/4319.12, Title IX Sexual 
Harassment Complaint Procedures, reflects New Federal Regulations (85 Fed. Reg. 
30026) which establish a Title IX complaint procedure for addressing complaints of 
behavior that meet the federal definition of sexual harassment. The regulation describes 
the types of behavior subject to these complaint procedures, the process for filing a 
complaint with the Title IX Coordinator, the requirement to offer supportive measures to 
the complainant, the option for the parties to participate in an informal resolution 
process, required notifications, the investigation process, issuance of a written decision, 
the right to appeal the decision, and the requirement to maintain records of sexual 
harassment complaints and training materials for seven years.

TITLE IX SEXUAL HARASSMENT COMPLAINT PROCEDURES 4319.12 


 
Cautionary Notice: The following administrative regulation reflects federal Title IX regulations added by 85 


Fed. Reg. 30026, effective August 14, 2020, which establish a process for investigating and resolving 


allegations of conduct that meets the federal definition of sexual harassment. The federal regulations preempt 


any conflicting state law or regulations, but the interaction between federal and state law is not always clear. 


Districts should consult legal counsel if questions about a potential conflict arise. Districts should also note 


that 18 states, including California, have sued the U.S. Department of Education to stop the implementation 


of these regulations. A preliminary injunction seeking to postpone the effective date of the regulations and 


prohibit their enforcement is currently pending. If the court grants the injunction, the following administrative 


regulation will not take effect. 


 
Note: Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972 (20 USC 1681-1688; 34 CFR 106.1-106.82) prohibits 


discrimination based on sex, including sexual harassment, and mandates that the district adopt and publish 


complaint procedures.  


 


The following administrative regulation reflects the Title IX complaint procedure detailed in 34 CFR 106.44-


106.45, as added by 85 Fed. Reg. 30026, which must be used, effective August 14, 2020, to address any complaint 


of sexual harassment that meets the definition in 34 CFR 106.30. Pursuant to 34 CFR 106.30, allegations of sexual 


harassment governed by these regulations include (1) a district employee conditioning the provision of a district 


aid, benefit, or service on an individual's participation in unwelcome sexual conduct; (2) unwelcome conduct 


determined by a reasonable person to be so severe, pervasive, and objectively offensive that it effectively denies a 


person equal access to the district's education program or activity; or (3) sexual assault, dating violence, domestic 


violence, or stalking as defined in 20 USC 1092 and 34 USC 12291. Alleged sexual harassment in employment 


that does not meet this definition should be addressed through the district's complaint procedures described in AR 


4030 - Nondiscrimination in Employment.  


 


34 CFR 106.44 requires the district, when there is actual knowledge of sexual harassment, to respond promptly in a 


manner that is not deliberately indifferent. 34 CFR 106.30 defines "actual knowledge" as notice of sexual 


harassment or allegations of sexual harassment being submitted to the district's Title IX Coordinator, any official 


of the district who has authority to institute corrective measures, or any employee of an elementary or secondary 


school. A district is deliberately indifferent only if its response to Title IX sexual harassment is clearly 


unreasonable in light of the known circumstances.  


 


Application of the Title IX complaint procedures to the facts of a specific complaint may implicate complicated 


questions about the intersection of state law, federal law, and, in cases involving employees, the applicable 


collective bargaining agreement. Districts with questions about specific complaints are strongly encouraged to 


consult legal counsel.  


 


Also see BP/AR 4119.11/4219.11/4319.11 - Sexual Harassment for information about prohibited conduct, training, 


required notifications, and processes for reporting sexual harassment. 


 


The complaint procedures described in this administrative regulation shall be used to address 


any complaint governed by Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972 alleging that a 


district employee was subjected to one or more of the following forms of sexual harassment: 


(34 CFR 106.30) 


 


1. A district employee conditioning the provision of a district aid, benefit, or service on a 


person's participation in unwelcome sexual conduct 


 


2. Unwelcome conduct determined by a reasonable person to be so severe, pervasive, and 


objectively offensive that it effectively denies a person equal access to the district's 


education program or activity 


 


3. Sexual assault, dating violence, domestic violence, or stalking as defined in 20 USC  
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 1092 or 34 USC 12291 


 
(cf. 4119.11/4219.11/4319.11 - Sexual Harassment) 


 


All other sexual harassment complaints shall be investigated and responded to pursuant to AR 


4030 - Nondiscrimination in Employment. 


 
(cf. 4030 - Nondiscrimination in Employment) 


 


A report of sexual harassment shall be submitted directly to or forwarded to the district's Title 


IX Coordinator using the contact information listed in AR 4119.11/4219.11/4319.11 - Sexual 


Harassment. 


 


Upon receiving such a report, the Title IX Coordinator shall inform the complainant of the 


process for filing a formal complaint. 


 
Note: Given the district's duty pursuant to 34 CFR 106.44 to respond to reports of sexual harassment in a manner 


that is not deliberately indifferent, the Title IX Coordinator should file a complaint in certain situations even when 


the victim chooses not to do so, including, but not limited to, when a safety threat exists. In such cases, the alleged 


victim is not a party to the case, but will receive notices as required by the Title IX regulations at specific points 


in the complaint process. 
 


Even if the alleged victim chooses not to file a formal complaint, the Title IX Coordinator shall 


file a formal complaint in situations in which a safety threat exists.  In addition, the  Title IX 


Coordinator may file a formal complaint in other situations as permitted under the Title IX 


regulations. In such cases, the alleged victim is not a party to the case, but will receive notices 


as required by the Title IX regulations at specific points in the complaint process. 
 


A formal complaint, with the complainant's physical or digital signature, may be filed with the 


Title IX Coordinator in person, by mail, by email, or by any other method authorized by the 


district. (34 CFR 106.30) 


 


The Superintendent or designee shall ensure that the Title IX Coordinator, investigator, 


decision-maker, or a facilitator of an informal resolution process does not have a conflict of 


interest or bias for or against complainants or respondents generally or an individual 


complainant or respondent, and that such persons receive training in accordance with 34 CFR 


106.45. (34 CFR 106.45) 


 


Supportive Measures 


 


Upon receipt of a report of Title IX sexual harassment, even if a formal complaint is not filed, 


the Title IX Coordinator shall promptly contact the complainant to discuss the availability of 


supportive measures which are nondisciplinary, nonpunitive, and do not unreasonably burden 


the other party. Such measures may include, but are not limited to, counseling, extensions of 


deadlines, modifications of work schedules, mutual restrictions on contact, changes in work 


locations, leaves of absence, increased security, and monitoring of certain areas of the campus. 


The Title IX Coordinator shall consider the complainant's wishes with respect to supportive 


measures. (34 CFR 106.30, 106.44) 


 


Emergency Removal 


 


If a district employee is the respondent, the employee may be placed on administrative leave 3







during the pendency of the formal complaint process. (34 CFR 106.44) 


 
Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48900.2, a student in grades 4-12 may be suspended and/or expelled from 


school for sexual harassment. Districts should also note that Education Code 48915(c) requires the 


Superintendent or designee to recommend expulsion for any student, irrespective of grade, who commits sexual 


assault or battery as defined in the Penal Code. See AR 5144.1 - Suspension and Expulsion/Due Process.  


 


34 CFR 106.44 allows a student to be removed in emergency situations as described below, but requires that a 


student should not be "disciplined" prior to a finding being made pursuant to the grievance process established 


by 34 CFR 106.45. Due to this inconsistency in state and federal law, districts are advised to consult legal counsel 


as to the manner of imposing an emergency removal. 
 


If the respondent is a student, the district may, on an emergency basis, remove the student from 


the district's education program or activity, provided that the district conducts an individualized 


safety and risk analysis, determines that removal is justified due to an immediate threat to the 


physical health or safety of any student or other individual arising from the allegations, and 


provides the student with notice and an opportunity to challenge the decision immediately 


following the removal. This authority to remove a student does not modify a student's rights 


under the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act or Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act 


of 1973. (34 CFR 106.44) 


 


Dismissal of Complaint 


The Title IX Coordinator shall dismiss a formal complaint if the alleged conduct would not 


constitute sexual harassment as defined in 34 CFR 106.30 even if proved. The Title IX 


Coordinator shall also dismiss any complaint that did not occur in the district's education 


program or activity or did not occur against a person in the United States, and may dismiss a 


formal complaint if the complainant notifies the district in writing that the complainant would 


like to withdraw the complaint or any allegations in the complaint, the respondent is no longer 


employed by the district, or sufficient circumstances prevent the district from gathering 


evidence sufficient to reach a determination with regard to the complaint. (34 CFR 106.45) 


Upon dismissal, the Title IX Coordinator shall promptly, and simultaneously to the parties, 


send written notice of the dismissal and the reasons for the dismissal. (34 CFR 106.45) 


 


If a complaint is dismissed on the grounds that the alleged conduct does not constitute sexual 


harassment as defined in 34 CFR 106.30, the conduct may still be addressed pursuant to AR 


4030 - Nondiscrimination in Employment as applicable. 


 


Informal Resolution Process 


 


When a formal complaint of sexual harassment is filed, the district may offer an informal 


resolution process, such as mediation, at any time prior to reaching a determination regarding 


responsibility. The district shall not require a party to participate in the informal resolution 


process or to waive the right to an investigation and adjudication of a formal complaint. (34 


CFR 106.45) 


 


The district may facilitate an informal resolution process provided that the district: (34 CFR 


106.45) 


 


1. Provides the parties with written notice disclosing the allegations, the requirements of 


the informal resolution process, the right to withdraw from the informal process and 


resume the formal complaint process, and any consequences resulting from 
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participating in the informal resolution process, including that records will be 


maintained or could be shared. 


 


2. Obtains the parties' voluntary, written consent to the informal resolution process 


 


Formal Complaint Process 


 


If a formal complaint is filed, the Title IX Coordinator shall provide the known parties with 


written notice of the following: (34 CFR 106.45) 


 


1. The district's complaint process, including any informal resolution process 
 


2. The allegations potentially constituting sexual harassment with sufficient details 


known at the time, including the identity of parties involved in the incident if known, 


the conduct allegedly constituting sexual harassment, and the date and location of the 


alleged incident if known. Such notice shall be provided with sufficient time for the 


parties to prepare a response before any initial interview. 


 


If, during the course of the investigation, the district investigates allegations about the 


complainant or respondent that are not included in the initial notice, the Title IX 


Coordinator shall provide notice of the additional allegations to the parties. 


 


3. A statement that the respondent is presumed not responsible for the alleged conduct 


and that a determination regarding responsibility is made at the conclusion of the 


complaint process 


 


4. The opportunity for the parties to have an advisor of their choice who may be, but is 


not required to be, an attorney, and the ability to inspect and review evidence 


 


5. The prohibition against knowingly making false statements or knowingly submitting 


false information during the complaint process 


 
Note: The following paragraph is optional. Although not required by law, a best practice is to provide notice to 


the parties of the name of the investigator, facilitator, and decision-maker in order to give the parties an 


opportunity to raise concerns of conflict of interest or bias as prohibited by 34 CFR 106.45. 
 


The above notice shall also include the name of the investigator, facilitator of an informal 


process, and decision-maker and shall provide either party with no less than three calendar 


days to raise concerns of conflict of interest or bias regarding any of these persons. 


