Why It Matters What We Can Do

If children don't show up for school regularly, they miss out om
fundamental reading and math skills and the tiz budld a habit
of gecd attendance that will carry them into college and carsers
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Many parents and students don realize
how quickly early absences can add up to
academic trouble. Community members and
teachers can edwecate families and build a
culture of attendance thicugh early
autreach, incentives and attention to data
