subject to delay, the goal is to have
most of the projects completed prior to
the start of the 2012-2013 school year.

One exception is the replacement of
the turf and installation of running
paths at  Traina, Hawkins and
Monticello Schools.  The turf will
require a significant amount of time to
germinate following construction and
seeding. This will require the closure
of these fields through most of the fall
of 2012. The weather in late fall will
also determine how soon schools use
the fields. We will not go on the fields
in the mud in the first season as this
could damage the work that is so badly
needed.

One additional exception depends on
how quickly construction proceeds at
the Monticello modernization. It is
possible that some of the bathroom
remodeling might not be completed
until after the start of school. We will
work as a district to ensure safety and
minimize the disruptions if this ends up

necessary.

JEFFERSON SCHOOL
The design of the new Jefferson School is
exciting and ongoing. A committee of staff
members and parents have met regularly to
create educational specifications and design
the school based on programmatic needs.
Many of the modernization items being
completed for the other schools will be
incorporated into the Jefferson design in an
effort to promote equitable facilities across
the district. The plans are scheduled to be
delivered to the state in December of 2012.
Funding availability will be the key factor in

rnoving towards construction.

A portion of the Measure ] funds is allocated to upgrading and improving technology at all Jefferson
schools. A committee composed of teachers, administrators, technology specialists and community
members will be meeting throughout the 2012-2013 school year to rewrite the District Technology
Plan. The goal of the committee will be to identify what teaching and learning technology tools will
enhance the education delivered at each school site. In these difficult fiscal times, bond money may help
the district make the leap into 21" century teaching and learning.






CONSTRUCTION SAFETY
We are committed to providing the safest
possible environment for all students and
staff during construction. Here we
highlight some Frequently Asked

Questions about construction safety.

Question: Is it normal for
construction to occur on a school

campus while school is in session?

Answer: Yes. Itis quite common for
construction to occur on a school
campus while school is in session. It
often takes longer than a summer
break to complete a project and
would be more disruptive and costly
to limit work to summers and holidays
only.

Question: What steps are taken to
minimize the disruption of school
activities during a construction
project?

Answer: While there will always be
some level of disruption, during the
planning process every effort is made
to isolate areas that will be under
construction and minimize noise in

and around the classrooms.

Question: Will work occur in an
occupied classroom?

Answer: Typically, no. Any work that
must occur in a classroom will be
performed during the summer break,
after school hours or on weekends.

It is not too late to provide input to the Measure ] Modernization Program. Each school site
has a committee that meets regularly with the superintendent, chief business officer and
architectural team.

FINANCIAL CHALLENGES

There are three challenges facing the
Jefferson School District in planning to
construct a new Jefferson School and new

Traina Gymnasium.

1) Assessed Valuation and Growth: The
assessed valuation in our community was
down 6.6% during the 2010 — 2011 fiscal
year and is predicted to go down an
additional 3% during 2011-2012. In
addition, Tracy Hills has not begun
construction and the Ellis Project agreement
with the city was disallowed by the courts.
The assessed value will increase as land has
residential homes or commercial buildings
constructed on it. Those new residents will
pay their share of the bond as well. Lower
assessed valuation, combined with no
growth, limits the amount of taxes that can
be levied in order to stay within the pledge

to voters.

2) Construction Costs: Construction
costs are estimated to escalate 4% a year. If
Jefferson is not able to access funding for 5
years, this adds over $4,000,000 to a
$20,000,000 budget.

3) State Funding: The state of California is
nearly out of state construction bond money.
This money matches local funding to provide
needed financial support to modernize aging
school buildings. Currently we are eligible
for over $2,000,000 that we are unable to

access in our construction projects.

Despite these obstacles, the Board of
Education continues to demand designs that
meet the needs of our students and
maximizes each dollar that comes from local
taxpayers. The school board will continue
the process towards educationally sound and
fiscally viable projects at the June 19, 2012

board meeting.

