This agreement shall be binding upon the heirs, executors, admimstrators, successors and assigns of Client and ENGEO

. This agreement shall not be assigned by either Client or ENGEC without the prior written consent of the other.

. This agreement contains the enlire agreement between Client and ENGEO relating to the project(s) and the provision of services to the
project(s). Any prior agreements, promises, negotiations or representations not expressly set forth in this agreement or its referenced
documents are of no force or effect. Subsequent modifications to this agreement shall be in writing and signed by both Client and ENGEO

4, ENGEQ's waiver of any term, condition, or covenant, or breach of any term, condition, or covenant, shall not constitute the waiver of any
other term, condition, or covenant, or the breach of any other term, condition, or covenant.

. [f any term, condition, or covenant of this agreement is held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, void or unenforceable, the
remaining provisions of this agreement shall be valid and binding on Client and ENGEQ.

. This agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Califomia.

. ENGEO shall only act as an advisor in all governmental relations. ENGEO shall not be construed as an agent of Client.

. ENGEO shall sign certifications only 1if ENGEO approves the form of such certifications prior to the commencement of services, and
prm;a:ggd such certifications are imited to statements of professional opinion and do not consuitute a warranty or guarantee, expressed or
implied.

9. All reports, documents, drawings and other instruments of ENGEO's service, and copies thereof, created by ENGEQ pursuant to this
agreement, shall remain the property of ENGEOQ. Client agrees that the instruments of service provided to Client by ENGEQ shall not be
subject to unauthorized reuse, that is, reuse without written authorization of ENGEO. Such authorization is essential because it requires
ENGEQ to evaluate the documents' applicability given new circumstances, not the least of which is passage of time. Accordingly, Client
agrees {o waive any claim against ENGEQ, and defend, indemnify and hold ENGEO harmless from any claim or liability for injury or loss
allegedly arising from unauthorized reuse of ENGEO's instruments of service. Client further agrees to compensate ENGEC for any time
spent or expenses incurred by ENGECQ in defense of any such claim, in accordance with ENGEQ's prevailing fee schedule and expense
reimbursement policy.

10. Samples will be discarded immediately afier testing. Those not tested will be discarded 30 days after sampling. Samples shall remain the

property of Client, and Chent shall be responsible for removal and lawful disposal of hazardous materials and containers.

Clent shall not permit or authonize changes in the reports and documents prepared by ENGEO pursuant to this agreement. Client

acknowledges that any changes and their effects are not the responsibility of ENGEO and Client agrees to release ENGEO from ail liability

ansing from the use of such changes and further agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmless ENGEO, ns officers, directors, principals,
agents and employees from and against all claims, demands, damages or costs arising from the changes and their effects.

12. Client acknowledges that its right to utilize the services and instruments of service provided pursuant to this agreement will continue only so
long as Client 15 not in default pursuant to the terms and conditions of this agreement and Client has performed all obtigations under this
agreement. Client further acknowledges that ENGEO has the unrestricted right to use the services provided pursuant (o this agreement as
well as all instruments of service provided pursuant to this agreement.

13. Client is to furmish ENGEO fiee access to the project site in order to make the necessary borings, reconnaissance, or other explorations,
whether invasive or nomnvasive. ENGEOQ will exercise reasonable care; but some damage 1s unavoidable Cost of repair is not included in
the fee and 15 Client's responsibility.

14 Client shall fumish ENGEQ the locations of all underground utilities or buried structures. ENGEQ shall not be liable for damage to any
utilities or structures which were not accurately defined and/or located by the Client.

15 ENGEO and Client agree that there are risks of earth movement and property damage inherent in field exploration, land development and
repair; that ENGEQ has not been awthorized to perform the exhaustive and economically infeasible investigation necessary to eliminate such
risks; and that ENGEQ thus does not guarantee or wamrant the results of its work.

16. Upon written request, Client shall execute and deliver, or cause to be executed and delivered, such additional instruments, documents,
govemmental fees and charges which are necessary for ENGEC to perform its obligations under this agreement.

17. Client agrees not Lo use or perrmit any other person to use reports or other instruments of service prepared by ENGEQ, which reports or other
instruments of service are not final and which are not signed, stamped or sealed by ENGEOQ. Client agrees to be liable and responsible for any
such use of nonfinal reports, or other instruments of service not signed, stamped or sealed by ENGEO and waives liability against ENGEO
for ther use. Chent further agrees that final reports or other instruments of service are for the exclusive use of Client and may be used by
Client only for the project described on the face hereof.

18, ENGEQ has a right to complete all services agreed to be rendered pursuant to this agreement. Either Client or ENGEO may terminate this
agreement at any time before completion of all services by giving seven (7) days written notice thereof to the other. If terminated by Client,
Client agrees to release ENGEO and hold ENGEO hammless from all Liability for work performed.

19. ENGEOQ shall be entitled to immediately, and without notice, suspend the performance of any and all of its obligations pursuant to this
agreement if Client files a voluntary petition seeking relief under the United States Bankruptcy Code or i there 1s an involuntary bankruptcy
petition filed aganst Client, and that petitron i1s not dismissed within fifieen (15) days of its filing. Any suspension of services made pursuant
to this paragraph shall continue until such time as this agreement has been fully and properly assumed in accordance with the applicable
provisions of the United States Bankruptey Code and in compliance with the final order or judgment issued by the Bankruptcy Court.

20. This agreement shall not be construed to alter, affect or waive any lien or stop notice right which ENGEO may have for the performance of
services pursuant to this agreement. Client agrees to separately provide to ENGEO the present name and address of the record owner of the
property on which the project is to be located. Client also agrees to separately provide ENGEQ with the name and address of any and all
lenders who would loan money on the project and who are entitled to receive a preliminary notice.

