UPDATE ON MEASURE J PROJECTS AND TIMELINE — Anthony Continente and Gino
Elliott from RGM were in attendance. Anthony Continente updated the committee. Plans
have been submitted to DSA for comments. All comments plan to be incorporated by next
week.

Water tower capacity requirement has been reduced to 125,000 gallons from the original
plan of 500,000, after working with local fire officials. This will be a considerable cost
savings to the district. It has been confirmed that on-site fire suppression will need to be on
site during construction.

RGM'’s estimate came in, based on the design set, at $20.2 M. Bids will be lower than the
estimate and RGM will be working with design team to reduce things like grading and paving
sections. Some options will be built-in for possible additive and deductive alternates.

Traina gymnasium plans have been submitted to DSA for plan checks.

SHARING OF DECEMBER NEWSLETTER — The Hawkins interim campus pictured in the
bond newsletter has been revised since publication to include required fire lanes. Future
use of the Hawkins temporary campus was discussed. The district is considering options to
best utilize the buildings after Jefferson School students vacate. San Joaquin County Office
of Education for possible use for SDC classes, Tender Loving Care expansion, and other
school programs are all possibilities.

1. Description of Leased equipment:

Lessee may renew this Agreement for an additional period of_6 months, upon the same terms and conditions, by giving written notice of renewal to Lessor not
less than 30 days before the expiration of the term of this lease. If Lessee retains possession of the leased property beyond the expiration date without Such notice
of renewal, Lessor shall have the option of (i) taking possession of said property at anytime without notice or (ii) deeming this Agreement renewed as a month
to month tenancy upon the same terms and conditions, provided however that the rent during such holdover period shall be $2,100.00 per month, payable in ad-
vance. Lessee hereby authorizes Lessor to insert the commencement date of the lease which shall be the date of the delivery of the leased equipment to Lessee.
At the end of the term or sooner termination of this lease, the leased equipment shall be returned to Lessor in the same condition as when delivered to Lessee,

ordinary wear and tear excluded.

3. Location of Leased Equipment:

4. Rental and Other Charges:

All insurance shall be in the form and with companies satisfactory to Lessor and shall contain the insurer's agreement to give 30 days written notice to Lessor of
any material alteration or cancellation. Should Lessee fail to provide Lessor with the insurance policies provided for herein or certificates of insurance evidencing
said insurance within 10 days of the commencement of this lease, Lessor may, at its option, secure said insurance coverage and Lessee hereby agrees to pay
as invoiced by Lessor any and all charges. costs, and premiums incurred by Lessor plus 20% handling fee. Lessee irrevocably appoints Lessor as Lessee's attorney
infacttomake claimfor, receive paymentof, and execute and endorse all documents, checks or drafts received inpaymentforloss ordamage under any insurance policy.
The proceeds of insurance payable as a result of loss or damage or claims shall be applied, at the option of Lessor. to the replacement or repair of the leased
equipment or to payment of obligations of Lessee hereunder.

In addition to the provisions of paragraph 5 Lessee hereby agrees to indemnify Lessor in accordance with paragraph 10 on the reverse side hereof.

In discussions with DTSC (Department of Toxic Substances Control), they confirmed they show
the Jefferson site with a status of ‘further action required’ in their database since they are not
overseeing the mitigation of the areas identified in the PEA. In consultation with DTSC, they
recommend we loop them in on mitigation plans and scope of soil removal so they will
(hopefully) be able to close the site out with a ‘No Further Action’ status. While this isn’t
required for our current project, it may become important in the future should the district decide
to expand the campus — adding additional classrooms, for example. If the DTSC status were left
in ‘additional review needed’ status, the district would be required to re-test in the future should
the site be expanded in the future.

URS is proposing to re-review the testing scope and parameters and use statistical data
smoothing to provide the district with a work plan for mitigating the issues identified in the PEA.
DTSC is comfortable with this approach and suggests that we work with URS to not leave any
identified ‘hot spots’ on site.

The attached proposal is for the data review and work plan phase of the process. Upon
completion of these steps, URS will also propose a mitigation plan and we will bring that
proposal to the board when received.

The North Tower agreement showed $7,490 proposed for this work; however, they subsequently
sent an additional proposal for $17,786.50 for the additional testing they believed they needed to
do. Going with URS’ proposal of $9,256 - though higher than North Tower amount for the
work plan completion — will ultimately save us money since URS will not feel compelled to do
further testing. URS has confidence in their data since they created it — while North Tower
would want extensive additional testing done to establish their comfort with the mitigation
parameters.

I am attaching the URS proposal for the board’s review and approval. The work plan developed
by URS will provide information we need to obtain estimates on the mitigation of the issues
found at the site — and we want the soil removal/replacement process to happen over Spring
Break this year — April 18" — April 25", 2014.

URS Corporation Americas (URS) prepared this proposal for the Jefferson School District (JSD,
Client) to provide environmental consulting services related to removal of contaminated soil at
the above-referenced existing school site. Under contract to the California Department of Toxic
Substances Control (DTSC), URS conducted a Preliminary Environmental Assessment (PEA) of
the site in 2013. Elevated concentrations of chlordane and lead were detected in soil near some of
the buildings. URS also performed some stepout/stepdown sampling to further characterize the
extents of contamination. This proposal includes our project understanding, objective and scope
of services, assumptions, fees, schedule, and conditions of service.

Based on our telephone call yesterday, we have the following understanding of relevant project
constraints:

e JSD desires to remove sufficient contaminated soil to meet DTSC’s guidelines for school
sites.

e JSD intends to submit a workplan for a small soil removal for DTSC review prior to
removing the soil.

e JSD desires to remove the soil during the spring vacation period of April 18 to 27, 2014.
e JSD intends to submit a final report for DTSC review after soil removal is complete.

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OBJECTIVE AND SCOPE OF SERVICES

The objective of URS’s services for this phase of the project will be to obtain DTSC approval for
the workplan for a small soil removal.

URS’s scope of services will consist of the following:

e Perform statistical analysis of the existing data set to assess the volume of soil that needs
removal in order to meet DTSC guidelines for school sites.

e Discuss the results of the statistical analysis with JSD, and if possible with DTSC, in order
to gauge acceptability of the conclusions.

e Prepare a technical memorandum to document the statistical analysis and conclusions, and
to set forth a workplan for a small soil removal to address any “hotspots” of contamination
that were identified by the analysis. The workplan will include a figure showing the
proposed lateral and vertical extents of excavation, plans for confirmation sampling if
necessary, and a Health and Safety Plan for the proposed soil removal activities. The
technical memorandum will be prepared under the supervision of, and be signed by, a
California-registered civil engineer experienced in hazardous-material site assessment and
remediation. After DTSC review, the technical memorandum will be revised to DTSC’s
satisfaction, if necessary.

e URS will consult with Client regarding the work, and will participate in meetings and/or
teleconferences with Client and DTSC.

ASSUMPTIONS

This proposal is based on the following assumptions:

e Implementation of the small soil removal workplan is not included herein. URS will
provide a separate proposal for those services after the scope is better defined.

e Meetings with Client and/or DTSC will be conducted at URS’s office in Fresno, or via
telephone. Time and expenses to travel to Tracy or Sacramento are not included in the
enclosed fee estimate.

