5. UPDATE ON MEASURE J PROJECTS AND TIMELINE – The Traina School gymnasium 


contract was approved in November.   Since then some drainage issues were addressed.  
Rain delayed the project further as did moisture level in the ground, which occurs naturally.  
Soil has been amended with a geo-grid barrier and a layer of soil.  The soil is being tested 
this week which pushes the project completion date to February 1, 2016.   
 
Regarding the Jefferson project, building A has ninety-percent of a roof.  Framing, windows, 
and the cafeteria are the next areas where we will see action.  The new gym’s structure is 
well under way and the back parking lot is done.  Rain shouldn’t impact the project.  
Increment II, which included the water tank, is being readied for the contract.   
 
In the area of technology spending, 600 Chromebooks are on order and will be distributed to 
sixth through eighth grade students. The technology carts were received.

JEFFFERSON SCHOOL Set to Open January 5, 2016 


    


    A recommendation from the California Department of Education (CDE) to limit bond issuance could place the modernization of Jefferson and Traina Gymnasium construction at risk of long delays and higher costs.  


While rain would have been nice to help alleviate the drought 
conditions, the lack of rain has allowed for construction schedule 
to remain on track for the renovated Jefferson School. All of the 
building exteriors and roofs have been completed and stucco and 
brick veneer will be going up on the exterior of the building over 
the next few weeks. The interiors of the building are currently 
receiving drywall and wall coverings will be installed over the 
upcoming months. A tremendous amount of progress has been 
made on the new gym including the roof, stage wall, and heating 
and air conditioning systems. In early summer the old district 
office will be torn down and work will commence on the new 
main parking lot of Linne Road. While the site appears to be close

Traina School gymnasium reaches an important milestone 


On Monday April 27, 2015, the steel columns that will eventually 
support the roof trusses rose out of the ground. This small step will 
lead to the community being able to see the walls go up over the next 
month. The construction company is quickly laying a few course layers 
of blocks that will serve as the frame for the concrete foundation to be 
poured. Once the foundation is in place scaffolds will wrap the future 
building and crews will begin setting the course of block walls that will 
eventually reach 32 feet in height. Once the final blocks are put in 
place, crews will begin to install the roof system and frame in the 
interior storage rooms, music office, and exterior bathrooms. PJHM 
Architects have been working with District to carry the color scheme 
from the current campus over to the new gymnasium. With some 
delays in construction the facility is slated to open February 2016.

In late January, 6-8th grade classrooms received Chromebook Carts consisting of 34 new HP 
Chromebooks. Over the past few months classroom teachers participated in professional 
development on effective strategies for utilizing the new devices as a tool for students to reach the 
California Standards. With parent permission, each student was provided with a Google account 
which provides them access to Gmail within the district and their own Google Docs suite of 
software. Google Docs can be used by students to collaborate simultaneously, collect and analyze 
data, develop ePortfolios to showcase their work, and invite experts into the classroom through 
video chat. While student accounts may be accessed anywhere with an Internet connection, 
students are only able to send and receive email from teachers and classmates. Students and 
teachers are beginning to use Google Classroom, which is a learning management system that aims 
to simplify creating, distributing and grading assignments in a paperless way.

Measure J Bond Balance 
As of April 30, 2015 the Measure J Bond Balance in Series A is $506,241 with $352,125 reserved for upcoming technology purchases. The 
next technology purchase out of Series A will consist of 550 Chromebooks that will be rolled out to 3-5th grade classrooms at the beginning 
of the 2015-16 school year. Series B and C have a combined balance of $17,443,026 and all of the remaining funds are currently 
encumbered for the completion of the new Traina School Gymnasium and Jefferson School renovation project. Both projects have 
contingency accounts and any funds remaining in these accounts will be repriotized by the Board of Education for additional construction 
projects.
