An equation is a mathematical statement that two quantities are equal.
[bookmark: _GoBack]
b – 447 = 1,203       ;b = 1,650 
Step 1: Plug the value for b into the equation.
1,650 – 447 = 1,203
Step 2: Do the math. If both sides of the equation are equal, then the value for the variable is a solution.
1,650 – 447 = 1,203
1,203 = 1,203
Therefore, 1,650 is a solution.