 
Note: Pursuant to 34 CFR 106.45, when investigating a formal complaint, the burden of proof rests on the district 


and not on the parties. However, the district must obtain the party's voluntary, written consent to access, consider, 


disclose, or otherwise use a party's records that are maintained by a physician, psychiatrist, psychologist, or other 


recognized professional or paraprofessional, which are made and maintained in connection with the provision of 


treatment to the party.  


 


34 CFR 106.45 authorizes, but does not require, the district to conduct a live hearing at which each party's advisor 


may ask the other party and any witnesses all relevant questions and follow-up questions. If the district chooses 


to include such a hearing as a component of its complaint procedure, the following list should be modified to 


include requirements for the hearing in accordance with 34 CFR 106.45. 
 


During the investigation process, the district shall: (34 CFR 106.45) 
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1. Provide an equal opportunity for the parties to present witnesses, including fact and 


expert witnesses, and other inculpatory and exculpatory evidence 


 


2. Not restrict the ability of either party to discuss the allegations under investigation or 


to gather and present relevant evidence 


 


3. Provide the parties with the same opportunities to have others present during any 


grievance proceeding, including the opportunity to be accompanied to any related 


meeting or proceeding by the advisor of their choice, who may be, but is not required 


to be, an attorney 


 


4. Not limit the choice or presence of an advisor for either the complainant or respondent 


in any meeting or grievance proceeding, although the district may establish restrictions 


regarding the extent to which the advisor may participate in the proceedings as long as 


the restrictions apply equally to both parties 
 


5. Provide, to a party whose participation is invited or expected, written notice of the date, 


time, location, participants, and purpose of all investigative interviews or other 


meetings, with sufficient time for the party to prepare to participate 


 


6. Send in an electronic format or hard copy to both parties and their advisors, if any, the 


evidence that is directly related to the allegations raised in the complaint, and provide 


the parties at least 10 days to submit a written response for the investigator to consider 


prior to the completion of the investigative report 


 


7. Objectively evaluate all relevant evidence, including both inculpatory and exculpatory 


evidence, and determine credibility in a manner that is not based on a person's status as 


a complainant, respondent, or witness 


 


8. Create an investigative report that fairly summarizes relevant evidence and, at least  10 


days prior to the determination of responsibility, send to the parties and their advisors, 


if any, the investigative report in an electronic format or a hard copy, for their review 


and written response 


 


9. After sending the investigative report to the parties and before reaching a determination 


regarding responsibility, afford each party the opportunity to submit written, relevant 


questions that the party wants asked of any party or witness, provide each party with 


the answers, and allow for additional, limited follow-up questions from each party 


 


Questions and evidence about the complainant's sexual predisposition or prior sexual 


behavior are not relevant, unless such questions and evidence are offered to prove that 


someone other than the respondent committed the conduct alleged by the complainant 


or if the questions and evidence concern specific incidents of the complainant's prior 


sexual behavior with respect to the respondent and are offered to prove consent. 


 


Privacy rights of all parties to the complaint shall be maintained in accordance with applicable 


state and federal laws. 


 
Note: Districts with questions about the application of a collective bargaining agreement in the context of a Title 


IX investigation should consult legal counsel. 
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If the complaint is against an employee, rights conferred under an applicable collective 


bargaining agreement shall be applied to the extent they do not conflict with the Title IX 


requirements. 
 


Written Decision 


 
Note: Pursuant to 34 CFR 106.45, the person designated as the decision-maker of the determination of 


responsibility cannot be the same person designated as the Title IX Coordinator, an investigator, or the person who 


considers appeals. The following paragraph may be revised to reflect the position designated by the district to 


provide a written determination of responsibility. While designation decisions will depend on the size of the district, 


a best practice is to designate an upper-level administrator as the decision-maker and designate the Superintendent 


as the person to consider appeals. 
 


The Superintendent shall designate an employee as the decision-maker to determine 


responsibility for the alleged conduct, who shall not be the Title IX Coordinator or a person 


involved in the investigation of the matter. (34 CFR 106.45) 


 


The decision-maker shall issue, and simultaneously provide to both parties, a written decision 


as to whether the respondent is responsible for the alleged conduct. (34 CFR 106.45) 


 
Note: 34 CFR 106.45 requires that the district's complaint process include a "reasonably prompt" timeframe for 


concluding the complaint process, but does not specify the number of days within which the final decision must 


be issued. Districts may revise the following paragraph to include a different timeline as long as it would satisfy 


the requirement to act promptly. 
 


The written decision shall be issued within 45 calendar days of the receipt of the complaint. 


 


The timeline may be temporarily extended for good cause with written notice to the 


complainant and respondent of the extension and the reasons for the action. (34 CFR 106.45) 


 
Note: 34 CFR 106.45 mandates that the district's complaint procedures state whether the district's determination 


of responsibility will be based on a "preponderance of evidence" standard or "clear and convincing evidence" 


standard. The following paragraph reflects the "preponderance of evidence" standard, which is a less stringent 


standard to prove misconduct, and should be revised if the district chooses to use a "clear and convincing 


evidence" standard. The standard selected by the district must be applied uniformly for all Title IX sexual 


harassment complaints. The district should consult with legal counsel in determining which standard to use. 
 


In making this determination, the district shall use the "preponderance of the evidence" 


standard for all formal complaints of sexual harassment. (34 CFR 106.45) 


 


The written decision shall include the following: (34 CFR 106.45) 


 


1. Identification of the allegations potentially constituting sexual harassment as defined 


in 34 CFR 106.30 


 


2. A description of the procedural steps taken from receipt of the formal complaint 


through the written decision, including any notifications to the parties, interviews with 


parties and witnesses, site visits, methods used to gather other evidence, and hearings 


held if the district includes hearings as part of the grievance process 


 


3. Findings of fact supporting the determination 


 


4. Conclusions regarding the application of the district's code of conduct to the facts 
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5. A statement of, and rationale for, the result as to each allegation, including a decision 


regarding responsibility, any disciplinary sanctions the district imposes on the 


respondent, and whether remedies designed to restore or preserve equal access to the 


district's educational program or activity will be provided by the district to the 


complainant 


 


6. The district's procedures and permissible bases for the complainant and respondent to 


appeal 
 


Appeals 


 
Note: 34 CFR 106.45 allows either the complainant or respondent to appeal the district's decision. The district 


may revise the following section to reflect applicable timelines established by the district.  


The following section should also be revised to identify the person who has been designated as the decision-


maker(s) for the appeal. Pursuant to 34 CFR 106.45, the decision-maker for the appeal cannot be the same person 


as the decision-maker that reached the determination regarding responsibility or dismissal, the investigator(s), or 


the Title IX Coordinator. 
 


Either party may appeal the district's decision or dismissal of a formal complaint or any 


allegation in the complaint, if the party believes that a procedural irregularity affected the 


outcome, new evidence is available that could affect the outcome, or a conflict of interest or 


bias by the Title IX Coordinator, investigator(s), or decision-maker(s) affected the outcome. If 


an appeal is filed, the district shall: (34 CFR 106.45) 


 


1. Notify the other party in writing when an appeal is filed and implement appeal 


procedures equally for both parties 


 


2. Ensure that the decision-maker(s) for the appeal is trained in accordance with 34 CFR 


106.45 and is not the same decision-maker(s) who reached the determination 


regarding responsibility or dismissal, the investigator(s), or the Title IX Coordinator 


 


3. Give both parties a reasonable, equal opportunity to submit a written statement in 


support of, or challenging, the outcome 


 


4. Issue a written decision describing the result of the appeal and the rationale for the 


result 


 


5. Provide the written decision simultaneously to both parties 


 


An appeal must be filed in writing within 10 calendar days of receiving the determination, 


stating the grounds for the appeal and including any relevant documentation in support of the 


appeal. Appeals submitted after this deadline are not timely and shall not be considered. Either 


party has the right to file a complaint with the U.S. Equal Employment Opportunity 


Commission. 


 


A written decision shall be provided to the parties within 20 calendar days from the receipt of 


the appeal. 


 


Remedies 


 
Note: 34 CFR 106.45 mandates that the district's Title IX complaint process list, or describe the range of, possible 


remedies that the district may implement following any determination of responsibility. The following section 


may be revised to reflect district practice. 
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When a determination of responsibility for sexual harassment has been made against the 


respondent, the district shall provide remedies to the complainant. Such remedies may include 


the same individualized services described above in the section "Supportive Measures," but 


need not be nondisciplinary or nonpunitive and need not avoid burdening the respondent. (34 


CFR 106.45) 
 


Disciplinary Actions 


 


The district shall not impose any disciplinary sanctions or other actions against a respondent, 


other than supportive measures as described above in the section "Supportive Measures," until 


the complaint procedure has been completed and a determination of responsibility has been 


made. (34 CFR 106.44) 


 


When an employee is found to have committed sexual harassment or retaliation, the district 


shall take appropriate disciplinary action, up to and including dismissal, in accordance with 


applicable law and collective bargaining agreement. 


 
(cf. 4117.7/4317.7 - Employment Status Report) 


(cf. 4118 - Dismissal/Suspension/Disciplinary Action) 


(cf. 4119.11/4219.11/4319.11 - Sexual Harassment) 


(cf. 4218 - Dismissal/Suspension/Disciplinary Action) 


 


Record-Keeping 


 


The Superintendent or designee shall maintain for a period of seven years a record of all 


reported cases and Title IX investigations of sexual harassment, any determinations of 


responsibility, any audio or audiovisual recording and transcript if applicable, any disciplinary 


sanctions imposed, any remedies provided to the complainant, any appeal or informal 


resolution and the results therefrom, and responses made pursuant to 34 CFR 106.44. (34 CFR 


106.45) 


The Superintendent or designee shall also maintain for a period of seven years all materials 


used to train the Title IX Coordinator, investigator(s), decision-maker(s), and any person who 


facilitates an informal resolution process. The district shall make such training materials 


publicly available on its web site, or if the district does not maintain a web site, available upon 


request by members of the public. (34 CFR 106.45)

Consider for Adoption 


Administrative Regulation AR 5145.3, Nondiscrimination/Harassment, has been 
updated to reflect New Federal Regulations (85 Fed. Reg. 30026) which require that 
allegations of sexual harassment that meet the federal definition be investigated through 
Title IX complaint procedures, as described in AR 5145.71 – Title IX Sexual 
Harassment Complaint Procedures, rather than through the district’s uniform complaint 
procedures. 


I’ve highlighted the proposed changes and indicated the differences in red font. 


Recommended Action: Approve Revised AR 5145.3, Nondiscrimination/Harassment

NONDISCRIMINATION/HARASSMENT 


Cautionary Notice: The following administrative regulation reflects federal Title IX regulations added by 85 Fed. 


Reg. 30026, effective August 14, 2020, which establish a process for investigating and resolving allegations of 


conduct that meets the federal definition of sexual harassment. The federal regulations preempt any conflicting state 


law or regulations, but the interaction between federal and state law is not always clear. Districts should consult 


legal counsel if questions about a potential conflict arise. Districts should also note that 18 states, including 


California, have sued the U.S. Department of Education to stop the implementation of these regulations. A 


preliminary injunction seeking to postpone the effective date of the regulations and prohibit their enforcement is 


currently pending. If the court grants the injunction, portions of the following administrative regulation will not take 


effect. 