2. PAYMENT. WKA will submit invoices for services rendered on a periodic basis, provided, however, said invoices shall not be submitted more
frequently than ence every 30 days. Invoices shall be due upon receipt, but shall not be considered delinquent if paid on or before the expiration of 30 days
from date of mailing. If payment is not so made, a Jate payment charge shall be due on the invoice amount at the rate of one and one-half percent (144%) per
month on the unpaid balance from the date of the invoice until paid. In the event of delinquency, CLIENT shall pay the actual cost of collection including,
without limitation, reasonable attorneys' fees.

3. JOB SITE. WKA will not act as supervisor of construction operations, nor will WKA direct or exert any control over such operations. The
consinction contractor(s) shall be informed that neither the presence of WKA on the job site, nor the testing by WKA shall excuse the contractor(s) for
defects in any contractor’s work or any contractor’s non-compliance with the project plans, specifications or applicable laws, ordinances, regulations or
standards, whether such defect or non-compliance is discovered during or after construction. CLIENT agrees that the construction contractor(s} will be
required by CLIENT to assume sole and complete responsibility for job conditions during construction, including safety of persons and property.

4. REPORTS. Reports, plans and other work prepared by WKA remain the property of WKA. CLIENT agrees that all reports and other work
furnished to the CLIENT and his agents not paid for will be returned upen demand, and will not be used for licensing, permits, design and/or construction.

5. LIABILITY. CLIENT agrees to indemnify and hold WKA harmless from any and all liability in connection with the performance of work during
construction of this project, except liability arising directly from the gross negligence or willful misconduct of WKA, WKA carries warkers' compensation
insurance and public liability inserance for bodily injury and property damage that may be suffered by third parties and members of the public who are not
covered by the limitation of liability set forth below in Paragraph 6. Certificates of coverage will be furnished to CLIENT upon written request. WKA
assumes the risk of damage caused by its personnel to its supplies and equipment. In the event CLIENT desires greater insurance coverage and directs WKA
to take out additional insurance, WIKA shall procure and maintain additional insurance, if procurable, at CLIENT's expense; provided, however, WKA shall
not be responsible for property damage and bodily injury resulting from any cause, including fire and explosion, beyond the amount and coverage of WKA's
insurance.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION AND SITE GEOLOGIC BACKGROUND

The proposed project consists of demolition of the existing school buildings, relocation of several
maintenance buildings and modular buildings, and constructing two new buildings, 2 building
additions, 3 parking areas, a turf play area, an asphalt paved play area, a maintenance yard and
60-foot diameter water tank as shown on the Geotechnical Services Exhibit provided. It is our
understanding that the proposed buildings will have footprints totaling approximately
61,050 square feet.

The project is located on the western margin of the Great Valley Geologic province of California,
adjacent to the Coast Range Province. The Great Valley is a northwest-southeast-trending
elongated structural trough, which has been filled with a sequence of sedimentary deposits from
Jurassic to Recent geologic age. Older sediments are mostly of marine origin with younger
sediments becoming more continental. Most of the sediments were derived from erosion of the
Sierra Nevada Mountains to the east and, to a lesser extent, from the Coast Ranges to the west.
The overall thickness of sediments, up to 40,000 feet, tends to be greater approaching the western
margin of the valley. Based on review of published geologic maps, the Jefferson school site is
located on alluvial fan deposits of recent (Holocene Age) sediments emanating from the eastern
flank of the Coast Range.

We also reviewed the Seismic Hazards Zones Map for the subject site and there are no known
active or potentially active faults crossing the site, and the site is not within the State of
California Earthquake Fault Hazard Zone.

SCOPE OF SERVICES

The geotechnical exploration will include a geologic hazards assessment, field exploration, and
preparation of a combined geotechnical and a geological hazards report in general conformance
with the requirements of the Division of State Architects Office (DSA) and California Geologic
Survey (CGS) as indicated in IR A-4 (revised 10/11) and CGS Note 48 (revised 01/11).