. If payment for ENGEQ's services 15 to be made on behalf of Client by a thurd-party lender, Client agrees that ENGEO shall not be required to
indemnify the third-party lender, in the form of an endorsement or otherwise, as a condition of receiving payment for services.

22. Charges not paid within thirty (30} days of invoice will accrue a late charge at a rate of 1.5 percent per month. [f Client fails to pay ENGEO
within thirty (30) days after invoices are rendered, Client agrees that ENGEQ has the right to consider such nonpayment a material breach of
this entire agreement, and, upon written notice, the duties, obligations, and responsibilities of ENGEO under this agreement are terminated.
In such event, Client shall promptly pay ENGEOQ for all fees, charges, and services provided by ENGEOQ including collection costs and
related attomeys’ fees. Client agrees that all billings from ENGEQ to Client are correct, conclusive, and binding on Chent unless Client,
within ten {10) days from the date of receipt of such billing, notifies ENGEQ n wniting of alleged inaccuracies, discrepancies, or errors m the
billing.

23.1f ENGEO, pursuant to this agreement, produces reports, or other documents and/or performs field work, and such reports, and other

documents and/or field work are required by one or more governmental agency, and one or more such governmental agency changes its

ordinances, policies, procedures or requirements afier the date of this agreement, any additional office or field work thereby required shall be
paid for by Client as extra work
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24. Client agrees that if Client requests services not specified pursuant to the scope of services description within this agreement, Client agrees to
pay for all such additional services as extra work

25. In the event all or any portion of the work prepared or partially prepared by ENGEO is suspended, abandened, or terminated, Client shall pay
ENGEQ for all fees, charges, and services provided for the project, not to exceed any limit specified herein. Client acknowledges if the
project work is suspended and restarts, there will be additional fees due to suspension of the work which shall be paid by Client as extra work,

26. ENGEQ 1s not responstble for delay caused by factors beyond ENGEQ's reasonable control, including but not limited to, delays by reason of
strikes, lockouts, work slowdowns or stoppages, accidents, acts of God, failure of Client to fumish timely information or approve or
disapprove ENGEQ's work promptly, faulty performance by Client or other contractors or govemmental agencies. When such delays occur,
Chient agrees that ENGEOQ is not responsible for damages nor shall ENGEO be deemed to be in default of this agreement.

27. ENGEQ shall not be liable for damages resulting from the actions or inactions of goveramental agencies including, but not limited to, permit
processing, environmental reports, dedications, general plans and amendments thereto, zoning matters, annexations or consolidations, use or
conditional use permits, project or plan approvals, or building permits.

28. Client agrees that in the event Client institutes litigation to enforce or interpret the provisions of this agreement, such litigation is to be brought
and adjudicated in the appropriate court in the county in which ENGECQ's principal place of business is located, and Client waives the right to
bring, try or remove such litigation to any other county or judicial district.

29. Client acknowledges that ENGEO is not responsible for the performance or work by third parties including, but not limited to, the
construction contractor and its subcontractors,

30. Client acknowledges that the work performed pursuant to this agreement is based upon field and other conditions discovered at the time of
preparation of ENGEO's work. Client further acknowledges that field and other conditions may change by the time project construction
occurs and clarification, adjustments, madifications or other changes may be necessary to reflect changed field or other conditions. If the
scope of services pursuant to this agreement does not include on-site construction observation, or if subsequent to this agreement Client
retains other persons or enlities to provide such services, Client acknowledges that such services will be performed by others and Client will
defend, indemnify and hold ENGEO harmless from any and all claims anising from or resulting from the performance of such services by
other persons or entities except claims caused by the sole negligence or willful misconduct of ENGEO; and from any and all claims arising
from or resuiting from clarifications, adjustments, modifications or other changes necessary to reflect changed field or other conditions,
except claims caused by the sole negligence or willful misconduct of ENGEQ.

. In the event Client discovers or becomes aware of field or other conditions which necessitate clarifications, adjustments, modifications or
other changes during the construction phase of the project, Client agrees to notify ENGEO and engage ENGEQ to prepare the necessary
clarifications, adjustments, modifications or other changes to ENGECQ's work before construction activities commence or further activity
proceeds. Further, Client agrees to have a provision in its construction contracts for the project which requires the contractor to notify Client
of any changed field or other conditions so that Client may in tumn notify ENGEO pursuant to the provisions of this paragraph.

32 Client agrees that the sole recourse for damages to Client arising from the services provided to Client by ENGEQ under this agreement shalil

be against ENGEQ and Client waives any claim against any employees, directors, officers, agents, or affiliates of ENGEO.

33 The fee(s) quoted in this contract is valid for 60 days from the contract date and unless stated otherwise, is approximate only.