FEES

URS will provide the above scope of services on a time-and-materials basis in accordance with
the enclosed fee schedule. The estimated not-to-exceed fee for the above scope of services is
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$9,256.00, as illustrated on the enclosed fee estimate table. Client will be billed on a monthly
basis only for the actual time-and-materials expenses actually accruing to the project.

ESTIMATED SCHEDULE

The estimated schedule for the above scope of services is as follows:

e Statistical analysis of the existing data set will require one to two weeks after receiving
Client’s formal notice to proceed.

e Preparation of the technical memorandum discussing the statistical analysis results and
setting forth a workplan for a small soil removal will require one to two weeks. DTSC
review is expected to require one to two weeks, followed possibly by another week to
make revisions and obtain final approval.

Overall, this phase of the project is expected to require approximately 4 to 7 weeks after receiving
Client’s formal notice to proceed.

CONDITIONS AND AUTHORIZATION

We propose to provide the services set forth in this proposal in accordance with the terms set forth
in the enclosed Master Agreement for Environmental Services (Agreement). If the terms of this
proposal are acceptable, please have an authorized Client representative sign and return two
copies of the Agreement and two copies of the enclosed Time and Materials Work Authorization
as our formal authorization to proceed. An authorized URS representative will sign both copies
of each document, and we will return one copy of each document to you for your records.

When URS staff appear as expert witnesses at court trials,
arbitration hearings, and depositions, their time will be
charged at 2.0 times the standard hourly rate. All time
spent preparing for such trials, hearings, and depositions,
will be charged at the standard labor rate.

THIS AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) for Environmental Services, (together with the attachments hereto) dated and effective as of February 5, 2014
(the “Effective Date™), is hereby made and entered into by and between Jefferson School District (hereinafter “Client”) having a place of business
located at 1219 Whispering Wind Drive, Tracy, California, 95377, and URS Corporation, dba URS Corporation Americas, a Nevada corporation
(hereinafter “Consultant”) having a place of business located at 30 River Park Place West, Suite 180, Fresno, California, 93720. Consultant and Client
are each individually referred to as a “Party” and collectively as the “Parties”.

The Parties agree as follows:
1. WORK AUTHORIZATIONS

1.1 Consultant agrees to undertake and perform certain environmental consulting and professional services (“Services”) in accordance with the terms
and conditions contained herein, as may be requested by Client from time to time. The Services to be performed, Consultant’s compensation, and the
schedule for performance for each task shall be described in one or more authorizations issued to Consultant by Client, the form of which is attached
hereto as Attachment 1 (“Work Authorization”). A Work Authorization shall be valid and binding upon the Parties only if accepted in writing by
Client and Consultant. Each duly executed Work Authorization shall be subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, except to the extent
expressly modified by the Work Authorization.

1.2 It is the expressed intent of the parties that this Agreement shall be made available to subsidiaries and affiliated companies of Consultant. For the
purposes of this Agreement, as it applies to each Work Authorization, the term “Consultant” shall mean either Consultant as defined above or the
subsidiary or affiliate of Consultant identified in the Work Authorization. The applicable Work Authorization shall clearly identify the legal name of the
entity accepting the Work Authorization.

2. PAYMENTS FOR SERVICES

2.1 Unless otherwise stated in a Work Authorization, payment shail be on a time and materials basis under the Schedule of Fees and Charges in
effect when the Services are performed. Client shall pay undisputed portions of each progress invoice within thirty (30) days of the date of the invoice.
If payment is not received within thirty (30) days from the due date of such payment, Consultant may suspend further performance under one or more
Work Authorizations until payments are current. Client shall notify URS of any disputed amount within fifteen (15) days from date of the invoice, give
reasons for the objection, and promptly pay the undisputed amount. Client shall pay an additional charge of one percent (1%) per month or the
maximum percentage allowed by law, whichever is the lesser, for any past due amount. In the event of a legal action for invoice amounts not paid,
attorneys’ fees, court costs, and other related expenses shall be paid to the prevailing party.

22 Client shall reimburse Consultant for all taxes, duties and levies such as Sales, Use, Value Added Taxes, Deemed Profits Taxes, and other similar taxes
which are added to or deducted from the value of Consultant’s Services. For the purpose of this Article such taxes shall not include taxes imposed on
Consultant’s net income, and employer or employee payroll taxes levied by any United States taxing authority, or the taxing authorities of the countries or any
agency or subdivision thereof in which URS subsidiaries, affiliates, or divisions are permanently domiciled. It is agreed and understood that these net income,
employer or employee payroll taxes are included in the unit prices or lump sum to be paid Consultant under the applicable Work Authorization.

2.3  Where charges are “not to exceed™ a specified sum, Consultant shall notify Client before such sum is exceeded and shall not continue to provide
the Services beyond such sum unless Client authorizes an increase in the sum. If a “not to exceed™ sum is broken down into budgets for specific tasks,
the task budget may be exceeded without Client authorization as long as the total sum is not exceeded. Changes in conditions, including, without
limitation, changes in laws or regulations occurring after the budget is established, or other circumstances beyond URS control, shall be a basis for
equitable adjustments in the budget and schedule.

3. CONFIDENTIALITY

3.1  For a period commencing with the disclosure of any confidential information under this Agreement and/or a Work Authorization(s) and ending
on the second anniversary such disclosure was first made, Consultant and Client each agree not to disclose to third parties, including also
subcontractors and vendors (unless such subcontractors and vendors have a need to know and are bound to similar obligations of confidentiality), any
information that is identified as confidential in writing on the materials made available to the other Party hereunder

4. WARRANTY

4.1 Consultant warrants that any consulting and professional engineering Services performed by it under a Work Authorization shall be performed in
accordance with that degree of care and skill ordinarily exercised by members of Consultant’s profession practicing at the same time in the same
location. Consultant’s sole liability to Client for any non-conforming Services shall be to re-perform the non-conforming or defective Services, written
notice of which must be promptly given by Client to Consultant. Consultant’s obligation for re-performance of non-conforming Services as set forth in
the preceding sentence shall extend for a term commencing at the substantial completion of such Services under a Work Authorization and ending one
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year later.

42 THE WARRANTY SET FORTH IN THIS ARTICLE 4 IS EXCLUSIVE, AND IN LIEU OF ANY AND ALL OTHER WARRANTIES
RELATING TO THE SERVICES, WHETHER STATUTORY, EXPRESS OR IMPLIED, AND CONSULTANT DISCLAIMS ANY SUCH
OTHER WARRANTIES, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO ANY AND ALL WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY AND/OR
FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE AND ANY AND ALL WARRANTIES ARISING FROM COURSE OF DEALING AND/OR
USAGE OF TRADE. ANY OTHER STATEMENTS OF FACT OR DESCRIPTIONS EXPRESSED IN THE AGREEMENT OR ANY
WORK AUTHORIZATION SHALL NOT BE DEEMED TO CONSTITUTE A WARRANTY OF THE SERVICES OR ANY PART
THEREOF. CONSULTANT’S REPERFORMANCE OF DEFECTIVE OR NON-CONFORMING SERVICES THROUGH THE ONE
YEAR PERIOD PROVIDED FOR IN THIS ARTICLE 4 SHALL CONSTITUTE COMPLETE FULFILLMENT OF, AND CLIENT’S
EXCLUSIVE REMEDY FOR, ALL THE LIABILITIES OR RESPONSIBILITIES OF CONSULTANT TO CLIENT FOR NON-
CONFORMING OR DEFECTIVE SERVICES, WHETHER THE CLAIMS OF CLIENT ARE BASED ON DELAY, CONTRACT, TORT,
NEGLIGENCE, STRICT LIABILITY, WARRANTY, INDEMNITY, ERROR AND OMISSION OR ANY OTHER CAUSE WHATSOEVER.