Note: The following mandated administrative regulation provides measures that may be implemented by a district to 


comply with state and federal laws and regulations prohibiting unlawful discrimination at school or in school-


sponsored or school-related activities, including discriminatory harassment, intimidation, and bullying, of any 


student based on the student's actual or perceived race, color, ancestry, nationality, national origin, immigration 


status, ethnic group identification, ethnicity, age, religion, marital status, pregnancy, parental status, physical or 


mental disability, medical condition, sex, sexual orientation, gender, gender identity, gender expression, genetic 


information, or any other legally protected category or association with a person or group with one or more of these 


actual or perceived characteristics. Federal and state law also prohibit retaliation against those who engage in 


activity to protect civil rights.  


5 CCR 4621 mandates the district to identify in its policies and procedures the person(s), position(s), or unit(s) 


responsible for ensuring compliance with applicable state and federal laws and regulations governing educational 


programs, including the receiving and investigating of complaints alleging unlawful discrimination, including 


discriminatory harassment, intimidation, retaliation, or bullying. In addition, 34 CFR 106.8 and other federal 


regulations mandate districts that receive federal financial assistance to adopt procedures for the "prompt and 


equitable" resolution of student and employee discrimination complaints, including the designation of one or more 


responsible employees to ensure district compliance with federal laws and regulations governing the district's 


educational programs.  


During the Federal Program Monitoring process, California Department of Education (CDE) staff will check to 


ensure that the district's procedures list the specific title(s) of the employee(s) responsible for investigating 


complaints. The U.S. Department of Education's (USDOE) Office for Civil Rights (OCR) is the agency responsible 


for the administrative enforcement of federal antidiscrimination laws and regulations in programs and activities that 


receive federal financial assistance from the department. In reviewing a district's discrimination policies and 


procedures, OCR will examine whether the district has identified the employee(s) responsible for coordinating 


compliance with federal civil rights laws, including the investigation of complaints. 


The following paragraph identifies the employee(s) designated to coordinate the district's efforts to comply with 


state and federal civil rights laws as the same person designated to investigate and resolve discrimination complaints 


under AR 1312.3 - Uniform Complaint Procedures. Districts may modify the following paragraph to designate 


separate district employees to serve these functions. Note also that a district may designate more than one employee 


to coordinate compliance and/or receive and investigate complaints, although each employee designated as a 


coordinator/compliance officer must be properly trained. 


34 CFR 106.8, as amended by 85 Fed. Reg. 30026, requires that the employee designated by the district to 


coordinate its responsibilities under Title IX be referred to as the Title IX Coordinator. The Title IX Coordinator is 


responsible for receiving complaints of sexual harassment and determining whether the complaint should be 


appropriately addressed through AR 1312.3 or the federal Title IX complaint procedures pursuant to 34 CFR 


106.44-106.45. The Title IX Coordinator may be the same person designated below and in AR 1312.3. See AR 


5145.7 - Sexual Harassment and AR 5145.71 - Title IX Sexual Harassment Complaint Procedures. 
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AR 5145.3(b)

The district designates the individual(s) identified below as the employee(s) responsible for 


coordinating the district's efforts to comply with applicable state and federal civil rights laws, 


including Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972, Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act 


of 1973, Title II of the Americans with Disabilities Act, and the Age Discrimination Act of 1975, 


and to answer inquiries regarding the district's nondiscrimination policies. The individual(s) shall 


also serve as the compliance officer(s) specified in AR 1312.3 - Uniform Complaint Procedures 


as the responsible employee to handle complaints alleging unlawful discrimination targeting a 


student, including discriminatory harassment, intimidation, or bullying, based on the student's 


actual or perceived race, color, ancestry, nationality, national origin, immigration status, ethnic 


group identification, ethnicity, age, religion, marital status, pregnancy, parental status, physical 


or mental disability, medical condition, sex, sexual orientation, gender, gender identity, gender 


expression, genetic information, or any other legally protected status or association with a person 


or group with one or more of these actual or perceived characteristics. The 


coordinator/compliance officer(s) may be contacted at:  (Education Code 234.1; 5 CCR 4621)

1. Publicize the district's nondiscrimination policy and related complaint procedures, 


including the coordinator/compliance officer's contact information, to students, 


parents/guardians, employees, volunteers, and the general public by posting them in 


prominent locations and providing easy access to them through district-supported 


communications.

Note: Education Code 221.61 requires districts and public schools to post on their web sites information related to 


Title IX (20 USC 1681-1688). Education Code 234.6, as added by AB 34, requires districts, beginning in the 2020-


21 school year, to post the Title IX information required pursuant to 221.61 in a prominent location on the district's 


web site in a manner that is easily accessible to parents/guardians and students. Additionally, districts are required to 


provide a link to the Title IX information included on CDE's website pursuant to Education Code 221.6, in the same 


manner.

Note: Education Code 234.6, as added by AB 34, requires a district, starting in the 2020-21 school year, to post a 


link to statewide resources as specified below. 


 


5. Post a link to statewide CDE-compiled resources, including community-based 


organizations, that provide support to youth who have been subjected to school based 


discrimination, harassment, intimidation, or bullying and to their families. Such resources shall be 


posted in a prominent location on the district's web site in a manner that is easily accessible to 


parents/guardians and students. (Education Code 234.5, 234.6) 


 


6. Provide to students a handbook that contains age-appropriate information that clearly 


describes the district's nondiscrimination policy, procedures for filing a complaint, and resources 


available to students who feel that they have been the victim of any such behavior 


 


7. Annually notify all students and parents/guardians of the district's nondiscrimination 


policy, including its responsibility to provide a safe, nondiscriminatory school environment for  
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AR 5145.3(e)

all students, including transgender and gender-nonconforming students.  The notice shall  


inform students and parents/guardians that they may request to meet with the compliance officer 


to determine how best to accommodate or resolve concerns that may arise from the district's  


implementation of its nondiscrimination policies. The notice shall also inform all students and 


parents/guardians that, to the extent possible, the district will address any individual student's 


interests and concerns in private.

Note: Both federal and state laws contain requirements for translation of certain information and documents. Title 


VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 requires school districts to ensure meaningful access to their programs and 


activities by persons with limited English proficiency. OCR has interpreted this to require that, whenever 


information is provided to parents/guardians, districts must notify limited-English-proficient (LEP) 


parents/guardians in a language other than English in order to be adequate. OCR enforces this requirement 


consistent with the Department of Justice's 2003 Guidance to Federal Financial Assistance Recipients Regarding 


Title VI Prohibition Against National Origin Discrimination Affecting Limited English Proficient Persons. Under 


the Guidance, a recipient of federal funds has an obligation to provide language assistance to LEP individuals based 


on balancing four factors: (1) the number or proportion of LEP individuals likely to encounter or be served by the 


program, (2) the frequency with which LEP individuals come in contact with the program, (3) the nature and 


importance of the services provided by the program, and (4) the resources available to the recipient and costs. State 


law is more specific than federal law. Education Code 48985 requires translation of certain information and 


documents if 15 percent or more of students enrolled in the school speak a single primary language other than 


English. 


 


8. Ensure that students and parents/guardians, including those with limited English 


proficiency, are notified of how to access the relevant information provided in the district's 


nondiscrimination policy and related complaint procedures, notices, and forms in a language they 


can understand. 


 


If 15 percent or more of students enrolled in a particular district school speak a single primary 


language other than English, the district's policy, regulation, forms, and notices concerning 


nondiscrimination shall be translated into that language in accordance with Education Code 


234.1 and 48985. In all other instances, the district shall ensure meaningful access to all relevant 


information for parents/guardians with limited English proficiency. 


 


9. Provide to students, employees, volunteers, and parents/guardians age-appropriate 


training and/or information regarding the district's nondiscrimination policy; what constitutes 


prohibited discrimination, including discriminatory harassment, intimidation, retaliation, or 


bullying; how and to whom a report of an incident should be made; and how to guard against 


segregating or stereotyping students when providing instruction, guidance, supervision, or other  


services to them. Such training and information shall include details of guidelines the district 


may use to provide a discrimination-free environment for all district students, including 


transgender and gender-nonconforming students.

Note: Item #11 below may be revised to reflect district practice. In some situations, the district may need to provide 


assistance to a student to protect the student from harassment or bullying. Each situation will need to be analyzed to 


determine the most appropriate course of action to meet the needs of the student, based on the circumstances 


involved. 


 


11. At the beginning of each school year, inform each principal or designee of the district's 


responsibility to provide appropriate assistance or resources to protect students from threatened 


or potentially discriminatory behavior and ensure their privacy rights. 


 


Enforcement of District Policy 


 


The Superintendent or designee shall take appropriate actions to reinforce BP 5145.3 - 


Nondiscrimination/Harassment.  As needed, these actions may include any of the following:

Process for Initiating and Responding to Complaints 


 
Note: Education Code 234.1 requires that districts adopt a process for receiving and investigating complaints of 


unlawful discrimination, including discriminatory harassment, intimidation, retaliation, and bullying. Such a 


process, which is required to be consistent with the uniform complaint procedures (UCP) specified in 5 CCR 4600-


4670, must include (1) a requirement that school personnel who witness an act take immediate steps to intervene 


when safe to do so, (2) a timeline for investigating and resolving complaints, (3) an appeal process, and (4) 


translation of forms when required by Education Code 48985. In addition, federal regulations require districts to 


adopt procedures providing for the prompt and equitable resolution of complaints of discrimination on the basis of 


sex (34 CFR 106.8), disability (34 CFR 104.7 and 28 CFR 35.107), and age (34 CFR 110.25). OCR guidance on 


federal civil rights requirements notes that districts may have a responsibility to respond to notice of discrimination 


whether or not a formal complaint is filed. 


 


Complaints of sexual harassment must be addressed through the federal Title IX complaint procedures established 


pursuant to 34 CFR 106.44-106.45, as added by 85 Fed. Reg. 30026, if the alleged conduct meets the federal 


definition of sexual harassment. Pursuant to 34 CFR 106.30, sexual harassment includes (1) a district employee 


conditioning the provision of a district aid, benefit, or service on an individual's participation in unwelcome sexual 


conduct; (2) unwelcome conduct determined by a reasonable person to be so severe, pervasive, and objectively 


offensive that it effectively denies a person equal access to the district's education program or activity; or (3) sexual 


assault, dating violence, domestic violence, or stalking as defined in 20 USC 1092 and 34 USC 12291. Allegations 


that do not meet this definition should be addressed through the district's UCP. See BP/AR 5145.7 - Sexual 


Harassment and AR 5145.71 - Title IX Sexual Harassment Complaint Procedures. 
 


Students who feel that they have been subjected to unlawful discrimination described above or in 


district policy are strongly encouraged to immediately contact the compliance officer, principal, 


or any other staff member. In addition, students who observes any such incident are strongly 


encouraged to report the incident to the compliance officer or principal, whether or not the 


alleged victim files a complaint. 


 


Any school employee who observes an incident of unlawful discrimination, including 


discriminatory harassment, intimidation, retaliation, or bullying, or to whom such an incident is 


reported shall report the incident to the compliance officer or principal within a school day, 


whether or not the alleged victim files a complaint. 