Task 1.1 Exploration

Subsurface conditions will be investigated using Cone Penetration Tests (CPTs) and drilling
equipment. An ENGEO engineer or geologist will observe the exploration, log the soils
encountered and obtain samples at regular intervals for further visual classification and
laboratory testing. All explorations will be accurately located in the field.

Prior to performing the explorations, we will obtain the necessary permits from the San Joaquin
County Heath Services Department. We will mark our proposed exploration locations in the field
and notify Underground Service Alert (USA) of our intent to excavate,

Task 2.0 Laboratory Testing

The engineering characteristics of the soils will be evaluated by laboratory testing. The samples
will be re-examined in our laboratory to verify field classifications, and the testing program will
likely include moisture content/dry density determinations, shear strength, plasticity and
expansion index, sieve analysis and/or percentage passing a #200 sieve, as appropriate. A
corrosivity analysis including sulfate ion concentration testing will be conducted on at least one
near-surface soil sample.

Task 3.0 Percolation Testing

We will perform percolation testing to assist with septic design for the project. Testing will be
performed and permitted in general conformance with San Joaquin County Environmental Health
department guidelines and procedures. We propose to perform two percolation tests at the site in
the vicinity of the proposed septic system leach lines to determine the percolation of the onsite
soils. We plan to drill two borings to depths between 3 and 5 feet (depending on the depth of the
proposed leach lines). The borings will be converted to percolation test holes by placing a thin
layer of fine gravel at the bottom of the percolation test hole, placing a three-inch-diameter
perforated PVC pipe in the hole and then surrounding the pipe with gravel. The holes will be
pre-soaked overnight prior to testing, with measurement of the percolation rate occurring the
following day. At the start of each test, the holes will be refilled with water to approximately
12-inches above the pea gravel placed at the bottom of the holes. The water level will be measured
on a regular basis until the percolation rate stabilizes. The results of our percolation testing will be
presented in our Geotechnical Exploration and Geologic Hazards report.

Task 4.0 Engineering Analysis, Geologic Hazards Evaluation and Final Report

Upon completion of our exploration, we will prepare a report in general conformance with the
requirements of DSA and CGS Note 48 that will include our findings, conclusions, and
recommendations. The report will describe subsurface conditions at the site and will include field
data, exploration logs, a geologic cross-section, and a site plan showing the location of the
explorations and percolation tests. The report will present discussions, conclusions, and
recommendations regarding the following:

* Soil, bedrock and groundwater conditions at the site.

» - Site seismicity, geologic and seismic hazards,

* A Geologic Hazard Evaluation that meets the current DSA requirements as indicated in IR-A4
revised November 2007 and California Geologic Survey Note 48 revised January 1, 2011.

» The most appropriate foundation type for the proposed structures including the allowable
bearing pressures and lateral earth pressure coefficients.

SCHEDULE

Depending upon the weather, drilling equipment availability and permit requirements, our
geotechnical exploration will commence within two weeks following your authorization. We
estimate that the time required to complete the field exploration and percolation testing will be
four days. Our report should be completed in four weeks following the compietion of our field
investigation. If this schedule does not meet your needs, please notify us and we can attempt to
modify the schedule duration.

FEE
We propose to perform the services outlined above for a fee of $21,800.

Necessary removal of fences, unlocking of gates, removal of parked vehicles, permission to enter
the site from the current owner or leaseholder, and/or required use permits need to be secured by
the client prior to our field activities. If site access or weather conditions restrict our field
operations, a revision to our estimate may be necessary.

The scope of services described above does not include the assessment of environmental
characteristics involving hazardous or toxic substances. In the event potentially hazardous
materials are identified visually or by odor within our explorations, we will notify you as soon as
possible of such an occurrence in order to decide mutuaily whether to continue, suspend, modify,
or cease the remainder of the field exploration program.