34 ENGEC'S LIABILITY FOR DAMAGE DUE TO PROFESSIONAL NEGLIGENCE, ACTS, ERRORS, OMISSIONS, BREACH OF
CONTRACT AND CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES WILL BE LIMITED BY CLIENT TO AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED AN
AGGREGATE LIMIT OF FIFTY THOUSAND DOLLARS ($50,000) OR ENGEQ'S FEE, WHICHEVER IS GREATER, REGARDLESS
OF THE LEGAL THEORY UNDER WHICH SUCH LIABILITY IS IMPOSED. In the event that Client does not wish to limit ENGEO's
liability in accordance with the provisions stated herein, ENGEO agrees to waive this limitation upon wrilten notice from the Client
received within five (5} days after the date this agreement is fully executed, and Client agrees 1o pay Two Hundred Fifty Thousand
Dollars, ($250,000.00) or an additional sum equivalent to ten percent (10%) of the total fee, whichever is greater, said consideration to be
called "Waiver of Limitation of Professional Liability Charge." This charge will in no way be construed as being a charge for insurance of
any type, but will be increased consideration for the greater risk involved in performing work for which there is no limitation of liability.
ENGEQ and Client each agree that in no event will either hold the other liable for incidental or consequential damages in connection with
any claim arising from or related to this agreement or ENGEQ’s services. Client further agrees to notify any contractor and subcontractor
who may perform work in connection with any design, report or study prepared by ENGEO of such limitation of professional liability for
design defects, errors, emissions, professional negligence, breach of contract and consequential damages, and to require as a condition
precedent to their performing their work, a like limitation of liability on their part as against ENGEO.

35. Client agrees that in accordance with generally accepted construction practices, construction contractor will be required to assume sole and
complete responsibility for job site conditions during the course of construction of the project, including safety of all persons and property,
that this requirement shall be made to apply continuously and not be limited to normal working hours, and Client further agrees to defend,
indemnify and hold ENGEQ harmless from any and all liability, real or alleged, in connection with the performance of work on this project,
excepting liability anising from the sole negligence of ENGEO.

36. Client acknowledges that ENGEC's scope of services for this project does not include removal or abatement of environmental contaminants.
Should ENGEO or any other party encounter such materials on the job site, or should it in any other way become known that such materials
are present or may be present on the job site or any nearby areas which may affect ENGEQ's work, ENGEQ may, at its option, terminate
work on the project until such time as Client retains ENGEQ to mitigate, abate and/or remove environmental contaminants. Client agrees that
the discovery of unanticipated environmental contaminants may make it necessary for ENGEO to take immediate measures to protect health
and safety. Client agrees to compensate ENGEQ for all costs incident to the discovery of environmental contaminants.

37. Client recognizes that ENGEO’s failure to detect the presence of environmental contaminants at a site, even though environmental
contaminants may be assumed or expected 10 exist through the use of appropriate sampling techniques, does not guarantee that environmental
contaminants do not exist at the site. Similarly, Client recognizes that ENGEQ’s subsurface explorations may not encounter environmental
contaminants at a site, which may later be discovered. Client agrees to waive any claim against ENGEO and agrees to defend, indemnify and
hold ENGEQ harmless from claims or liability for injury or loss arising from ENGEQ’s failure to detect the presence of environmental
contaminants through technigques commonly employed for the purpose.

38 Client agrees to save, indemnify, and hold harmless ENGEQ against any and all liability, claims, judgments, or demands, arising from injuries
or death of persons (Client's employees, subcontractors, and consultants included), damage to property, diminution in property value arising
directly or indirectly out of the obligations herein undertaken or out of the services rendered by ENGEQ, save and except claims or litigation
arising through the sole negligence or sole willful misconduct of ENGEQ, and will make good to and reimburse ENGEQ for any
expenditures, including reasonable attorneys fees, ENGEQ may incur in such matters, and, if requested by ENGEQ, will defend any such
suits at the sole cost and expense of the Client.

39. Subject to any shorter period provided under applicable stanutes of limitations, Client agrees that it will not assert any claim or action arising
from or in any way related to ENGEQ’s services under this agreement later than three years following the Completion Date. This provision
applies regardless of whether such claim or action alleges breach of contract, tort, indemnity, or any other legal theory, and regardiess of
whether it alleges any patent or latent deficiency in ENGEQ’s services. The Completion Date relating to the services performed under this
agreement is the date of the last published technical document required under this agreement,

o We briefly discussed the proposed project with you.
e We observed the existing site conditions.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION AND SITE GEOLOGIC BACKGROUND

The proposed project consists of demolition of the existing school buildings, and construction of
one new building, a parking lot, and a water tank and pump station as shown on the Schematic
Design Package dated June 19, 2012 provided by PJHM Architects. It is our understanding that
the proposed building will have a footprint totaling approximately 33,000 square feet.

The project is located on the western margin of the Great Valley Geologic province of California,
adjacent to the Coast Range Province. The Great Valley is a northwest-southeast-trending
elongated structural trough, which has been filled with a sequence of sedimentary deposits from
Jurassic to Recent geologic age. Older sediments are mostly of marine origin with younger
sediments becoming more continental. Most of the sediments were derived from erosion of the
Sierra Nevada Mountains to the east and, to a lesser extent, from the Coast Ranges to the west.
The overall thickness of sediments, up to 40,000 feet, tends to be greater approaching the western
margin of the valley. Based on review of published geologic maps, the Jefferson school site is
located on alluvial fan deposits of recent (Holocene Age) sediments emanating from the eastern
flank of the Coast Range.

We also reviewed the Seismic Hazards Zones Map for the subject site and there are no known
active or potentially active faults crossing the site, and the site is not within the State of
California Earthquake Fault Hazard Zone.

SCOPE OF SERVICES

The geotechnical exploration will include a geologic hazards assessment, field exploration, and
preparation of a combined geotechnical and a geological hazards report in general conformance
with the requirements of the Division of State Architects Office (DSA) and California Geologic
Survey (CGS) as indicated in IR A-4 (revised 10/11) and CGS Note 48 (revised 01/11). A
Site-Specific Ground Motion Analysis, per Item 16 of CGS Note 48 and the 2010 California
Building Code, is not required, and therefore, is not included in this scope of services.