5. WORK BY OTHERS

5.1  The performance by Consultant of Services under a Work Authorization shall not constitute an assumption by Consultant of the obligations of
Client or its other contractors. Consultant shall not control or have charge of, and shall not be responsible for, construction means, methods, techniques,
sequences, procedures of construction, health or safety programs, or precautions connected with the work of Client or its other contractors, and shall not
manage, supervise, control or have charge of construction. Client shall require Consultant to be named as an additional insured along with Client on any
liability insurance policies provided by Client’s construction contractors. To the fullest extent permitted by law, Client shall defend Consultant against
any claim, suit or proceeding asserted by one of its other contractors and indemnify, defend and save Consultant harmless from any and all actual or
alleged claims and losses (including, without limitation, attomey’s fees) sustained by such contractor in connection with the Services, regardless or
whether or not any of the foregoing arose out of the negligent acts or omissions of Consultant.

6. INSURANCE

6.1  In the event Consultant performs Services under any Work Authorization in connection with a project for which Client or another party with
which Client has contracted obtains all-risk or builder’s risk property insurance, Client, as the case may be, shall name, or shall cause such other party
to name, Consultant as an additional insured on such all risk or builder’s risk property insurance. Client acknowledges that Consultant has an insurable
interest in such all risk or builder’s risk property insurance.

6.2  Consultant and Client each waive all rights of recovery and subrogation against each other with respect to a loss occurring to property of the
other, to the extent that such waivers do not invalidate the property insurance of either.

6.3 Upon Client’s written request, Consultant shall maintain during the performance of Services under a Work Authorization the following
insurance coverage:

a)  Workers” Compensation for statutory limits in compliance with the applicable state and federal laws, and Employer’s Liability with a limit of
$1,000,000;

b) Commercial General Liability including Products and Completed Operations, Contractual Liability and Broad Form Property and Personal Injury
Liability with a combined single limit of $1,000,000 per occurrence and in the aggregate;

c)  Automobile Liability Insurance with a combined single limit of $1,000,000 for bodily injury and property damage with respect to vehicles either
owned, non-owned, and leased by Consultant in the performance of Services under the Agreement.

d) Professional Liability Insurance in the amount of $1,000,000 per claim and inthe  aggregate.

6.4  If requested, Client and Consultant shall each furnish to the other duly executed certificates of insurance, indicating that policies with respect to
the aforementioned insurance have been issued and that such policies contain provisions regarding prior notification of cancellation.

7 INDEMNITY

7.1 Each Party shall indemnify, defend and save the other Party, its officers, directors, employees and affiliates harmless from any loss, cost or
expense claimed by third parties, excluding employees of either Party, for property damage and/or bodily injury, including death, to the proportionate
extent such loss, cost or expense arises from the negligence or willful misconduct of the indemnifying Party, its employees or affiliates in connection
with the Services.

7.2 Notwithstanding any other provision contained elsewhere in this Agreement to the contrary and to the fullest extent permitted by law, Client shall
be liable for and indemnify, defend and save Consultant, its officers, directors, employees and affiliates harmless from and against any and all actual or
alleged claims, damages (including incidental, consequential, indirect and special damages), losses, and expenses (including, without limitation, all
penalties, attorney’s fees, fines and administrative or civil sanctions arising out of or related to such claim) (collectively “Losses™) arising out of: (1)
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economic loss suffered by third parties; and/or (2) investment decisions of Client or third parties in reliance upon the results of the Services, regardless
of whether or not any of the foregoing arose out of the negligent acts or omissions of Consultant.

73 The indemnity and save harmless obligations of Consultant and Client under this Article 7 shall not apply with respect to any Hazardous
Material, as Consultant’s and Client’s rights and obligations with respect thereto are set forth in Article 10.

8. WAIVER OF CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES

8.1  Notwithstanding any other provision to the contrary in this Agreement or a Work Authorization and to the fullest extent permitted by law, neither
Client nor Consultant shall be liable, whether based on contract, tort, negligence, strict liability, warranty, indemnity, error and omission or any other
cause whatsoever, for any consequential, special, incidental, indirect, punitive or exemplary damages, or damages arising from or in connection with
loss of power, loss of use, loss of revenue or profit (actual or anticipated), loss by reason of shutdown or non-operation, increased cost of construction,
cost of capital, cost of replacement power or customer claims, and Consultant hereby releases Client and Client hereby releases Consultant from any
such liability.

9. LIMITATION OF LIABILITY

9.1  Notwithstanding any other provision to the contrary in this Agreement or a Work Authorization and to the fullest extent permitted by law, in no
event shall the total cumulative aggregate liability of Consultant, its subconsultants, and their respective partners, officers, directors, shareholders,
employees, and agents (referred to collectively in this Article as “Consultant”) to Client resulting from, arising out of or in connection with the
performance or nonperformance of any or all Services or other obligations under a Work Authorization, exceed $250,000 or ten percent (10%) of the
compensation paid Consultant pursuant to such Work Authorization, whichever is greater, or extend beyond the expiration of the warranty period under
Article 4 for the Services performed under the Work Authorization, regardless of the legal theory under which such liability is imposed. The remedies
stated in the Agreement are Client’s sole and exclusive remedies for any failure by Consultant to comply with obligations to Client, and Client hereby
irrevocably waives any right to assert a claim against Consultant based on a legal theory that a remedy provided herein fails of its essential purpose.

10. HAZARDOUS MATERIAL

10.1  Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed or interpreted as requiring Consultant to assume the status of, and Client acknowledges that
Consultant does not act in the capacity nor assume the status of, Client or others as a “generator,” “operator,” “transporter,” or “arranger” in the
treatment, storage, disposal, or transportation of any hazardous substance or waste as those terms are understood within the meaning of the Resource
Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA), Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA), or any other similar
federal, state, or local law, regulation, or ordinance. Client acknowledges further that Consultant has played no part in and assumes no responsibility
for generation or creation of any hazardous waste, pollution condition, nuisance, or chemical or industrial disposal problem, if any, which may exist at
any site that may be the subject matter of any Work Authorization.

10.2  Site Assessments/Hazardous Material Disposal

102.1  Site Assessment Reports: CLIENT ACKNOWLEDGES THAT ALL SITE ASSESSMENT REPORTS PREPARED BY CONSULTANT
UNDER THIS AGREEMENT ARE PREPARED FOR THE EXCLUSIVE USE OF CLIENT AND NO OTHER PERSON OR ENTITY. In no event
shall Consultant’s obligations with respect to site assessments exceed the practices prescribed in applicable ASTM standards. Site assessment reports
shall become Client’s property upon final payment for the Services. Consultant shall retain copies of all site assessment reports for its files. Any site
assessment report prepared by Consultant may not be delivered by Client to a third party without Consultant’s written authorization. Consultant shall
have no liability to (i) Client with respect to any results or information contained in a site assessment report to the extent affected by changes or new
circumstances occurring after the date of the report, or (ii) any third party with respect to the information contained in the report. Client waives any
claim against Consultant and agrees to defend, indemnify, and hold Consultant harmless from and against any and all Losses which arise out of Client’s
delivery of a site assessment report to a third party.