 


Any school employee who witnesses an incident of unlawful discrimination, including 


discriminatory harassment, intimidation, retaliation, or bullying, shall immediately intervene to 


stop the incident when it is safe to do so.  (Education Code 234.1) 


 
Note: Though a formal complaint must be in writing pursuant to 5 CCR 4600, the district's obligation to provide a 


safe school environment for its students overrides the need to comply with formalities. Thus, once the district 


receives notice of an incident, whether verbally or in writing, it is good practice to begin the investigation of the  
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AR 5145.3(h)

report and to take steps to stop any prohibited conduct and address any effect on students. The following paragraph 


reflects such practice and is consistent with OCR recommendation. 
 


When a verbal report of unlawful discrimination, including discriminatory harassment, 


intimidation, retaliation, or bullying, is made to or received by the principal or compliance 


officer, the principal or compliance officer shall make a note of the report and encourage notify 


the student or parent/guardian to file the complaint in writing, pursuant to the provisions in of the 


right to file a formal complaint in accordance with AR 1312.3 - Uniform Complaint Procedures  


or, for complaints of sexual harassment that meet the federal Title IX definition, AR 5145.71 – 


Title IX Sexual Harassment Complaint Procedures. Once notified verbally or in writing, the 


principal or compliance officer shall begin the investigation and shall implement immediate 


measures necessary to stop the discrimination and ensure that all students have access to the 


educational program and a safe school environment. Any interim measures adopted to address 


unlawful discrimination shall, to the extent possible, not disadvantage the complainant or a 


student who is the victim of the alleged unlawful discrimination. 


 


Any report or complaint alleging unlawful discrimination by the principal, compliance officer, or 


any other person to whom a report would ordinarily be made or complaint filed shall instead be 


made to or filed with the Superintendent or designee who shall determine how the complaint will 


be investigated.

Transgender and Gender-Nonconforming Students 


 
Note: The term "gender identity" is not specifically defined in the Education Code. The following definition is 


consistent with case law and generally accepted terms within academia, as well as the Resolution Agreement 


between the Arcadia Unified School District, the U.S. Department of Education Office for Civil Rights, and the U.S. 


Department of Justice, Civil Rights Division, which defines "gender identity" as "one's internal sense of gender, 


which may be different from one's assigned sex, and which is consistently and uniformly asserted, or for which there 


is other evidence that the gender identity is sincerely held as part of the student's core identity." 
 


Gender identity of a student means the student's gender-related identity, appearance, or behavior  


as determined from the student's internal sense, whether or not that gender-related identity, 


appearance, or behavior is different from that traditionally associated with the student's 


physiology or assigned sex at birth. 


 


Gender expression means a student's gender-related appearance and behavior, whether 


stereotypically associated with the student's assigned sex at birth.  (Education Code 210.7) 


 


Gender transition refers to the process in which a student changes from living and identifying as 


the sex assigned to the student at birth to living and identifying as the sex that corresponds to the 


student's gender identity. 


 


Gender-nonconforming student means a student whose gender expression differs from  
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stereotypical expectations. 


 


Transgender student means a student whose gender identity is different from the gender assigned  


at birth. 


 


The district prohibits acts of verbal, nonverbal, or physical aggression, intimidation, or hostility 


that are based on sex, gender identity, or gender expression, or that have the purpose or effect of 


producing a negative impact on the student's academic performance or of creating an  


intimidating, hostile, or offensive educational environment, regardless of whether the acts are 


sexual in nature. Examples of the types of conduct which are prohibited in the district and which 


may constitute gender-based harassment include, but are not limited to: 


 


1. Refusing to address a student by a name and the pronouns consistent with the student’s 


gender identity 


 


2. Disciplining or disparaging a student or excluding the student from participating in 


activities for behavior or appearance that is consistent with the student’s gender identity or that 


does not conform to stereotypical notions of masculinity or femininity, as applicable 


 


3. Blocking a student's entry to the restroom that corresponds to the student’s gender 


identity 


 


4. Taunting a student because the student participates in an athletic activity more typically 


favored by a student of the other sex 


 


5. Revealing a student's transgender status to individuals who do not have a legitimate need 


for the information, without the student's consent 


 


6. Using gender-specific slurs 


 


7. Physically assaulting a student motivated by hostility toward the student because of the  


student’s gender, gender identity, or gender expression 


 


The district's uniform complaint procedures (AR 1312.3) or Title IX Sexual harassment 


procedures (AR 5145.71), as applicable, shall be used to report and resolve complaints alleging 


discrimination against transgender and gender-nonconforming students. 


 


Examples of bases for complaints include, but are not limited to, the above list, as well as 


improper rejection by the district of a student's asserted gender identity, denial of access to 


facilities that correspond with a student's gender identity, improper disclosure of a student's 


transgender status, discriminatory enforcement of a dress code, and other instances of gender-


based harassment.

NONDISCRIMINATION/HARASSMENT 


 


To ensure that transgender and gender-nonconforming students are afforded the same rights, 


benefits, and protections provided to all students by law and Board policy, the district shall 


address each situation on a case-by-case basis, in accordance with the following guidelines: 


 
Note: Timelines included in items #1-2 below may be modified to reflect district practice. 
 


1. Right to privacy:  A student's transgender or gender-nonconforming status is the 


student’s private information and the district shall only disclose the information to others with 


the student's prior written consent, except when the disclosure is otherwise required by law or  


when the district has compelling evidence that disclosure is necessary to preserve the student's 


physical or mental well-being.  In any case, the district shall only allow disclosure of a student's 


personally identifiable information to employees with a legitimate educational interest as 


determined by the district pursuant to 34 CFR 99.31. Any district employee to whom a student's 


transgender or gender-nonconforming status is disclosed shall keep the student's information 


confidential. When disclosure of a student's gender identity is made to a district employee by a 


student, the employee shall seek the student's permission to notify the compliance officer.  If the 


student refuses to give permission, the employee shall keep the student's information 


confidential, unless the employee is required to disclose or report the student's information 


pursuant to this administrative regulation, and shall inform the student that honoring the student's 


request may limit the district's ability to meet the student's needs related to the student’s status as 


a transgender or gender-nonconforming student. If the student permits the employee to notify the 


compliance officer, the employee shall do so within three school days. 


 


 As appropriate given the student's need for support, the compliance officer may discuss 


with the student any need to disclose the student's transgender or gender-nonconformity status or 


gender identity or gender expression to the student’s parents/guardians and/or others, including 


other students, teacher(s), or other adults on campus. The district shall offer support  


services, such as counseling, to students who wish to inform their parents/guardians of their 


status and desire assistance in doing so.

2. Determining a Student's Gender Identity:  The compliance officer shall accept the 


student's assertion of gender identity and begin to treat the student consistent with that gender  


identity unless district personnel present a credible and supportable basis for believing that the 


student's assertion is for an improper purpose. 


 


3. Addressing a Student's Transition Needs:  The compliance officer shall arrange a 


meeting with the student and, if appropriate, the student’s parents/guardians to identify and 


develop strategies for ensuring that the student's access to educational programs and activities is 


maintained. The meeting shall discuss the transgender or gender-nonconforming student's rights 


and how those rights may affect and be affected by the rights of other students and shall address 


specific subjects related to the student's access to facilities and to academic or educational

support programs, services, or activities, including, but not limited to, sports and other 


competitive endeavors. In addition, the compliance officer shall identify specific school site 


employee(s) to whom the student may report any problem related to the student’s status as a  


transgender or gender-nonconforming individual, so that prompt action can be taken to address 


it.  Alternatively, if appropriate and desired by the student, the school may form a support team 


for the student that will meet periodically to assess whether the arrangements for the student are 


meeting the student’s educational needs and providing equal access to programs and activities, 


educate appropriate staff about the student's transition, and serve as a resource to the student to 


better protect the student from gender-based discrimination. 


 
Note: Pursuant to Education Code 221.5, a district is required to permit a student to use facilities and participate in 


sex-segregated school programs and activities consistent with the student's gender identity, regardless of the gender 


listed on the student's educational records. Because Education Code 221.5 affords transgender students these rights, 


districts in California are not impacted by the February 22, 2017 action of the USDOE and U.S. Department of 


Justice to rescind earlier federal guidance which had indicated that, under Title IX, students must be allowed to use 


sex-segregated facilities in accordance with their gender identity. In implementing state law, districts may review 


recommended practices in the USDOE's Office of Elementary and Secondary Education's Examples of Policies and 


Emerging Practices for Supporting Transgender Students. For more information on the rights of transgender 


students, see CSBA's Updated Legal Guidance: Protecting Transgender and Gender Nonconforming Students 


Against Discrimination. 


 


4. Accessibility to Sex-Segregated Facilities, Programs, and Activities:  When the district 


maintains sex-segregated facilities, such as restrooms and locker rooms, or offers sex-segregated 


programs and activities, such as physical education classes, intermural sports, and interscholastic 


athletic programs, students shall be permitted to access facilities and participate in programs and 


activities consistent with their gender identity. To address any student's privacy concerns in 


using sex-segregated facilities, the district shall offer available options such as a gender-neutral 


or single-use restroom or changing area, a bathroom stall with a door, an area in the locker room 


separated by a curtain or screen, or use of the locker room before or after the other students. 


However, the district shall not require a student to utilize these  


options because the student is transgender or gender-nonconforming. In addition, a student shall 


be permitted to participate in accordance with the student’s gender identity in other 


circumstances where students are separated by gender, such as for class discussions, yearbook 


pictures, and field trips. A student's right to participate in a sex-segregated activity in accordance 


with the student’s gender identity shall not render invalid or inapplicable any other eligibility 


rule established for participation in the activity.

5. Student Records:  A student's legal name or gender as entered on the mandatory student 


record required pursuant to 5 CCR 432 shall only be changed with proper documentation. When 


a student presents government-issued documentation of a name and/or gender change or submits 


a request for a name and/or gender change through the process specified in Education Code  


49070, the district shall update the student's records. (Education Code 49062.5, 49070)

6. Names and Pronouns:  If a student so chooses, district personnel shall be required to 


address the student by a name and the pronouns consistent with the student’s gender identity, 


without the necessity of a court order or a change to the student’s official district record.   


However, inadvertent slips or honest mistakes by district personnel in the use of the student's 


name and/or consistent pronouns will, in general, not constitute a violation of this administrative 


regulation or the accompanying district policy. 


 


7. Uniforms/Dress Code:  A student has the right to dress in a manner consistent with the 


student’s gender identity, subject to any dress code adopted on a school site.

Board Policy 5145.7, Sexual Harassment, has been updated to include examples of 
actions to reinforce the district’s sexual harassment policy, consistent with New Law (AB 
34, 2019) which requires posting the sexual harassment policy on the district’s web site 
and New Law (AB 543, 2019) which requires displaying a poster and providing the 
sexual harassment policy in student orientations. The policy also reflects New Federal 
Regulations (85 Fed. Reg. 30026) which require that complaints of behavior that meet 
the federal definition of sexual harassment be addressed through the new Title IX 
complaint procedures. The title of the compliance officer has been changed to Title IX 
Coordinator throughout the policy pursuant to federal regulations. 