AGREEMENT FOR

1. Parties and Date.

This Agreement ("Agreement”) is made and entered into this 1stday of June 2012
("Effective Date"), by and between the JEFFERSON SCHOOL DISTRICT ("District") and
CHARLES WALKER INSPECTION SERVICES ("Consultant™), (collectively referred to as
the "Parties" and each individually as "Party").

2. Recitals.

2.1 Consultant. Consultant is a professional consultant, experienced and properly
certified/licensed to provide construction inspection services to public clients as required by the
Division of State Architect (“DSA”) and is familiar with the plans of District.

22 Project. District desires to engage Consultant to render Division of the State
Architect (“DSA”) inspection and testing services as further detailed herein related to the
following list of projects:

3. Terms.

3.1 Scope of Services, Qualifications and Term.
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(a) General Scope of Services. Consultant promises and agrees to furnish all
labor, materials, tools, equipment, services, and incidental and customary work necessary to fully
and adequately supply professional inspection and testing services, including but limited to DSA
inspection (also known as Project Inspector or Inspector of Record (IOR)), as are more
particularly described in Exhibit "A" attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference
(""Services'"). Al Services shall be subject to, and performed in accordance with, this
Agreement, the exhibits attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference, and ali applicable
local, state and federal laws, rules and regulations.

(b)  Consultant Qualifications. As a material term of this Agreement,
Consultant represents that it has and shall maintain throughout the term of this Agreement all
professional licenses and certifications required for the performance of Services as set forth in
Section 3.3 (g). With respect to the DSA services, Consultant officers and employees shall meet
the qualifications of an on-site Project Inspector as provided in the State Building Code, Title 24
of the California Code of Regulations, Part 1, section 4-333. Consultant shall have a General
Inspector Class 1 Certificate from the Division of the State Architect. All subcontractors of
Consultant shall maintain licenses or certificates required for the work they perform. For all
subcontractors who are DSA Certified Assistant Inspectors, Consultant shall provide to District,
evidence of substantial progress and status reports towards DSA certification of a Class 1, 2, 3 or
4 Project Inspector which is commensurate with the class of project that the subcontractor is the
Assistant Inspector.

(c) Project Inspector. The individual Project Inspector for this Agreement and
the Project shall be Charles Walker (the “Individual Project Inspector”). So long as the
Individual Project Inspector remains in the employ of the Project Inspector, such person shall not
be changed or substituted from the Project, or cease to be fully committed to the Project as
deemed necessary by the District in its reasonable discretion, without the prior written consent or
instruction of the District. Any violation of the terms and provisions of this section shall
constitute a material default of the Project Inspector hereunder. In the event that the District and
the Project Inspector cannot agree as to the substitution or replacement of the Individual Project
inspector, the District shall be entitled to terminate this Agreement pursuant to the provisions of
Section 3.5.2.

3.2 Term. The term of this Agreement shall be from June 1, 2012 until December
31, 2012, or until all projects listed under 2.2 are completed, unless earlier terminated as
provided herein. The Parties may mutually agree to extend this term by written amendment.

33 Responsibilities of Consultant.

(a) Control and Payment of Consultants and its Subordinates. District retains
Consultant on an independent contractor basis, and Consultant is not an employee of District.
Any additional personnel performing the Services under this Agreement on behalf of Consultant
shall at all times be under Consultant's exclusive direction and control. Consultant shall pay all
wages, salaries, and other amounts due such personnel in connection with their performance of
Services under this Agreement and as required by law including, but not limited to, the payment
of prevailing wage, as applicable, and in accordance with Labor Code sections 1720 et seq. and
1770 et seq. The Consultant shall obtain a copy of the prevailing rates of per diem wages
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applicable to the work to be performed under this Agreement from the website of the Division of
. Labor Statistics and Research of the Department of Industrial Relations located at
www.dir.ca.gov/dlsr/. In the alternative, the District shall provide Consultant with a copy of the
prevailing rates of per diem wages. Consultant shall be responsible for all reports and
obligations respecting such employees, including, but not limited to, social security taxes,
income tax withholding, unemployment insurance, and workers' compensation insurance.