Task 1.0 Field Exploration
Based on the requirements of CGS Note 48, a minimum of one subsurface exploration per

5,000 square feet with a minimum of two explorations for any one building, will be performed.
Based on our review of the Geotechnical Services Exhibit provided by you, it is our
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understanding that the proposed building will have a total footprint of approximately
33,000 square feet; therefore, a total of seven explorations will be required to meet the
CGS Note 48 requirements for the proposed building. Four additional explorations are proposed
in the locations of the water tank and parking area for a total of 11 exploration locations. All of
the explorations will extend to depths ranging from 15 to 50 feet. The proposed number of
explorations has been established to comply with DSA and CGS requirements. A summary of
the proposed buildings and number of explorations per building is presented below.

Task 1.0 Field Exploration

Subsurface conditions will be investigated using solid flight and mud rotary drilling equipment.
An ENGEO engineer or geologist will observe the exploration, log the soils encountered and
obtain samples at regular intervals for further visual classification and laboratory testing. All
explorations will be accurately located in the field.

Prior to performing the explorations, we will obtain the necessary permits from the San Joaquin
County Heath Services Department. We will mark our proposed exploration locations in the field
and notify Underground Service Alert (USA) of our intent to excavate.

Task 2.0 Laboratory Testing

The engineering characteristics of the soils will be evaluated by laboratory testing. The samples
will be re-examined in our laboratory to verify field classifications, and the testing program will
likely include moisture content/dry density determinations, shear strength, plasticity and
expansion index, sieve analysis and/or percentage passing a #200 sieve, as appropriate. A
corrosivity analysis including sulfate ion concentration testing will be conducted on at least one
near-surface soil sample.

Task 3.0 Engineering Analysis, Geologic Hazards Evaluation and Final Report
Upon completion of our exploration, we will prepare a report in general conformance with the

requirements of DSA and CGS Note 48 that will include our findings, conclusions, and
recommendations. The report will describe subsurface conditions at the site and will include field
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data, exploration logs, a geologic cross-section, and a site plan showing the location of the
explorations and important site features. The report will present discussions, conclusions, and
recommendations regarding the following:

e Soil, bedrock and groundwater conditions at the site.
¢ Site seismicity, geologic and seismic hazards.

» A Geologic Hazard Evaluation that meets the current DSA requirements as indicated in IR-A4
revised November 2007 and California Geologic Survey Note 48 revised January 1, 2011.

e The most appropriate foundation type for the proposed structures including the allowable
bearing pressures and lateral earth pressure coefficients.

o Design criteria for the recommended foundation type.

e Site drainage requirements.

¢ Parking lot recommendations.

¢ Grading recommendations.

o Concrete flatwork recommendations.

¢ Site drainage recommendations.

e 2010 California Building Code soil profile type and near-source factors.

SCHEDULE

Depending upon the weather, drilling equipment availability and permit requirements, our
geotechnical exploration will commence within two weeks following your authorization. We
estimate that the time required to complete the field exploration and percolation testing will be
four days. Our report should be completed in four weeks following the completion of our field
investigation. We assume that the site will be accessible for our field exploration during regular
business hours. If evening or weekend work is required, our fee will be increased as discussed

below to accommodate overtime charges. If this schedule does not meet your needs, please
notify us and we can attempt to modify the schedule duration.

FEE
We propose to perform the services outlined above for a fee of $17,900. As discussed above, if

weekend or evening work is required in order to complete the field portion of our study, the fee
to provide the above-described services will be performed for a fee of $21,600.
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Necessary removal of fences, unlocking of gates, removal of parked vehicles, permission to enter
the site from the current owner or leaseholder, and/or required use permits need to be secured by
the client prior to our field activities. If site access or weather conditions restrict our field
operations, a revision to our estimate may be necessary.

The scope of services described above does not include the assessment of environmental
characteristics involving hazardous or toxic substances. In the event potentially hazardous
materials are identified visually or by odor within our explorations, we will notify you as soon as
possible of such an occurrence in order to decide mutually whether to continue, suspend, modify,
or cease the remainder of the field exploration program. All costs incurred as a result of
encountering suspected hazardous materials would be charged on a time-and-expense basis.

As previously discussed, A Site-Specific Ground Motion Analysis is not required per item 16 of
CGS note 48 and the 2010 California Building Code. However, CGS can request that this be
performed during their review process. If this occurs, we can perform this scope of work
for $2,500.

RECOMMENDED DESIGN AND CONSTRUCTION PHASE SUPPORT

During the design and review phase for the proposed improvements, we anticipate that the
following services will be performed at time and expense in addition to the above scope of work:

s Attending planning meeting/teleconference with structural consultant and project architect to
verify that the geotechnical report is responsive to the planned improvements,

¢ Requested revisions and resubmittals based on review comments.

¢ Provide as-needed engineering consultation to the office of the State Architect (DSA) and/or
California Geologic Survey during the review and approval of the geotechnical report and
geologic hazard study.

Hydrology and stormwater management services, testing and observation services during site
development can be provided on a time-and-expense basis under separate service agreements.
These services are offered to satisfy regulatory agencies, to evaluate compliance with the
requirements of our report, and to make adjustments to our recommendations as appropriate
during actual site development.

Materials testing services for concrete, masonry and steel, as described in the California Building
Code, can also be provided on a time-and-expense basis to evaluate compliance with agency
approved project plans and specifications.

An estimate of the total fees for the above listed phases of service can be provided after a
detailed project schedule is completed.
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LIMITATIONS

In the event that the character of the project changes, additional exploration may be required
which will result in additional expenses. No warranties are expressed or implied.