1022 Recognition of Risk: Client acknowledges the following risks: (i) investigations may disclose the presence of existing, uncontrolled
hazardous or toxic materials, pollutants, wastes, or other regulated substances (“Hazardous Material”) at the project site; (i) the presence of such
uncontrolled Hazardous Material at the project site may required disclosure to appropriate regulatory agencies by Client; (iii) opinions relating to
environmental, geologic, and geotechnical conditions are based on limited data and that actual conditions may vary from those encountered at the times
and locations where the data are obtained, despite the use of due professional care; and (iv) although often times necessary to perform the Services,
commonly used exploration methods such as drilling or trenching involve an inherent risk of contamination of previously uncontaminated soils and
water by existing, uncontrolled Hazardous Material through no fault of Consultant. The performance of the Services will be subject to the above risk
factors. Client further acknowledges that subsurface sampling may result in unavoidable contamination of certain subsurface areas, as when a probe or
boring device moves through a contaminated area, linking it to a subsurface water-bearing strata not previously contaminated and capable of spreading
Hazardous Material offsite. Client waives any claim against Consultant and agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold Consultant harmless from and
against any and all Losses which may arise as a result of alleged cross-contamination caused by sampling.

10.2.3  Disposal of Hazardous Material: All non-hazardous samples and by-products from sampling processes in connection with the Services shall
be disposed of by Consultant in accordance with applicable law; provided, however, that any and all such materials that cannot be introduced back into
the environment under applicable law without additional treatment, and all samples consisting of or containing Hazardous Material shall be packaged
in accordance with the applicable law by Consultant and turned over to Client for appropriate disposal. Consultant, at Client’s request, may assist
Client in identifying appropriate alternatives for off-site treatment, storage or disposal of Hazardous Material, but Consultant shall not make any
independent determination relating to the selection of a treatment, storage, or disposal facility nor subcontract such activities through transporters or
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others. Client shall sign all necessary manifests for the disposal of Hazardous Material. If Client requires Consultant or its employees, affiliates,
subconsultants, agents, subcontractors or suppliers of any tier (1) to sign such manifests, or (2) to hire, for Client, the Hazardous Material
transportation, treatment, or disposal contractor, then for these two purposes, Consuitant shall be considered to act as Client’s agent so that Consultant
will not be considered to be a generator, transporter, or disposer of such substances or considered to be the arranger for disposal of Hazardous Material.

10.3  Third Party Claims: Notwithstanding any other provision to the contrary in this Agreement or a Work Authorization, and to the fullest extent
permitted by law, Client shall indemnify Consultant and its affiliates, subconsultants, agents, subcontractors and suppliers of any tier, and any and all
employees, officers, directors of any of the foregoing, if any, from and against any and all Losses of any kind or nature whatsoever brought or asserted
by any third party under any theory of law or equity on account of Consultant’s having contracted with Client in connection with investigation,
cleanup, handling, removal, treatment, storage, transportation, or disposal of any Hazardous Material.

11. CHANGES

111 The Parties may from time to time by mutual agreement seek to modify, extend or enlarge the Services under a Work Authorization
(“Modification™). In the event the Parties agree to a Modification to add additional Services, or to make other modifications to the Services,
Consultant’s compensation, the schedule and any other relevant terms and conditions of the applicable Work Authorization shall be equitably adjusted
prior to performance of such Services.

12. OWNERSHIP OF DOCUMENTS

12.1  Consultant grants to Client a transferable, irrevocable and perpetual royalty-free license to retain and use all work products delivered to Client
for any purpose in connection with the project specified in each Work Authorization, upon full payment by Client for Consultant’s Services. Client
also may use such work product for other purposes with Consultant’s written consent. Re-use of any such work product by Client on any extension of
the project or on any other project without the written authorization of Consultant shall be at Client’s sole risk and Client shall indemnify, defend and
save Consultant and its affiliates, consultants, agents, subcontractors and suppliers of any tier, and any and all employees, officers and directors of any
of the foregoing, if any, from and against any and all Losses suffered as a result of, or arising out of, or in connection with such re-use. Consultant
shall have the right to retain copies of all such work product. Consultant retains the right of ownership with respect to any patentable concepts or
copyrightable materials arising from its Services.

13. TERMINATION/SUSPENSION

13.1  Client may terminate all or any portion of the Services under one or more Work Authorizations for convenience, at its option, by sending a
written notice to Consultant. Either party can terminate this Agreement or a Work Authorization for cause if the other commits a material, uncured
breach of this Agreement or becomes insolvent. Termination for cause shall be effective twenty (20) days after receipt of a notice of termination,
unless a later date is specified in the notice. The notice of termination for cause shall contain specific reasons for termination and both parties shall
cooperate in good faith to cure the causes for termination stated in the notice. Termination shall not be effective if reasonable action to cure the breach
has been taken before the effective date of the termination. Client shall pay Consultant upon invoice for Services performed and charges incurred prior
to termination, plus reasonable termination charges. Any suspension of Services by Client shall result in an equitable adjustment to Consultant’s
compensation, time for performance, or any of its other obligations under a Work Authorization.

14. FORCE MAJEURE

14.1  Any delay or failure of Consultant in performing its required obligations hereunder shall be excused if and to the extent such delay or failure is
caused by a Force Majeure Event. A “Force Majeure Event” means an event due to any cause or causes beyond the reasonable control of Consultant
and shall include, but not be limited to, acts of God, strike, labor dispute fire, storm, flood, windstorm, unusually severe weather, sabotage, embargo,
terrorism, energy shortage, accidents or delay in transportation, accidents in the handling and rigging of heavy equipment, explosion, riot, war, court
injunction or order, delays by acts or orders of any governmental body or changes in laws or government regulations or the interpretations or
application thereof or the acts or omissions of the Client or its other contractors, vendors or suppliers. In the event of a Force Majeure Event,
Consultant shall receive an equitable adjustment extending Consultant’s time for performance for such Services sufficient to overcome the effects of
any delay, and an increase(s) to Consultant’s compensation sufficient to account for any increased cost in performance or loss or damage suffered by
Consultant.

15. RESPONSIBILITIES OF CLIENT

15.1 Without limiting any express or implied obligations of Client under applicable law, Client shall: (1) provide Consultant, in writing, all
information relating to Client’s requirements for the project; (2) correctly identify to Consultant the location of subsurface structures, such as pipes,
tanks, cables, and utilities; (3) notify Consultant of any potential hazardous substances or other health and safety hazard or condition known to Client
existing on or near the project site; (4) give Consultant prompt written notice of any suspected deficiency in the Services; (S5) with reasonable
promptness, provide required approvals and decisions; and (6) furnish or cause to be furnished to Consultant full, unrestricted and legal access to, and
use of, the site and all necessary rights of way and easements, in order to perform the Services. In the event Consultant is requested by Client or is
required by subpoena to produce documents or give testimony in any action or proceeding to which Client is a party and Consultant is not a party,
Client shall pay Consultant for any time and expenses required in connection therewith, including reasonable attorney’s fees.