The Administrative Regulation has been updated to reflect New Federal Regulations (85 
Fed. Reg. 30026) which amend the process for resolving complaints of sexual 
harassment, including, but not limited to, requirements to designate a Title IX 
Coordinator and disseminate the Coordinator’s contact information. The regulation also 
reflects New Law (AB 543, 2019) which requires the district to create a poster notifying 
students of the district’s sexual harassment policy and to display the poster in specified 
locations, and requires the district to provide a copy of the policy to students as part of 
any orientation program for new and continuing students. The regulation reflects New 
Law (AB 34, 2019) which requires the district to post the district’s sexual harassment 
policy and the definition of sexual harassment in a prominent location on the district’s 
web site. 


I’ve highlighted the proposed changes and indicated the differences in red font.

SEXUAL HARASSMENT 


Cautionary Notice: The following administrative regulation reflects federal Title IX regulations added by 85 Fed. 


Reg. 30026, effective August 14, 2020, which establish a process for investigating and resolving allegations of 


conduct that meets the federal definition of sexual harassment. The federal regulations preempt any conflicting state 


law or regulations, but the interaction between federal and state law is not always clear. Districts should consult 


legal counsel if questions about a potential conflict arise. Districts should also note that 18 states, including 


California, have sued the U.S. Department of Education to stop the implementation of these regulations. A 


preliminary injunction seeking to postpone the effective date of the regulations and prohibit their enforcement is 


currently pending. If the court grants the injunction, portions of the following administrative regulation will not take 


effect. 


Note: Education Code 231.5 and 34 CFR 106.8 mandates the district to have written policies on sexual harassment. 


The following policy addresses harassment by and of students in the school setting. As part of this mandate, the 


district should also adopt a sexual harassment policy related to employees; see BP/AR 4119.11/4219.11/4319.11 - 


Sexual Harassment. 


Both federal law (Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972) (20 USC 1681-1688; 34 CFR 106.1-106.82) and 


state law (Education Code 220, 231.5) prohibit sexual harassment and require districts to establish procedures for 


the prompt and equitable resolution of sexual harassment complaints. Whether a complaint is addressed through the 


federal Title IX complaint procedures adopted pursuant to 34 CFR 106.44-106.45, as added by 85 Fed. Reg. 30026, 


or the state uniform complaint procedures adopted pursuant to 5 CCR 4600-4670 is dependent on whether the 


alleged conduct meets the more stringent federal definition or the state definition of sexual harassment. See the 


accompanying administrative regulation, BP/AR 1312.3 - Uniform Complaint Procedures, and AR 5145.71 - Title 


IX Sexual Harassment Complaint Procedures.  


 


A district can be held liable for civil damages for the sexual harassment of students pursuant to Title IX, if the 


district is found to have been "deliberately indifferent" in its response to known sexual harassment. Pursuant to 34 


CFR 106.30, a district is deliberately indifferent if its response to Title IX sexual harassment is clearly unreasonable 


in light of the known circumstances. 


In addition to filing a private civil lawsuit, an alleged victim of sexual harassment may file a complaint with the 


California Department of Education (CDE) and/or the U.S. Department of Education's Office for Civil Rights 


(OCR), the federal agency responsible for administrative enforcement of federal laws and regulations that prohibit 


discrimination in programs and activities that receive federal financial assistance from the U.S. Department of 


Education. 


The Governing Board is committed to maintaining a safe school environment that is free from 


harassment and discrimination.  The Board prohibits, sexual harassment of students at school or 


at school-sponsored or school-related activities, sexual harassment targeted at any student by 


anyone. The Board also prohibits retaliatory behavior or action against any person who reports, 


files a complaint or testifies about, or otherwise supports a complainant in alleging sexual 


harassment.

Note: 34 CFR 106.44, as added by 85 Fed. Reg. 30026, requires the district, when there is actual knowledge of 


sexual harassment in an education program or activity, to respond promptly in a manner that is not unreasonable in 


light of the known circumstances. 34 CFR 106.30, as added, defines "actual knowledge" as notice of sexual 


harassment or allegations of sexual harassment being submitted to the district's Title IX Coordinator, any official of 


the district who has authority to institute corrective measures, or any employee of an elementary or secondary 


school.  


 


It is important to note that a referral to law enforcement does not relieve a school district of its responsibility to 


investigate the complaint as a matter of sex discrimination. 
 


The district strongly encourages any students who feels that he/she is they are being or has have 


been sexually harassed on school grounds or at a school-sponsored or school-related activity by 


another student or an adult, or who have experienced off-campus sexual harassment that has a 


continuing effect on campus, to immediately contact his/her their teacher, the principal, the 


district’s Title IX Coordinator, or any other available school employee.  Any employee who 


receives a report or observes an incident of sexual harassment shall notify the principal or a 


district compliance officer Title IX Coordinator. 


 


Once notified, the Title IX Coordinator shall ensure the complaint is addressed through Title IX 


complaint procedures or uniform complaint procedures, as applicable, and shall offer supportive 


measures to the complainant.

Note: Education Code 234.6, as added by AB 34 (Ch. 282, Statutes of 2019), requires districts, beginning in the 


2020-21 school year, to post the district's written policy on sexual harassment in a prominent location on the 


district's web site in a manner that is easily accessible to parents/guardians and students.  


 


Education Code 231.6, as added by AB 543 (Ch. 428, Statutes of 2019), requires districts serving students in grades 


9-12 to create a poster that notifies students of the district's sexual harassment policy, and to display it prominently 


and conspicuously in each bathroom and locker room on campus. 


 


Education Code 231.5, as amended by AB 543, requires the district to provide a copy of the district's sexual 


harassment policy as part of any orientation program conducted for new and continuing students.  


 


Pursuant to 34 CFR 106.8, the district is required to notify students, parents/guardians, employees, and bargaining 


units of its policy to not discriminate on the basis of sex as well as its complaint procedures and processes, and to 


post this information in a prominent location on the district's web site and in student and staff handbooks.  


 


Requirements related to the dissemination of the district's sexual harassment policy and procedures and best 


practices for reinforcing the policy are addressed in the accompanying administrative regulation. 


 


Complaints regarding sexual harassment shall be investigated and resolved in accordance with  
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BP 5145.7 (c)

law and district procedures specified in AR 1312.3 - Uniform Complaint Procedures.  Principals 


are responsible for notifying students and parents/guardians that complaints of sexual harassment 


can be filed under AR 1312.3 and where to obtain a copy of the procedures.

The Superintendent or designee shall take appropriate actions to reinforce inform students and 


parents/guardians of the district's sexual harassment policy by disseminating it through 


parent/guardian notifications, publishing it on the district's web site, and including it in student 


and staff handbooks. All district staff shall be trained regarding the policy. 
  


Instruction/Information 


 


The Superintendent or designee shall ensure that all district students receive age-appropriate 


information on sexual harassment. Such instruction and information shall include: 


 


1. What acts and behavior constitute sexual harassment, including the fact that sexual 


harassment could occur between people of the same sex and could involve sexual violence 


 


2. A clear message that students do not have to endure sexual harassment under any 


circumstance 


 


3. Encouragement to report observed incidents of sexual harassment even where the alleged 


victim of the harassment has not complained 
 
Note: Where sexual harassment or violence occurs in the context of other possible rule violations, students may be 


reluctant to report sexual harassment or violence. For example, a student who is sexually harassed while away from 


school without permission may be reluctant to file a complaint if the student believes discipline will be imposed for 


the violation. As such, item #4 below clarifies that any other rule violation will be addressed separately from the 


sexual harassment complaint in order to encourage students to report the harassment. 
 


4. A clear message that student safety is the district's primary concern, and that any separate 


rule violation involving an alleged victim or any other person reporting a sexual harassment 


incident will be addressed separately and will not affect the manner in which the sexual 


harassment complaint will be received, investigated, or resolved 


 


5. A clear message that, regardless of a complainant's noncompliance with the writing, 


timeline, or other formal filing requirements, every sexual harassment allegation that involves a 


student, whether as the complainant, respondent, or victim of the harassment, shall be 


investigated and action shall be taken to respond to harassment, prevent recurrence, and address 


any continuing effect on students 


 


5 6. Information about the district's procedures for investigating complaints and the person(s) 


to whom a report of sexual harassment should be made 


 


6 7. Information about the rights of students and parents/guardians to file a civil or criminal 


complaint, as applicable, including the right to file a civil or criminal complaint while the district 


investigation of a sexual harassment complaint continues

8. A clear message that, when needed, the district will implement supportive measures to        


ensure a safe school environment for a student who is the complainant or victim of sexual  


harassment and/or other students during an investigation 


 


Disciplinary Actions 


 
Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48900.2, a student in grades 4-12 may be suspended and/or expelled from school 


for sexual harassment.  


 


Education Code 48915(c) requires the Superintendent or designee to recommend expulsion for any student, 


irrespective of grade, who commits sexual assault or battery as defined in the Penal Code. See AR 5144.1 - 


Suspension and Expulsion/Due Process. 
 


Upon completion of an investigation of a sexual harassment complaint, Aany student who found 


to have engagesd in sexual harassment or sexual violence at school or at a school-sponsored or 


school-related activity is in violation of this policy and shall be subject to disciplinary action.  


For students in grades 4-12, disciplinary action may include suspension and/or expulsion, 


provided that, in imposing such discipline, the entire circumstances of the incident(s) shall be 


taken into account.

Reg. 30026, effective August 14, 2020, which establish a process for investigating and resolving allegations of 


conduct that meets the federal definition of sexual harassment. However, in June 2020, two motions for a 


preliminary injunction were filed seeking to postpone the effective date of the regulations and prohibit their 


enforcement. If the court issues an injunction, portions of this administrative regulation reflecting the Title IX 


regulations will not be in effect. CSBA will notify districts when the court issues its decision.  


 


Districts are also cautioned that the federal regulations preempt any conflicting state law or regulations, but the 


interaction between federal and state law is not always clear. Districts should consult legal counsel if questions arise. 


Note: Education Code 231.5 and Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972 (20 USC 1681-1688; 34 CFR 


106.1-106.82) prohibit discrimination based on sex, including sexual harassment, and mandate that the district adopt 


and publish complaint procedures. Also see AR 5145.71 - Title IX Sexual Harassment Complaint Procedures. 


Title IX Coordinator 


Note: Pursuant to 34 CFR 106.8, districts that receive federal financial assistance are mandated to designate an 


employee to ensure district compliance with Title IX and its implementing regulations. The following paragraph 


specifies that the Title IX Coordinator will be the same person(s) designated to serve as the compliance officer(s) for 


the district's uniform complaint procedures pursuant to AR 1312.3 - Uniform Complaint Procedures. Districts may 


modify this regulation to designate separate district employees to serve these functions. 