If the District is utilizing state funding subject to oversight by the
Department of Industrial Relations Compliance Monitoring Unit (“CMU”), Consultant shall
abide by the CMU requirements, including the submission of certified payroll records, as
required by the CMU at no additional cost to District.

(b) Conformance to Applicable Requirements. All work prepared by

Consultant is subject to the approval of District, DSA and any and all applicable regulatory State
agencies, and shall be the property of District.

(c) DSA Reports. Consultant shall provide the District with copies of all
reports required to be submitted to applicable regulatory State agencies to District, including but
not limited to, all required DSA reports, whether or not such reports must be submitted to the
District.

(d) Work Authorization. Consultant shall obtain from District a work
authorization for the Project. Such work authorization shall reiterate Consultant's duties outlined
herein. The work authorization shall be written in the amount set forth in Exhibit "B."

{(e) Maintenance of Construction Records.  Consultant shall maintain
complete and accurate construction records with respect to DSA-required records and all records
related to the Project. These records shall be maintained by Consultant and made available at all
reasonable times during any period which services are provided for the Project and for five (5)
years from the date of the Notice of Completion for the Project.

() Coordination of Services. Consultant agrees to work closely with District
staff in the performance of Services and shall be available to District's staff, consultants and
other staff at all reasonable times.

(g2) Standard of Care. Consultant shall perform all Services under this
Agreement in a skillful, competent and timely manner, consistent with the standards generally
recognized as being employed by professionals in the same discipline in the State of California.
Consultant represents and maintains that it is skilled in the professional calling necessary to
perform the Services. Consultant warrants that all of Consultant's employees and subcontractors
shall have sufficient skill and experience to perform the Services assigned to them. Consultant
further represents that it, its employees and subcontractors or subconsultants have all licenses,
permits, qualifications and approvals of whatever nature that are legally required to perform the
Services, and that such licenses and approvals shall be maintained throughout the term of this
Agreement. Any of Consultant's employees who are determined by District to be uncooperative,
incompetent, a threat to the adequate or timely completion of the Project, a threat to the safety of
persons or property, or any of Consultant's employees who fail or refuse to perform the Services

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in a manner acceptable to District, shall be promptly removed from the Project by the Consultant
and shall not be re-employed to perform any of the Services or to work on the Project.

(h)  Laws and Regulations. Consultant shall keep itself fully informed of and
in compliance with all local, state and federal laws, rules and regulations in any manner affecting
the performance of the Project or the Services, including all California Code of Regulations.
Title 24 and Cal/OSHA requirements, and shall give all notices required by law. Consultant
shall be liable for all violations of such laws and regulations in connection with Services.

) Insurance.

(i) Time for Compliance. Consultant shall not commence Services
under this Agreement until it has provided evidence satisfactory to District that it has secured all
insurance required under this Section. In addition, Consultant shall not allow any subcontractor
to commence work on any subcontract until it has provided evidence satisfactory to District that
the subcontractor has secured all insurance required under this Section.

(ii) Minimum Requirements and Limits. Consultant shall, at its

expense, procure and maintain for the duration of this Agreement, insurance against claims for
injuries to persons or damages to property which may arise from or in connection with the
performance of the Agreement by the Consultant, its agents, representatives, employees or
subcontractors. Consultant shall also require all of its subcontractors to procure and maintain the
same insurance for the duration of the Agreement. Such insurance shall meet at least the
following minimum levels of coverage:

(1)  Minimum Scope of Insurance. Coverage shall be at least as

broad as the latest version of the following: (1) General Liability: Insurance Services Office
Commercial General Liability coverage (occurrence form CG 0001); (2) Automobile Liability:
Insurance Services Office Business Auto Coverage form number CA 0001, code 1 (any auto);
and (3) Workers' Compensation and Employers’ Liability: Workers’ Compensation insurance as
required by the State of California and Employer’s Liability Insurance.