ENGEO's liability for damage due to professional negligence, acts, errors, omissions, breach of
contract and consequential damages will be limited by Client to an amount not to exceed an
aggregate limit of Fifty Thousand Dollars ($50,000.00) or ENGEO’s fee, whichever is greater,
regardless of the legal theory under which such liability is imposed.

This Citizens’ Oversight Committee Policy and regulations is adopted by
the Board of Trustees (“Board”) of the Jefferson School District (“District™)
pursuant to the provisions and requirements of Article 2 of Chapter 1.5 of
Part 5 of Division | of Title I of the California Education Code (hereinafter
the “Law”) and pursuant to Education Code Section 35160.

1. Background

2.1

On November 7, 2000, California voters approved Proposition 39, the
Smaller Classes, Safer Schools and Financial Accountability Act (School
Facilities: 55% Local Vote, Bonds, Taxes; Accountability Requirements).
The text of Proposition 39 includes various accountability requirements
including requirements for certain types of audits. In an effort to increase
voter acceptance for Proposition 39, the California Legislature passed, and
Governor Davis signed, Assembly Bill 1908 (“AB 1908”), which provides
additional requirements relative to school district general obligation bond
elections conducted pursuant to Proposition 39. Those requirements
include provisions requiring school districts which are successful in
Proposition 39 bond elections to establish and appoint a Citizens Oversight
Committee, as required by the Law (as put into place pursuant to AB 1908).
This Policy and Regulations are adopted to comply with the Law and to
provide guidance as to the Committee and related matters.

I11. Definitions

3.1

August 26, 2011 1

Unless the context clearly requires otherwise, or a term is differently
defined within this Policy and Regulations, the terms defined in the Section
I11 shall, for all purposes of this Policy and Regulations, have the
meanings(s) herein specified.

“AB 1908” means Assembly Bill 1908 of the California 2000
Legislative Session, being Chapter 44 of Statutes of 2000.

“Board” means the Board of Trustees of the District.

“Bonds” means the general obligation bonds of the District as
authorized by the voters and issued pursuant to State law.
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“Committee” means the Citizens’ Oversight Committee formed and
appointed by the Board of the District pursuant to the requirements
of the Law, and this Policy and Regulations.

“District” means the Jefferson School District.

“Law” means Article 2 of Chapter 1.5 of Part 5 of Division | of
Title | of the California Education Code (being Education Code
Sections 15278 et seq.)

“Proposition 39” means Proposition 39, the smaller classes, safe
schools and Financial Accountability Act (school facilities; 55%
local vote, bonds, taxes, accountability requirements) as approved by
the California electorate on November 7, 2000.

v Establishment of Committee.

4.1

The Committee shall be established upon the certification of successful
election results of a Proposition 39 bond election by the Board subject to
the purpose, parameters, policies and regulations set forth in California
Law and herein.

V. Purpose of Committee.

5.1

Statutory Purpose. The purpose of the Committee shall be to inform

the public, at least annually in a written report, concerning the
expenditure of the bond proceeds. In carrying out this purpose the
Committee shall:

(@) Actively review and report on the proper expenditure of taxpayers’

money for school construction;

(b) Advise the public as to whether the District is in compliance with

the requirements of Article XIIIA, Section 1 (b)(3) of the California
Constitution, which provides that;

I. Bond funds are expended only for the construction,
reconstruction, rehabilitation, or replacement of school
facilities, including the furnishing and equipping of
school facilities, or the acquisition or lease of real
property for school facilities;

1. No bond funds are used for any teacher or
administrative salaries or other school operating
expenses;
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ii. A list of projects to be funded was included on the
ballot;

iv. An annual independent performance audit is
performed; and

v. An annual independent financial audit is performed.

5.2 The Committee shall have only those powers expressly stated in, or
directly required by, State law and this Policy and Regulations.

VI Committee Composition.

6.1
(@) The Committee shall consist of at least seven (7) members, subject
to the provisions of Section 7.1(c) hereof.
(b) The Committee may not include any employee or official of the
District or any vendor, contractor, or consultant of the District.
(c) The Committee shall include all of the following.

i. One member who is active in a business organization
representing the business community located within
the District.

ii. One member who is active in a senior citizen’s
organization;

iii. One member who is active in a bona fide taxpayer
association;

iv. One member shall be the parent or guardian of a child
enrolled in the District; and

v. One member shall be both a parent or guardian of a
child enrolled in the District and active in a parent-
teacher organization, such as the Parent-Group, Parent
Club, Parent Teacher Association or school site
council.

vi. One member has been or is actively involved in the
business of agriculture.

VIl  Committee Appointments, Term, Officers, and VVacancies

7.1 Appointments

(@) The initial members of the Committee shall be appointed by the
Board within sixty (60) days of the date of the canvass of election
results by the Board as required by the Law.
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(b) The Board may solicit applications, or provide for an application

process, for appointment to the Committee in such manner as the
Board shall direct. The Board may require candidates for
membership on the Committee to submit information either on a
stated form or to include informational criteria in a manner as may
be established by the Board. Notwithstanding Section 4.1 hereof,
the Board may, in its discretion, solicit applications for membership
to the Committee in advance of an actual Proposition 39 general
obligation bond election date as may be necessary or desirable to
have adequate applicants to fill all of the required positions on the
Committee and to have adequate time in which to fully and
completely consider all of the applicants and their corresponding
information. The solicitation of applicant information shall not
require the formation of the Committee if the bond election in
question is not successful.