152 Consultant may rely upon and use in the performance of any Services information supplied to it by Client without independent verification and
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Consultant shall not be responsible for defects in its Services attributable to its reliance upon or use of such information.
16. SECONDED EMPLOYEES

16.1  Notwithstanding any other provision to the contrary in this Agreement or a Work Authorization, when Consultant provides an individual(s) to
Client that perform Services under the supervision, direction and control of Client under a Work Authorization (hereinafter “Seconded Employees™),
the Seconded Employees shall be advised by Client of all office and facility rules, regulations, and safety procedures. The Services performed by the
Seconded Employees shall be based on information fumished by Client, and the Seconded Employees shall be entitled to rely upon such information
and direction as being correct, accurate and appropriate. Consultant shall retain no right to supervise, direct or control the Seconded Employees with
respect to their performance of Services and all such supervision, direction and control shall come from Client. Therefore Consultant does not warrant
any or all of the Services by Seconded Employees, and any and all statutory, express or implied warranties (including but not limited to any and all
warranties of merchantability and/or fitness for a particular purpose and all warranties arising from course of dealing and usage of trade) of or for any
or all such Services are expressly disclaimed as a condition precedent to the receipt of such Services, and neither Consultant nor any of the Seconded
Employees shall have any liability to Client or to any third party(ies) for injuries or alleged injuries to persons (including death), or for damages or
alleged damages to property, including but not limited to Client’s property, arising out of or in connection with the Services of the Seconded
Employees, regardless of whether based upon delay, contract, tort, negligence, strict liability, warranty, indemnity, error and omission or any other
cause whatsoever. In the event that any such liability is ever actually or threatened to be borne by or imposed upon Consultant or any of the Seconded
Employees, Client shall indemnify, defend and save Consultant and such Seconded Employees harmless from and against any and all such liability,
regardless of whether based upon delay, contract, tort, negligence, strict liability, warranty, indemnity, error and omission or any other cause
whatsoever.

17. TERM

17.1 Unless otherwise specified, the term of this Agreement shall run from the Effective Date until Consultant has completed the Services and
received all payments due under the Agreement.

18. GENERAL

18.1 Client and Consultant each represent and warrant that this Agreement has been duly authorized, executed and delivered and constitutes its
binding agreement enforceable against it. This Agreement and any executed Work Authorizations supersede all prior written and/or oral contracts and
agreements that may have been made or entered into between Client and Consultant regarding the subject matter hereof, including but not limited to
any and all proposals, oral or written, and all communications between the Parties relating to this Agreement or any Work Authorization(s), and
constitute the entire agreement between the Parties hereto with respect to the subject matter hereof.

182 This Agreement and Work Authorization(s) may not be assigned by Consultant or Client in any way, including by operation of law, unless
otherwise mutually agreed to in writing, any such attempted non-authorized assignment shali be null and void and of no force or effect.

183  Any cost opinions or estimates provided by Consultant will be on a basis of experience and judgment, but since Consultant has no control over
market conditions or bidding procedures, Consultant cannot and does not warrant that bids, ultimate construction cost, or project economics will not
vary from such opinions or estimates. Neither this Agreement nor any of the Services provided hereunder shall constitute or provide for, and
Consultant shall not be considered to have rendered, any legal or financial opinion(s) regarding the feasibility of this project or any other or regarding
any other matter. Unless otherwise expressly included in a Work Authorization, Consultant shall under no circumstances provide as part of the
Services a consent, opinion or similar document, or act as a qualified person or expert, in connection with any filing by Client with the United States
Securities and Exchange Commission, or similar non-United States agency, authority or commission.

184  Notices shall be effective hereunder as follows only if in writing and addressed to the authorized representative designated in applicable Work
Authorizations: (1) upon delivery, if delivered personally to the person; (2) upon transmission, if transmitted to the facsimile number of the person; and
(3) upon posting, if by first class or overnight mail (postage prepaid).

18.5  All contract issues and matters of law will be adjudicated in accordance with the laws of the state where the project is located, excluding any
provisions or principles thereof which would require the application of the laws of a different jurisdiction; provided, however that if the project is
located outside the United States, the laws of the State of California shall govern. Venue for any litigation shall be any state court or United States
District Court having jurisdiction over the parties and subject matter.

186 The terms and conditions of this Agreement shall prevail, notwithstanding any variance with any purchase order or other written instrument
submitted by Client whether formally rejected by Consultant or not. This Agreement may be modified only by amendment when signed by each Party.
In the event that any one or more of the provisions of this Agreement shall be found to be illegal or unenforceable, the remaining provisions of this
Agreement shall remain in full force and effect, and such term or provision shall be deemed stricken to the extent and in the jurisdictions necessary for
compliance with applicable law.

18.7 Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to give any rights or benefits to anyone other than the Client or Consultant.
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18.8  The headings in this Agreement are for convenience only, and shall not affect the interpretation hereof. The terms “hereof”, “herein,” “hereto”
and similar words refer to the entire Agreement and not to any particular Article, Section, Attachment, Exhibit or any other subdivision of this
Agreement. References to “day” or “days” shall mean calendar days unless specified otherwise.

18.9  The provisions of this Agreement which by their nature are intended to survive the termination, cancellation, completion, or expiration of the
Agreement, including, but not limited to, indemnities and any expressed limitations of or releases from liability, shall continue as valid and enforceable
obligations of the parties notwithstanding any such termination, cancellation, completion, or expiration.

URS Corporation Americas (URS) prepared this proposal for the Jefferson School District (JSD,
Client) to provide environmental consulting services related to removal of contaminated soil at
the above-referenced existing school site. Under contract to the California Department of Toxic
Substances Control (DTSC), URS conducted a Preliminary Environmental Assessment (PEA) of
the site in 2013. Elevated concentrations of organochlorine pesticides (OCPs) and lead were
detected in soil near some of the buildings. Under a previous work authorization from JSD, URS
is performing statistical analysis of the existing data set and preparing a workplan for a small soil
removal to address any “hotspots” of contamination identified by the analysis. This proposal
includes our objective and scope of services, assumptions, fees, schedule, and conditions of
service. This revised proposal supersedes our 21 February 2014 proposal and now provides for
payment of prevailing wages (Davis Bacon Act) to applicable employees.

OBJECTIVE AND SCOPE OF SERVICES

The objective of URS’s services will be to implement the workplan for a small soil removal.
URS’s scope of services will consist of the following:

e Perform pre-construction activities, including:

o0 Making appropriate notifications to Underground Service Alert (USA), Cal-

Following the excavation, URS will collect confirmation soil samples at up to 25 sidewall
and bottom locations, and submit the samples to a California-accredited laboratory for
chemical analysis of lead and/or OCPs. If necessary, URS will also collect composite
sample(s) from the waste soil stockpile(s) and have the composite sample(s) analyzed for
chemicals of concern.

URS will load the excavated soil onto trucks operated by a properly licensed waste
transporter, who will transport the soil for disposal at a permitted disposal facility.

The methods and findings of the small soil removal action will be documented in a written
report suitable for submittal to DTSC after Client review. The report will be prepared
under the supervision of, and be signed by, a California-registered civil engineer
experienced in hazardous-material site assessment and remediation. After DTSC review,
the report will be revised to DTSC’s satisfaction, if necessary.