The district designates the following individual(s) as the responsible employee(s) to coordinate 


its efforts to comply with Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972 and California 


Education Code 234.1, as well as to investigate and resolve sexual harassment complaints under 


AR 1312.3 - Uniform Complaint Procedures.  The coordinator/compliance officer(s) Title IX

The district shall notify students, parents/guardians, employees, bargaining units, and applicants 


for employment of the name or title, office address, email address, and telephone number of the 


district’s Title IX Coordinator. (34 CFR 106.8) 


 


Prohibited Conduct 


 
Note: Education Code 212.5 defines sexual harassment as any unwelcome sexual advance, request for sexual favors, 


and other verbal, visual, or physical conduct of a sexual nature, made by someone in the educational setting. For 


purposes of suspension and expulsion, Education Code 48900.2 defines sexual harassment as conduct, when 


considered from the perspective of a reasonable person of the same gender as the victim, that is sufficiently severe 


or pervasive as to have a negative impact upon the victim's academic performance or to create an intimidating, 


hostile, or offensive educational environment for the victim; see AR 5144.1 - Suspension and Expulsion/Due  
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AR 5145.7 (b) 


SEXUAL HARASSMENT (continued) 


Process. Conduct that meets the federal definition of sexual harassment in 34 CFR 106.30 (i.e., (1) a district 


employee conditioning the provision of a district aid, benefit, or service on an individual's participation in 


unwelcome sexual conduct; (2) unwelcome conduct determined by a reasonable person to be so severe, pervasive, 


and objectively offensive that it effectively denies a person equal access to the district's education program or 


activity; or (3) sexual assault, dating violence, domestic violence, or stalking as defined in 20 USC 1092 and 34 


USC 12291) requires investigation and resolution through Title IX regulations; see AR 5145.71 - Title IX Sexual 


Harassment Complaint Procedures. 
 


Prohibited sexual harassment includes, but is not limited to, unwelcome sexual advances, 


unwanted requests for sexual favors, or other unwanted verbal, visual, or physical conduct of a 


sexual nature made against another person of the same or opposite sex in the educational setting, 


under any of the following conditions: (Education Code 212.5; 5 CCR 4916) 


 


1. Submission to the conduct is explicitly or implicitly made a term or condition of a 


student's academic status or progress. 


 


2. Submission to or rejection of the conduct by a student is used as the basis for academic 


decisions affecting the student. 


 


3. The conduct has the purpose or effect of having a negative impact on the student's 


academic performance or of creating an intimidating, hostile, or offensive educational 


environment. 


 


4. Submission to or rejection of the conduct by the student is used as the basis for any 


decision affecting the student regarding benefits and services, honors, programs, or activities 


available at or through any district program or activity. 


 
(cf. 5131 - Conduct) 


(cf. 5131.2 - Bullying) 


(cf. 5137 - Positive School Climate) 


(cf. 5145.3 - Nondiscrimination/Harassment) 


(cf. 6142.1 - Sexual Health and HIV/AIDS Prevention Instruction) 


 


Note: The following list contains common examples of sexual harassment from the OCR January 2001 Revised 


Sexual Harassment Guidance, and definitions specified in 5 CCR 4916. 


 


Examples of types of conduct which are prohibited in the district and which may constitute 


sexual harassment include, but are not limited to: 


 


1. Unwelcome leering, sexual flirtations, or propositions 


 


2. Unwelcome sexual slurs, epithets, threats, verbal abuse, derogatory comments, or 


sexually degrading descriptions 


 


3. Graphic verbal comments about an individual's body or overly personal conversation 


 


4. Sexual jokes, derogatory posters, notes, stories, cartoons, drawings, pictures, obscene

gestures, or computer-generated images of a sexual nature 


 


5. Spreading sexual rumors 


 


6. Teasing or sexual remarks about students enrolled in a predominantly single-sex class 


 


7. Massaging, grabbing, fondling, stroking, or brushing the body 


 


8. Touching an individual's body or clothes in a sexual way 
 


9. Impeding or blocking movements or any physical interference with school activities 


when directed at an individual on the basis of sex 


 


10. Displaying sexually suggestive objects 


 


11. Sexual assault, sexual battery, or sexual coercion 


 


12. Electronic communications containing comments, words, or images described above 


 


Any prohibited conduct that occurs off campus or outside of school-related or school-sponsored 


programs or activities will be regarded as sexual harassment in violation of district policy if it 


has a continuing effect on or creates a hostile school environment for the complainant or victim 


of the conduct. 


 


Notifications  


 


A copy of the district's sexual harassment policy and regulation shall:  


 


1. Be included in the notifications that are sent to parents/guardians at the beginning of each 


school year (Education Code 48980; 5 CCR 4917) 


 


(cf. 5145.6 - Parental Notifications)  


 


2. Be displayed in a prominent location in the main administrative building or other area where 


notices of district rules, regulations, procedures, and standards of conduct are posted 


(Education Code 231.5) 


 
Note: Education Code 231.6, as added by AB 543 (Ch. 428, Statutes of 2019), requires districts serving students in 


grades 9-12 to create a poster that notifies students of the district's sexual harassment policy, and to display it, as 


specified below. The district may partner with local, state, or federal agencies, or nonprofit organizations, for the 


purposes of the design and content of the poster. 
 


3. Be summarized on a poster which shall be prominently and conspicuously displayed in each 


bathroom and locker room at each school. The poster may be displayed in public areas that are 


accessible to and frequented by students, including, but not limited to, classrooms, hallways, 


gymnasiums, auditoriums, and cafeterias. The poster shall display the rules and procedures for  
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AR 5145.7 (d)

reporting a charge of sexual harassment; the name, phone number, and email address of an 


appropriate school employee to contact to report a charge of sexual harassment; the rights of the 


reporting student, the complainant, and the respondent; and the responsibilities of the school. 


(Education Code 231.6) 


 
Note: Education Code 234.6, as added by AB 34 (Ch. 282, Statutes of 2019), requires districts, beginning in the 


2020-21 school year, to post on the district's web site the district's written policy on sexual harassment as well as 


other state and federal law requirements, in the manner specified below. 34 CFR 106.8 also requires districts that 


have web sites to prominently display the contact information for the Title IX Coordinator and the district's 


nondiscrimination policy on its web site. 


 


4.  Be posted in a prominent location on the district's web site in a manner that is easily 


accessible to parents/guardians and students. This shall include the name or title, office address, 


email address, and telephone number of the employee(s) designated as the district's Title IX  


Coordinator. (Education Code 234.6; 34 CFR 106.8)  


 
(cf. 1113 - District and School Web Sites)  


(cf. 1114 - District-Sponsored Social Media) 
 


Note: Education Code 231.5, as amended by AB 543, requires the district to provide a copy of the district's sexual 


harassment policy as part of any orientation program conducted for new and continuing students. 


 


5. Be provided as part of any orientation program conducted for new and continuing 


students at the beginning of each quarter, semester, or summer session (Education Code 231.5) 


 


6. Appear in any school or district publication that sets forth the school’s or district’s 


comprehensive rules, regulations, procedures, and standards of conduct (Education Code 231.5) 


 


7. Be included in any handbook provided to students, parents/guardians, employees, or 


employee organizations (34 CFR 106.8) 
 


Reporting Complaints Process and Complaint Investigation and Resolution 


 


Any student or parent/guardian who believes that he/she the student has been subjected to sexual 


harassment by another student, an employee, or a third party or who has witnessed sexual 


harassment is strongly encouraged to report the incident to his/her a teacher, the principal, the 


district’s Title IX Coordinator, or any other available school employee.  Within one school day 


of receiving such a report, the principal or other school employee shall forward the report to the 


principal or the district's compliance officer identified in AR 1312.3 Title IX Coordinator.  In 


addition, any Any school employee who observes an incident of sexual harassment involving a 


student shall, within one school day, report his/her the observation to the principal or a district 


compliance officer. Title IX Coordinator, regardless of The employee shall take these actions, 


whether or not the alleged victim files a formal complaint. 


(cf.5141.4 – Child Abuse Prevention and Reporting) 
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AR 5145.7 (e) 


SEXUAL HARASSMENT (continued)  


 


In any case of sexual harassment involving the principal, compliance officer, or any other person 


to whom the incident would ordinarily be reported or filed, the report may instead be submitted 


the Superintendent or designee. 


 
(cf. 5141.4 - Child Abuse Prevention and Reporting) 


 


When a report or complaint of sexual harassment involves off-campus conduct, the Title IX 


Coordinator shall assess whether the conduct may create or contribute to the creation of a hostile 


school environment. If the Title IX Coordinator determines that a hostile environment may be 


created, the complaint shall be investigated and resolved in the same manner as if the prohibited 


conduct occurred at school. 


 


When a verbal or informal report of sexual harassment is submitted, the principal or compliance 


officer Title IX Coordinator shall inform the student or parent/guardian of the right to file a formal 


written complaint in accordance with the applicable district's uniform complaint procedures. 


 


Complaint Procedures 


 


All complaints of sexual harassment by and against students shall be investigated and resolved in 


accordance with law and district procedures. The Title IX Coordinator shall review the allegations  


to determine the applicable procedure for responding to the complaint. All complaints that meet 


the definition of sexual harassment under Title IX shall be investigated and resolved in accordance 


with AR 5145.71 -  Title IX Sexual Harassment Complaint Procedures. Other sexual harassment 


complaints shall be investigated and resolved pursuant to AR 1312.3 – Uniform Complaint 


Procedures. 


 


If a complaint of sexual harassment is initially submitted to the principal, he/she shall, within two 


school days, forward the report to the compliance officer to initiate investigation of the complaint.  


The compliance officer shall contact the complainant and investigate and resolve the  


complaint in accordance with law and district procedures specified in AR 1312.3. 


 


Confidentiality 


 


All complaints and allegations of sexual harassment shall be kept confidential except as 


necessary to carry out the investigation or take other subsequent necessary action.  (5 CCR 4964) 


 


However, when a complainant or victim of sexual harassment notifies the district of the 


harassment but requests confidentiality, the compliance officer shall inform him/her that the 


request may limit the district's ability to investigate the harassment or take other necessary 


action. When honoring a request for confidentiality, the district will nevertheless take all 


reasonable steps to investigate and respond to the complaint consistent with the request. 


 


When a complainant or victim of sexual harassment notifies the district of the harassment but 


requests that the district not pursue an investigation, the district will determine whether or not it

can honor such a request while still providing a safe and nondiscriminatory environment for all  


students.

Response Pending Investigation 


 


When an incident of sexual harassment is reported, the principal or designee, in consultation with 


the compliance officer, shall determine whether interim measures are necessary pending the 


results of the investigation. The principal/designee or compliance officer shall take immediate 


measures necessary to stop the harassment and protect students and/or ensure their access to the  


educational program. Such measures may include placing the individuals involved in separate 


classes or transferring a student to a class taught by a different teacher, in accordance with law 


and Board policy.  The school should notify the individual who was harassed of his/her options 


to avoid contact with the alleged harasser and allow the complainant to change academic and 


extracurricular arrangements as appropriate. The school should also ensure that the complainant 


is aware of the resources and assistance, such as counseling, that are available to him/her.  As 


appropriate, such actions shall be considered even when a student chooses to not file a formal 


complaint or the sexual harassment occurs off school grounds or outside school-sponsored or 


school-related programs or activities. 
 


Notifications

1. Be included in the notifications that are sent to parents/guardians at the beginning of each

New Administrative Regulation, AR 5145.71, reflects New Federal Regulations (85 Fed. 
Reg. 30026) which establish a Title IX complaint procedure for addressing complaints of 
behavior that meet the federal definition of sexual harassment. The regulation describes 
the types of behavior subject to these complaint procedures, the process for filing a 
complaint with the Title IX Coordinator, the offer of supportive measures to the 
complainant, the option for the parties to participate in an informal resolution process, 
required notifications, the investigation process, issuance of a written decision, the right 
to appeal the decision, and the requirement to maintain records of sexual harassment 
complaints and training materials for seven years. 