2) Minimum Limits of Insurance. Consultant shall maintain
limits no less than: (1) General Liability: $1,000,000 per occurrence for bodily injury, personal
injury and property damage. [f Commercial General Liability Insurance or other form with a
general aggregate limit is used, either the general aggregate limit shall apply separately to this
Agreement/location or the general aggregate limit shall be twice the required occurrence limit;
(2) Automobile Liability: $1,000,000 per accident for bodily injury and property damage; and (3)
Workers' Compensation and Employer's Liability: Workers’ compensation limits as required by
the California Labor Code. Employer’s Liability limits of $1,000,000 per accident for bodily
injury or disease.

(3) Insurance Endorsements. The insurance policies shall
contain the following provisions, or Consultant shall provide endorsements on forms supplied or
approved by the District to add the following provisions to the insurance policies:

a. General Liability. The general liability policy shall
be endorsed to state that: (1) the District, its directors, officials, officers, employees, agents and
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volunteers shall be covered as additional insured with respect to the Work or operations
performed by or on behalf of the Consultant, including materials, parts or equipment furnished in
connection with such work; and (2) the insurance coverage shall be primary insurance as respects
the District, its directors, officials, officers, employees, agents and volunteers, or if excess, shall
stand in an unbroken chain of coverage excess of the Consultant’s scheduled underlying
coverage. Any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the District, its directors, officials,
officers, employees, agents and volunteers shall be excess of the Consultant’s insurance and shall
not be called upon to contribute with it in any way.

b. Automobile Liability. The automobile liability
policy shall be endorsed to state that: (1) the District, its directors, officials, officers, employees,
agents and volunteers shall be covered as additional insureds with respect to the ownership,
operation, maintenance, use, loading or unloading of any auto owned, leased, hired or borrowed
by the Consultant or for which the Consultant is responsible; and (2) the insurance coverage shall
be primary insurance as respects the District, its directors, officials, officers, employees, agents
and volunteers, or if excess, shall stand in an unbroken chain of coverage excess of the
Consultant’s scheduled underlying coverage. Any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the
District, its directors, officials, officers, employees, agents and volunteers shall be excess of the
Consultant’s insurance and shall not be called upon to contribute with it in any way.

C. Workers’ Compensation and Employers Liability
Coverage. The insurer waives all rights of subrogation against the District, its directors,
officials, officers, employees, agents and volunteers for losses paid under the terms of the
insurance policy which arise from work performed by the Consultant.

(4)  All Coverages. Each insurance policy required by this
Agreement shall be endorsed to state that: (A) coverage shall not be suspended, voided, reduced
or canceled except after thirty (30) days prior written notice by certified mail, return receipt
requested, has been given to District; and (B) any failure to comply with reporting or other
provisions of the policies, including breaches of warranties, shall not affect coverage provided to
District, its directors, officials, officers, employees, agents and volunteers.

(iii)  Separation of Insureds; No Special Limitations. All insurance

required by this Section shall contain standard separation of insureds provisions. In addition,
such insurance shall not contain any special limitations on the scope of protection afforded to the
District, its directors, officials, officers, employees, agents and volunteers.

(iv)  Acceptability of Insurers. With the exception of Workers’
Compensation Insurance, all insurance required hereunder is to be placed with insurers with a
current A.M. Best’s rating no less than A-: VII, which are licensed to do business in California,
and which maintain an agent for process within the state. Workers’ Compensation insurance
required under this Agreement must be offered by an insurer meeting the above standards with
the exception that the A. M. Best’s rating condition is waived at the discretion of the District.

(v) Verification of Coverage. Consultant shall furnish District with
original certificates of insurance and endorsements effecting coverage required by this
Agreement on forms satisfactory to District. The certificates and endorsements for each
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insurance policy shall be signed by a person authorized by that insurer to bind coverage on its
behalf, and shall be on forms provided by District if requested. District reserves the right to
require complete, certified copies of all required insurance policies, at any time.