(c) In making its appointment, the Board shall satisfy the necessary

statutory membership requirements on the Committee as set forth in
Section 6.1 (c), hereof. In making its appointments to the
Committee the Board may, in its discretion, consider various factors
applicable to each candidate, including, but not limited to, (i)
residency within the boundaries of the District, (ii) whether the
candidate is a registered voter within the District, and (iii) the
professional and educational background of any prospective
Committee member, which may include experience in construction,
property, facilities management and/or finance matters or other
factors which tend to support or complement the purposes of the
Committee. The Committee shall initially have seven (7) members;
however, the Board retains the right to appoint additional members
to the Committee provided that the Committee shall always have an
odd number of members. In the event that the Law is amended to
require a different or greater number of Committee members, the

Board shall, within the time set by California law, take action to
appoint appropriate Committee members as shall be required.

(d) Any appointee to the Committee shall be required to comply with

the requirements and limitations of Section 8.3 hereof.

(e) If it is determined that if there are multiple qualified candidates

beyond the number of existing vacancies, the Board may identify
four alternates who can be used to fill vacancies that occur during
the subsequent twelve (12) months provided that the action is
compliant with sections 7.1(c), 7.2, and 7.3(b). The alternate list
shall not exceed four (4) members.
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() Alternate Committee Members shall serve 1 year renewable terms,
with no limitation on consecutive terms. Alternate members shall be
full participants in the oversight process, but shall be non-voting
members. However, should a quorum which consists of (4) voting
members not be present at a meeting of the committee, the non-
voting members shall be recognized as voting members and shall
vote in order to create a quorum. Vacancy of an alternate seat shall
be determined in accordance with section 7.3, including
requirements to attend regularly scheduled meetings.

Term

(@) Each member of the Committee shall serve for a term not to exceed
two years. Three Committee members shall be designated as “one
year” and four Committee members shall be designated as “two
year” term members. No member of the Committee shall serve
more than two (2) consecutive terms. A member of the Committee
may serve multiple non-consecutive terms as the Board may
determine or direct.

(b) The term of office of a Committee member shall end upon the
completion of their initial term or subsequent two-year term or, in
the event that a vacancy for that Committee member’s position is
determined by the Board as set forth in this Policy and Regulations,
until such vacancy in determined.

(c) Each term shall match the fiscal year of the school district. Hence,
each term shall end on June 30" of the appropriate term-year as
described in paragraph 7.2.a above.

Officers

(@) The Committee shall elect a chair, a vice-chair who shall act as chair
only when the chair is absent, and a secretary, which positions shall
continue for a one (1) year term. Elections shall be conducted
during the first regularly scheduled meeting of each fiscal year.
There shall be no limitation to the number of consecutive terms
which an officer may serve.

(b) The Chair of the Committee shall preside at all meetings of the
committee, maintain order, rule on parliamentary procedure, consult
with the superintendent or designee on preparation of the committee
agendas, confer with the superintendent or designee on crucial
matters which may occur between committee meetings, enforce the
rules of the committee at all meetings, and sign all official reports
from the committee.

a. In case of the resignation, absence, or disability of the Chair,
the Vice-Chair shall perform the duties of the Chair. In case
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of the absence of the Vice-President, the Secretary shall
perform all duties of the Chair.

(c) The Vice-Chair of the Committee shall assume the duties of the
Chair in the case of his/her resignation, absence, or disability. He or
she will assist the Chair in planning, organizing, and directing
activities. He or she will also act as interim spokesperson when the
Secretary is not available, and has the responsibility of ensuring the
publication of each scheduled meeting.

(d) The Secretary shall be the chief spokesperson of the Oversight
Committee and act as liaison to the news media and the community.
The spokesperson is primarily responsible for providing current
information to the public and his or her statements should reflect
either the consensus or the majority and minority opinions of the
committee membership.

\Vacancies

(@) Determination of Vacancy. The Board may determine that a
Committee member’s seat on the Committee has become vacant
under any of the following circumstances;

a. Resignation of that Committee member submitted in writing
to the Board (which shall be effective upon its receipt by the
Board);

b. Death, or a legal determination of the incapacity of that
Committee member.

c. The Committee member relocates their principal place of
residence to a location outside the boundaries of the District.

d. Conviction of a violation of Government Code Section 1090
et seq. or other applicable conflict of interest laws (see
Section 8.3)

e. Conviction of any crime resulting in imprisonment or
conviction of a felony involving moral turpitude;

f. The election or appointment of that Committee member to a
public office which is deemed or determined to be an
incompatible public office with simultaneous membership on
the Committee (see Section 8.3 hereof);

g. If a committee member is absent from two (2) or more
consecutive regularly scheduled Committee meetings, the
school board may determine the position has been vacated,
and/or

h. In the case of a Committee member who represented one (1)
of the six (6) groups set forth in 6.1 (c) hereof, where that
member ceases to be a member or a representative of the
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identified group and does not resume or restore such status
within sixty (60) days of such occurrence.

(b) Attendance
A. Committee members shall attend all regular business

B.

meetings of the Citizen’s Oversight Committee.

If a committee member has two or more unexcused absences
for regularly scheduled committee meetings, the School
Board may declare that position vacated.

. To be excused from any regularly scheduled committee

meeting, the committee member shall notify the Oversight
Committee Chairperson at least 48 hours prior to the meeting.
However, if the member is unable to attend any regular
meeting due to illness, injury or emergency, that same
member shall notify the Oversight Committee Chairperson of
the emergency within 48 hours after the regularly scheduled
meeting. This notification shall also constitute an excuse.