MEASURE J CITIZENS’ OVERSIGHT COMMITTEE BYLAWS

l. Adoption of Policy and Regulations — L egal Authority

1.1

This Citizens’ Oversight Committee Policy and regulations is adopted by
the Board of Trustees (“Board”) of the Jefferson School District (“District”)
pursuant to the provisions and requirements of Article 2 of Chapter 1.5 of
Part 5 of Division I of Title | of the California Education Code (hereinafter
the “Law”) and pursuant to Education Code Section 35160.

1. Background

2.1

On November 7, 2000, California voters approved Proposition 39, the
Smaller Classes, Safer Schools and Financial Accountability Act (School
Facilities: 55% Local Vote, Bonds, Taxes; Accountability Requirements).
The text of Proposition 39 includes various accountability requirements
including requirements for certain types of audits. In an effort to increase
voter acceptance for Proposition 39, the California Legislature passed, and
Governor Davis signed, Assembly Bill 1908 (“AB 1908), which provides
additional requirements relative to school district general obligation bond
elections conducted pursuant to Proposition 39. Those requirements
include provisions requiring school districts which are successful in
Proposition 39 bond elections to establish and appoint a Citizens Oversight
Committee, as required by the Law (as put into place pursuant to AB 1908).
This Policy and Regulations are adopted to comply with the Law and to
provide guidance as to the Committee and related matters.

I11. Definitions

3.1

August 26, 2011 1

Unless the context clearly requires otherwise, or a term is differently
defined within this Policy and Regulations, the terms defined in the Section
I11 shall, for all purposes of this Policy and Regulations, have the
meanings(s) herein specified.

“AB 1908” means Assembly Bill 1908 of the California 2000
Legislative Session, being Chapter 44 of Statutes of 2000.

“Board” means the Board of Trustees of the District.

“Bonds” means the general obligation bonds of the District as
authorized by the voters and issued pursuant to State law.
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“Committee” means the Citizens’ Oversight Committee formed and
appointed by the Board of the District pursuant to the requirements
of the Law, and this Policy and Regulations.

“District” means the Jefferson School District.

“Law” means Article 2 of Chapter 1.5 of Part 5 of Division | of
Title | of the California Education Code (being Education Code
Sections 15278 et seq.)

“Proposition 39" means Proposition 39, the smaller classes, safe
schools and Financial Accountability Act (school facilities; 55%
local vote, bonds, taxes, accountability requirements) as approved by
the California electorate on November 7, 2000.

v Establishment of Committee.

4.1 The Committee shall be established upon the certification of successful
election results of a Proposition 39 bond election by the Board subject to
the purpose, parameters, policies and regulations set forth in California
Law and herein.

V. Purpose of Committee.

51 Statutory Purpose. The purpose of the Committee shall be to inform
the public, at least annually in a written report, concerning the
expenditure of the bond proceeds. In carrying out this purpose the
Committee shall:

(a) Actively review and report on the proper expenditure of taxpayers’
money for school construction;

(b) Advise the public as to whether the District is in compliance with
the requirements of Article XII1A, Section 1 (b)(3) of the California
Constitution, which provides that;

I. Bond funds are expended only for the construction,
reconstruction, rehabilitation, or replacement of school
facilities, including the furnishing and equipping of
school facilities, or the acquisition or lease of real
property for school facilities;

ii. No bond funds are used for any teacher or
administrative salaries or other school operating
expenses;

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ii. A list of projects to be funded was included on the
ballot;

iv. An annual independent performance audit is
performed; and

v. An annual independent financial audit is performed.

5.2 The Committee shall have only those powers expressly stated in, or
directly required by, State law and this Policy and Regulations.

VI Committee Composition.

6.1
(a) The Committee shall consist of at least seven (7) members, subject
to the provisions of Section 7.1(c) hereof.
(b) The Committee may not include any employee or official of the
District or any vendor, contractor, or consultant of the District.
(c) The Committee shall include all of the following.

i. One member who is active in a business organization
representing the business community located within
the District.

ii. One member who is active in a senior citizen’s
organization;

iii. One member who is active in a bona fide taxpayer
association;

iv. One member shall be the parent or guardian of a child
enrolled in the District; and

v. One member shall be both a parent or guardian of a
child enrolled in the District and active in a parent-
teacher organization, such as the Parent-Group, Parent
Club, Parent Teacher Association or school site
council.

vi. One member has been or is actively involved in the
business of agriculture.

VII  Committee Appointments, Term, Officers, and VVacancies

7.1 Appointments

(a) The initial members of the Committee shall be appointed by the
Board within sixty (60) days of the date of the canvass of election
results by the Board as required by the Law.

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(b) The Board may solicit applications, or provide for an application

process, for appointment to the Committee in such manner as the
Board shall direct. The Board may require candidates for
membership on the Committee to submit information either on a
stated form or to include informational criteria in a manner as may
be established by the Board. Notwithstanding Section 4.1 hereof,
the Board may, in its discretion, solicit applications for membership
to the Committee in advance of an actual Proposition 39 general
obligation bond election date as may be necessary or desirable to
have adequate applicants to fill all of the required positions on the
Committee and to have adequate time in which to fully and
completely consider all of the applicants and their corresponding
information. The solicitation of applicant information shall not
require the formation of the Committee if the bond election in
guestion is not successful.

(c) In making its appointment, the Board shall satisfy the necessary

statutory membership requirements on the Committee as set forth in
Section 6.1 (c), hereof. In making its appointments to the
Committee the Board may, in its discretion, consider various factors
applicable to each candidate, including, but not limited to, (i)
residency within the boundaries of the District, (ii) whether the
candidate is a registered voter within the District, and (iii) the
professional and educational background of any prospective
Committee member, which may include experience in construction,
property, facilities management and/or finance matters or other
factors which tend to support or complement the purposes of the
Committee. The Committee shall initially have seven (7) members;
however, the Board retains the right to appoint additional members
to the Committee provided that the Committee shall always have an
odd number of members. In the event that the Law is amended to
require a different or greater number of Committee members, the

Board shall, within the time set by California law, take action to
appoint appropriate Committee members as shall be required.

(d) Any appointee to the Committee shall be required to comply with

the requirements and limitations of Section 8.3 hereof.

(e) If it is determined that if there are multiple qualified candidates

beyond the number of existing vacancies, the Board may identify
four alternates who can be used to fill vacancies that occur during
the subsequent twelve (12) months provided that the action is
compliant with sections 7.1(c), 7.2, and 7.3(b). The alternate list
shall not exceed four (4) members.

(F) Alternate Committee Members shall serve 1 year renewable terms,
with no limitation on consecutive terms. Alternate members shall be
full participants in the oversight process, but shall be non-voting
members. However, should a quorum which consists of (4) voting
members not be present at a meeting of the committee, the non-
voting members shall be recognized as voting members and shall
vote in order to create a quorum. Vacancy of an alternate seat shall
be determined in accordance with section 7.3, including
requirements to attend regularly scheduled meetings.

(9) In the event a sufficient number of qualified applicants have not
applied for open member positions, the Board will appoint the
qualified applicants and continue its search to fill the remaining
vacancies.

Term

(a) Each member of the Committee shall serve for a term not to exceed
two years. Three Committee members shall be designated as “one
year” and four Committee members shall be designated as “two
year” term members. No member of the Committee shall serve
more than two (2) consecutive terms. A member of the Committee
may serve multiple non-consecutive terms as the Board may
determine or direct.