Recommended Action: Approve New AR 5145.71, Sexual Harassment Complaint 
Procedures 
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Students AR 5145.71(a) 


 


TITLE IX SEXUAL HARASSMENT COMPLAINT PROCEDURES 


 
Cautionary Notice: The following administrative regulation reflects federal Title IX regulations added by 85 


Fed. Reg. 30026, effective August 14, 2020, which establish a process for investigating and resolving 


allegations of conduct that meets the federal definition of sexual harassment. The federal regulations preempt 


any conflicting state law or regulations, but the interaction between federal and state law is not always clear. 


Districts should consult legal counsel if questions about a potential conflict arise. Districts should also note 


that 18 states, including California, have sued the U.S. Department of Education to stop the implementation 


of these regulations. A preliminary injunction seeking to postpone the effective date of the regulations and 


prohibit their enforcement is currently pending. If the court grants the injunction, the following administrative 


regulation will not take effect. 


 


Note: Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972 (20 USC 1681-1688; 34 CFR 106.1-106.82) prohibits 


discrimination based on sex, including sexual harassment, and mandates that the district adopt and publish 


complaint procedures.  


 


The following administrative regulation reflects the Title IX complaint procedure detailed in 34 CFR 106.44-


106.45, as added by 85 Fed. Reg. 30026, which must be used, effective August 14, 2020, to address any 


complaint of sexual harassment that meets the definition in 34 CFR 106.30. Pursuant to 34 CFR 106.30, 


allegations of sexual harassment governed by these regulations include (1) a district employee conditioning the 


provision of a district aid, benefit, or service on an individual's participation in unwelcome sexual conduct; (2) 


unwelcome conduct determined by a reasonable person to be so severe, pervasive, and objectively offensive 


that it effectively denies a person equal access to the district's education program or activity; or (3) sexual 


assault, dating violence, domestic violence, or stalking as defined in 20 USC 1092 and 34 USC 12291. Alleged 


sexual harassment that does not meet this definition should be addressed through the district's uniform 


complaint procedures (UCP); see BP/AR 1312.3 - Uniform Complaint Procedures.  


 


34 CFR 106.44 requires the district, when there is actual knowledge of sexual harassment in an education 


program or activity, to respond promptly in a manner that is not deliberately indifferent. 34 CFR 106.30 defines 


"actual knowledge" as notice of sexual harassment or allegations of sexual harassment being submitted to the 


district's Title IX Coordinator, any official of the district who has authority to institute corrective measures, or 


any employee of the district. A district is deliberately indifferent only if its response to Title IX sexual 


harassment is clearly unreasonable in light of the known circumstances.  


 


Application of the Title IX complaint procedures to the facts of a specific complaint may implicate complicated 


questions about the intersection of state law, federal law, and, in cases involving employees, the applicable 


collective bargaining agreement. Districts with questions about specific complaints are strongly encouraged to 


consult legal counsel.  


 


See BP/AR 5145.7 - Sexual Harassment for information about prohibited conduct, student instruction, 


required notifications, and processes for reporting sexual harassment. 


 


The complaint procedures described in this administrative regulation shall be used to address 


any complaint governed by Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972 alleging that a 


student was subjected to one or more of the following forms of sexual harassment: (34 CFR 


106.30) 


 


1. A district employee conditioning the provision of a district aid, benefit, or service on 


the student's participation in unwelcome sexual conduct 


 


2. Unwelcome conduct determined by a reasonable person to be so severe, pervasive, and 


objectively offensive that it effectively denies a student equal access to the district's 


education program or activity 


 


3. Sexual assault, dating violence, domestic violence, or stalking as defined in 20 USC 2







1092 or 34 USC 12291 


 


All other sexual harassment complaints shall be investigated and responded to pursuant to AR 


1312.3 - Uniform Complaint Procedures. 


 
(cf. 1312.3 - Uniform Complaint Procedures) 


 


A report of sexual harassment shall be submitted directly to or forwarded to the district's Title 


IX Coordinator using the contact information listed in AR 5145.7 - Sexual Harassment. 


 
(cf. 5145.7 - Sexual Harassment) 


 


Upon receiving such a report, the Title IX Coordinator shall inform the complainant of the 


process for filing a formal complaint. 


 
Note: Given the district's duty pursuant to 34 CFR 106.44 to respond to reports of sexual harassment in a manner 


that is not deliberately indifferent, the Title IX Coordinator should file a complaint in certain situations even when 


the victim chooses not to do so, including, but not limited to, when a safety threat exists. In such cases, the alleged 


victim is not a party to the case, but will receive notices as required by the Title IX regulations at specific points 


in the complaint process. 
 


Even if the alleged victim chooses not to file a formal complaint, the Title IX Coordinator shall 


file a formal complaint in situations in which a safety threat exists.  In addition, the Title IX 


Coordinator may file a formal complaint in other situations as permitted under the Title IX 


regulations. In such cases, the alleged victim is not a party to the case, but will receive notices 


as required by the Title IX regulations at specific points in the complaint process. 
 


A formal complaint, with the complainant's physical or digital signature, may be filed with the 


Title IX Coordinator in person, by mail, by email, or by any other method authorized by the 


district. (34 CFR 106.30) 


 


The Superintendent or designee shall ensure that the Title IX Coordinator, investigator, 


decision-maker, or a facilitator of an informal resolution process does not have a conflict of 


interest or bias for or against complainants or respondents generally or an individual 


complainant or respondent, and that such persons receive training in accordance with 34 CFR 


106.45. (34 CFR 106.45) 


 


Supportive Measures 


 


Upon receipt of a report of Title IX sexual harassment, even if a formal complaint is not filed, 


the Title IX Coordinator shall promptly contact the complainant to discuss the availability of 


supportive measures which are nondisciplinary, nonpunitive, and do not unreasonably burden 


the other party. Such measures may include, but are not limited to, counseling, course-related 


adjustments, modifications of class schedules, mutual restrictions on contact, increased 


security, and monitoring of certain areas of the campus. The Title IX Coordinator shall consider 


the complainant's wishes with respect to supportive measures. (34 CFR 106.30, 106.44) 


 


Emergency Removal from School 


 
Note: Pursuant to Education Code 48900.2, a student in grades 4-12 may be suspended and/or expelled from 


school for sexual harassment. Districts should also note that Education Code 48915(c) requires the 


Superintendent or designee to recommend expulsion for any student, irrespective of grade, who commits sexual 


assault or battery as defined in the Penal Code. See AR 5144.1 - Suspension and Expulsion/Due Process.  
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34 CFR 106.44 allows a student to be removed in emergency situations as described below, but requires that a 


student should not be "disciplined" prior to a finding being made pursuant to the grievance process established by 


34 CFR 106.45. Due to this inconsistency in state and federal law, districts are advised to consult legal counsel as 


to the manner of imposing an emergency removal. 


 


On an emergency basis, the district may remove a student from the district's education program 


or activity, provided that the district conducts an individualized safety and risk analysis, 


determines that removal is justified due to an immediate threat to the physical  health or safety 


of any student or other individual arising from the allegations, and provides the student with 


notice and an opportunity to challenge the decision immediately following the removal. This 


authority to remove a student does not modify a student's rights under the Individuals with 


Disabilities Education Act or Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973. (34 CFR 106.44) 


 


If a district employee is the respondent, the employee may be placed on administrative leave 


during the pendency of the formal complaint process. (34 CFR 106.44) 


 


Dismissal of Complaint 


 


The Title IX Coordinator shall dismiss a formal complaint if the alleged conduct would not 


constitute sexual harassment as defined in 34 CFR 106.30 even if proved. The Title IX 


Coordinator shall also dismiss any complaint that did not occur in the district's education 


program or activity or did not occur against a person in the United States, and may dismiss a 


formal complaint if the complainant notifies the district in writing that the complainant 


would like to withdraw the complaint or any allegations in the complaint, the respondent is no 


longer enrolled or employed by the district, or sufficient circumstances prevent the district 


from gathering evidence sufficient to reach a determination with regard to the complaint. (34 


CFR 106.45) 


 


Upon dismissal, the Title IX Coordinator shall promptly, and simultaneously to the parties, 


send written notice of the dismissal and the reasons for the dismissal. (34 CFR 106.45) 


 


If a complaint is dismissed on the grounds that the alleged conduct does not constitute sexual 


harassment as defined in 34 CFR 106.30, the conduct may still be addressed pursuant to BP/AR 


1312.3 - Uniform Complaint Procedures as applicable. 


 


Informal Resolution Process 


 


When a formal complaint of sexual harassment is filed, the district may offer an informal 


resolution process, such as mediation, at any time prior to reaching a determination regarding 


responsibility. The district shall not require a party to participate in the informal resolution 


process or to waive the right to an investigation and adjudication of a formal complaint. (34 


CFR 106.45) 


 


The district may facilitate an informal resolution process provided that the district: (34 CFR 


106.45) 


 


1. Provides the parties with written notice disclosing the allegations, the requirements of 


the informal resolution process, the right to withdraw from the informal process and 


resume the formal complaint process, and any consequences resulting from 


participating in the informal resolution process, including that records will be 


maintained or could be shared. 
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2. Obtains the parties' voluntary, written consent to the informal resolution process 


 


3. Does not offer or facilitate an informal resolution process to resolve allegations that an 


employee sexually harassed a student 


 


Formal Complaint Process 


 


If a formal complaint is filed, the Title IX Coordinator shall provide the known parties with 


written notice of the following: (34 CFR 106.45) 


 


1. The district's complaint process, including any informal resolution process 
 


2. The allegations potentially constituting sexual harassment with sufficient details 


known at the time, including the identity of parties involved in the incident if known, 


the conduct allegedly constituting sexual harassment, and the date and location of the 


alleged incident if known. Such notice shall be provided with sufficient time for the 


parties to prepare a response before any initial interview. 


 


If, during the course of the investigation, the district investigates allegations about the 


complainant or respondent that are not included in the initial notice, the Title IX 


Coordinator shall provide notice of the additional allegations to the parties. 


 


3. A statement that the respondent is presumed not responsible for the alleged conduct 


and that a determination regarding responsibility is made at the conclusion of the 


complaint process 


 


4. The opportunity for the parties to have an advisor of their choice who may be, but is 


not required to be, an attorney, and the ability to inspect and review evidence 


 


5. The prohibition against knowingly making false statements or knowingly submitting 


false information during the complaint process 


 
Note: The following paragraph is optional. Although not required by law, a best practice is to provide notice to 


the parties of the name of the investigator, facilitator, and decision-maker in order to give the parties an 


opportunity to raise concerns of conflict of interest or bias as prohibited by 34 CFR 106.45. 
 


The above notice shall also include the name of the investigator, facilitator of an informal 


process, and decision-maker and shall provide either party with no less than three calendar 


days to raise concerns of conflict of interest or bias regarding any of these persons. 