(if) The District, on behalf of the Board, shall give at least ten (10) days

prior written notice of the intent to determine a vacancy on the
Committee prior to taking action thereon, and the reasons thereof, which
notice shall be mailed, by United States mail first class postage prepaid,
to the last known address of the Committee member in question and to
the chairperson or president of the Committee. The power to make
determinations as to vacancies on the Committee is expressly reserved
to the Board.

(b) In the event a vacancy is determined, such Committee position shall remain
vacant until the Board appoints a new Committee member for that position.
Following the determination of the vacancy on the Committee the Board shall
follow the procedures set forth in Section 7.1 hereof to fill such vacancy within
a reasonable period of time. The power to fill vacancies on the Committee is
expressly reserved to the Board.

(c) In making appointments to fill vacancies as set forth in this Section VII, the
Board shall make appointments such that the five (5) representative groups, as
set forth in Section 6.1 (c) hereof, shall be maintained.

VIl Service on Committee.

8.1

8.2
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Service Without Compensation. As set forth in the Law, members of the

Committee shall serve without compensation.
Non-Liability for District Debts. The private and personal property of the

Committee members shall be exempt from execution or other liability for
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any debts, liabilities or obligations of the District or the Committee, and no
Committee members shall be personally liable or responsible for any debts,
liabilities or obligations of the District or the Committee except where
expressly set forth in California law.

8.3  Conflicts of Interest and Prohibited Actions. It is the express desire and
intention of the Board that members of the Committee shall not be, or have,
any financial interest in the matters which they review.

(@) All members of the Committee, as a condition of membership on the
Committee, may be requested to sign a certification declaring that
such Committee appointee has no conflict of interest as to the issues
which shall be before the Committee.

(b) All members of the Committee shall expressly be subject to the
limitations and requirement of Article 4 of Division 4 of Title | of
the California Government Code, being Government Code Sections
1090, et seq.

(c) All members of the Committee shall expressly be subject to the
limitations and requirements of Article 4.7 of Division 4 of Title | of
the California Government Code. Being Government Code Sections
1125, et seq.

(d) All Committee members shall submit required Statements of
Economic Interests, including filing annual Statements of economic
Interests, pursuant to the District’s current Conflict of Interest Code
and California Government Code Sections 81008. All Committee
members shall be required to report at a minimum under Disclosure
Category Il. All such Statements of Economic Interests shall be filed
with the District and shall be available for public review as required
by California Government Code Section 81000. et seq. All
members of the Committee shall be furnished with a copy of the
District’s current Conflict of Interest Code upon their taking office
as Committee members. Additionally, all persons appointed to the
Committee shall be provided with a copy of this Policy and
Regulations and any amendments thereto.

IX. Committee Activities and Meetings.

9.1  Activities of the Committee. The Committee may engage in any of the
following activities in furtherance of its purpose:
(a) Receive and review copies of the annual performance audit (as
prepared pursuant to the requirements of Proposition 39);
(b) Receive and review copies of the annual financial audit (as prepared
pursuant to the requirements of Proposition 30);
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(c) Inspect school facilities and grounds to ensure that bond funds are
expended for the purpose set forth in the bond measure approved by
the voters;

(d) Receive and review copies of any deferred maintenance proposal or
plans developed by the District;

(e) Review efforts by the District to maximize bond revenues by
implementing cost-saving measures, including, but not limited to:

(1) Mechanisms designed to reduce the cost of professional
fees;

(i)  Mechanisms designed to reduce the costs of site
preparation;

(ili)  Recommendations regarding the joint use of core
facilities;

(iv)  Mechanisms designed to reduce costs by incorporating
efficiencies in school site design; and

(v)  Recommendations regarding the use of cost-effective and
efficient reusable plans.

(f) The Committee shall issue regular reports of the results of its activities.
The Committee must issue at least one report each year.

9.2 Construction of Agenda. The superintendent or his designee, in cooperation
with the Chair of the Committee, shall prepare an agenda for each regular
meeting. Any committee member may contact the Superintendent or the
Chair and request any item directly related to Committee business be
placed on the agenda no later than five week days prior to the legally
required public posting of the agenda.

(@) The superintendent and the chair shall jointly determine if the item is or
is not a matter directly related to Committee business.

(b) The Committee may place limitations on the total time to be devoted to
the matter at any meeting, and may limit the time allowed for any one
person to speak on the matter at the meeting.

(c) This provision does not prevent the board from taking testimony at
regular meetings on matters which are not on the agenda which a
member of the public may wish to bring before the Committee, but the
Committee may take no action on such matters at that meeting.

9.3Brown Act Compliance: Public Records.

(a) Regular meeting dates, time, and place shall be established by the
Committee and published/posted in accordance with the Ralph M. Brown
Act (being Government Sections 54950 et seq.) and applicable District
posting procedures. All Committee proceedings shall be open to the public
and shall be subject to the provisions of the Ralph M. Brown Act. The
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Committee may adopt rules and regulations guidelines or similar

procedures as may be necessary or desirable in order to comply with the

requirements of the Ralph M. Brown Act.

(d) All documents received by the Committee, Committee minutes and
reports issued by the Committee shall be a matter of public record.

X. Technical and Administrative Support.

10.1

10.2
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Statutory Requirement. The Board of the District, without any use of

Bond funds, shall provide the Committee with:

(@) Any necessary technical assistance and administrative assistance in
furtherance of the Committee’s purpose; and

(b) Sufficient resources to publicize the conclusions of the Committee
(including establishing, operating and updating the Committee Internet
Website).