(b) The term of office of a Committee member shall end upon the
completion of their initial term or subsequent two-year term or, in
the event that a vacancy for that Committee member’s position is
determined by the Board as set forth in this Policy and Regulations,
until such vacancy in determined.

(c) Each term shall match the fiscal year of the school district. Hence,
each term shall end on June 30" of the appropriate term-year as
described in paragraph 7.2.a above.

Officers

(a) The Committee shall elect a chair, a vice-chair who shall act as chair
only when the chair is absent, and a secretary, which positions shall
continue for a one (1) year term. Elections shall be conducted
during the first regularly scheduled meeting of each fiscal year.
There shall be no limitation to the number of consecutive terms
which an officer may serve.

(b) The Chair of the Committee shall preside at all meetings of the
committee, maintain order, rule on parliamentary procedure, consult
with the superintendent or designee on preparation of the committee
agendas, confer with the superintendent or designee on crucial
matters which may occur between committee meetings, enforce the
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rules of the committee at all meetings, and sign all official reports
from the committee.

a. In case of the resignation, absence, or disability of the Chair,
the Vice-Chair shall perform the duties of the Chair. In case
of the absence of the Vice-President, the Secretary shall
perform all duties of the Chair.

(c) The Vice-Chair of the Committee shall assume the duties of the
Chair in the case of his/her resignation, absence, or disability. He or
she will assist the Chair in planning, organizing, and directing
activities. He or she will also act as interim spokesperson when the
Secretary is not available, and has the responsibility of ensuring the
publication of each scheduled meeting.

(d) The Secretary shall be the chief spokesperson of the Oversight
Committee and act as liaison to the news media and the community.
The spokesperson is primarily responsible for providing current
information to the public and his or her statements should reflect
either the consensus or the majority and minority opinions of the
committee membership.

7.4 \Vacancies

(a) Determination of Vacancy. The Board may determine that a
Committee member’s seat on the Committee has become vacant
under any of the following circumstances;

a. Resignation of that Committee member submitted in writing
to the Board (which shall be effective upon its receipt by the
Board);

b. Death, or a legal determination of the incapacity of that
Committee member.

c. The Committee member relocates their principal place of
residence to a location outside the boundaries of the District.

d. Conviction of a violation of Government Code Section 1090
et seq. or other applicable conflict of interest laws (see
Section 8.3)

e. Conviction of any crime resulting in imprisonment or
conviction of a felony involving moral turpitude;

f. The election or appointment of that Committee member to a
public office which is deemed or determined to be an
incompatible public office with simultaneous membership on
the Committee (see Section 8.3 hereof);

g. If acommittee member is absent from two (2) or more
consecutive regularly scheduled Committee meetings, the

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school board may determine the position has been vacated;
and/or

h. In the case of a Committee member who represented one (1)
of the six (6) groups set forth in 6.1 (c) hereof, where that
member ceases to be a member or a representative of the
identified group and does not resume or restore such status
within sixty (60) days of such occurrence.

(b) Attendance

A. Committee members shall attend all regular business
meetings of the Citizen’s Oversight Committee.

B. If a committee member has two or more unexcused absences
for regularly scheduled committee meetings, the School
Board may declare that position vacated.

C. To be excused from any regularly scheduled committee
meeting, the committee member shall notify the Oversight
Committee Chairperson at least 48 hours prior to the meeting.
However, if the member is unable to attend any regular
meeting due to illness, injury or emergency, that same
member shall notify the Oversight Committee Chairperson of
the emergency within 48 hours after the regularly scheduled
meeting. This notification shall also constitute an excuse.

(i1) The District, on behalf of the Board, shall give at least ten (10) days
prior written notice of the intent to determine a vacancy on the
Committee prior to taking action thereon, and the reasons thereof, which
notice shall be mailed, by United States mail first class postage prepaid,
to the last known address of the Committee member in question and to
the chairperson or president of the Committee. The power to make
determinations as to vacancies on the Committee is expressly reserved
to the Board.

(b) In the event a vacancy is determined, such Committee position shall remain
vacant until the Board appoints a new Committee member for that position.
Following the determination of the vacancy on the Committee the Board shall
follow the procedures set forth in Section 7.1 hereof to fill such vacancy within
a reasonable period of time. The power to fill vacancies on the Committee is
expressly reserved to the Board.

(c) In making appointments to fill vacancies as set forth in this Section VII, the
Board shall make appointments such that the five (5) representative groups, as
set forth in Section 6.1 (c) hereof, shall be maintained.

Service Without Compensation. As set forth in the Law, members of the
Committee shall serve without compensation.
Non-L.iability for District Debts. The private and personal property of the

Committee members shall be exempt from execution or other liability for
any debts, liabilities or obligations of the District or the Committee, and no
Committee members shall be personally liable or responsible for any debts,
liabilities or obligations of the District or the Committee except where
expressly set forth in California law.

Conflicts of Interest and Prohibited Actions. It is the express desire and
intention of the Board that members of the Committee shall not be, or have,
any financial interest in the matters which they review.

(@) All members of the Committee, as a condition of membership on the
Committee, may be requested to sign a certification declaring that
such Committee appointee has no conflict of interest as to the issues
which shall be before the Committee.

(b) All members of the Committee shall expressly be subject to the
limitations and requirement of Article 4 of Division 4 of Title | of
the California Government Code, being Government Code Sections
1090, et seq.

(c) All members of the Committee shall expressly be subject to the
limitations and requirements of Article 4.7 of Division 4 of Title | of
the California Government Code. Being Government Code Sections
1125, et seq.

(d) All Committee members shall submit required Statements of
Economic Interests, including filing annual Statements of economic
Interests, pursuant to the District’s current Conflict of Interest Code
and California Government Code Sections 81008. All Committee
members shall be required to report at a minimum under Disclosure
Category Il. All such Statements of Economic Interests shall be filed
with the District and shall be available for public review as required
by California Government Code Section 81000. et seq. All
members of the Committee shall be furnished with a copy of the
District’s current Conflict of Interest Code upon their taking office
as Committee members. Additionally, all persons appointed to the
Committee shall be provided with a copy of this Policy and
Regulations and any amendments thereto.

IX. Committee Activities and Meetings.
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9.1  Activities of the Committee. The Committee may engage in any of the
following activities in furtherance of its purpose:

(a) Receive and review copies of the annual performance audit (as
prepared pursuant to the requirements of Proposition 39);

(b) Receive and review copies of the annual financial audit (as prepared
pursuant to the requirements of Proposition 30);

(c) Inspect school facilities and grounds to ensure that bond funds are
expended for the purpose set forth in the bond measure approved by
the voters;

(d) Receive and review copies of any deferred maintenance proposal or
plans developed by the District;

(e) Review efforts by the District to maximize bond revenues by
implementing cost-saving measures, including, but not limited to:

Q) Mechanisms designed to reduce the cost of professional
fees;

(i) Mechanisms designed to reduce the costs of site
preparation;

(ili)  Recommendations regarding the joint use of core
facilities;

(iv)  Mechanisms designed to reduce costs by incorporating
efficiencies in school site design; and

(v)  Recommendations regarding the use of cost-effective and
efficient reusable plans.