 
Note: Pursuant to 34 CFR 106.45, when investigating a formal complaint, the burden of proof rests on the district 


and not on the parties. However, the district must obtain the party's voluntary, written consent to access, consider, 


disclose, or otherwise use a party's records that are maintained by a physician, psychiatrist, psychologist, or other 


recognized professional or paraprofessional, which are made and maintained in connection with the provision of 


treatment to the party. 


 


34 CFR 106.45 authorizes, but does not require, the district to conduct a live hearing at which each party's advisor 


may ask the other party and any witnesses all relevant questions and follow-up questions. If the district chooses 


to include such a hearing as a component of its complaint procedure, the following list should be modified to 


include requirements for the hearing in accordance with 34 CFR 106.45. 
 


During the investigation process, the district shall: (34 CFR 106.45) 
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1. Provide an equal opportunity for the parties to present witnesses, including fact and 


expert witnesses, and other inculpatory and exculpatory evidence 


 


2. Not restrict the ability of either party to discuss the allegations under investigation or 


to gather and present relevant evidence 


 


3. Provide the parties with the same opportunities to have others present during any 


grievance proceeding, including the opportunity to be accompanied to any related 


meeting or proceeding by the advisor of their choice, who may be, but is not required 


to be, an attorney 


 


4. Not limit the choice or presence of an advisor for either the complainant or respondent 


in any meeting or grievance proceeding, although the district may establish restrictions 


regarding the extent to which the advisor may participate in the proceedings as long as 


the restrictions apply equally to both parties 
 


5. Provide, to a party whose participation is invited or expected, written notice of the date, 


time, location, participants, and purpose of all investigative interviews or other 


meetings, with sufficient time for the party to prepare to participate 


 


6. Send in an electronic format or hard copy to both parties and their advisors, if any, the 


evidence that is directly related to the allegations raised in the complaint, and provide 


the parties at least 10 days to submit a written response for the investigator to consider 


prior to the completion of the investigative report 


 


7. Objectively evaluate all relevant evidence, including both inculpatory and exculpatory 


evidence, and determine credibility in a manner that is not based on a person's status as 


a complainant, respondent, or witness 


 


8. Create an investigative report that fairly summarizes relevant evidence and, at least  10 


days prior to the determination of responsibility, send to the parties and their advisors, 


if any, the investigative report in an electronic format or a hard copy, for their review 


and written response 


 


9. After sending the investigative report to the parties and before reaching a determination 


regarding responsibility, afford each party the opportunity to submit written, relevant 


questions that the party wants asked of any party or witness, provide each party with 


the answers, and allow for additional, limited follow-up questions from each party 


 


Questions and evidence about the complainant's sexual predisposition or prior sexual 


behavior are not relevant, unless such questions and evidence are offered to prove that 


someone other than the respondent committed the conduct alleged by the complainant 


or if the questions and evidence concern specific incidents of the complainant's prior 


sexual behavior with respect to the respondent and are offered to prove consent. 


 


Privacy rights of all parties to the complaint shall be maintained in accordance with applicable 


state and federal laws. 


 
Note: Districts with questions about the application of a collective bargaining agreement in the context of a Title 


IX investigation should consult legal counsel. 
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If the complaint is against an employee, rights conferred under an applicable collective 


bargaining agreement shall be applied to the extent they do not conflict with the Title IX 


requirements. 


 


Written Decision 


 
Note: Pursuant to 34 CFR 106.45, the person designated as the decision-maker of the determination of 


responsibility cannot be the same person designated as the Title IX Coordinator, an investigator, or the person who 


considers appeals. The following paragraph may be revised to reflect the position designated by the district to 


provide a written determination of responsibility. While designation decisions will depend on the size of the district, 


a best practice is to designate an upper-level administrator as the decision-maker and designate the Superintendent 


as the person to consider appeals. 


 


The Superintendent shall designate an employee as the decision-maker to determine 


responsibility for the alleged conduct, who shall not be the Title IX Coordinator or a person 


involved in the investigation of the matter. (34 CFR 106.45) 
 


The decision-maker shall issue, and simultaneously provide to both parties, a written decision 


as to whether the respondent is responsible for the alleged conduct. (34 CFR 106.45) 


 
Note: 34 CFR 106.45 requires that the district's complaint process include a "reasonably prompt" timeframe for 


concluding the complaint process, but does not specify the number of days within which the final decision must 


be issued. The following paragraph specifies a 45-day period so that, in the event it is determined that the alleged 


conduct does not meet the definition of sexual harassment pursuant to Title IX regulations, there will be time for 


the district to complete the resolution of the complaint through uniform complaint procedures within the required 


60-day period for that process. Districts may revise the following paragraph to include a different timeline as long 


as it would satisfy the requirement to act promptly. 
 


The written decision shall be issued within 45 calendar days of the receipt of the complaint. 


 


The timeline may be temporarily extended for good cause with written notice to the 


complainant and respondent of the extension and the reasons for the action. (34 CFR 106.45) 


 
Note: 34 CFR 106.45 mandates that the district's complaint procedures state whether the district's determination 


of responsibility will be based on a "preponderance of evidence" standard or "clear and convincing evidence" 


standard. The following paragraph reflects the "preponderance of evidence" standard, which is a less stringent 


standard to prove misconduct, and should be revised if the district chooses to use a "clear and convincing 


evidence" standard. The standard selected by the district must be applied uniformly for all Title IX sexual 


harassment complaints. The district should consult with legal counsel in determining which standard to use. 
 


In making this determination, the district shall use the "preponderance of the evidence" 


standard for all formal complaints of sexual harassment. The same standard of evidence shall 


be used for formal complaints against students as for complaints against employees. (34 CFR 


106.45) 


 


The written decision shall include the following: (34 CFR 106.45) 


 


1. Identification of the allegations potentially constituting sexual harassment as defined 


in 34 CFR 106.30 


 


2. A description of the procedural steps taken from receipt of the formal complaint 


through the written decision, including any notifications to the parties, interviews with 


parties and witnesses, site visits, methods used to gather other evidence, and hearings 


held if the district includes hearings as part of the grievance process 7







 


3. Findings of fact supporting the determination 


 


4. Conclusions regarding the application of the district's code of conduct to the facts 


 


5. A statement of, and rationale for, the result as to each allegation, including a decision 


regarding responsibility, any disciplinary sanctions the district imposes on the 


respondent, and whether remedies designed to restore or preserve equal access to the 


district's educational program or activity will be provided by the district to the 


complainant 


 


6. The district's procedures and permissible bases for the complainant and respondent to 


appeal 


 


Appeals 


 
Note: 34 CFR 106.45 allows either the complainant or respondent to appeal the district's decision. The district 


may revise the following section to reflect applicable timelines established by the district.  


 


The following section should also be revised to identify the person who has been designated as the decision-


maker(s) for the appeal. Pursuant to 34 CFR 106.45, the decision-maker for the appeal cannot be the same person 


as the decision maker that reached the determination regarding responsibility or dismissal, the investigator(s), or 


the Title IX Coordinator. 
 


Either party may appeal the district's decision or dismissal of a formal complaint or any 


allegation in the complaint, if the party believes that a procedural irregularity affected the 


outcome, new evidence is available that could affect the outcome, or a conflict of interest or 


bias by the Title IX Coordinator, investigator(s), or decision-maker(s) affected the outcome. If 


an appeal is filed, the district shall: (34 CFR 106.45) 
 


1. Notify the other party in writing when an appeal is filed and implement appeal 


procedures equally for both parties 


 


2. Ensure that the decision-maker(s) for the appeal is trained in accordance with 34 CFR 


106.45 and is not the same decision-maker(s) who reached the determination 


regarding responsibility or dismissal, the investigator(s), or the Title IX Coordinator 


 


3. Give both parties a reasonable, equal opportunity to submit a written statement in 


support of, or challenging, the outcome 


 


4. Issue a written decision describing the result of the appeal and the rationale for the 


result 


 


5. Provide the written decision simultaneously to both parties 


 


An appeal must be filed in writing within 10 calendar days of receiving the determination, 


stating the grounds for the appeal and including any relevant documentation in support of the 


appeal. Appeals submitted after this deadline are not timely and shall not be considered. Either 


party has the right to file a complaint with the U.S. Department of Education's Office for Civil 


Rights. 


 


A written decision shall be provided to the parties within 20 calendar days from the receipt of 8







the appeal. 


 


Remedies 


 
Note: 34 CFR 106.45 mandates that the district's Title IX complaint process list, or describe the range of, possible 


remedies that the district may implement following any determination of responsibility. The following section 


may be revised to reflect district practice. 


 


When a determination of responsibility for sexual harassment has been made against the 


respondent, the district shall provide remedies to the complainant. Such remedies may include 


the same individualized services described above in the section "Supportive Measures," but 


need not be nondisciplinary or nonpunitive and need not avoid burdening the respondent. (34 


CFR 106.45) 


 


Corrective/Disciplinary Actions 


 


The district shall not impose any disciplinary sanctions or other actions against a respondent, 


other than supportive measures as described above in the section "Supportive Measures," until 


the complaint procedure has been completed and a determination of responsibility has been 


made. (34 CFR 106.44) 


 


For students in grades 4-12, discipline for sexual harassment may include suspension and/or 


expulsion. After the completion of the complaint procedure, if it is determined that a student 


at any grade level has committed sexual assault or sexual battery at school or at a school activity 


off school grounds, the principal or Superintendent shall immediately suspend the student and 


shall recommend expulsion. (Education Code 48900.2, 48915) 


 
(cf. 5144 - Discipline) 


(cf. 5144.1 - Suspension and Expulsion/Due Process) 


 


Other actions that may be taken with a student who is determined to be responsible for sexual 


harassment include, but are not limited to: 


 


1. Transfer from a class or school as permitted by law 


 


2. Parent/guardian conference 


 


3. Education of the student regarding the impact of the conduct on others 


 


4. Positive behavior support 


 


5. Referral of the student to a student success team 


 
(cf. 6164.5 - Student Success Teams) 


 


6. Denial of participation in extracurricular or cocurricular activities or other privileges 


as permitted by law 


 
(cf. 6145 - Extracurricular and Cocurricular Activities) 


 


When an employee is found to have committed sexual harassment or retaliation, the district 


shall take appropriate disciplinary action, up to and including dismissal, in accordance with 9







applicable law and collective bargaining agreement. 


 
(cf. 4117.7/4317.7 - Employment Status Report) 


(cf. 4118 - Dismissal/Suspension/Disciplinary Action) 


(cf. 4119.11/4219.11/4319.11 - Sexual Harassment) 


(cf. 4218 - Dismissal/Suspension/Disciplinary Action) 


 


Record-Keeping 


 


The Superintendent or designee shall maintain for a period of seven years a record of all 


reported cases and Title IX investigations of sexual harassment, any determinations of 


responsibility, any audio or audiovisual recording and transcript if applicable, any disciplinary 


sanctions imposed, any remedies provided to the complainant, any appeal or informal 


resolution and the results therefrom, and responses made pursuant to 34 CFR 106.44. (34 CFR 


106.45) 
 


The Superintendent or designee shall also maintain for a period of seven years all materials 


used to train the Title IX Coordinator, investigator(s), decision-maker(s), and any person who 


facilitates an informal resolution process. The district shall make such training materials 


publicly available on its web site, or if the district does not maintain a web site, available upon 


request by members of the public. (34 CFR 106.45)