Administrative Support. Administrative support provided by District staff

to the Committee shall include all of the following:

(a) Preparing, mailing and posting agendas for meetings of the Committee
in compliance with the Ralph M. Brown Act;

(b) Preparing and submitting documents (including agenda materials) to the
Committee members and to members of the public in compliance with
the Ralph M. Brown Act;

(c) Arranging for meeting locations and preparing meeting facilities for
scheduled meetings of the Committee;

(d) The taking, transcribing, providing and maintaining of minutes of the
Committee meetings which minutes shall, at a minimum, include an
identification of all Committee members present and absent at any
meeting of the Committee and a statement of the vote on each issue of
business directed, determined or set out by the Committee; and

(e) Maintaining Committee records and responding to public records act
requests directed to the Committee which public records act requests
and responses shall be handled according to the same procedures as are
applicable to the District under its public records act policy.

District staff shall provide the following technical support to the

Committee:

(@) Arranging tours and inspections of school facilities and grounds as may
be reasonably scheduled by the Committee as set forth in Section 9.1(c)
above.

(b) Providing audits, and written reports as provided for in Section 9.1
above, and providing, operating, maintaining and updating the
Committee Internet Website as set forth in Section 10.3, hereof.
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10.3

(c) The District shall, in compliance with Section 10.1 hereof, provide
sufficient administrative support and technical resources to conform
with the directives and requirements set forth in the Law and within this
Policy and Regulations. In covering such costs, the District shall cover
such costs as are reasonably necessary or required under California law
and this Policy and Regulations in furtherance of the Committee’s
express purpose. In the event of a question relating to whether an
expense of the Committee is reasonably necessary, such determination
shall lie within the purview of the Superintendent of the District, who
shall have the responsibility to provide a final determination on
approval of such cost(s).

Committee Internet Website Education Code Section 15280(b) requires
that certain documents relating to the Committee be made available on an
Internet Website maintained by the District. The cost to operate, maintain
and update the Committee Internet Website shall be the responsibility of
the District. The Committee Internet Website may be included within an
existing Website operated by the District or may be operated separately.
The following documents and information shall appear on the Committee
Internet Website and shall be updated from time to time:

(@) Minutes of Committee meetings;

(b) Reports issued by the Committee; and

(c) Documents received by the Committee.

Presentation of Reports. Reports, including the annual report of the
Committee, and recommendations of the Committee shall be presented to
the Board. Committee recommendations for specific actions shall be
forwarded to the Board and such District staff members as such
recommendations shall concern.

XI1. Disbanding of Committee; Records.

11.2
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The Committee shall be disbanded at the end of the fiscal year in which:

(@) All Proposition 39 bond proceeds and earnings thereon have been
expended;

(b) The Committee has issued its final annual report as required under
Section 9.1(f) above; and

(c) The Committee has completed and conducted its final meeting which
shall be scheduled after notice of 11.1(a) hereof occurs.

In the event that the Committee is disbanded and the Districts succeeds in a
later bond election where the provisions of Proposition 39 and the Law are
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11.3

applicable, the Board may, depending upon the passage of time, either
reconstitute the last seated Committee or appoint new Committee members.
Such determination shall be in the sole and absolute discretion of the
Board.

All records of the Committee shall be kept by the District (pursuant to its
records retention policy) for a period of at least two (2) years after the
disbanding of the Committee as provided for herein.

XI1l. Amendment of Policy and Regulations.

12.1

The Policy and Regulations set forth herein shall be subject to such later
and further amendments and modifications by the Board as may be required
by State law or may be reasonably necessary in fulfilling the purpose of the
Committee or in the efficient administering of the business of the
Committee.

XIl. POWERS RESERVED TO THE GOVERNING BOARD

13.1
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In recognition of the fact that the Committee is charged with overseeing the

expenditure of bond proceeds for approved bond projects:

(b) Projects financed through the State of California, developer fees,
redevelopment tax increment, certificates of participation, CFD Bonds,
the general fund or the sale of surplus property without bond proceeds
shall be outside the authority of the Committee.

(c) The establishment of priorities and order of construction for the bond
projects shall be made by the Governing Board of the District at its sole
discretion.

(d) The selection of architects, engineers, soils engineers, construction
managers, project managers, CEQA consultants and such other
professional service firms as are required to complete the project based
on District criteria established by the Board is at its sole discretion.

(e) The approval of the design for each project including exterior materials,
paint color, interior finishes, site plan and construction methods
(modular vs. permanent) by the Board is at its sole discretion and the
Board shall report to the Committee on any cost saving techniques
considered or adopted by the Board.

(F) The selection of independent audit firm(s), performance audit
consultants and such other consultants as are necessary to support the
activities of the Committee shall be the responsibility of the Governing
Board
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(9) The approval of an annual budget for the Committee that is sufficient to
carry out the activities set forth in Proposition 39 and included herein
shall be the responsibility of the Governing Board.

(h) The allocation of State School Building Program grant funds to projects
in the order and in an amount determined by the Board is at its sole
discretion.

(i) The adoption of a plan for publicizing the activities of the Committee
and the determination as to whether a mailer, a newspaper notice or
website materials would best suit the distribution of the Committee’s
findings and recommendations is at the sole discretion of the Governing
Board.

() The amendment or modification of the Procedures, Policies &
Guidelines for the Committee as provided herein shall be the
responsibility of the Governing Board, subject to the legal requirements
of Proposition 39.

(k) The appointment or reappointment of qualified applicants to serve on
the Committee, subject to legal limitations, and based on criteria
adopted by the Governing Board is at its sole discretion as part of
carrying out the Board’s function under Proposition 39.