() The Committee shall issue regular reports of the results of its activities.
The Committee must issue at least one report each year.

9.2 Construction of Agenda. The superintendent or his designee, in cooperation
with the Chair of the Committee, shall prepare an agenda for each regular
meeting. Any committee member may contact the Superintendent or the
Chair and request any item directly related to Committee business be
placed on the agenda no later than five week days prior to the legally
required public posting of the agenda.

(a) The superintendent and the chair shall jointly determine if the item is or
Is not a matter directly related to Committee business.

(b) The Committee may place limitations on the total time to be devoted to
the matter at any meeting, and may limit the time allowed for any one
person to speak on the matter at the meeting.

(c) This provision does not prevent the board from taking testimony at
regular meetings on matters which are not on the agenda which a
member of the public may wish to bring before the Committee, but the
Committee may take no action on such matters at that meeting.

9.3Brown Act Compliance: Public Records.

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(a) Regular meeting dates, time, and place shall be established by the
Committee and published/posted in accordance with the Ralph M. Brown
Act (being Government Sections 54950 et seq.) and applicable District
posting procedures. All Committee proceedings shall be open to the public
and shall be subject to the provisions of the Ralph M. Brown Act. The
Committee may adopt rules and regulations guidelines or similar
procedures as may be necessary or desirable in order to comply with the
requirements of the Ralph M. Brown Act.
(d) All documents received by the Committee, Committee minutes and
reports issued by the Committee shall be a matter of public record.

Statutory Requirement. The Board of the District, without any use of

Bond funds, shall provide the Committee with:

(a) Any necessary technical assistance and administrative assistance in
furtherance of the Committee’s purpose; and

(b) Sufficient resources to publicize the conclusions of the Committee
(including establishing, operating and updating the Committee Internet
Website).

Administrative Support. Administrative support provided by District staff

to the Committee shall include all of the following:

(a) Preparing, mailing and posting agendas for meetings of the Committee
in compliance with the Ralph M. Brown Act;

(b) Preparing and submitting documents (including agenda materials) to the
Committee members and to members of the public in compliance with
the Ralph M. Brown Act;

(c) Arranging for meeting locations and preparing meeting facilities for
scheduled meetings of the Committee;

(d) The taking, transcribing, providing and maintaining of minutes of the
Committee meetings which minutes shall, at a minimum, include an
identification of all Committee members present and absent at any
meeting of the Committee and a statement of the vote on each issue of
business directed, determined or set out by the Committee; and

(e) Maintaining Committee records and responding to public records act
requests directed to the Committee which public records act requests
and responses shall be handled according to the same procedures as are
applicable to the District under its public records act policy.

District staff shall provide the following technical support to the
Committee:
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(a) Arranging tours and inspections of school facilities and grounds as may
be reasonably scheduled by the Committee as set forth in Section 9.1(c)
above.

(b) Providing audits, and written reports as provided for in Section 9.1
above, and providing, operating, maintaining and updating the
Committee Internet Website as set forth in Section 10.3, hereof.

(c) The District shall, in compliance with Section 10.1 hereof, provide
sufficient administrative support and technical resources to conform
with the directives and requirements set forth in the Law and within this
Policy and Regulations. In covering such costs, the District shall cover
such costs as are reasonably necessary or required under California law
and this Policy and Regulations in furtherance of the Committee’s
express purpose. In the event of a question relating to whether an
expense of the Committee is reasonably necessary, such determination
shall lie within the purview of the Superintendent of the District, who
shall have the responsibility to provide a final determination on
approval of such cost(s).

10.3 Committee Internet Website Education Code Section 15280(b) requires
that certain documents relating to the Committee be made available on an
Internet Website maintained by the District. The cost to operate, maintain
and update the Committee Internet Website shall be the responsibility of
the District. The Committee Internet Website may be included within an
existing Website operated by the District or may be operated separately.
The following documents and information shall appear on the Committee
Internet Website and shall be updated from time to time:

(a) Minutes of Committee meetings;
(b) Reports issued by the Committee; and
(c) Documents received by the Committee.

10.4 Presentation of Reports. Reports, including the annual report of the
Committee, and recommendations of the Committee shall be presented to
the Board. Committee recommendations for specific actions shall be
forwarded to the Board and such District staff members as such
recommendations shall concern.

XI1. Disbanding of Committee; Records.

11.1 The Committee shall be disbanded at the end of the fiscal year in which:
(a) All Proposition 39 bond proceeds and earnings thereon have been
expended:;

(b) The Committee has issued its final annual report as required under
Section 9.1(f) above; and

(c) The Committee has completed and conducted its final meeting which
shall be scheduled after notice of 11.1(a) hereof occurs.

In the event that the Committee is disbanded and the Districts succeeds in a
later bond election where the provisions of Proposition 39 and the Law are
applicable, the Board may, depending upon the passage of time, either
reconstitute the last seated Committee or appoint new Committee members.
Such determination shall be in the sole and absolute discretion of the
Board.

All records of the Committee shall be kept by the District (pursuant to its
records retention policy) for a period of at least two (2) years after the
disbanding of the Committee as provided for herein.

XI1l. Amendment of Policy and Requlations.

The Policy and Regulations set forth herein shall be subject to such later
and further amendments and modifications by the Board as may be required
by State law or may be reasonably necessary in fulfilling the purpose of the
Committee or in the efficient administering of the business of the
Committee.

XIll. POWERS RESERVED TO THE GOVERNING BOARD

13.1
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In recognition of the fact that the Committee is charged with overseeing the

expenditure of bond proceeds for approved bond projects:

(b) Projects financed through the State of California, developer fees,
redevelopment tax increment, certificates of participation, CFD Bonds,
the general fund or the sale of surplus property without bond proceeds
shall be outside the authority of the Committee.

(c) The establishment of priorities and order of construction for the bond
projects shall be made by the Governing Board of the District at its sole
discretion.

(d) The selection of architects, engineers, soils engineers, construction
managers, project managers, CEQA consultants and such other
professional service firms as are required to complete the project based
on District criteria established by the Board is at its sole discretion.

(e) The approval of the design for each project including exterior materials,
paint color, interior finishes, site plan and construction methods
(modular vs. permanent) by the Board is at its sole discretion and the
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Board shall report to the Committee on any cost saving techniques
considered or adopted by the Board.

(F) The selection of independent audit firm(s), performance audit
consultants and such other consultants as are necessary to support the
activities of the Committee shall be the responsibility of the Governing
Board

(9) The approval of an annual budget for the Committee that is sufficient to
carry out the activities set forth in Proposition 39 and included herein
shall be the responsibility of the Governing Board.

(h) The allocation of State School Building Program grant funds to projects
in the order and in an amount determined by the Board is at its sole
discretion.

(i) The adoption of a plan for publicizing the activities of the Committee
and the determination as to whether a mailer, a newspaper notice or
website materials would best suit the distribution of the Committee’s
findings and recommendations is at the sole discretion of the Governing
Board.

(1) The amendment or modification of the Procedures, Policies &
Guidelines for the Committee as provided herein shall be the
responsibility of the Governing Board, subject to the legal requirements
of Proposition 39.

(K) The appointment or reappointment of qualified applicants to serve on
the Committee, subject to legal limitations, and based on criteria
adopted by the Governing Board is at its sole discretion as part of
carrying out the Board’s function under Proposition 39.
